. Mayor Schofleld made a suggestion
which Co. Gill declared to be wortay of
most serlous consideration. It s said
to be necessary to provide the city with
.wo more school buildings. The mayor
asked if it might not be good policy to
make one of these buildings serve the
need of those pupils who would leave
school at or before the eighth grade if
such a course of training as they required
were not provided. No doubt this sug-

. gestion will receive the very careful at-
tention of the school board.

Whatever may be done, there is no
titne to lose in coming to.a conclusion re-
garding next winter’s work. It would be
qutt'e possible at comparatively small ex-
pense, considering the advantage gained,

to provide for some day as well as even- ‘

~ing classes at the beginning of the next
school term, while waiting for the erce-
tion of a building and such legislation
‘regarding school age and compulsory at-

This i3 a matter on whica the city coun-
¢ll, school board, vocational committee,
citizens committee, commercial organiza-
tions and others, including the Council
of Women, might very well confer
through committees from each, and work
out a tentative programme.

Col. Gill’s address, with the illustra-
tons from other place§ which he gave,
reveals clearly the defects of our system.
He also showed that we have been on
the right track as far as we’have gone
in regard to vocational training, and his

assurance should be satisfactory to those
who may have entertained doubts on that

point. His plea for co-operation as a
prime necessity is wise and timely for
there should be no serious division of
opinion on this great question.. If we

will all be willing to put first in our
_thoughtls t}ut seventy per cent -of our

- children who are turned adrift between
the ages of fourteen and ',eignbeen, when
they should be getting vocational train-
ing and guidance; «nd those older per-
sons, nearly all of them still young, who
should be given an opportunity to get
training for efficiency whieh they did not
get in earlier life; then our personal
predudices or opinions will count *for
little compared with our desire to co-
operate and get resulis; and the question
of finances will not loom so large in
our heated imaginations. Col. Gill's
vigit should 'nspire everybody to take a
new grip of the situation and turn a
deaf ear to any who question our ability
to solve this problem in a satisfactory
manner. .

A motion was
passed that the net proceeds of the tag
day be sent fo the Children’s Aid So-
ciety.

PERRY CASE OFF
ONTL TUESDAY

. Preliminary Examination is

C,ompieted — Magistrate to
Consider Evidence — Story
of the Tragedy.

Yarmouth, N. S, April 22—Clara Rli-
gabeth Peg and Mansfield Ross, charged
respectively with the wilful murder of
Captain George Henry Perry on Feb. 26
last, and with being an accomplice after
the fact, following the conclusion today
of the crown’s case against the former,
were remanded until 3 o’clock Tuesday
afternoon. Stipendiary Magistrate Chas.
S Pelton announced that he then might
be in a position to decidé whether or not
the evidence adduced justified his send-
ing up the accused for trial. Whether
or mot he would be in such position, he
said, depended upon the dispatch with
which the evidence would be transeribed
by the court stemographer. By consent
of counsel e , the evidence adduced
in the case of Mrs. Perry will, if neces-
sary, be made to apply to the case of
Mansfield Ross, subject to any addi-
tional evidence that may be required to
complete the court record. The remand
of the prisoners followed addresses by
R. W. Landry for the defence and
W. J. O’Hearn, K. C., for ths crown.

Mr. Landry contended that the crown
had failed to ma(ll:e out a ;;rl;x‘n‘. fac'ie
case, urging the discharge o e pris-
oners. Pf‘liegattacked the evidence of the
various witnesses called by the crown
as being wholly circumstantial and apart
from the question at lssue, and nxued
that no direct evidence had been ad ced
that was inconsistent with the innocenc-
of Mrs. Perry touching the actual mur
der of the captain.

Mr. O’Hearn, for the crown, contend-
ed that it was competent for a petit
§ury but not for the magistrate to draw
inferences from the evidence adduced,
citing cases to support his argument that
while it was the practice to give the
prisoner the benefit of any reasonable
doubt in cases coming before a jury it
was also the practice to give the crown
the benefit any reasonable doubt in
cases before a magistrate court, and
urged that in the interest of the prisoner
herself, as well as in the interest of jus-
tice, the accused should be committed
and the evidence in her case submitted
for the review of the grand jury.

A feature of the afternoon’s session
was the tribute paid by Detective Ken-
nedy, under direct examination of Mr.
O'Hearn, to the work of former Chief
of Police Charles Babine, of Yarmouth.
Detective Kennedy said that in his judg-
ment the former chief had taken every
possible precaution to obtain evidence
and if he nad not obtained it the cir-
cumstance was through no fault of his

own.
Benjamin McNutt, who Ilives next
door to the Perry home, told of seeing

. a stranger in the vicinity on the night

of the murder and he also told of Mans-
field Ross coming to his house to use the
telephone. Detective Kennedy was the

last witness and told of the various in-|

terviews with the accused regarding the
murder. The crown rested the case here
and after a whispering conversation with
her counsel, Mrs, Perry said, “I have
nothing to say, I am innocent.” She was
vemanded to jail to await the decision
of the magistrate, ;

THE STORY OF THE
PERRY TRAGEDY

(Halifax Chronicle)

