WARSHIPS STOP 
GERMANS’ WORK

New York, Dec. 2—A special cable to 
the Herald dated “On the Belgian fron­
tier, Tuesday,” says:—

The bombardment of Zebrugge and 
vicinity yesterday by the allied squad­
ron, *used another cessation of the 
tivity of the German naval brigade, 
which last week, had resumed the work 
of equipping the Zeebrugge harbor as a 
naval base for operations and a depot 
for a large quantity of their stores.

One hundred and fifty men are being 
kept in steady employment by the wa­
ter and sewerage department at present 
and this without encroaching at all on 
the work which has been mapped out 
as a cold weather programme for the 
winter months.

Other work now 
In hand includes renewals in Dorchester 
street, the new water mains to supply 
the latest government wharves in West 
iSt. John and the water and sewerage 
mains to the tuberculosis hospital, East 

:St. John.

King Peter of Servla is the grandson 

it “Karageorge,” Turkish for “Black 
George" (in Servian “Tsmi JJÿordie”), 
the leader under whom Servia first 
achieved independence from Turkish 
rule. Karageorge was bom in 1766, the 
son of a poor Servian peasant, Petroniye 
Petrovich. “When quite a young man,'1 
says the Encyclopaedia Britannica, “he 
entered the services of a renowned 
Turkish brigand, Fazli-Bey by name, 
and accompanied his master on his ad­
venturous expeditions. When twenty he 
married and started a small farm.”

Having killed a Turk, he left Servia, 
afterwards saw service in the Austrian 
army against Turkey, then deserted his 
regiment and returned to Servie, ‘*Iiv- 

V jng sometimes as a peaceful farmer and 
\ sometimes again as the leader of a 
Timall band of ‘hayduks’—men who at­
tacked, robbed and in most cases kill­
ed the traveling Turks in revenge for 
the oppression of their country.” '

Soon after the Servians had risen 
against their oppressors, early in 18*4, 
Karageorge was elected “as the supreme 
leader (Vrhovnl Vozd) of the nation. 
Under his command the Servians speed­
ily cleared their country not only of the 
janissaries disloyal to the Sultan, but 
of all other Turks, who withdrew from 
the open country to the fortified towns.” 
As a result, the Servians for a short 
time, until the autumn of 1818, govern-

We are sum­
moned by a sad destiny to the dreadful 
duty of saving western civilisation from 
falling Into am abyss of mUttarist hate, 
as Holland puts it.
To Re-establish Justice,

“A great nation does not revenge, it­
self. It re-establishes Justice, and the 
destruction of Prussian militarism is t.ie 
only way we can discern by which just­
ice can be re-established among the na­
tions of Europe. We cannot light this 
evil power with spiritual weapons alone, 
but we must wield the sword with hands 
made strong by faith in us. Sooner or 
later the German democracy will divine 
tire truth that the Prussian creed of mili­
tarism is their enemy, as well as ours, 
and that they must join us in the human 
duty of overthrowing it.”

London, Dec. 2—A very optimistic 
prediction as to comparatively short dur­
ation of the war is made by a personage 
who cannot be designated wit.r any 
greater precision than as an officer of 
high position in General French’s army. 
He is back in London from the front on 
a few days "leave, most of which he pass­
ed at the War Offk*.

“The war,” he said, “will be over be­
fore Ascot.” (June).

In view of the general expectation of 
a long struggle this statement reads like 
a joke. It is made in all seriousness, 
however, and is justified, according to 
its author, by what he describes as the 
facts of the situation. These are in 
brief that the German efforts in the 
western theatre of war are practically 
exhausted ; that the pressure on the 
eastern frontier will soon become sev­
ere; that the psychological moment for 
a general offensive movement for which 
Gen. Joffre has been looking, is rapidly 
approaching, and that when It does ar­
rive the Allies' combined movements in 
the east and west stall prove irresistible.

“Early in the summer,” said this of­
ficer, “Germany will be ready to make 
peace on the best terms she can obtain.”

This prediction is a purely military 
one, and leaves out of consideration the 
question of what terms Germany will 
be able and be willing to accept.

Though talk of the necessity of crush­
ing Germany is indulged in now, there 
can be little doubt t.rat six months more 
of an appalling and

a potent factor in the consideration of 
terms.

The gospel of hatred of Germany 
which is "being preached by some apostles 
here does not really seem to be having 
more than superficial success.

The more responsible papers through­
out the country show no evidence of a 
patriotic determination to see the war 
through to a successful issue degenerat­
ing into a blind fury only to be as­
suaged by the destruction of Germany.

Paris, Dec. 1, 10.80 p. m.—A semi­

This concentration Napoleon found it ; 
impossible to achieve. The Invasion plan 
was finaly brought to naught by the 
great victory of Nelson over the French 
and Spanish fleet at Trafalgar.

Foiled by British Control of Sea 
as Germans Are Restrained To­
day Patriotic Remembrances

The reported intention of the Ger­
mans to invade England after seizing a 
suitable port on the English Channel re­
calls the elaborate preparations made by 
Napoleon early in the last century to; 
achieve the same purpose. It was foiled : 
by England’s control of the sea, the fac- 

which she relies today to protect j 
her island empire.

At the dose of 1779, one of Napoleon’s 
principal aims was to distract Great 
Britain by the threat of Invasion of 
England across the Channel. Napoleon’s 
ships were continually being held in : 
check by the superior English fleet, but 
the invasion scheme was vigorously 
pushed after the 3rd of March, 1801. 
Flat-bottomed boats were gradually col­
lected at Boulogne. Two attempts to 
destroy them at anchor, though direct­
ed by Nelson himself, were repulsed on 
the 4th and 16th of August, But the In­
vasion was so far little more than a 
threat made for diplomatic purposes.

After the peace of Amiens had been 
succeeded by open war on the 18th of 
May, 1803, the plan was again taken up.

“From that date till about the middle 
of August, 1805, a space of some two 
years and two months,” says the En­
cyclopedia Britannica, “the war took the 
form of a most determined attempt on 
the part of Napoleon to carry out an in­
vasion of Great Britain, met by the 
counter pleasures of the British govern­
ment. The scheme of invasion was 
based on the Boulogne flotilla, a device 
inherited from the old French royal gov­
ernment, through the republic. Its ob­
ject was to throw a great army ashore 
on the coast between Dover and Hast­
ings. The preparations were made on 
an unprecedented scale. The republic ' 
had collected some two hundred and ; 
forty vessels.

“All were built to be rowed, were 
flat-bottomed, and of shallow draft so 
as to be able to navigate close to the 
shore, and to take the ground without 
hurt. They were built In France and 
the Low Countries, in the coast towns 
and the rivers—even in Paris—and were 
collected gradually, shore batteries both 
fixed and mobile being largely employed 
to cover tfie passage. A vast sum of 
money and the labor of thousands of 
men were employed to clear harbors for 
them, at and near Boulogne. The shal­
