FEARUARY1915 THE TIME OCEAN UMITED DELAYEDHavana, March 15—A message of Presi­
dent Gomez vetoing the amnesty bill, wae 
read in both houses of 'congress yesterday. 
It did not contain any reference to the re­
cent energetic remonstrances from Wash­
ington concerning the bill. It merely 
stated that President Gomez saw incon­
sistencies in various chapters which pos­
sibly would lead, to legal controversies. 
Therefore, it said, the executive thought 
it best to veto the measure.

The message recommended the prepara­
tion of a new bill which would extend am. 
nesty to the prisoners taken in the recent 
racial revolution in Oriente and also to cer­
tain offenders against the laws regulating 
the press, but exempting from amnesty 
those charged with offences against the re­
presentatives of foreign powers.

Mrs. Jordan Makes This a Gif 
in Addition to All Others

London, March 15—Sir Thomas Lipfcon 
will reply through the Royal Ulster Yacht 
Club next week to the rejection of his 
challenge by the New York Yacht Club.

Today he expressed some surprise at the 
New York yachtsmen’s comparison of bis 
challenge of 1907 with the present one. 
The former challenge, he said, wae made 
under the universal rule which would pro­
duce a boat capable of racing anywhere 
after the America’s cup race, while the 
boat which would have been built had the 
latest challenge been accepted would have 
been a freak to be thrown on the scrap 
heap after the race.

No decision has yet been reached by Sir 
Thomas as to whether or not his challenge 
will be modified.

Frank Oliver, leading the opposition, ex­
pressed surprise that such an important 
declaration of government policy should 
have -been left to the minister of public 
works, especially when the premier was 
within the precincts. However, the Liber­
als favored rules which, after all, were de­
signed to facilitate debate and certainly 
would not quarrel with any interpreta­
tion of them which did not limit British 
freedom of speech. He was proceeding to 
a discussion of the bill and had declared 
that three Dreadnoughts were neither a 
gift nor a loan, but a pawn in the political 
games of Britain and Canada, When Prem­
ier Borden seconded his first lieutenant’s 
plan by calling the attention of the west­
ern chairman to the fact.that the principle 
of the bill wae being discussed and as the 
principle had been settled on the second 
reading this was out of order.
The first Application

Acting Chairman Aikens arose promptly 
and ruled in favor of Premier Borden. 
Hon. Mr. Oliver appealed from the ruling. 
Speaker Sproule was sent for and Aikens 
reported the point of order and the ruling 
to him. Speaker Sproul read the report 
to the house with considerable difficulty 
as the handwriting wae bad and when he 
finished Doctor Pugsley rose to a point of 
order. Speaker Sproule ruled that one 
point could not be made while another was 
being dealt with. Doctor Pugsley persist­
ed and was shouted down fym the govern­
ment side. At the request of A. K. Mac- 
Lean, the report was read a second time 
and at the request of Mr. Bevin it was 
read in French by Deputy Speaker Blon­
din, who had a five minute struggle with 
the handwriting.

Hon. Frank Oliver objected to the form 
of the motion, but the speaker paid no 
attention to hie protest, but put the mo­
tion and Mr. Aikens ruling was sustained 
by sixty-eight to twenty-eighty a majority 
of forty on a straight party division, all 
the Nationalists voting with the govern­
ment.
Rule Out Amendments

Mr. Oliver resumed hie speech and again 
the challenge on order came from the west 
on the ground that a previous argument 
wae being repeated. This Mr. Oliver de­
nied, but Chairman Aikens held with Mr. 
Bennett. Then came the remarkable rul­
ing of the night. Premier Borden asked 
Chairman Aikens to rule out of order the 
amendments of Sir Wilfrid Laurier and 
Judge MacKenzie on the ground that they 
specified how the money should be spent 
and thereby curtailed the liberty of the 
governor-general-in-council.

Hon. Mr. Graham, Doctor Pugsley, Mr.

The death of a famous Canadian actor, 
Robert McWade, occurred in New York 
this week. He wds the father of Robert 
McWade, jr„ who was a Harkins favorite 
in St. John a few yearn ago. The late Mr. 
McWade was born on January 25, leoot 
at Long Sault Rapids, Ont. As early as 
195a he made his debut on the stage in 
the Metropolitan Opera House, Detroit, 
Mich., as Drosset in The Robber Wife.;

During his long career he played with 
Eliza Logan, Charlptte Cushman, Edwin 
Booth, Ed*in Adams, Barry Sullivan and 
Charles Kean. For twenty-three consecut­
ive years he played his own version of Kip, 
Van Winkle in the United States and Au­
stralia.

