Columbus, O., May 22—A sweeping vic­

tory for ex-president Theodore Roosevelt 
for republican choice for the presidency 
and for Governor Harmon -for the demo­
cratic choioj, was the result of state-wide 
primaries held in Ohio yesterday.

One of Ohio's “favorite ones,” President 
Taft, lost in the contest. Returns early 
today show that ex-President Roosevelt 
secured at least thirty-two out of forty- 
two districts delegates to the republican 
national convention. On the democratic 
side. Governor Harmon has at least twen­
ty-eight of the forty-two delegates, while 
Governor Wilson of New Jersey, has 
eight. Harmon has a large lead.

With the probabilities that there may 
be an increase, as later returns come in, 
it is estimated that Roosevelt bee a plur­
ality of approximately 20,000 over Presi­
dent Taft in the popularity contest.

Taft has carried but three districts. 
There is a division in two in the presiden­
tial preference vote. Despite the fact that 
their names were not printed on the tick­
et, William J. Bryan and Champ Clark 
received scattered votes.

Complete returns from fifty-nine of the 
eighty-eight counties of the state, show 
that Roosevelt carried forty-five of them, 
and Taft fourteen. Of the fifty-nine Gov­
ernor Hannon carried the same number 
as Colonel Roosevelt, and in the fourteen 
counties carried by Wilson, Democrat, 
Taft, on the Republican ticket, failed to 
get one of them.

Art collectors and public museums that 
happen to hâve Chinese works of art of­
fered to them just about this time would 
do well, before parting with their money, 
to inquire into the history of the articles 
in question, and make sure 'that if they 
have passed from hand to hand during 
the last two or three years it has been 
in a perfectly legitimate manner, withbut 
offering grounds for complaint to the pres­
ent Chinese government; for - it is quite 
within the bounds of possibility that the 

| Republic of China may make representa­
tions to the government of the countrv 
interested, on the subject of property ta­
ken from the imperial palace and other 
public buildings in Peking during the re­
cent revolutionary outbreak.

Many of the objects borne away are re­
garded as belonging to the state rather 
than to the members of the deposed dyn­
asty, and the new republic, feeling ag­
grieved at being deprived of these valu­
ables, will make-efforts to get back all 
that can be traced. Indeed, it is doubt­
ful whether the property in question can 
be classed under the head of “loot,” that 

: is to say, legitimate spoils taken from ftr 
, enemy in time of war.

The word “loot” came into the English 
language by way of India, and is suppos­
ed to be derived from the Sanskirt “lotra” 
signifying booty. . In order to give a valid 
title to these Chinese art objects, and a 
consequent right to dispose thereof, it 
would have to be shown, first and fore­
most, that they were taken in regular war- 
far and not merely appropriated by light- 
fingered gentry and amid the confusion of 
a riot or some other internal disorder.
Then, if it could be pvoveâ that the Re­
publicans and Imperialists in China were 
actual and bona-fide belligerents, again 
the question might be raised as to wheth­
er China has not now reached such a 
rank in the family of nations, that mod­
ern western and conscientious rules in 
such matters ought to apply to her.

The practices that were common in the 
time of' the First Napoleon Have gone out 
of fashion. He plundered continental Eu­
rope, carrying off from national institu­
tions, from royal palaces and private 
houses, Tnasterp^eces ,of art. Indeed, at 
.the time- of his «overthrow tBere was hard­
ly a single public or private collection ,m 
the length and breadth of Europe that 
had not ben depleted of its principal treas­
ures by Napoleon or by his generals, who 
had carted almost everything off to Paris- 

When the allies captured Paris, they 
first set to work to try and, recover pos­
session of their lost treasures. Those in 
public museums and imperial palaces could 
of course be easily traced, but many re­
mained in privet* halide and were never 
recovered. ,

! apart. Mr. Marconi was returning from 
i America on the St. Paul at a time when 
! the English-speaking world was tense with 
i apprehension as to the progress of the 
Boer war. While stjll far out at sea, his 
apparatus was fitted to -the masthead, he 
got into touch with his shore station, and 
was able to print the first mid-ocean news­
paper informing the passengers of the 
progress of events.

But this was only the beginning. Mar­
coni's ambition was to transmit wireless 
messages aerpss the Atlantic. At last, 
having mastered many difficulties, he suc­
ceeded in devising apparatus which was 
powerful enough for -the work, and in 
December, 1902, he had the honor of send­
ing from Cape Breton, in Canada, across 
the Atlantic, the first message transmitted 
by wireless telegraphy to King Edward.

