This law gives the Pope a statiri

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.■ mThe story of the “Coffee House 
Corner” Is told in an intersstlng manner 
in the records of the Saint John office 
of the Dominion Archives, as follows i

The Exchange Coffee House stood on 
the corner of Prince William and King 
Streets, where the Bank of Montreal 
now stands. It was a low two-story 
building, with a shingle roof, and was 
built within 15 months of the landing 
ef the Loyalists. It was owned by 

1 Charles McPherson and was designed 
es a place of refreshment. One room 
was known as the “Assembly Room," 
and here on Jan. 18, 1785, an elabor­
ate entertainment was given. Benja­
min Marston, in his diary, gives a 
description of iti “Queen’s Blrthnight.
Governor Carleton gave a ball and sup­
per at the Assembly Room. Between 
80 and 40 ladles were present and 
near 100 gentlemen. The ladles were 
of the best families only, but the gen­
tlemen were of all sorts.”

In 1800 the‘Coffee House was con­
ducted by White Raymond, who un­
dertook to furnish the gentlemen of 
the town with London newspapers, 
also New York and Boston papers, at 
every opportunity.

FIRST BEN LOMOND HOUSE.
In 1808, William Cody leased the 

Coffee House and prepared to furnish 
entertainment, liquors, good board and 
good (tabling for horses.

William George Cody was bom in 
1TT1 at St. George's, Granada,. W. L, 
a son of Oliver Cody, born at Drum- 
anore, County Down,- Ireland, in 17*1.
William married in 1798, at Halifax,

• wards William Cody and family moved 
to Saint John. In 1824 Mr. Cody moved 
to Ldch Lomond, where he established 
the Ben Lomond House. Here he died 
at the age of 70 years In the year 18*0.

CITY MEETING PLACE.
Under the management of William 

Cody, the Coffee House thrived, And 
here for many years met the leading 
professional and business men to dis­
cuss their affairs, and old men of the 
town, who used to sit and smoke and c, 
argue over the latest news from the 
Old Country. It was the meeting 
place for a great variety of purposes,
«octal, political and otherwise.

Sabine, iq his “Loyalists of the 
American Revolution,” refers to Cody 
as “The Prince of caterers and the 
most obliging of landlords,” and adds:
“The Coffee House was a famous place 
of meeting for a long time. Within 
It the Loyalists gathered year after 
year to discuss their affairs, both pub­

lic and private, to tell of their losses, 
sufferings, and expulsions from, their 
native country, to hold high revelry, to 
read the news, to transact business and 
to devise means to develop the re­
sources of the country.”

Stewart, In “The Story of the Great 
Fire in Saint John In 1877," refers thus 
to the Coffee House: “There of an 
evening for years end years the old 
men of the place used to sit and gos­
sip and smoke and sip their toddy i 
here in 1816 they met to learn the 
news of the war between France and 
England, and read the story of Water­
loo four or five months after it was 
fought and won. In this sort of 
Shakespeare tavern, the leading, i 
chants of the day met and cha 
over large sales, and compared notes. 
Here a verbal commercial agency was 
established, and here delightful old gos­
sips met and told each other all about 
everybody rise’s affairs. There 
Ben Johnsons In those days who wrote 
dramatic pieces and showed them to 
their friends over a cup of hot spiced 
rum. Poets, too, full of the tender pas­
sion, sighed out hexameters of love in 
that old Coffee House.”

The Coffee House had several nar­
row escapes from fire, until In 1860 It 
was torn down to make room for the 
“Imperial Building," erected by Mr. 
GUlis, which was considered a won­
derful advance In the style of busi­
ness buildings. The “Imperial Build­
ing” was destroyed In the great fire of 
1877, after which the Bank of Mont­
real was built.

4*1 1An enlightening address on the 

Locarno pact was delivered by Dr. 
W. C. Kierstead, professor of phil­
osophy and economics at U. N. B., be 
fore the Women’s Canadian Club In 
the Church of England Institute last 
evening.

Dr.. Kierstead outlined the condi­
tions that made Locarno. The League 
of Nations covenant, he eald, pro­
vided for disarmament, arbitration 
and mutual assistance to some ex­
tent This, however, was not enough 
to satisfy France which " wished to 
form a tripartite agreement with 
Crest Britain and the United States 
tor defense against Germany. This 
agreement fell through because the 
United States refused to ratify It. 
Since then France had sought to get 
Britain to guarantee her western 
frontier against Germany.

A mutual assistance treaty was 
proposed In 1928. This Great Britain 
would not ratify claiming R was too 
much Mke the old defensive alliance 
•a,gainst Germany, gave the League 
Council too much authority, and im­
posed tremendous obligations on the 
British navy.

Ramsay MacDonald felt obliged to 
find a bettor solution and outlined 
the Geneva protocol. This provided 
for the outlawing of war, and establish­
ment of compulsory arbitration. It pro­
vided that the protocol should not come 
Into force until a disarmament con­
ference should be called and steps 
taken to disarm. The present Brit­
ish government refused to ratify this 
after consulting all of the self-govern­
ing dominions.

Then Mr. C&amberlain secured the 
negotiation of the Locarno "treaties. 
By these Germany, France and Bel­
gium agreed to submit their 'differ­
ences to arbitration, and Germany
