THE CONSERVATIVE LEADERSHIP.

An Ottawa despatch to the United
States press states that the politicians at
the capital are agitated over the prema-
ture action of lower province papers in|
booming Sir John Thompson, minister of
justice, for the leader of the Conseryative
party. This writer thinks that it only
remains for Mr. Clarke Wallace to re-
ceive an indorsement of Sir John Thomp-
son’s election to the party leadership
from the Grand Orange Lodge to settle
the whole question. The Halifax Her-
ald of yesterday has an article a column
inlength in which the claims of Sir John
Thompson to the future leadership are
duly set forth and in whica the
minister of justice is highly praised for
his ability, although not more Lighly
than he deserves to be. It seems to us,
however, that these attempts to settle a
question which has not yet become ur-
gent are hardly decent. Sir John A.
Macdonald enjoys excellent health and
he is cnly in his seventy-sixth year. 8o
far as present appearances go there
seems to be no reason why he should not
live ten years longer or more, and while
Sir John is alive he will never be deposed
from the Conservative leadership. Mr.
Gladstone is in his eighty-first year, five
years older than Sir John, and there is
no reason to believe that when Sir
John reaches Mr. Gladstone’s age
he will not be as vigorous as

the latter is to-day. Yet notwithstand-
ing Mr. Gladstone’s advanced age the
question of his successor has hardly been
seriously discussed. When Lord Palm-
erston died premier of the United King-
dom in 1865 he lacked but two days of
being eighty-one years of age and the
question of who should be his successor
had hardly been discussed until his ill-
ness grew mortal. Let the press of Can-
ada therefore postpone the consideration
of this question of a successor toSir John
A. Macdonald until that veteran states-
man himself asks the party to take it up,
which he has not yet done. Many things
may happen during the next five years,
and the man who might be regarded as
an available successor -to-Sis=SSHH now

Even if they are unsuccessful from
ggux own point of view they might not
from the standpoint of the man who
prepares them. I was one of a small
g:rty of fplain American citizens who
ught out a clam kiln and colic works
last season at Long Branch. I had been
accustomed to life among the lowly in
years past, having been born of poor but
extremely brainy parents: I had also
lived in the woolly west, where clams
and other specimens of insect life are re-
garded with distrust. There you can
buy, or could at the timeIlived there,
a hind } of elk for $1,50, hang it in your
wood shed and feed a good sized family
on it for a week. So I said to a friend
or two “Here is a natural product of
the soil, the cheapest and commonest of
God’s impervious fauna, the low browed
and weak minded clam. We will get
some one to bake some for us, then we
will eat a watermelon and play that we
are amenable to no law, but that we are
free and unfettered, and as carless of
human life as a steam heating company
or a young physician.” We ordered no
wine, but just clams and watermelon.
Another party from New York also
ordered a clam bake at the same time,
80 that the same kiln dried all the clams.
In baking clams you heat alot of stones
in a hot fire, throw them in a hole along
with your clams, green corn, ground feed
etc, etc. You then cover up the mess,
and go away fishing or pitching horse
shoes till you smell something. That is
the clams. You then borrow a six-tine
itchfork, such as is used by our best
ivery stable people, and fork outyour
clams and green corn, serving hot.
Guests will wait on themselves. After
the clams are served you load a large
shotgun with hot fence nails and collect
the bill.
I ate the left lobe of three underdone
Waterbury clams, an ear of hot seed corn
and aslice of soured and pessimistic
watermelon. My bill was $23—that is
inclusive of nurses and medical attend-
ance.
I do not care for clams, anyway. I
cannot come up with a clam. I some-
times feel that I would like to,but I can-
not. Neither can my boots.
I was quite ill after I ate these clams,
having thrown away the most digestible
part, viz., the shell, and foolishly eaten
the clam. On the steamer coming home
many people who had been greatly dis-
appointed all day in the matter of enjoy-
ment came up on deck, watched my
gyrations a few moments, and went
home peaceful and contented. At the
wharf, some of those who had been
down to Manhattan Beach to see Pain’s
“Seige of Vera Cruz.” and were bitter-
ly disappointed, came to where I was
gnawing an old anchor and moaning
with an inward pain, and after seeing
me suffer went home stating that they
had more than got their money back.
The New England clam bake costs
less money, but is almost equally fatal
o me. If you hear of me eating another
clam bake you can safely say to yourself
that when I did it I was under the in-
fluence of liquor.

Dowmrries, Scotland, July 15, 1890.
To the visitor at old Dumfries town, if
he be a lover of Burns, there await al-
most endless pleasures within and near
the ancient burgh, in the constant, and
to the stranger, unéxpected, identifica-
tion of place and personality. Indeed I
do not know of another spot in the whole
world, where the place itself and the
whole country roundabout seem to have
taken on such an individuality and per-
manent coloring from the brief presence
of one man. We place beloved, saintly
Whittier at Danvers town. But his work
and personality are intensest in our
minds along the dark days before the
great conflict, and in thought we see the
man, Whittier plainest, when and where
his burning words had their most aggres-
ive power. Good old Dr. Holmes shines
alongin a beaten path upon which he
has cheerily trundled for more than a
quarter of a century between Cambridge
and Becon street, and on to the Atlantic
Monthly office. Where shall we find a
locale for Lowell, sweet and stately bard
and man? Those who in secret have
wept and smilled over the tender pages
of “Dream Life” and “Reveries of a
Bachelor,” only know in adim way that
somewhere between the rugged Connec-
ticut hills there is still a doughty old
farmer, “Ik Marvel,” pothering among
