The Australian liner Mlowera ar­
rived this morning about 8 o’clock 
from the Antipodes, after an unevent­
ful voyage. She left after landing her 
passengers and discharging a small 
consignment of freight about two 
hours later.

Leaving Sydney under the command 
of Capt. Frank A. Henning on August 
6th, moderate southeast winds were 
encountered during the run to Bris­
bane, which was reached two days la­
ter. After leaving Brisbane the wea­
ther for the most part was fine. From 
Suva a rough sea was encountered. 
Honolulu was reached on August 22nd. 
The stranded Manchuria was passed 
during the night time, so that nothing 
was seen of her.

At Honolulu a very considerable 
quantity of cargo was discharged, but 
the steamer brought little to British 
Columbia ports. Only about 17 tons 
were discharged here and 470 tons will 
be unloaded at Vancouver.

The Miowera brought a large number 
of passengers, however, 175 in all. In­
cluded among them are the members 
of the Collier Comedy Company, which 
has been playing in Australia and open 
their American tour in this city next 
week.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 30.—It is asserted 
that Premier Stolypin and his collea­
gues are employing the newspapers 
which they control to fight the Court 
Camarilla. This, it is said, is the sec­
ret of the Novoe Vryema’s constant 
references during the past few days to 
the necessity of protecting the cabinet 
from the interference of pernicious 
court influences.

M. Stolypin is said to have declared 
that he is continually subjected to em­
barrassment, adding that he was con­
vinced that the one task which he had 
set himself was Impossible unless the 
Emperor gave him an absolutely free 
hand, in other words, conferred upon 
the cabinet a practical dictatorship. ,

In a conversation with friends, the 
premier is alleged to have said that 
history seemed to be repeating itself, 
the situation closely resembling the 
closing days of the reign of Alexander 
III., and the reactionary spirit was 
growing rapidly. Nevertheless he con­
sidered it vital that the government 
should not take a reactionary path.

Martial Law.
St. Petersburg, Aug. 30.—An imperial 

Ukase issued to-day authorizes the 
minister of finance to issue $2,500,000 in 
4 per cent, rentes to cover the expenses 
of the relief of the districts affected by 
the failure of the craps.

Another ukase prolongs martial law, 
where it has already been enforced for 
another year.

The Animals are aU in Prime Condition 
and Prices Have Been 

Steady.
(From Thursday’s Daily.)

“We are a whole.” These words 
were uttered with an air of finality by 
a sturdy, clear eyed, British man of 
business this morning at the Driard. 
He was Richard Grigg, commissioner 
of the British Board of Trade, who is 
in Canada carefully considering what 
can be done to increase commercial 
intercourse between Great .Britain and 
the Dominion. In advance of his offi­
cial report to Rt. Hon. Lloyd George, 
M. P., head of the department, he can­
not enter into details, but spoke most 
Instructively this morning as far as 
etiquette would permit. Mr. Grigg will 
probably remain in this city until af­
ter the arrival of the governor-general, 
with whom he is anxious to confer on 
the. objects of his mission. While in 
Victoria he will gather all information 
possible as to the conditions in British 
Coiumiba and interview 
personally and the officials of the board 
of trade. This morning he expressed 
his willingness to attend a meeting of 
the board during his stay.

“My position in coming to Canada is 
analagous to that of the Dominion 
commercial agents in Great Britain,” 
he said when seen at the 
“While I am only too anxious to do 
what I can to further Canadian inter­
ests in the Old Country, my principal 
mission is in what might be called the 
reverse direction, the stimulation of 
British merchants trade with Canada.

“I am deeply interested in the future 
of the Dominion, for we are a whole. 
The preferential tariff that Canada has 
arranged in favor of Great Britain has 
certainly induced an increase of trade 
and another step in this direction has 
been the betterment of steamship com­
munication between the two countries. 
The latter method has not only 
tered business, hut 
mencing to bring about a larger de­
gree of what might be deemed pleas­
ure visitations between residents of 
the Old Country and Canada.

"British Columbia is best known on 
old country markets by reason of its 
salmon. The Fraser river product is 
the standard of excellence everywhere.

“What about the 
fruit?” inquired the reporter. "I have 
only been a few hours in your city,” 
replied Mr. Grigg, “and 
anything definitely as to that. It comes 
really within the province of your own 
representatives in Great 
push this matter, 
will be happy to do anything in 
power. There is one thing I may 
point out. however, that trade is large­
ly a matter of interchange and the 
more you purchase from Breat Britain 
the more the old country will probably 
purchase from you. Canada is a theme 
of the greatest interest to the govern­
ment at home. This is seen by my be­
ing sent out to study conditions. I 
cannot give details in advance of 
official report, but you may be assured 
that where I can do anything to help 
British Columbia trade, -or that of any 
other part of Canada, it will be not 
only a duty but a pleasure to do so.”

Before leaving Mr. Grigg will appoint 
official correspondents for the British 
Board of Trade in different parts of 
the Dominion, probably one in each 
province. Who will receive this honor 
in British Columbia is not yet known, 
but the appointment will be announced 
in a few days. To-day Mr. Grigg will 
visit the parliament buildings and in­
terview R. M. Palmer, secretary to the 
bureau of information, and other gov­
ernment officials.

Winnipeg, Aug. 30.—“These are busy 
days for the C. P. R. stock yards," re­
marked H. A. Mullins, one of the lead­
ing cattle exporters of the West yes­
terday in an interview. “It makes a 
fellow rub his eyes and wonder if the 
yards are really the outcome of the 
little pens in which the cattle export 
trade started a fetr years ago. There 
have been days during the last two 
weeks when there have been. 6,000 cat­
tle in the yards and long trains of un­
loaded cars on the tracks.

“The forward movement of cattle has 
never been so early or so satisfactory 
for years. The winter was a very fav­
orable otte for cattle oh the ranges, and 
this was followed by aboundant rain 
in May and consequently a luxuriant 
growth of vegetation and the cattle are 
in prime condition.

“To give you an Idea of how early the 
movement is I may mention that such 
ranching companies as the Knights 
and Eldridge Bros., who had not ship­
ped a hoof before September 15th last 
year, are almost through with their 
shipping for this year. Up to date 
some 30,000 head of exporters have gone 
forward.

“Prices have been steady, and have 
never touched the low points of last 
year. Ocean space has ranged about 
35 shillings to 40 shillings or about the 
same as last year, and has been well 
taken, many going out by Boston and 
Philadelphia because it has not been 
possible to get sufficient carriers out of 
Montreal."

“There has been no trouble in dis­
posing of good steers and ranchers 
have been taking home mote money 
than for the past three seasons. This 
year a great many ranchers are ship­
ping their own. They secure the ocean 
space and then very frequently sell out 
steers and ocean space to some dealer 
in Winnipeg. A great many train 
loads have been disposed of in this way 
this year. It is a good arrangement 
for both parties; it saves the dealers 
the time and trouble of going to the 
ranges to buy and the rancher gets 
his cattle started, and If he does not 
like the price there is nothing to hin­
der his shipping them through to the 
Old Country himself.

“The free movement of cattle so 
early in the season will be a great re­
lief to the railroads, as there will not 
be a lot of cattle trains to congest traf­
fic when the wheat movement com­
mences. The services of cattle trains 
has been very good this year. This is 
an all important matter to cattlemen, 
as the big shrink is always on the long 
railway journeys.

“The outlook for the time of year 
was never better, in fact I have never 
seen the ranching country look so 
well."

“Now I hear that the Mayor, because 
the council’s authority was not pre­
viously obtained, wili try and hold up 
these bills.

Avalos, commander of the government 
forces in Pinar Del Rio, left San Juan 
De Martinez in search of the main insur­
gent body. The latter is now estimated 
to number 2,000 men. If Guerra's recent 
statements can be considered trust­
worthy there will be no battle if he can 
help it. He has repeatedly declared that 
he does not want to cause bloodshed.

The general opinion, however, is that 
he will soon be drawn into a battle, if, 
indeed, he‘does not suddenly assume the 
offensive. Progress is being made daily 
in arming, equipping and forwarding gov­
ernment troops to the disturbed districts.

There is considerable discussion as to 
how Pino Guerra's force will continue to 
exist. Food crops are not raised to any 
extent in the province of Pinar Del Rio, 
the soli being entirely devoted to the cul­
tivation of tobacco.

Cabinet Meeting Postponed Until 
Thursday—New Judges.

Philadelphia, Aug. 28.—The Real Es­
tate Trust Company closed its doors a 
2:25 p.m. to-day. It was the secot-ii sr 
point standing of the Philadelphia 
trust companies. It has a capital and 
surplus of 12,900,000 and deposits of $7,- 
500,000. It was established in 1885 and 
Frank K. Hippie was its president up 
to the time of his death last Friday. 
The company did a large business in' 
call loans, having about $6,700,000 of 
.such loans outstanding.

