There is no subject of greater mo-
ment to the people of the country
than that of the expenditures made by
the Government and it is especially im-
portant at the present time when the
Dominion elections are pending and
what is really of consequence in our
politics is apt to be forgotten in the
heat of party contests. It will be re-
membered that a few weeks since a
number of journals in the Protectionist
and Opposition interest, taking their
cue from the Toronto Mail, announced
that the Dominion elections were to
come off immediately and.they, there-
upon, published a lot of statements
intended to impress the people with the
idea that/Canada was being driven to
the vergde of ruin by the increased ex-
pendituke of the present Administra-
tion. The text of articles on the sub-
ject was|the following :—

¢« Mark\the result of the extravagance
and corruption of a Grit Government since
it came into power in 1873. Here are the

figares which show the annual expendi-

ture in those years as follows :—
$22,500,000.

The ordinary elector knowa thst the
expenditure of 1872—3 as well as that
of 1873—4 was chargeable to the late
Government, and in considering, the
financial management of the country
under the two Administrations that
have been in power, it is necessary to
divide the period since Confederation
info two parts, viz.: that under Sir
John Macdonald, from 1867—8 to
1873—4 and that under Mr. Mackenzie
from 1873 —4 to 1877—8.

Before proceeding further, however,
it is proper to direct attention to most
glaring errors in the above-quoted table
of figures—errors which a very slight
examination of the Public Accounts
will prove—but which have been re-
publishéd in the so-called Conservative
papers from one end of Canada to the
other without the slightest attempt: at
correction. These figures were first
published in the Mail, we believe, and
there can be no reasonable doubt that
they were deliberately falsified for party
purposes.

The fraud thas committed is, first,
that of adding no less than over $3,300,-
000 to the actual expenditure under
Sir John A, Macdonald’s Government
in 1872-3. This is done to conceal
from: the general reader the compara-
tive increase of the year 1873—4—
Sir John’s last in office. The second
part of the fraud is that of adding
nearly two and a half millions to the
expenditure of 1877—8, under Mr.
Mackenzie. . We say these figures are
deliberately falsified, and to prove it
we give the expenditure taken (with
exception of that for 1877—8) from the
Public Accounts—under both Govern-
ments\“{or each year since Confedera-
tion :—)

We may, at some other time, if the

above figures are disputed, give the
items which go to make them up, but we
do not think they will be questioned.
It may be askéd why the figures for
1877—8 which we give above are so
different from those given in the ex-
tract quoted from the Conservative
organs. There appears to be no expla-
nation save this, that asthe Public Ac-
counts in which the expenditure of the
current year will appear can only be
submitted to Parliament in the session
of 1879, the Conservatives thought they
could make the exaggerated statement
with impunity, there being necessarily
no positive data on which they could be
met. The estimated expenditure for
1877—8 chargeable to Revenue is about
$24,000,000 and those acquainted with
the subject know that the history of the
present Government is a guarantee that
it has not, in the year just closed, ex-
ceeded the amount appropriated. There
is, therefore, in the tigures guoted from
the Opposition statement some §2,200,-
000 deliberately added to the estimated
current expenditure of the Dominion
for the year 1877 —8.

Let the reader examine the increase
of expenditure from the time of Con-
federation up to 1874 and he will find
that it averaged at the rate of about a
million a year for the first six years; the
last two, however, were marked by
enormous strides. During the fated
sixth year it jumped from $19,174,-
647 to no less than than $23,316,316
or an increase of no less $4,141,669.
Who,that follows the figures,can escape
the conviction that the increase of ex-
penditure was really alarming and that
Mr. Mackenzie and his colleagues, when
they assumed the control of affairs, had
a task of no small magnitude before
them in checking the impetus of the
Dominion towards bankruptcy. They
had, of course, to carry out many of the
reck]ess lmdertakmgs of the Macdonald
Government, and it is not to be wonder-
ed at that fhey could not prevent the ex-
penditure of the first year when the
affairs of the country were uader their
control from showing a slight in-
crease over that preceding it, and since
that time; notwithstanding the legacy

larger population, new teritories and |
new responsibilities, the tendency |
to a rapid increase of expenditure has
been successfuly arrested by a policy of |
economy and reform.

Those of our readers who desire to |
follow this subject up ought to careful-
ly read the portion of a speech deliver-
ed in the House of Commons in March
last by Mr. Geo."W. Ross, of Middle-
sex, which will be found on our first
page.. Itis from the Official Debates,
and unlike the inaccurate statements put
forth in the Conservative interest, was
made before the Parliament of the
country, where those who felt disposed
to question it might do so. Mr.
deals with the subject in a different
way from that which we have adopted,
but his figures are convincing and they
show how untruthful are the assertions
of Sir John A. Macdonald and his party
that the Mackenzie Administration have
been extravagant in conducting the
business of Canada.

We may sa.y here, that we are oppos-
ed to much of the local {administration
of the present Govérnment. but we
know how difficult it has been for our
people to have their requirements un-
derstood. The remedy for this, how-
ever, will soon be in their own hands
and when they are properly represent-
ed we have no doubt that the neglect
and mismanagement growing out of
our peculiar representation for the last
five years will cease. Let the people,
therefore, study the claims of those
who would mislead them with false
tigures and false issues, for the present
is a time when a thoughtful and un-
biased estimate of public gnestions
very necessary.

