The interview
was a stormy one, but the subject was 
dropped. One day the General was sent 
west ou a tour of inspection, He knew 
that Gen. Sherman was to be his succes­
sor, and in him he had absolute confi­
dence. The outspoken loyalty of that 
great soldier prevented the project ever 
being renewed.

This letter of XIr. Depew has brought 
out a variety of correspondence upon the 
subject. Gen. Sherman, who has been 
appealed to, is absolutely non-committal.
Gen. Sickles, who commanded in the 
Carolinas war, said that the statement 
of General Grant did not surprise him , 
for General Grant and Secretary Stanton 
looked with much anxiety on Johnson’s 
course; and Sickles gave some informa­
tion that seems to corroborate Depew.
General Horace Porter, who was Grant’s 
private secretary, absolutely affirms that 
the statement was correct. Others again 
deny the truth of the statement. It is 
pointed out, for example, that there was 
a good deàl of personal feeling between 
Grant Johnson, and that Grant’s 
statement must be taken with some al­
lowance. The strongest point made on 
the Johnson side is that if this were a 
fact knowledge of it could not have es­
caped those who managed the accusation 
of impeachment against Johnson, and that 
it would have been used against him.
Col. Grant has endorsed, аз correct, from 
“documents, letters and personal recollec­
tions” the statement made by Mr. Depew.
The question opened is one of deep inter­
est, and, without doubt, will be well dis­
cussed. The honor of Johnson, the vera­
city of Grant are involved. One writer on 
the subject claims, with a considerable 
degree of truth, that Johnson’s idea ef 
calling the Legislatures of the Southern 
States, was in accordance with the views 
of Lincoln. It will be recollected that on 
his visit to Richmond, just at the close of V/—
the war, Lincoln gave permission to the 
rebel Legislature to assemble, moved, no 
doubt, by his kindness of heart and con­
fident feeling that the whole miserable 
business was ended; but men like Stanton 
wisely overruled him. The calm observer 
of the events of that sad time must see 
clearly that in the just temper of the 
North, and with the still heated feelings 
of the South, it was absolutely impossible

of the nation which a few months before

CHOICE WINTER APPLES,

A »reat deal of interest is manifested 
throughout the United States in a letter 
which Mr. Chauncey M. Depew has re­
cently published. Mr. Depew in this 
letter states the substance of a conversation 
which he had four years ago, at a dinner 
table with the late General Grant. In 
this conversation General Grant made an 
important statement respecting his rela­
tions with President Johnson. On the 
assasinasion of Mr. Lincoln, Vice-Presi­
dent Johnson became President. He at 
once assumed a very hostile attitude to­
wards the rebel chiefs, declaring that 
treason was odious, and must be punished; 
and he favored hanging the principal ones. 
He insisted upon the courts in Virginia 
finding indictment» agaiust some, and he 
was very anxious to court martial those 
officers of the rebel army who had en­
tered it from the United States army, his 
attitude produced so much fear and so 
much feeling at the South that the ex­
rebel leaders applied to Grant urging him 
to try and get Johnson to moderate hie 
zeal and reminding him that he had parol­
ed them on the field of battle. Grant 
made a representation to Johnson, bu^ 
the President held that by the constitu­
tion the President was commander-in-

