When Yon See It You Do Not See IVhel
You Expected, but Still It Is the Largest
Piece of Ordnance in the World and
Pires a Shell Weighing More Than e
Ton—Other Guns.

World’s Fair, July 4.— [Special.] — 
On this day we can find nothing better tc 
write about than the big guns of the fair. 
Л vast crowd is on the exposition grounds 
today, and when the tickets of admission 
are counted up at midnight probably the 
total attendance for the day will be found 
to exceed anything in the history of inter­
national expositions. It is a great day, 
sure enough: a day to be remembered by 
all who- are fortunate enough to partici­
pate in this unparalleled celebration in 
this unprecedented spot. To many thou­
sands of visitors the big guns have been 
objects of special interest today. It is in 
America a uay of guns, of gunpowder, of 
noise, of martial spirit. Every Fourth of 
July wc feci as if wo could lick all creation, 
and every other day of the year we are 
quite sure we don’t want to lick anyone or 
anything except Columbian postage 
stamps, and that is task enough for the 
majority of us.

When it comes to big guns we are not as 
far behind the world as some people think 
wo are. Of course the biggest guns here 
are those shown by Herr Krupp, the fa­
mous German iron founder. You have 
read so much in the papers about his 
mammoth gun, and, no doubt, have seen 
so many pictures of it, that I don’t feel 
called upon to give you a very careful de­
scription of the monster. To tell the 
truth, it is not as big as I thought it was, 
and when you come to the fair I dare say 
you xvill experience a distinct sense of dis­
appointment in the magnitude of this fa­
mous shooting iron. This is largely due to 
the fact that the gun is mounted. If it 
were lying on the ground, where you could 
stand beside it and note that its thickness 
at its thickest part is a foot greater than 
your Light, you would he less disappointed 
in its size. Mounted on iis great carriage 
the big gun із high in the air. It stands 
in the center of a huge structure, and is 
surrounded 1j> other great guns, enormous 
castings and forgings, steamer shafts and 
Screws, steam hammers, etc. The effect 
of these surroundings is to dwarf even 
the greatest piece of ordnance in the 
world.

The truth of course is that this gun is 
monstrous. Just comprehend the signifi­
cance of these figures, if you can: Greatest 
thickness, G feet G inches; length, 47 feet; 
bore, lG:a inches; weight, 270,000 pounds. 
Krupp had some big guns utthe Philadel­
phia exposition, and though they were not

SIZING UP THF IilG GUNS, 
ridge^ exploded, too; and the result was 
four dead n:e:i and a dozen in the hospital. 
That gun was wrecked, but its mate is on 
exhibition here.

In the Government building you may 
sec ns fine a gun as any one should want 
to Ehoot. It is a LMnch rille, and weighs 
93 tons; It is not quite as large as the 
Krupp gttn, and has not that monster’s 
effectiveness at long range, but it is a 
more practical gun. Uncle Sam had his 
plans prepared for the manufacture of a 
large number of these 12-inch guus, and a 
smaller number of 15-inch guns, to weigh 
110 tons each. I understand the latter 
have been abandoned, and that the 12-inch 
rifle is the largest ordnance our govern­
ment will make. Thin gun fires a projec­
tile weighing 1,100 pounds, and has an ef­
fective range of about, eight miles.

As I liavo already indicated, the rapid- 
fire, high-power gun is thought by ex­
perts to be the most useful type of modern 
ordnance. We see here on English Arm­
strong weighing G}.{ tons, with a 6-inch 
bore, throwing a hundred pound projectile 
and firing by electricity. The best trials 
of this gun show a speed of five aimed 
shots in fifty-five seconds, four of them 
striking the target at a distance of a little 
more than half a mile. The powder used 
is called cordite, and it is a high-power ex­
plosive. This, therefore, may be regarded 
as the very highest type of modern rapid- 
fire ordnance. Our own government is 
rapidly improving the Hotchkiss gun, and 
is besides perfecting other tpyes, so that in 
a few years at must Uncle Sam will be 
abreast of ihe-Engiisli in this form of ord­
nance, as he is already in the forging of 
heavier pie

In rapidity of fire the French are ahead 
of both the English and Americans. They 
show a gun here known as the Canet 
rapid-fire gun, of 5! £ inches caliber and 
11,000 pounds weight. It throws n 70- 
pound shell with 24 pounds of smokeless 
powder, and at a recent trial seven shots 
were fired in fifty-four seconds, while a 
smaller gun of the same model fired five 
shots in twenty-four seconds. The Rus­
sian naval authorities have adopted this 
gun for service on their cruisers and bat­
tleships.

