| LETTERS TO A YOUNG MINISTER.

In my previous letters [ have directed your at-
tention to some general consideratiors respeet-
ing the character, conduct snd tions of 8
him »ho would 1
of the Christian ministry, and I have kept in
view the condition of our province, in many of
the reflections which I have mude. I now pro-
ceed to consider the selection of a field of labor.

When it becomes one’s duty to decide as to
the special denr(g\ent of ministerial labor,
waich he will fill, or the particular field in which
he wi'l' work, a 1ight decision can only be arrived
at after mature and prayerful deliberation, The
consequences of mistake in this matter are most
disastrous to the minister, and also tothe cause,
involving it wmay be a life of wretchedness and
uselessness.

Yet very frequently a decision, pregnant with
consequencrs of infinite importance is made
with a promptness, which indicates a very im-
perfect sense of the responsibilities assumed, ox
the intere ts involved,

It is not sufficient to be satisfied that one has
a call to the ministry. Owne nust also ask him-
self whether or no he has a call to this or that
specinl fleld of labor which he may be invited to
occupy.

In deciding on a field of labor considerati ons
of self interest must be laidgaside. If we pause
to listen we will hear many appeals made to
vanity, ambition, or covetousness.

To all these we must turn a deaf ear, else we
awill not hear the still small voice of duty, and in
consequence will peril our foture peace and use-
falness. Thé true minister of Jesus Christ has
in accepting from his master a call to the minis-
try, consecrated himself to that service, and must
in a spirit of disinterestedness and loyalty, seek
to understansl the will of his Lord, and cheerfully
go wherever he may be sent, even though pover~
ty and contumely meet him while in the path of
obedieuce. 7

The various departments of the ministry, and
the various spheres of usefulness which are af-
forded, should be contemplated by him who is
anxivus to serve his Lord to the utmost of his
ability. - The fi¢ld is the world, and each section
or this vast field presents some special claim to
attention, ' Abroad are thousands of tribes and
nations, who are totally ignorant of the one liv-
ing and trve God. At home in a land nomi-
nally. Christian we discover large sections of
country, whose inhabitants are deplorably igno-
rant of religion. We also find not only churches
varying in intelligence piety and efficiency—
but also churches which scarcely pretend to keep
up the worship of God.

It is our duty to consider the clnmu of these
various fields for Christian labor, and not rashly
to decide in any one of them, We are to go
just where there ie cpportunity for accomplish«
ing the greatest amount of good.

Paucity of population, prejudice against truth,
peculiarity of manners etc., may all be consider-
ed. One is not required to expend his time, tal-
ents, and energies, where there is no reasonable
prospect of success.

Again,one ought candidly tg consider his qualifi-
cations for any field « f labor (o which he msy be at~
tracted whether at home orabroad. Theinnumer-
able fields for ministerial labor differ materially
from each other, and gifts which would be well em~
ployed in one place, are useless in another. At
home what a diversity of means, education and
intelligenee; abroad, how various are the rehigi-
one, civilizitions, and national characteristics of
the peoples. One man is suited to missivnary,
another to pastoral work ; one to labor in desti-
tute sections, another to build up weak churches,
another to give increased influence to those
whieh are already in & 2ondition of comparitive
efficiency.

The servani Christ should understand his
own capabilities, and if he feel himself to be
positively unfit for a situation to which he may
be invited, he should seek some other sphere of
labor,

Many & man has wasted his life, because
either through self ignorance, solicitation, or
self interest he has been induced to accept of a
situation for which he is disquahfied. Some can
not bring themselver down to an illiterate con-
gregation, othecs may be ina position where the
mass of hearers may be superior in  education
and intelligence to the minister himself, Man-
ners, habits, and dispositions, which would be of-
ensivo in one community, would be very pleas-
ing in another. A minsmter should consider his
qualifieations for any field to which he may be in-
vited.

Again, howevef inviting a field may appear,
and howaver well one may be satisfied of his
ability to fill the situtation, unless the chuieh
with whom he proposes to labor cheerfully ac«
cept him, let him not sccept a call.” In some
cases indeed one may clearly see that any oppo-
sition to him arises from a slight preference of
another, or a ' slight prejudice against himself,
and that by the exercise of kindness, and a faith.
ful discharge of duty, these difficulties may b
overcome. But whenone aceepts a call from a
mere majority, where then is a deep seated dis-
like on the part of others, he had better seek &
People who enn cheerfully and unanimously ac
cept.his seryices.

