PARIS, Feb. 5.—JDaniel Osiris, the 
philanthropist, who presented Mapi- 
ailaison to the French nation, is dead.
M. Osiris bequeathed $5,000,000 to the 
Pasteur Institute.

LONDON, Feb. Б—“There will be 

seismic and volcanic action of vary­
ing violence over Europe in February,” 
said Hugh Clements, the meteorolo­
gist, who successfully predicted some 
of the recent terrestrial disturbances.

new system of taxation, 
weak points In this bill,—there never 
was a plan of assessment without its 
weakness,—but it Is generations In ad­
vance of the present abominable ar­
rangement However, fearing that the 
burden, being equitably distributed, 
might bear a little more heavily on 
certain favored classes, they threw out 
the results achieved after close Inves­
tigation by disinterested men.

SEVERE STORMS IN 
MANY SECTIONS BANK OF ENGLAND’S PRE­

EMINENCE IN MONEY MARKETWomen’s
NEW YORK, Feb. 5—The heavy 

snowstorm which set in in this vicinity 
yesterday grew as the night went on 
and today traffic waa much crippled.

: Railroad trains came groping into their 
[ stations, ferry boats across dimmed 

rivers, and everything in the way of 
transportation above ground was far 
behind schedule time or else at a 
standstill. Nearly a foot of hard dry 
snow and a high wind, which prevail­
ed practically alL of yesterday and 
last night, rendered travel by land and 
water difficult and uncomfortable and 
in some instances risky; great trouble 
was experienced in the congested parts 
of Manhattan Brough and of Brook­
lyn, but the outlying parts of the city 
and the suburbs suffered most. Hun­
dreds of New Jersey, long Island, yid 
West Chester commuters, rather 
than brave the storm to reach their 
homes, remained in the city over 
night.

HAVRE, Mont., Feb. 5—Winter 
weather throughout Northern Mon­
tana is now more severe than it has 
been at any time during the last 27 
years. Not a wheel is turning on the 
main line of the Great Northern Rail­
way. No freight trains have passed 
through Havre for 48 hours. In drifts 
west of Havre seven Oriental Limited 
passenger trains are stalled and to the 
east five more are similarly situated. 
The temperature is from 14 to 44 de­
grees below zero.

BOSTON, Feb. 6—The traffic of 
greater Boston was seriously hamper­
ed by the storm which prevailed over 
all New England today. The snow 
drifted rapidly and was caught up by 
the northeast wind into bothersome 
drifts. Street and steam railway men 
had out large gangs of workmen by 
midnight but despite their efforts 
schedules were broken and few work­
ers reached their places of business on 
time. The first accident of the day to 
be reported waa on the Providence di­
vision of the New York, New JIaven 
and Hartford Railroad in the South 
Station, in which about a dozen men 
and women were shaken up and bruis­
ed but none were seriously injured.
