Not since Sir William Harcourt 
to expound his financial scheme 
bodying the principle of Death Duties 
has there been a Budget of such 
mentons interest as that unfolded by 
Mr. Lloyd-George. Kveil at ordinary 
times the Budget holds the field in re­
spect of the interest excited, not only 
within the House, but outside its walls. 
The introduction of big bills, or the 
incidence of a Ministerial crisis, crowds 
the benches and fills the side galleries. 
More fully than these, and more certain­
ly; the Budget packs the Chamber. In 
one way or other, directly or indirectly, 
it comes home to every man, who is 
richer or poorer, according as taxes are 
put on, taken off, increased, or reduced.

THE FOREIGN MINISTERS

Amongst other things. Mr. Lloyd 
George’s first Budget was memorable by 
reason of the empty space yawning be­
hind the doable row of Front Benches, 
crowded bv Peers, and, in their section 
partly filled by foreign Ministers, 
time immemorial the Stranger’s Galleries 
packed on Budget night from lowest 
line of benches to topmost range, 
pleted the aspect of iutense human 
interest the occasion evoked. On 
Thursday they were empty, as they have 
remained since the edict of expulsion 
followed on the organized brawling of 
the Suffragettes. Strong pressure 
put upon the Speaker to remove the ban 
in time for the oublie to enjov their 
ancient privilege on Budget 'night.

John F. McIntyre, counsel for the de­
fence in the Hains murder trials and 
formerly Assistant District Attorney for 
New York County for twelve years, 
prosecuting 716 cases of homicide dur­
ing that period, including the Kennedy 
and other famous trials, says:—

“I regard circumstantial evidence aa 
the best kind of evidence, chiefly be­
cause it does not admit of perjury. 
Personally, I have never known of a 
case of circumstantial evidence in which 
* man suffered the penalty for a crime of 
which he was afterward proved to have 
been innocent.

“Persons that decry circumstantial 
evidence do not understand it; they do 
not know what constitutes circumstantial 
evidence. A man stands in the doorway 
and sees me holding a revolver. It is 
discharged and you fall dead. Ninety- 
nine out of a hundred men would say 
that the testimony of the man in the 
doorway would be direct evidence. On 
the contrary, it would be circumstantial 
evidence. He could not have seen the 
bullet in its flight. The prosecution 
-would have to show that the bullet was 
of the same calibre as the revolver, the 
course taken by the bullet, and other
