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LONDON WRAPPED
IN SILENT GRIEF

Signs of MourningAmong
All Classes The Fea-
ture of Funeral March

Through Streets.

Royalties Arriving in
London as King’s Body
Lies in State at West-
minster.,

London, May 17.—Simple cere-
monies marked the removal today of
the body of Edward VII from Buck-
ingham Palace to Westminster Hall,
but more  impressive than the pre-
sence of Kings and the gorgeous uni-
forms of state officials and efficers of
the army and navy was the silent
grief displayed by the British people,
who, massed behind double lines of
soldiers, watched with strained eyes
and bowed heads the passing of the
carriage that bore the coffin of the
menarch,

The Queen Mother Alexandra, who
rode in the first state carriage suffer-
ed with queenly dignity, and King
George walking behind the coffin
with his two sens, the Duke of Corn-
wall and Prince Albert, showed no
sign of the burdens of sorrow and
state that rested on his shoulders.

The body of Edward VII will lie in
state in Westminster Hall until Fri-
day, when it will be taken to Wind-
sor Castle, there to be placed tempor-
arily in the vaunit beneath the fioor
of St. George's chapel, and later in
the tomb that will be prepared for it
in the Albert Memorial chapel. Brief
services attended only by members
of the royal family were conducted
at Buckingham palace this morning,
by the Bishop of London. The Arch-
bishop of Canterbury received the
body at Westminster Hall, where it
was beorne on the shoulders of
soldiers and placed upon the purple
catafalque. A white and gold = em-
broidered pall, ‘with the royal eunsign,
covers the coffin, and above all are
the crown, the orb and sceptre.

At 4 o'clock n the afternoon the
doors of the hall were thrown open
to the public. Already 50,000 people
were in line waiting for admission.
They were composed mostly of mid-
dle and working classes, men, women
and children, and the great majority
of them were dressed in black, many
of them carrying flowers.

A steady stream began passing
through the hall at the rate of 6,000
an hour and at tem o'clock tonight,
when the hall was closed there was a
line extending through the streets for
nearly two miles,

King Alfonso of Spain and King
jeorge of Greece arrived in London this
evening. King Manuel of Portugal is
at Paris and will continue his journey
to London tomorrow morning.

Both were met at the station by
King eGorge, the Duke of Cornwall,
the Duke of Connaught and other
royal personages. Prince renry of
of Prussia also reached here tonight
to represent the German navy at the
funeral. He was met by the Duke of
Connaught.

FRAUDS COST
COTTON FIRMS
MILLIONS

Defunct Firm Obtained Large
Amount Of Bale Cotton By
Use Of Fake Bills Of Lad-
ing.

New York, May 17.—A receivers
complaint filed in the Fedral courts
in New Yeork, today, sets forth what
purports to be details of one of the
recent so-called cetton bills of lading
frauds through which firms in this
country and abroad are said to have
lost millions. In this instance alone
the receiver estimates that cotton
operators in the United States, Ger-
many, France, Spain and Russia were
out from $1,000,000 to $1,600,000. The
defunct firm involved is Steele, Miller
and Company, of Corinth, Miss.,
thrown into inveluntary bankruptey
on May 6th last, Charles G. A. Pyle
was appointed receiver amd he now
directs proceedings agaiust Stephen
M. Weld and Company, cotton brok-
ers, of this city, and the New York
Dock Company to whom he alleges
fraudulent preferential payments have
been made. On the strength of the
allegations, Judge Hazel in the United
States district court granted injunc-
tions, restricting the defendants from
disposing of coiton, notes, stocks and
bonds and claimed by the receivers
for the benefit of all the creditors of
Steele, Miller and Company. In his
complaint Receiver Pyle, among other
things, alleges that for a few weeks
prior to the filing of the petition In
bankruptey, the firm of Steele, Miller
and Company, procured “by fraudu-
lent and bogus bills of lading vast
sums of money from creditors in Ger-
many, France, Russia and also in the
city of New York.” The exact amount
of the bales of cotton and the exact
number of dollars represented cannot
at this time be accurately ascertain-
ed but the complainant states that the
money procured in this way will be

The management of the
Empire promptly denied the report.

“Dr. Cook is not here'under the-
name of Adams or any other name,’
cne of the hotel clerks said, “and
what is more, we have no one with
us named Adams.”

COLLEGE GIRLY

Professor Munsterberg Of Rad-
cliffe Uses Test Of Words—
Answers Reveal Complete
Line Of Thought.

