London, Nov. 7.—The political crisis
in Greece, which has clouded the Balk-
ans, has been finally overcome, M.
Skouloudis having accepted and per-
formed the task of organizing a cabi-
pnet which, being composed of all the
members of the Zaimis government
with the exception of the ex-premier
himself, will carry on the former
government’s policy of maintaining
peutrality.

The new cabinet is at the mercy of
the Venizelos majority in the chamber,
but the impression is that no attempt
will be made to turn it out, thus avoid-
ing dissolution of parliament and a
consequent election, the result of
which could not be predicted while
the anmy remains mobolized.

While the allies now can have little
hope of Greece aiding them in the
defence of Serbia, the belief is still
held here that it is not too late to
turn the tables on the invaders. The
departure for the east of Lord Kitche-
per, after conferences in Paris with
Premier Brignd, General Gallieni the
war ministet f

gn is to be carried on energetical-

better than almost anyone else.

Advices from Saloniki and other
points today show that much larger
forces than were thought to be near
the scene are being landed at Saloni-
¥i, and are proceeding to points where
it is believed they can do the most
good. Troop trains are continually

leaving Saloniki, but 8e much secrecy
is being maintained that it is impos-
sible to compute the number of men.
One report says that an Anglo-Ital-
jan army has landed at Valona
(Avlona) on the Adriatic, with the
purpose of crossing Albania. The
Russians are Bstill concentrating in
Bessarbia, to be prepared to make a
descent on Bulgaria from the east.

Meantime, in northern and eastern
Serbia, and on the- Montengrin fron-
tier, big battles are in progress. The
Austro-Germans claim to !)e advancing
all along the line and to have reached
the Morava river, which has been
crossed ‘at some points. In their ad-
vance they are picking up prisoners,
guns and war material.

“The Montenegrins, like their Serbian
allies, are fighting stubbornly in de-
fence of their country, and report
that they have repulsed an attempt by

There was & fairly large gathering
at the recruiting meeting in the Opera
House yesterday aftornoon. Address-
es ‘were given by Ven. Archdeacon
Raymond and Magistrate Ritchle. A.
M. Belding presided. A plcasing fea-
ture was the presence of a male choir
of elghteen voices which, under the
leadership of E, Scott Peacock, sang
three patriotic numbers. “O Canada,”
“The Battlé Song,” and “Rule Britan-
nio,” the andlence joining in the chor-
us of the latter. Recruiting officers
and a medical examiner were present
but no recruits was signed on.

Mr. Belding before introducing Dr,
Raymond, sald he had spent some time
at the armory during the day to see
the men of the 52nd Battalion, who
had been supplied with refreshments
and were much pleased with the recep-
uon given to them. “They are a mice
looking body,” he remarked, “and the
Governor General says they are one
of the finest battalions mobilized in
Canada. ‘About half of them are na-
tive born Canadians. There are also
many English, Irish and Scotch In
their ranks as well as several men
from the United States, who have
come back to fight for Canada and a
number of Indians. I hope every citi-
zen will use them as well as possible.
We are told that another 4,000 men
must come from New Brunswick be-
fore the spring and I feel sure the
province will be equal to the task.”

Dr. Raymond said in part: “This is
not so much & time for words as for
deeds. There was a time when a man
would wear the King's uniform for no
very special reasons, hut this is a tima
when the unmiform may be worn for a
great and «welldefined purpose; the
time has come for serious work.

London, Nov, 6.—The printing plant
of the London Globe, together with
copies of the issues of yesterday and
today, were selzed by the police this
afternoon,

The authorities acted presumably
because of the article appearing in the
Globe today, containing a bitter attack
on Lord Haldane and declaring Kitch-
ener had offered his resignation, which
was declined. The Globe said the ap-
pointment of Lord Haldane to succeed
Lond Kitchener would “jeopardize the
life of the government.”

REV. MR. HAWGHT
oTRONGLY CONDEMNS
SOCIAL SNOBBERY

Forceful sérmon on a mat-
ter of great impottanee—
A few comparisons.

The aristocracy of manhood versus
social snobbery or the kingdom of
democracy, was the subject of an in-
teresting and timely sermon by Rev.
Ralph J. Haughton in Congregational
church last evening. The church was
well filled and the preacher's words
were heard with deep feeling by those
present.

He took his text from Matthew,
wheih says: “And they were astonish-
ed and said, Whence hath this Man
this wisdom and these mighty works?”

He told of the greatness of Christ
and pointed out that Jesus had been
born in a stable and was cradled in a
manger, This Jesus, whom men re-
vere and love and adore, was omce a
poor ordinary boy, the son of a humble
carpenter in the little town of Nazar-
eth.

The same snobbery exhibited con-
cerning Christ is often manifest today.
There are still persons who believe
that by reason of a special dispensa.
tion of God's favor they and theirs
are the chosen people.

Rev, Mr. Haughton made special re-
ference te the work of the men of the
26th Battalion, who had cut themselves
off from home and friends to fight for
us. These had been referred to as
‘common boys,” but he thanked God
for the common boys, who did not fafl
to respond to the call of duty when it
came to their hearts.

Mr, Haughton referred to many
great men, who had been of lowly
birth. He told of many instances
where snobbery had been brought to
his attention.

“Many of the boys who marched
away last June with the 26th Battalion,
were not society pets perhaps,” said
he. “They did not mingle in select
drawing rooms, but I tell you that
those fellows, who, when asked to go
forward to that German crater on the
thirteenth of October last to do a ne-
cessary and perilous work and re
sponded as one man, offering to lay
down their very lives if necessary to
save your home and mine from the
iron heel of German despotism, those
fellows are infinitely nobler than many
a soclety fop,

In Jesus Christ we have the aris-
tocracy of manhSod. That is the real
and true aristocracy.”
