22 1-2 MINUTES AHEAD

Over a Twenty Mile Course--The
Victory Was Clean Cut as Both
Yachts Had a Breeze During. the
Contest and No Fluke Occurred.

Atlantic Highlands, N.. J., Aug. 6—
Twenty-two and a half minutes in a
twenty mile race, which occupied a little
more than three hours in the sailing, was
the beating administered to Shamrock I
by Sir Thomas Lipton’s new cup candidate
today. No shift of wind mor calm helped
or hindered either boat. The challenger’s
vietory was without flaw,

Am overcast skys with threatening rain,
induced Mr. Fife to limit the course to
twenty miles, a beat of ten miles south-
southeast from Scotland lighbship and re-
turn. To aveid another blanketing by the
challenger, Shamrock I feigned e start.
Running from windward to the starting
line, she shaped a course alongside of the
néw boat as the latter crossed the line. A
minute later she put about, returned to
the line and made a new start. The start-
ing time of two minutes had eigpsed be-
fore she got away, and she was ihandi-
capped eight seconds.

MARCONIGRAMS MAY
BE INTERCEPTED.

Prasident of French Wireless Company Says That They Have

Copies of All the Marconi

Messagés Sent Along the

British Coast—Carnegie Makes Some More
Startling Statements.

.

Montreal, Aug. 6—(Special)—A. special
London cable says: ‘In a long letter to
the Mimes today, 8ir Gilbert Parker
makes ghort work of many anti-Chamber-
lain arguments. Discusing - the dearer food
terror, he says: ‘The past year 110,000
emigrants went to Canada, amd more than
3,000,000 acres of land were taken up. If
only three-quarters of this one year’s
settlement were put tnder wheat, within
four years, at sixtéen bushels to the acre,
there would be poured into the world’s
markets 36,000,000 bushels of wheat. Would
the bread of the English poor man be
dearer or cheaper in that case? If cheap-
er, then wheat would be the smallest pre-
ference, which would secure for Britain
from Canada the 50,000,000 hundredweight
of wheat now obtained from the United
States. A preference of 23 to two shil]j'np
would be sufficient.’

“Sir Gilbert denies that Mr. Chamber-
lain ever named an ‘amount of the prefer-
ence; all he advocated is the prindiple.

“Regarding the attitude of the United
States, Sir Gilbert sugpests that Mr. Cham-
berlain’s proposal would probubly lead
America to see the desirability of a re-
adjuwstment of tariffs with the British em-
pire, though reciprocity is very unlikely.

“Andrew Carnegie, writing to the Times,
accuses Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s speech on

the transcontinentsal railway scheme as sup-
porting his own views and previous con-
tention that the United States would re-
sent the preferential taniff even to the
point of cancelling the bonding system,
He says: ‘The United States does imore
than doublé the trade with Canada than
ig done by her with the rest of the world,
Britain included. This may surprise your
readers, but the two countries ere a8
Siamese twins ecommercinlly, bound by an
unbredkable ligament, 8,000 miles in length
and constantly growing etronger. Those
who aettempt to interferé with these na-
tural conditions or, as & Oanadian minister
récently stated, to fight geography will be
wiser men aftér the effort, but what may
e irreparable injury will have been done
their country by their rashness’

“The Canadian government, standing, as
it does, behind Marconi, qeema.l interest
lies for Canada in today’s news from
Paris. Thpefrelldﬂn gident of the Societe Fran-
catse des Telegriphes et Télegrammes sans
fils says his station at Cape De La Hague
inﬁgrpreted‘,ﬂl the messages sent or re-
ceived by the Marconi company, not, only
at the Lizard, but at other points on the
English, Scotch and Irish coasts, and hold
copies of them at the disposal of Signor
Margoni. i

New Pope’s Career.

“Sarto” ;K “Italian means ‘“Tailor” and
Pius X, when a young seminary student,
being rather elegant in his priestly robes,
‘his companions as a joke said he evidently
knew ‘the business. He began his educa-
tion at a seminary at Treviso, and con-
tinued it at Padua, the seat of the famous
university. e

Pius X was only 23 when he was conse-
crated a priest at (Castlefranco, acting
afterwards for mine years as coadjutor to
the parish priest of Tombolo, province of
Padua, a village of 2,050. His kindness
was untiring. He gave freely of his small
means until he often went without meals
himself, but he kept mmany a poor family
from ‘starvation.

