The procession, which was perfectly or­
derly, was halted at St. George’s Circle, 
<xne mile from the house of parliament, 
and here a deputation of picked men pro­
ceeded to the house of commons to lay 
the grievances of themselves and their 
comrades before Premier Campbell-Ban­
nerman. i

The premier received the deputation in 
a private room, War décrétary Haldane 
and Baron Tweedmouth, first lord of the 
admiralty being present.

William Crooks, member of the house 
of parliament for Woolwich, introduced 
the deputation and the men then explain­
ed their grievances. The premier made 
a sympathetic reply, and assured the me A 
of the governments anxiety that these in­
evitable discharges should entail as little 
hardship as possible. Secretary Haldane 
then explained the necessity of the reduc­
tion in military expenditures.

London, April 22—The “cry of the un­
employed” was raised in London tonight, 
when several thousand skilled workmen 
who had been discharged from Woolwich 
arsenal as an outcome of War Secretary 
Haldane’s scheme of reducing military ex­
penses, marched with bands and banners 
the Song distance from Woolwich to the 
bouse of commons to impress their griev­
ances upon the government. The com­
plaints of the men are far-reaching, repre­
senting not only loss of employment but 
the wiping out of their savings invested 
Sn little properties located in the histori­
cal and heretofore prosperous town of 
Woolwich.

Some of the discharged men had been 
employed in the arsenal at AV oolwich for 
not less than thirty years. A number of 
printers and other tradesmen, laborers 
and citizens joined the procession, which 

further augmented by a strong body 
of workers from the army clothing factory

Montreal, April 22—A special London 

cable says: The bald official summary of 
the colonial conference debates gives but 
a crude idea of the realljT sharp differences 
of opinion which exist among the mem­
bers. For practical purposes the confer­
ence is now divided into two distinct 
camps. Sir Wilfrid Laurier and General 
Botha, of the Transvaal, constitute one 
and Première Deakin, of Australia; Ward, 
of New Zealand; Jameson, of Cape Col­
ony, and Moore, of Natal, constitute the 
other.

Sir Wilfrid and the ex-Boer general un­
questionably lead the conference in abil­
ity and personal weight. Moreover their 
insistence upon national as against imper­
ial points of view is more in keeping with 
English liberalism of the Campbell-Ban­
nerman type than is the ardent imperial 
unionism of the other premiers. Hence 
the BotharLaurier combination will lead 
all along the line to the bitterest disap­
pointment of some of the best friends of 
the empire here.

Their chief victories so far number four. 
First, they carried the whole conference 
with them in overriding the British min­
istry’s desire to exclude colonial minis­
ters, other than premiers, from the full 
statue established. The conference is no 
longer a mere departmental affair but 
meetings between governments and gov­
ernment. Second, they defeated the Aus­
tralasian proposals for a full-blooded im­
perial council, though these proposals 
made safeguards against encroachments 
upon colonial autonomy. Third, with the 
help of Lord Elgin and Sir Henry Camp­
bell-Bannerman , they defeated Premier 
Deakin *s plan for a new department, in­
dependent of the colonial office attached 
to the office of the British prime minister 
to act as an intermediary between the 
British and colonial governments, the col­
onial office being left to manage the crown 
colonies
British Taxpayer Will Foot the 

Bill.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier only agreed to the 

creation of a secretariat of conference for 
which, by the way, the British taxpayer 
will entirely pay, because by the natural 
expansion of the role of high commission­
er Canada will be more and more inde­
pendent of any such channel of communi­
cation with tiie various British ministers.

Again with the help of Lord Elgin, Sir 
Wilfrid was chiefly instrumental in de­
feating the other premiers’ desire for full 
disclosure of the proceedings of the 
ference. In order to educate the public 
here and in the colonies Premiers Deakin, 
Ward and others contended they had 
nothing to hide from the public. Sir Wil­
frid held that publicity would turn what 
should be a kind of a cabinet meeting in­
to a debating society, lienee the adopted 
compromise under which the colonial of­
fice issues to the press its own well sub­
edited precis of the chief points raised by 
each minister.

The Laurier-Botha combination has 
further triumphs in view over the ques­
tions of defence and preference. They will 
stoutly resist Premier Jameson’s pro­
posals for proportional contributions to 
the imperial navy and will also refuse to 
assent to the resolutions which Mr. Hal­
dane, as chief secretary for war, has sub­
mitted for the creation of a general staff 
for the empire, also all schemes for the

better condition of the naval strength ot 
the empire. All they aie willing to ap­
prove is a series of small points such as 
co-operation in organization like the ex­
change of military units, etc., and possibly 
the development of colonial naval reserves.

