Play started a little tamely, the 
puck being kept in Chatham ter- 
ritory most of the time, until the 
Chatham forwards by a combined 
rush swept down the ice and shot 
a goal, which however was net al­
lowed on account of off-side play.

Railway men .seem to be .in 
hearty accord with the_ suggestion 
although the new divisional centre 
would relieve some of a good deal 
of detention pay. A few days 
ago there were at one time be­
tween Campbellton and Newcastle 
six specials and four regulars. In 
order to move the latter the des- 
patcher was compelled to side track 
the former for hours, thus piling np 
a large detention account. It is 
argued that if Newcastle were 
made a divisional point thousands 
of dollars of detention money 
would bo saved every year and 
the I. C. R. deficit materially de­

Picturesque Old French 
Buildings Seen in Quebec

THE MATAPEDIA VALLEY

A Winter Garb Cannot Con­
ceal the Beauty of the 

Scenery

(The Transcript)
Ottawa. Ont Jan. 24.— From 

Moncton to Montreal on the mari­
time express is a trip that the 
average person will jiot soon for­
get. In mid-winter one naturally 
sees less of the,magnificent scenery 
a ongthe Intercolonial than in
summer,-when tourists from var­
ious parts of the contfnent avail 
themselves of the opportunity of 
viewing some of the finest scenery 
in Canada. But even at this time 
of the year the snow-clad hills and 
valleys along the Intercolonial are 
not without especial interest.

As Lho “maritime' 'glides out of 
Moncton, leaving the glimmering 
lights of west end in the rear, and 
Berry’s Mills, is passed there is a 
straight-away course of half a. 
hundred miles over the plains 
northward. The ‘'maritime” 
leaving Moncton, has a fine oppor­
tunity to make excellent . time on 
this part of the northern division. 
With a good locomotive out of the 
Moncton yard, and plenty of steam 
np, the run from Moncton to New­
castle occupies comparatively little
time.

Since the Ocean Limited was 
cancelled — as Transcript readers 
are aware—It is necessary for pass­
engers on the maritime to travel 
through the northern part of Naw- 
Brunswick and the famous Mata- 
pedia vallqy during the night or 
early morning. The scenery how­
ever is of a type familiar to a New
Brunswicker until the train be­
gins winding its way about the 
huge hills in the eastern part of 
Quebec. Most of the passengers 
are enjoying,themselyes in “dream­
land” until train is well on towards 
the St. Lawerence river; or with 
two Pullman cars on the maritime 
a comfortable repose takes preced­
ence even over a glimpse of the 
rugged bluffs along the Matapedia.

As the light of day appears on 
the horizon the passenger awakens 
to find himself in a country quite 
different “in appearance to that 
generated from him by the mount­
ainous stretches of Gaspe penin­
sula. Fine up-land farms appear 
but the buildings—and also the 
way in which the farms are divided 
seem altogether different from 
those of New Brunswick and Nova 
Scotia. >

To the [average Canadian the 
panorama at once suggests Quebec. 
The farms are cut up m long 
strips, and are usually at right 
angles to the Intercolonial. The 
french Canadians have divided the 
properties in this way among their 
sons and grandsons. Their farms 
are “sliced” off, so to speak, in-, 
Stead of being measured in squares 
or oblongs from half a mile to a 
mile wide. z

The buildings, too,— as I have 
said—are difierent from the farm 
hôuses of New Brunswick. They 
are chiefly wooden, and appear to 
have been built many years ago. 
Many of these structures in Que­
bec have stood the ravages of the 
weather for two or three genera­
tions. The residences are con­
structed on prin dpals that existed 
in France a century or more ago.

They are plain wooden buildings. 
In most of them a conspicuous 
feature is that the windows instead 
of rising,'when opened, are swung 
back like doors, x following the old 
French style. The rafters of the 
roofs .seemingly curve inward in- 
steaneof forming a direct line from 
the eaves to the peak.

