Cossip About Gladstene,

Loxpox, May 6.—London cerrespondents
all have something to say of Gladstone’s
latest appearance. Iarold Frederick, in
his cable letter to the New York Times,
says: ¢ Gladstone’s brief visit to London
to make a speech eulogizing the memory of
his late physician, has been gingerly treat-
ed by the press. He spoke seated in a
chair, a thing which Lendon never saw
him do befere, and though Lis voice was
heard ail over the hall the old light seemed
gons out of his face. It was paliid and
aimost expressionless. He was approached
with a suggestion to find time to include a
short visit to the House of Commons, but
he declined almost testily. Reports are
current of his having declared never to
open his mouth on a political sulject
again,”

Mr. Geo. W. Smalley cables: ¢‘Mr.
Gladstone, with very considerable effort,
went to the meeting in Princess Hall on
Thursday in aid of the memorial to Sir
Andrew Clarke. He spoke, sitting, with a
pathos due partly to has own illness,
mainly to the nature of the tribute he
offered to his late iriend and physician.
His reception by the audience was remark-
able. It was an audience of the classes,
with the Dulke of Cambridge presiding; yet
they greeted him with enthusiasm.”

The Sun’s London correspondent says:
““Those who ieared that his retirement
from publiec life wou'd bring upon Mr.
Gladstone just those evils which he de-
signed to avoid are bsginning to find their
judgment justifed. The Grand Old Man
has aged many years in the past three
months. The picture he made at the Sir
Andrew Clarke memorial meeting on
Thursday was a pitijul one. He was a
feeble, bent octogenarian who leaned upon
a stout stick even when addressing the
audience from his chair. IHis words were
brave, polished, well chosen and apprepri-
ate. Not a shadow has yet crossed his
shining intellect, but both flesh and
spirit are  breaking. He i3 oot
ili. N> «pecific mzlady is undermining
his marvetous vitality but a great change,
which his grieving friends cannot fail to
recognize i making rapid progress. He
has lost interest in life. That is cminous,
and hig friends are beginning to understand
now what Sir Andrew Clarke saw clearly,
that for such a man to fold his hands meant
despair and death. Every eflfort will be
made now to provide the warrior statesman
with tasks and ambition sufficiently im-
portant to keep alive that energy which
craves and feeds upon what in most men
would destroy it, If his enthusiasm can be
revived he may remain many days a figure
of which the nation will be most proud. If
not, then nothing can long delay the end.”

The most remarkable etlect of Mr. Glad-
stone’s retirement has been clearly empha-
sized in connection with his first public
appearance on Thursday. His enemies
have already become his friends. He has
completely ceased to be a partisain figure
in English politics.

The Daiiy News said truly yesterday:
“In a few short weeks he hLas outlived
bhatred, malice and all uncharitabieness.
His fame stands as high to-day as if it had
been purified by halfa century of the tomb.
Most great men have to wait for such a
vindication of the passing away of an
entire generation. Their appeal is to
posterity. In Mr. Gladstone’s case the
scales have fallen from the eyes of his
opponents aimost at the very moment of
his withdrawal from the position which
mace him the most commanding figure in
the world.”

Loxpox, May 7.—Col. Matteson, who is
recognized as an eminent authority on
Indian aflairs, has written an open letter to
the newspapers on the subject of the antici-
pated uprising of the natives in India.

Non-Committal in Many Particulars—
A Declaration of Principles for
Publicaticn Is:ued.

