London, April 21.—The suspension is
announced the London and Uni-
versal Bank (limited).

The bank was
established in 1867. The authorized
capital was £1,000,000. Of this amount
£300,000 was subscribed and £150,000
paid up.

In addition
10 a regular bamking business, stocks
and shares were purchased and sold.
THE IMPORTANCE OF TRIFLES.

London, April 2i1.—A point in the
Chancellor of the Exchequer’s budget
e€peech which really made a deep im-
bression on the vublic mind was the
Statement that no less than $5,000,000
is annually thrown into the gutters of
London in the shape of cigar and
cigarette ends.

The tone of the reply is friendly and
conciliatory, but does net advance the
negotiations. Mr. Kruger repeats that
the President cannot ask the Volks-
raad to allow him to go to London
until the basis of the discussion is set-
tled. He hopes for a satisfactory settle-
ment of the question at issue, but
says that the Transvaal cannot admit
any right on the part of a foreign
Power to interfere with her internal
affairs. The republic, he adds, relies
upon its independence of foreign con-
trol in domestic matters in accordance
With the convention of 1884.
THE SOUDAN CAMPAIGN.

London, Apnil 21.—Advices received
at Saukim from Berber are to the ef-
fect that there is unrest among the
Dervishes at Omdurman. In a recent
quarrel among the members of the
Khalifa’s body guard there 50 men
were killed.

Some of Great Britain’s latest guns
will be employed for the first time
during the autumn campaign in the
Soudan. They carry a highly explos-
ive shell ten miles, and each shell is
capable of disabling 200 of the enemy.
These guns have such a rapid-fire ca-
bacity that before the first shell bursts
three others are on their way in the
same direction. The Government shell
foundry has been overwhelmed with
orders for the manfacture of projec-
tiles, and private contracts for 1,000,000
shells have been given out.

HARD THINGS SAID OF DANTE.

London, April 21.—The world will be
Interested to learn, on the authority of
Prof, Lombroso, that Dante was a
madman. Dr. Durand Fardel, a French
Physician, made this diagnosis of the
mental condition of the great Italian
boet a long time ago. Now it has been
revived, with additions by Prof. Lom-
broso, who has abandoned the study «Zf
oriminals in order to diagnose the men-
tal condition of the great men of the
past. According to Prof. Lombrose
Dante was subject to epileptic fits. Dr.
Fardel sees in his Visions of Hell,
Heaven and Purgatory the result of a
maniac’s dreams. Prof. Lombrose
furthermore expatiates on the irasci-
bility, inordinate vanity, and the viol-
ent character of the Florentine poet.

WAR DEPARTMENT ACTIVITY.

London, April 21,.—The War Office is
exceedingly busy making arrangements
and placing stores in readiness for be-
ing transported. Telegrams have been
sent summoning every officer on fur-
lough in Great Britain from the Cape
to return without delay. ‘“The mlli-
tant section of the Tories,” the News
adds, “are in active revolt against the
policy in Africa of Colonial Secretary
Chamberlain and Governor Robinson
of Cape Colony, and they talk of ad-
journing the House on the subject.”
The Chronicle, commenting upon the
situation 4n South Africa, does mot
assume that this is Mr. Chamberlain's
policy, ‘“but,” it says, ‘“if the Gov-
ernment deliberately intends the sub-
jugation of the Dutch race in South
Africa in revenge for the defeat of Dr.
Jameson, it is time that Englishmen
Wwere up and doing.” The Chronicle sug-
gests the formation of a watching com®
mittee of leading men.

STILL HOLDING THE FORT.

London, April 21.—Tne Times pub-
lishes a dispatch from Mafeking, dated
Sunday, saying that Capt. Duncan
telephones from Buluwayo that he is
confident that he will be able to
resist an attack by the rebellious
Matabeles. The most he fears is
treachery on the part c¢f the natives
within the town. He considers the
laager impregnable, owing to the
forts ‘that have been econstruct-
ed, the dynamite mines that have
been 1laid in the suburbs and
the barbed wire that —has been
stretched in every direction about the
town,

The dispatch adds that a force
of Boers, estimated to number
more than 1,500 men, are at a point
within 25 miles of Mafeking. Their
ostensible purpose 1s to prevent the
spread of rinderpest among the
cattle, but the real reason of their
being there is that they fear another
raid will be made ‘into the Transveoal,
owing to the gathering of British
troops at Mafeking.

LAND RATES.

Warm Debate in the British Parliameont
ron the Agricultural Bill.

London, April 21.—Mr. Henry Chap-
lin, president of the Local Government
Board, in the House of Commons, in-
troduced the Agricultural Rating Bill
by which, after March 31, 1897, agri-
cultural land will be assessed only
one-half of its present ratable value,
This means an annual loss in revenus
of $7,500,000. Mr. Chaplin dwelt upon
the agricultural distress, and said that
the proportion of rates to profits had
increased from 7.33 to 42.9 per cent dur-
ing 25 years.

