suspected of being Dr. Crippen and his stenographer, Miss Leneve,
proved to be the persons wanted, and were promptly placed under
arrest. -

All control that she
had fought so hard to retain through-
out the voyage left her. She cried out
hysterically and became so faint that
restoratives were administered. Shut
in her room and restored to women’s
dress, she was closely guarded, ag the
vessel continued its journey, for fear
that she would take her life or col-
lapse utterly.

The Climax.

The identification of the fugitives by
the Engiish detective marked the cul-
mination of one of the n.ost sensation-
al flights in recent crimina! annals.

VATICAN OFFENDED
BY SPAINS ACTION

But May Show Tolerance by Not Re-
calling Papal Nuncio.
[Associated Press Cable.]
Rome, July 31.—The papal nuncio at
Madrtd, Monsignor Vico, has not been
recalled by the Vatican, which is
awaiting the official announcement of
the recall by the Spanish Government
of Marquis De Ojeda, ambassador to

the Vatican.

The Vatican is greatly offended at
the methods adopted by Premier
Canalejas in the recall of the Spanish
ambassador, as the announcement was
made through the press, and neither
the papal nuncio at Madrid, nor the
Vatican, was notified directly. As a
jconsequence the papal secretary of
state, Cardinal Merry Del Val, has pot
been able to take any measure of re-
taliation, but it is believed that Mgr.
Vico will be instructed to leave Ma-
drid immediately after the official an-
nouncement of Marquis De Ojeda’s re=
call is received here, .

The opinion is held in some cireles,
however, that the Vatican will give
further proof of its tolerance by per-
mitting the papal nuncio to remain at
Madrid, notwithstanding the with-
drawal of the Spanish ambassador, as
was the case when the French Gov-
ernment ordered the French ambassa-
dor at the Vatican to return to Paris.
On that occasion the papal nuncio,
Mgr. Lorenzelli, remained in Paris
until diplomatic relations were com-
pletely broken off. -

1860 most of the remnants of the old
system were swept away. In that
yvear Cobden was sent to France to
negotiate a reciprocity treaty. Morley,
in his “Life of Gladstone,” says of
this treaty: “England engaged im-
mediately to abolish the d\ities upen
all manufactured articles at her ports,
and to reduce the duties on wine and
brandies.”

The
system had its birth in the pu!;llcation
of Adam Smith’'s “Wealth of Nations.”

- poleonic wars he would have un-
-shackled commerce more than he did.
‘As it was, he brought about free
trade with Ireland, after Irish indus-
try had been ruined by English legis-
lation. ‘

The mantle of Pitt fell upon Haus-

land, Denmark, Germany, Holland,
Austria and Russia depend for a large
part of their fuel supply on the simple
process of pulping the peat, forming it
into bricks upon the field and harvest-
ing it as air-dried fuel. The weather
conditions of Canada are quite as
favorable for the production of air-
dried machine peat as in the countries
mentioned.

Allowing 140 days for a season’s
operations Mr. Haanel says the cost
per ton of air-dried machine peat is
as follows: Fuel on the fleld, $1.40;
stored in shed, $1.65; loaded on car,
$1.65; in stack, $1.70. The cost, per
ton, should be considerably reduced
from those figures by the employment
of mechanical excavators and the
manufacture of the peat on a large
scale. Compared with the cost of coal
the advantage is decidedly in faver of
peat.

No ‘estimate of the enormous extent
of Canada’s peat bogs can at present

be formed. Some 37,000 sguare miles

are actually known, but this vast area
is believed to form but a small frac-
tion of the amount of the fuel in ex-
istence in this country.

A POLICE VICTIM

Tramp Tried Three Times On a

Charge of Murder.

Dublin, July 31.—Interest has been
excited all over Ireland in the case of
William Moore, who has just been
tried for the third time at Omagh for
the murder on June 12, 1909, of Wil-
liam and Margaret Holt, at Tully-
hogue, County Tyrone. As on the
first two occasions the jury disagreed
and Moore is still in prison.

MURDER SUSPECT

Police Get Joseph Wendling Alter
Long Chase Over the

Continent.

WAS AT SAN FRANCISCO

Charged With the Brutal Slaying of
Little Louisville Girl.

