ager of the London Street Hallway:
.The London Free Press of the 31st ult, publishes a statement of what I said 
in regard to the fares on the London and Port Stanley Railway and the fares 
charged on the electric railways that are under the jurisdiction of the province 
of Ontario, as follows:

"Mr. Ingram contended that the fares on the London and Port Stan- 
ley Railway were higher than the fares charged on any electric railway 
under the jurisdiction of the province of Ontario. Under the Dominion 
charter the fares on the Port Stanley line are 2.875 cents per mile, where- 
as lines operating under a provincial charter are limited to two cents 

Port "For many years 0,1 certain days the return fare from London to 
Port Stanley was 30 cents. Sir Adam Beck went to Ottawa and secured 
legislation which enabled him to charge 50 cents return."
In answer to the above statements made by me, Mr. Philip Pocock vice 

chairman of the London and Port Stanley Railway Commission, states in the London Evening Free Press of May 31, 1320, that
"With reference to the statements of Mr. Ingram, which were given 

to the public that the L. and P. S. is charging higher fares than are 
other electric lines, Mr. Pocock pointed out the inaccuracy of the state- 
ment.

“Summer rates to Port Stanley are 50 cents return, a distance of 
miles, for less than one cent per mile. On the line from Chatham to 

Erie Beach, a distance of about 12 miles, the return fare during the ex­
cursion season is 40 cents, according to Mr. Pocock.

20 PER CENT LESS.
"The fact is," said Mr. Pocock, "we are charging 20 per cent less 

on the regular rates on the L. and P. S. than are being paid on the C. 
N. R. and the C. P. R. electric lines. These are charging the steam 
rates of 3.45 cents a mile, while we are only receiving 2.875 cents a mile. 
While the M. C. R. and the P. M. R., when selling tickets that cover 
transportation over our line charge 3.45 cents a mile, they only pay us 
our regular rate of 2.875 cents."

"Speculators," said Commis­
sioner Murdock. “I go further, I call 
them parasites, and I think they ought 
to be removed from the realm of busi- 
ness. It's an outrage to modern civil­
ization to have returned soldiers forced 
to come here and complain they have 
been charged unfair prices. This is only 
one of thousands of cases going on ail 
the time."

The hearing was marked this morn­
ing by the exoneration of Mr. Marshall 
from complicity in the deal. On evi­
dence being submitted he returned his 
commission check of $183.10 to Mr. An­
derson before the case was taken up by 
the board of commerce.

Read Memorandum.

Mr. King read from a memorandum 
prepared by the board of inland revenue 
of Great Britain to snow that if the 
British Government made a levy of 25 
per cent on war wealth, the sum of 
one thousand million pounds would be 
realized. And, in Canada, people who 
had amassed great wealth out of the 
war should be required to pay at least 
a percentage of their war fortune into 
the public treasury.

The Government had been ready to 
conscript human life. He did not ask 
that it should be equally ready to 
conscript wealth, but he did ask that 
where fortunes had been made out of 
the war, something should be con­
tributed out of this source.

"The budget," Mr. King declared, “is 
a budget to protect the profiteer. It 
is not a budget to protect the people 
of Canada." Wealth was primarily de­
rived from the community. It was 
not therefore unreasonable to ask that 
part of the wealth created by the com­
munity should be returned to the com­
munity.

Government Has No Policy.
The budget revealed the Government 

as having no policy for dealing with 
the high cost of living. "We do not 
expect the Government to solve the 
problem of the high cost of living," 
continued Mr. King. "Certainly not. 
but we have a right to expect that the 
Government will make some contribu­
tion towards its solution. Instead of 
reducing the cost of living the Gov­
ernment has added to it and made it 
more difficult for the people to live." 
To an invisible tariff, the Government 
has added a visible tariff on a multi­
tude of items.

Proposals made in the budget would 
encourage in large part the manufac­
ture of shoddy goods. Quality was 
quite as important as quantity, and no 
way probably could the poor man be 
hit worse than by giving him poor 
value for his money.

Why were goods sent out of the 
country, Mr. King asked, not equally 
taxed? It was because the Govern­
ment wished to help the manufacturer. 
There was no consideration for the 
consumer.

