AS GOD HAS PROSPERED 
US.

Wo have seen several appeals in 
religious papers of late, *’or fhu vol­
untary adoption of the tithe by 
Christians. Some of these appeals 
have been made by correspondents, 
and some editorially. They indi­
cate a wide and encouraging inter­
est in Christian benevolence. The 
lack of a willingness to give is one 
of the greatest dangers to the Chris­
tian cause today.

But we do not believe that the 
tithe principle is a desirable one for 
general adoption. It is not fair in 
the first place. Tito poor man 
whose yearly earnings do not exceed 
3800 finds $80 a severe drain upon 
itis résoutccs. In order that ho 
may give it, he or his wife or his 
children must practice close self- 
denial somewhere. But the man 
with an income of thousands lias 
but to draw his check and the thing 
is done. Neither lie nor his family 
is compelled to forego an}’ of the 
luxuries of life. He simply accum­
ulates a little less that year, that is 
aii.

Now wo are far from saying that 
the poor man should not devote one- 
tenth of his income to Christian be­
nevolence. What wo do say is that 
the rich man should often, if not al­
ways, give far more than one-tenth.

The general adoption of the tithe 
system moreover, would only be a 
way of cheating God. The Mosaic 
law, it is true, exacted the tithe; 
but the Christian law demands that 
one give “ as God hath prospered 
him"—no more, no less. If God has 
not prospered us, it may be our duty 
to give less than one-tenth of our 
incomes ; and if he has prospered us 
greatly, it may bo our duty to give 
him one-third or one-half. It is a 
question for each man to decide for 
himself, as the Spirit shall.give him 
light, what proportion of his income 
will fulfil the requirement, “ as God 
hath prospered him." No rule will 
cover all cases. The proportion 
that is immense for one man may be 
ridiculously small tor another.— 
Examiner and Chronicle.

A boy was once crying 
by the roadside. Said a passer-by :
“ What are you crying for, what is 
the matter ?” “ l)ad licked me."
“Well, what did he do it for?" 
“Cause he's the biggest !” Is it not 
possible that your child is some­
times punished for n<> other reason 
than—you are the biggest ?

Never punish a child unless the 
evidence against him is clear. In 
our courts circumstantial evidence j 
is valuable, when sustaining direct 
testimony, hut tho case that rests 
on circumstantial evidence alone is 
apt to bo rallier dubious. Of the

“Wo had not supposed it was 

common for people refusing all 
oilier expressions of thanksgiving 
to God to still give thanks at meals ; 
hut so far as this is a custom, it may 
arise from an earlier and fuller per­
formance of Christian duty now 
fallen into disuse from wovldliness, 
this only retained because the con­
science has yet some sensitiveness 
to duty. Or, those repeating a for­
mal blessing at meals and snowing 
no gratitude at other times, may 
have been taught that much of 
Christian form in early life, with­
out ever expressing true, grateful 
affection towards God. and now re­
tain the habit simply as a habit.

“„Tbe practice of asking a bless­
ing on what we eat is as old as the 
era of Samuel at least, (i Sam. ix: 
13.) Indeed we cannot doubt that 
pious families from thé beginning 
wore always impelled when brought 
together at the daily meals to ro 
cognize the Giver of food, asking 
liis blessing upon and giViriÿ thanks 
for it.

“The Saviour (Matt. xiv:19) 
blessed the food He provided for the 
thousands when lie was incarnate, 
and this was a customary it not an 
invariable habit with him. (John 
vi : 23.) And we learn from i£ un. 
xiv : ti and I Tim. iv : 4, wliat every 
pious heart feels, that thanksgiving 
for daily temporal blessings is mo>t 
fitting to the God who gives Ua all 
things to enjoy.

A COUNTRY CONGRE­
GATION.

It is related of a distinguished 
professor that he said to a class of 
young ministers: “Gentlemen, if 
you are to preach in the city, wear 
your best coat; if in the country, 
carry your best sermon." We think 
the best sermon is wanted every­
where and every time, and we have 
never seen a congregation that did 
not like to see its minister in his 
best coat; but there are no better- 
congregations lor close attention, 
fora good, hearty relish tor tho truth 
earnestly and sensibly presented, 
and for first-class ability to recog­
nize a good thing, than a country 
congregation.

There is not to us a more inspir­
ing sight than to stand in the pul­
pit of some grand old church, so 
situated that the congregation drive 
or walk miles to reach it, and look 
into the browned, strong, serious, 
honest, intelligent and sensible faces 
of the men and women who, with 
half a-dozen bright children, sit at 
each end of the long, straight-back- 
ednew.

The earnest look they give you, 
as if in anticipation of something to 
nourish tho mind and heart, and 
thedisappointmentdepicted on their 
countenances when the bread they 
expected proves to bo dough, and 
soft at that, will convince any man 
that the best ho can do will be ap­
preciated by his hearers.

A country congregation diffère 
from a city congregation in that it 
is more devout, more reverent in its 
ways, more serious in the attention, 
and more sympathetic in its atti­
tude. A country congregation takes 
a position as much as to say, “We 
expect to worship God and he bless­
ed in tho service." A city congre­
gation has the air of thinking, “ Wc 
have complimented the preacher by 
coming to hoar him, and now lot 
hi in interest us if he can." A 
country congregation leaves the 
church, if fed, saying one to another, 
“ Wo have been blessed to-day in the 
faithful presentation of the truth." 
A city congregation leaves the 
church, if the sermon was able, say­
ing, “ Was not that splendid? What 
a smart preacher !"