Pending the presentation of the new
evidence which the erown is reported to
have collected in the case, a review of
the known facts of the murder of Cap-
tain George Henry Perry is not amiss.
At ten o’clock on the night of Saturday,
Febrnary 26th, Captain Perry, who had
been spending the evening at the heme of
Thomas Nickerson, a nearby neighbor,
looked at his watch and remarked that
it was time to go home. He did so—

to his death, for an hour later his badly
battered body was found in the snow at
the back-door of his house. He had been
struck on the head by “some blunt in-

strument,” supposed 'but not definitely
roven, to have been an iron bar used

the Captain as a cobbler’s tool, which
was found néar the body after the mud-
derous attack was believed to have been
mwade while the captain was opening the
door leading into the back porch of his
house, after which the captain, so. the
theory went, had fallen across a small
deal table inside the porch where sev-
eral additional blows had been admin-

by his feet to the yard. This was the
reconstruction of the crime suggested
after examination of the premises.
Mrs. Perry, according to the evidence
given by her at the coroner's inquest,
was in the house that evening alone, her
daughter Eleanor and Mansfield Ross
having gone down town to a motion pic-
ture theatre. Mrs. Perry’s story was
that she had put one of the lights on
the lower floor of the house and had gone
upstairs. The light in her room was

'away since morning, barked

the only light, in the house, she said.
| Mrs. Perry told the coroner that she did
'not know pogitively whether tne back
door was locked or not. She had not
worried on that score, she said, because
Captain Perry always attended to that
door. She heard no poise at the back
door when she was alone in the house.

At about eleven-thirty o’clock, aceording
‘to the evidence given by Eleanor Perry,
ber mother appeared anxious as to her
father’s non-return and asked Ross to
go and see if he was in the barn.

|in. As she did so, the dog made a
rush right through the rear of the house.
Ross had started to go to the barn, but
returned immediately to say that her
father was in the yard badly injured.
Ross, according to Mrs. Perry, told her
not to go to the yard and said he would
summon a doctor and help.
| Dr. Webster, a Yarmouth practitioner,
'said he had been called about midnight
;to the house. He reached there with-
iin perhaps half an hour, and was sur-
prised to find that the wounded man had
not been taken into the house. He
thought Captain Perry was badly chilled.
He never told Ross, who had asked him
to come and then himself returned to the
Perry home, not to remove the body,
nor had Ross asked him what to do
with it.
| Other. features of the evidence irclud-
ed the testimony of Thomas Nicker-
son that Captain Perry had often in-
directly expressed to him fear of foul
play. Nickerson said that the murder-
ed man had told him of two previous
efforts to “put him out of the way,”
once by poisoned cake and the second
time by tampering with. his cellar steps.
William McNutt and Daniel Mclsaac,
also neighbors, told the coroner and his
jury that Perry had lain in the yard
for more than an hour, his life blood ooz-
ing away, while, within doors his daugh-
ter had washed the dishes for her supper
and his wife had stood in the door-
way. McNutt alleged that Ross had
 claimed that Dr. Webster had ordered
‘him to leave the captain lying in the
open, a statement which the doctor had

later demied, while McIsaac claimed that
the next morning Ross had profanely '

‘objected to the presence of the captain’s
body in the kitchen becamse it inter-
fered with his appetite

It was also stated in the evidence
that there had been considerable “clean-
ing up” in the Perry porch and kitchen
after the murder. Mrs. Fannie Milner
told of washing up the blood on the
floor. Mrs. Beatrice McKinnon, a char-
woman, told of being summoned to the

Detective on the Scene ‘

evening, at once commenced his inves-
tigations. visited the Perry home
talked with 'the inmates, searched the
house from top to bottom, bcanned the
grounds and otherwise made évery ef-
fort to find a clue to the mystery. He
secured several exhibits, the irom bar,
‘with which it was beileved that the
dread deed was committed, and a skirt
belonging to Mrs. Perry on which there
was a stain. This' was on Wednesday,
March 2nd.

'SASKATCHEWAN COAL
GAINING IN FAVOR

Saskatoon, Sask., April 28—Saskatche-
wan coal is gaining favor among users in
other provinces and there was a large
increase in the number of tons exported
during the year 1920 as compared with
the 1919 figures. The figures for last
year show that about 8,132 tons were ex-
po! . as against 889 tons for 1919.
With approximately 884,389 tons of coal
mined -in 1920, the amount exported is
one per cent of the total. The import
of the same commodity last year
amounted to less than a thousand tons,
being 206 tons of anthracite and 530
tons of bituminous coal.

The total number of coal mines in
operation in Saskatchewan last year was
forty-five, and employment was given in
this work to 3,040 men, or a monthly
average of 253,

The monthly output during the year
varied according to the demands, and the
number of men varied propdrtionately.
Last November the production and the
number of men reached the highest peak,
when the output was 55,298 tons and the
number of men 475,

The second was the attitude
of those in charge of the present school
systems who resented the new move-
ment as an intrusion and a reflection on
the work carried on in existing schools.
In order to meet these objections it was
necessary to indicate clearly what was
meant by vocational education.

The support of the movement to have
voeational schools was derived from the
ranks both of employers and of em-
ployes. It was due to the pressure
brought to bear upon the federal gov-
ernment by the combined, forces of both
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion and the Trades and Labor Congress
that the Ottawa authorities had decided
to set aside an appropriation for voca-

New York, April 28—(By Canadian
Press)—Four memoriald to George
Washington will be dedicated in Great
Britain during the next three months,
according to an announcement made by
i’the Sulgrave Institution, an organization
éomposed of promifient citizens of
i Britain and the United States.