[how the movies are madeFor “The business of moving picture mak­
ing has come to be almost a science,”

question of state conciliation or arbitra­
tion, of pressing urgency, and among par­
liament and labor leaders, it is generally 
expected that a bill will be hastened on 
the lines of Sir George Askwith’s Can­
adian report. The publication of the re­
port has quieted the fears that existed 
in some quarters that some form of com­
pulsory arbitration might be suggested. 
Except in extreme quarters, Sir George 
Askwith’s pronouncement in favor of the 
application of the Canadian system in a 
modified form to this country has roused 
no strong opposition, and there is little 
doubt that the general body of trade 
unionists will be prepared to welcome some 
mild form qf conciliation.

It is probable that the two most power­
ful groups of trade unions—the cotton 
operatives and the miners, whose com­
bined vote practically dominates the labor 
party conference--would see nothing to 
object to in a general extension of concili­
ation. But with the railway workers and 
some of the other trades, there is a strong 
leeling that the right of immediate strike 
is too valuable a weapon to be abandoned. 
The present attitude of the railway men 
indicates that they are not prepared to 
surrender this right. In parliamentary 
circles, there is a belief that if the pres­
ent ominous signs ane not modified by 
the time parliament resumes, the ques­
tion of strike legislation will early engage 
its attention.

While we are gravely discussing the 
blessings of the Canadian system in pre­
vention of strikes, we are being constant­
ly informed by labor papers of extraordin­
ary industrial strife in Canada. For aom 
time past the labor papers in this country 
have been publishing items relating to in­
dustrial conditions, which are calculated 
to retard not only the emigration of arti­
sans, f for whom we are experiencing an 
unprecedented demand from Canada, but 
to disturb other classes. A London labor 
paper publishes from a union official in 
Canada the following:—

“The Canadian government, also the 
provincial governments, are scouring the 
old land for immigrants for Canada. They 
will stoop to lying or anything else sto 
get results. The said results are, in 
many cases, that hundreds and thousands 
of the working classes are landed in Can­
ada with very little money and are direct­
ed by government officials and other 
agencies to where labor is supposed to be 
scarce.

“Many times, to their % sorrow, they 
find, on arriving at their destination, that 
a strike is on. Without funds, and with 
starvation staring them in the face, they 
are an easy prey to the scab-hunting 
agencies in this country. At the present 
time, there are strikes in nearly every 
province of Canada. I am sorry to say 
that the only white men working blackleg­
ging are English, Scotch and Welsh.”

rise in the price of foodstuffs has necessi­
tated. a general increase in wages and con­
sequently a material reduction in profits 
in spite of greater output, while the strug­
gle for trade in the foreign markets is be­
coming increasingly severe owing to great­
er competition, this ia the outlook which 
confronted the German manufacturer at 
the beginning of the year 1913. For that 
sum represents the burden to be borne by 
all employers of “higher grade employes” 
following the introduction of the new law 
on the compulsory insurance of employes 
earning up to $1,250 per annum.

This new measure, the cost of which will 
be borne entirely by the employers and em­
ployes in equal shares, is designed to pro- 
ride for employes a pension on attaining 
the age of 65, or before reaching that 
age in the event of incapacity for work, 
and in the case of death the widow and 
children also will be entitled to a pension.

Every employe, male and female, whose 
work is not solely of a manual or mechani­
cal nature, overi sixteen years of age, and 
whose salary is under $1,250 per annum, 
must be insured. The monthly contribu­
tions to be paid are on a sliding scale ac- 
to each insured employe.

The entire administration of this new 
branch of insurance is vested in the em­
ployers and employes, and the state does 
not contribute in any form to the cost. 
The central power is entrusted to a direc­
tor appointed for life by the emperor, and 
to two representatives, each of the employ­
ers and employes, elected by each party. 
The director and the permanent officials 
emplo)red in the central offices in Berlin 
are the sole persons connected with the 
scheme who are not chosen by both parties 
directly concerned; the director is respon­
sible to the imperial chancellor. A board 
consisting of twelve representatives elect­
ed from among the employers and the 
same number of delegates of the employes 
is chosen for six vears to assist the direc­
torate. In addition, local committees form­
ed of an equal number of elected repre­
sentatives of both parties will be formed 
to deal with insurance matters requiring 
their attention within their sphere of ac­
tion. Arbitration boards also will be pro­
vided empowered to settle all disputes re­
garding insurance claftns.