Nearly every first-class liner is now fit­
ted with the apparatus, and the voyager 
is no longer isolated from the world. Thou­
sands of wireless telegrams are sent every 
week between ehip and ship, and ship and 
shore. You can walk into the nearest 
poet office and hand in a telegram which 
will be wired to the nearest transmitting 
Station, and sent thence through the air 
to the hand of your friend tossing about 
in mid-Atlantib. On some of the great 
vessel a daily newspaper is published, re­
cording the events of the previous day. 
and you get it at the breakfast table just 
as" though you were at home in your Eng­
lish town.

THE ATTACK ON MR. RRVCE
The Throne, a London tory journal 

which describes itself e« “the National 
Weekly,” makes a violent attack upon 
Ambassador Bryce. Here is a sample of 

^ its hysteric», under the heading, The 
Great Betrayal”:—

“When Mr. Taft, in agreement with 
Mr. Roosevelt, was manoeuvring to bring 
about the reciprocity treaty which he be­
lieved would make Canada only an ad­
junct of the United States and capse all 
Canada’» wealth to be translated to the 
coffers of American banks, what wae the 
ambassador doing? Nothing! Absolutely 
nothing! Save to play into the hands 
of the United States. Questions were 
asked in the. House of Commons at the 
time and the country was told that Mr. 
Bryce was protecting British and Canadian 
interests! O ye gode! If he knew what 
the views of the Prpeident of the United 
States were why did he do nothing? It 
ie iprely as plain a» a pikestaff that ha 
betrayed the country that pays him, and 
for this the present cabinet is responsible. 
Mr. Bryce has gone off to Australia for 
a holiday; but I invite the Conservative 
party to insist that this renegade ambas­
sador be recalled immediately, or that a 
voie of censure be proposed on those who 
placed him where he was able to betray 
his duty to our Canadian brothers.”

The writer in the Throne may as well 
understand that his “Canadian brothers,”, 
even with occasional lapses, are quite com­
petent to conduct their own affairs, and 
keep an eye on betrayers, whether in 
Washington, London or Ottawa. Had the 
last Canadian elections turned merely on 
the question of reciprocity, and Sir Wil­
frid Laurier had not been assailed in On­
tario as being French and Catholic, and in 
Quebec as not being French and Catholic 
enough, the farmers of Canada would to­
day be in the enjoyment of a larger free 
market for their products, to the great 
benefit of the whole country.

Does this writer in London not know 
that the tories in Canada are so little dis­
turbed by even their own talk about be­
trayal that Canada’s trade with the Unit­
ed States continues to increase more rapid­
ly than trade with the mother country; 
and that these tories in the face of it re­
fuse to increase the British preference? 
Does he not know that Mr. Borden and 
bis colleagues hurry off to the states when­
ever there is a colorable excuse and de­
liver orations on the friendly relations of 
the two countries; and that they are tak­
ing a prominent part in the preparations 
for the celebration of one hundred years 
of peace? Finally, does he not know that 
the Borden government is «till without a 
naval policy, at a time when the need 
of a stronger navy for the Empire Is be­
ing urged with frantic energy by hie own 
journal ?

Ambassador Bryce very rightly took no 
steps to interfere with a trade arrange­
ment which the former Canadian govern­
ment desired to make with a friendly 
neighbor. Nor would he interfere if the 
Borden government undertook to make an 
agreement along similar lines. He ie one 
of the most useful ambassadors London 
has sent to Washington, and as such will 
be recognized in the history of his time.

READY-TO-THE-MINUTE APPAREL/£*vT '
(Halifax Recopier)

On the 23rrd-of this month will be célé­
bra tefi in the schools of this city and 
province Empire Day. The object of the 
celebration is the eultivation of both thf 
special love and respect for our native 
land, eq well as the broader patriotism 
which intimides the vast imperial whole.
If children are taught to lqve and respect 

ytbeir own country, and to think and feel 
“imperially,” they wil) grow up the bet­
ter citizens and the stronger imperialists, 
and then Indeed will it be well for Can­
ada end the empire. Supervisor Mackey, 
in a circular on the subject of Empire 
Day, gives expression to the following sen­
timents: • .

"We are menaced by many great evils— 
the power of rings and bosses in politics, 
the corruptions qf the lobby, the domin­
ation of corporations, the blighting effects 
of the trust, and by some (fisgraceful ex­
hibition of municipal misrule. The pro­
jection against Jbheee evils lies with the 
students of our* high schools throughput 
tha province, who should he educated into 
an intelligent, high-minded and broadly 
patriotic citizenship.