An investigation by the trustees of 
the company followed the sudden death 
of Mr. Hippie last week and disclosed 
such a state of affairs that a meetin 
of representative bankers were calle 
for this afternoon to consider the situ­
ation. After examining the situation 
exhaustively these bankers found them­
selves unable to lend the required as­
sistance, and called a meeting of their 
own trustees for 3:30 o’clock to-day. 
Meanwhile those in charge of the Real 
Estate Trust Company found it neces­
sary to close its doors.

A meeting .was held yesterday and 
the affairs of the company were found 
to be in such a condition that it was 
decided to ask the clearing house to 
come to the aid of the institution. At 
that time jt was thought that the 
shortage would not reach more than 
$2,000,000, and so sanguine were the 
directors that the institution would be 
able to weather the difficulty that they 
asked the newspapers to avoid giving 
the facts to the public until after to­
day’s meeting at the clearing house.

There are rumors to the effect that 
Mr. Hippie’s death, which was assign­
ed to cerebral hemorrhage, was not 
the result of natural causes.

As treasurer of the board of trustees 
of the Presbyterian General Assembly, 
Mr. Hippie had at the close of the last 
fiscal year, March 1st, 1906, $3,900 in 
cash and $960,000 in securities.

New York, Aug. 28.—A woman known 
as Mrs. Annie Moore, was found murd­
ered early this morning in a furnished 
room at Second street. She had been 
horribly ripped and slashed. No clue 
was found, and there were but few 
blnodmarks around the room.

James Moore, who had posed as the 
woman’s husband, was" held by the 
police on suspicion. It was he who 
notified them of the murder. He ran 
up to two detectives at 2 o’clock this 
morning and told them he had just 
gone to his home and thought his sls- 
fer-ln-Jaw was dead. Moore told the 
police he and the woman had been 
living together for seven years. The 
w man, he said, was the wife of his 
brother, who died ten years ago. No 
one in the house could be found who 
heard any sounds as if a struggle was 
taking place. The dead woman was 50 
years old.

The wounds recalled at once to the 
minds of the officers and the doctors 
who were called the “Jack the ripper” 
murders of some years ago.

Moore, who is a bricklayer, 33 years 
old. maintains that he is innocent. He 
told the police that he left the house 
at 7 o'clock last night, and went to a 
saloon, where he remained until 1 
o'clock this morning. Police inquiries 
at the saloon developed the fact that 
Moore had been there until just before 
Ml o'clock, when he left. Lodgers in 
the Second street house told the police 
that Moore returned home at about 10 
o'clock, and that he did not go out 
again afterwards. The murdered wo­
man before her marriage to the pri­
soner's brother was Annie Fitz.

Moore, the prisoner, is in an ad­
vanced stage of consumption. He has 
a wife and two children living hardly 
a stone throw from the scene of the 
crime.

But there are certain matters in con­
nection with the question of a water 
supply for Victoria as the city is situ­
ated to-day and as the city will be 
situated within the lifetime of the 
present generation that are well under­
stood. Keeping in view these acknowl­
edged facts, the Times has ventured 
to express its opinions, and we think 
our readèrs clearly understand what 
the said opinions are.

It is asserted by persons having spe­
cial knowledge that the limits of Elk 
Lake as a source of water supply have 
all but been reached. It is admitted 
that by imposing additional restric­
tions upon the consumption of water 
Elk Lake might be made to setve our 
purposes for a few yeart. Thé posi­
tion of the Times is that, keeping in 
view the peculiar circumstances of 
Victoria, the prospects of an acceler­
ated growth in the immediate future, 
and the fact that sources of an abun­
dant supply of water lie within a 
comparatively reasonable distance of 
the municipal boundaries, it would be 
a mistake to spend a large sum of the 
ratepayers’ money upon Elk Lake, that 
point of supply having all but reached 
the limits of its capacity.

To the Editor:—In Saturday’s issue you 
published a letter signed E. Jacobs -mak­
ing a fierce personal attack upon me, t r.d 
containing at least one statement which 
is distinctly libellous. As long as this 
creature confined the publication of his 
slanders to the pages of the B. C. Mining 
Record it mattered little, since no one 
now reads that paper except the adver­
tisers, who receive a free copy. When, 
however, he transfers his operations to 
the columns of a daily it is a different 
matter.

I have neith ;r time nor inclination to 
engage in. a lengthy correspondence upon 
a personal matter, nor have I the means 
to institute and carry on an action fer 
libel against a man of straw, who is 
backed up by the millions of the wealthi­
est corporation ' in British Columbia, 
whose paid agent he is. If I had not ample 
proof of the latter fact I should never 
have ventured to state it with the cir­
cumstantiality I did in the last issue of 
The Week.

In June. 1904, for two whole days I was 
under examination and cross-examination 
in the Assize court at Nelson, when all 
my relations, past and present, with the 
Crow’s Nest Pass Coal Company were 
canvassed. When I mention that E. V. 
Bod well, K. C., was their counsel, and 
that he was assisted by E. P. Davis, K. 
Ç., and Joseph Martin, K. C,, there will 
be little doubt in the minds of those who 
read this letter that no stone was left 
unturned to unearth everything possible 
to my detriment. In fact, my counsel, 
S. S. Taylor, K. C„ openly challenged the 
company's witnesses In court to say their 
worst. The result is well known to those 
who read the very full press reports that 
were publishedat that time.

When I produced the original letter of 
Robert Jiaftrey, now Senator Jaffrr/» 
stating that I had resigned, that he had 
held my resignation more than a month 
before deciding to accept it, that he final­
ly accepted it with regret, and when I 
stated further that for six months after 
I left the company’s employ I was paid 
my salary, month by month, at the rate 
of $4,000 per year, not one of these facts 
was contradicted. Senator Jaflfray was 
available as a witness, but he was not 
brought down to contradict me, or to 
challenge my account of the transaction. 
SAiator Cox, the president of the com­
pany, who gave me a complete exonera­
tion from all charges that were made at 
the time of my resignation, who repeated 
that exoneration to my personal friends, 
and who found me immediate employment 
when I left the company, was also avail­
able as a witness, but he was not brought 
down ; neither was any application made 
to take the evidence of these gentlemen 
on commission, assuming that their time 
was too valuable to be spent on a trip to 
British Columbia.

What the company did was' to send for 
Mr. William Fernie, of Victoria, the 
man through whom the charges were 
made, but who was not present at any 
one of the interviews which I had in 
Fernie with Senator Cox, when those 
charges were exploded to his satisfaction. 
Mr. Fernie could not dispute the genu­
ineness of the documents which I pro­
duced, he could only reiterate the charges 
and that he believed them to be true, a 
statement which I have never questioned, 
as, in spite of what I have suffered at his 
hands, I have always believed, and still 
believe, that he was honestly mistaken.

Although the widows and orphans of 
the Fernie explosion, in whose interests I 
appeared, lost the case and failed to re­
ceive the compensation they were seek­
ing, there are two circumstances worthy 
of note, which, to me at any rate, fur­
nished some compensation for the un­
satisfactory result of the trial. The first 
was that although the company brought 
out from England, as an expert witness, 
Mr. W. J. Galloway, of Cardiff, the most 
eminent mining engineer of the day, took 
him through the mine and had him pre­
sent throughout the trial, which lasted 
three weeks, they -dared not and did not 
put him in the witness box, because he 
had stated and subsequently confirmed on 
his return to England that it was a coal 
dust explosion, which was my own 
theory. The second was that in less than 
two months after the conclusion of the 
trial I received from the North of Eng­
land Institute of Mining Engineers the 
“Greenwell” medal, which is the blue 
ribbon of the mining world, for my trea­
tise on the Fernie explosion. I am thank­
ful thfit my reputation rests with an Eng­
lish Mining Institute, and not with the 
B. C. Mining Record, or its financiers.

I have no more to say in reply to the 
letter of E. Jacobs, which is to his own 
knowledge false from beginning to end. 
The ammunition which he fires at me is 
furnished to him by G. G. S. Lindsay, the 
manager of the company, and the care­
fully and legally worded paragraphs of 
his letter were drafted in January last by 
the same person. I would simply ask you 
to do me the justice of printing this letter 
together with copies of my letter of resig­
nation and its acknowledgment by Sena­
tor Jaffray, and after that anyone who 
is disposed to believe Mr. Jacobs’ version 
is at liberty to do so.