Lis. -
Tho Peace Congress.

The labors of the Peace Congress are
fast drawing to a ciose, and someof the
most  difficult questions have alceady
been settled. At one of the meetings
recently, Schouvaloff brought up the
question of empluying Indian troops
and the policy of selling modern arms
to Asiatics. The Bulgarian question
has been settled and the freedom of
navigation of the Danube in times of
peace has been acknowledged by Russia.
In regard to the Greek question, the
Congress has invited Turkey to make a
rectification of her frontier, a procecd-
ing which has given great dissatisfac-
tion to Greece. The Turks have ac-
cepted the Austrian occupation of
Bosnia and Herzegovaia, the detalls {o
be directly negotiated Letween the two
Powers. It has been decided that a
prince for Bulgaria will be elected by
Congress, which has also granted
autonomy to Western Roumania,
Epirus, Thessaly and Crete, to be se-
cured by European control. One of
the mcst striking * events in Lord
Beaconsfield’s policy, has been the con-
clusion of a defensive treaty between
England and Turkey for the main-
tenance of the Sultan’s Asiatic Do-
mions, in which the Island of Cyprus

trol over the Euphrates Valley in which
a railway will be constructed, thus pre-
venting further Russian encroachment
in that direction.

Prospects of the Mackenzie Admin-
istration.

We observe that the Freeman and one
or two other papers which strongly sup-
port the Mackenzie Government, often
take occasion to intimate that the Tele-
graph is not sufficiently pronounced in
the expression of its views of political
matters in the Dominion.

He is de-
voted to party politics, rather than the
interests of the County, on which he turns
his back for ten or eleven months each
year and he will find that Northumber-
land’s interests require something better
and nearer home to represent them, than
¢¢ political schooling.”

The Advocate also says that “‘the Gov-
ernment will do all in their power to de-
feat Mr. Mitchell.” One of the strongest
arguments against the Government is that
it has been-swayed too much in theman-
agement of County affaira by partizans of
Mr. Mitchell, and so far as Mr. Snowball
is concerned he is quite as independent of
the Government as Mr. Mitchell is, so far
as aid to his election is concerned. The
fact is Mr. Mitchell must bow to the in-
evitable in the same way as other persons
of extended political schooling have been
obliged to do. Many electors wish him
well, personally, but their home interests
are naturally and properly their first con-
sideration and they recognise that their
duty is to send to Ottawa a man who lives
amongst themselves, whose interests are
bound up with their own and to whom
they can practically present their public
1 juirements in person every day in the
year.

Dedication of St. Mark’s Preshy-
torian Church, Douglastown,

The above named Church, of which we
gave a full description last week, was
formally opened and dedicated to the ser-
vice of God on Sunday last, under very
encouraging circumstances. The day was
all that could be desired, the attendance
of worshippers was overflowing—many
having to go away, as they could not find
admission for lack of room—and the ser-
vices were solemn and edifying.

The building is one of the finest church
edifices in Northern New Brunswick and
reflects great credit on the good taste and
christian enterprise of the people of
Douglastown and vicinity. This congre-
gation is composed chiefly of St. James’
Church, Newcastle, and also in part of St.
Andrew’s and St. John’s, Chatham. For
the convenience of those who desired to
be present and conld not, otherwise, have
attended at the opening services, the
steamer, Andover was utilized on the
occasion, and she was unusually crowded.

The several parts of the service were as
follows : Mr. Stewart, a Catechist, who is
supplying services for the Presbyterians
in Douglastown, opened the exercises by
announcing Psalm 122.

“ Take off Tour Hat.”

On Saturday morning last an action for
assault was brought before J. Nevin,Esq.,
J. P., of Newcastle by John O’Malley of
Chatham, against Bartholemew Staple-
don, Captain of the Chatham Police.

8. Thomson, Esq., Q. C., appeared for
the complainant and L. J. Tweedie, Esq.,
for the defendant. From the. statement
of the complainant it appeared that he at-
tended the entertainment of the Dutcher
Reformers of Chatham on the evening- of
the 4th June. At the close, during the
singing of the National Anthem,he put on
his hat for the purpose of leaving the hall,
which he was told he would not be allow-
ed todo, until the meeting closed.

Witnesses were examined on the part of
the prosecution, who proved that the de-
fendant had violently taken the hat off
complainant’s head, and gave other testi-
mony. It was also proved that parties
leaving the hall in this manner disturbed
the meeting.

At the clos@ of the prosecution, Mr.
Tweedie moved that the case be dismissed,
under sections 37 and 44 of the Dominion
Acts,32 and 33 Victoria, relating to offen-
ces against the person. Section 37 says
that any person making a disturbance in
a public meeting may be arrested by any
Peace Officer, or upon the order of a jus-
tice by any other person.

Section 44 gives the Justices power, to
dismiss any case of a trivial nature.

Mr. Tweedie contended that in perform-
ing his duty as Police Constable, the de-
fendant had not only a right to take off
defendant’s hat, but that he had also a
right to arrest him.

Mr. Thomson on the part of the com-
plainant contended that an assault had
been committed, and that defendant had
no right to hinder complainait from leav-
ing the hall when he attempted to do so.

After hearing Mr. Thomson, His Honor
dismissed the case, the costs to be paid by
complainant.