SAMPLES DOMI MO DRY GOODS, General Grant urged that the rebels had 
surrendered on these conditions, disbanded 
their organizations, submitted universally 
to the situation, and were carrying out in 
good faith their part of the agreement, 
and every consideration of both honor 
and expediency demanded equal good 
faith on the part ef the government. The 
other course would have led to an endless 
guerilla warfare, conducted in a country 
admirably adapted for it, by desperate 
and hopeless men. Johnson obstinately 
adhered to his view, and assumed the 
authority of commander, when Grant flat- At the Chenango county fair, N. Y., 
ly told him that, if there were to be any ( one of the drivers in a horse race fell off 
courts-martial, one must be called to try 
General Grant first; that he would, by 
every means in his power, protect his 
parole and appeal to Congress and the 
country. In the halt called by this at­
titude of Gen. Grant a very remarkable 
change occurred in the views and policy 
of the President. President Johuson’s 
loyalty was subordinate, if not entirely 
dependent upon his intense hatred ef the 
slave-holding oligarchy. He was a poor 
white, had been a journeyman tailor, and, 
notwithstanding the distinguished public 
positions he had held, he could not break 
through the class barrier and was treated 
socially with contempt by this proud ar­
istocracy. When they plunged into re­
bellion he saw his opportunity. He be­
lieved in the power of the government, 
and thought that the time had come when 
he could defeat his enemies, confiscate 
their property, humiliate their pride and 
possibly destroy , them. The absorbing 
ambition and passion of his life had been 
to be received and treated as one of them 
by the oligarchy. Having failed in that 
and suffered insult and indignity in the 
effort, he became one of the most vindic­
tive of men. He saw them foiled in 
their rebellion, defeated and impoverish­
ed, and now he wanted to kill them.
While he was devising means to over­
come Gen. Grant’s resistance to this last 
purpose, the leaders of the old feudalism 
called upon him; they admitted the r 
former treatment of him, and justified it.
They said that in all ages and countries 
where caste distinctions existed, condi­
tions were always possible which pro­
moted men who had achieved success from 
the lower into the noble order. As presi­
dent of the United States he became, re­
gardless of birth or ancestry, not only a 
member of their order, but its leader.
Johnson was wild with delight. Am­
bition and pride were both satisfied. He 
became as anxious to sustain and per­
petuate in some form a system which had 
given the highest social and political die- 
tinctibn to a few great families as he had 
been to destroy it. Grant did not have 
long to wait for the formation of his plan.
The president sent for him and said that 
the radical measures of Congress were re­
volutionary and would destroy the coun­
try. The war was ever and the republic 
wanted peace, and that was possible only 
by a nation of all sections. The pro­
visional governments provided for the se­
ceded states were temporary expedients 
without constitutional authority, and the 
states had all the rights and should pos­
sess all the powers they had before the 
war. He had perfected a scheme to ac­
complish this result, and, with Gen.
Grant’s assistance, its success was as­
sured. He would by proclamation direct 
the rebel states to send to Washington 
their full quota of senators and represen­
tatives. He had assurances from enough 
members from the north who, united with 
them, would make a qneram of one house 
at least, if not both. The congress thus 
formed he would recognise and install at 
the capitol. If the ether northern mem­
bers did not choose to join, there would 
be a powerless rump meeting in some 
hall. To the General’s suggestion that 
this would start the civil war afresh, the 
president replied, “They who do it will 
be the rebels, but if you sustain me re­
sistance would be impossible.’’ He ap­
pealed to Grant to stand by him in the 
crisis, and they would be the saviours of 
the republic. After endeavoring for a 
long time in vain to convince the pr 
dent of the folly of such a course and its 
certain failure, no matter who sustained 
it, Grant finally told him he would drive 
the congress so constituted out of the 
capitol at the point of the bayonet, give 
possession of the building to the senators 
and representatives from the loyal states 
and protect them. If necessary, he 
would appeal to the country and to the 
army he had so receatly mustered out

Riel's Cass.

Riel, who was to have been hanged 
on Tuesday, has been further respited 
by Judge Richardson until Monday 
next. Under the law governing the 
Northwest Territories, capital sentences 
cannot be executed until a report fiom 
the Minister of Justice at Ottawa has 
been received, directing that the ex­
ecution take place. As Judge Richard­
son received no report from Ottawa on 
the Riel case, it was his duty to delay 
the execution. Sir John Macdonald is, 
therefore, still undecided as to the 
course which it will be most expedient 
for him to adopt, but his 
action in the matter is open to the 
criticism that i^ is cruel to keep th e 
prisoner in a suspense, which must be 
little better than hanging.

The “fl. B. Payzant” Case-
Fighting Small-Pox Fiends-À PECULIAR CASE—JUDGE PALMER THINKS

THERE WAS CONTEMPT SOMEWHERE.
At noon to-day, George G. Gilbert, Q. 

C., applied to His Honor Judge Palmer 
to dissolve the injunction and quash all 
proceedings against the barque “ G. B. 
Payzant.” It will be remembered that 
this vessel was restrained by order of His 
Honor the Judge iu Equity from proceed­
ing from the port of Chatham where she 
then was, on account of some debts due 
by her at Florida. The injunction was 
served upon the captain of the vessel and 
the Collector of Customs at Chatham. 
Subsequent to this, Counsel for the vessel 
and the Solicitor who acted for the plain­
tiff, met and made an arrangement 
whereby the defendants undertook to ap­
pear, aud also to enter into a bund indem­
nifying the plaintiff in the event of the 
latter being successful; and in considei- 
ation of this bond being given the order 
was t» be discharged. The bond, how­
ever, was not given, and notwithstanding 
that fact the captain, in violation of the 
injunction, cleared his vessel and left for 
sea. Тс-day his counsel, Mr. Gilbert, 
moved to have the whole proceedings set 
aside on the ground that, at the elate the 
injunction was granted, the plaintiff’s sol­
icitor had not his library fees paid, and 
was not a proper party to apply for the 
order. To this Mr. C. A. Palmer and 
F. E. Barker, Q. C, who appeared for 
the plaintiffs, contended that as the cap­
tain of the vessel and the Collector of Cus­
toms had both disobeyed the order of the 
court, they were guilty of contempt and 
could not be heard until they had purged 
themselves by bringing the vessel back 
within the jurisdiction of the court, and 
also that as the plaintiff’s solicitor had 
his library fees paid when the defendant 
undertook to appear, the breach of 
the rule in the first instance bad been 
healed. To this Mr. Gilbert replied that 
if the injunction had been obtained by a 
party who had no right to obtain it that 
it was entirely void aud it was no con­
tempt of the court to disobey it. His 
Honor expressed himself as being very 
clear upon one point and that was that 
there had been a considerable amount of 
contempt somewhere. The Collector of 
Customs and the Captain had both been 
clearly guilty of contempt, unless Mr. 
Gilbert’s argument that the whole affair 
was void was correct. If the Collector of 
Customs had. as alleged, acted under auth­
ority from a department at Ottawa why 
he should see whether that department 
had a right to over-ride bis orde»\ In not 
appearing according to their distinct un­
dertaking. His Houor thought that the 
defendant’s solicitors had been guilty of 
contempt and had trifled with the court. 
Decision was reserved.