One çif the most marvelous guns to be 
found in the exposition is the Maxim- 
Nordenfeldt. Weighing two and a half 
tons, with caliber of 4% inches, it will 
throw a forty-five pound projectile through 
4-inch steel plates at a distance of 100 
yards. It can bo fired at the rate of thirty 
times a minute, while smaller guns of the 
same model have been fired sixty times in 
a minute. More wonderful still is the 
Жхіт automatic jpin, which has thrown 
000 cartridges in a minute, 
thought of all that came to me as I walked 
about amid all these big guns and death­
dealing, lightning-like machines was that 
the high statu of the art of making war 
seems to be blinking us perpetual peace.

nearly as large as this monster they were 
more sensational. In trying to discover the 
reason fur this I spent a good half hour, and 
finally it dawned on my brain that the 
difference was iu the bore. The Krupp 
gim of 18ÎG had but a little more than one- 
half the weight of this piece, hut its bore 
was so wide a hoy could walk straight into 
its muzzle. That gun had much less 
strength than this, and that meant less 
power. It could not throw such a heavy 
projectile nor could it throw it so far. 
Thus even the dullest layman may note 
that the effectiveness vf ordnance does not 
depend upon bore. A 16-inch bore, sup­
ported by vast strength in barrel, may 
have doable or treble the effectiveness of a 
bore of three feet in a lighter and weaker 
gun that is not ab-e to sustain the shock 
of a powerful discharge of explosives.

Tlii.i biggest of all guns is a marvel of 
strength. The shell fired from it is about 
4L inches long and weighs a little more 
than a ton. i t is of forged steel, with a 
ріідгр conical end, and it is lifted to place 
by means oL л еседт derrick. The gun 
will throw this one-ton shell a distance of 
.sixteen miles, with great- accuracy and 
effect і » encss at a distance of twehe miles. 
Imagine the mighty play of forces re­
quired to hurl such a mass of steel through 
sixteen miles of space!

Considering the cost of firing this mon­
ster one is surprised to learn that Herr 
Krupp bus amused himself by firing it no 
fewer than forty times, I .very discharge 
cost him «a thousand dollars, and forty 
firings cost one-half as much as the orig­
inal vast of the gun itself. The machinery 
for manipulation of the piece is of course 
on a large scale. Nothing else wonH do. 
It is like a fortress in itself—a fortress 
with a stcatn plant and a machine shop in 
it. The gun vests upon a carriage which 
runs upon a track and along which it may 
be moved backward and forward. The 
point of contact із about two-thirds of the 
way from the muzzle to the breech, and 
the piece is bahmced*on a pair of trun­
nions or projecting arms each two feet 
long aud two feet thick. Hydraulic ma­
chinery disturbs this balance at the will 
of the gunner and moves the muzzle up or 
down in range-finding.

There was a rumor some time ago that 
Herr Krupp intended presenting this giant 
gun to the city of Chicago, and on the 
suppositl: u that the rumor was well based 
some patriot has suggested that the piece 
should today five a salute to the free and 
iiidepcndr r.t Ft aies of the American union. 
It is scarcely necessary for me to add that 
tho big gun is silent today, and that the 
rumor concerning the generous intentions 
of its owner was not well founded. When 
I asked the superintendent of the building 
if his master were going to present the 
great gun to Chicago he replied with 
characteristic vigor:

“Naw—pouf—nix! We are not giving 
guns away this year.”

While Ilerr Krupp makes the greatest 
guns in the world, so far as size is con­
cerned, it is disputed that he makes the 
best guns. The constant tendency of 
modern gun-building is not toward great 
rize, but to lightness and ease of manipu­
lation and, above all, rapid fire. Only a 
certain percentage of discharges from ord­
nance can be expected to be effective, at 
best. The necessity for repeating is ob­
vious, if much damage is to be inflicted 
upon the enemy. A single shot from 
Krupp’» monster might cripple an ap­
proaching battleship, at a distance of 
eight or ten miles, but the chances are it 
would fire three or four times without 
once hitting the target. At a somewhat 
shorter range a number of rapid-firing 
steel rifles would prove greater protection 
agiinst a formidable fleet.