In conudermg this subject the best rule which |
can be given, is to select that field which, under
all the circnmstances, offers the greatest pros-
pects of usefulness. But one must not be mis-
taken asto the meaning of this term. Many
seem to imagine that the edification of a church
is but a small matter oompmd »nh the conver-

time almost lost, which is spent in preparing the
ground for the reception of the precious seed of
truth. 'We must not judge of our usefulness as
ministers, by the results which, attend revivalss
nor by the frequency with which such seasons
oceur, nor by the members whom we baptize.
He is the most useful minister whose labors re-
sult in the greatest number of genuine cunver-
sions, and in the formation of the most efficient
chureh the eircumstances of the case being taken
into account. Eriscoros.

WORSHIP OF THE CHURCH,

It is the business of the church to extend the
borders of the heavenly kingdom, and to render
more complete the authority of the King over
each one of all hissubjects. To this end the
Gospel must be preached to siuners, believers
must be more fully instructed in the doctrines
and precepts of their religion, the Deity must
be worstupped—his praises sung and his ordin-
ances observed. These various services of ihe
church dJeserve attentien.

In the truthful record which we pussess of the
history of the primitive church, we learn that
the brethren were in the habit of meeting toge-
ther to receive instructions from their authorized
teachers.

These teachers were given by Christ his
church ¢ for the perfecting of the saints, for the
work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body
of Christ.”

Their great aim was the conversion of unbe-
lievers, and the edification of the saiuts. These
early preachers seem to have dwelt mainly upon
the great facts of the Gospel, the death of Cbrist
for sinners—the resurrection, as evidence of the
acoeptance ol the Receemer’s work,of his ability
to be the constant {riend of all his people; and of
his second coming to condemn the ungodly and
to gather his peonle home.

These preachers seem also to hnve scorned the
arts of the rhetorician, and to have aimed, not
to please the imagination, but to stir the con-
science to touch the heart by unfolding sim
ply but earnestly the facts on which the Chris-
tian religivn was based.

But the Bishop did not monopolize the work
of teaching and preaching. The members of
the church felt it to be their duty and their pri-
vilege to edify, to exhort, and to comfort each
other, 3

God had bestowed upon each some gift which
might be employed to the advantage of his bre-
thren. One could interpret Scripture, another
eould exhort to-an increase of faith and toa
more scrupulous performance of duty with great
power and effeet. Each member cultivated the
gift which he possessed and hrought his jnter
pretation, his Doctrine, his exhortation, or bi:
word of cansolation as an offering to the commu-
nity. Thus these talents were coninually em-
ployed. [Each member could find something to
do for his Master and his brethren ; the church
received all the good that its individual mew~
bers were capable of imparting; the b:ethren
were instructed in religious truth, incited to the
performance of duty,comforted in alljtheir trials,
amd united together by the purest and strongest
affection,

It was not until “ the first love” had waxed
cold that the bre hren relinquished to the Bis-
hop the performance of services which bad once
been a source of delight und of profit to the
church.

Tne church also in its, services did not omit
prayer to the Deity for those blessings which he
had promised to bestow in answer to the united
requests of his people,

There were some peculiarities in the prayers
of the primitive brethren. We learn that they
agreed together as touching the request which
they made. He who led in prayer whether the
pastor or the private member was simply the
mouth piece of the assembly. He presented the
wants of the vommunity, and at each petition
each_member from his heart conld say Amen.
We also learn that thev actually believed that
their petitions would be heard. No matter how
dark were appearances, they still met and prayed
believing that God would comply with their re-
quests, They did nut utter expositions, nor re-
peat a confession of faith, nor recite a catalogue
of blessings, er sins, nor repeat a series of peti-
tions for gifts which they know to be desirable,
They know just what they wanted, they appreoi
ated the work of the desired favors, they belie-
vedthat God in answer to their prayers would
grant them, if he could do so consistently, ' and
eonsequently they plead earnesily,perseveringly,
and hopefully.