Boston, Mass, May 17.—Professor
Hugo Munsterberg’s plan for detecting
criminals by psychological tests was
demonstrated at Radcliffe College and
three girls who were volunteer sub-
jects were forced to admit that their
minds or rather their actions were read
by the psychologist,

Professor Munsterberg told the
class that he had several clippings
from a morning paper on everyday
subjects. The three girls drew a clip-
ping apiece,

The professor announced after each
girl bhad read her clipping that af-
ter he had put fifty words to each
girl he would be able to tell which
clipping each had in her possession.

The condition he Iimposed Wwas
that when he said a word the girl
spoken to should say some other
word brought to her mind.

Professor Munsterberg asked each
girl to try to deceive him as to which
clipping she had, just as a criminal
would try to mislead him in trying
to detect what crime he had com-
mitted.

Professor Munsterberg shot the
words at random at the first girl and
she answered back as quickly with
any word that came into her head.
When a word connected with the clip-
ping she had in bher possession was
given, however, there was a signifi-
cant pause, for, as was explained lat-
er, the first thought in the girl's mind
was of her clipping. Before she had
time to think of some word to mislead
the inquisitor there was a pause of
sufficlent length to enable Professor
Munsterberg to easily determine which
clipping she had.

THIRTY KILLED
IN EXPLOSION

Awful Carnage Among
Employees When Bat-
tery of Boilers Exploded
in Canton Plant

Fifty Injured, Many Fa-
tally---No Explanation
Offered as to the Cause
of Accident.

Canton, Ohio, May 17.—With a roar
that was heard three miles away &
battery of several boilers at the plant
of the American Sheet and Tin Plate
Company exploded this afternoon,
killing from 20 to 30 men and injuring
about fifty. Among the injured are
half a dozen who, it is said, will
probably die before morning., Others,
physicians say, cannot live,

The cause of the explosion is at
present unknown., The firemen and
engineer, who were in the boiler
room, are dead. No one else about
the plant who Survived the accident
can give an explanation” One work-
man says that he heard three distinet
explosions in quick succession. They
came so close, however, that it was
all over in a minute.

The force of the concussion
terrific. The big plant is in such a
state of ruin as to be practically a
total wreck. A mere egg shell of a
building is left,

Heads were

was

blown from several
bodies. Arms and legs were torn
from trunks. Fragments of bodies
were blown several squares from the
scene, and bits of human flesh have
been picked up on porches and roofs
of houses and in trees. There were
100 men at labor in the plant at the
time of the accident and only a dozen
or so escaped some injury. .Thesa
and others who rushed to the plant
as soon as the disaster was known
worked heroically Lo rescue the in-
jured from the ruins. The ruins soon
took fire but the fire department ex-
tinguished the flames.

It 1s thought at 8 o'clock tonight
that all the dead had been removed
from the debris. It was then stated
that so far as known, the dead num-
bered 20, but this did not include any
who had died at their homes after
removal from the ruins.

The body of one man, unknown, was
blown through a house, over seven
hundred feet from the plant. The tor-
ros of another man was found in the
garden of a yard about five hundred
feet west of the scene.

Arms, legs and parts of bodies were
strewn about the neighborhood.

The bodies of seven men mutilated
beyond recognition, were found in the
north end of the mill

“For God’s sake hit me on the head
and kill me,” said one workman to
a man who found him. The injured
man had an arm torn off and a great
hole in his side,

The plant had five mills, All the
employes working at mills 1, 2, 3 and
4 were either killed or injured, while
the men in No. 5 farthest from the
boilers, escaped serious injuries.

BIHOPS ON

ATICAN TIFE

Methodist Leaders Denounce
Attempt To Discredit Italian
Mission By Widely Publish-
ed Accusations.

Philadelphia, Penn., May 17.~—The
board of bishops of the Methodist Ep-
iscopal church, through its secretary,
Bishop I.. B. Wilson, has issued an of-
ficial statement which had been pre-
sented by the board at its meeting in
Chicago on May 9 relative to the Itali-
an mission, The statement is the out-
come of the recent controversy in
Rome caused by the visit of Col.
Roosevelt

The statement says:

“Deploring and at all times seeking
to aveid interdenominational contro-
¥, we are neverthel compelled
to recognize occasions wson personal
preference must vield to a proper
nse of official duty
“We cannot allow

to pass unnotie-

jed the recent unprovoked and unwar-

ranted attempt to discredit one of our
most useful missions by widely pub-
lished accusations, which if based up-
on truth, would bring dishonor upon

{the church which supports that mis-

sion.