In 1867 he was appointed parish priest
at Salzano. He distinguished himself so
much at Salzano that he was only kept
there two years. In 1876 he was elected
Bishop of Treviso, then spiritual director
of that seminary, and finally vicar general.
~ Pope Leo, who had highly appreciated
his cleverness, piety and modesty appointed
him in November, 1884, at the age of 49
years, Bishop of Mantua, where he re-
mained nine years until 1893, when he was
made cardinal and appointed Patriarch of
Venice. In the Queen of the Adriatic he
distinguished himeelf as a thorough re-
former.

From his appointment rose heated pole-
mics between the Holy See and the Italian
government. The latter, as heir to the
ancient privileges, granted by the Pope to
the republic of Veniceheld that it had the
right to chose and appoint the patriarch.
The government, however, after having
long continued its exequatur eventually
granted it to Sarto who succeeded in gain-
ing general esteem, including that of the
government officials. The Ttalian cabinet
has no feeling against Sarto personally.
In fact he might quite well have been
their choice. Sarto soom became the idol
of the Venetians. When his gondola went
through the canals people rushed on the
bridges and along the sides of the canal,
kneeling and saluting, the women exclaim-
ing: “God bless the Patrianch.” Pius X.
has modest tastes, having retained almost
the same habits as 'when he was a mere
curate at Salpazo. He is severe but was
just with his clergy. There is nothing he
dislikes so much as publicity, detesting the
praise and compliments of courtiers.
{Frankness is another of his principal qual-
ities, aithough he is somewhat timid. The
velations of Sarto with the house of Savoy
are decidedly friendly. Naturally this does
not mean that Sarto, once Pope, will fund-
amentally change the policy that the
ehurch has adopted towards the Italian
state, but certainly his personal feeling will
be favorable to moderation.

Minister of Finance Moves
His Resolution About
Increased Aid.

A LIVELY DEBATE.

Mr. Tarte Made a High Protection
Speech, But Is Sharply Answered,
Especially by Ross of Cape Breton
--Provincial Fishery Rights Mem-
orandum,

Ottawa, Aug. 4—(Special)—The minister
of finance introduced his steel bounty
resolution, of which motice was given on
July 15. He stated that these were di-
vided imto two—one portion dealing with
an extension of one year in the operation
&f the present boumty. seystem, and the
other part providing for a new bounty to
be paid on articles not now manufactured
in Canada. The present bounty amounts
to $3.per ton on sbeel, $3 per ton on pig
iron made from native ore, and $2 per
ton om iron made from imported ove.

The bounty paid last year was 90 per
cent and the government’s proposal is that
the same amount be paid until June 30,
1904; that 75 per cent be paid wuntil June
30, 1905, 55 per cent until June 30, 1806,
and 35 per cent until June 30, 1907, when
they ave to oease. The amount paid last
year in bounties was $1,008,358, and the
amount this year, if the mew proposal had
not been.made and the output remained
the same, would be $815,299-. Instead of
that the sum of $189,050 will-bé-paid under
the proposal for an extension of time.

Mr. Fielding said that in addition to
this the government felt that some en-
deavor shou'd be -made to procure an ad-
vance in the manufacture of goods not
now made in Canada. It had been de-
cided to give a bounty on wire rods and
structural iron and steel, regard being
had to the present position of the tarifi.

On colied mound wire rods not over
three-eighths inch in diameter eold to
wire manufacturers for use in making wire
in their own factories in Canada $6 a ton
will be paid.

Aw
suming that ome-third of the amount im-
ported would be manufactured in Canada
the bounties for the first year would
amount to $150,000. The government had
thought well to leave the terms during
which the bounties should run indefinite
so ‘that parliament could deal with the
matter at amy time, especially in eonnec-
tion with a general revision of the tariff,
if it wae thought necessary.

Mr. Kemp (Toronto) asked why a
bounty had been imposed instead of Juty.

Mr. Fielding replied that a duty would
entail tariff ¢hanges in many items and
the government did not think the coun-
try wae ready for that.

Mr. Kemp—Does that mean that the
honorable gentleman expects a revision ot
the tariff in the mear future?

Mr. Fielding—The matter is left to.the
house. It is quite possibie, but we make
no undertaking.