Again on the subject of trade preference 
Wilfrid Laurier has already made it 

clear that he will resist any attempt to 
embarrass British Liberalism by insistence 
upon a reciprocal preference. Dr. Jame­
son and the other premiers contend that 
the conference has a duty to the whole 
empire and being convinced that prefer­
ence is the only immediate line of ap­
proach towards the unity of the empire, 
they should frankly and formally say so.
Botha Invites Laurier to the 

Transvaal.
The association of Sir Wilfrid Laurier 

and General Botha goes beyond the 
ference room. They were drawn together 
almost from the start by the similarity 
of the relationship of the Boers and 
French-Canadians towards the crown and 
government here. Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
expresses a high opinion of the abilities 
of General Botha, which Botha more than 
reciprocates. General Botha frankly ad­
mits that lie is somewhat of a novice in 
statescraft, and says that he has much to 
learn that Sir Wilfrid Laurier is especially 
qualified to teach him. He has given Sir 
Wilfrid a most pressing invitation to visit 
the Transvaal provinces. The new Trans­
vaal government and the whole Transvaal 
people without discrimination of 
would give him a most enthusiastic 
tional welcome. He says it would be im­
possible to exaggerate the tranquilizing 
effect at this critical juncture upon all 
classes of Boer opinion by the presence 
and speech of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, as the 
French-Canadian premier of a free, con­
tented nation like Canada. The British 
ministers cordially echo Botha’s wish, but 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier hesitated to pledge 
himself to so formidable an undertaking.

Leading promoters of the BlacksovMIali- 

fax fast mail service, including Sir Thomas

Sir Wilfrid asked for detailed assurances 
of the feasibility of the ferry between 
England and Ireland, which is an essen­
tial part of the scheme, doubts having 
been expressed whether it was suitable for . 
a fast mail service. The deputation quoted 
the success of the ferry between Denmark 
and Germany and also the proposal argued 
before parliament to adopt a ferry between 
Dover and Calais. The deputation re­
presented that all the necessary money 
for the scHcme, including Lord Stratli- 
cona’s conditional promise of $500,000. 
now in sight, provided that Canada co­
operates.

Writes from Halifax That it Would Be

Securities Were Turned Over to a 
Wall Street Broker—Another Ar­
rest May Follow.

New York, April 22—The shortage in 
the accounts of W. O. Douglas, assistant 
loan clerk of the Trust Company of North 
America, who was arrested yesterday on 
a charge of stealing bonds from the vaults, 
may reach a quarter of a million dollars. 
Douglas is said to have confessed to Oak- 
leigh Thorne, president of the trust 
pany, at the time of his arrest, that he 
had made away with, $50,000 in bonds, and 
today it was reported that he had made a 
Written confession to Mr Thome in which 
he admitted that the total value of the 
bonds taken by him would reach $250,000.

The bonds are said to have been turned 
over to a Wall street broker, who is be­
lieved to have acted for Douglas in good 
faith. It was reported also that the ar­
rest of Douglas is expected to be followed 
by the arrest of another man who regisr 
tered with Douglas at the Hotel Portland 
as “W. R. Gray and wife, Boston.”

Douglas was first arrested charged with 
stealing Rock Island bonds valued at $50,- 
000.

Halifax, N. S., April 22—A Marconi 

message was received by Mr. Parsons, 
agent of the marine and fisheries, this 
morning, from Captain Kerr, of the White 
Star liner Cymric, via Cape Sabue and 
Camperdown, to the effect that the Cym­
ric had passed the Norwegian steamer 
Nanna at 7.30 o’clock Sunday evening, in 
lat. 42.25, Son. 64.10, or 126 miles south­
west of Halifax. The Nanna was disabled, 
having lost her propeller. The wind at 
the time was blowing strong from the 
west, and she was drifting to the north­
east, and was displaying signals asking for 
assistance.

The Nanna is the steamer which was 
towed in here disablevl by the steamer 
Mystic last winter. She was last report­
ed as sailed from Portland (Me.) on April 
12 for Hillsboro (N. B.) It is likely a 
tug will be sent from here to pick her up, 
if she is not secured by some steamer in 
the meantime.

New London, Conn., April 22—U. S. 
Steamboat Inspectors Withey and Stewart 
today made public their finding in the 
steamer Larch mont marine disaster on 
the night of February 11, when more than 
100 lives were lost in the sinking of the 
steamer after collision with the schooner 
Harry Knowlton in Block Island Sound.

The responsibility for the collision is 
laid upon Pilot John L. Anson, of the 
Larchmont, who was drowned, and Capt. 
George W. McVey is practically exoner­
ated, though not complimented for his 
Efforts to save lives. The schooner is de­
clared to have been sailed in full compli­
ance with the navigation rules.