Yet, with their fa/m houses and 
buildings somewhat antiquated, 
the French-Canadians along the 
Intercolonial are evidently pros­
perous and happy.. If they have 
large, modernly built and equippT 
ed farm-houses painted and fur­
nished to suit the tastes of the 
modern house-wife; and if the 
Çrench Canadian farmers have not 
commodious ' stables, barns and 
storehouses fitted up with wind­
mills and other labor-saving de­
vices, there is one..fact suggested, 
to the onlooker—they are a happy, 
law-abiding people. Happiness 
is the key-note of their lives. 
They live in communities, and 
they are apparently coûtent to 
live quietly within sight of the 
homesteads on which they were
reared, and tu enjoy at all times 
the sociability of their neighbors. 
Their farms, in fact, are divided 
with this object in view. The 
buildings are- invariably grouped 
together in each community in­
stead of being scattered with a
half mile or mile intervening be­
tween each which is usually the 
case in New Brunswick,

In nearly every village or col­
lection of farm houses one sees the 
church.. Usually the churches are 
massive stone structures. They 
give evidence of having brought 
foith the beet skill in masonry and 
persistent efforts in having the 
church in the most magnificent a- 
mong the edifices of the land. In 
many of the Quebec villages there 
is nothing very elaborate about 
their buildings except the churches 
which are always handsome and 
well cared for. Whatever they
attain in the arts of modern life, 
there is "every evidence of unity 
and devotion among the French 
Canadian farmers.

The principal town on the Inter­
colonial, between Campbellton and 
Levis, is River du loup. This is 
an important terminal point on 
the 1. C. E. It contains many 
stone buildings. The town has a 
pretty appearance. At this time 
of the year one of the first things 
to attract a Monctoqian is the large 
toboggans which bear a striking 
contract to the pangs of New 
Brunswick. These large black
painted toboggans are usually two- 
seated and richly equipped with 
fur robe*. They are common all 
through Upper Canada while in 
New Brunswick they would be 
looked upon as a rarity.

One Of the finest sections of 
Quebec province. east of Levis is 
St 'Antie's. ‘ The passenger may 
peer through a cat window for 
five or six miles across meadow- 
landthat. in the distance, appears to 
be completely j covered with 
wooden ^fences. Here and there 
huge bluffs rise abruptly from the 
level farm lands.

The scenery around Quebec has 
been described so often, and por­
trayed so* familiarly from school 
book to railway time-table, it is 
scarcely necessary'to elaborate on 
this historic spot. Every Tran­
script reader has either seen this 
citadel or its picture. Any one 
who has seen its picture would re­
cognize the original I had not 
seen it for six years, but there 
stood the grim old fortress as fam­
iliar as if it bad been yesterday. 
There is individuality about Que­
bec quite different to other Can­
adian cities. It is familiar and 
yet possesses a peculiar fascination 
that holds the attention.. Whether 
the onlooker is interested merely 
in the grey rock towering above 
him,—or travels back in fancy to 
the time when the great English, 
French and Indian warriors held 
sway over this ancient spot— there 
is something about Quebec that
lingers in the memory.

F o n Lovis westward there is 
comparatively little scenery for a 
long distance, as the railway trav­
erses a new section of country. In 
approaching Montreal, however, 
one of the finest and oldest agricul­
tural sections of the continent may 
be viewed from the train. It diff­
ers greatly from the Eastern and 
middle sections of Quebec. The 
farms are large and well cultivated. 
The men who operate these farms
are in it as a business and appar­
ently carry on their work on scien­
tific principles.

The scenery in this portion of 
Quebec makes one speak the name 
of Canada with pride. It is cal­
culated to awaken in the mind of 
the easterner a conception of a 
broad and resourceful country, 
that contains every natural requir- 
ment to make it the finest in the 
world.

Toronto. Jan 26—The election 
yesterday resulted inthe overhrow 
of the Boss adpainstration by the 
enormous majority of forty eight, 
The new Legislature will consist of 
according to present returns, sev­
enty-three Conservativ&s and 
twenty-five Liberals.