Drs Moines, May 6.—The Supreme
Council of the American Protective Associ-
ation clesed its work yesterday. The
council tabled every motion attempting to
commit the order to any distinet line of
policy on the money, labor, sufirage, tem-
perance or other party questions, and also
adopted a resolution declaring that no
committee could bring the members
to any political action beyond their
negative obligation. The conncil approved
the draft of a bill for the suppression of
immigration, which will be sent to Con-
gress, and also adopted resolution cards tor
state legisiation suggesting that convents
and similar institutions be cpen to public
inspection. A declaration of principles for

ublication was approved of. It says:

““The American Protective Association
is not a political party and does not con-
trol the political affiliation of its members,
but it teaches them to be intensely active
in the discharge of their political duties in
order out of party lines; it holds that sub-
jection to and suppert of any ecclesiastical
power not created and controlled by Ameri-
can citizens is irreconcilable with Ameri-
can citizenship; upholds the constitution of
the United States of America, and no
porticn of it more than its guarantee
ot religious liberty, but we hold
this religious liberty to be guaranieed to
the individual, and not to mean that under
its protecticn any un-American ecclesiasti-
cal power cen claim absolute control of the
education ot children growing up under the
Stars and Stripes.

“*We consider the non-sectarian free pub-
lic school, the bulwark of American institu-
tions, the best place for the education of
American children. We condemn the sup-
port out of the public treasury of any sec-
tarian school.

“We demand that no real or psrsonal
property be exempt from taxation, the title
to which if not vested in the National or
State Governments.

““We protest against the enlistment in
the United States army or navy or the
militia of any State of any person not an
actual citizen of the United States, and
demand the prohibition of importation of
pauper labor and tie restriction of immi-
gration,

*“We demand that no alien shall be
naturalized who cannot speak the language
of the land and who cannot prove seven
years consecutive residence in this country
trom the date of his declaration of inten-
tion.

**We demand that all hoespitals, asylums,
reformatories or other institutions in which
the people are under restraint, be at all
times open to public inspecticn, whether
they are maintained by the public or
private corporations or individuals.”

TRAGEDY IN INGERSOLL.

A Young Man Killed by Anrociher in an
Agegravated Quarrcl.

IxGERsSOLL, Ont., May 6.—The circum-
stances leading up to the unfortunate affair
by which young McDermott lost his life
are the resuit of several years’ growth. For
the past eight or ten years a certain class
of men have been in the habit of congregat-
ing in various localities, and acting in a
disorderly way. One of their chief amuse-
ments seems to have been to waylay un-
suspecting voung men returning home at
night and firing roeks at them *‘to see them
run,” From the evidence it would appear
that on this occasion & company of young
men,of whom deceased was one, had sciected
a young man named Alward as a victim of
their practical jeking. It was known that
he was escorting home a young lady named
McFee, who resides at the extreme wost
end of Victoria street. They accordingly
went down to the G. T. R, track and
awaited Alward’s return. Upon his appear-
ance the gang opened fire upon him with
rocks, and during the melee McDermott
received a blow upon his head. He was
assisted to a neighboring house and medical
aid summoned, but nothing could be done
for him, and the unfortunate voung man
breathed his last a few minutes afterwards.

The police were notified and went to the
residence of Alward’s father, Cherry
street, where the young man was found
sleeping, apparently obiivicus of the fact
that anyone had been injured. e was at
once placed under arrest.

A coroner’s jury viewed the bedy and
then heard theevidence of Arthur Mitchell,
who said the party who intended to “*rock”’
the prisoner was five or six in number. The
inquest was then adjourned till Treaday
evening. Dr. Williams will hold a post
mortem in the meantime, the jury appoint-
ing Dr. Lucas to assist in the operation.

MORE EARTHQUAKES.

Consternaticn Caused by a Decter’s
Prophecy in Greece.

ArnENs, May 6.—A scvere earthquake
was felt at 5 o'clock this morning at
Thebes, Atlanta and Livadia. The shoeck
was slightly felt in Athens and also in the
northern part of the Island of Eunae, King
George and the members of his party landed
to-day av Stylida and subsequently pro-
ceeded to Lamia, where a Te Deum was
sung in the cathedral.

The prophecy made by Dr. Faalb a few
days ago that there would be a destructive
earti.quake on Friday or Suturday caused
a panic in this city. A large number of
persons placed confidence in the prophecy,
and expected that their dwellings would be
destroyed.

At the Pirseas many of the inbabitants
passed the nights in boats, believing the
water would be safer than the land in the
event of a heavy earti quake.