Mr. Henry Fowler, who was Secre-
tary of State for India in the last Lib-
eral Government, opposed the bill on
behalf of the Liberals as being inex-
pedient and wunjust. He said that it
handed over a million and a half to
one section of the community and was
not a real remedy for the distress. He
funrther contended that the rates were
decreasing with the rents,

Sir Charles Dilke denounced the
measure, which, he declared, tended to
increase the existing unequal rating,
and instead of relieving the poor added
to the wealth of the lamndlords.

Richard Burndon Haldane, member
for Haddingtonshire, said that if the
possibility of such a bill becoming law
had been known at the time of the
last elections, the Government would
not have had a majority of the mem-
bers from the boroughs. He predicted
that in a few years after the passage
of the measure, should it pass, the
farmers would not thank the Govern-
ment for it,

John Dillon, leader of the anti-Par-
nellites, declared that the bill was an
outrage on Ireland. If it were passed
Ireland ought to receive from 40 to 50
per cent of the grant.

Sir Willlam Vernon #Harcourt, Lib-
eral leader in the House,said he doubt-
ed if the House knew the magnitude
of the proposals contained in the bill.
It was by far the greatest financial
question that had been opened within
his experience in Parliament. He was
astounded by the recklessness and
want of consideration with which a
measure of this kind was flung on the
floor of the House. It is a gross and
palpable injustice. Sir Willlam added
that the bill went half way towards a
national poor rate, than which there
Was no greater danger. He predicted
that very soon the Government would
be unable to resist the demands that

would be made wpon it, and would go
the whole way,

Mr. Chaplin contended that the
“Unionists” had pledged such a meas-
ure, before the elections. Many of the
proposals that the Opposition de-
nounced were based on the recom-
mendations of their own royal com-
mission. Mr. Chaplin announced that
the annual grant would continue for
five~years, and thereafter as Parlia-
ment should determine.

The bill then passed its first reading.

THE SLAYER OF BABES

Completing the Chain of Evidence
Against Mrs. Dyer.

London, April 21.—The London police
are slowly but deftly weaving a close
net around Mrs. Dyer, the baby far-
mer. They promise complete evidence
in two cases of baby murder, and in-
timate that they may possibly connect
her with the wholesale drowning of
babies near London,as well as at Read-
ing. The woman has escaped punish-
ment on four previous accusations.
One mother positively identifies one of
the babies raked up from the river’s
bottom, and the court was informed
that another mother was ready to
identify her drowned baby. It is sup-
posed that she gained a handsome in-
come during the last tgen years for
Lerself and son-in-law, exacting from
$50 to $500 for each baby. Then she
made more money by pawning the
clothes of the babies. She would ad-
vertise a desire to adopt a young
child, and get {into correspondence
with single women in trouble or ser-
vants and workingwomen, who were
unable to take proper care of their
babies. To these she would write that
she would be glad to have a dear lit-
tle baby to bring up and care for, not
for money’s sake, but for company.
She was dearly fond of children; she

-belonged to the Church of England,

had a good home, and would give the
child & mother’'s love. Mrs. Dyer
would promise to take the child en-
tirely, which were the truest words
her pens indited. Mothers who read
of her piety, of the lovely orchard and
Pplayground before the house of the
childless, lonely man and wife, were
never able to agaln see their offspring.
They were always put off from coming
to the Dyer’s house by one excuse or
other, and Mrs. Dyer would move or
change her name until the parents, all
too poor to give much time in their
search, would abandon thelir tedious
and futile efforts. Palmer, the son-in-
law of Mrs. Dyer, had much to ex-
plain. It is known that he assisted
Mrs. Dyer to carry a carpet bag, be-
lieved to have contained the last two
bodies sunk jn the river. Mrs. Dyer
had gathered in two infants on the
Journey from her home to his. It is
believed she ook one dead in the bag.
The other, which was alive, stayed one
night at Palmer’s house. Mrs. Dyer
started for her home the next day,
when neither child was alive. Her
son-in-law and daughter carried the
bag. Palmer is not definitely connect-
ed with this crime, but the police
swear they found in his house the
clothing of one of the identified ba-
bies, and also ten pawn tickets for the
effects of other babies.

Thousands of Them !

Capt. Napier Runs Into a Big Force
of ‘Matabeles

And Retreats to Buluwayo—Town Still
in Danger—Is Germany Be-
hind It Al1?