San Francisco, July 30.—Wendling,
the Louisville church sexton, who has
been under suspicion as the murderer
of Alina Kellner, was caught here to-
day.

Wendling was captureq in a Third
street lodging-house by Detectives
Ryan and Burke, of the local depart-
ment. He made no resistance, and
admitteq to the oflicers on the way to
the city prison that he was Wendling.

Wendling denied any connection
with the murder of the girl in his
talk  with the district attorney and
police. He described his wanderings
since leaving Louisville, saying he
went to New Orleans, thence to Texas
and finally te Vallejo, where Carney
founq his trail.

The capture was due to a tip given
the detectives by a note from some
unknown person. The note stated that
Wendling would be found at No. 341
Third street. That was three days
ago, and when the detectives went to
the place they found a vacant lot. Ad-
joining this was a lodging-house at
3456 Third street. The place is con-
ducted by a French woman, who in-
sisted that no man answering to
Wendling's description had ever stop-
ped there. A watch was malintained
about the place, however, and this
morning the detectives determined to
search the house. Wendling was found
hiding under the sink in the kitchen.
He denied he was the man, but the
mark of the bullet wound in the hand
received while he was in the French
army was discovered, and investiga-
tion disclosed the ship tattooeq on his
body. When the officers spoke of these
Wendling broke down and admitted
his identity. Wendling has been sought
for in this city for three weeks. He
wag trailed to Vallejo, a town 30 miles
from here, by Chief of Detectives J.
P. Carney, of Louisville, after a chase
that leg across the continent.

Story of the Crime.

Louisville, Ky., July 30.—Alma Kell-
ner, the 8-year-old daughter of Mr.
and Mrs. Fred Kellner, and niece of
Frand Fehr, millionaire brewer, dis-
appeared from her home in this city
on the morning of Dec. 8 last, to at-
tenq mass at 8t, John’s Church, about
three blocks away. She was not seen
again until her mutilated body - was
found in the basement of St. John's
Parochial School Building on May 30.
There was every indication that the
child had been murdered, and her
body hidden in an effort to conceal
the crime.

Evidence found around the school
building and among the effects of the
janitor, Joseph Wendling, directed
suspicion toward him, and when an
effort was made to capture him it was
discovereq he had fled the city. His
wife was taken into custody, but was
dismissed after being examined for
several days

Evidence pointing to Wendling was
wrung from her by the police, and the
dead” child’s relatives and the authori-
ties offered $6.000 for his capture.

Wendling is about 27 years old, and
{s supposed to be a son of a good fam-
1ly. i1Te speaks several languages
fluently. According to his wife, Wend-
ling left Loulsville on Jan. 24, and the
trail followed by Carney led him into
Mexico, Central America, and finaily
back to this country to a ranch near
Vallejo, Cal.

When the girl first disappeared it
was thought she had been kidnapped,
and search was instituted. extending
to all parts of Canada and the United
States.

KING'S OLDEST SUBJECT

James Grieve, Highland Shepherd, is
111 Years of Age.

London, July 31.—King George’s
oldest subject, at least in the United
Kingdom, is James Grieve, a shepherd
of Aygyllshire. He is in his 111th year,
having been born in January, 1800, and
unti\ two months ago he was able to
walk about. Now he lies in a cottage
on the banks of Loch Eck fighting
against infirmities.

“I have done my best to prolong my
life,” he told an interviewer, “but I
do not expect to rise again.” Grieve,
whose .birthplace was Glengarry, in
Inverness-shire, lives with his eldest
son, who looks nearly as old as his
aged parent. His sight is still good
but he has become very deaf. For
more than ninety-five years he was
a shepherd in various parts of the
highlands, looking after his flock on
the mountain side in all weathers. His
food has been simple, and he has had
good health throughout his long life.
He has taken alcohol in moderation,
and has enjoyed his pipe until within
the last few weeks.

Grieve has lived in six reigns. One
of his earliest recollections is of the
rejoicing after Waterloo.

PLAN TO BALLOON -
ACRGSS THE ATLANTIC
Vaniman and Wellman Will
Start Their Dirigible at
Atlantic City.

[Associated Press.]