KING’S PRINTER
BECOMES LIBRARIAN

OTTAWA. June 1.—The appointment 
of Mr. J. De L. Tache, king’s printe. 
to the position of joint parliamentary 
librarian was given official sanction 
this morning, when an order-in -council 
was passed authorizing the transfer. 
He will probably remain in his present 
office until the reorganization now be­
ing considered goes Into effect.

—I refer to him again because he was 
the chief exponent of the views of the 
Government in the debate—gives his 
interpretation of the attitude of gen- 
tiemen on this side of the House as 
one of deception.

"May I say to my honorable friend 
that there is no deception in the atti­
tude of honorable gentlemen on this 
side.

Let me repeat my honorable friends 
reference to the Government of which 
he is a member with regard to the 
action of that Government prior to the 
last election, when he and his party 
came together with their two flags.

Unwilling to Listen.
"All I shall say in conclusion, said 

Mr King, "is this. There is another 
view in this country, and that is that 
if the people intrusted these two dif- 
ferent wings with power, which they 
did for the purpose of winning the 
war they today find them united into 
one' solid body, which is unwilling to 
listen to the voice of the people as 
expressed at the poll. They will not 
listen to the verdict of the people as 
expressed in Prince Edward Island, 
New Brunswick, Quebec. Ontario, 
Saskatchewan or the different centres 
in which there have been elections, 
and we have a ministry which is un­
willing to have a representative of 
labor or of the returned soldiers in 
this House and a ministry which has 
taken from the start a most autocratic 
stand in dealing with the matters 
which are before the country at the 
present time.

"We have come to the moment when 
in the great work of reconstruction 
a ministry that ignores the people and 
lias no policy to propose other than 
safeguarding and protecting privileges

OTTAWA. June 1.—J. R. Wilson.

USELESS BIG HOUSES.

It has been estimated that 800,000 new houses 
are needed in the United Kingdom properly to house 
the population. All building was at a standstill 
throughout the war. Because of the greatly in­
creased cost of building materials and the 
increased cost of labor, these houses cannot be 
built for less than twice the amount they would 
have cost in 1914. Thousands of big houses in 
London are for sale, but these are of no use to 
newlyweds, who in most instances cannot afford 
to maintain them, nor can they get the servants 
necessary to keep up such establishments. It has 
been found too costly to try to convert many of 
these houses into apartments. They now are 
monuments to pre-war and opulent family life in 
London, when servants were employed by the 
dozen.

GERMS LONG-LIVED
The microbes of disease are long-lived when kept 

In favorable surroundings. Dr. J. Daneyz reports 
to the French Academie des Sciences that a strain 
of paratyphoid bacilli kept in broth in sealed am­
poules were alive and virulent after twelve years. 
When these bacilli were transferred to a new test 
tube every 24 hours they were still virulent after 
five years. At the beginning they produced nine 
generations in 24 hours; after a year they were 
producing nine generations in twelve hours. Thus 
at the end of five years Dr. Dansyz had 25,000 
generations of paratyphoid germs.

GERMAN INDUSTRY AND INDEMNITIES.

(Vancouver Sun.]
After the Franco-Prussian War, France paid 

Germany an indemnity of about one billion dollars. 
By a stupendous effort the French relieved them­
selves of the burden of the Indemnity and the 
accompanying occupation in a marvelously short 
time. The result was that French industry and 
commerce made huge strides. Compulsory thrift 
and industrial expansion enabled France to become 
prosperous in an incredibly short time, while Ger­
many still wallowed in the trough of a severe 
trade depression.

The indemnity payable by Germany in cash Is 
thirty times as great as that paid by France. In 
order to sustain it the German industrial machine 
must work at high efficiency. Germany will have 
to be provided with raw materials; ships will have 
to frequent its ports again; the world will have to 
accept German goods in exchange tor the food and 
materials it must import in order to pay its debts 
to the Allies.

Britain. France, Belgium. Italy and Serbia may 
benefit by the receipt of the proceeds of the gold 
bonds to be issued by Germany. But, unless a 
considerable portion of the bond issue is subscribed 
by Germans—which is not likely if immediate pay­

Boil for about ten minutes In 
this, then drain again, and cover with 
water, add sugar and allow to simmer 
until nearly tender.

We try to use only what is essential 
in our climate. The chest of a baby 
should be coverd with soft flannel, its 
limbs protected, but unhampered, and 
its abdomen supported by a broad 
flannel band, fitting the body snugly 
but not tightly. Tight clothing any­
where on a child restricts the free 
movement of the body, and. therefore, 
its free growth, and especially over the 
chest and abdomen, it hinders the 
breathing and digestion, sometimes 
even causing vomiting.