Tho reason for all this is, that the 
country is practical, seeking the best 
tilings it can find. The city is in a 
rush and cannot stop for anything 
but a passing word. Wo have to 
say to our brethren in the country, 
no better fields ti) cultivate, no more 
appreciative audience, no warmer 
hearts, and no larger purses, ac­
cording to the wants of life, are in 
the city than in the country.

Many parents ik'iio have sons and 

daughters growing up arc anxious 
for them to get into good society. 
This is an honorable anxiety, if it 
interprets good sbeiety after some 
lofty fashion.

Parents, your daughter is in good 
society when she is with girls who 
are sweet and pure and true-heart­
ed : who are not vain or frivolous ; 
who think of something besides 
dross, or flirting, or marriage; be­
tween whom and their parents 
there is confidence; who are useful 
as well as ornamental in the house; 
who cultivate their minds, and 
train their hands to skilful work­
manship. If society of this sort is 
not to be had, then none at all is 
preferable to a worthless article. 
See to it that you impress this on 
your children, and above all, that 
you do not encourage them to think 
that good society is a matter of fine 
clothes, or wealth, or boasting to 
be somebody. As you value your 
child’s soul, guard her against these 
miserablecounterfeits ; and impress 
upon her that intelligence, and sim­
plicity, and modesty and goodness, 
are the only legal coin.

The same rule holds for boys as 
well as for girls. You must have 
these enter into good society. Do 
not imagine that you have accom­
plished it when you have got them 
in with a set of boys whose parents 
aie wealthier than you, who dreas

“ TURNING-POINTS IN 
LIFE.”

Rev. Fredeiick Arnold thus hap­
pily illustrates the difference be­
tween the “ Providence that shapes 
our ends" and what men call “ luck" 
and “ chance." What we call tjie 
“ turning point” is simply an occa­
sion which sums up and brings to 
result previous training. Accidental 
circumstances are nothing except to 
men who have been trained to take 
advantage of them. Erskine made 
himself famous when the chance 
came to Him ot making a great for­
ensic display; but unless he had 
trained himself for the chance, the 
chance would only have made him 
ridiculous.

There is a story told of some 
gentleman who, on a battlefield, 
happening to bow with much grace 
to some officer w’ho addressed him, 
a cannon-ball just wont through his 
hair, and took off the head of one 
behind him. Tho officer, when he 
saw the marvelous escape, justly 
observed that no man over lost by 
politeness.

There is a man in Berkshire, 
England, who has a park with a 
walled frontage of several miles, 
and he tolls of a beautiful little 
operation which made a nice little 
addition to his fortune. He was in 
Australia when the first discovery 
of gold was made. The miners 
brought in their nuggets, and 
brought them to the local banks. 
The hankers wore a little nervous 
about the business, uncertain about 
the quality of the gold, and waited 
to see its character established. 
This man had a taste for natural 
sciences, and knew something about 
metallurgy. He tried each test, 
solid and fluid, satisfied himself of 
the quality of the gold, and then, 
with all the money he had or could 
borrow, lie bought as much gold as 
might be, and showed, as profit, a 
hundred thousand pounds in the 
course of a day or two. ilis luck 
was observation and knowledge, 
and a happy tact in applying them.

ter's heart and made a prosperous 
marriage.

There are turning points in life, mo­
ments, critical moments that arc 
worth more than years ; neverthe­
less a great occasion is only worth 
to a man what, his antecedents have 
enabled him to make of it; and our 
business in life is to prepare for 
those supreme moments, these hours 
when life depends on the decision of 
the instant.

Jesus was not shaping itself quite in 
accordance with John’s pre-couceived 
Actions of it. And that Jesus should 
allow him to linger in prison, instead 
•f exerting the miraculous power of 
which he heard so much, in his behalf, 
may have been a mystery that pain­
fully exercised hie mind and perturbed 
bis heart. This view of the case is 
taken by Canon Farrar and Dr. Geikie 
in their lives of Christ, as well as by 
many other high authorities.

The 
two who had been sent would report to 
their master in tbe presence of tbe 
others. It is probable there bad been 
a discussion, and that John sent these 
two as a deputation that their report 
of what they saw and heard might help 
tbe warering ones amongst bis disci­
ples to a decision. The concluding 
words of Jesus (verse 23) look in this 
«iirection. They had been iu danger of 
allowing their prejudices to blind their 
«yes to the real evidences of His Mea- 
isiahsbip. And so Jesus, with that oui- 
siiscieuce which marked all bis deal­
ings with men, in tbe concluding words 
of his message, touched the real cause 
of their doubts. Let us take care that 
piejudices do not prevent our receiv­
ing Jesus as our Saviour. It is still 
possible to be offended—to make the 
Saviour “ a stone of stumbling and 
stock of offence,” instead of the founda­
tion of our faith and hope. (1 Peter

If when bread is tak».‘n from the oven 
the loaves are turned upside down in 
tbe hot tins, and are allowed to stand 
a few minutes, the crust will be tender 
and will cut easily.