During the first ten years the insured 
will not have the right to claim any bene­
fits; an exception, however, has been made 
in the case of female employes, who will 
be entitled to benefits after five years. The 
old age pension payable on attaining the 
age of sixty-five, and the invalidity pen­
sion paid in the case of incapacity for 
work, depends upon the total amount of 
contributions paid by and on behalf of the 
insured, and amount to one-fourth of the 
total contributions paid in during the first 
ten years of insurance, with an additional 
one-cighth of the contributions paid after 
the first ten years. Thus an employe who 
has continuously earned between $750 and 
$1,000 per annum (total monthly contribu­
tion $5), would at the end of ten years 
be entitled to a pension of $150 per an­
num, i. e., one-quarter of $600, the total 
contributions paid in during that period. 
After twenty-five years, assuming that dur­
ing the whole time he earned the same .sal- 
la ry, he would receive a pension amount­
ing to $272.50, i. e., one-quarter of the $600 
paid in during the first ten years, and 
one-eiglith of the $900 contributed during 
the subsequent fifteen years, equal to $150 
plus $122.50. After#fifty years, under the 
same conditions, he would retire on a pen­
sion of $450 per annum. It is evident that 
the benefits depend upon the length of time 
that the employe has been insured, and 
the longer he has earned a high salary the 
higher will his pension be.

The widow's pension (or widower’s if 
the wife maintained her husband by her 
own earnings), amounts to two-fifths of 
the pension her husband received at the 
time of hie death, or to which he would 
have been otherwise entitled to claim, and 
on her remarriage she is paid a lump sum 
in final settlement equal to three years’ 
pension. Eacli child is entitled to an an­
nual allowance up to the age of eighteen, 
the amount corresponding to one-fifth of 
the widow's pension (or one-third in the 
case of orphans). It is interesting to note 
that the law provides that this allowance 
Khali also be paid to illegitimate orphans 
of insured females.

Another provision contained in this 
branch of German social reform entitles 
an insured person to receive an allowance 
during convalescence until his working 
power is fully restored, if he has betn 
incapacitated for work through sickness 
for a period of at least txventy-six weeks. 
On the other hand, if the insurance com­
mittee, or the insured himself, are per­
suaded that a special course of treatment 
will restore an invalided insured employe 
to good health, and thus relieve the in­
surance fund of paying out a disablement 
pension, such treatment as is required will 
be extended, and the cost defrayed out

Not since I have been in baseball has 
there been any one topic about which I’ve 
been asked so often as that last game in 
the world’s eeries in Boston last fall.

Fredericton, N. B., March 14—Hon. 

John Morrieey, minister of public works, 
Introduced & bill relating to highways, this 
afternoon,which will be cited in the future 
is the Highway Act 1913.

In introducing the measure. Hon. Mr.1 
Morrisey was certainly frank in acknow­
ledging that the highway act introduced 

by the premier, then Mr. 
Bezen, nad not been a «access, and was 
more expensive in its operation than it 
should be. He . said that there was no 
doubt the province was not getting as 
good roads as it should, under the act that 
had been in force. There were some who 
blamed it on the highway boards, there 
were others who found fault with the chief 
commissioner, and still others who placed 
the onus on the government. That was 
fair. The roads were in the hands of two 
councillors in every parish, together with, 
the secretary-treasurer,the three constitut­
ing the highway board, who had charge of 
the highways in that district.

Sketching briefly the provisions of the 
new act, the minister of public works said 
that a road engineer would be appointed, 
es well as inspectors for each county; that 
each county should be divided into dis­
tricts by the members and the candidates 
favorable to the administration, that each 
district would be under the charge of 
supervisor, recommended for appointment 
by the gentlemen who divided the districts 
and who would, in his turn, be under the 
county inspector.

The road engineer would issue his in- 
fnstructions for the ' inspectors, who, in 
their turn, would pass them on to the 
supervisory, who would be expected to 
carry them out.

These inspectors would be employed and 
paid by the year, and would in the most 
of cases take the positions formerly held 

> by structural superintendents who in the 
ÿast had had charge of bridge work and 
Certain kinds of road construction.

In his concluding remarks the minister 
certainly did not spare the highway boards. 
He said the government had been blamed 
for money not being paid to the men 
promptly, but this was due to the fact 
that the secretary-treasurers of the high­
way boards had neglected to send in their 
accounts promptly. . Had these officials 
done their duty the government would not 
3aave ‘ met with such severe criticism.

In addition to the appointments of the 
officials noted above, the new highway 
Act does not make any change in the road 
tax nor in the amount of the poll tax.

All road taxes on the properties of non­
resident corporations shall be collected in 
money and paid' to the county treasurer 
by the parish collector, and the county 
treasurer shall credit these taxes to the 
district from which they were received, 
and shall pay out the same on the order 
of the minister of public works.