“Upon these students is laid the respon­
sibility of determining according to' their 
ability whether this nation shall fulfil its 
high and heaven-appointed destiny as the 
promoter of human happiness and the con­
servator of human liberty; or whether, 
like ancient Nome, it shall miserably fall 
because of some inherent weakness- Where 
is the record in ell its history of the hu­
man race, more inspiring than the recit­
al of the heroic deeds of our forefathers 
in the cause of freedom? The pages of 
English and Canadian history fairly glow 
with brilliant examples of virtue, heroism, 
magnanimity, and patriotic devotion, the 
influence of which and the résulté of 
which have transformed in the course of 
a thousand years the various races of a 
small group of islands into the strongest 

glorious empire which the world 
has seen. Through historic studies we 
come to realize something of the vast ex­
penditure of brain, brawn, blood and treas­
ure that have made possible our birth and 
education and citizenship in the land of 
the free and home of the brave. We trust 
more To the love of country and intelli­
gent appreciation of it by our young peo­
ple than we do to forts or armies. The 
spirit of patriotism pervades the, whole 
range of English and classical literature, 
in Caesar, Virgil, Scott, Tennyson, Burns, 
Shakespeare anil hosts of others which 
would arouse the interest of the most 
sluggish intellect and fire the ambition of 
any right-thinking student.

“Here in fitting praise and happy figure 
are enshrined the thoughts, the deeds and 
the character of the men and the women 
who have written the pages of history and 
have transmitted to us through toil and 
privation and heroic death the priceless 
boon of human liberty, the splendid herit­
age of sea-bathed, sun-kissed and God- 
protected land. Here the heroes of the 
past stand forth and speak to us from 
the study, the forum and the field of bat­
tle. By example, by warning, by admon­
ition, they remind us that we, too, should 
prove ourselves worthy of that which 
lias been transmitted to us at so great 
and eo precious a cost.

"The new generations must be imbued l 
with a new spirit of civic patriotism. Let X 
the foundation for this be laid in the 
teaching of the schools. When the pupil 
begins to assume the duties of a citizen 
in some simple activities at least, then is sens, 
the pyschologieal moment to talk to him 
about patriotism. This and similar vir­
tues must be left until the pupil begins to 
play his port in some civic duties. The

Test Between New York' and 
Washington, With Automobile 
Relays

Baltimore, Md., May 22—Plans have 
been worked out for a delivery of mail 
from New York to Washington by airship 
next Saturday morning. Richard Shaded, 
is in charge of the automobile relay which 
will be provided to take up the mail if 
the airehip fails to make the trip. - 

Mr. Shadell said that he expects the au­
tomobiles to set new speed records. The 
trip to Washington from Baltimore he 
expects to make in forty minutes. The 
mail pouch, weighing 160 pounds, will be 
delivered into the hands of a man in an 
automobile, who will drive at the highest 
speed consistent with safety through the 
streets of New York to the place that 
will be selected for the ascension of tha 
airship. The pouch will be given to Christ­
mas, an airship driver, who, with a wire­
less operator at hie side, will start at once, 

A dozen or more automobiles will be 
waiting along the route to follow the air­
ship. Tho wirêless operator will keep sta­
tions along the way informed of his pro­
gress.

SNOW FALLS IN PORTLAND 
Snow fell in Portland, Me., and vicinity 

for twenty minutes commencing at 1-25 a, 
m. Monday. The records of the weather 
bureau show that never in the history of 
the bureau extending over a period of for­
ty years has snow fallen so late In May*

ACTION AGAINST CONTRACTORS 
OF THE TRANSCONTINENTAL

Alfred West, of. Queens County, Says 
Their Engines Were Responsible For 
Fires Which Burned His Lumber

(Moncton Times)
By the C. P. R. yesterday afternoon E. 

A. Reilly, barrister, left for Gagetown, to 
attend the opening of the supreme court 
there today, when the case of Alfred West, 
a prominent lumberman of Queens county 
against Corbett & Floesch, Transcontinent­
al Railway contractors, comes up, he rep­
resents Corbett & Floesch at the trial.

This is an action brought by the plain­
tiff for $10,000 damages by fire to certain 
timber limits in Queens county, belonging 
to the plaintiff, caused, it is alleged, by the 
locomotive engines of the defendants in 
the construction of the National Trans­
continental railway in June, 1909.

This case will 
be tried by a jury before Judge Barry. The 
defendants are bringing witnesses from