In order, to remove any possible mis­
givings that may have been created in 
this country by the report that repre­
sentatives of Great Britain and the 
United States were about to take up 
and settle certain matters said to be In 
dispute between Canada and the re­
public, the Associated Press is author­
ized to state that in the consideration 
of such weighty matters the govern­
ment of the Dominion will be consulted. 
It was perhaps hardly necessary to 
make such an explanation. It is not at 
all probable, in point of fact highly im­
probable, that Great Britain would 
care to assume the responsibility of ef­
fecting a permanent settlement of any 
affair in Which Canada has a para­
mount interest without reference to the 
opinions of the government of this 
country or the opinions of the people 
whom the government represepts. The 
newspapers of the United States are 
given to assuming that the sentiments 
of Canadians are really not worthy of 
any particular notice. They make a 
pretence of ignoring our opinions and 
emphasizing our mere colonial Status 
whenever they think an opportunity 
occurs by stating that negotiations on 
certain subjects have been opened 
with the Imperial government, and that 
the prospects of a settlement satisfac­
tory to the United States are exceed­
ingly hopeful. It is possible that our 
contemporaries on the other side really 
believe that Canada has no effective 
voice in such matters as are primarily 
of vital concern to us alone. There is 
not the slightest doubt that the view 
of American statesmen is that the 
paths of harmony and peace as between 
Great Britain and the United States 
would be much smoother if all ques­
tions of a controversial character could 
be disposed of summarily by the “sov­
ereign powers” regardless of any 
opinions Canadians might entertain. 
They understand but too well the anx­
iety of the Mother Country to retain 
the goodwill of the United States, an 
anxiety so manifest that no sacrifice 
is considered too great, as we know 
from experience, to accomplish the de­
sired result. But the British Govern­
ment also knows that all questions in 
which Canada is interested must be 
submitted to the representatives of 
Canada, and we trust they have also 
learned by experience that the day has 
gone by when it would be prudent to 
ignore the sentiments of Canadians in 
disposing of such questions. Knowing 
the peculiar opinions of our American 
bretheren, we ventured to assert when 
the announcement was made that 
Great Britain and the United States 
had practically arrived at a settlement 
of the sealing question satisfactory to 
the United States, that there was no 
substantial foundation for the report, 
as the Canadian government had no 
knowledge of any such negotiations. 
Our assertion has been confirmed by a 
rumor that there are negotiations on 
foot for the re-assembling of the Joint 
High Commission. No intimation has 
been vouchsafed as to the nature of the 
business the Commission will be au­
thorized to take up; but it may be as­
sumed the government of the United 
States has undertaken to guarantee 
that certain matters in dispute will be 
approached in a reasonable spirit and 
that there is a prospect of a satis­
factory understanding being reached 
with regard to them, 
conditions could the Canadian govern­
ment consent to re-open negotiations.

The City Council and the people of 
Victoria are now confronted with a 
tangled maze of expert opinions on the 
water question. Engineer Adams calls 
for the general installation of meters 
as a temporary remedy for the existing 
shortage of water and for the con­
struction of a reservoir on Smith’s Hill 
as a necessary corollary to any scheme 

.that may be adopted in the future. It 
would be the culmination of impudence 
for any inexpert layman to point out 
that Victoria’s experience With meters 
has not beén such as ■ to justify the 
faith of any person, expert or inexpert, 
in meters. We have expended between 
twenty and forty thousand dollars on 
these agents of economy, and it is not 
clear that we are any better off to-day 
than we would have been if they had 
not been in operation at all. But then 
it may be that the machines have not 
been applied with discrimination to the 
water services in Victoria; or it may be 
again that the meters have an innate 
repugnance to doing their duty under 
the special and peculiar circumstances 
of Victoria. Or, finally, it is possible 
that no real test of efficiency could be 
made unless the application were gen­
eral and every service in the city sup­
plied with the economy-working de­
vice. However, we admit prejudice, 
holding as we do to the opinion that 
owing to the special circumstances of 
Victoria, owing to the absolute neces­
sity of a plentiful supply of water, and 
owing to the fact that such a plentiful 
supply lies practically at our doors and 
can be had if we proceed with deter­
mination to get it, there is no necessity 
in our municipal case to dole out^a 
water supply by the gallon as cities are 
obliged to do when their permanent 
source of supply is limited and they 
must act in accordance with the pecu­
liar physical circumstances of their 
case. Taking all the facts into con­
sideration, and notwithstanding the 
opinions of Expert Adams, we hold 
that to spend any further sums on the 
purchase of meters would be a wanton 
waste of the money of the ratepayers.

As to the necessity of procuring 
Smith's Hill and placing a reservoir 
thereon, that scheme involves the in­
stallation and permanent maintenance 
of pumping machinery, other experts 

have held that plenty of water with 
sufficient head can be procured for the 

’city by natural gravitation—that is to 
say, without resorting to artificial ele­
vation, which would add greatly to the 
cost of maintenance and operation of 
the water works. If we therefore set 
the opinions of one set of experts 
against the judgment of another set of 
experts and find that they differ widely 
in their recommendations, how are we 
as “Inexperts” going to arrive at safe 
and sound conclusions? Perhaps the 
Mayor and Aldermen, with the assist­
ance of their learned advisers, will be 
able to eliminate all the confusing ele­
ments, including meters and Smith's 
Hill, and centrifulal pumps and duplex 
pumps, and steel pipes and iron pipes,

SHOOTING IN OAK BAY DISTRICT.

We sympathize with the desire of the 
Oak Bay municipal council to put an 
end to the annoyance to the people it 
represents in this matter of Indiscrim­
inate and reckless shooting. At the 
same time we believe the remedy it 
purposes to apply in absolutely forbid­
ding the discharge of firearms within 
the limits çver which it exercises juris­
diction is somewhat drastic consider­
ing the circumstances of the case. A 
considerable portion of the district is 
undeniably rural. Within the corpor­
ate bounds lies a large section of farm­
ing land. Does it not seem absurd to 
enact a by-law which absolutely pro­
hibits farmers from discharging fire­
arms within their private demesnes? 
If the law is to be enforced with effect 
it must be made to apply to all with­
out discrimination. It is well known 
that agriculturists and horticulturists 
in this section are subject to consider­
able annoyance and pecuniary loss on 
account of the depredations of vermin 
and pests. In what manner are they 
going to deal with the blue jays, 
hawks, owls, crows and other fool fowls 
of the air, which are very destructive 
agents, not to speak of mink and oth£r 
ground “game,” if they are to be pro­
hibited from discharging firearms? We 
are aware from personal knowledge 
that some of the farmers in the muni­
cipality look upon the law with deris­
ion and plainly intimate their design 
to disregard it, while doubtless some of 
their sons resent the disposition of cer­
tain residents of the “congested dis­
trict” to interfere with what they con­
sider their legitimate sport and their 
enjoyment of the game which they 
have béen accustomed to secure for 
their tables. Taking all the circum­
stances into consideration, it appears 
to us the wiser course for the Oak Bay 
councillors to have adopted would have 
been to lay down a “prohibitive zone,” 
and to have endeavored to stop the dis­
charge of firearms within its limits.

waterworks holdings at Goldstream and 
Thetis lake.

Taking up the question of expense, he 
explained that the cost of bringing the 
Sooke lake supply to the city would 
amount to $1,500,000, in approximate fig­
ures. This was a carefully prepared esti­
mate. The expenditure upon a main, as 
laid down in Expert Adams’ report, would 
be $1,200,000, leaving $300,000 for the head- 
works and redistribution. This brought 
the total up to the sum mentioned. The 
Esquimau = Waterworks Company asked 
$1,271,000 for their holdings as they stand 
at present. To put the new system into 
active operation would necessitate an out­
lay of $38,000 for the diverting works at 
Goldstream, $365,000 to construct a main 
connecting with the city, and $146,000 for 
the redistribution, something which 
everybody acknowledged was absolutely 
necessary. This brought the total up to
$1,820,500.

The Mayor in enlarging upon his argu­
ment pointed out that of the latter sum 
there would be a distinct waste of $100,- 
C00 at least upon the Thetis .lake plant. 
That portion of the Goldstream property 
would not be required by the corporation 
and consequently would have to be put 
down as a distinct loss, in other words, 
money thrown away.

It would be seen by any intelligent rea- 
soner, he contended, that the Sooke lake 
proposition would proVe in actual figures 
$320,500 less of an éxpèhse to the taxpay­
ers than the Goldstream project, x When 
the aforementioned $100,000 outlay\upon 
Thetis lake and its adjuncts -was taken 
into consideration the difference reached 
the exceedingly large total of $420,500. 
Besides, he continued, the purchase of 
Goldstream would mean the spending of 
only $549,500 in supplies and labor, while 
the adoption of the Sooke lake proposi­
tion would entail the expenditure of the 
entire investment in such a way as would 
result in “good times to Victoria.”