Mr. Gilbert was not one of the defend­
ant’s solicitors but merely argued the case 
this moruing as counsel.

Another Complaint Against Oar 
Pilot System- A Great Disaster. The distribution has

The Great Lakes of Canada are as dan­
gerous to shipping as the greater oceans. 
Every year one or more appalling disasters 
on them are recorded and this season has 
not been an exception. The latest took 
place on Saturday morning last resulting 
in the loss of the Steamer Alyoma by 
which fort) -eight persons perished.

The story of the disaster as related by 
the captain of the “Algoma” is that the 
vessel passed through Saint Marie Canal 
-bound for Port Arthur last Friday, at 
noon.

The passen­
gers ami crew were terrified beyond 
measure, and momentarily expected to 
see th* steamer plunge to the bottom By 
the instructions of Capt. Moore the offi­
cers went among the passengers to allay 
their fears. They were panic stricken, how­
ever. and huddled together in the cabin, 
where the streams and prayers of women 
ami children could bte heard above the thun­
dering of the gale. Saturday morning, Isle 
Royal was sighted, and Captain Moore 
headed the steamer for Rock Harbor, 
where he hoped to gain shelter. The 
island forms a natural harbor of refuge, 
but near the entrance there is a danger­
ous reef; and just as the steamer was 
nearing the entrance, she struck the 
reef. There was a terrible shock and 
then the steamer came to a full stop. 
The passengers rushed out of the cabin 
and beseeched the officers to tell them what 
had happened. “We are on a reef” re­
plied Capt. Moore “But if you will only 
keep quiet as possible, I trust all will 
be safely landed.” Just then one of the 
crew reported that the steamer’s bottom 
had been punctured and she was filling 
with water. Boats were at once got in 
readiness and all started ta leave the 
steamer but just as they were about to 
lower them the steamer slipped off the 
reef and disappeared with an angry roar. 
The water was covered with struggling 
forms of men and women and then nil 
was over. Only fourteen lived to tell 
the tale. These got in to one of the boats 
but were powerless to save themselves as 
they were without oars. Capt, Moore, 
howevevur, wteuchtid the footboard from 
the bottom of the boat, and with that as 
a paddle, succeeded in working the boat 
to the islaud where the survivors were 
picked up b) the Arthabaska.

We are very sorry, indeed, both for 
the interests of the port and of the 
pilots, themselves, to hear so many com­
plaints against the service in which they 
are engaged. Capt. Breen, of the S. S. 
Kellie Wyse makes the following report, — 

“1 wish to report that on Tuesday 
evening the 10th inst., I passed Escuin- 

and proceeded to the Bar in search 
of a pilot. There was no pilot schooner 
to be seen and relying on my chart 
I picked up the range lights on Fox Island, 
continued through the “Swash Way” till I 
found a buoy on my starboard bow, which 
I took to be that on the “Lump,” but 
which proved afterward to be one on the 
Bar shoal, but which is marked on the 
chart as placed further to the north. In 
consequence uf this discrepancy between 
the chart and the present position of the 
buoy, I had not proceeded far when the 
steamer, which was going “dead slow,” 
took the ground. I immediately put the 
engine full speed astern and after about 
twenty minutes delay she came off with­
out damage.

While getting the steamer into position 
after backing off, the pilot came alongside 
in a small boat from the shore. This 
was about 10 p. m.

I wish to make my protest against a 
state of things which allows vessels 
approaching such a port as Miramichi to 
be subjected to neglect of this kind, es­
pecially when the pilotage is compulsory 
and liberally paid for. Fortunately, the 
night was bright and fine, and had the