Tho British have carried gun-making to 
a higher degree of perfection, probably, 
than any other nation. Today they make 
no larger gun than the 63-ton Armstrong, 
and very few as heavy as that. While 
there has not been enough fighting in the 
last twenty years to afford a good basis a 
estimate as to tile effectiveness of moden 
ordnance, the very heavy guns arelosini 
favor, both for armament of ships anc 
coast defense. The Victoria, which weni 
down off Tripoli a few da}'S ago, was fright 
fully weighted with big guns.

In the British exhibit, contiguous t< 
some ripe old smooth bores of the days 01 
King George—guns taken from Nelson’s 
flagship Victory—appears the first attempt 
in rifled artillery. The Whitworth breccli 
loading rifle was a creation of the Crimeai

Gowns and Other Artistic 
Fabrications Charm the Visitor to the 
French Favilion in the Manufacture! 
end Liberal Aria l$:tll<ling—Beauties ol 
the Display Beyond Description.
World’s Fair, July 8. — [Special.] —

If the o is ftuy central fairy scene in this 
World’s Columbian fairy land of fine 
things it is the French section of the 
Manufactures building. Tl)eve ave artiste 
in Ame.Ÿ.ri, in England, in Germany, 
Austria, Denmark, Italy; but the French­
men is the artist of artists, he has a style, 
a netbrd, a finish all his own. He is in- 
imitable, unique. The French are unap­
proachable in tho* fabrication of fine things 
fer the bi.div a; d tho pctYOir. So far as 
this exposition is concerned they excel in 
nothing else. In machinery, transporta­
tion, electricity, agriculture, they make 
no impression whatever. In most of these 
lines they lack originality and are mere 
copyists. You may study the history of 
France without coming upon the record 
of a single great invention that has left its 
impress upon the industries of the world. 
If there is such a product of the French 
brain, I am unable to recall it. The Ger­
mans and their blood cousins, the English 
and Americans of Anglo-Saxon descent, 
are the world’s inventors.

But in skillful manipulation of all 
known processes; in the creation of beau­
tiful forms and combinations of forms and 
colors; in tbo application of the best prin­
ciples and methods of the fine arts to all 
fabrication, the French are the world’s gen­
ius. They are tho Japanese of the western 
world, with ten times the range and five 
times the art of the Japanese of the Ori­
ent. The similarity between France and 
Japan you will notice in many ways when 
you visit the exposition. Both have the 
lightness of touch, the instructive com­
mand of color, the adaptation of forms 
and shapes in wondrous variety and along 
lines of exceeding boldness. Neither does 
as much with machinery as England oz 
the United States, both have lighter, 
defter hand-touch. There are national 
characteristics which show in the men as 
well as in the things which represent 
them here; for the French and the Japa­
nese are alike polite, suave, almost blithe. 
With them it is never any trouble “to 
show goods.” They are patient with all 
comers, whether prospective purchasers or 
not. They have alike the neat way of 
capitalizing courtesy in trade with which 
the British, the Germans and most Amer­
icans are unfamiliar.

Without any doubt whatever France has 
the show-piece of the Manufactures and 
Liberal Arts department. Her pavilion 
facing Columbia avenue and showing its 
great arches and long line of caryatids 
either side the central clock tower, is un« 
rivalled among all the national structures 
in this palace of the nations. It presents 
a series of show-windows in which some 
of the finest products of French shops and 
looms are to be seen. These invite one to 
enter, but rich and magnificent as is the 
facade, attractive as are the contents of 
the outer galleries, they give but little 
hint,of the glory of France to be found 
within. Spread out over about three and 
a half acres of space are vistas, panoramas 
and aggregations of things rich, rare and 
beautiful such as are not to be seen else­
where in this exposition, nor elsewhere ir 
the world.

I confess my utter inability to describs 
the beauties of this display. It is beyond 
description. Go to the finest store, shop, 
millinery or dressmaking establishment in 
your city; to the best furniture store; tht
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FASCINATING TO WOMEN, 
finest jewelry shop; the establishment 
which keeps the best that money will buy 
in this country in any and every line of 
ware. Assemble the choicest specimens 
of all these concerns in one spot, and then 
multiply their value, their workmanship, 
their design by ten, and you will gain an 
approximate idea of what this apotheosis of 
the applied arts of our friends the French 
is like.