The brethren injtheir |meeungs also sung the
praises of God. In this species of divine worship
all united, speaking to themselves in psalms and
hymns, and spiritual songs, singing and msking
melody " in their hearts 1o the Lord. They Jid
not consider that this service could be perform»

In our services werare to conform to the ex-
ample set us by the primitive church. We must
have the Gospel statedly preached, we must also
afford opportunity for the brethren to teach, ex-
hort and comfort one another, we must worship

order in whioh thane several services oughx to be
performed, nor the amount of time which each
should take up. It is the business of the church
to declde this matter, However we must not
allow one to banish another, the prayer must
not take the place of the sermon, the sermon
must not be allowed to exclude the exhortation
of the brethren, the other services should not be
allowed to prevent the congregation singing the
praise of God. ;

It seems to us that at%the present day, the
church is too much inclined to regard the scrmon
as the one thing needful, the brethren make nv
preparation for the meetings in which they have
an opportunity to speak, and consequently the
social meetings of the church are too aptto be
dull and profitiess. The brethren allow a choir
to engross the most delightful part of Divine

worship and censequently the congregation is
deprived of the advantage of this sphere of de~
votion,

They ought carefully to consider the worship
of the primative church and conform to it
as closely as possible.

A great characteristic of Amsterdam is its
vast Jewish populition. They form one tenth;
of the whole city. In the course of myv peregri-
nations I wandered into their quarter. What
dirt and foulness met my disgusted vision. A
strange race are the Jews, One can grow en-
raptured when reading their romantic history
and talk of the bringing back of the children of
Judah to the Jand of their fame, but [ defy sny
man, however sentimental he may be, to enter
the homes of their adoption without longing to
get away as soon as possible. Dirt and
sentiment are by no means congenial. Where-
ver you see a Jew—in London or Pekin, Syd-
ney or Rome, digging gold in California or plod-
ding his weary way over Sahara—he retains the
characteristics of his race.

I noticed many strangely dressed children in
the streets. These it seems were the members
of the different orphan asylume, of which there
are 'three. The reason they wear these different
dressesis to prevent them from going inte gin
shops, playhouses, and other places whose pro-
prieters would be heavily fined for receiving
them. Amsterdam is noted for its numerous
charitable institutions. Thesg arc mostly sup-
ported by voluntary contributions. They are of
all kinds ;, some atiached to different sects ; oth-
ers open to all. Charity is”a noble feature in
the character of the people. Charles IL is said
tohave predicted the downfall of the project Louis
XIV. once formed for the destruction of this ha-
ted city, * for,” said he, “ I am of opinion that
Providence will preserve Amsterdam, 1f it were
only for the great charity they have for the
poor.”

Itis a noted fact that throughout Holland a
dranken man, or one really an object of pity is
not to be seen. The latter are carefully provi-
ded for, and the former are treated, when dis-
covered, to s pleasant residence in an institution
where they soon learn to be more careful when
they wish to imbibe. The noblest soci-ty
of the kind in the world has its head-
quarters at Amsterdam. It hes two hundred
auxilraies in other towns, and about 13,000mem-
bers, who are residents of every district in Hol-
lend. It is the Maatschappij tot wul van’t alge-
meen"—** Asscelation for the promotion of the
Public wesl.” Itsobjectis the improvement and
instruction of the [ower classes :—1st, By pro-
moting the education of the young; improving
school books; establishing Sunday Schools;
providing fur the children after they have left
school ; establishing hook societies and libraries
for the poor. 2ud, By extending 1nformation
to adults by popular writings,public leotures,and
the ins'itution of banks for saving. 3rd, By the
distribution of public rewards to the industrious
and virtuons among the poorer classes ; bestow-
ing medals on such as have preserved the lives
of others by risking their own ; publicly thanks
ing those who have been distinguished for phil.

RECOLLECTIONS OF NAPLES,
No. 1.
FAIR PARTHENOPE.