“We regret that after repeated chal-
lenges for details of the specific acts
supposed to justify these charges, they
remain in such general terms that
their validity cannot be tested before
the judgment of the world.

“We can conly observe: 1—That
ordinarily the use of cpprobrious ad-
jectives suggestive of anger rather
than of reason. 2-—That the methods
of our mission in Italy, now for the
first time thus publicly condemned,
are the same that have been pursued
from the beginning almost forty years
ago. . 3—That the same methods,
namely, preaching the gospel in its
simplicity and conducting schocls
where they are needed, schools which
recognize the plain teachings of the
New Testament as a supreme author-
ity in religion and ethics, have long
been followed by our missions in
South America and Mexico, as well
as in Rome, and no such indictment
has been brought against these mis-
sions even to this day, so far as we
are informed. 4-—From these facts
the inference appears to be irresis-
tible that other cousiderations than
the methods of our mission in Rome
must have been the real cause of this
sudden outery.

“Possibly some exigency of diplo-
macy, local in its origin but far reach-
ing in its portent, required this at-
tack, with all its hazard, as a diver-
sion from the real issue involved.
The facts that support this inference
are known to all who have followed
the course of recent events in the
City of Rome. Had there been any
other way to avoid certain issues of
etiguette and procedure created by
coincident eircumstances of a public
nature the Methodist Mission might
have escaped calumny, and thus lost
the valuable recognition of its suc-
cess. i

“Under such circumstances we en-
ter upon no defence of our work in
Ttaly and make no plea for abatement
in the judgment of the world. We de-
cline at the present time to enter
upon any counter attack upon the
Roman Catholic church. We ask only

Since that time Miller has steadily
maintained that he could not remem-
ber anything about it, The police were
led to the theory that he is not re-
sponsible for his acts when the evil
genius is at work, by his performance
of yesterday. In broad daylight, with
people passing constantly to and fro,
Miller entered the front door of a lo-
cal five and ten cent store and be-
gan looting the cash registers.

Where The English Kings Have
-Been Buried From The Time
William The Conqueror—

) inme Interesting Facts.

Tondon, May 17.~—Of the thirty-six
reigning Kings and Queens of Eng-
land since the Norman Conquest only
fifteen have been buried in West.
minster Abbey, while nine have been
interred at Windsor, including Queen
Victoria at Frogmore. ‘When in 1892
the late King Edward placed the body
of his eldest son, Prince Victor, in
the crypt of St. George’s Chapel
Royal, Windsor, he clearly indicated
that he regarded it as the future bur-
ial place of kings. William the Con-
queror was buried at Caen, France,
thus showing that in those days Eng-
land was but a colony of France. His
son, King Willlam Rufus, was buried
at Winchester, the shrine of the great
daxon King Alfred the Great, a fitting
sepulchre for kings.  Henry I. the
youngest son of the Conqueror, died
in France, but his remains were ta-
ken to England and placed in the
magnificent abbey which he had built
at Reading, now in ruins.

Stephen after a turbulent relgn
found a resting place in what was
then known as “the King's little town
of Fervesham.” Henry Plantagenet,
who died at Chinon, found a grave
among the pious monks at Fontev-
raud, and so did the lion hearted King
Richard. The band of King John, who
signed the Great Charter, rests in
Worcester Cathedral.

Although the hallowed dust of King
Edward the Confessor was placed in
his “New Church” at Westminster, it
was afterwards taken to the palace
near by, where it remained until the
reign of King Henry III., who remov-
ed the Confessor’'s coffin to its pres-
ent place in the Abbey. Henry Il
was the first of the Norman kings
to be buried there, although his heart
was sent to the abbey at Fontevraud.
His son, Edward I., erected the tombk
over his father’'s remains, which is
still one of the sights of the abbey.
Edward I, “Longshanks,” was buried
at Westminster, and as late as 1774
his tomb was opened. He was dres-
sed in his royal robes, with a sceptre
in his right hand. The body meas-
ured 6 feet and 2 inches. The tomb
was fastened securely in the presence
of the Dean and Chapter. His unfor-
tunate son, Edward II., was buried at
Gloucester, but his grandson, King
Edward IIL, was interred in West-
minster,