Mr. Borden eaid that he was glad 1o
see that the finance minister and the gov-
ernment realized the mecessity of 'doing
something to assist the iron and steel in-
dustry. The leader of the opposition had
a-fling at Sir Richard Cartwright's for-
merly expressed opinions on bounties and
added that the only way to protect the
iron and steel industry was by way of
duties and not by bounties.

Mr. Borden read a couple of letters writ-
ten as far back as 1900 which had very
little to 'do with the question and which
brought out nothing that was mew. The
first letter was from Graham Fraser, of
New Glasgow, to H. M. Whitney, of Bos*
ton. It was_dated Sept. 5, 1900. Mr.
Fraser in it suid that he read in the Hali-
fax Morning Chronicle of Sept. 1 a debate
which took place in the Ottawa parlia-
ment on the question of bounties on iron
and steel. He (Fraser) said that he had
just returned from Britain or would have
written Mr. Whitney sooner. Mr. Fraser
then procesded to show how he had wev-
eral interviews with Mr. Whitney in re-
spect to coall, and the manufacture of iron
in Cape Breton and the idea of obtaining
a bounty on iron and steel. Afterwards
they chanced to meet Sir Charles Tupper
in Sydney, who eaid that the opposition
would not oppose the bounty. In reply
to this letter Mr. Whitney wrote on Sept.
7 stating that his letter to Mr. Fielding
was not as to whether Sir Charles Tup-
per was or was mot friendly to bounties
but to deny the statement of Sir Charles
Tupper that he and Mr. Fraser had called
upon Mr. Fielding in Ottawa and implored
of him to give “‘that measure of assist-
ance meceéssary to the organization of this
great enterprise and went home utter.y
disgusted. That was not true of either
of us and Mr. Fielding was, as I said in
my letter, friendly from the time of my
first memtioning it to him.”

Mr. Fielding in reply today said that
he did mot want to detract anything from
what Sir Charles Tupper had done as a
public man, particularly now that he was
out of political life. From what the leader
of the opposition said that mipght be
understood, the truth was that Sir Ghm']e_e
Tupper was not only ungenerous enough

to take all the credit to himseif for what
was being donme in connection with the
bounties on iron and eteel but to add that
he (Fielding) was opposed to this from
the beginning and that Mr., Fraser aad
Mr. Wihitney went homie from Ottawa dis-
gusted with my attitude. Mr. Whitney
wrote a letter contradicting that state
ment. Neither then or now did he (Field-
ing) decire to take away any measure of
credit which was due Sir ‘Charles Tupper.

W. F. MacLean desired to know
how the Grand Trunk would acquire the
$25,000,000 ‘worth of common stock of the
Grand Trunk Pacific.

Mr. McCarthy said he could mot answer
this. He supposed, however, the stock
would be acquired in accordance with the
laws of Canada, and in accordance with
the terms of the contract between the gov-
érnment and the Grand Trunk.

Mr. Fowler (Kings, N.B.) moved that
the Grand-Trunk Railway acquire the $25,-
000,000 Grand Trunk Pacific stock for cash
and at par. !

Dr. Sproule declared that this amend-
ment had to be placed in the G. T. P.
charter, otherwise the clause in the con-

?25,000,000 worth of stock would be value-
ess.

Sir Wilfrid Launier said that there 'was
no doubt that the government and Can-
adian people attached great importance to
the old Grand Trunk Railway coming into
the mew G. T. P. It would be an assur-
ance of success to have this done. But it
would mot be fair to put the Grand Trunk
Railway in a worse position than any
other purchaser. Indeed it would be midic-
ulous to say the Grand Trunk could mot
purchase the Grand Trunk Pacific stock
at its market value, but had to purchase it
at par even if par were more than the
market price.

Sir Wilfrid intimated that there was 1o
precedent in the case of other Canadian
railways for believing this stock would
at once command its par value in open
market. The Grand Trunk should have
the liberty to bid for the Grand Trunk
Pacific sbotk just as any man would have

corporated company.

Mr. Barker held thet when stock was
acquired from & company the purchaser
always made himself responsible for a
hundred cents upon the dollar. If the
Grand Trunk Pacific were permitted to
give the Grand Trunk $25,000,000 of its
stock it would seriously affect the freight
and passenger rates of the road later and
control of the rates was the excuse for
government mssistance.

Sir (Wilfrid Laurier said that the sbock
issue did not affect rates. That was an es-
tablished railway axiom.