John C. McNeil Wanted by Police-

Mount Forest, Ont., April 22—(Special)

Instructions have 
been sent broadcast for the arrest of Mc­
Neil and his alleged confederates.

Lubec, Me., April 22—The entire plant 
of the Scacoast Canning Company, leased 
to the American Canning Company, of 
New \ork, at North Lubec, was burned 
today. The fire was caused by 
plosion in the gas house. No 
jured.

Lost Species Found Again.
WM. MoINTOSH,

Curator of the Natural History 
Society.

became After its long journey it was found to 
be a new species. Mr. McIntosh has 
found quite a number such in the course 
of his rambles but he is modest on this 
point. Incidentally he told the story of 
how he rediscovered a lost species. It is 
quite interesting. About sixty years ago 
a British military officer stationed in Hal­
ifax made a collection of moths which he 
presented to the British museum. Some 
of these were new and were named by the 
British scientists. One of these was not 
again taken by collectors for more than 
fifty years and was deemed a lost species.
A year or two a^o Mr. McIntosh sent a 
number of moths to the United States to 
be named. One had to be sent to the 
British museum and was found to be no 
other than the long lost species. Mr. Mc­
Intosh has since supplied many of the 
leading collections with these.

Mr. McIntosh’s collection is really made 
lip of a number of collections lor. in ad­
dition to the mounted specimens arc ex­
hibits of the more important insects which 
affect fruit trees, small fruits, garden crops 
and grains, representing the 
stages of each together with its work as 
far as material permits. Species injurious 
to forest and shade trees and their stag’s 
and manner of work are also exemplified 
as well as those that are beneficial. These 
collections are extremely valuable to the 
farmer, and forester, showing as they do * 
at a glance the pests which destroy the 
fruits of their labor and how best to nt-

“There was great disappointment along 
the valley of the St. John when the re­
sult of the surveyors’ report was known. 
From Woodstock down the residents in 
that valley and their ancéstors for 100 
years before them had been entirely with­
out railway communication and their 
hopes were dashed. Along the river it is 
a fact that many fertile parishes have lost 
population and have fewer people today 
than in 1861; so their disappointment can 
be readily understood.

“It was my good fortune and that of 
my government to get in touch with Mc­
Kenzie & Mann, the great Canadian rail­
road men, who own the Canadian North­
ern Railway, and to arrange that in the 
near future they should begin construction 
of a railway down the valley of the river 
which will make St. John the Atlantic 
terminus of their road. (Cheers).

“Fault was found with me that I cor­
responded by telegram but I prefer to 
move quickly or someone else may do 
what I have in mind. I received a reply 
from McKenzie & Mann that they would 
survey the route and if the report was 
favorable that they would begin construc­
tion of this railway. Whether their line 
from Quebec will go through the state of 
Maine or not, it will be the short line 
between Quebec and St. John and of neces­
sity this city will be its Atlantic port. 
Beginning railroad building only ten years 
ago, McKenzie & Mann have added link 
after link to their system and they now 
own and control 3,000 miles of road.

“This proposition seemd to me of great 
importance and I am sure that you ap­
prove. I expected approval from the St. 
John valley but I was delighted to hear 
from all parts of the province a chorus 
of approval of the wise course pursued 
by the* administration.

'Tn view of what the C. P. R. are doing, 
and what the Canadian Northern will do, 
we can readily see that St. John’s present 
facilities are inadequate. What is the 
government doing? I make bold to say 
that they are acting with the greatest 
generosity. The people of the west are 
awakening to the claims of the east that 
trade should flow through Canadian ports. 
This year $500,000 has been given for 
dredging but if we can we will get more 
because St. John has been doing a great 
national work. We have a right to ask 
not only that the government should go 
on assisting this port in a larger measure, 
but that they shall take over in the near 
future the whole work themselves.- The 
time is coming when they must take over 
the four ports of Montreal, Quebec, Hali­
fax and St. John, and do away with ton­
nage, harbor and wharfage dues, and make 
them free for the commerce of Canada. 
That policy I will advocate if elected. 
(Renewed cheers).

“I will not trespass longer on yoiir time, 
in accepting the nomination of the Lib­
eral party, if tendered to me, I «hall be 
leaving a position of considerable honor, 
for it is no mean place to be premier of 
this province, and leader of the intelli­
gent people who compose this province of 
New Brunswick. Wherever I go I hear 
that if we asked the people of this prov­
ince if they approved of the policy of the 
provincial government we should be re­
turned by an overwhelming majority and 
I should be assured of five years more. But 
I feel the interests of St. John are so im­
portant that, as you think as your repre­
sentative I can advance those interests, I 
must accept.

All signs point to Hon. William Pugsley 
as the next member for the City and 
County of St. John at Ottawa.