Four members of the Ross 
cabinet were defeated. The four 
were Hon Dryden, Minister of 
Agriculture; Hon F. R. Latchford 
Attorney General, and formerly 
Commissioner of Public Works 
before the present re-construction 
Hon J. M1 Gibson, minister with­
out portfolio, and formerly Attor­
ney General: and Hon F. E. Evan- 
turel.

Mr. J. P. Whitney was elected 
in Dundas by five hundred major­
ity.

In West Middlesex, Hon G W. 
Ross was elected by about thirty 
majority.

Toronto elected four . Conserv­
atives and Hamilton two. London 
also returned a Conservative. 
Brockville and Kingston each re­
turned a L&eral. Ottawa, which 
was due of the surprises of the el­
ection, elected two Liberals and 
with Glengarry constituted the 
Liberal gains. The Conservatives 
gained twenty eight seats and lost 
but three. The Liberal gains 
were three and their losses twenty-
eight;

Toronto, Ont., January 2*1 
The latest returns regarding the 
Ontario elections give Mr. Whit­
ney a majority-of 42. One seat is 
still disputed. vThis is Port Ar­
thur and Rainy River, which the 
Conservatives claim for Preston by 
150, but which the Liberals*aay has 
elected Kennedy by 50 majority 
The defeat of Hon W. A. Charlton 
in South Norfolk is confirmed, the 
majority against him being 5. 
Currie, Liberal, is elected in Prince 
Edward, by the narrow majority 
of 3, while in Monk, Hon R. Har- 
court’s majority is down to 20, 
with two polls missing'. He is 
however, is probably elected by a 
small majority. In West Huron, 
the Liberals claim the election of 
Cameron, Liberal, by 4 while the 
UoBsêrvatives declare the result a 
tie. The populaf majority of the 
Conservatives in the province is 
estimated as in the neighborhood 
of 30,000.

The three seats which have 
changed to the Liberal column 
since yesterday are Essex South, 
Huron East and Oxford North.

Further­
more, Canada is sure to develop 
into her closestT competitor for 
foreign trade* The Dominion to­
day is one of the four greatest ex • 
porters of wheat, apd her water 
power, as yet but little utilized, 
will some day make her one of the 
globe. Alreadyjthe United States 
is looking to her forests for timber, 
and her railrods'are destined—from 
the most conservative estimates — 
to doable their mileage in the next 
ten yr ars, Even today, Canada 
exceeds the railway mileage of 
Italy and Spain combined. Her 
trackage is equal to about three
fifths of all the systems of Russia 
or Germany, and it is is more than 
three-fourths of all Austria-Hnn- 
gary’s.

If you take up a copy of one of the 
weekly papers that abandon them­
selves to the glorification of high 
life, says a writer in The London 
Express, you will probably read 
something like this:

“The Duchess came late with her 
enchanting daughter. Lady Magnolia, 
who is quite one of the beauties of 
the season. The Countess of Putney 
was lovely In pearls. Lady Slacton, 
who is Just now in great good looks, 
brought her pretty girls, who at­
tracted much attention. Mrs. Smith 
and her daughter were also pre­
sent.”

Upon analysis, we discover that 
the adjectives are nicely attuned to 
the position of the ladies to which 
they refer. They form, so to speak, a 
descending scale of admiration in 
which the description varies with the 
rank.

That a duchess or the near rela­
tion of so exalted a lady should re­
ceive a more prominent notice than 
a mere plebeian is quite In accord 
with the etiquette of Debrett, The 
Times and the British constitution 
generally. Even an Anarchist might 
hesitate to quarrel with the writer 
upon so obvious a point.

Yet the fact that Miss Smith Is a 
real beauty, a graceful, stately Eng­
lish maiden, while the lady Magnolia 
is » snub-nosed little vixen who pow­
ders her. nose between the dances 
and is not wholly Innocent of rouge, 
causes, not unreasonably, a sense of 
Irritation against the social para­
graph that so confounds them.