FREE INSTITUTIONS.

Addross by Judge Ccooley on the Cox:iy
Mcovement.

ANN ARBOR, Mich., May 5.—Judge
Thomas M. Cooley delivered an address be-
fore the university students this afternoon
which was opportune, He selecteq as his
subject *'Free Institutions,” and discussed
the Coxey movement from a constitutional
stundpoint. The students were glad to
welcome the judge back to his old position
on the rostrum, where he had addressed so
many classes, In the course of his remarks
Judge Cooley said: z

*‘Our Government is representative and
not a true democracy, because it is, first,
on too large a scale to be a pure democracy,
and secondly, because from the foundation
of our Government peoplie have depended
on their representatives, From the
earliest day the chief duty of the citizen
was to vote for some representative, and
when this was done he ceased, almost
entirely, to be a unit in political power.
If alarge class of people became dissatisfed
with the manner of conducting the govern-
ment, what then? Suppose 10,000 in every
State, making an army of 440,000, should
arise to appeal to Congress, and should
march on to Washington to demand a fixed
rate of wages, or eight hours as a day’s
work, and that the unemployed ehould.be
employed by the Government in improving
the common roads of the country. They
start out voicing their demands in the
name of the pecple, while they constitute
a very small traction of the whole people.
When we examine our form of govern-
ment to see what gives them the right
to make these demands we find that the
authority of the citizen is limited to the
election of representatives. The army, so
called, has no power to coerce one single
representative at the seat of government,
and so far as constitutional power is con-
cerned the representative may determine
alone how he shall act. The petitioner
cannot go to Congress with his petition.
The petition must be presented by the
representatives themseives. Among the
enumerated powers there is not one that
covers this subject. When they ask the
Federal Government to make roads they
ask something beyvond the pale of Federal
authority. It is the State that
makes the roads. In every case
where Federal authority has been
called in for like purposes, some claim
was put forward claiming that what
was proposed was to carry some Federal
authority. Suppose what was demanded
was purely national, like the coining of
money, even then this demand frem with-
out would have no binding force. When
there is an attempt to compel the exercise
of Government power otherwise than as
provided in the constitution, it is a direct
attack on liberty itself. The people could
not muke the laws even if the legislative
authorities would attempt to turn over leg-
islative machinery to the peopnie. To at-
tempt vo subvert the recognized authorities
and their power is a step toward the over-
throw of our Government, and one step to-
ward revolution. What is taking place
now may be a farce, but it seems to me that
it may end in civil war.”

The
man who allows $10 a day to an assistant
clerk for expenses that were never
incirred can be trusted to collect
liberally for himself when opportunity
presents itself, The Curran bridge scan-
dal affords another illustration of the
manner in which the public are bled by the
Ottawa authorities for the benefit of
private friends, This bridge was cof-
structed near Montreal under Domin/on
Government supervision, in 1892-53. The
cost fixed by Parliament was $175,000, but
the “milking” process was so deftiy gone
about that the country had to pay $445,983.
These facts have been brought out by the
commission appointed by the Ottawa Gov-
ernment itself with the view of heading oft
the parliamentary investigation that the
Liberal leaders were determined, in the
public interest to force.

STILL ROLLING UP.
Enormons Increase of Canada’s Debt—
The Outiock Not Encouraging,
(Special to the ADVERTISER.)

TTAWA, May 5. -~ The revenue and
expenditure statement for the past ten
months published in the Official Gazatte
to-day does not hoid out very encouraging
results as compared with the balance sheet
for the corresponding months of last year.
The revenue from customs during the ten
months show a decrease of $755,131, and
for the month of April a decrease of £408,-
631 as compared with last vear. The
fact that the new tariffi was in
cperation during April is signifi-
cant. During the ten months end-
ing April 30 of last year there was a
surplus of €5,944,697, which declined dur-
ing the ten months just ended to $4,772,993,
a shrinkage of $1,171,704. The surplus of
revenue over expenditure during April last
year was §802,972; in April this year $258,-
814. The total revenne during April de-
clined from 83,120,975 to $2,442,538 as
compared with the corresponding month
last year. The outlook is not made more
reassuring by the fact that according to the
statement of the public debt published in
the Gazette te-day the public net debt in-
creaged from $236,930,27¢ 3240,009.927

ToroxTo, May 6.—The Legislature closed
its fourth and last session yesterday with
the usual ceremonies, Following is
THE LIEUTENANT-GOVERNOR’S SPEECIH.