Cape Town, April 21.—Capt. Napier,
with a force of about 200 men, left
Buluwayo yesterday morning, accord-
ing to a dispatch received here from
that place, on a reconnoitering expe-
qaition. The Matabeles, it was be-
lieved, had moved southward, away
from the positions they occupied, in-
tending, it was supposed, to intercept
the relief corps advancing from Mafe-
king. DBut the scouting party was
surpised to find the Matabeles in great
force about five miles northeast of
Buluwayo. Nabvier’s command was
fired upom, returned the enemy’s fire,
and then retreated in good order, it
being useless for such a small body
of troopers to engage several thousand
Matabele mwarriors apparently ‘weil
supplied with firearms. The return of
Napier’s party, under the circum-
Stances, cast quite a gloom over Baulu-
wayo, as it was believed that the ex-
tensive work of defense. laagers, forts,
dynamite mines and barbed wire ob-
stacles thrown up around Buluwayo
had convinced the Matabeles that the
place was impregnable, and, in con-
Sequence, they had shifted camp
southward. It now appears that while
it is true that several thousand Mata-
beles have struck camp for parts un-
known, there are enough of them re-
maining in the vicinity of Buluwayo
to cause the utmost uneasiness. It
is true that the eighteen wagons load-
ed with provisions have succeeded in
entering the town, but there are many
mouths to be fed there, and the relief
corps i8 still a long way off and mov-
ing slowly on account of the scarcity
of water and the ravages of the rin-
derpost among the cattle, In fact,
pessimists say that a month more
may elapse before the Mafeking relief
cornps reaches Buluwayo, and a 8reat
deal may happen in that time. The
officials of the British Chartered Com-
pany are doing everything possible
under the circumstances; they are
paying large bonuses to the transport
riders and volunteers and are hurry-
ing forward supplies as fast as pos-
sible; but here again the deadly rin-
derpest is interfering with the work
of relief. The situation grows darker
every day, in spite of the very effec-
tive means taken to defend Buluwayo.
Fully 200 persons have been killed by
the Matabeles. since the uprising oc-
curred, and men of great experience
in South African warfare notice that
the Matabeles are acting 1n a manner
altogether different from that display-
ed upon former occasions of a simiiar
nature. These men claim to see in the
tactics of the matives the gulding hand
of the leaders of the Transvaal burgh-
ers, and mothing will convince them
to the contrary. They insist that the
Boers are amming for a strugsgle with
the British for the mastery in South
Africa, and they hold that the Trans-
vaal is being actively encouraged and
assisted in the mdtter by Germany.

A regiment or two
will do no good; things have gone be-
yond that stage. It will now require
an army corps or the influence of Ber-
lin to quell the rapidly rising storm.

Without a Hitep!

The Forwarding of Troops to the
Soudan Admirably Conducted,

———

With Machinelike Smoothness — Report
of a Fierce Fight Confirmed.

———

Cairo, Egypt, April 21.—Dispatches
received here today from the front
8ay that there has been fierce fight-
ing at Omdurman, near Khartoum,
the headquarters of the Khalifa. The
exact details of the €engagement or its
Cause are unknown; but it is said that
600 of the Khalifa's body guard have
been killed and that a general feeling
of unrest Prevails among the Khalifa’'s
forces. This newsg ts considered favor-
aﬁble to the advance of the Angio-
Egyptian forces upon Dongola, and it
is believed to indicate that the Jeal-
ousies which have frequently been re-
borted as existing among the Khalifa’'s
lieutenants are bearing fruit.

The work of sending troops to the
front, supplying the men with food
and ammunition, building the strategic
vai_lroad and fortifying Asakheh, is
being carried on with admirable
promptness and machinelike smooth-
ness. When the order to send rein-
forcements south reached Cairo on
March 14 nobody was taken by sur-
brise. There was not a hitch in any
department, and two weeks later the
war office had a small army firmly es-
tablished at Asakheh, about 80 miles,
or five days’ march from Wady-Halfa,
hitherto the extreme frontier post.
This army consisted of three Soudanese
battalions numbering about 2,500 men,
an Egyptian camel corps of some 500
men, two squadrons of Egyptian cav-
alry (say 200 men) and a British bat-
tery of screw guns,with complete camp
and transport equipment. Since the)
the North Staffordshire (British) regi-
ment has been sent to Wady Halfa,
and three more battalions of Soudanese
and six battalions of Egyptians are
either there or on their way to the
front, with more cavalry, artillery and
camel corps. The next point to be
occupied will probably be Ferket, a
much healthier and naturally stronger
position than Akasheh. The latter place
fes in a hollow, and is surrounded
by a number of hills, while Ferket
is on high ground and commands the
neighborhood.

GREAT MEN DEAD.

Baron Hirsch Succumbs to Heart Disecase
—Leon Say Dead.

Paris, April 21.—Leon Say, the dis-
tinguished political economist, died at
2:30 this morning.

A Special Meeting Will be Held
for That Purpose.

Milkmen Make Serious Charges
Against the M. H O.

Water Commissioners Are Granted a
$30,000 Issue of Debentures,

¥o Provide Increased Water S8upply—
Opposition to the School Requisi-
tion—After the Street Rail-

way Company.

There were twenty items on the
order paper at the meeting of the City
Council last night, end at 11:30 p.m.,
eight of the matters on the paper had
been ddsposed of. Consequently, when
the council adjourned at 12:30, it was
to meet again in a week to conclude
the docket. There was a very large
attendance early tn the evening. All
the milkmen were present in a body,
as well as a great many contractors,
who were interested in the reception
of the report of the Board of Works.
The meeting was a pecullar one in
many ways, and while it could not be
called stormy, the mayor was kept
busy keeping the aldermen within the
rules of order and insisting on quiet,
while a colleague was speaking. Final-
ly, a policeman was stationed at the
entrance to the chamber, with orders 1o
keep outsiders from talking to the al-
dermen. All the members were pres-
ent except Ald. Marshall.