New York, July 31.—Melvin Vani-
man, aviator, and mechanical engineer,
returned to America today by the
Liner La Tourraine, full of confidence
in the flight across the Atlantic, which
he proposes to undertake with Walter
Wellman in their dirigible airship
America. Mr. Wellman met him at
the pier and both left immediately for
Atlantic City to make ready for hous-
ing the America, which is to arrive

'here on Wednesday by the Oceanic.

“The America will carry an unsink-
able lifeboat on her voyage,” said Mr.
Vaniman. *This lifeboat will be 25
feet long, 6 feet in beam, ang will be
stocked with provisions sufficient to
last the crew for 30 days.

“Besides Mr. Wellman and myself
we shall carry two mechanics whom I
have brought over with me from
France, a wireless operator ang one
other man not yet chosen.”

Calls Feat Mere Play.

The wireless operator will supply
news of the voyage to the New York
Times, the Chicago Record-Herald
and the London Daily Telegraph, none
of which, however, stand back of the
enterprise otherwise than as custom-
ers for whatever of interest it may
have to tell.

“Flying above the ocean,” continued
Mr, Vaniman, “will be play, compared
to some of the flights we made in the
Arctic. In both our failures there the
fault was not with the dirigible pro-
per, but in one instance, with our in-
struments, which failed to give us an
exact idea of where we were going,
and in the other with our guide rope
which broke by reason of a defective
piece of leather.

“Crossing the Atlantic we shall try
to keep at a level of about 300 feet
above the water. In czse of any &c-
cident short of a dlsaster we ough: !0
have no trouble, equipped «3 we shall
be with wireless, in getting irtc touch
with one of the many trans-Agant’'c
liners. For fuel we shall carry fcur
tons of gasoline.

“It is necessary to start from Atlan-
tic City because only thera coulg we
find a balloon shed big enougn {o re-
ceive the America, but conditions per-
mitting, we shall try t» lir over New
York on our way out to sea. Our k-
jective point will be Y.ondon, but any
place in England will lock  geod
enough to land on.”

SEARCHLIGHTS ON THE SUEZ
CANAL.

IRON FISHING.

The bottoms of many Swedish lakes ar
covered to a thickness of six or eight
inches with fragments cf iron ore of the
size of peas. This consists
chiefly of ochre, hydrated oxide of
iron, mixed with silicate and phosphate
of iron, clay, sand and othep impurities,
and yields pig iron of very good quality.
The ore is obtained by very primiti\"e
methods. In winter a hole is cut in the
ice, a scraper attached to a long pole is
inserted, and all the ore within reach is
collected into a heap beneath the hole.
Some of the mud which has been scraped
together with the ore is removed by stir-
ring the mass with poles and the ore is
i then scraved into bags which have been
sunk and is hauled up. In summer this
curious mining operation is conducted in
a similar manner from rafts anchored in
four tons of ore a day. Steam dredges
the lake. Two miners can bring up about
have recently been installed in a few
places.

ITALY'S DOWAGER QUEEN
IN PERIL OF MURDER

Reds Planned to Kill Margherita

on Anniversary of Hum-
bert's Slaying.

Milan, July 31.—An anarchist plot
to murder the Dowager Queen Marg-
herita has been discovered on the tenth
anniversary of the assassination of
her husband, King Humbert, who was
slain at Monza on July 29, 1900. The
man who was chosen to execute the
decision of the revolutionary group
gave himself up to the police, and, af-
ter confessing his part in the plot,
committed suicide in prison.

For several days the police have
noted =igns of activity among the radi-
cal element, and several arrests have
been made. The various groups con-
stituting the anarchistic party in this
city held frequent meetings, and at
one of these it was decided to assas-
sinate the dowager queen on the an-
niversary of her husband’s death. A
man was chosen by lot to carry out
the decision, but his courage failed
him, and he revealed the entire plot to
the secret police.

The Chapelle Expiatore, erected by
order of Queen Margherita on the very
spot where the late king was mur-
dered, was inaugurated yesterday at
Monza with appropriate eceremonics, All
the civil and military authorities were
‘present. The principal speech was
made by Signor Fabri, a member of
the chamber of deputies. The chapelle
‘is a triumph of the art of architecture.

The Crippens’ Maid.