We no longer fasten the band, which 
gees once and a half around the body. 
With safety pins, big or little, for the 
little ones get lost, or the baby man­
ages to swallow one, and the big ones 
turn on edge and hurt him. Rather we 
sew it on with long stitches, which we 
cut at night. It sounds as if it would be 
hard to do, and take time, but a little 
experience proves that it takes less 
time, and is far more satisfactory than 
pins.

Save the Wrapper—Aligator Hide.
A few packages of humanity come 

wrapped in alligator hide. Being at 
a loss to explain this condition of 
the skin, we physicians dub it ichythy- 

osis, relying confidently upon the im­
pressive name to befuddle the patient 
sufficiently to prevent him or her from 
becoming curious as to the nature, 
cause or origin of this condition. This 
Is one of our practical uses for awe­
some names. We have other uses for 
such names, too. but I will not dwell 
upon them as long as colleagues mani- 
fest an agreeable feeling toward this 
department.

Ichythyosis, as nearly as my sketchy 
glimmering of Greek enables me to 
determine means fish-skin. The scaly 
condition of the skin accounts for the 
suggestion. Then, In mild cases, when 
it perhaps seems advisable to make a 
still greater Impression on the patient.

we call it xeroderma, and that is from 
the Japanese word $* (), meaning dray 
skin. The difference between dry skin 
and xeroderma Is about $9.

Although subjects are born ichthy- 
otic, the conditions is not invariably 
inherited, so far as observation has 
shown. An ichythyotic man married 
his cousin and five children with norma! 
skin were born to them. But heredity 
is usually evident.

Both sexes and all classes of people 
have the disease. It Is usually better 
in warm climates and in warm weather. 
The patient’s general health and vigor 
are unimpaired. There seems to be 
simply a congenital lack of some- 
thing essential in the normal nutrition 
of the skin. The disease generally 
manifests itself soon after birth, though 
fn some instances not until early adult 
age.

The skin Is dry, harsh, rough and 
destitute of moisture or the natural 
skin oil. It constantly exfoliates a fine, 
dry. dandruff-like accumulation of 
scales. This is most pronounced on the 
outer or exterior surfaces ot the arms' 
and legs, and particularly over the el­
bows and knees.1

#METHOD OF ORCHARD CULTIVA.
TION.

[Experimental Farm Notes.]
The method or system of cultivation 

to be adopted may be varied to some 
extent to meet local conditions. In 
reality, however, all systems should be, 
and in most cases are, a slight modifi­
cation of the “clean cultivation and 
cover crop system."

The clean cultivation method calls for 
all the ground under and around the 
trees to be plowed and frequently har­
rowed until around July 1.

This system has much to recommend 
it, viz.: (1) maximum conservation of 
soil moisture, (2) excellent conditions 

'for liberation of plant food, especially 
& nitrogen, (3) sightliness and cleanli- 
IIness of the orchard, and (4) control of 
I ■ Insect pests.

GREATLY NEEDED.

nfood is to get on the land as 
early as possible in the spring, other- 
wise, if the orchard is not plowed until 
late, most of the advantages of culti­
vation are lost.

Modifications of the above consist of 
leaving a strip of sod about four feet 
in width next to the trees. In old 
orchards where it is difficult to get close 
to the trees this may be practiced suc­
cessfully. in which case the grass is 
cut once or twice during the season 
and allowed to remain as a mulch.

In both these Instances, on the cul­
tivated portion a mulch is maintained 
until about July 1, when a clover crop 
of some sort should be sowed. If the 
seed is not too expensive, some legu­
minous crop like red clover or crimson 
clover, at the rate of abott twelve 
pounds per acre for the former and ten 
pounds for the latter, or summer 
vetch at the rate of 50 pounds per 
acre is advisable, as these will add 
a considerable quantity of plant food 
to the soil.

If too costly rape may be used as a 
cover crop, at the rate of 30 pounds 
per acre.

The sod mulch system. If properly 
handled, may be advisable on moist 
soils where there is abundance of plant 
food. This system must not be confused 
with the sod system, which is not :o 
be recommended. In the former, for 
the first few years, grass or old straw 
is hauled onto the orchard and placed 
around the trees to form a mulch. This 
practice is continued until the cuttings 
from the sod beneath the trees is suffi­
cient in themselves to form a heavy 
mulch.