Three applications of vaseline will 
cure the worst case of chilblains. For 
oidinary cases one or two applications 
will be sufficient. Although vaseline 
is made from petroleum, it is far more 
rapid iu its work of healing than kero- 
sine.

A novel and remarkable article of 
: food prepared from the product of the 

sea is in use in this country, though 
' only in certain districts. It is fish 

flour. The article is manufactured in 
I Norway from dried fish, codfish, of the 

best quality. It is thoroughly dessi- 
cated, and then ground in a mill. It 
grows in favor wherever it has been 
tried any length of time.

Beets are quite as good baked as 
boiled, and the sugar is better devel­
oped by the baking process. Tbe oven 
should not be too hot, and the beets 
must be frequently turned. Do not 
peel them until they are eooked, then 
serve with butter, pepper and salt.

The best way to fry fish is to first 
fry some slices of salt pork, then roll 
the pieces of fish in fine Indien meal, 
and fry in the pork gravy. About 
three slices of pork for a medium-sized 
fish. Wbitetish needs less fat than al­

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THE SUPERNATURAL IN THE 
HOLY SCRIPTURES.

There is nothing more remarkable, 
anywhere, than the manner in which 
the Divine being has made kwown His 
will to men. What was the problem ? 
To place spiritual truths before an intel­
lect at once darkened and enfeebled by 
■in, and to do so in such a way as to 
rouse up its dormant powers, to impress 
upon them the reality of the communi­
cation and its supreme claims, and yet 
to leave the human soul according to its 
nature, free to the acceptance or rejec­
tion of the Divine message. Besides, 
unless it were the design to make a sep­
arate revelation to each person of our 
race, the further problem would be, to 
frame such a compendium of truth as 
should be both adapted to all, sufficient 
for all, and capable of asserting and vin­
dicating its claims against every adverse 
influence. The .two-fold problem has 
been sol red in the production of the 
Holy Scriptures. And, much as certain 
classes of men have urged against them 
as, in their judgment, wanting in au­
thority, it is here especially that we find 
the proof of their Divine origin, and 
therefore of their absolute certainty.

The Old Testament and the New are 
alike supernatural. To say that they 
are written by men, and in ordinary hu- 

i languages, and that they narrate 
i which could be perceived and re­

corded by unaided human powers, does 
by ao means lessen the force of their al­
together exceptional character. Take 
them in their merely human aspect, and 
ft is immeasurably more difficult to be­
lieve that they are the simple result of 
iastinct, passion, or prejudice on the 
part of their authors, than to admit that 
“ holy men of God spake as they were 
moved by the Holy Ghost.”

The Supernatural is the intervention 
of the author of nature, among His own 
lews, to .effect a purpose for which those 
laws are obviously insufficient. In a 
miracle we do not only find something 
to astonish us, or something to demon­
strate the almighty power of God—these 
we may often find in the ordinary opera­
tions of nature—but in it we also find 
the sign of the personality, the presence, 
the attributes, and the desire to impart 
instruction, of the author of all creature- 
ly existence. It is this significance of 
the event which makes it the power and 
the wonder.

It is but little to say that the Holy 
Scriptures have the seal of thé superna­
tural impressed upon them. Evoiy 
sniracle which they record is undoubt­
edly such a seal. So is every prophecy. 
But revelation itself is miraculous. God 
does not speak in the voices of nature, 
or write, either command or promise, 
upon the heavens above, or upon the 
earth beneath. But “ God hath spoken 
at sundry times and in divers manners,” 
as well “ by the prophets unto the 
fathers” as “ in these last days unto us 
by His Son.” And, as truly “all Scrip­
ture,” that is called “holy,” not only 
because men have so regarded it, but 
because it bears the signature of the 
Holy One, is “ given by inspiration of 
God.” Here, then, is the supernatural 
in the sphere of knowledge. The Bible, 
in its origin, is a miracle.

Another fact worthy of our attention 
is the embodiment of its teachings in 
the miraculous, or, of the miraculous in 
its teachings. They are perfectly joined 
together, and cannot, without a mutual­
ly destructive result, be separated from 
each other. Let us look, for instance, 
at the resurrection of the Lord Jesus. 
That was a miracle necessary to prove 
the truth of His sayings respecting Him­
self. But, on the other hand, in it is 
contained the ground of our justification 
before God, the source of spiritual revi­
val, and tlie pledge of our deliverance 
from the power of the grave. The fact 
of the resurrection certifies the Scrip­
tures ; the teaching of the Scriptures 
necessarily assumes the reality of the 
resurrection. They must stand or fall 
together.