The parish supervisor, on or before April 
16, may name any district in the parish 
on which the resident ratepayers may per­
form labor instead of money payment of 
road tax; and all labor in lieu of taxes 
shall be performed before July 15, and if 
it is not done by that date the county 
secretary shall be informed of the names 
of the delinquents and shall return the 

tn the collector who will proceed to 
collect the taxes in money.

For the purpose of keeping the roads 
open in the winter, each supervisor divides 
his district into as many sub-districts as 
are necessary and appoints a ratepayer in 
each district to act as winter road master, 
and for any work done by order of the 
winter road master no payment is to be 
expected.

The last section provides that the act 
shall come into force and take effect when 
it pleases the lieutenant-governor-in-coun-

Hon. Mr. Grimmer introduced bills to 
amend the probate court act and to enact 
the so-called bulk sales act.
St. John Police Bill.

The house went into committee with Dr. 
Price in the chair, and took up considera­
tion of the bill to vest the appointment 
of the chief of police of St. John in the 
common council of that city.

Mr. Tilley said thfit it was proposed to 
amend the bill as agreed’ to by the law 
committee to give the city of St. John, 
which paid the bills, the appointment of 
their chief of police, after the office was 
vacated by the resignation, death or other­
wise of the present incumbent who has 
been for more than twenty-two years in 
office.

The bill was agreed to, with amend­
ment.

Mr. Flemming introduced a bill to 
amend the game act to provide for the 
taking of fur bearing animals during the 
close season for the purpose of confining 
them in captivity for breeding. This is 
in response to the demand from those who 
wish to breed the animals for their pelts. 
Another section provides for permission 
to trap beavers when the surveyor-general 
considers the existing number sufficient to 
make it advisable. The new law also pro­
vides for the appointment of a chief game 
warden and a chief fire warden. Big game 
licensee for residents are fixed at $3 in­
stead of $2.

Mr. Flemming moved that representa­
tions be made to the federal government 
asking a continuation of the railway ser­
vice on the Chatham Junction—Blackville 
section of the Canada Eastern Kailway.

The house went into committee with 
Mr. Guptill in the chair, and agreed to 
bills respecting the town of Shediac; to 
prescribe safeguards to be placed by the 
6t. John Kail way Company near their 
track at North Rodney wharf, and respect­
ing the village of Bath, with amendments.

On February 4th they were recaptured 
at Quinlan’s farm and taken to the police 
station and by Judge Ritchie sent up for 
trial.

On February 26th McCarthy was by 
Judge Forbes sent back to the institution 
to complete his term. Judge Forbes dis­
tinctly stating to him that “If you at­
tempt to escape again I will send you to 
Dorchester for a term."

On Feb. 26th I took McCarthy back to 
the home,and on Feb. 28 about 8.30 p.m. 
when the boys were ordered to prepare 
for bed McCarthy was missing. On ex­
amination I found he had escaped through 
the window, and later we found him in 
the second story hay loft, and when re­
quested he came down to the first floor but 
positively refused to walk over to the 
home; so we carried him, and when in the 
home I shackled and handcuffed him and 
at once took him to the central station..

On March 1st he was taken before Judge 
Ritchie and remanded. McCarthy had 
against him the remainder of Judge Rit­
chie’s sentence in the home, over which 
I submit Judge Forbes had no more au­
thority than had any other citizen of St. 
John. Yet he released McCarthy and it 
will be for the minister of justice to pass 
on the legality of such action. Again 
McCarthy was remanded to the jail on a 
charge of second escape, awaiting prelimin- 
ary examination. And then again McCar- 
thy was before Judge Forbes on a 
pended sentence. Yet McCarthy was set 
at liberty.

On the evening of March 1st Judge 
Forbes advised me over the telephone that 
the McCarthy boy who had been before him 
that day, had stated I had cut him 
(McCarthy), on the head with a strap, 
and had otherwise illtreated him; and that 
he (Judge Forbes) wanted me to come 
to the court on Monday and make my 
statement regarding it, as the charge was 
a serious «one. In reply I stated I had ar­
ranged to be away from the city on Mon­
day. The judge said I must be at the 
court on Monday. I replied I would be 
there, and would be only too glad to make 
a statement. As Judge Forbes did not 
state the hour I should appear I did not 
go until about eleven o’clock. About 11.15 
Judge Forbes asked me to come forward, 
which I did, and the official read McCar­
thy’s statement. His Honor then asked 
me to make my statement. I said I 
wanted the boy present. His Honor re­
plied the boy had been dismissed. As the 
discussion that followed between the judge 
and myself appeared in all the dailies it 
is not necessary to repeat it here..