He did not wish it thought that he was 
supporting the Sooke. lake system as 
against that of the Highland district. The 
above figures were only quoted with the 
intention of showing the impossibility of 
the Goldstream proposition being adopted 
at the price now demanded by the Esqui­
mau Waterworks Company, and how 
absurd was the position of the newspaper 
and individuals who supported and used 
their influence in advocating that proposi­
tion. The statements made regarding the 
scarcity of water and the predicament in 
which Victoria found herself in that re­
gard he deprecated. Those who made 
such assertions he ventured to state had 
never done much travelling and were 
utterly ignorant of the conditions pre­
vailing in the majority of the large in­
terior cities of America. He instanced 
the situation in Winnipeg, where the 

the water has to be obtained from the river in 
which the sewage is deposited, and which 
has to be boiled and filtered before pro­
nounced fit for use by physicians. Vic­
toria, he thought, was in a singularly 
fortunate position in reference'' to avail­
able sources of water supply. When it 
was definitely decided which was to be 
the permanent source this city would 
have a system in every way as good as 
any on the Coast.

The transactions of the sixth annual 
meeting of the Dominion association, 
held at Ottawa at the end of March, 
have just been published. It contains 
some very interesting information re­
garding the work of the society, includ­
ing the report of the British Columbia 
branch.

Included in the pamphlet is a mem­
orandum, from which the following ex­
tracts are taken :

There are 1,070,747 families in Canada. 
Of these, about 225,000 have already re­
ceived a copy of leflet No. 3, 'How to 
Prevent Consumption.’ This leaves 
about 846,000 families yet to be supplied. 
The cost of leaflets and envelops to 
match may be set out at $2,877. The 
cost of filling and addressing envelopes 
cannot be less than $2.50 per 1,000—$2,- 
115. At this rate, to cover the whole 
country in four years it will require 
about $1,250 per year.

Dr. Fagan, who represented Victoria 
at the annual meeting, gave an inter­
esting report that aroused some dis­
cussion. It’s effect can best be de­
scribed by an extract from a speech 
delivered by the Governor-General. 
Among other things he said:

“In order to obtain sanatoria you 
want money. The medical officer from 
British Columbia has given us a sug­
gestion that a collective sprat is the 
best way to catch the collective whale. 
He also suggests—an excellent sugges­
tion—that there should be an anti- 
tubercolosis Sunday, on which the 
claims of the society should be advo­
cated from every pulpit in the Domin­
ion.

An epidemic of typhoid which broke 
out a short time ago at Steveston is 
causing the provincial health authori­
ties a considerable amount of concern. 
The trouble arose among the Indian 
fishermen and as they dispersed to the 
various reserves, they carried the in­
fection with them.

The first place at which the disease 
broke out away from Steveston was 
Alberni. Dr. C. F. Fagan, secretary 
to the provincial board of health, hur­
ried to the scene and, after taking all 
possible precautions returned to Vic­
toria last night. The steps taken in­
clude the isolation of all those suspect­
ed of infection under charge of police, 
disinfection of all excreta from those 
under supervision and prevention of 
its indiscriminate deposit. In this way 
it is hoped to prevent the further 
spread of the epidemic, although 
danger will not be over for two or three 
weeks.

A. W. Vowell, superintendent of In­
dian affairs, was called upon this 
morning to assist in the campaign and 
immediately complied with the request. 
He will communicate 
agents at all coast points, at which the 
Steveston fishermen make their homes. 
Instructions will be given to take pre­
cautions similar to those now in force 
at Alberni. As stated by Dr. Fagan 
this morning, the indiscriminate de­
posit of excreta that characterizes the 
native tribes might leave infection that 
would exist for a year and maybe 
longer.

Mayor Morley Speaks Out Regarding 
the Untidy "Condition of Victoria 

Thoroughfares.

BE GREAT PORT “Clean up the streets! should be a 
popular watchword,” said the Mayor 
yesterday. “Though it is impossible 
to do much this year, I intend to take 
the Streets committee on a tour of in­
spection so that something can be done 
next year, at all events. It te a shame 
to see new cement sidewalks over­
grown with grass. À city by-law 
should be passed making it someone’s 
duty to look after this matter. Either 
it should be done by corporation work­
men, or property owners should be 
compelled to keep the street clean in 
front of their premises. Where there 
are no boulevards the grass should be 
destroyed; where boulevards exist the 
grass should be kept cut.

“In other cltifes neighborhood Im­
provement clubs have been formed. 
This might be tried in Victoria, with 
good success, 
must be done to improve the condi­
tion of the streets here. Untidiness is 
the only matter I particularly refer to 
now, and that should be easily done 
away with. Piling up debris on vacant 
lots and throwing useless articles in 
the alley or street should be stopped. 
There has been a lot of this sort of 
thing done in the past, and I should 
like to see an united effort to remove 
all such unsightly objects.”

“You have got the jumping-off place but not the railroad facilities,” said 
Henry Hbimes, superintendent of the London & Southwestern railway this 
morning.

Coming from one who has evidently studied the present fight for Oriental 
trade, this phrase is most significant. With an unbiassed mind he has look­
ed into the strategical position of Victoria and spoke with conviction when 
asked generally as to the city’s future prospects.

“All your city wants is railroad connection with the mainland,” he con­
tinued. “Seymour Narrows ?” suggested the reporter.

“Yes, that’s where I mean, the strait half way up the island,” replied Mr. 
Holmes. “There are no engineering difficulties anywhere that cannot be met 
with energy, time and money. And it is certain that the final big port of 
the North Pacific will either be on Vancouver Island or on the mainland to 
the north. Though I was struck with the energy and enterprise of Vancou­
ver, I cannot imagine that the Canadian Pacific intends ultimately to keep 
it as an ocean terminal. To me the channel from the open sea to that point 
appears most intricate. Victoria appears to me a place of tremendous pos­
sibilities.” And here Mr. Holmes pointed out graphically that this city occu­
pied with its island situation almost the same position as London, and again 
called Victoria “the jumping-off place.”
When asked as to his opinion of the 

C. P. R„ Mr. Holmes was equally frank 
and enthusiastic. He has evidently 
conceived a great love for Canada.
What he and his fellow travellers 
think of the province and city will ap­
pear later on.

"The Cauadian Pacific is a tremend­
ous enterprise,” he continued. “From 
an engineering standpoint it is a won­
derful piece of work. Take the Loop 
of the Illecillewaet and the work 
through Roger’s Pass, for instance.
Both these show the greatest ability 
and enterprise. In fact, from one end 
to the other the road is a great artery 
opening up Canada. The road bed is" 
particularly good.
struction in a new country like Canada 
is easier than where one is cramped, as 
in England. Here the builders use all 
the room they require. That makes 
tunnelling easier. The curves do not 
have to be so abrupt, and-this fact ex­
plains why you have such big railway 
carriages. In England we cannot use 
them over 60 ft. long, while the C. P.
R. have them of 85 feet. If we used 
these in the Old Country one end would 
be touching the side of the tunnel on 
a curve.

“While on a single track like the C.
P. R. trains, every 2)4 minutes, like we 
have, are an impossibility, I can say 
the present method of handling traffic 
is the best possible under the circum­
stances. Enormous engines, long trains 
of cars and many miles without a stop 
are possible through Canada, and the 
big Canadian road has taken full ad­
vantage of it.

“Not only from a patriotic but also 
a business point of view, I am glad the 
C. P. R. has got the contract from the 
British government for the Oriental 
mails. It is the all-British route. And 
the C. P. R. is a great company. We 
came from Liverpool to Quebec in the 
Empress of Britain, one of the best 
steamers I ever travelled on. It is a 
great thing for one company to take 
charge of a passenger at Liverpool and 
carry him to Hongkong on its own 
trains and steamers.”

And here, Samuel Fay, general man­
ager of the Great Central Company, 
came into the conversation, and it be­
came a trio.

“One rushing across a continent is li­
able to receive wrong impressions,”
Mr. Fay said, “but Canada is a great 
country. We were in time for the 
wheat harvest, and it showed how tre­
mendous the Dominion is. All had read 
about Canada, but never realized it.
When we return it will be with much 
improved ideas.” ''

“But Victoria is like England,” inter­
posed Mr. Holmes, “none of us thought 
to find a climate like this in Canada.
We never dreamed of it. Directly we 
got out of the mountains we noticed behalf or as agents for British capital.

To guard the coast Of British 
Columbia from Alaska to the southern 
end of Vancouver Island from poach­
ers from the United States is rather a 
large undertaking, and It cannot be 
expectedxthat he can prevent ail vio­
lations of the law. There is no ques­
tion, however, that the stealthy guard 
which Capt. Newcomb maintains over 
the coast line deters many of .the Unit­
ed States schooners from poaching.

The Kestrai took W. P. Stewart, 
chief hydrographic surveyor for the 
Dominion government, to Prince Ru­
pert harbor to inspect the work now 
being carried on by C. B. Dodge at 
that poirft.