Do not understand me to say that the 
French excel in everything, for this would 
not be true. In silver ware and some 
forms of jewelry I think the American 
makers beat them. The English certainly 
outdo them in pottery. They are out­
classed by the Bohemians in glass, and by 
the Viennese in some lines of decorated 
ware and in terra cottas. Many prefer the 
German furniture to the French. In laces 
the Belgians are^head. But in almost 
everything else for the furnishing oi 
adornment of the house, or for personal 
use or ware, especially of the feminine part 
of humanity, the French surely lead the

After seeing these three and a half acres 
of beautiful things one understands whjrthe 
women do so love to go to Paris. That 
must be an earthly paradise for women 
with a taste for fine things—and what 
women has not?—and the money with 
which to gratify it. Such gowns as the 
French make you never saw before. Ii 
you did they were from Paris. We make 
lovely silk in this country, and fine rib 
bons; the Belgians produce glorious laces 
the women of the Orient are noted for the 
superiority of their needle work. But il 
takes the Parisians to combine everything 
into what the world terms style. If j ou 
were asked to tell what style is yen 
couldn’t do it to save your life, any me u 
than you could define love or be* uty.

An Awful Fire Calamity at 
the World’s Fair.

Chicago, July 10.—The cold storage 
warehouse at the World's Fair grounds was 
burned this afternoon and nearly 40 men 
fell victims to the fire which for a time 
threatened the destruction of the entire 
White City. The bui'ding contained the 
skating rink and exhibits oi' the Iicicu.cs 
iron works and ice and refrigerating ma­
chine manufacturers. The fire started in 
the tower obout 150 feet from the ground. 
It is supposed the frame work caught from 
a defect in the flue. Captain Fitzpatrick, 
with about 40 men climbed the stationary 
ladders inside the tower to the balcony 
around the tower. From there ropes were 
lowered to haul up the hose. When the 
the fire burst out around the base of the 
cupola, 80 feet beneath the balcony, all 
ropes save one were burned away in an 
instant. A hose from the chemical engine 
withstood the heat. John Davis slid down 
it 90 feet to the main roof of the warehouse 
where he fainted. He is terribly burned 
but will recover. Two fellow firemen at­
tempted to follow but before they were 
half way down the hose gave away and 
they dropped into the seething mass of 
fire. Another, started down the rope and 
had almost reached the roof when it gave 
way; he fell and was instantly killed. 
There now remained, according to the 
counts of various spectators, from 25 to 30 
men on the tower. The longest ladder fell 
short of reaching them by full 30 feet. 
The rope that was left was fastened to 
the factory railing and thrown to the roof. 
Two firemen attempted to slide down, but 
were swallowed in the flames. Five jump­
ed snd were crushed to death on the roof. 
Captain Fitzpatrick tried the rope and 
dropped from it to the ladder, 20 feet 
below. Marshal Murphy was on the roof; 
he went up the ladder and brought down 
the captain through the flames. Both fell 
unconscious on the roof and were lowered 
to ground; probably both will die. The 
tower now fell with an awful crash, carry­
ing several firemen,' who were playing on 
the flames with a hose from the roof. The 
World’s Fair stables, just south of the 
warehouse, were burned and the roofs of 
several hotels across Stony Island avenue, 
just outside the grounds, were damaged. 
In less than two hours from the time the 
tire started the big cold storage warehouse 
was levelled to the ground.

The loss of property is estimated at half 
a million dollars.

ancient clock in a leather case. The Empress 
Eugenie, a devoted friend of the royal family 
sent not one, but several gifts, among them 
being a beautiful peacock’s feather 
brooch, richly studded with diamonds. It 
was noticeable, in the arrangements of the 
various costly offerings, that Princess May 
had allotted conspicuous places to those 
presents, however small, which came from 
charitable institutions. The Duke of York’s 
present was a necklace of pearls on five 
strings, and numbering 520 in all. In 
addition to this, His Royal Highness 
presented the Princess with a magnificent 
diamond brooch, representative of the Rose 
of York. To-morrow all the presents, by 
order of the Prince of Wales, will be on 
view in the galleries of the Imperial Institute.

It is 
not lawful for an agent to sell for domestic 
purposes. Half the liquor sold at the agency 
is for beverage purposes, and not for medi- 

List year there was sold at this 
agency ninety thousand dollars’ worth of 
liquor. During the year when he was 
agent, he sold fifty-three thousand dollars 
worth. That was the year of the grip. 
Many persons used liquor medicinally for 
the grip, [’here was no grip last year. No 
reason why sales should have run up so 
enormously, except on account of the loose 
manner in which sales were made to anybody 
who asked for liquor.