No city in the world enjoys a_more delicious
climate, is surr led by more exquisite beau-
ties, or wears a more joyous aspect, than Naples.
Blended with all these attractions, is the charm
which antiquity alone can impart, for every nat-
ural object on which the eye rests, speaks of old
Rome, or Greece, or of peoples whose monu-
ments were antiquities in the days when Greece
was in its prime. The visitor from America is
at first enchanted by the novelty, the beauty,
the gaiety, of these scenes. It is only when he
has recovered from the intoxication, and begias
to reflect on the worth of liberty and religion—
that he learns to estimate rightly his own dand,
with its gloomier sky, its harsher climate, its
more rugged features, its more sedate and care
worn inhabitants, or to feel that there is “no
place like home.”

Around us is a populous city, which reveals
to the spectator many of the most perfect pro-
ductions of architecture. Splendid palaces and
magoificent churches, at once meet the eye of
the visitor, while the abodes of penury and vice
are concealed in narrow lanes, orin remote quar-
ters, The throngs of people whom one meets,
whether rich or poor, seem never to bave known
a care—they are gay and light-hearted, beyond
the inhabitants of any city in Europe. In man-
ners and dispositions they harmonize wonder-
fully with the bright and cheerful aspect which
nature here puts on.

In front of ue is the magnificent bay of Na«
ples, gleaming in the bright sun like molten sil-
ver—and gemmed in the distance with the beau-
tiful island of Capri.  To the right, and border-
ing the Bay, is the coast of Baiae, which termi-
nates in the promontory of Mum, an objeet
of historic imterest, and a striking feature 1n the
scene. To the left, we trace a diversified border
which circles the Bay, until it terminates in the
coast of Sorrento,which stretches along in front
apparently in a line with Capri, Immediately
to the left is the most striking feature in this
marvellously beautiful scene, Vesuvius, the
monarch of these magnificent creations, crowned
with a diadem of cloud, penetrating far within
the dome of heaven, and calmly surveying his
domain.

The air is delicious, clear as erystal, and every
breath is a luxurious and exhilerating draught.
The sky is clondless, and of the deepest azure, a
glorious * tabernacle fov the sun.” * The orb
seems invested with new glory, and sheds pe-

questions diseussed which relate to the opera-

culiar splendor on the waters, the plains, the
groves, the hills and the mountain beneath. “ It
is as a bridegroom coming out of his chamber,
and rejoiceth as a strong man to run a race, and
there is nothing hid from the heat thereof.’”’

For days after our arrival in Naples, we al-
most live in the Villa Reale, a magulﬁcent park,
ornamented with trees and statues, copies from
the antique. This park stretches immediately in
front of the ocity, and along the bay, for about
half a mile. Here, seated under the refreshing
shadow of some tree, we watch the gay throngs
who promenade in the Villa, or listen to the
sounds of music or wirth which come to us from
the strect in front, or surveying the glorious bay,
admiring its beauties, or enjoying the memories
which ure awakeaed by the surrounding objects.
We think ofthat mysterious people who long be-
fore the Seven Hills were peopled, tunnelled
yonder mouatain, and formed the grotto of Pos-
silipo. Perhaps Homer traversed yonder eout}
of Sorrento, and saw the beauties which he so
eloquently described.  How often Virgil, whose
toinb is in sight, wandered along the oppousite
coast of Baiae, and derived inspiration from na-
ture, discoveriog those realms of woe and of|
bliss—which he so beautifully delineates,

The monstrous Tiberias, the niore monstrous |
Nero, are recalled to the wemory, the ons by the |
place where he dicd, the other by the scene
of one of the most unnatural crimes recorded in
history. By the base of Vesuvius is Pompei, a
perpetual and intelligible, commentary to the
Epistle 10 the Romans.

But true religion has also its associations to
render still more i.teresting the scenes which
we survey. The ship which corried Paul, the
heroic apostle of the Gentiles, came through
this bay. His eye rested on all these objects of
beauty and grandeur; his knees pressed this
soil as he besought the Almighly God to con-
vert the myriads who then pedpled this coast,
from Misenum all around to Sorrento, then one
vast scene of idolatry, revelry, and vice. The
world then did not know that when its mighty
emperor should have been consigned to perpetu-
al nfamy and contempt, the name of Paul, the
Jew, the prisoner, would be honored by mil-

Tbe importance of having a wise and effective
Committee in the hesrt of ftaly, to receive the
funds that may besent them, find and empkrﬁ
the mi: ies,and it to the Soci fu
details and reports of their labors, their success-
es, as well as their trials, in order that its fnends
end supporters may know whet is doing with
their money to advance the Kingdom of Christ
in that country, cannot be overstated. It will be
the first attempt to organise such a Committee.