Richard II. and his “Good Queen
Anne” of Bohemia were buried in
Westminster, but his successor Henry
IV., expressed a wish to be buried in
Canterbury Cathédral near the grave
of his distinguished uncle Edward the
Black Prince,

Henry V. probably the most popu-
lar King of England, for “England
ne'er lost a king of so much worth,”
rests in Westminster Abbey, and his
tomb Is an object of interest. The
first King buried in the Chapel Royal
of 8t. George's, Windsor, was Henry
VI, surnamed “Henry of Windsor,™
for he had been born in the castle;
and it is here that after the . lapse
and successor, King kdward LV., was
buried in the same chapel, and thus
the two roses of York and Lancaster
rested together in the same temple,
and it is here that afteer the lapse
of more than five centuries “Edward
the Peacemaker” will be baried,
whose ancestry can be traced step
by step to those first two kings who
found a sepulchre at Windsor.

The remains of the young King Ed-
ward V. when they were found in the
Tower were carefully interred in the
Abbey by order of King Charles II.

The body of Richard, who had
“made pcor England weep in streams
of blood,” was flung into a grave at
Leicester. The erection of the chapel
at Westminster by Henry VII. and his
burial there are matters of history;
but it is a curious circumstance that
his son, Henry VIII, was interred at
Windsor, while his three children,
Edward, Mary and Elizabeth, were
buried in Westminster, the remains
of the two sisters being placed in
the same tomb.

James I. was burried in Westmin-
ster, but his grave had been entirely
lost sight of until at last Dean Stan-
ley brought to light a huge coffin
which had been placed in the vault of
Henry VII, The dean invited Dr. Tait,
thie archbishop of Canterbury to be
present at the opening of the coffin.
As the lid was raised the dean said,
“Let us stand aside so that the first
Scotch archbishop may be the first
to look on the remains of the first
Scotch king of England.” King
Charles I. after his execution at White-
hall was burled in St. George's, Wind-
sor, and as there was no name on the
coffin, it was opened in the presence
of the Prince Regent (George IV.) and
then carefully sealed.

James II. was buried at St. Germain,
Frapce, where he died, expressing a
wish that eventually his body might
be taken to Westminster, William III.
and Queen Mary vI. were entombed
in Westminster and also Queen Anne
and her nineteen children, not far
from the grave of Charles II. and se-
veral of his illegitimate children.

Oliver Cromwell, although he had
sent the body of “Charles Stewart” to
Windsor, left careful instructions that
he should have a royal grave for him-
self in the Abbey. Visitors to the Ab-
bey are still shown “Oliver’s vault”
but the body was at the restoration
of Charles taken from the vault and
treated, as Dead Stanley said, “with
every dishonor which a poor revenge
could suggest.”

Of the four Georges, George I. was
buried at Hanover, George 1I. in West-
minster, George IlI. and George IV.
at Windsor. King Willlam 1V. was
also buried at Windsor, and Queen
Victoria .at Frogmore, near Windsor,

in St. Paul's Cathedral, and only one
royal prince, John of Gaunt, the “time
honored ter” of Shak %
whose descendants occupy nearly all
the thrones of Europe except that of

ENGLSH IADS

Naturalist - Protests Against
Export of Song Birds to
America for Use in Millinery
and for Food.

The English naturalist, James Buck-
land, has published a protest against
the slaughter of various English birds,
for which he blames the demand for
export to America.

“Qf late years,” he writes, “a large
trade has sprung up in the export of
English lapwings for consumption in
the hotels and restaurants of the larg-
er cities of the United States.

“Now comes the alarming intelli-
gence of the use of the heads of Eng-
lish skylarks, pipits and linnets to
make up what are known to American
milliners as Chantecler bows, These
bows are being sold in great numbers
in New York and Albany, and are to
be bought in all the large cities.”

Mr. Buckland goes on to say that
he had brought the matter of the lap-
wings before the Home Office, without
inducing it to take any action, and he
prophesies that if the Home Office
does not prohibit the sale of lapwings,
skylarks, pipits and linnets very few
of these birds, which are of inestim-
able value to the farmer, will be left.

He describes the Chantecler bew
as being worn at the neck, the bird's
head and plumage being mounted firm-
1y on velvet.