Mr. McCarthy said that the sbock would

On two or
three occasions during the last year the
bar had been subjected to indignities in
the court room full of ratepayers and at-
tacked in the most malignant way by oue
or more judges in Nova Scotia. He wish-
ed to know eapecially if the judge was en-
titled to reflect on the county council eom-
mittee which had to build a court house or
to comment on a court full of respeclable
rasepayers. He would not say more but
hoped that theee remarks which would no
doubt meach the eams of the judges in
question, would secure more or less ye-
sepetful treatment for lawyers in publie.
If these judges wished to preserve the dig-
nity of their position they must treat
others with proper respect.

This provision has been
violated, for the town, up to a couple of
weeks ago, exceeded $12,000 in its over-
draft. A local paper has wmeverely con-
demned the board for ite violation of the
law, and now the bank, it was stated by
the councillors, will refuse to again alivw
an over-draft of aqver $5,000; the debit
balance now is $2,367.60. Executions for

The amount of money collected this
year, from matepayers who eaved a dis-
count of five per cent., was $13,300, a
langer sum than for many years, but about
$9,000 remains uncollected.

SAYS VAN HORNE

No Railroad Can Carry Wheaf
All-rail from the West to an
Eastern Canadian Port and
Not Lose Money—How the
C. P. R. Does It.

Toronto, Aug. 4—(Special)—“The Cana-
dian Pacific Railway, Grand Trunk Pacific
Railway or any other all-Canadian route
will mever voluntarily carry a car load of
wheat by all-railway route around the
Great Lakes to an eastern Canadian port
for shipment abroad, for the simple rea-
son it will never pay any road to do so,
Nor will the tramsportation problems in
the west ever be solved by the construc-
tion of an all‘Canadian route from coast
to coast.”

The foregoing statement was made by
Sir William Van Horne in an interview
here today. Continuing, Sir William stat-
ed the Canadian Pacific Railway shipped
every carload of wheat it was possible to
ship by their steamship line on the Great
Lakes from Fort William to Owen Sound
and thence east by rail or else by way of
Buffalo and Erie canal.

A long haul by rail around the Great
Lakes was dreaded, because it was un-
profitable, and the bulk of grain brought
by that route was carried during the win-
ter months and used by millers of On-
tario to keep their mills in operation dur-
ing the cold season.

There was altogether too much talk of
an all-Canadian Toute by people entirely
ignorant of the situation. In discussing an
all-Canadian route, a great mass of the
people seemed to forget what it cost to
construet a road through such a country
as that around Lakes Huron and Superior.
They also seemed to foget such an un-
profitable piece of road had to be main-
tained and kept in the best order.

The Canadian Pacific had been practic-
ally forced to expend their $25,000,000
grant from parliament in constructing their
line through that rough country and part
of the money derived from the sales of
their lands in addition.

Sir William declined to say anything
upon the fast Atlantic service or directly
upon the railway situation at Ottawa.

Agreement Between Cunard Line and British Government

London, Aug. 4—The agreement bcho?n
the admiralty, the board of m'ude‘. the
postmaster general and the Cuxgzu‘gl Steam-
ship Company, dated July 30, 1s issued in
a parliamentary paper this evening. N.»'\c:
companying the agreement ls the draft of
a trust deed, securing the debenture stock
on which the govemmenwt's advance of
$13,000,000 for building the two new steam-
shins is made. v

The new mail carrying ag»{t’cment sub-
stitutes for payments by weight, a fixed
annual payment of $340,000 during the life
of the contract which is for 20 years. It
provides that the mails shall be carried
more speedily than at present. All the
company’s steamships between Liverpoo:,
New York, Boston, the Mediterranean
ports and Havre, including the new steam-
ships which will have a wpeed of 24 to 25
knots, will be at the disposal of the ad-
miralty for hire or purchase in the event
of war. The vessels must be maintained
under the British flag and menaged wivh-
out any undue increase in freight charges
or undue preference against British sub-

jeets. The mastes, officers and engineers

Provides That Boats Must Have a Speed of 25 Knots an
Hour, and Be Manned by British Officers.

of all the vessels must always be Britich
subjects and the same conditions apply to
at leawt three-fourths of the crew. :

O‘n the Campania, Umbnia and Lucania,
until the mew vessels 'have been completed
and thereafiter, on the new vewscls, all the
certificated officers, other than the en-
gineers and not less than half the crews
must belong to the royal naval reserve.