In the days when social journals
were not read so extensively by the 
working classes, when, in fact, they 
did not exist at all, the bucks of the 
day chose the belles of the season 
for the merit of their faces. A reign­
ing toast was not necessarily a lady 
of title; she might even be a person 
wholly unconnected with the peerage.
His is a sad thought; but our an­
cestors, In the days when Park lane 
was a muddy road and the Riviera 
unexplored", when grouse moors were 
inhabited by wild persons with dirks 
and yachts went buccaneering in the 
West Indies, were, after all, very un­
civilized folk, to be regarded with 
pity rather than with reprobation.

There 
we And another of these modern rid­
dles which- will agitate the mind of 
the conscientious enquirer after 
truth who stalks the ballrooms like 
a social Diogenes.

On hearing that “Lady Blunder- 
bore brought her pretty girl from 
Park lane to Lady Blank's magnifi­
cent reception” he will be surprised 
to discover that the lady In question 
is a demure spinster who may ride 
in the front rank with the Quora 
of Pytchley, but has left her teens, 
and the manners and appearance as­
sociated with that entrancing age, • 
good 12 years behind her.

Now and again—for the stock ex­
change is a disconcerting element— 
the social paragraphist will perform 
a little miracle all by himself. For 
example, Mr. Blnger springs, to gold­
en heights In the world of1 finance; 
promptly quiet Mrs. Blnger removes 
from Brixton to Mayfair, orders 
dresses In Bond street and diamonds 
in P -gent street and henceforth is 
knowu to the admiring world as 
“lovely Mrs. Binger, who was taste­
fully gowned in .... .” not more 
than a ouarter-column of descrintion.

me gowns or tne good lady h*v# 
Improved In those essentials that 
vary a five from a fifty-guinea frock. 
But surely her face remains her own, 
and no one in Brixton regarded it as 
anything out of the common when 
■he went shopping to the butcher’s.

The photograph fraud is another 
and quite common method of estab­
lishing a social beauty and deceiving 
the public. A woman is as old as 
she looks—that is an ancient pro­
verb; but a beauty is always older 
than her photograph.

READING ALOUD.
An Accomplishment That la Neglected Tee

Mach Nowadays. /

Reading aloud well is, an accom- 
plishment, ranking next to music ad 
a means of entertainment at home 
and in the family circle. In a past 
generation the long winter evenings 
were looked forward to with pleasing 
anticipations, which were realized 
when they were chiefly spent at 
home, and going to parties was the 
exception. The father, mother and 
children all gathered in the common 
living room, and one read aloud 
while others busied themselves With 
some handiwork, and all, save very 
small ones, who had an early bed­
time, listened with attention and in­
terest. There is much talk just now 
about the study of child nature. It 
would astonish some of these stu­
dents could they know how much ot 
good literature intended for mature 
minds was comprehended and appre­
ciated by children when they were 
given a chance to become acquaint­
ed with it. Sir Walter Scott's novela 
and poems. “Paradise Lost,” and 
other similar readings have been a 
strong factor in forming a good 
taste in literature when heard ■ by 
children from seven to ten years ol 
age. Such children have, of their 
own volition, learned large parts of 
“The Lady of the Lake,” “The Lay
of the Last Minstrel,” and tnany 
small poems of great merit. One lady 
recently dead, took pleasure, when 
long past her eightieth year, in re­
peating gems of poetry learned in her 
early girlhood.

There is too much light and trashy 
reading for children. They are left 
too much to themselves in choice of 
books. Parents are too apt to be en­
grossed in their own pursuits to give 
their children the proper training in 
reading aloud at home. Too much 
dependence is placed on their being 
taught at school. At school there is 
not sufficient time to give each child 
all the exercise in this that is need­
ed. Reading aloud should be a home 
habit. One principal of a school has 
recognized this, and is making an
effort to encourage children in the 
habit. He gives a credit to children 
for home reading aloud, and asks a 
report from .the parents, and also 
gives the pupil an opportunity te 
tell to his class the things he has 
read. The responsibility of a child’s 
education is not wholly the teach­
er’s. The teacher is simply to sup­
plement the efforts of the parent, to 
supply what It is inconvenient or im­
possible for the parent to give. 
Schools are not intended to take e 
parent's place.—Montreal Star.