¥r. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Legisla-
lative Aasembly:;

I desire to express my appreciation of the
earnestness and diligence with which you
have applied yourselves to the work of the
unusuaily long session now being brought
to a eloze. The measures which you have
passed are very important and useful, and
will greatly assist in the administration of
public affairs,

The important act respecting councils of
conciliation and arbitraticn for settling in-
dustrial disputes will, I am glad to believe,
tend to prevent those conflicts between
capital and labor, which often result in the
serious disturbance to business and loss to
all parties concerned.

Iv is gratifying to know that owing to
your wise and liberal provision for proper
representation of the Province at the
World’s Columbian Exposition, its progress
and resources were exhibited to great ad-
vantage, securing for the Province in many
departments a position of enviable promi-
nence. We may confidently hope that
material results of g very substatial char.
acter will accrue to the Province.

The various provisions of the aets re-
gpecting the registration of manhood suff-
rage voters in cities and for the prompt
punishment of persons guilty of persorating
at elections for the Legiclative Assembly
will, I trust, be found etfectual in improv-
ing and purifying the voters’ lists, simplify-
ing the enrollment of al] duly qualified
electors and facilitating the suppression of
corrupt practices,

The readjustment of the representation
of the cities of Toronto, Ottawa, Hamilton
and Kingston in the Legislative Assembly
will, 1 trust, prove satisfactory,

I notice with pleasure that you have
established a provincial park at Rondeau,
in the western portion of the Province. I
do not doubt that the future will furnish
abundant evidence that in the extablish-
ment of this and other parks you have
evinced forethought and prudence.

The act respecting mines and mining
lands and the acts for improving
the administration of justice in the
distriets of Nipissing and Rainy River, for
facilitating the administration of justiece
and for enabling boards of trade in cities to
appeint general arbitrators will commend
themselves to the public as measures of
practical utility,

The acts consclidating and amending the
drainage laws, mortgages and sales of per-

ToroxNTO, May 6.—A¢t a conference yes-
terday an amicable settlement was reached
by which the striking pavers will at once
return to work at the former rate, Alds,
Lamb and Bailey pledging themselves to
use their influence at next board meeting to
secure the full rates of union wages. They
admitted it was inconsistent for the cor-
poration to compel contractors to pay 30
cents an hour for what the city itself would
pay only 25 cents. The men will return to
work Monday morning.

BrrLLaIrE, Ohio, May 6.—On account of
the coal strike the Bellair steel works and
blast furnacea shut down last evening.

At 12:45
they marched to Hyde Park and the thous-
ands in the procession were three hours in
passing Trafalgar Square. At the park
twelve platforms had been erected fn agreat
semi-circle. All the meetings passed the
resolution in favor of the eight-hour day.
They also resolved that the workingmen
could free themselves economieally and
socially only after geiting control of the
political machinery now in the hands of
the capitalistic class. Enormous crowds
watched the procession pass to and from
the park. There was no disorder.

On aecount of her
mother being very ill she was early com-
mitted to the care of a Jewess, and in
consequence of this fact had exceptional
opportunities not generally presented to
Europeans to become thoroughly convers-
ant with the life and traditions of the
Jewish population.

LONDON WEST'S TREASURER ~

Dismissed for Failing to Comply
With the Council’s Orders

To Hand Over His Books—Reeve Mac-
donald Gives the Word—How
Will ihe Books Be
Sceured,

The London West bubble, arising out of
the trouble over the treasurer’s boois,
burst this morning, and Mr. Nicholls bas
been dismissed from office.