MILKMEN HAVE A GRIEVANCE.

“We, the undersigned milkmen and
dairymen of the city of London, beg
leave to complain against the present
method of collecting milk, sampling
and advertising the test, and inspec-
tion of dalries.

1. In tne first place, it is no guard
to the publc, on account of its insuli-
clency. At present the milk is only
sampled and tested twice a year, and
the milkmen are able, if they so de-
sire the rest of the year, to adulterate
their milk.

“2. If the milkman so desires, he can
carry with him an extra sample in a
separate can., He can give this sam-
ple to the present imspector.

“3. Or, if he haa a flull can, he can

give him a sample from the top of the
can. We know where the present in-
spector has shown partiality. We know
where he has reported cattle and
never seen the cows. We know where
he has given a report and not a sam-
pie as rar as the vendor knew.
“4, We know a milkman whom he
gtopped on the street and asked for a
sample of milk. The milkman had only
drains in his can, and told the
iuspector that he had no milk, because
Le knew the inspector would report it
a sample of his milk for the year.
‘'he inspector urged him to see if he
could not get enough in all his cans,
and finding this to fail told the said
milkman to bming him (the inspector)
a sample to his house, which the said
milkman did.

“5. We know where he has notifled
men of his going to see their stables
before inspection.”

Then followed some recommenda-
tions:

“1. We, the milk and dairymen of
London recommend that a milk and
dairy inspector be appointed, said in-
spector to be an experienced dairy-
man, who shall devote his entire time
to the milk and dairy interests of the
city of London.

“2 That the milk lcense shall be
raised to a sufficlent sum to pay the
salary of the said inspector, the said
license not to exceed $10 to each dealer
and vendor.

“3. It shall be the duty of the said
inspector to collect two samples of
milk from each dealer or vendor at
the same time, to cork and seal one
of the said samples in the presence of
the said dealer or vendor, and if the
said inspector finds the said milk has
been tampered with on testing the
same, he shall notify the vendor in 48
hours after taking the said sample,
and the second sample shall be forth-
with sent to the public analyst to be
eanalyzed, and upon application of the
gald dealer or vendor, the inspector is
to take a third sample,place in a bottle
with bichromate of potash, such sam-
ple to be corked and sealed with a
mark and handed to the said dealer
or vendor, who shall pay 10 cents for
the bottle and potash. So. after being
notified by the inspector, he can have
this sample analyzed, to protect him-
self from any fraud.

“4 The said inspector shall take
samples at any time during the year,
and not at any given time; shall take
at four samples per annum off
each dealer or vendor, and when tak-
ing samples to compare and advertise
all samples within fourteen days from
taking the firat sambple.

“5. The inspector shall see that every
person that sells milk to more than
one person in this city shall have a
license,

The sald inspector shail go into
every milk wagon, or wherever the
said milk is kept, and thorougddy stiir
up all milk before accepting a sample.”

Ald. Powell, who with the mayor,
was appointed a committee of experts
to examine the cloth took some un-
known alderman to task for circulating
the story that but for him the tender
would have gone another way. He
had simply recommended a certain
kind of cloth, according to an agree-
ment of last year's council, and new
tenders were called for, as the original
tenders did not comply with the speci-
fications.

Ald. Taylor said that he was inform-
ed that someone had telegraphed to
the house where Mr. Boyd got the
cloth, to get the nmumber and give it
away to the other tenderers.

Ald. Skinner said that the first lot
of tenders were not considered. He
himself moved that the lowest tender
of the second batch be accepted, not
knowing who 'was the tenderer. He
denied that there was any crookedness
on the part of the committee,

The mayor said that if any of the
aldermen wished to give anyv tender
to their friends they could do so, but
they should not cast suspicion on
either Ald. Powell or himself. He said
that he was above manipulating a
tender for the benefit of anybody, and
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| expained that last year it was agreed
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that the quality of ecloth should be
stated in the specifications, and be-
cause this was not done, new tenders
were called for.

Taylor seconded, and after a
long discussion, in which much oppo-
sition was shown to the expenditure,
the matter was referred back, to come
up at the adjourned meeting of the
council.

THE WATER SUPPLY.

A bylaw was read, the object of
which was to legalizé the issue of de-
bentures to enable the water commis-
sioners to enlarge the present water
supply without using the revenue for
that purpose.

Pritchard
put in a notice of motion to have
Messrs. Turner and [Parsons investi-
gate the alleged disappearance of two
watering carts.

Ald. Cooper also gave notice of mo-
tion to allow aldermen and city offi-
cials to ride bicycles on the sidewalks,
regandless of the presence of the whole
police force.

HECKLING MR. CARR.

The final scene, like that of last
week, was a heckling of Manager Caxr
by Ald. Carrothers. Mr. Carrothers
wants a turntable put in on the Ham-
ilton road, so that it would not be
necessary to run the car backwards.
Mr. Carr, by letter, said that to do
this it would be necessary to place
another “Y” at the Grand Trunk sta-
tion. Mr. Carrothers asked if the com-
pany could not turn its car at the “Y”
already existing at the corner of Rich-
mond and Horton streets.