London, July 31. — The Crippens’
French maid, Mlle. Lecoq, is now at
Boulogne, whence she was sent by
the detectives after she had told
them all she knew about Crippen and
Miss Leneve.

She entered Dr. Crippen’s service on
the 11th of June. Miss Leneve she
took to be the doctor’s wife, and she
says they appeared to be very fond
of one another. Crippen was always
perfectly self-possessed, and when she
went into the cellar to chop wood or
fetch coal she found nothing to sug-
gest that the flooring had been re-
moved in any part,

“One day,” she says, “Dr.
came to help me chop wood. All the
time he joked. On Saturday, July 9,
two detectives presented themselves.
When they left I saw that madame
was trembling. Next morning I saw
that she had been crying a great deal.

Crippen

Later -on I received a let-
ter from madame saying that I was
not to be uneasy, adding: ‘We are g0-
ing to the theatre, and shall not be
back until late’ The next day my
master and mistress did not return,
and on the day following a lady whom
I did not know, except that she was
the wife of the person whom Dr. Crip-
pen invited occasionally to dinner,
came to the house. She was accom-
panied by her husband, ‘My girl,’ she
sald, ‘you must go away. Your mas-
ter i{s not ceming back.’ She made
madame’s dresses into a parcel, which
she took away with her, and her hus-
band paid me what was due to me for
wages.”

Was Mrs. Crippen Poisoned?
London, July 31.—The inquest on
the death of Mrs. Crippen has been
adjourned until Aug. 15.

How Suspicion Was Aroused.
The English papers received Satur-
day glve an account of the important

The first witness was Mr, John Egd-
vf-ard Nash, who first gave informa-
tion to the police. He described him-
self as a theatrical manager, of 29
Park Mansions, Vauxhal] Park. H;
Dxroceeded to state that his wife and
himseli were great friends of Belle
Elmore (Mrs. Crippen), as well as of
Dr. Crippen. On Feb. 7 he heard that
Belle Elmore haqd resigneq from the
Music Hall Ladies’ Guild and had left
for California. On Feb. 27 there was
a .dinnex- given by the Benevolent In-
stitution, presideq over by Mr. Joseph
Elvin. The witness and his wife were
very surprised to see Crippen enter
the room with his lady typist. Mrs.
Pau]l Martinetti, who was sitting next
to him, recognized a brooch which the
woman was wearin: 3 having belong-
e_d to Mrs. Crippen. The witness con-
tinued: That made a great impression
Oon me. On the 23rd March my wife
and I sailed for New York on_ busi-
ness. During the first week in May
we received a letter from Mrs. Mar-
tinetti telling us that poor Belle had
died. - About the middle of May we
met Mrs. Fred Ginnett in New York.
She is the president of the Music
Hall Ladtes’ Guild, and she was very
upset about Belle Elmore dying, and
wrote to the authorities at Los An-
geles. The police replied that no such
woman had died in Los Angeles. Be-
ing great friends of Belle Elmore we
both felt very bad over the matter,
and felt it was a most mysterious
affair.

An Interview With Crippen,

Crippen’s Story to the Police.

Inspector Walter Dew was the next
witness. He said that after seeing
Mr. Nash on June 30 he made in-
quiries in London and elsewhere, was
not satisfied, and determined to in-
terview Crippen. Early on the morn-
ing of July 8 he called at 39 Hilldrop
Crescent with Sergeant Mitchell. He
saw a French girl, who said she was
the servant, and Miss Leneve, whom

said she was Mr. Crippen’'s house-
keeper, and that Mr. Crippen was out.
The witness went on: I proceedeg with
her and Sergeant Mitchell to Albion
House, New Oxford street. On the
third floor Crippen was carrying on
some sort of dentistry business. He
at once saw me, and I told him who I
was. I saig that certain information
had reached me as to the storieg cir-
culated by him concerning his wife's
death, and that I had come to him be-
cause I was not satisfied with the in-
quiries I hag made. He said he was
quite willing to give me any explana-
tion, and added, “I suppose I had bet-
ter tell the truth.”” He then made a
long statement to me, which I re-!
duced to writing, and which I do not
propose to put in at present. In the

the effect that what he had saig about
his wife’s death was al} lies. So far
as he knew she was not dead; but on
Feb. 1 he gave a little party to some
friends, including Mr. Paul Martinet-
ti, and during the evening an incident
occurred in which she abused him

he recognized as Crippen’s typist. She

had been tied in the reefer fasuioi.
We found no portion of the head at
all, and no bones whatever. It seem-
ed as if someone had carveq the flesh
to pieces. There was a quantity of
lime associated with the mold and
flooring.