CONTROL OF SWARMING.
Swarming is the bees’ natural method 

of increase, and the instinct to swarm 
is particularly strong under the ex­
tremely favorable conditions for bee 
activity of the Canadian spring and 
summer.

The uncertainty of swarming, the loss 
of honey following the division of the 
working force of the colony, the possi- 
bility of swarms escaping, and the dif­
ficulty in preventing swarming in many 
parts of Canada without considerable 
labor, all make the control of swarming 
quite the greatest problem in bee man­
agement.

To encourage work in the hive and 
to discourage the desire to swarm, 
plenty of room, both in the brood 
chamber and in the super and large 
entrances should be given to all col­
onies as soon as conditions are favor- 
able, but these measures will not al­
ways be enough to prevent swarming 
in many places, especially in the north.

If the apiary can be watched all day. 
it is a good plan to clip the queen's 
wings at fruit bloom time. When the 
colony swarms, remove the hive to a 
new stand, place on the old stand an 
empty hive, to which the swarm will re­
turn, the queen, having been meanwhile 
picked up and placed in a cage in the 
new hive. The field bees will join the 
swarm, and the parent colony will be 
so much weakened by their loss that it 
is not likely to swarm again.

Examine the Comb.
Where the apiary cannot be watched, 

the plan of preventing swarming by ex. 
amining every brood comb in every col­
ony, every week, and destroying all the 
queen cells, is very laborious, and not 
always effective, A simpler plan is to 
remove the queen at the beginning of 
the clover honey flow, and eight or 
nine days later destroy all the queen 
cells except one, or destroy all and give 
a ripe cell of select parentage. In this 
way a young queen Is obtained which 
will riot swarm, and, besides, will be 
more prolific in the fall and next year 
than the old queen, and will be less 
likely to swarm next year. This plan, 
however, causes a certain amount of 
loafing until the new queen starts lay­
ing. This loafing can be reduced by in­
troducing a ripe queen cell at the time 
the queen is removed, and if this is 
done early enough before any prepara­
tions for swarming have been started, 
the bees are unlikely to build further 
queen cells. Where, however, one pre­
fers to use the surer method, only those 
colonies that are actually preparing to 
swarm should be treated . and some 
means for quickly ascertaining if a 
colony is building queen-cells in pre­
paration for swarming should be em­
ployed. One of the best of these is to 
have the brood nest occupy two cham­
bers, and then by prying un the upper 
chamber one can see at a glance, if the 
queen cells are being built along the 
lower edge of the combs in this cham­
ber.

In many pans of Southern Ontario, 
Southern Quebec and similar regions 
the desire to swarm Is strong only dur­
ing the first two or three weeks of the 
honey flow from clover, and the sepa­
ration of queen and brood by a queen 
excluder, the queen being put into a 
chamber containing only empty combs 
and foundation, may be enough to tide 
the colony over this period. Another 
good plan that may be enough to pre­
vent swarming in this region is to use 
two brood chambers and confine the 
queen to the lower one early in the 
honey flow, at which time the combs 
in this chamber usually contain large 
number of empty cells.

TILLSONBURG, June 1.—A com 
plete understanding has been reached 
by the Dominion Natural Gas Com­
pany and its many consumers in Till- 
sonburg. Next Tuesday the ratepayers 
vote on a bylaw to allow the gas com- 
pany to increase its rates from 40c to 
45c per 1,000 feet the first year and 
50c per 1.000 for the remainder of 
their franchise. As these prices are 
far below the cost of either coal or 
wood, there is not much doubt but 
that the bylaw will be carried. All 
manufacturers have now been cut off. 
while a neighboring town now using 
a total of 30.000 feet will also be cut 
off and the supply diverted to Till- 
sonburg. The gas company at present 
hold leases on 31,320 acres south of 
the town, with 2,417 acres being oper­
ated, leaving a huge reserve for future 
drilling, and if the bylaw carries 
thousands of dollars will be expended 
in the drilling of new wells, three of 
which will be drilled this year.

|The petit jury was sworn in yester­
day afternoon, and the first case heard 
'by them was that of Mary B. Hyslop 
! against Wilbur Venton of this city for 
the wrongful detention of a piano. P.
H. Bartlett for the defendant claimed 
that the piano was presented to Yen- 
ton's wife as a wedding present by 
plaintiff, and that on his wife's death 
as a part of her estate the piano be­
came by law the property of defendant 
and child.