There is yet another way in which the 
supernatural may be affirmed of the 
Holy Scriptures : they are alive with it. 
V The words that I speak unto you,” 
said Christ, “ they are spirit and they 
are life.” It is not that the words, as 
words, have any new meaning or are at­
tended with any hitherto unknown 
force. But our Lord would thus testify 
that His thoughts were put into the 
form of such words as are common to 
men ; and that the thoughts so put into 
form, give an altogether different ener­
gy to the combinations which they em­
ploy. Yet, even then, the “ spirit ” 
and the “ life ” are not connected with 
fié words in any mechanical way, so M 
to cause them to act as a charm. The 
thoughts are great, but the life-giving

power behind them is greater. The 
channels are provided for the flow 
of the water of life ; but that flow may 
be diminished, may even be withheld 
altogether. It is our duty, therefore, to 
“ search the Scriptures," under the 
solemn conviction of their truly Divine 
character, but with earnest and believ­
ing prayer that spiritual life may come 
to us directly, and sensibly, through 
their means. For personal experience 
in all the varied forms of wisdom, and 
patience, of strength and blessedness, 
much dependence must be placed upon 
a vigorous faith in the supernatural 
power of God ; and the vigor of this 
faith will be best cultivated by such ex­
ercises as will bring us into the sphere 
of the supernatural, and make us sus­
ceptible to its influence. It will also 
follow that where this faith and experi­
ence concur in personal piety, there the 
Church will be strong to resist error, 
strong to attract and save our fallen 
race, and strong to testify for its foun­
der and Lord that “ He must reign till 
He hath put all enemies under His 
feet.”

CUSTOMS OLD AND NEW.
In a New York secular paper of a re­

cent date we are informed that, “ To­
ward the close of a revival meeting in 
Hartford on Tuesday night, Mr. Pen­
tecost requested the choir and audience 
to stand and sing, so that those who 
wished to go forward and kneel at the 
altar need not feel any embarrassment 
on account of being too conspicuous. 
During the singing of two hymns at 
least twenty-five went forward, of whom 
fourteen had never been up before. ”

Many of our readers will be reminded 
by this statement of a Methodist cus­
tom, now, we fear, of too rare obser­
vance. During our revival services, all 
possible danger of reliance upon mere 
human acts should be guarded against ; 
on the other hand the penitent should be 
urged to a bold and manly avowal of 
his determination to live henceforth for 
Christ. The nature of the decision then 
reached may color his life forever. And 
what spot can be more suitable for his 
avowal of a desire to lead a new life 
than that where he shall be received 
into membership with the Church, and 
where, if his service be of the proper 
character, he shall, life being spared, 
often renew his consecration as he re­
ceives the elements of bread and wine 
in commemoration of the broken body 
and shed blood of his Redeemer ? 
Whether the thoughtful seeker shall 
merely rise from his seat or advance to 
the front may seem a trifle, but our life 
is made up of acts we label “trivial,” 
and in the spiritual life, even more than 
in the temporal, apparently unimport­
ant movements often assume on review 
an importance of which we could not 
have dreamed. This non-observance of 
a custom which has aided and given an 
intensity to the decision of many who 
have finished their course is the result, 
in great measure, of the substitution of 
our schoolrooms for our churches on 
those occasions when decision is most 
earnestly invited and urged. A disad­
vantage like this may be easily removed 
by some change in the surroundings of 
the speakers desk. One who has had 
to stand off and watch work in which he 
was once busily engaged, strongly en­
dorses these views respecting a once 
well-known custom.

The value of a custom is not to be
adjudged by its antiquity. Not always 
is it true that “the old is better.” In re­
ference to the mode of reception of 
members into our Church we are con­
vinced that our present plan is not 
merely one step, but many steps, in ad­
vance of the old. Upon no act in life 
should more emphasis be placed tlian 
upon that which is intended to imply a 
life-long enlistment into the service of 
Christ. Elsewhere such emphasis is 
given. The Episcopalian bestows it in 
the act of confirmation, closely connected 
with the first communion ; the Presby­
terian and Congregationalist by the pub­
lic services of the communion season 
impress upon the candidate the import­
ance of the step he is taking, the Bap­
tist, by a still more emphatic mode, is 
enabled to date his union with the visi­
ble Church from a precise moment, but ) 
until a recent period we, in common 
with the several branches of British 
Methodism, had no mode of recognition 
for those seeking membership with us, 
save the bestowal of the quarterly ticket, 
given not seldom in the presence 
of a very few class-mates, who with 
the pastor, present at the quarterly 
visitation, alone could attest to the 
proper reception of that token. Not 
unfrequently the candidate, necessarily 
absent at the date of the official visit of 
the pastor, received his pledge of mem­
bership from the hand of the class-lead- 

It was but natural that in some 
cases a membership so slightly empha- *

sized at its commencement, should be 
as easily relinquished tor a religious 
home elsewhere. Doubtless much of 
the leakage from English Methodism, 
which has given proof of greater power 
to carry on evangelical work than to re­
tain those blessed under her ministry, 
has resulted from a weakness at this 
point in her discipline. Certain we are 
that some who have prowled about the 
walls of our ecclesiastical fold, more in­
tent upon enticing away those already 
cared for than upon going out to t seek 
the lost in tangied thicket or on lonely 
mountain, have made good use of our 
quiet and indefinite mode of reception 
of members to lead the unwary forth 
with as little ceremony.

No more impressive service attends 
the reception of any candidate to the 
privileges of church membership than 
that now used in our churches. No 
specialty in dress, no ceremony, the 
propriety of which can for one moment 
be called in question, finds any place in 
it, but much that is calculated to lead the 
mere observer to serious reflection, if 
not to thorough consecration, is connect­
ed with it. Let our ministers be care­
ful to use it on all suitable occasions, 
and thus send forth those whom God 
hath given them with the public author­
ization of tin Church. If in any case, 
thereafter, they fail to walk worthy of 
the vocation wherewith they are called, 
the loss is theirs ; the pastor and leader, 
provided always they have acted the 
part of the true shepherd, have “ deliv­
ered their own souls. ”

THE DANGER OF GREATNESS.