From there the fishery patrol steam­
er proceeded along the coast from Port 
Simpson to Victoria. On the trip no 
less than four suspected poachers were 
driven out of the three-mile limit. In 
each case there was no evidence to 
convict, the suspected schooners. Capt. 
Newcomb had no doubt in his own 
mind what they were doing in the pro­
hibited waters, but they were not ac­
tually fishing and nothing could be 
done.

Off Vancouver Island two schooners 
were found inside the limit and were 
promptly ordered by Capt. Newcomb to 
leave. This they did.'

Another instance of what is encount­
ered by the Kestrai in her work was 
related by Capt. Newcomb. Off the 
west coast of Vancouver Island, on 
the way down on this trip, the fog sud­
denly lifted and seven American 
schooners were in sight. These were 
operating close to the three-mile limit 
—in fact some were undoubtedly inside 
that line. But the captains of the 
schooners are ever alert also, and none 
could be caught in the act of taking 
fish. Nothing could then be done. As 
usual the schooners inside the limit 
quickly took the precaution to get 
outside.

Three years ago when the Kestrai 
first went into service there were 13 
schooners operating out of Seattle and 
Puget Sound off the west coast of 
Vancouver Island. These have in­
creased in a remarkable manner, and 
the following year there were 23 in that 
trade. Now there are 40 of them. 
Many of these have power and make 
high speed, thus being better able to 
evade the patrol steamer.

In the northern waters there are 
similar conditions. Off Queen Char­
lotte Islands is another rendezvous for 
fishing vessels, and a third centre is 
located off Port Simpson. In these 
latter waters United States schooners 
put out from Ketchikan and other 
Alaskan ports, and under the’ guise of 
being engaged in prospecting do some 
poaching in Canadian waters.

To guard all this coast is a trying 
one on the part of the Kestrai, but 
under the circumstances It would be 
impossible to absolutely prevent some 
poaching. By the vigilance shown on 
the part of the Kestrai the American 
schooners are obliged to keep a sharp 
look out, and have came to fear the 
Canadian patrol schooner.
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Nothing is to be done haphazard in 
connection with the plans for the city 
of Prince Rupert. On the contrary, 
everything points to a model city. The 
Grand Trunk Pacific is profiting by the 
experience of other places, and will lay 
out a terminal townslte which will be 
well adapted for the purposes in view, 
and as a place of residence. The im­
mediate needs of the city are not be­
ing considered aiOne, but provision will 
be made for future extensioti and 
everything possible will be done to 
guard against difficulties which have 
from time to time developed in other 
cities as the population increased.

Too far removed from Victoria to 
become a rival of this city the new 
port of Prince Rupert when active 
building operations begin there should 
give a decided impetus to trade. It Is 
acknowledged that with work commenc­
ing there the coasting trade will at 
once be very materially Increased.

Prince Rupert it is acknowledged 
will be the outlet for the trade of 
northern British Columbia and to a 
considerable extent of the northern 
prairies.

The widely extended system of the 
Grand Trunk railway in Eastern Can­
ada and the United States will Immedi­
ately upon the' completion of the link 
connecting that system with the Paci­
fic, the Grand Trunk Pacific now under 
construction, push the terminal point 
on this coast at once into prominence 
among the ports of the world.

There can be no question that the 
officials and the engineers of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific had all this In view 
when they made the selection on Kaien 
Island. It was only after an inspec­
tion of all the points along the north­
ern coast that the site of the future 
Prince Rupert was made the choice for 
terminal facilities for the company 
and the port through which will pass 
the Vast trade between the many 
centres controlled by the Grand Trunk 
and its connections and the Orient.

E. G. Russell, of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific, has just returned from the 
north where he inspected the work 
now under way at the site of Prince 
Rupert. An interview with him con­
firms the opinion that the company is 
taking every precaution to provide a 
model city in the .h.pfth. Mr. Russell 
says there is but one opinion regard­
ing the harbor at TMnce Rupert. It is 
commodious and the approaches to it 
are absolutely safe. The harbor, Mr. 
Russell says, has accommodation for 
all the shipping which will ever centre 
there, and is ample for a city of any 
size and with any railway connections.

C. B. Dodge, the Dominion govern­
ment surveyor, who has had charge of 
the work of surveying the harbor, has 
proved a very capable official. A 
large part of the harbor has been 
gone over by him and charted. 
Wherever rocks have been found 
they have been buoyed or buoys 
are being placed in position.

There is a very clear entrance also 
to the harbor. Newcomb Rock, which* 
was the cause of the damage to the 
Camosun, will not interfere in the least 
with navigation. The water all about 
the rock is deep, and with a buoy 
placed on It mariners have no need to 
fear, and the harbor is perfectly safe 
for all steamers with wide channels 
leading in.

At the townslte a substantial wharf 
has been built, and all the steamers on 
the northern run have now every ac­
commodation afforded them for land-

To-day the steamer Twickenham, 

which stranded on the rocks near Fri­
day harbor, San Juan Island, on Thurs­
day night, Is in Esquimau with the 
Salvor alongside pumping water out of 
her hold. She is in a position conven­
ient to the dry dock once the necessary 
arrangements can be made for her ac­
commodation. The vessel was floated 
at 6.45 last evening, an hour or so be­
fore high water. She had been lighten­
ed of a large portion of her cargo and 
with the assistance of the Salvor and 
tug Tacoma and the use of her own 
power the ship was hauled free of the 
rocks to the delight of all aboard and 
the members of the different crews 
about. On Sunday night two ten-inch 
pumps had been placed aboard to re­
move the water from the forward hold 
while the cargo was being discharged, 
arid it was found after the ship was 
floated and started for Victoria that 
one was all that was needed to keep 
her head up. She was towed to port 
by the Tacoma and Salvor. Consider­
able of the cargo that came in contact 
with the water has been, damaged but 
the bulk of it is in good condition.

The damage which the hull of the 
ship sustained will not be fully known 
until the vessel has been placed on the 
chocks. Many of the rivets have been 
started, but it is believed that very few 
of the plates have been broken, 
may be found, however, upon closer ex­
amination that her injuries are more 
serious than now supposed.

V. British Columbia Copper Company’s 
Plant Is Nearing Completion.

Some time during the first week in Sep­
tember J. E. McAllister, manager of the 
British Columbia Copper Co., Ltd., ex­
pects to blow in the first of the three 
mammoth new furnaces at the com­
pany’s enlarged Greenwood smelter—to 
be followed by the other two shortly 
thereafter. The first furnace is now in­
stalled, the second is on the ground and 
being set up, while the third is now en 
route from the makers in Milwaukee. 
When completed and in running order the 
smelter will have a capacity of from 1,800 
to 2,000 tons of ore daily, and it is expect­
ed that the works will be able to turn out 
about 1,500,000 pounds of blister copper 
every 30 days. All the other work in con­
nection with the smelter enlargement is 
being crowded as fast as possible by a 
large force of workmen, and the com­
pany’s Mother Lode and other mines are 
being prepared for a largely increased 
daily ore output to keep pace with the 
requirements at the reduction works.

Superintendent A. B. W. Hodges, of the 
Granby Consolidated, visited the mines 
of the company last week, 
that the work of enlarging the balance of 
the battery of eight furnaces at the com­
pany’s smelter at Grand Forks, is going 
on steadily, two of the original small fur­
naces having already been treated in this 
way, the rest taking their turn, till all 
are of the larger size, like Nos. 7 and 8, 
installed a year ago. On account of the 
burning down of the Grand Forks iron 
works there will be some delay in secur­
ing the needed castings, though fortun­
ately all the valuable patterns owned by 
the Granby and other Boundary smelters 
were saved. When enlargements are fin­
ally completed at the Granby smelter, 
some time in December or by the 1st of 
January, probably, Mr. Hodges expects 
to be able to handle from 90,000 to 100,000 
tons of ore monthly, even when one ot‘ 
the eight furnaces happens to be under 
repairs.
this on three shifts will be utilized in the 
sinking of the new Victoria shsm by the 
Granby company at Phoenix, this being 
intended to be the main working shaft of 
the group, and from which a great part 
of the ore from these extensive proper­
ties will be shipped. Mr. Hodges expects 
to have the shaft completed to the 400- 
foot level by early winter, and before the 
severe Weather arrives. Some of the 
chinery for the 250 h. p. hoisting engines 
and for the 150-ton per hour crusher, is 
already on the ground and the needful 
buildings for the head-works for the Vic­
toria shaft are now being erected.

fit for occupation the congestion would 
be very serious. Probably the worst 
instance is that of the building occu­
pied by the domestic science and 
manual training branches, in the Cen­
tral school grounds. At North Ward 
we are compelled to occupy two little 
rooms that were never intended for 
classes. They are merely accidents of 
architecture and were fitted up for the 
use of teachers. Neither in floor area, 
ventilation, lighting or shape are they 
well fitted for class rooms. There is 
also the difficulty regarding proper 
seating.