Drunkenness is on the increase. It is easy 
to secure liquor from the adjoining state. 
There is no bar. No druggist can legally 
sell liquor. It is difficult to detect druggists 
violating the law, as they are all allowed to 
keep liquor on their premises for compound­
ing medicines. The prohibitory law is as 
well enforced as any other law. Sentiment 
is much stronger than it was in favor of rigid 
enforcement.

In the city of Portland the law is well en­
forced. The effect of a rigid enforcement is 
to force those who want to drink, to drink 
in their houses, instead of in the saloon. The 
enforcement of the law varies with the zeal 
and honesty of the officials. When well en- 
ferced, there is very materially less drunken-

Aa Ill-Advised. Order-
An Ottawa despatch of 5th says that 

an order in council has been passed ex­
tending the lobster fishing season on 
the island of Cape Breton from July 
15th to 30th in consequence of the loss 
of plant by the lobster cauners con­
sequent upon the ice and storms.

It is not difficult to understand that 
the usual influences exercised in such 
matters have been brought to bear upon 
the fisheries department to secure the 
extension referred to, bu€ where the 
whole interest is such a large one,no de­
parture should be made from the regu­
lation as to close time, at the demand 
of any one locality. Cape Breton has 
not suffered from storms to any greater 
extent than other parts of our lobster­
fishing coasts, and the extension grant­
ed on the claim that it has is an unfair 
discrimination in its favor, that will 
have a tendency to weaken the lobster 
market of all the packers of four pro­
vinces. Lobsters packed after 15th 
July—especially in Cape Breton and 
other parts of Nova Scotia—are in­
ferior in quality to those of the regular 
season, and when they are put on the 
market their inferiority has the effect 
of lowering the standard of quality for 
the whole pack of the maritime pro­
vinces of Canada, for there is no article 
of food in which the great markets of 
the world are more sensitive than that 
of canned lobsters. The extension for 
Cape Breton is, no doubt, made with 
good intentions, but it is, nevertheless, 
a mistake. If any reasons existed to 
justify it, they would apply with much 
greater force to Prince Edward Island 
and the North Shore of New Bruns­
wick, where the lobsters remain in 
good condition for packing to a latter 
period in the season, owing to the tem­
perature of the coast waters being 
lower than at Cape Breton.

A patrol 
waggon was summoned, and the silly clergy­
man had a ride to the patrol barn, where 
he admitted smashing the exhibit. He was 
kept a prisoner while a warrant was being 
procured, and meanwhile, wrote out a state­
ment of “Why I struck the whiskey power,” 
saying it was because Jehovah told him, and 
that he did it on the Fourth of July as an 
appropriate day.

Shortly after the royal party entered the 
palace, the Queen, the Duke of York and 
his bride, and the Duke and Duchess of 
Teck appeared upon a balcony. As they 
stepped out the crowd before them went 
wild with enthusiasm. Such cheering and 
such long-continued expressions of popular 
approval have seldom, if ever, 'been equalled 
in London. So prolonged was the ovation 
that a chair was brought to the balcony and 
the Queen seated herself. She appeared to 
be suffering a little from the heat, and as she 
sat in the chair she slowly fanned herself. 
Her face plainly showed the pleasure she 
felt at the enthusiasm of the crowd.

The St. John Globe of Tuesday even­
ing says

“Two large barns belonging to Mr. 
James Campbell at Chatham were burned 
July 5th with all their contents—one 
valuable horse, one calf and all his farm 
and lumber implements. Loss $1,500.”

We beg of the Globe not to attribute 
fires that take place elsewhere to Chat­
ham. The Campbell fire was at Cain’s 
River, nearly forty miles from Chatham.

The reason why we are sensitive on the 
fire question is because the big fires at 
St. John, N. B. and St. John’s, Nfld. 
had a hysterical effect on the insurance 
combination and caused the companies to 
raise the Chatham rates of insurance. 
Several fires elsewhere caused a visitation 
to Chatham by a representative of the 
insurance monopoly a few months ago 
and up went the rates again. The fires 
at Gibson and Fairville will, probably, 
cause another turn to be given to the 
screw in Chatham, so we don’t want it 
published that fires occur here when they 
do not.