It is also interesting to learn that while the
friends of the cause in foreign lands are inter-
esting themselves in the welfare of this country
important reforms are also taking place through
me agency of the government. In Naples im-
portgnt decrees bave been recently issued which
abrfdge the privileges of the clergy, dissolve the
greater number of the conflicts.

(N. Y.)gives the following
summary of the most important of the decrees

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Denominational Unity.

When dissensions, from any cause exist in
Baptist Churchos the consequenses are deplor-
able. Ttbecomes, under such circumstances, al-
most impossible to maintain the worship of God,
or preserve the purity of our discipline, We
could point to feeble churches, now dragging out
a wretehed existence, and almost useless, as sad
evidences of the effects uf dissension among
church members. As a denemination, from the
independence of eur churches,and the absence of
organization or centralization we are peculiarly
liable to these evils. When united, we hesitate
not to say that no denowmination advances with
mbre rapid strides, but when disunited none is so
powerless and uscless. He who,for any cause,is
the meins of introducing dissension in such a
*denomination, or even among the smallest of its
churches is in a position of grave responsibility-

No doubt if there existed in the denomination
serious differences on political questions, the re-
sults would be pernicious; still more deplorable
would be the consequences if a party spirit were
infused in the members of our churches. We
have been led to reflect on this subject by a very
ably written artielein 1he last Visitor on the
Demoralizing terdency of Politizal Partizanship,
With a vigor of thought, an impassioned energy,
and a force of expression which the writer never
surpassed when in his prime, he has depicted the
evils which flow from party epirit. We trust
that the churches in Nova Seotia are not in such
a deplorable condition ae they are, in this edi-
torial represented to be; however the writer
has mostforeibly described what wein this Pro«
vince may anticipate if ever our churehes are
divided in consequence of a spirit'of Political
Partizanship.

We are Lappy to state that thus far we have

experienced none of the evils against which we
are so eloquently warned in the last N. B. Bap-
tist.  We have hitherto been of one mind res-
pecting our Provincial political questions and
parties.
. This has resulted from circumstances in our de-
nominational histery. “F'he time was when Bap-
tist ministets were forbdden to perform the mar-
riage ceremony, when a law was made, directed
expressly against a Baptist minister, when Bapw
tists did not enjoy the civil or religious privilic
ges to’ which they were enlitled.

Respeeting these disabifities and those who
maintained, them Baptists st that time had
but “ one opinion.”

The time ¢came when Baptist ministers were
no longer imprisoned,or compelled to dance at-
tendance for days upon some provincial digni-
tary, Respacting the political party which ef-
fected these and other changes, the Baptists
have maintained put +* ove opinion”—they gave
to it their fid , and that confiden they
have c}yri-bed until this day.

Now\under these circamstances su ppose’ that
some influential Baptist were to attempt to pers,
suade our people-to foreake their old friends and
to give their confldence to their old antagonists,
Unlees he changed the views of the eatire deno-
mination, his efforts would only result in dividing
the ¢hurches, and in bringingin upon them all
the evils of Poiitical Partizanship.

Should the “ Orgsn” of the denomination be-
gin such s work; in proportion to the cenfidence
whichits readers had hithérto reposed in it would
be the exient of the . division—and of the evils
resuiting. . Y

selves.”  Yet it is evident that if a religious

paper 1s obliged to enter into polities it should
pursue a manly open, straightforward course.

But suppose the editor of the Baptist Organ

to endeavor in an insidious manner to change
the political sentiment of its readers. Suppose
that instead of boldly and manfuliy avowing
his views and his aims—he began by indistinet
murmurs, and then proceeded to insinuate ruin-
cus charges against those in whom the denomi
nation confided, all the while sturdily denying
that he had any political bias. What would the
people say ? or what would be the benefit to the
caure of truth of such a course? Such conduct
would either change the polities of the entire
body, or else .split the churches asander. Yet
even under such circumstances those aggrieved
might at least have the satisfaction of feeling 1hat
their organ was not the hired servant of a faction,
and in the judgement o1 eharity might pronounce
the editor to be only injudicion:.
But furthermore suppose the editor to have
surrendered the management of the paper into
the hands of one whoseffeelings of resentment,
or whose pu;spects of reward, rendered him in-
capable of viewing the political question of the
day without political bias.