In the same year
the Intercolonial operation cost 94 per cent. of the
earnings, when a large part of the regular maintenance
expenses had been taken out of the accounts and placed
to capital.
The bonds and stock of the Dominion Atlantic
amount to $30,000 per mile. Of this in round figures
$20,000 is funded debt and $10,000 is stock. We may
perhaps assume that the friendly interests have acquired
a control of the stock, which means control of the
railwuy.

Impelled by the fear of Halley's
comet and the awful results which
they belleve may follow when it
strikes Nova Scotia, Ira Smith and
John Clark, two Nova"Scotia farmers,
have sold their farms and stock and
passed through the city yesterday on
their way to Vancouver.

“Don’t you think the comet can get
you in Vancouver as easily as where
you were?’ asked the reporter.

“Well perhaps,” was the reply. “But
I thought I would chance it. You see
it is coming from the east, and we
are travelling away from it.”

The reporter did not think it well
to inform the travellers that the co-
met's average speed was in the vicin-
ity of 26 miles a second and that it
could probably make even better time
when chasing a couple of Nova Sco-
tia farmers. It would have been a
shame to frighten Mr. Smith and his
companion any more than they ap-
peared to be by telling them of the
possibilities of an up-to-date comet,
such as the visitor of today is believ-
ed to be,

Foolish Fears.

In spite of all that has been spok-
en and written by the men who are
8o familiar with comets that they do
not hesitate to call them by their first
names and rebuke them when they are
out of their allotted course, there is
still a great deal of foolish fear as
to what may happen tonight when
the comet crosses between the earth
and the sun,

8o pronounced is this that the tra-

She seemed overwhelmed with hor-
ror at the thought of being found in
the wicked city of St. John when the
celestial scorcher which possibly on
a former visit rained fire and brim-
stone on Sodom and Gomorrah ap-
peared on the scene, and woefully
voiced the opinion that the comet
would be sure to do more damage to
St. John than in her own home at Bel-
yea’s Cove.

Making Their Wills.

In this city, too there has been

some uneasines and in the West End
there are several cases of person
who are unable to leep at night for
who are unable to sleep at night for
fear of what may happen. Other cases
souls in the city proper have made
their wills in preparation for some-
thing, they know not what, blissfully
oblivious of the fact that if the comet
does all it is credited with intending
to do to this old earth they will have
nothing to leave and no one to leave
it to.
The best authorities on comets
agree that there will be things doing
all day today but no one will notice
it. The comet is scheduled to pass
directly between the earth and the
sun about midnight but as scientists
who have been on the track of the
visitor since it first came in sight on
this trip, figure it out that the chance
of the earth being in any way affect-
ed by the passage is about one in one
billion and there is no reason to lose
sleep over the chacnces of being
bumped.

EARTH GOES THROUGH -
GAMET' TAIL TONIGHT

May be Auroral Glow, but
Nothing Serious --- Transit
Across Sun Invisible Here---
Correct Time Table.

Today, according to astronomers,
the comet will pass within about 15,
000,000 miles of the earth going in
one direction at a speed of 26 miles a
second while this planet is moving in
the opposite direction at 19 miles a
second.

Tonight there will be a transit of
the comet across the sun’s disc, invis-
ible in the eastern part of this con-
tinent. On the Pacific coast the phen-
omenon will be observed between six
and eight o'clock. Astronomers in
the Hawailan Islands will be able to
study the transit under most favorable
circumstances.

Reckoning St. John time the transit
will begin at twenty minutes after
midnight. While the transit is being
observed in the Pacific Ocean the tail
will whisk the earth. When a similar
immersion in a comet’s tail occurred
in 1861 there were some who believed
that they saw a strange auroral glow
in the sky. It is therefore possible
that there may be some such display
tonight.

Three Hours Passing Through.

If, as some astronomers estimate,
the comet’s tail is 600,000 miles broad
at the point where the earth will en-
ter, it will take about three hours to
get through. A comet’s tail s not so
formidable as its chemical composi-
tion or its length of 20,000,000 to 120,
000,000 miles might indicate. The at-
mosphere {8 as dense as iron in com-
parison with the diaphanous thinness
of a comet’s tail. A cublc mile of it
could be packed in a snuff box. That is
why It is confidently predicted that
the atmosphere of the earth will not
be appreciably affected when the im-
mersion takes place.

Tomorrow May 19, the comet sets
at practically the same hour as t(l)xe

n
May 20 it sets one hour later than the
sun, on May 21 two hours later, and
from that date for about a week
should be a brilliant spectacle in the
evening sky.