For these concessions the government
agrees to subsidize i4be new vessels at
$375,000 per year each.” The loan of $13,-
000,000 which wiil bear interest at 23-1
per cent and is to be repaid in twenty an-
nual dnstalments,. will rank as the first
charge on the whole Cunard fleet and wiil
be secured by the debentures. The agree-
ment provides for a reduction in the wubd-
iﬂ_dy for the new steamshipe in the care
of their failure to attain a minimum specd
of 23% kmnots.

The revised articles of the Cunard Com-
pany which are dincluded din the parlia-
mentary paper, contain the provisions pre-
viously cabled, stringently excluding for-
eigners from holding shares in the com-
pany directly or in trust.

MISUNDERSTANDING MONCTON.

" The grave newspapers of Maine which
dve interested in the - proposed ' Grand
Trink Pacific railroad will persist in mis-
understanding Moncton, which  they can-
not understand is a railroad centre and
not an ocean port in the sense St. John
is. The “bore” of the Petitgodiac affects
Monecton’s usefulness as a railroad centre
not at all, yet one after another of the
Maine journals appears to fancy that big
ocean steamships are expected to proceed
direct to Moncton and there receive cargoes
from the West.

,For instance the Portland Press says,
Iea.medly

Moncton, the pro;evted terminus of the
Grand Trunk Pacific, is chiefly remark-
able for its high tides, Situated on the
Petitcodiag wiver mear where: it empties
into Chignecto bay, the narrow: northern
arm of the Bay of Fundy, it is in position
to get the full benefit of the heaping up
of the water in that contracted space.
The tide, whidh rises thirty feet at St.
John, is here twice as high; in fact the
extreme range of tide at Moncton is
seventy feet. In some respects these ex-
treme fluctuations would seem to be em-
barassing to navigation, especmlly when
the bove passes up the river in a wall of
water four and five feet high. However, it
cannot be denied that Moncton has a deep
harbor—wheén the tide is in.

Moncton is growing and prosperous, but
its growth is in no semse traceable to its
deep-water harbor and in Moncton they
will regard the Maine editors as mildly
insane or inconceivably ignorant.

CANADA'S NATIONAL PORTS.

With so much discussion over the pros
and cons of railway carriage of western
products through Canadian territory to
Canadian ports on the ‘Atlantic seaboard,
one vital portion of-the transportation
question is in a fair way of being lost to
public view. We refer to the equipment

of Canada’s national parts on the Atlantic.

St. John’s geographical position coupled

with its matural advantages as a local |

freight producing port, places it easily to
the front as the harbor which
can be utilized - with safety all
the year wound as - a great ex-
porting and importing port. But the
proper harbor facilities are yet to be pro-
vided for the handling of that greater
trade which must flow through our port if
it is to be seriously termed a mational
port. While a desperate effort is being,
made to improve the channel of the St.
Lawrence River so as to make Montreal
safe of approach for deep draft ocean
freight carriers; and prevent the frequent
recurrence of such ‘disasters as the recent
grounding of the Lake Manitoba, the de-
velopment of St. John's great natural ad-
vantages as a safe and convenient harbor
for the export trade is being left in
abeyance.

As The Telegraph has frequently pointed
out, the primal duty of our citizens and
their representatives in parliament is to
urge constantly upon the government the
absolute necessity of this development be-
ing made a national work. St. John has
done miuch out of the civic purse to pro-
vide wharfage, elevator and warehouse

facilities at Send Point, but a more com-!

prehensive scheme of harbor development
is necessary if we are to have a port
capable of loading and discharging any
great number of large steamers. The chan-
nel itself must be dredged and the harbor
line maved in towards the Carleton shore,
the Carleton flats dredged into deep water
basina for heavy draught steamers, and
further wharves and an additional elevator
comsstructed. 7 -

We are not unmindful that this will cost
millions of dollars and geveral years of still
more ‘valuable time.. Nor do we forget
that while the citizens of St. John have
shown a wise and brave patriotism in past
expenditures, that this further work is be-
yond their ability to perform. . But it must
be done if the scheme of national trans-
portation through St. John as the most
available open port on the Canadian ea-
board is to be more than a pleasant
dream. It is 'a ‘presen necessity, for
already the winter traffic taxes to the
utmost .the harbor facilities. Further-in-
crease in business is impossible, as we
have reached the limit of the present
facilities ‘of the port.

architect from New York, who strongly
favored @ steel-hull, made in England, in
three, sections, ‘taken down and brought
out here, and put together again. Last
week it really looked as if this plan would
be adopted, or at least as if the New York
man’ would be the designer of the mew
boat. But Thwursday the current set in an-
other direction, and the whole question
of wooden and steel hu'ls, side-wheels and
propellors, was threshed over again by the
boand of works, as if it had not been pre-
viously considered at all. In the end it
was practically decided ,to send for the
Boston man, and when he comes the ques-
tion of wood and steel will be once more
discussed.