POSTMASTER AT 86.
Robert lawrle, of St. Catherines, Hee Tilled

Office its Tears.

On the 27th April, 1904, Postmas­
ter Robert Lawrie of St. Catharines 
celebrated his 86th birthday. He has 
been postmaster 28 years, and is ae 
hale and hearty as he was when ap­
pointed by the Mackenzie Adminis­
tration.

Mr. Lawrie was born on April 37, 
1818, at Innerwick, In the eastern 
part of Scotland. He left hie home 
on hie nineteenth birthday, April 37, 
1887, and sailed from Liverpool for 
New York on the sailing vessel
Bridgetown. The voyage lasted sev­
en weeks, and he landed on June 15. 
From Now York he went to Buffalo, 
the trip consuming ten days via the 
Erie Canal. Crossing to Canada, the 
young Scotchman soon found him­
self taking a strenuous part in pub­
lic affaire. William Lyon Mackenzie 
had succeeded in bringing about 
what" Is known In history as "Mac­
kenzie’s Rebellion.” Mr. 1-awrla 
Joined a Scotch company of volun­
teers, organized by Capt. Edgeworth 
Uesher, at Chippewa, to aid in sup­
pressing the outbreak. The sum tot­
al of the military equipment of each 
member of this company consisted of 
a musket, an Indian blanket and a 
Glengarry cap. Nevertheless, they 
were imbued with a spirit of sturdy 
loyalty to the established order of 
affairs, and did yeoman service 
throughout the “trouble.” t

Mr. Lawrie has been a member of 
the board of managers of Knox 
Presbyterian Church for years.

SILCrIESTER’S MYSTERY.

Romains of Some of the Old .Roman Houses 
Are Missing."

The excavations carried out dur­
ing the last fourteen years by the 
Society of Antiquaries on the site of 
the ancient Romano-British City of 
Silchester (“Calleva Atrebatum”) 
have revealed some very curious cir­
cumstances which have yet to be ex­
plained. The city is surrounded by 
a large wall nearly two miles in
length, overhung withe,' trees and 
ovcrgrqwn with creeping plants, en­
closing an area of 100 acres. Out­
side runs a deep fbsse and large 
mound. This mpund—sections of 
which have been taken—is composed 
solely of earth soil, while the fosse 
or ditch has been dug’ out of the 
gravel soil which is found a foot or 
so under the ground all over the 
country in and around Silchester, 
and of which one would suppose the 
mound to be made, since the sur­
face soil would not have been suffi­
cient by itself.

'The question ia, why was the 
mound made solely of earth soil, and 
where did this earth come from? 
The only explanation is that the 
mound is composed of all the earth 
removed from the surface when the 
foundations of the houses and streets 
were being formed and laid out; but 
this seems a curious tfcjng to have 
done, for a gravel mound would 
have been far superior. When' the 
remains of thq houses and other 
buildings are uncovered there are 
found no traces, or very few, of the 
material of the upper parts, qs on 
-thsr Eosjui sites, except the foun-

to be seen 

in neighboring churches, as at St. 
Albany Abbey, Guildford Castle, 
and other places, w’here Saxons and 
Normans have utilized in their 
churches and castles material from 
Roman sites. This seems to suggest 
that the walls of the buildings only 
extended a few, feet above the 
ground, wood being used in the up­
per parts; but this could hardly hav# 
been the case in such an important 
place as Silchester, although this ia 
the only explanation eo far to ac­
count for the non-existence of the 
materials of the upper parts of the 
buildings.

There are also many pits 18 feet to 
80 feet deep, at the bottom of which 
are found perfect pots among much 
rubbish and broken pottery. How 
did these corns there? Some of the 
pits were possibly wells, and the 
pots might have been accidentally 
dropped in by those fetching water 
(the water breaking their fall and 
preventing them from being shatter­
ed), and after the wells were "dried 
up’ they were used for throwing in 
rubbish—thus covering the vessels 
accidentally dropped in. _ ___