The row, with which the villagers are
thoroughly conversant, arose immediately
after the council of 1834 got into the
harness. Mr. Nicholls had several times
been ordered to produce his books, but
declined to let them out of his house.

The council then passed a resolution on
TFriday night last ordering the handingover
of the books by 2 o’clock on Saturday,
with the option of being dismissed.
Mr. Nicholls consulted his solicitors, and
a letter was forwarded to the vil-
lage clerk giving their opinion of the
case. His solicitors advised him that he
would not be justified in complying with
the order of the council, as his so doing
would not relieve him from responsibility
in connection with the boocks. They added
in their letter: ““Mr. Nicholls is perfectly
willing to submit his books to inspection
and audit by any auditor duly appointed.’”

Immediately upon receipt of the above
letter Reeve Macdonald sent a reply to the
cierk, Mr. Bartram, in which he said:
*Mr. Nicholls, having failed to hand over
his books as required by resolution of
the council, is dismissed from the
office of treasurer. You will he. good
enough to advise his sureties of the
fact, and state that the corporation
will look to them for any loss that
may happen, or in default that may have
been occasioned to the village according to
the terms of the bond. I have informed
Messrs. Meredith, Cameron, Judd & Drom-
gole to take the necessary steps against
Mr. Nicholls.”

The whole question now is whether or
not the council exceeded its powers in com-
pelling Mr. Nicholls to hand over the
books. The treasurer was notified this
morning of his dismissal, but it is not
known what steps he will take. The
salary attached to the office is §40 per
vear. Messrs. John R. Gurd, of London
West, and Ald. Carrothers are the bonds-
men, to the extent of $3,000.

The Sittings Recumed in Lendon—Ex-
amination of Warden Calvert and
r. J. W. Little — Crcwn
sittorney’s Fees,
CLOSING SESSION.

The Fees Commission concluded its
labors on Saturday afternoou, after having
examined Thomas E. Robson, county clerk
of Middlesex, and Jobn MecCausland,
treasurer of Elgin county.

Mr. Robsou tancied that the cffices could
be more economically and efficiently man-
aged by the county counci.. He would
except that of the sheriff, which office he
thought should be under Government con.
trol. He was also of opiniov that the
county council could make as gzeod a ehoice
of men for positions as is made at present.
Ife thought, from a comparison of the sal-
aries of the county officers, that the work
could be done mniore economically were
they appointed os he suggested. Mr. Rob-
son did not ifeel quite so certain, in the
cases ot clerks of the peace and registrars
of the Surrogate Court aund officers of that
class, that the council would be as able to
maoke appointments. The registrars, how-
ever, lie certainly would have chosen by
the council. Mr. Robson did not think
election by the pecple would be a good
idea. The registrar in an average county
should receive about $1,500 a year, and in
cities the salary might extend to $2,000.
e thought the system of payment by
fees was proper for the registrar
and sheriff, but if the council had
control he would let them fix a certain
!imit, any excess of which should go to the
county. Mr. Robson had nothing to do
with division court clerks or bailitts, He
admitted that if the appointments were
left to county councilsas suggested a good
deal of canvassing would resulv and politics
might creep into busiress,

Mr. McCausland was of the opinion that
the present method of appointment was
satisfactory znd the best that could be fol-
lowed. I: resuited in securing more com-
petent officizls. He was in favor of tke
retention oi the present system of payment
by fees, becsuse in that way the cfficial
was remunerzted in proportion to the
dutiezs he periocrmed. Mr. McCausland
complained of « discrepancy which existed
in regard to the fees of the clerk of the
peace between the .statutory and the
judge’s taril, such discrepancy causing him
endless trouble in keeping his accounts.
He suggested that the two tarifls should
be made uniform.

Chancelior Doyid called the attention of
Mr. Fleming to the diserepancy and re-
quested that he should look into it and see
it something cculd not be done. The
chancellor quite agreed in the cpinion that
there shou!d be no divergence between the
two.