Mr. Carr replied that they could, but
it would be unfair to ask the company
t0 pay $600 for an eastern turntable
because of the delay at Ottawa in
granting the company crossing privi-
leges. He further said that a repre-
sentative would go to Ottawa at once
and attempt to secure permission to
cross the G. T. R. at Richmond street,
pending the final settlement of the
matter.

Large Number of Housos Swept Away—
One Fatality Reported.

Winstead, Conn., April 21.—The most
terrific hail storm e€ver experienced in
this section of New England caused a
panic and created great havoc Sunday
evening in the southeastern portion of
DBerkshire county, Mass., and that por-
tion of the Connecticut which is near
the Massachusetts State line. The
towns of New Marlboro and Sands-
and Tolland, Conn., suf-
From New
Tolland, a distance of
fourteen miles, momstrous hailstones
pelted the houses. In the residence of
Ruggs, of Sandsfield, 103 panes
of glass were broken and the floors of
several rooms were white with hail
stones larger than walnuts.

Josiah Sage, 70 years old, of Sandis-
field, was caught in the storma and
He was ren-
dered unconscious and was picked up
in that state an hour after the storm
had ceased. He was removed to his
home, where he was found to be seri-
ously injured. His face and head are
badly cut and swollen. The storm
came on without warning, and was 8o
severe that the people of the towns
became panic-stricken.

Three Rivers, Que., April 24.—The
river rose thirteen inches yesterday.
It is now twenty feet above the sum-
mer level. Several houses in lower
parts are flooded. The St. Maurice
River bridge is in danger, and has
been closed. At Ste. Angele the en-
tire village is under water, and several
nouses carried down, Lake St. Peter
ice has not moved here yet.

Quebec, Que., April 21.—The St. Law-
rence River, some seven miles above
this city, where the Chaudiere River
enters, presents an unusual sight. The
high water in the Chaudiere has forced
down the ice, and with it the ruins of
houses, bridges and barns, wiuth saw
logs and timber of all sorts mixed in
inextricably, and forced under and on
top of the ice of the St. Lawrence,
which still holds firm. The accumula-
tion under the ice extends into water
nearly 30 fathoms deep, while the de-
bris is piled on top of it to a height
of 50 feet. The reports from up the
river speak of great damage having
been done by the floods.

Sorel, Que.,, April 21.—A telephone
message from Ste. Anne’s states that
so far 24 houses have been carried
away from both Isle de Grace and St.
Anne’s. Water still rising.

One result of the flood has been the
death by drowning of John Yates,
book-keeper, of Sherbrooke. Although
advised not to, he left here Wednesday
evening for his home, some miles west,
with his team. On Sunday the un-
fortunate man with his horses was
taken out of a culvert in the highway.
Mr. Yates leaves a large family.

ome Rule for Cuba

The Law Has Been Signed by the
Queen Regent.

—

Skirmishing Between Government Troops
and Revolutionists—Missionary
Diaz Still a Prisoner. 2

N

Washington, April 21.—The Spanish
Government, within the next four
weeks, will put into execution a com-
prehensive system of home rule or
autonomy for the island of Cuba. This
important moye promises to bring to
an early termination the irritation and
friction which have existed for many
months between the United States
and Spain, and to replace this feeling
with one of a friendly and amicable
nature. The law which will be put in-
to effect was signed by the Queen Re-
gent of Spain on March 15, 1895, and
by the time the Queen Regent of Spain
makes her address to the Spanish
Cortes, which assembles in one month,
it will be promulgated throughout
Cuba, and the long-expected policy of
home rule for Cuba will be realized.

The law is very elaborate. The ele-
ment of home rule is secured by the
establishment of two local bodies,
drawn largely, if not entirely, from
residents of Cuba. One of these is to
be known as the Provincial Chamber
of Deputies, and the other as the Coun-
cil of administration. The latter has
appellate jurisdiction over the former.
Large powers are granted to the Coun-
cil of Administration in the internal
management of public affairs, but the
Governor-General will continue as the
supreme’ representative of Spain on
the island, and will have direct charge
of military, naval end international
questions. The details of the reform
project were published at the time
of their adoption by the Spanish Cortes
in 1895.

Havana, April 20.—The Rev. Alberto
Jesus Diaz, the American Baptist mis-
gionary, and his brother Alfred, who
were arrested last week, the still held
“in communicado,” and, therefore,
nothing definite can be ascertained re-
garding the charges against them, fur-
ther than 4t is generally understouvd
that they are of a political nature.

Gen. Molquizo, at the Saldiva farm,
this province, has had a skirmish with
the insurgent leader Castilla. The
enemy left ten Kkilled, and retired with
a number of wounded.

During recent engagements between
the Spanish troops under Gen. Fort,
jn this province, and the insurgents,
the latter admit having lost 82 killed
and having 157 wounded.