The witness said that they found
two pieces of string, ang the clothing
amongst the remains included a por-
tion of a man’s shirt or pyjama
Jacket. On the tab of this jacket was
the name “Jones Brothers, Holloway
Road.” Subsequently he discovered a
suit of pyjamas in a box upstairs sim-
ilar to the jacket which was found
amongst the remains, and also a pair
of pyjama trousers, which hag been
very much worn.

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' THE PEARSON PLOT
SCARED WALL STREET

Until Unearthed the Speculators
Feared Country’s Credit

Involved.

New York, July 31.—The important
financial and railroad news which became
known last week went far to explain the
recent turmoil and unsettlement in the

stock market, and served at the same
time to-relieve it by a settlement of a
threatening situation. The surrender to
an international syndicate headed by
Kuhn, Loeb & Co., of holdings accumu-
lated by the so-called Pearson syndicate,
looking into the formation of a railroad
combination, reaching from the Atlantic
to the Pacific, transformed the speculat-

ive position. The transaction, in its first.

bearing, relieved the stock ‘market of any
necessity for forced liquidation, such as
the Tuesday stock market gave an ex-
ample of. The selling out of loans to the
hard-pressed holders of the stocks de-
signed to form -the-combination, threw
the market into demoralization on that
day. An excited rise in price of corn
caused the _apprehension that prospective
partial failure of that crop and fears for
the country’s general credit position, were
involved in the acute depression of the
stock market. With the disclosure of the
immediate cause of the action of the
gtock market, the part attributed to gen-
eral causes in the depression was less
considered.
The Pearson Surrender.

While, the trouble which overtook the
Pearson project might be traced primar-
ily to the market, depdession growing out
of general causes, it was recognized that
prcbably it was much aggravated by the
attitude of groups whose interests were
likely to be impaired by the proposed
protective mpeasures.in. tihe stock market
for some time pas{, was explained by the
unwillingness of these opposing interests
to afford support for the extrication of
the embarrassed party. The moment
chosen for the relief of the perilous stock
market situation was the moment of sur-
render eof -the aggzressive new projectors
in the railroad world. The antagonism
involved lay not only in the railroad field,
but in the industrial fizld, as well touch-
ing some of the mest powerful financial
interests in existence.

The perception of these facts fostered a
conviction that the settlement covered not
only a relief of the immediate pressure
sn the stock market of the embarrassed
holdings, but removed also a cause for
the reluctance to afford the usual support
for market values.by powerful inside in-
terests, which have been ominously mani-
fest in the stock market. This conviction
led to a modified view of the force of
other factors, which have been supposed
to be solely responsible for the deep de-
pression of the securiti>s market. Espe-
cially, there had grown up an anxiety lest
the action of the stock market might re-
flect secret knowledge of unfavorable
conditions in the general credit situation
in th~ country at large. This anxiety was
relieved by the week's explanation of the
true cause of the weakness of stocks.

The surface showing of improvement in
the banking position was allowed its due
influence on sentiment. The private sct-
tlements of the week involved placing
large blocks of securities abroad, ar3d

* here sprang up an iumportant demand in
the open market for foreign account The
foreign credit account of the New York
money market was correspondingly
strengthened. The building up of this

resource in addition to the large surplus |

reserve of the New York banks, gives
confidence in the money outlook.
The quarterly earnings of the United

States Steel Corporation were unusually

large, and the heavy decrease in unfilled |

orders, while significant of shrinkage in
trace activity, was viewed in the light of
the reduced prices at which orders must
now be beoked.

STRONG STATEMENT
BY SPAIN'S PREMIER

Blames the Vatican for Rupture
Between the State and
Church.

[Associated Press Cable.]