After the grand jury sitting at the 
June sessions had brought in a true 
bill of indecent assault against Wil­
liam Forbes, aged 15 years, yesterday 
afternoon, his solicitor, Edmund Mere­
dith, appeared before Judge Talbot 
Macbeth was his client and Forbes 
pleaded guilty to the charge. Counsel 
for the prisoner voiced an eloquent ap­
peal for leniency to the court, but 
Judge Macbeth stated that he desired 
time to consider punishment for the 
crime, and accordingly remanded 
Forbes to jail without bail for a few 
days, until he is ready to impose sen­
tence.

The offence was committed against 
an 8-year-old girl, residing in the 
vicinity of Dorchester, on December 
28. 1919. Peter Forbes, the boy's 
father, pleaded for leniency, and re­
putable witnesses testified as to the 
good character of accused, who has 
never been in trouble before. Counsel 
asked the court to suspend sentence.

A Serious Offence.
"That is not for you to say,’’ re­

marked Judge Macbeth. "This is a 
very serious offence."

“There was no injury or evidence of 
assault on the girl," said counsel.

"It is an offence just the same,” re­
plied the court.

Mr. Meredith asked the judge to 
consider the age and character of the 
prisoner.

"If ever a person was entitled to a 
chance, this boy is. Surely you do 
not intend to send him down among 
thieves?" he pleaded.

It was revealed during the evidence 
that Forbes is a bright boy, well edu­
cated and his friends are amazed at 
his conduct.

One witness said: "I think he went 
out for a frolic, and as a result of 
reading some literature overstepped 
himself without criminal intent. He 
has had a lesson now."

Must Protect Girls.
"The only thing that I wish to con­

sider," said Judge Macbeth, "is, should 
I order the boy to be whipped, a 
punishment which the law prescribes 
for such an offence. I am not con­
cerned with the boy at all, but the 
protection of girls. It is his first 
offence, but in three cases that I have 
been called upon to deal with it was 
such. A flogging is better for the boy 
than industrial school. I will dispose 
of the case during the week, and in 
the meantime he must go to jail."

The little victim of the assault, who 
is 8 years old, was present in the court 
with her parents, and according to 
medical advice she was not injured by 
the assault.

The great-granddaughter of James G. 
Blaine, Republican political leader of 
the ‘80‘s, who came near being president 
of the United States at one time, the 
baby heiress is of almost equally" dis­
tinguished ancestry on another side of 
the family, being also a great-grand­
daughter of Cyrus H. McCormick, and 
the grand daughter of Mrs. Emmons 
Blaine.

Recently in the probate court here 
it was discovered that the little miss 
is heiress to a half share of the estate 
of her late father, Emmons Blaine Jun., 
the baby's share amounting, it is esti­
mated, to more than $600,000.

The petition filed for a probating of 
the will will be heard in the near fu­
ture.

In the petition the baby's share of 
the estate is said to consist chiefly of 
real estate of a former value of $300,- 
000. It is estimated, however, that the 
value of the estate has more than 
doubled since.

The little lady, who answers to the 
name of Anne Blaine, is the only child 
of a love match which resulted in a 
marriage which came as a surprise to 
Chicago society when, October 9, 1917, 
in Portsmouth, N. H., Emmons Blaine 
Jun., then a young engineer just enter­
ing upon practice of his profession, was 
quietly married to Eleanor Gooding by 
the bride's father, Rev. Alfred Gooding.

One year later, to a day, the young 
father died, a victim of pneumonia.

Baby Anne was born in the Henrotin 
Hospital in Chicago, some weeks after 
her father’s death. She was an “in­
cubator baby," and it was found that 
she must live under glass in a carefully- 
regulated temperature. For weeks at­
tendants watched her day and night to 
guard the flame of life.

An entire floor of the hospital, which 
had been rented by the family, was 
turned into a nursery for the diminu- 
tive heiress as she grew older and 
stronger. When at last she had ac­
quired sufficient strength to permit of 
her being taken home, she was removed 
with the greatest precautions to the 
big, luxuriously-furnished mansion here.

Now baby Anne is able to go out for 
an airing with her nurse every day, but 
she is still watched and tended with the 
utmost care.