The character and conduct of two of 
the most remarkable individuals in the 
English literary world are now passing 
under review. We speak, as our readers 
may know, of George Eliot and Thomas 
Carlyle, whose departure, eliciting world­
wide comment, may give fresh interest 
to the oft-debated question as to the 
comparative greatness of the influence of 
the sword and the pen.

Mes covet greatness, and yet taking 
this world and that which is to come as 
but two divisions of one interminable 
existence, there is much to cause the 
aspirant for worldly distinction to hesi­
tate upon its threshold. The story of 
life is filled with narratives of those who 
have gone forth, as the future was gra­
dually unveiled before them, toiling by 
slow degrees until they reached the high­
er latitudes where they lay down to die, 
their departure being noted by a world 
rather than by a village. And yet thou­
sands, marking their course, have no 
feeling of envy ; on the Contran-, no ap­
plause of the multitude, followed by 
a resting place in Westminster Ab­
bey or other famous place of sepul­
ture, would load them to accept a 
precisely similar position.

Real greatness is not prohibited. The 
man or woman to whom is given ability 
to stand in the front ranks, or to take a 
foremost place among leaders, is not cal­
led to hesitate and then turn back, lie 
is however called, ere he proceeds, to look 
forward into the near future in which 
lie is to be an actor, to calculate well 
the effect of such action upon himself 
and upon his fellows, to take that 
glance into the distant future which 
is never, we believe, denied to the 
thoughtful inquirer, and then to grasp 
more firmly the hand that is stretched 
forth with the assurance, “ I will guide 
thee by my counsel and' afterward re­
ceive thee to glory. ”

Already, as the biographical sketches 
of those we have named are growing 
tiresome, and as the halo thrown around 
literary greatness is being dissipated, the 
world, more just than we often in impati­
ence suppose it to be, is preparing itsver- 
dict. According to that verdict, assented 
to by the great majority, it will be ruled 
that Marian Evans, when led by a love 
of mere praise to turn from that Gospel 
which would have led her into higher 
and holier paths, committed a grievous 
error, and involved herself in disgrace 
which no literary glory can disguise. 
And, if we may write with the same pen 
of Thomas Carlyle, whose attachment to 
his worthy wife added a certain beauty 
to his later days, and is in sad contrast 
with the course of the other, we arc 
bound to express a fey that he also 
committed at the outset a mistake from 
which he never recovered.

Englishman, at whose fa cher s house 
he had frequently inet our English 
ministers, describe in touching words 
the deep sense <,f responsibility, 
leading even to tears, evinced by 
one of them to whose eloquent utter­
ances multitudes of every section of 
the Church listened with tireless inter­
est. To us it has been no surprise that he 
is still not merely popular but powerful 
in setting forth the truth.

Happy is he who at the outset of life 
places himself under the guidance of In­
finite Wisdom, and in the spirit of true 
consecration and consequent depend­
ence has looked around and then up­
ward, with the prayer, “ If thy pres­
ence go not with us, carry us not up 
hence.” To him earth's highest posi­
tions shall, if God permit him to reach 
them, be but approaches to heaven s 
“ far more exceeding and eternal weight 
of glory.”

EDITORIAL NOTES.

A Southern editor says : “ The
preacher delivered a very able and learn­
ed discourse to convince skeptics—who 
were absent. The flock went back home 
hungry that day. ” An excellent oppor­
tunity was therefore lost, and ammuni­
tion, such as cannot be manufactured to 
order, was wasted. We fear, if we can 
judge from information which reaches 
us from certain quarters, that this South­
ern Methodist preacher was not singular 
in this waste of strength and opportu­
nity. Brethren, the time is short. Op­
portunities are passing away. A thous­
and voices bid men be in earnest. A 
listener to a celebrated Dean, as he 
preached in Westminster Abbey, sur­
rounded on all sides by monuments of 
the departed, looked at the living and 
wondered that the preacher amid such 
surroundings could be satisfied to throw 
so little of Gospel truth into a message 
which some might never be permitted 
again to hear. Even the most reckless 
of men feel that if the Gospel be true it 
is tremendously true, and wonder that 
thoee who utter it can be content to give 
it in such diluted measure. On the 
other hand, the great success attending 
the labors of the evangelists of the pre­
sent day, as they repeat and re-iterate 
the old story of the cross, proves that 
the Gospel is yet the power of God unto 
salvation. No subject should be pre­
sented to men who can be brought with­
in the range of the preacher's voice, un­
less the preacher can trace a road—and 
a very direct road, too—to the grand 
central truth of the whole system, that 
“ when we were yet sinners Christ died 
for us.”

A friend writes :
“ Your last number tells us of 1831 

Bands of Hope with a membership of 
178,000 in British Methodism. Can 
you give information as to how such 
Bands may be formed in connection 
with our own congregations ?

We are unable to give a satisfactory 
answer to the question of our corres­
pondent, but hope to be able to do so 
at an early date.

There is reason 
to fear that in this way a familiarity 
with the streets is frequently cultivated, 
which may result in serious injury.