“At Victoria West conditions are 
also unsatisfactory. One class has been 
housed there for years in a mission 
building which is not only an incon­
venient but an expensive rinethod. Most 
of the other class rooms are comfort­
able. This is also true of the little 
schools taken over from the govern­
ment, but some of these have a large 
and a small room which are inconveni­
ent. The large rooms are good, but 
the small ones will not take a full 
complement of scholars.

“To provide for part of the new sub 
high school class, which will be in 
three branches, we have had to put up 
a temporary partition in the assembly 
hall of the high school. This is a most 
objectionable thing to do. The hall Is 
required for the purposes intended, and 
should not be occupied in this manner. 
At the Hillside school on King’s road 
things are also unsatisfactory. The 
plumbing inspector has made a de­
mand on the trustees that they co\- 
nect with the sewer. This will cost a 
considerable amount, and the building 
is not worth spending the money on.

"There has been conjestion for many 
years, getting worse all the time. I 
do not know that it will be much 
than last year, but the early part of 
next morjth will tell.”

With these before enumerated facts in 
mind, let us examine the various pos­
sible remedies for the present conditions 
which can be carried oat before another 
summer, or, to spme extent, during the 
present summer, if it is deemed worth 
while, in view of the relief Which will 
come from cooler weather in another 
month or two.

lines built by others. The experience 
with these lines hâti not l>een satisfac­
tory, the staves having so far decayed 
after ten years of use as to make neces­
sary very extensive reconstruction. The 
lines covered a wide range of soil condi­
tions, and were most carefully designed 
and built of the best materials, including 
both fir and redwood. Steel rlvetted pipe 
was also used on two of these works, 
giving very much better results in both 
cases than the wood pipe.

These observations indicate in one in­
stance that better results have been se­
cured by either laying the pipe entirely 
above the ground, or, if buried at all, by 
carefully excluding ali vegetable matter 
from the backfill and by using a depth 
of cover at all points in excess of two 
feet. They also indicate, however j that 
our present knowledge of the conditions 
necessary to secure durability of the 
staves of this class of pipe is not suffi­
cient to make results reasonably certain 
beyond a period ut about ten years.

The foregoing is sufficient to rhow that 
the durability of both classes of pipes is 
largely experimental. And this being the 
case, actual experience with either pipe in 
the same localitv in which the proposed 
line is to be used is entitled to great 
weight.

At Victoria no stave pipé, as far as I \ 
have knowledge, has been tried, at least 
not for sufficient length o^ time to prove 
anything. On the contrary, an important 
line of 16-inch steel pipe of only No. 12 
metal (whether of iron or steel I do not 
know) conducting most of the city’s wa­
ter supply from Beaver lake has been in 
successful use for the past sixteen or 
seventeen years, aqd about eighteen 
months ago was reported to be in good 
condition requiring practically no atten­
tion. It is therefore a fact proven by 
actual trial that rivet ted pipe in Vic­
toria soil will demonstrate satisfactory 
durability while the îîfé of the wooden 
pipe at best must be regarded as proble­
matical.

Reasonable durability- is the prime pre­
requisite in making a choice, 
therefore, the difference between the first 
cost of the stave and the steel pipe in 
favor of the former, is sufficient with 
compound interest added annually to re­
duplicate the stave pipe at the expiration 
of about ten years it is likely to prove 
more expensive in the long run than the 
steel; and even if the difference in the 
cost is sufficient to accomplish this, the 
trouble attendant upon reconstruction by 
a municipality at such short intervals 
should condemn its use for permanently 
conducting a water supply.

I am therefore of the opinion that con­
servatism and prudence ih the expendi­
ture of public funds' is best served in this 
case by the use of the steel pipe in pre- 

. ference to wood.
Before closing this report permit me 

to call your attention to the type of steel 
pipe known as “lock bar pipe’’ now bùill 
in the United States under the English 
patents. It presents the advantage of 
having no circular seams save at the 
joining of the sections which are quite 
long; each section is made of a single 
long plate, save in the large sizes; and the 
longtitudinal seams, which are rrfade 
without rivets, develop the full strength 
of the sheet, thereby securing equal 
strength with considerably less weight of 
metal than is required in rlvetted pipe. 
In comparison with the latter mentioned 
class of pipe it is deserving of considera­
tion.

Last Monday the 
council instructed the water commis* 
trôner, city engineer and waterworks 
foreman “to report to the council as to 
the most feasible‘"plan of obtaining an 
increased supply of water from Elk 
lake temporarily, that is to say, for a 
period not exceedfng two years.”

-fight, but, In addition, there was an-' 
other In reply to certain questions by 
the Mayor, answered by the same offi­
cials, and also two opinions and a let­
ter from Arthur L. Adams, the Oak­
land expert, who advised the city pre­
viously on the water question. • The 
matter was adjourned to a spebtal 
meeting on Thursday evening, when 
present indications are there will be 
lively times.

“Telegram received.1. It is suggested by your water com­
mittee that a pump be placed at the lake 
and that a larger volume of water than 
that now flowing by gravity be forced 
through the 12-inch pipe; that the distri­
buting system be improved in accordance 
with the recommendations of my former 
report ; that an elevated tank for the high 
service t?e installed; and that all water 
be sold by meter measurement.

Tills plan, chiefly through the metering, 
would undoubtedly afford a large mea­
sure of relief. It presents the advantage 
of a small expense (the pumping plant) 
as a temporary expedient; but it requires 
the keeping in use of the 12-inch line and 
the purchase for use in the distributing 
system of a corresponding amount of new 
pipe instead of taking up and using this 
12-inch line from the lake, which consti­
tutes a great objection.

The metering alone of ail services would 
enable the consumers to get along very 
much better than at present, and might 
answer without anything else being done 
until plans were definitely matured. In 
any event the improvements made to the 
distributing system should hold in reserve 
appropriate places for the 12-inch pipe to 
be later taken up and relaid.

Without metering, the plan would cer­
tainly fail.

It would be practicable to increase the 
supply sent in from the lake by this 
means by about 600 gallons per minute 
during the time of pumping. The in­
creased consumption with an improved 
unmetered distributing system would 
probably exceed this amount, resulting in 
the altered condition being worse than 
the first.

If no very material change is made in 
the distributing system, the forcing in of 
this additional supply would doubtless af­
ford considerable relief over present con­
ditions. It presents the advantage 'of 
being the e’aslest, ‘ quickest and cheapest 
thing that can be done.

If waste is not reduced, and exception­
ally rainy seasons do not come, it will 
result in reducing the water in the lake 
to a still lower average level, bringing its 
attendant evils.

If for any reason the metering of the 
system is not accomplished, no extensive 
improvement of the distributing system 
should be carried out until the necessary 
augmenting of the water supply by the 
development of some source other than 
Elk lake is accomplished.

The following opinion, preceded by the 
reasons upon which it rests, is herein­
after submitted in reply to this latter 
message.

Opinion as to the Relative Merits «f Steel 
Rivetted and Wooden Stave Pipes:

Before forming any opinion concerning 
the relative merits of these two classes 
of pipes it Is important that the charac­
ter of the two classes of pipe under re­
view be defined ; and that the conditions 
of use for which both pipes are being con­
sidered be known.

In the absence of any information in 
the messages requesting the opinion con­
cerning place of Intended use, I assume 
from my knowledge, of the situation at 
Victoria that it is intended for convey­
ance of water by gravity with a free dis­
charge into an open receptaclé in sudh 
manner as will subject It to a practically 
constant pressure; atid that it is to be 
buried in the ground after the usual man­
ner of constructing long pipe lines, and 
is not to be subject to the action of salt 
water or saline earth. These assumptions 
are important, and if not in accord with 
the facts the conclusions herein may be 
subject to modifications.

Concerning the character of the pipes 
under consideration, it is important to 
know that both rivetted and wooden pipe 
may be, each of its kind, goed, bad or 
indifferent, depending on the details of 
its design and the manner of its construc­
tion, there being in neither case any gen­
erally accepted standards.

This opinion therefore assumes, in ab­
sence of any specific information, that 
the quality of all the materials entering 
into both, classes Of pipes in such as is 
best suited for the purpogp; that the de* 
tails of the design as to yyeights, dimen­
sions, permissible strains, character of 
joints, and manner of shop and field 
work are ail such as to accord with the 
best practice. .