It is, we believe, because Chatham is 
not an incorporated town that it is treat­
ed as if it were a place like Gibson or 
Fairville—without an efficient fire organi­
zation—but the extortionate insurance 
monopoly ought to know that experience 
with the few fires we have had has shown 
that any ordinary fire in Chatham has no 
chance to spread, so efficient are our 
facilities for putting tires- out, We have 
hundreds of men who are amongst the 
best fire-fighters in the country, and 
those who can afford it should carry their 
own risks rather than submit to the rob­
bery ordered by the insurance combina­
tion.

A GLORIOUS DAY AND A HAPPY BRIDE AND 
GROOM.—ALL LONDON TURNS OUT TO 
HONOR THE OCCASION. THE QUEEN AND 
MEMBERS OF THE BRITISH AND CONTI­
NENTAL ROYAL FAMILIES PRESENT.
London, July 6.—The marriage of the 

Duke of York (Prince George of Wales) 
and Princess Victoria May of Teck, an 
event to which all England had been look­
ing forward with great interest, took 
place at 12.30 o’clock to-day in the Chapel 
Royal, St. James’ palace. The wedding 
wis a brilliant function and was attended 
by a large gathering of the members of 
the British Royal family, continental 
sovereigns or their representatives, and 
many members of the highest nobility. 
The weather was beautiful, and if there is 
any truth in the old proverb, “Happy is 
the bride whom the sun shines on,” the 
new Duchess of York will be exceedingly 
happy, for a more splendid day has seldom 
been seen in London. The occasion was 
made one of national rejoicing and a par­
tial holiday.

Referring to the foregoing the St. John 
Globe, very sensibly, says:—

“Many people would laugh at the absurd 
frenzy of the minister who sought to 
break up the drink habit by smash­
ing the whiskey exhibit of Sir 
John Powers at Chicago. And yet his 
plan is probably no mere ineffective than 
that of the efforts made to suppress that 
habit by legal enactments which are un­
supported by honest public opinion.

GREAT CROWDS OF PEOPLE
gathered many deep along 4the lines of 
route from Buckingham palace up Con­
stitution hill, through Piccadilly, St. 
James street and Marlborough gate to the 
garden entrance of St. James’ palace, 
which is situated on the north side of the 
Mall. The decorations along the line of 
the royal procession were profuse and 
beautiful. The roadway was kept open 
by the house troops in their glittering 
uniforms, by detachments drawn from 
the military depots, by the Metropolitan 
volunteers and militia, by Middlesex 
yeomanry, and by the police. The scene 
was full of life and movement, and the 
ceremony eclipsed in pomp and splendor 
any recent state ceremonial in connection 
with the British court.

Pomeroy, low», July 8. The work of 
relieving the distrais of those made home­
less by the cyclone still goes on. The 
National Bank of Pomeroy is the head­
quarters of the relief movement and is stack­
ed to the ceiling with food and clothing, and 
boxes of each are arriving every train. Gov. 
Boies has taken personal charge of affairs. 
Intense heat has made it impossible to keep 
the bodies of those that were not claimed by 
friends. Forty graves were dug and filled 
with the dead up to nine o’clock last night 
and at that hour the work of burial was 
still going on. Hundreds of willing hands 
dragged carcases of dead animals, with 
which the ground seemed literally covered, 
to points on the outskirts of the town, piled 
them in immense heaps and covered them 
with the remains of buildings aud set fire 
to them.

A piece of wood two feet Ion g 
is all that remains of their house. Not a 
trace of the occupants can be found. Several 
of the injured died last night. Five miles 
south of Aurelia Samuel Burch, his wife and 
three children were killed; others lost their 
lives in the same place. Near Storm Lake a 
family of five persons were killed.

Every business in Pomeroy was more or 
less wrecked and some wiped out completely 
The whole country in the path of the tornado 
bears evidence of the terrible destruction 
wrought. Houses, bams and all manner of 
buildings are down, crops destroyed, many 
persons killed and carcases of animals are 
seen on every side.

The Home Rule Bill-
Closure has been adopted in the British 

House of Commons in dealing with the 
Home Rule bill, in consequence of the 
obstructive tactics of its opponents. On 
Monday an amendment by John Red­
mond (Parnellite) that Irish representa­
tion in the Imperial Parliament be 103, 
as at present, instead of 80, as provided 
by the Home Rule bill, was rejected—2G6 
to 280. Amendment by Heneage (Union­
ist) that the Irish be excluded entirely 
the House of Commons was rejected—209 
to 240. Labouchere (Radical) voted 
against the government.