Suppose this new manager to be in the em«
ploy of a number of gentlemen whose ain was to
destroy the party in which the denomination had
confidence. Suppose that he then prooceeded,
still denying that the “O1gan,” had any political
bias, to extract from a paper {now avowedly
politicsl) every editorial, or report, which had a
tendency to injure our old friends, or advance
to power our old antagunists. Suppose slso tha
the Extras of the political paper, printed for po-
litical purposes, were folded away in the sheets
of theBaptistOrgan and scut gratvitously to every
Baptist family in the Province. If this plan o
operations were to be uninterrupted, would not
the necessary effect he, a divided demomination,
wrangling churches, d ssensions, rendered unusu-
ally Dbitter from the indelble remembrances by
all who kept to the “old paths” of a trick

of the demomination.

Finally suppose the Baptist Organ, and the
Organ of some potitical party to be so intimately
connected, that a seperaion could scarcely be
effected, and then to pursue the course indicated
above. What would those say who had net been
deceived by its representations! * Alas we who
proudly seorn the endowments of the state are
sold to a faction.

‘We ean imagine the language which would be
used in the first denom’ ational gathering, after
such tracsactions, We can almost fancy that we
see & cerfain Minister, rising amidst his hyethren,
perhaps the best beloved, and most respected of them
all, and witering such words as these :

« Where political questions deeply implicacing
the morals, education, or liberties of the people are
pending, the pulpit, ard the religious press should
not fail to make their influence fclt, and by calm
argument, and Christian admonition, lgbour to
guide rightly the public mind. But when these
mighty engines for good turn aside from their prop
er vocation. abanden themselves to the tide of mere
party politics, and beceme the dupes and servile
rlaves of any class of politicians, call them Tory or
Liberal, they, so far as their influence extends,
poison all the springs of social, political, and re-

a rich blessing.”

If dissensions exist, or are brewing, the ** Watch-
man ” is not to blame. Ifit were even so vehem~
ently political, it could divide no chureh, for it has
sought out the ‘old paths ” and expressed its de-
termination to walk in them. No Liberal paper
could in this Province divide the denomination

Moreover, the was silent for
months on all questions relating to provincial poli-
tics. The independent * Colonial Empire ” had
falsified its original pfofessions of independence—
all its energies were direeted against the Govern-
ment—and this paper was sent into every nock and
corner of the Province. The Baptist, containing
every effective editorial, and every damaging * re-
port ” from the Empire, was gent into unsuspect-
ing Baptist families, who belicved its professions of
neutrality or independence.

of a warm reception, and in the midst of this
people, susceptible as they are of truth, good
results wil follow his teachings. From time to
time, as I travel, | shall be happy to communi-
cate to you such items of mny observation as
well as such statistical information as will be
likely to prove interesting to the readers cf the
Watchman.

PROVINCIAL PARLIAMENT.

From our own Correspondent.

Fripay, March 20th.

‘Fhe House adjourned over Good Friday.

Q.1 SATURDAY 30th, Mr. Lawrance’s Bill to
tax u_improved granied lands was aguin dis-
cussed and its details were freely canyassed. It
was contended by many members that to tax
lands entirely unfit for agricultoral purposas, as
highly as excellent land would be unfair. It w s
also unjust to tax lands l.lre-dynpurohned by the
St Railway and the N. B. and N. 8.
Land Company, for the special pmpose of set-
tlement,

There were numerous other weighty argu-
ments ndduced against the details, though the
priuciple of the Bill was unanimously conceded.
Progress was reported, and the Bill was referred
1o a specin]l committee—Messrs. Lawrence,Smith
and Kerr.

The Government Supply Bills were formally
presented and adopted.

A petition trom Elisha D. Tarner, of Albert
County, asking to be relieved from the opera-
tion of some acts relatirg to the draining of
Germantown Lake,

Some conversation arose on the uses and abu-
seg of Savings Banks. Mr. Williston wished
the’Government would add to their Bill a sec-
tion sllowing deposits to be made to the extent
of $400 instead of $200 or at present; be thought
as 1t would be an additional convenience to the
labouring cliss.