Necessarily this will involve some fur-
ther delay. At the council meeting last
Monday, Mayor White expressed surprise
to learn that nothing had been done about
the new ferry boat. 'Ald., Tufts protested
that something had been done. But since
all the time Bpent in conference with the
New York architect was wasted, mothing
whatever having vesulted drom it, the
mayor was right end A, Tufts was
wroong. If now the Boston designer does
not prove eatisfactory there will be still
more delay \ -

J. W. Glenister Will Attempt to Swim. the:
Niagara Rapids Some Time This Month .
t —en. o

J. W. (lenister of New York, a BWim-
mer of ability, will some time this monti}
probably between ‘Aug. 8 and ‘16, attempl.
to swim the Niagara rapids.: The exact
date on which the attempt will be made
has as yet not been anounced, and prob-
ably will not be made public, it being
withheld in order to prevent-police inter-
ference. Glenister is known as a swimmer
of pluck, and he feels confident of succeed-
ing in his perilous attempt.

The- last man who tried to swim the
rapids was Capt. Matthew Webb, the
English swammer, and who died in the at-
-tempt. In reference to it, Glenister said:
«] know that Webb lost his life in the at-
tempt to swim the rapids, but I am oon-
fident that I ean do it. I shall keep. to
mid-channel, where there are mno rodks,
and expect to accomplish the feat in from
10 to 15 minutes. The water runs 23 miles
an hour at that point. Capt. Webb lost
his life through hugging the shore, and was
thrown head first against. the rocks. The
channel is free from all obstruction and 1
rely on it to pull me throug 4

Glenister’s only apprehension is of the
suction, for he expects to be drawn down,
but figures that the same force which pulls
him under the surface of the water will
immediately throw him up again.

Glenister swam from Narragansett Pier
to Newport in 1897, and in the same month
dove off the Halstead street bridge, in
Chicago. He is the holder of the swim-
ming record between Providence, (R. I.),
and Crescent Park, eight miles. He made
the distance in &h. 40m. In January, 1809,
he swam a half-mile, from Riverside to
Parnham, in a river practically filled with
ice. The following year he won over 72
contestants in a swim from Hell Gate to
the Liong Island shore; in New York, and
in 1896 won the American championship
from Joe Stark. He also tried to swim
the Engligh channel, from Dover to Calais,
and was taken out of the water uncon-
scious, after swimming 18 hours and having
covered 33 miles.

CAVE OF GIANTS
IV CALIFORNIA,

Remarkable Cavern Found in Provi-
dence, Whose Beauty is Beyond
Description. :
Seattle, Wash., Aug. 2—A mammoth
cave has been discovered in the heart of
the Providence Mountdins, Southeastern
Californis, which is hamed the “Cave of

beauty otheér renowned caverns, of the
globe, if graphic descriptions are to be
crettited. | : /

George L. Berg, who discovered the eavl
and explored its recesses, has takeén up his
residence in Seattle. Jt wae Mr. Berg's
love tor scenic beauty which took him in-
to the Providence Mountains.

Tooking acrose ‘the Fo Shea pess frgm
Goldstone camp every -evening at .eunset
there are outlined on the face of the im-
mense limestone cliffs that form the nogth-
ern wall of the pass two giant masks,
formed by the contour of the rocks and
the evening shades. Otgffaoehqsﬂmpqse
of a bearded giant, with his head piliowed
on the brow of the mountains and 2{&
closed in slumber. m’li'ihq other faoce is that
‘of a_low browed, sallow cheeked and sul-
len Mo with: Setegly chin mﬁa
mustache, gezing vacantly info space.

Strange sérpentine
forme of petrified emakés and lizards of
divers kinds were encrusted in the walls
of what resembled beds of delicately tint-
ed moss.

Above us hing great stalactites of
snowy. whitenéss, resembling icicles.