Gition of things. Persistent rumors
are circulated here that Antonio Maceo
is desirous of surrendering, but no un-
prejudiced observer places any belief
in the reports. It is now positively as-
serted that Perico del Cado, the well-
kxnown insurgent leader, was recently
killed in an engagement.

Nine Men Drowned from a Fishing
Schooner.

Seven of the Crew Almost Miraculously
Saved—A Strange Story.

-

Bedford, Mass.,, April 21.—Seven of

the crew of the fishing schooner J. 'W.
Campbell arrived here Sunday night
bringing news of the wreck of their
vessel Yriday night off Long Island.
They had been picked up by the
schooner Norman.
The names of the drowned are:
Robent Smith, captain; John McGuire,
Frank Sylvia, Thos. Rogers, Geo. Ela,
Wm. McAllister, Abel McCormey, Geo.
Granam and Chas. Doherty, all of
Gloucester, Mass. The sauall lasted
only a minute.

When the squall struck her the ves-
sel careened under the terrible blow,
and all realized that their lives were
in danger. Seven of the sixteen sail-
ors quickly clambered up the masts.
No sooner had they done so than a sec-
ond and far more powerful gust of
wind seized the cratt and seemed tO
lift it bodily out of the sea. Then, as
if in a mighty grasp, the vessel was
wrenched and given a sudden twist
with such violence that the mast snap-
ped oif even with the deck, like tooth-
picks, and were hurled far from the
reach of the vortex made by the ship
as she fell back into the water and sank
like a piece of lead.

This is the story as told by the sur-
vivors. They left New York at 38
o’clock Friday night, and the squall
struct them soon afterwanrd. There was
mot the slightest warning. The wind
was blowing only about two knots, and
everything seemed favorable for a
smooth trip,

After the squall subsided the moon
came out, and by its light the seven
survivors, who still clung to the masts
in spite of the awtful shpck of being
thrown through the air and striking
the water, were able to find a dory,
in which they c¢limbed after bailing it
out.

All night long and all the next day
they drifted hopelessly about the
sound without food or water. hen
they were picked up by the schooner
Norman, and later were transferred
to the tug Gladiator, which brought
them to this mort. They lost every-
thing except the clothes they had on
thieir backs.

The day
Itas gone by, never to return, we be-
lieve, when it was deemed wicked to
use instrumental music as an ald %o
the human voice in public or private
worship.

There neeG be no antagonism be-
twe members of societies and the
churches. Really there is not. Neither
members of societies mnor the great
mass of the people at large entertain
feelings of indifference oOr animosity
towards the churches of this city. As
for the societies, probably ninety-nine
out of every hundred of their members
are also members or adherents of
churches. They very wisely do not put
their society, no matter how meritor-
lcus {its p_rmciples, or how elevating
its moral teachings, in the place of
their church. And the very fact that
they seek once a year, with brass band
attachmert, if you will, to publicly
parade to church, and to there ac-
knowledge the bounty of the Creator
and hear the truths of Christianity
expounded for their benefit, is one of
the best proofs that the soclety mem-
bers generally have no desire to an-
tagonize the Church, but rather to
seek in it friends and counsellors.

With a full knowledge of these facts,
we now lay before the preachers and
members of societies the compromise
outlined, and suggest that it could
fairly be adopted by every preacher
and by every soclety in the city with-
out ldss of mrestige or of dignity to
anyone. It may be sald that the hold-
ing of a special sooclety service would
h»oommodé ordinary pew-holders. Per-
haps &o; but only, in all probability,
for one Sunday a year, as it is seldom
that any one preadher & asked to de-
deliver & sermom to more than one
society in a year. In that case, it |
would be easy to arrange, as is the
habit when the Seventh Battalion par-
ades to church at a regular service,
for Teserving pews for the society
men, and then finding seats for the
congregation as best could be pro-
vided. We know of mo church mem-
ber who would not gladly give u his
pew on an occasion of this kind, the
more especially if by so doing all fric-
tion between the societies and the
clergy could thereby be avoided.

Where Harry Allen Will 8pend
Two and a Half Years

For Stealing a Horse, Valise and
Some Clothing.

Pleads Guilty—An Amusing Assault Case
~Where Boys “Went Out of Their
Boundary Line’—One Got
a Pounding.

Harry Allen, the horse thief, did not
show such a bold front at the Police
Court this morning as he did when
put on trial and convicted a week ago
of stealing a horse and saddle from
Messrs. McAdam & Ferguson, livery-
men, of Dumdas. street.

He appeared for sentence today on
the above charge, and also for trial
on two additional charges—stealing a
satchel valued at $3 from Edward C.
Brown, of Clarence street, and also
a gold ring, shirt, collars and cuffs,
valued at $4, from a fellow-‘boa.rder,
John A. Patrick.

On 'the two new charges, Allen elect-
ed.t'nal by the magistrate and pleaded
guilty.