Madrid, July 31.—Premier Canalejas
describes the recall of Marquis De
Ojeda, the Spanish ambassador to the
Vatican, as ‘“An indefinite suspension
of negotiations.” The critical situation
brought about by the rupture of diplo-
matic relations with the Holy See, is
fully realized by the Government and
the people. The premier today made
this statement:

“The moment 1 assumed power I
opened negotiations for a reduction of
the religious orders. The Vatican re-
plied, offering less than was offered to
Premier Maura. We were grievously
disappointed, but pursued the issue in
a spirit of great moderation.

“Desiring to advance the question
without rupturing the negotiations, we
gxercised our right of sovereignty by
issuing decrees compelling the orders
to register under the law and ordering
dissident sects to display the emblems
of public worship. As the Vatican re-
plied only with protegts we introduced
a bill interdicting further orders until
the revision of the concordat had been
accomplished.

Blames the Vatican.

"“When the Vatican finally demanded
the suspension of the decrees, as a
condition for a continuation of the ne-
gotiations, the Government, in spite of
its desire to avold a rupture, decided
to consider the negotiations and to
proceed to carry out its programme
by decrees and legislation. The king
approved our course, The situation
will not retard the visit of his majesty
to England next week.”

An official communication issued by
the Government throws the entire re-
sponsibility of the present trouble on
the Holy See, “whose attitude,” it
says, “has rendered sterile the concil-
iatory propositions of the Govern-
ment.”

The cominunication continues: “The
Government, having exhausted every
means to reach an agreement regard-
ing a reduction of the orders, has now
instructed Marquis Ojeda to inform
Cardinal Merry Del Val, the papal
secretary, that he has been recalled to
Spain and had received orders leaving
the councillor in charge of the em-
bassy.”

A numbar of conferences have been
held on the subject, and according to
information received from some of the
members, they now look for no relief
from the present council, and will ne:t
year endeavor to elect aldermen more
in sympathy with their ideals.

Ald. Richter has claimed since becom-
ing an alderman that the assessment was
too low—that it should ke raised to a
higher level. A number of other members
of the council are in sympathy with his
views, and it looks very much as if
there is a gradual increase in values this
year.

Listen to This.

It was stated to The Advertiser by a
member of the Real Estate Owners’ As-
soclation that Mr. John Hayman had
given up the idea of building an apart-
ment house owing to the increased as-
sessment. Some others who have con-
templated building have also given up the
projects for the present at least.

“We think the increased assessment is
unwarranted,”’ said one member. ‘“We are
paying too much taxes now, and we
thought that a policy of economy would
lighten rather than increase our burdens.
However, such has not besn the case. We
are already considering material for a
slate for the coming elections. Wc¢ be-
lieve in getting to work early, and I am
confident that we can induce a number of
the best businessmen to enter the lists.
We are not satisfied with this year's
council, and we think that several
changes would be advantageous to the
citizens."”

No Names.

None of the men would name those
against whom there is prejudice, but they
will likely name a big ticket, in ordel
that they may exert a predominating in-
fluence over the deliberations of next
year's board.

COCKATOO 112 YEARS OLD.

Cockatoos are well known to live to
patriarchal age, and probably the old-
est bird in the world whose age can
be traced with certainty flourished in
a well-known hostelry at Tom Ugly’s
point, near Sydney, New South Wales.

When he had feathers enough to dis-
tinguish his species he was recogniz-
able as a lemon-crested cockatoo, but
as he had been ‘“‘under bare poles” for
half a century, few living -pe{)ple can
remember when he had more covering
than he shows at present.

First, though, you are to learn how
it comes about that Hayes is no longer
barber to Rockefeller.

You will remember the solemn inter-
est with which the public followed the
progress of the nervous ailment
through which Rockefeller achieved
baldness. You will remember, maybe,
the debut of the iron gray wig now a
part of all Rockefeller cartoons. But
one thing the public, interested as it is
in the affairs of all great men, has not
known. That is that the nervous ail-
ment which made military - hair
brushes an inappropriate Christmas
gift was never checked. Slowly—slow-
ly as the falling of the autumn leaves
—Rockefeller's beard has left him. Now
his chin is nearly as bald as the top
of his head. Rockefeller had no fur-
ther need of barbers.