H the coming generation has 
its bleared, bloated drunkards, they will 
be the wrecks of the boys and girls now 
surrounding our tables and learning in 
our schools. The Sunday-school has 
not yet proved a sufficient safeguard. 
Thousands have gone forth from its 
pleasant groups to live in degradation 
and then die “ as the fool dieth. ”

The “ Act to prevent and punish 
Wrongs to Children,” introduced into 
the Dominion House of Commons by M.

Perhaps in 
the Maritime Province# the first section, 
prohibiting parents from allowing child­
ren under sixteen from being “ used for 
or engaged in certain dangerous or im­
moral purposes,” may be regarded in 
the light of prevention rather than cure, 
but doubtless its provisions might even j 
now be applied to many cases of injus­
tice and cruelty. No one, however,

Charette came from Quebec to live with 
her brother-in-law in Hull, and while 
there became an attendant of the Mis- 
éon Sunday-school, where she was pre­
sented with a Bible. It is alleged that 
the Bible was taken from her by com­
mand of the local priest, burned, and 
she kept in confinement for some weeks. 
She subsequently sought refuge at the 
house of Rev. Mr. Syvret, the Wesleyan 
Missionary. To-day, the scholars of the 
Hull Sunday-school, accompanied by 
the teachers, w ere coming over to Otta­
wa to attend the anniversary services at 
the Dominion Church. On the way they 
passed the house of the woman Char- 
ette's brother-in-law. He came out and 
tried to induce her to return to his house. 
She refused and took hold of her teach­
er's arm. Suddenly a mob of a hundred 
or more of her brother-in-law’s party 
made a rush upon the party and carried 
oil the woman. Where she was taken is 
unknown. The 'authorities have been 
communicated with and the policemen 
sre in search of the leaders of the riot.

A later despatch says :
In the Hull riot case the young wo­

man who was abducted was released later 
last evening and returned to the Rev. 
Mr. Syvret » house. About one o’clock 
this morning an attempt was made to 
break in the doors of the Missionary 
House where the young woman was, but 
s couple of pistol shots fired from the 
window scared the parties away.

In a letter to the Christian Guardian, 
of the 9th inst., the Rev. John Borland, 
gives extracts of letters from Mr. Syv­
ret, respecting his mission at Hull. The 
third case to which Mr. Borland makes 
reference is probably that of the person 
named in Monday’s despatches.

Bro. Syvret writes ss follows from 
Hall : “ Amidst much opposition we
sre encouraged in our work. . . .
It is astonishing, however, what means 
are employed to paralyze our efforts. A 
young man, after attending our services 
shout s year ago, joined us, abjuring his 
Romish faith and connections. I found 
him s situation as teacher ; but shortly 
afterwards his parents had him arrested 
on s charge of theft and then put in 
gaol. The morning following, the father 
and the priest so frightened him that he 
rejoined their Church. I have met him 
since occasionally. He assured me he 
has no faith in Romanism. I fear now 
his becoming an infidel.

“ Last September, Mr. nrd Mrs.------
left the Romish Church, and have since 
roved very devoted and earnest in the
aith of the gospel. Mrs.----- ’s parents

live about thirty miles from here. Her 
mother on hearing of her daughter’s 
change of religion sent another daugh­
ter to visit her and bring her back to 
her former faith. But instead of this 
she herself became truly converted to 
God, and icturned to her home rejoic­
ing in God her Saviour. The mother, 
now greatly alarmed, sent yet another 
daughter with orders to take her sister 
to tlio priest, who would convince her 
of her errors. This daughter arrived in 
Hull on Christmas Day. I met her at 
her sister's, having been invited to 
spend the Christmas there. During the 
day we spoke freely on the subject of 
religion and on subjects relating thereto, 
sang a number of hymns and read sev­
eral portions of the Scriptures, and ere 

■ I left the house wo had prayers toge­
ther. This all had a marked impression 
on the sister, so that she passed a rather 
uncomfortable day. The next morning
at her request, Mrs. -----  accompanied
her to her church. On the way how­
ever, Mrs. ----- conversed with her sis­
ter very freely on the change of her 
convictions, and on the peace she had 
experienced through believing in the
L<>rd Jesus Christ..............The father,
by reporting that the mother was taken 
dangerously ill, constrained the young­
er daughter to return home. The 
young woman knew well it was but a 
ruse, yet she complied and went. Her 
surmises turned out to be true, for when 
•he reached home her mother was as 
well as usual. Plans were now laid to 
have her taken to the priest. The

THE AMERICAN METHODIST 
BOOK CONCERN.

The annual meeting of the General 
Book Committee of the Methodist Epis­
copal Church took place recently at the 
Publishing Building, 805 Broadway. 
The meeting was commenced on Tues­
day and continued until Friday after­
noon. All the members—eighteen in 
number—were present, beside the East­
ern and Western Book Agents and sev­
eral Editors of the Advocates. Among 
other resolutions adopted was one re­
commending the Book Agents to appro­
priate to the Annual Conferences, in 
the year 1882, the snm of $15,000 for 
the benefit of the superannuated preach­
ers and other Conference claimants. 
The following summary will give an 
idea of the business done by these 
“ Concerns” East and West.