The principal characteristics to be con­
sidered in making comparison of the mer­
its of different kinds of pipe are: *

(1) —Carrying capacity.
(2) —Cost. ,
(3) —Durability.
There are other considerations of lesser 

importance which will not be enumerated.
Stave pipe has unquestionably the ad­

vantage over rivetted in carrying capa­
city. Just how much advantage depends 
upon the details of construction, the 
amount of fall, the character of the wa­
ter in its probable effect upon steel, the 
length of time in use, etc.

For a pipe 30 inches in diameter, as 
here proposed, a difference under average 
conditions of use in favor of the wood, 
if indeed an average can be stated, might 
be taken at 15 per cent, or 20 per cent., 
although unusual conditions not likely to 
prevail at Victoria might lead to a great­
er difference.

For pressure not exceeding 150 feet, the 
stave pipe would also have a marked ad­
vantage in first cost over th*e rivetted 
pipe, particularly since the average 
pressure would presumably be much less 
than 150 feet, requiring almost proportion­
ately less steel for bands; while the de­
mands of rigidity would, in the case of 
the rivetted pipe, make expedient the use 
of a greater thickness of steel than would 
be necessary to resist the bursting pres­
sure alone. How much this difference in 
first cost between the two pipes would be 
could be determined by estimating with 
aid of necessary maps and profiles.

The question of durability is much 
more difficult to deal with since it must 
rest upon long time experiments of actual 
use to the point of failure; and there are 
few instances where the durability of 
both classes of pipe have been tested side 
by side. And the results of even this test, 
however unfavorable to either, might de­
cide nothing as to their relative merits 
under other conditions in a different lo-

Dear Sir:—Your letter stating the loca­
tion of the proposed 80-inch pipe was re­
ceived after the foregoing opinion con­
cerning the respective merits of steel and 
wood stave pipe was written. There is, 
I think, nothing in this location to affect 
my conclusions, 
costs of the two pipes, that you have 
evidently already ascertained. The dif­
ference you state to be 375.000. This is. so 
great for the length, about 20,600 feet, as 
to indicate the comparison of quite heavy 
steel pipe with cheaply designed wood.

Thirty-inch “lock bar pipe” of 2-16 plate 
is worth here $3.75 per lineal foot, includ­
ing asphalt coating, necessary rivets for 
making the field joints, the pipe being 
connected together with a butt-strap 
joint one side of which is made in the 
shop; 30-inch pipe of ^-inch plate is 
worth $4.25 per foot.

By reference to my report upon the 
methods proposed for augmenting the 
supply to the consumers pending the final 
adoption of the plans for a new system, 
you will see that it seems to me unwise 
to build this 30-inch line at all.

Arthur L. Adams Gives Long Opinion as
Water As to the respectiveto Proposed Temporary 

Supply.

Oakland, Cal., Aug. 22nd, 1906.
Mr. James L. Raymur, Water Commis­

sioner, Victoria, B. C. :
Dear Sir:—I have your letter of August 

15th outlining the water situation at Vic­
toria. You call my attention to the de­
sirability of investigating Millstream as a 
possible source of supply in view of the 
difficulties encountered in securing Gold- 
Stream. You also point out the pressing 
need in the meantime of doing something 
to relieve, at least temporarily, the de­
mand for more water and generally better 
service, and ask my advice as to the rela­
tive merits of two suggested measures 
for accomplishing this.

Before taking up the latter question, let 
me urge the necessity of making your ob­
servations on Mill creek as complete and 
accurate as possible. The important ques­
tions are:

1. The amount of precipitation.
2. The amount of runoff.
3. The amount of storage that can be 

made available.
4. The drainage areas.
5. The surveys necessary to determine 1 

elevations, distances, character and cost 
of the requisite structures.

If this source seems promising, what 
you indicate as having been done on sur­
veys should be extended during the pre­
sent season to include the contouring of 
reservoir and dam sites, and at least a 
close approximation of drainage areas.

The precipitation should be taken during 
the rainy season at a number of different 
points over the area in question, so that 
a fair average may be secured.

The runoff should be observed at a skil­
fully prepared gauging station supplied 
with an automatic register, the station 
being located near the point of proposed 
diversion.

And now as to the various possible 
measures for relieving the immediate situ­
ation prior to and during the carrying out 
of the larger plans.

First—Any difficulty in getting water 
on to filter beds arising from exception­
ally low water in the lake can be met by 
a centrifugal pump temporarily installed.

Second—As to the larger problem : diffi­
culties will be eliminated and the merits 
of different suggested remedies better 
judged if the following facts are kept 
clearly in mind:

(a) The consumption is now fully equal 
to or in excess of the present capacity of 
Elk and Beaver lakes to supply.

(b) Any plan of relief which will there­
fore increase consumption may be ex­
pected, unless future rainfalls shall ex­
ceed the average, to permanently reduce 
the level of the lake to final exhaustion, 
unless the storage capacity of the lake 
is increased; and the possibility of such 
increase extends only to a possible daily 
yield of about two and one-half million 
gallons, that is, of one-half million in ex­
cess of its present yielding capacity.

(c) The very purpose of relief is to in­
crease facilities for the use of water. 
Improvement of the distributing system 
and the sending into the city of larger 
volumes will therefore inevitably increase 
consumption; and the expected remedy 
will prove no remedy at all unless with 
such improvements goes effective restric­
tion of waste, or increase in the sources 
of water supply.

(d) The permanent lowering of the wa­
ter of the lake will impose the necessity 
of always lifting the water into the fil­
ters, and of laying a long line of suction 
pipe far out into the lake in order to get 
water of suitable quality, neither of 
which should be entertained at this time.

(e) It seems plain enough therefore that 
continued reliance upon Elk lake as a 
source of supply for two years or a longer 
period, must of necessity be accomplished 
by effective restriction of waste, which 
can best be done by metering all services. 
Indeed, it is doubtful if restriction can be 
made effective in any other way than by 
metering either in whole or in greater 
part. I will not enlarge upon this point 
other than to say that failure to accept 
this chief and only real remedy will re­
sult in wretched service at best ; while its

2. As a second possible method of re­
lief you suggest the substituting of a 30- 
inch pipe for the 12-inch pipe from the 
end of the 24-inch to the lake.

From what has preceded, it seems to me 
not expedient. It will be expensive. As 
pointed out on page 4, it will illy accord 
with any plan for a really good system 
of works. It could not even be used as 
a force main from the lake without build­
ing another .station. It would have little 
or no permanent value save as it might 
be later taken up and relaid.

All that has been said in discussion of 
the committee’s suggestion in relation to 
the necessity for metering and the ob­
jections to lowering the level of the lake, 
or creating a draft in excess of its sup­
ply, applies to this plan also.

A better remedy than either I believe to 
be found in building a distributing reser­
voir forthwith on Smith’s Hill.

Your preliminary line to Mill creek 
shows the elevation of your proposed 
point of diversion to be sufficient for con­
ducting a gravity supply to said distribut­
ing reservoir. Such a reservoir is an in­
dispensable part of the new system wher­
ever the supply may come from.

By its aid, until the new system is 
built, the Dairy Farm pumps can, when 
necessary, be run continuously day and 
night to the capacity of the present 16- 
inch pipe to supply them. The reservoir 
will accumulate the surplus at night to 
make good the deficiency in pressure dur­
ing the daytime.

If meters are installed, no additional 
remedy will likely be needed. If not, and 
sufficient relief is not afforded, place a 
temporary pump at the lake on the 16-inch 
pipe, and another auxiliary pump at 
Dairy Farm station, both of which can 
be cheap pumps, as they are intended for 
only temporary use. The capacity of this 
line for distributing water from the lake 
can thus temporarily be brought up to 3.6 
millions per day, which, with the reser­
voir, will be sufficient to meet the sum­
mer demand, while the average demand 
throughout the year does not exceed 2.4 
millions daily, which is the maximum 
yielding capacity of the Elk and Beaver 
lakes watersheds.

Such a plan would utilize the present 
sources of water supply to the utmost of 
which they are or can be made capable ; 
would release the 12-inch cast iron pipe 
from the lake for use in the distributing 
system; would entail no expense for tem­
porary work other than a few thousand 
dollars for two temporary pump installa­
tions; would make the most possible by 
way of relief that can be derived from 
the present works and water supplies; 
and would give the best service without 
resort to metering that can be provided, 
althougti without the general 
meters, the lake will probably be

In presenting the cup for competition 
the managers of the local association 
make the appended announcement:

“The board of managers of the Vic­
toria lacrosse club announce a gift to 
lacrosse in British Columbia which will 
doubtless prove of very great Interest 
especially to followers and players of 
the game in smaller towns. It has 
been long felt by the board that a 
chance should be given to those smal­
ler and far off places to test their met­
tle without having to enter and play 
through a regular and lengthy and also 
costly schedule.