The Big Salmon-Run
The Miramichi docs not appear to have 

a monopoly in the way of an unusually 
large rum of salmon. The Keutville 
Chronicle of 5th says:—“Salmon fishing 
at Hall’s Harbor during the past few 
days has been the best ever known. Some 
remarkably tine catches have been made. 
Last Friday Thorpe & Huntley took 152 
fish ; Bolsor & Keizer took 75 fish, £one of 
which weighed 42i pounds. On Sunday 
91 fine large fish were taken in James 
Houghton’s wier in two tides; J. W, 
Thorpe took 301 ; Bennett and Sullivan 
took 96 salmon on Saturday and 117 on 
Sunday. Last Saturday Bolsor & Keizer 
shipped from Kentville in ice for Boston 
1,075 pounds of salmon- In all about 2,- 
800 pounds of fresh salmon were shipped 
from Kentville to Boston on Saturday.”

A HAPPY DAY.

Death on the Rail*
Although people are forbidden, under 

heavy penalty, to walk upon the railway 
tracks, they will do it everywhere, and 
shocking accidents often result. At Acadie- 
ville, the I. C. R. flag station north of Har­
court, on Wednesday last a man named 
Michael Woods, met a dreadful death on 
the track. He had been up to the residence 
of a neighboring farmer to get some hay, and 
on his return fallowed the railway. When 
passing the switch he was struck by the 
engine of a working train, running tender 
first and knocked seven or eight feet ahead, 
falling on the rails, and the engine and four­
teen cars passed over his body. From the 
hips down was literally smashed to pieces 
and had to be gathered np in a basket. The 
upper part of the body was not even scratch­
ed. Woods was 66 years old. Dr. Keith, 
of Harcourt, acting under instructions from 
Supt. Kennels, had a jury summoned and 
repaired to the scene of the accident by a 
special train and held an inquest The ver­
dict rendered was that Michael Woods was 
killed by the engine of the working train 
and that no blame could be attached to the 
employee of the railway. Mr. John Maloney, 
who witnessed the accident said that he had 
been talking to deceased two or three 
minutes previous and that he did not ap­
pear to be the least hard of hearing. An­
other man said that as he was passing him 
he cried out to the old man that the train 
was coming bat he apparently did hot hear 
the warning. Woods leaves a wife and seven 
children, all adults.

The Miramichi district, now like 
St. John, has to rely on its exports of spruce, 
of which there are still great quantities. 
Chatham and Newcastle are now fortunate 
in having excellent railway communication, 
not only by means of the Intercolonial, 
but by the Canada Eastern as well, so 
that they have a ready means of sending 
their products to any part of this conti­
nent. The Canada Eastern opens up a 
very large tract of very beautiful country, 
and shortens the distance from Chatham 
to Boston by more than 60 miles, which 
ia no small consideration, in the transit of 
heavy goods. There was one time an idea 
that Chatham might become the terminus 
of a summer line of steam boats to Europe, 
and now that it has a line oi railway right 
across the province it is possible that this 
idea may be some day carried out.

A Warning.
To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance :

Would you kindly insert the following 
in the next edition of your paper.

Complaints having been laid before the 
Board of Health, that animals in an ad­
vanced state of decomposition are fre­
quently found along the shores of the 
river, thus becoming a source of annoy­
ance and a detriment to the health of the 
people in the vicinity where found, it 
was resolved at a late meeting of Board 
to caution all persons against the practice, 
and forbid the placing of any dead ani­
mals in the river. The attention of all is 
especially directed to the following sec­
tions of the Public Health Act.

No dead animal shall within the juris­
diction of this Board be put in any river, 
well, spring, cistern, reservoir, stream or 
pond that may be used for drinking 
ter or domestic purposes.

Any person who shall wilfully violate 
any of the provisions of this Act, or the 
regulations made and issued by any Local 
Board of Health or neglects or refuses to 
comply with the same or pulls down, de­
faces or destroys any notice or placard 
put up by authority of a Local Board of 
Health shall be liable for every such 
offence to a penalty not exceeding forty 
dollars to be recovered on summary con­
viction before the chairman of such Local 
Board of Health.