The House did not agree with Mr, Williston,
and the Provincial Secretary explained that al-
ready monivd'men had abused the convenience
established for the benefit of the poorer classes ;
and this proposition would never auswer, Mr,
Cudhip also gave the beuefit of his experience on
this point, and opposd the amendment. He
thought the rate of ingerest in deposits shouid
be reduced. The amendment was ‘unanimously
voted down,

Provineial Secretary’s Bi'l to abolish the tax
on passengers coming into the Province, and to
prevent ship Crptains bringimg in imbeciles,
paupers, and othef persons to become a public
charge. There was some discussion though no
opposition to the Bill and it passed.

Another Government Bill relating to the Post
Office de
Ma<ter Genersl.

It provides for the introdustion of the prepay-
ment system on letters, pamphlets &c. In case of
letters not being prepaid a fine of two cents must
be paid by the parties receiving them,  Some
changes will be made by the Gyverninent in the

ostage rates on pamphlcts. The Act will come
into operation on the 1st May, sothe P.M. Gen-
eral said. Bome members thought the Post
Master (ieneral should state that the Govern-
ment would exsmpt Magazines published in
New Brunswick from postage, but this Mr.
Steadman declined to do. Bome opposition was
offered to the prepayment system, but the Ex-
Postmaster Gieneral McPhelim and Johnson,
urged its adoption, and the Bill passed.

Moxpay April 1st.

The mover slightly altered the title and re-intro-
duced it. A numb-r of speeches were mede for
and agaiost, and on motion of the Speaker it
was again rejected 14 to 12.

Hon. Mr. Steadman’s Bill to reduce t! e time a
student is reqnired to study in a law office be-
fore being admitted an attorney to four years.—
The present term is five years, The Hor. Mr.
Steadman, the Attoraey General, Hon. Mr.

The * Confederacy” seem to be aware of the
terrible odds against them. They are weak and
thev know it.  The population of the whele
seven states amounts to but 5,053,154 but 2,67-
4,283 of whom are free,that is, less than the pop-
ulstion of New York, Pennsylvania, [Obio, o
Canada. Disunion exists among them to an
alarming extent. Northern Alabama hns recei-
ved aJudge from Washington. 40,000 Germans
ntend to abandon their homes in Texas and seek
security in Arizona or Mexico. Indeed western
Texas is said to be very ill affected to the Go-
vernment of the Confederacy: Then again the
cotton trade has received a severe blow. Eng-
gland instead of buying wholly from them has
begun to turn her attention elsewhere, cotion
companies on a great seale are being established
in Indie and Australia to dispute the market
with them. The recent troubles seem, to have
affected th e agount produced in the Confeder~
acy

A Southern paper says:- -

«The indications now are that the crop will
hardly reach 4,000,000 bales. The recepts at
the shipping ports la<t week. were only 100,000
bales against 142,000 in the corresponding week
last year. The aggregate receipts up to the
latest mail dates were 8,015,090 bales against 3,-
711,000 at the same time last year, being a de_
erease of 696.000 bales from last year, and 23,
000 bales from 1859.”

Lastly they are indebted to an enormous ex-
tent. One year ago the debts of these States
were as follows: South Carolina, 86,192,743'
Florida. $225,000, besides o repudiated debt of
$3,500,000 ; Georgia, $3,170,750 ; Alabama, $5,-
098,000 ; Mississippi, $7,271,707 ; Lousiana,
$10,023, 903—Toral debt, $35482; 103. The
fotal property of these States is estimated st
about seventeen hundred millions of dollars, of
which, however, a little more than one-half is
slave property, and hus rapidly depreciated since
that time. The whole taxable property of these
six States does not now probably exceed, if it
equals, that of the State nf New-York. Since the
secession movement commenced, all these States
have greatly inereased their debt, The Con-
federacy has also issued, or proposes to issue
bonds tb the*amount of*fifteef§ willions. Should
they wish to raise more money on their eredit
they will not find it very easy, for some of these
States have been too “free and enlightened” to

acknowledge the duty of a state to pay its depts.