The statues fake ‘many and
grotésque forms. We found many strange
chaped, carved, as ‘it were, by the hand
of mature out of translucent stone. A
candle thrust into a erhall chamber of the
vast grotto revealed a frost-like tracery
of crystals on the walls so delicite that
it crumbleés at the touch of the fingers.
At the narrow entrance to the south
grotlo is a huge human face outlined on
the wall. -

“I threw a rope up a steep declivity and
it was caught on a short, stout post, set
op the edge of a terrace, /At the top of
this terrace is another marvel of nature’s
handiwork. Before us stretched a gallery
with an ‘exquisitély delicate patteérn of
lime crystals that sparkled in the light of
the candles like frdst in the surlight. The
floor as as smooth as a billiard table.
From_the roof hung stalactites, some long,
some ehort, ‘others flat, and still others as
thin as a shingle.

“Still we passed on from alcove fo cham-
ber, noting traces of a myeterious beauty
now done in brackets and again in scroll
work. - _

“The last object to arouse our curiosity
was a giant toadstool, like a huge um-
brella, large enough to shelber a dozen peo
ple under if. After passing the toadstool
the nature of the cavérn' changes. There

pany in Toronto; eight cents a pound
plicked weight is paid in Montreal. In
several mon'ths. live ¢hitikens can be bought
by the produce merchants for above
rates, or for a small increase in”them. If
ithe hens -are held until fall they will not
realize g8 great a profit as they will -this
month owing to the réduction of thé mar-
ket price for fowls and ‘the loss of flesh
in moulting. Hens should be soid. when
ithey are two years old. 1All male birds
ghould be so0ld ini the summer and cooker-
els msed for breeding the following sea-
som, =

The edvantages of retaining the early
pullets for fall and winter egg{production
have ‘been repeatedly stated.

Sale of Chickens. _
From é€leven cents to twelve cents per
pound live weight is offered in Toronto
and Montreal for chickens Weighing over
one and a half pounds each. The prices
correspond approximately to fourteen
cents and fifteen cents per pound plucked
weight, and twenty cents and twenty-two
cents per d drawn weight. It is evi-
dent that an dincreased fprofit will be rea-
lized by selliig. the earlier and heavier
cockerels of theflock at once. This profit
corresponds o the increaséd revenue de-
rived by market gardeners and fruit grow-
ers who place staple articles on the market
before the vegular supply, is available.

Crate-fatted Chickens. - :

The increased. consumption of chickens
in Canada is due to the improved quality
and ‘appearance of the chickens that are
offered for sale. 'This improvement has
been established through the business of
crate-fattening chickens, introduced by
this department of agriculture, and to the
methods of killing, plucking and shaping
the chickens before ithey are marketed.
Every farmer in Canada should be in pos-
session of the details of the crate-fattening
business. Tt is a business that can be
managed by any member of the household;
the required mumber of crates are easily
constructed; the chickens will gain from
one and a half poiinds tto ‘three pounds each
during 24 days’ fattening, and the cost
of feed per pound of gain in live weight
will average from five cents to six and a
half cents. . »

Fall Fairs.

Fowls that are to be exhibited at the
fall ‘fairs ‘should ‘be shaded from the sun
during moulting. This will prevent the
new feathers having a faded or mottled
appearance. Breeders of fancy fowls are
very particufar in this Tespect and cover
the tops of the yards used by the moulting
birds with old carpets, lumber, etc. The
fowls are given liberty during the late
afternoon and evening only. Amimal food
and wegetables are necessary for moulting
fowls. ie animal food, euch*as waste
meat or raw bones will incredse the supply
of protein or albumen for the growth of
feathers; the vegetables are useful in regu-
lating the system.

Wireless Along Newfoundland.

St. John’s, Nfld.,, Aug. 4—A member of
Marconi’s staff has arrived here to install
a seriés of wireless telegraph stations along
the coast at the instance of the Newfound-
land 'government.

Over 1,000 Men Are Employed at
the Iron Mines.

Great Forest Wealth of Newfoundfand--Ex-
ports of ‘Lumber This Year Will Be 50,
000,000 Feet.