Mr. J. B. McKillop appeared for the
crown and moved the wmentence of the
court. “Inquiries have been made about
Allen,” said Mr. McKillop, “and we
find that his conduoct in Montreal, To-
ronto and Hamilton does not agree
with the certificate from an old coun-
try mir}ister, which Allen has in his
bossession. I do not know whether
it is correct, or not, but we are in-
formed that Allen served a term for
stealing before he came here.”

Allen only asked to be leniently dealt
with, and appeared very penitent, as
an occasional tear would trickle down
his face.

“If this were
the magistrate,
but the crown

the first offense,” said
“it would be different,
asserts that you have
previously been convicted and served a
term. There are three charges now, of
which you are guilty, and the sentence
is that you be confined in the Provin-
cial penitentiary at Kingston for two
years and six months on each, to run
coneurrently.”

Allen is looked mpon by the police
as a bad one. It has just been learned
that he made very free use of the
name of Mr. C. R. Sayer, secretary of
the Y.M.C.A., when caunvassing the c¢ity,
and also produced letters of introduc-
tion alleged to have been written by
Mr. Sayer.

An amusing case was that of Harry
Bassett, a big Hill street boy, who
was charged by Chief of Police Wil-
llams with acting in a disorderly way.
“dward Efner, a Simcoe street boy,
was the complainant. On Thuraday
night of last week, Efner, accompanied
by a companion, went to see his mother
at a house in Hill street. On the way
home they met two school-girl ac-

He did S0,
and with the assistance of his compan-
fon and one of Bassett's gang, he

Among the Various Anglican Churches
—A Prosperous Showing.

St. James’, South London.

At the adjourned meeting of the St.
James’ (South London) vestry, there
was an interesting discussion over the
question of pews and also the enlarge-
ment of the church.

Some of the members of the congre-
gation of St. James’ are in favor of
free pews, while others favor the re-
tention of pews by members and the
removal of the cards and plates bear-
ing the names of the lessees.

Mr. M. J. Kent supported the latter
idea, while Mr, E. A, White
said it was a question of free
pews, a new church, or an
addition to the present  struc-
ture. “It does mot matter to me which
way it goes,” said Mr. White. “I like
a regular place to sit in din ¢hurch, but
if the question is between free pews
and a new church building, I would
by all means go for the former.”

Mr. Charles B. Hunt, seconded by

Mr. B. 8. Murray, offered a motion
which met with general favor, and
ended the discussion. It was ‘“‘That the
present envelope system, inaugurated
last year, be continued, and that the
tickets and plates be removed, except
where parties object.”

“There are some old members who
say they will leave the church if the
plates are taken from thelr pews,” sald
Mr. J. M. Dillon.

Archdeacon Davis expressed the opin-
ion that the adoption of the motion
would result in a great difficuty being
overcome,

Mr. Dillon introduced the subiect of
church extension, by moving that the
ladies of the congregation be empower-
ed to ascertain what amount thgy
could raise for the purpose, and re-
port to the vestry. He knew of one
lady who would give $1,000, while only
$3,500 would be required.

Mr. Kent considered that before any
steps were taken the vestry should
be {lrmly convinced that more accom-
modation was absolutely necessary.
He also thought it absurd to talk
about extensions when the church was
not free of debt. While appreciating
the zeal of the ladies, he was of the
opinion that they could put their ef-
forts to better use by endeavoring to
clear off the present encumbrance.

“I do not think anything in the way
of extension could be undertaken this
year,” said Archdeacon Davis, and the
matter ended.

The annual report of the rector stat-
ed that some members had been lost
by death and many by removal from
the parish, but many new ones were
recelived. The various branches of the
church work were well conducted, and
the Sunday school was prospering, un-
der the supervision of a capable super-
intendent and a good staff of teachers.
During the year the rector conducted
54 baptisms, 11 marriages, officlated at
18 funerals, and paid 1,857 visits; 30
persons were confirmed, and the total
number of communicants was 1,623,

On motion ‘of Mr. Hunt, the wardens
were empowered to engage a choir-
master and organist, at a salary not
to exceed $300 a year.

The salary of the sexton, Mr. Tuke,
was increased from §225 to $300 a year.
Mr. Tuke has been in the chuxrch ser-
vice for twelve years, and has proven
a very faithful officer.

The wardens will consider the ad-
visability of taking two special collec-
tions for the choir boys. “The congre-
gation has taken a very slizght inter-
est in the choir,” said Dr. Bayly, who
gpoke for the bovys, ‘“and a better re-
muneration for thelr services would
make the choir boys behave better, at-
tend practice more regularly, and sing
more readily.”

Numerous repairs and alterations
were decided upon, including the dis-
placement of the gas by electric light-
ing fixtures.

Coming.