During the four years that intervene 
between the General Conference of the 
Methodist Episcopal Church, this com­
mittee has exclusive supervision and 
control of its publishing business, which 
is carried on by the New York Concern, 
with depositories in Boston, Buffalo, 
Pittsburg and San Francisco, and the 
Western Concern at Cincinnati with de­
positories in Chicago, St. Louis and At­
lanta. The committee also fixes the 
salaries of the bishops, editors and book 
agents, and its first meeting after a 
General Conference is always one of 
great importance to the Methodist 
Church, ita officers and institution*. It 
is elected at the General Conference and 
is composed of clergymen representing 
the various General Conference Districts 
in the United States—eleven in number 
—and six laymen, who form two load 
committees, one in New York and one 
in Cincinnati. The session was attend­
ed by all the members.
From the reports submitted by the book 

agents it appeared that the assets of 
each Concern had been reduced below 
the figures orformer reports by deduct­
ing the notes and accounts which are 
not considered good. After this reduc­
tion the capital, above all liabilities, of 
the Eastern House is $1,025,047.66 ; of 
the Western House, $330,020.60. The 
book sales in the East during the year 
1880 aggregated $627,657.25 ; in the 
West $330,286.97; total, 1,006,488.11. 
The periodical sales in the East were 
$240,009.91 ; in the West, $330,285.97 ; 
total, $570,295.83. The aggregate busi­
ness in books and periodicals in the 
year amounted to $1,576,783.99. The 
schedule of salaries of bishops, book 
agents and editors adopted is said to be 
about the same as that which was in 
force last year. The committee adopted 
a report addressed to the annual confer­
ences approving the management of the 
book agents here and in the West, and 
urging a loyal support of the publica­
tions of the Church.

THE WEEK OF PR A YER.
The Evangelist*, a French Methodist 

newspaper,gives us some glimpses of the 
observance of the “ Week of Prayer," as 
witnessed abroad. In the South of 
France the New Year has begun “ under 
a blessed influence” in several places 
and in different denominations. In (Her- i 
many there was an advancing interest. I 
At Berlin there were meetings every j 
evening in three quarters, one of the 
three being in the town-hall. The Em­
press was present at two meetings. Mr 
Weiss, Methodist minister, represented 
the Dissenting bodies, which are not nu­
merous in the German capital. The 
meetings in New York, daily held in six 
localities, were numerous and blessed. 
At Smyrna, Asia Minor, there was a 
union not of Churches only, but of races 
and languages also, both preaching and 
praying being conducted in no fewer 
than seven tongues. At the first meet­
ing the Rev. W. Chatterie, of the 
Church of Scotland, presided ; the Rev. 
J. M. Eppstein, of the London Mission 
to the Jews, spoke to the Spanish Jews 
present in that language, which is near­
ly common to the race in Turkey. Then 
followed the Rev. Mr. Aratown to the 
Armenians in Turkish, which waa under­
stood by most of the hearers. To him 
succeeded Professor Kinigos, of the 
Scotch Mission School, in Greek, which 

•ia spoken by most people in Smyrna. 
The prayers also were in several lan­
guages, and the hymns were principally 
from Mr. Sankey’s new collection.

The same paper records the death of 
M. Jules Abauzit, honorary Judge to 
the tribunal of Uses, who died suddenly 
on New Year’s day. This learned gen­
tleman was a lively and deeply humble 
Christian. “ A member of the Reform­
ed Church, it pained him to see it in his 
native city, in the hands of adversaries 
to revealed religion ; and whenever the 
only orthodox pastor in Uses did not oc­
cupy the pulpit of the temple, he took 
refuge in the lowly meeting-place of the 
Methodists, “ of whose worship he was 
one of the most faithful supports for 
more than thirty years. " At Christmas 
he once more took the Lord’s Supper with 
them, and the emotion shown by him in 
drawing near to the holy table was 
touching. One of his last utterances was,
“ Father, into thy hands I commend my 
spirit”

There are now almost fifty Sunday- 
schools in Spain, with 3,000 scholars.

RUSSIA IN THE EAST.

English suspicions of Russian designs 
in Asia have been amused by an official 
correspondence which has just come to 
light. It appears that in August 1878, 
Russia bound herself by a secret treaty 
to perpetual friendship with Afghanis­
tan, the Ameer agreeing to keep Russia 
fully informed oi all matters of impor­
tance transpiring in his dominions, and 
Russia agreeing to sustain the Ameer 
against all foreign enemies. The corre­
spondence also reveals a plan for inciting 
a rebellion among the Mohammedans in 
India. The nature of the alliance is 
shown by the demand made in February 
of the same year on the part of the 
Ameer, who wrote to Gen Kaufmann 
asking the aid'of 31,(MX) troops. The 
importance of the documents is due to 
the fact that they are all # a date sub­
sequent to the signing of the treaty of 
Berlin, which professed to settle all 
differences between Russia and England. 
The explanation of the Russian am­
bassador in England, that the corres­
pondence was written in ignorance of 
the European agreement, will hardly 
satisfy the English public, whose jealousy 
of foreign aggrandizement is nowhere so 
keen as in the direction of India.

Despatches froth Cape Coaat Castle 
give rumors that King Koflee haa an en­
ormous army and is ready to attack the 
British.

The Maine House of Representatives 
refused to concur with the Senate in ita 
Irish resolution, and indefinitely— and 
with moat definite discretion—postponed 
it.