“Through the generosity of the well- 
known firm of Messrs. Walker & Co., 
of Annan & Cardow, Scotland, they 
have secured a ‘magnificent trophy to 
be known as ’The Kilmarnock Cup,’ 
which is to be a perpetual challenge 
cup standing for the amateur inter­
city championship of lacrosse ln the 
whole province of British Columbia. 
Any team of amateurs of any grade 
whether in a league or not will b« eli­
gible to compete.

“The following are named as the 
trustees of the cup: Rev. W. W. Bol­
ton, of Victoria; Mr. H. Senkler, of 
Vancouver; Mr. R. H. Cheyne, of New 
Westminster. Regarding the trustees 
it is proposed that they shall control 
the contests for the cup, and that their 
decisions as to the cup and its custody 
shall be absolute. Should any trustee 
die or otherwise drop out, the others 
shall appoint a successor.

“The following regulations must be 
considered subject at any time to the 
will of the trustees inasmuch as cir­
cumstances are liable to arise ln the 
course of time which may render desir­
able a departure from any or all of 
these rules.

“1. The cup shall be called the Kil­
marnock cup.

“2. As to the first bestowal of the 
cup it is considered by the donors to be 
an appropriate arrangement for the 
cup to be competed for in the city of 
Victoria during the week of the agri­
cultural exhibition, September 24th to 
29th, 1906, Victoria's club to be the de­
fenders against all comers.

Date Will Probably Be Changed to

“9. Officials must be agreed upon by 
the competing clubs at least a week 
before the date set for the match, 
otherwise the trustees shall appoint 
them. The expenses of these men shall 
be equally shared by the competing 
clubs.

“10. A club receiving the cup shall 
give an acknowledgement to the trus­
tees in all respects.

“11. Each club winning the cup may 
engrave Its name on an attached shield 
with the date of winning.

“12. The trustees shall decide upon 
the amateur standing of all competing 
clubs. Any club challenging for the 
cup must be prepared to prove to the 
entire satisfaction of the trustees that 
all members intending to play in the 
competition are bona fide amateurs as 
defined by the constitution of the Brit­
ish Columbian Amateur Lacrosse As­
sociation.

“13. Mr. R. H. Cheyne is secretary 
of the trustees to whom all correspon­
dence should be addressed. Any of the 
trustees will be pleased, however, to 
give further information to those de­
siring It.”

As will he noticed special emphasis 
is laid upon the word "amateur,” which 
is defined as follows: "An amateur is

“There will be a meeting of the B. C. 

A. L. A. in the Vancouver Athletic Club’s 
rooms on Wednesday. The matter to be 
discussed is thé playing of the protested 
game between Vancouver and New West­
minster.
Vancouver won this protest and the asso­
ciation has ordered the game to be plaÿed 
over again. The question now is where 
the game shall be played. New West­
minster, at first, practically agreed to 
play in Recreation park, but later on 
notified Vancouver that they would want 
the game played in New Westminster. 
Vancouver figures -the matter out some­
thing like this: In the event of a drawn 
game, the contesting teams are supposed 
to play on neutral grounds unless they 
come to an agreement between them­
selves to play on one of the home 
grounds. This is when the championship 
is in question. Otherwise, allowing that 
the home tçam has had half of the game, 
the other half would naturally go to. the 
visiting team and the draw played off on 
the other club’s grounds. In the case in 
point, however,- the match was protested, 
and, as the protest was allowed, the 
game virtually stands as not having been 
played, at all. Vancouver, by winning the 
protest in connection with the game play­
ed on her own grounds, has thus estab­
lished the right to play the game she is 
entitled to by the schedule, in Vancou­
ver. Further than this, she can, if she 
so wishes, line up and claim the game 
if New Westminster declines to play here. 
It is also understood that the gate rc-> 
ceipts for this match are to be divided. 
If this is true, .the local team Is certainly 
acting in a very magnanimous spirit, in 
allowing New Westminster to share in 
the proceeds of a gate she has no more 
legal right to share in than she has to 
expect a division of any other of Van­
couver’s Home gates.’’—Vancouver News- 
Advertiser.

Assembly hall has presented an ani­
mated scene every afternoon and even­
ing for the past several weeks.

President Gray, of 
the Street Railwaymen’s Union, occu­
pied the chair, and the delegates pre­
sent were deeply interested in the dis­
cussion.

The Canadian labor party was form­
ally launched, by the passage of the 
following resolution:

That steps be taken at once for the 
formation of a Canadian Labor party, 
with a combined national, provincial and 
municipal platform, to which all joining 
members and all candidates shall be firm­
ly pledged.

When J. Ramsay Macdonald, M. P„ 
arrives he will find that in part of his 
mission he has been forestalled.

The committee having In charge this 
important matter had evidently been 
working hard. A recommendation was 
made that the following pledge be ex­
acted from all candidates, for either 
the Dominion or provincial house or 
municipal offices:

The question of the formation of a 
Canadian labor party was then laic, 
up with the result given above, a m>4 
interesting discussion took place as the 
committee’s recommendations 
taken up clause by clause in committee 
ot the whole. There were only two 
divisions to the debaters; those abso. 
lutely in favor of the proposition anj 
the socialist delegates, who were de. 
cidedly against it. claiming their or- 
ganization fulfilled the requirements 
The result of the debate shows th. 
position of the delegates.

The council then adjourned to meet 
again next Wednesday.

TOLL OF THE SEA,

Casualties to British and Foreign V«. 
sels During the Past Seven 

Months.

According to official returns of casu­
alties to vessels of 500 tons gross régis- 
ter and upwards during the past seven 
months the number of vessels totally 
lost is no fewer than 147—an average 0! 
twenty-one per month. Heavy as the 
loss is it is not so heavy as during the 
corresponding period of last year, 
when 149 vessels were totally lost. But 
for heavy casualties during the past 
month this year’s returns would have 
been much more favorable. Last 
month the total losses numbered 
twenty-four, compared with but thir­
teen in July last year, and seventeen 
In the corresponding period of 1904. 01 
this year’s losses In other months, 
twenty-five occurred in January (com­
pared with thirty In January last year), 
fifteen in February (against twenty- 
two in February, 1905), twenty-eight in 
March (against thirty-two In March 
last year), sixteen during April (against 
fifteen), twenty-six in May (against 
eighteen), and thirteen during June 
(compared with nineteen in June Iasi 
year).

Of the 147 vessels lost, twenty wore 
British sailing vessels, forty were Bri­
tish steamers, forty were foreign sail­
ing vessels, and forty-seven foreign 
steamers. The British tonnage lost 
during the year amounts to the big 
total of 117,563 tons, compared with 
106,427 tons in the corresponding period 
of 1905. The foreign tonnage lost am­
ounts to 133,704 tons, compared with 
161,869 tons in the first seven month! 
of 1905.

Of the 147 total losses forty-three 
were due to strandings, thirty to (mm- 
derings or abandonments, twenty-five 
to collisions, ten to fires or explosions, 
while eleven are missing and have been 
given up as lost. In addition to the 
total losses the partial losses have been 
very heavy. There were 538 of these 
losses ‘‘posted’’ In January. 415 during 
February, 516 in March, 329 in April, 
346 in May, 334 in June, and 356 In July, 
compared with 30 in January, 411 in 
February, 443 In March, 347 in April. 
357 In May, 302 in June, and 300 in July 
last "year. The casualties indicated 
actually occurred during the month! 
stated, and do not refer to those ‘ re­
ported,” which occurred in other per­
iods.

From St. Michaels to Victoria is the 
long trip which A. Klimesch, a guest 
registered at the Dominion Hotel, has 
just completed. Mr. Klimesch left St. 
Michael early this month, spending 
some time at Dawson and Selkirk en 
route here. Early in the year he made 
the run from Dawson to St. Michael in 
a Peterboro canoe, and says that it 
took him just 26 days. At St. Michael 
when he left shipping men were still 
awaiting the arrival of freight bound 
up the river. The Yukon was falling 
rapidly, and unless this arrived soon 
some difficulty might be experienced in 
freighting it up stream. Coming down 
the river the travel was large. All the 
Fairbanks people, Mr. Klimesch says, 
travel in this direction in preference to 
the Dawson route, which takes them 
some days longer, and is less conveni­
ent. According to this northern arri­
val there are too many people at Fair­
banks, and the country is not so rich 
in mineral wealth as the territory on 
the Canadian side of the boundary. In 
the Canadian Yukon there are better 
chances both for the prospector and 
miner.

Mr. Klimesch witnessed a number of 
the large hydraulic plants working on 
Bear creek and the Bonanza river, and 
he reports that these plants were doing 
well. On the steamer from Skagway 
he had as fellow passengers Mr. Wise 
and party, who were coming south to 
secure a large hydraulic plant. They 
expeected to return north in March.