St. John’s, Nfld., July 29.—The summer
work is mow at its height at Bell Island,
where over 1,000 men are employed, 600 at
the “Nova Scotia” mine and 450 at the
“Dominion.” The enlarged force engaged
at the former deposit is due fo the fact
that this concern sells its ore at Philadel-
phia and Rotterdam, besides using it at
New Glasgow and Sydney employs a fleet
of ore-carriers to transport it- Since the
geéason opened the two concerns have main-
tained, between them, the average of a
loaded steamer daily, and hope to com-
tinte ‘this until next Christmas. The
stéamers carry from 4,000 to 5,000 tons and
the facilities are so ‘great that they can
load 500 to 1,000 tons an hour, énabling a
ship to berth, load and leave ‘Wwithin the
day. The ‘companies hope to sénd away
@8 mitich ore this year as last, when 750,000

tons twas despatched. From May lst to

date ‘they have shipped 260,000 and as they
have nearly five months yet it is likely
they will éxcéed that quantity though the
difficulty of mining the iore has been in-
creased of late through underground work
being necessitated. Shafts, tunnels and
eross-cuts have been driven and one main-
shaft extends inward 1,000 feet, the raild

for the ore-cars following the excavations;

promptly. Mhe workmen are paid at the
rate of 11 cents an hour for surface and 12
for underground work, and it is possible
to secure 14 hours labor daily, ‘which many
contrive to do. They are paid monthly,
the wage-list running to about $37,000, and
tthis is distributed all over the island, as
most of the men come from different
sections and forward the cash to their
families. There is a surprising infrequency
of accidents, the men rarely being injured
in contradistinetion to ‘Sydmey “where fa-
talities dre of frequent dbccurence.

The export-of sawn lumber this year is
expected to reach 50,000,000, for the several
concerns ‘interested. The Timber Estates
Company, alone, hope to account for 25,
000,000 of ‘this and' the other mills will con-
tribute the remainder. The former com-
pany is having 20 steamers load with the
product at Lewisport before the close of
navigation, and the other shipments will
bé transported by means of schooners and
barques. There are said to be over 2,000
men getting a permanent living in this
colony now through lumbering and' many
more could secure employment if disposed.
But our people are not lumbermen, but
fishermen, primarily, and they turn to this
when fishing is not good or after the sea-
son is over. They adapt themselves read-
ily to the work of logging, But are only in-
different teamsters, thanks to the lack of
horsés in our outports, eo that it has be-

Two Elections Within Eighteen

Months, Says One in a Po-
sition to Speak for Colonial
Secretary’s Party—Further
Special Inquiry Into the
Situation In England.

(Special correspondence of The St. John
Telegraph and Montreal Herald.)

London, July 20—Mr. Chamberlain has
been muzzled for some time past, and those
of his supporters who are in the ministry,
also consider themselves under bonds to
keep the peace. Thiere is something sub-
lime about the way the people hereabouts
continue to wear long faces in presence of
the most ludicrous situations. Just before
I sailed $rom Montreal, Mr. Chamberlain
had made arrangements to address some
6,000 of his ‘constituents on his own lawn.
After what had gone before, many of us
half expected to hear that gs a zesult of
the garden party the “pushful” secretary’s
resignation had been asked for, and a gen-
eral election precipitated . It turned out,
however, that the party did not come off,
that the grass was too long, or something
of the sort. There were a few smiles over
this, but very few, for our friends here
know it means that Mr. Chamberlain has
agreed to keep off the thin ice, and they
see no humor in that. And mow that he
has sent word to his friends that he will
not be able to attend his own postponed
garden party, they do not smile either.

But while he is kept; busy holding his
tongue, and artfully slibping out of the
house just when awkward.questions are
about to be-asked, Mr. Chamberlain seems
to be fairly active in other ways. He has
an. organization whose ‘telegraph address
is “Consistent, Birmingham” [(which real-
1y has elicited some smiles), who are mak-
ing it their business to circulate what we
would call protectionist literature in quan-
tities worthy of a Canadian political or-
ganizer.

To ¢nown all,.a set of election literature
has just been: .issued from .the Conserva-
tive party Headqiarters‘in Liondon, which

servative literature of last eléction, part of
which was idesigned for consumption only
in Quebec, 'and ithe other part for con-
sumption anywhere except Quebec. This
is a little better than ours, however, for
it consists of a set of leaflets marked A,
consisting of speeches favoring the Cham-
berlain proposals, and another set marked
B, being selections from speeches opposed
to ‘those proposals. His Grace the Duke
of Devonshire is given the very great, if
unusual, distinction of being quoted on
both sides of the controversy, one speech
going with the A leaflets, another with
the B leaflets.