Dr. Talmage’'s sermon
Yyesterday shows another way in which
the earthly experience of our Lord is
set forth. His text was II. Samuel,
xv.,, 17: “And the king went forth and
tarried In a place which was far off.”

of heaven, there came a period when
its most 1illustrous citizen was about
to absent himself. He was not going
to sail from beach to beach; we have
often done that. But he was to sall
from world to world, the spaces un-
explored and the fmmensities untravel-
ed. I think that the windows and
the balconies were thronged, and that
the pearly beach was crowded with
those who had come to see him sail
out of the harbor of light into the
ocean beyond. Out and out and out,
and on and on and on, and down and
down and down he sped, wuntil one
night, with only one to greet him, when
he arrived, his disembarkation so un-
pretending, so quiet, that it was not
known on earth until the excitement
in the cloud gave intimation to the
Bethlehem rustics that something
grand and glorious had happened.
Who comes there? From what port
did he szil? Why was this the place
of his destination ? 1 question the
shepherds. I question the camel driv-
ers. I question the angeis. I have
found out. He was an exile. But the
world had plenty of exiles. Abraham,
an exile from Haran; John, an exile
from Ephesus; Kosciusko, an exile from
Poland; Mazzini, an exile from Rome;
Emmet, an exile from Ireland; Victor
Hugo, an exile from France; Kossuth,
an exile from Hungary. But this one
of whom I speak today had such re-
sounding farewell, and came into such
chilling reception, for not even a hostl-
er went out with his lantern to light
him in, that he is more to be celebrat-
ed than any other expatriated exile of
earth or heaven.

First, I remark that Christ was an
imperial exile. /He got down off a
throne. He took oft a tiara. He closed
a palace gate behind him. David was
dethroned by Absalom’s infamy. The
five kings were hurled into a cavern
by Joshua’s courage. Some of the
Henrys of England, and some of the
Louises of France were jostled on their
thrones by discontented subjects. But
Christ was never more honored, or more
popular, or more loved than the day
he left heaven. He was not pushed off.
He was not manacled for foreign
transportation. He was not put out
because they no more wanted him in
celestial domain, but by choice depart-
ing and descending into an exile five
times as long as that of Napoleon at
St. Helena, and @ thousand times
worse; the one exile suffering for that
he had destroyed nations, the other
exile suffering because he came ito
save the world.

But I go further, and I tell you it
was an exile on a barren island. This
world is one of the smallest islands
of light in the ocean of Immensity.
Other stellar kingdoms are many thou-
sand times larger than this. Yes,
Christ came to the poorest part of this
barren island of a world—Asia Minor,
with its intense summers, unfit for the
residence of a foreigner, and in the
rainy season unfit for the residence
of a native. Christ came not to such
a land as America, or England, or
France, or Genmany, but to a land one-
third of the year drowned, another
third of the year burned up, and only
one-third of the year just tolerable.

I go further, and tell you that he
was an exile in a foreign country.
Turkey was never so much agaiast
Russia, France was mnever so much
against Germany, as this earth was
against Christ; it took him in through
the door of a stable. It thrust him
out at the point of a spear. The
Roman Government against him with
every weapon of its army, and every
decision of its courts, and every beak
of its war eagles. For years after his
arrival the only question was how
best to put him out. Herod hated him,
the Pharisees hated him, Judas Iscariot
hated him, Gestas, ¢the dying thief,
hated him. Notice that most of
Christ’s wounds were in front. Some
scourging ‘on the shoulders, but most
of Christ’s wounds in front. He was
not in retreat when he expired. Face
to face with the world’s ferocity. Face
to face with the world’s sin. Face to
face with the world’s woe. His eye on
the raging countenances of his foam-
ing antagonists when he expired. When
the spear was thrust at his side, and
when the hammer was lifted for his
feet, and when the reed was raised
to strike deeper down the spikes of
thorn, Christ watched the whole pro-
cedure. When his hands were fastened
to the cross they were wide open still
with benediction. No ether, no chloro-
form, ;,no merciful anesthetic to dull
or stupefy, but, wideawake, he saw the
obscuration of the heavens, the un-
balancing of the roofs, the counten-
ances quivering with rage and the
cachinnation diabolic. Oh! it was the
hostile as well as the barren island
of a world.

I go further, and tell you that this
exile was far from home. Christ was
33 years away from home. Some of
you feel homesickness when you are
a hundred or a thousand miles away
from the domestic ecircle. Christ was
mecre milllon miles away from home
than vou could count if all your life
you did nothing but count. You know
what it is to be homesick even amid
pleasant surroundings, but Christ slept
tn huts, and he was athirst, and he
was a-hungered, and he was on the
way from being born in another man’s
barn to being buried in another man’s
grave,

On & rough journey we cheer our-
selves with the fact that it will end In
warm hospitality; but Christ knew that
his rough path would end at a de-
follaged tree, without one leaf and with
only two branches, bearing fruit of
such bitterness as no human lips had
ever tasted. Oh! what an exile—start-
ing in an infancy without any cradle,
and ending in assassination. Thirst
withrout any water, day without any
sunlight. The doom of a desperado
far more than angelic excellence. For
what that expatriation and that exile?
Worldly goods sometimes come from
worldly evil. The accidental glance of
& sharp blade from a razor-grinder’s
wiheel put out the eye of Gambetta,
and excited sympathies which gained
him an education, and started him
on a career that made his name more
majestic among Frenchmen than any
other name in the last twenty years.
Hawthorne, turned out of the office of
collector at Salem, went home in de-
spair.