One thousand pounds have already 
been sent bv the Red Cross Society of 
Holland to the Dutch Consul at Cape­
town, in aid of the wounded in the 
Transvaal.

The Servian Sk up tech in* haa unani­
mously passed a resolution in favor of 
closing all the monasteries in Servis. 
The proposed measure will necessitate a 
modification of the constitution.

Information comes to the effect tha$ 
the Norwegian Republicans in the Diet 
have defeated the Government income 
tax bill, and aie obstructing legislation.

A terrible disaster is reported to have 
befallen a Japanese steamer: a fire 
broke out in the eoel-bunka, and, 
though some of the passengers were sav­
ed by another veasel, sixty were burnt 
to death or otherwise perished.

The Chinese Government is about 
constructing a telegraph line between 
Peking and Shanghai This will soon 
place that great empire in tqll commu­
nication with Japan and Europe by tele­
graph and ocean cable*.

ROBERT TAIT.

The Wallace Circuit has suffered a 
loss through the death of the late 
Robert Tait, which will not easily be 
filled up.

Mr. Tait was born in the County of 
Dowd, Ireland, in the year 1796. He 
emigrated to this country in 1830, and 
died in Wallace, Jan. 31st, 1881. He 
joined the Methodist Church in his 
native land, and continued a faithful 
member until death removed him to 
the Church above. Of him it may 
truly be said that his path was “as 
the shining light that shinvth more j 
and more unto the perfect day."

His 
death was not only peaceful, it was 
not only triumphant, it was a grand 
doxology.

MINISTERIAL CONVENTION.
Dear Mr. F.ditor — At the request 

of the brethren present at the Minis­
terial Convention of the Annapolis 
Di Uriel, held at Bear River, on the 
8th and 9th inst., I would ask the fa­
vor of space in yonr columns for a 
brief report. The Convention proper 
was opened on Tuesday morn in <r.
In the absence ol the President, 
Brother Wasson by request took 
the chair. Alter devotional exercises 
the morning programme was postpon­
ed until the afternoon, and as Brother 
Gaetz was unable to be present, his 
topic — “ 1 he be.-t liiolhotla of drawin <r 
interesting aud holding our con­
gregations," was discu-sed. The 
Chairman and brethren Parker, Heartz 
aud Johnson, spoke upon it, ex­
pressing in substance the lollowitie' 
views. First, that the grand agency in 
tills matter is the lloly Ghost in His 
presence and power; then, that the 
preachers should be men not so much 
of what is called popularity, but men 
ot heart, of living, spiritual power, 
men of God ; that in their preaching 
there should be freshness of thought 
and style ; that both pastors and church 
members should show themselves more 
in sympathy with the people and be­
come increasingly devoted to God 
and Hi» cause. Tie maintained that our 
churches should be made more home­
like aud attractive, with an avoid­
ance ot the extravagance ol ritualism 
on the one hand, or that of meanness 
and poverty on the other. It was 
felt that great injury is sustained in , one 
this direction by our present pew sys­
tem, that more attention should be paid 
to the children of our congregations, 
and that in many instances increased 
attention to the choir and congrega­
tion with reference to the singing 
might be desirable.

In the afternoon Bro. D. W. John­
son read a paper on “ Revivals." He 
favored the idea of constant rallier than 
spasmodic revival effort and pointed out 
that not only mu-ic and collateral aids 
were necessary but that a deep religious 
experience on the part ot those conduct­
ing the services was also necessary 
to success.

A COLORED SLAVE OWNER.
A remarkable man died the other dav 

near Washington. He was an aged 
negro, by name Hannibal Brown, but 
more generally known as Prince Han­
nibal, and was, it is believed, the only 
negro in the United Sûtes who was u 
slaveholder. He was brought to Ame­
rica in 1820 from Africa. He always 
affirmed that his father was a king, 
who wore jewels and owned many men. 
He was tall and commanding in ap­
pearance, and while always deferen­
tial to while people, required all 
his colored brethien to treat him with 
the respec t due to a prince. His for­
mer master received such convincing 
proofs of his royal birth that he etuan 

I eipated him long before the war. 
j 1’rineT* Hannibal then went to work as 
; a blacksmith and made much money, 
j which, as last as lie made it, he invest- 
! ed in slaves, from whom he always 
exacted the homage due to his rank.

| He was devoted to the cause of the 
Sonth during the war, aud give both 

j time and money to the cause, believing 
j firmly in the right to own slaves, which 
! he said he inherited from hi* native 
i country. He invariably n fused to shoe 
; horses for Federal soldiers, and when- 
j ever they came to him would go to bed 

and complain of being ill. He was 
a short time during the latter part of 
the war imprisoned on suspicion of 
giving aid and information to the 
Southern soldiers. As everything he 
had was invested in slaves, the war 

j left him penniless, and in his latter 
j days he with difficulty earned a living 
| by blacksmith’s work. He lived alone 

in a small ««bin, being visited by no 
as he would not' allow colored 

people to come near him. For a week 
he hud not been seen. On the evening 
of the 7th inst. some people in the neigh­
borhood went t) the small cabin and 
looked through the window. There 
was Prince Hannibal sitting back in 
his chair, hie arms folded, his head 
drooping on his breast, dead.—St.
