No. Great ditticulty hay been felt through-
out this province in procuring labourers, and
the demand is still increasing. It is con-
sidered, unless the next quarter’s emigration
exceeds the present, that this inconvenience
will continue. Wuges in the meantime
have considerably advanced.

The emigrants this season have all arrived
in good health, and generally free from any
complaints. The demand for all descriptions
of labourers and mechanics is unprecedented,
and great difficulty is experienced in pro-
curing hands. Numerous individuals have
visited this port this spring with the view
to secure the emigrants, on their landing,
tu proceed to the public works in Upper
Canada and in the western states, where
they were guaranteed stendy employment
at wages, for unskilled labour, of 1 dollar to
1} dollar per dny. Mechanics, such as
bricklayers und stone-masons, get from 2 to
2} dollars.

In consequence of the construction of the
Northern and Western Railways and other
ublic works, the demand for common
iabourers, at advanced wages, is and has
been urusually great in this section of the
province. Mechanics of almost every de-
scription—such as masons, bricklayers, black-
smiths, tailors, shoemakers, cabinet-makers,
and wheelwrights—are also sure of constant
employment and good wages. Agricultural
servants are also much wanted.

A much greater number could obtain
employment, and as additional works are
to commence in the spring, the demand for
labour is sure to be greater in 1854 than it
has been in any previous year; and the
general opinion is that a further advance in
wages will take place.

The season up to this time has been very
healthy. I know of no better market for
labour of all kinds, nor any better means
for remunerating it, than that which is
furnished by the present outlay on public
and private undertakings of almost every
description. (Signed)

8d. currency, to which
the Inspector-General has adverted, to 11,6971 16s. 6d. currency, and as a considerable
debt remains due from the Canadian Government to the commissariat chest, on other
accounts, my Lords have to suggest that the Governor-General should be apprised that
no further issues in respect of the above balance can be made for the service of the province
in this country, and that the attention of the Governor-General should be called to the
necessity for providing for the future instalments of interest on the provincial debentures
without relinnce on such issues.

On a further reference to this return, it will appear that the number of vessels engaged
in the passenger trade from Europe was 324, measuring 155,673 tons, and navigated by
5,601 seamen.

Of this number 47 were foreign vessels, 16,686 tons, 641 men ; 37 of which came from
continental ports, and 10 from the United Kingdom,

Of the whole number of passenger ships, 16 brought exclusively cabin passengers,
110 had not  sufficient number to bring them within the Pagsenger Act, 56 had less
than 100 passengers, 77 under 200, 38 under 300, 15 under 400, 11 under 500, and but
one vessel had over 500 passengers, viz, the “Blanche” from Liverpool ; 38 of these
vessels made two voynges during the season. -

The adult passengers on board the whole number of passenger vessels, 324, were
29,628 ; while these vessels, under the Passenger Act, would have been permitted to
carry 72,235, exclusive of their crews, The 1381 vessels from Engl and might have legall
carried 25,866 adults, passengers, more than the number embarked. The 86 from Ireland,
4,415 ; the 65 from Scotland, 11,701 ; the 28 from Norwegian ports had their full com-
plement to within 596 ; while on board the 14 vessels from Hamburg and Bremen, thers
were 33 over their le%al number, computed according to the Imperial Act. :

There has been no law in force in t}xis province regulating the number of passengers on
board of foreign vessels, but provision has been made in the Provineial Act, imposing the
same regulations on foreign vessels arriving at Quebec as are prescribed in the Imperial
Passenger Act which came into force on the 1st day of October 1858,

The average length of passages during the past season shows & considerable increase on
that of the season of 1852, I ' , ' _

The average number of duys from England was 484, from Ireland 474, from Scotland
44, from Hamburg and Bremen 514, and from Norway 55¢. ‘The dvverage froi thie whole
was 48 days against 39, the average durhég ihe season of 1852,
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On a further reference being had to this table, it will appear that in the last season the
emigration of females from %relnnd has preponderated in a remarkable degree over
that of males,—being 1,306 female adults more than mnles, or ahout 18§ per cent.

This incrense of females has, it is very evident, oviginated from the Poor Unions, coupled
with the pecuninry menns atforded to other females for joining their husbands, brothers, or
male friends alvendy estallished in the province, and thereby offering the best evidence
of their prosperity, and of the improvement of the condition of the emigrants.

A veturn of the ships and passengers arrived from each port and country, with the
deaths on the passage and in quarantine, will be found in table No. 2 in the Appendix.

The whole number of denths ameong 3,029 pnssengers from England (excluding the port
of Liverpool) was but 4 persons ; while among 6,651 persons wlo sailed from Liverpool,
the deaths were 115, equal to 172 per cent.

From Ireland, the deaths among 144532 were 43, or equal to 0:-2) per cent. Among
4,754 from Scotland, 17, equal to 0-35 ; and umong 7,499 from continental ports, 61, equal
to 0°81 per cent,

It will be observed that the largest mortality from any port was Liverpool ; it may,
however, be remarked that the number was grently increased by the arvival of the ship
“« Fingal” on the 224 of October, on hoard of which vessel, out of 806 pnssengers, 34 died
on the passage, being equal to 11+11 per cent.

Table No. 3 presents the usual General Hospital return, sl owing the number of emigrant
patientis admitted for medical relief, with the vesults at the quarantine establishment, up
to its close,

At the Murine and Emigrant Hospital ab Quebee to the 1st December, and at the
General Hospital at Montreal for the same period, from which it appears that the total
aumber of cuses under trentment during the season, in Canada Enst, was 929, and theo
total deaths 88.

The mortality, when compared with the year 1852, shows small increase of 21 persons,
viz., 14 at Grosse Isle, 8 at the Marine Hospital, Quebee, and 4 nt the General Hospital,
Montreal,

The general henlth of the emigeation of the past season may be considered satisfactory.
The whole mortality during the passage and at the quarautine station was but 0°65 per
cent. on ench 100 persons embarked ; and, including the cases admitted to the Marine und
Enigrant Hospital in this city, and the General Hospital, Montreal, the whole mortality
was but 081 per cent.

Tt may not be out of place to remark that the small incrense of movtality over that of
lnst yenr, cannot but in a great mensure, if not entively, be attributed to the unusually
protracted passages to which several pussenger vessels hnve been subjected, and thereby
necessitating the consumption of alimentary stock andsuch other comforts as are generally
provided for the avernge period of pussage.

Table No. 4 contains n return of the adult male emigration, distinguishing the trades
and enllings as specified in the several passenger lists. The total number of males
embarked was 12,421, Of these there appenr to have been 1,558 nrtizans or tradesmen,
which is an inerense of 1,027 persons of this clnss over that of last year; farmers and
farm servants, 3,974 ; servants, 146 5 clevks, 745 and unskilled Inbourers, 6,667.

Table No. 5, shows the amount of emigration landed in the province from the year 1829
inclusively. The total number lunded nt the port of Quebec since that period has been
772,400, affording an average of 30,896 per year, for 25 years pust.

I regret to have to report the totnl loss of 4 vesscls hound to this port during the past
season with emigrants on lonrd, and which in one ense lias heen attended with a most
melancholy loss of life.

The first vessel was the “ Argyle,” from Newport, with o curgo of railvond iron.  This
vessel had fortunately on bonrd but 3 pnssengers and o crew of 22 men. She foundered
at sen on the 20th July, when 8 of the crew were drowned, and 6 afterwards died in the
bonts from starvation and exposure; one of whom, a young man, was & pussenger. The
other two (females) reached Newfoundland, and were forwarded to this port by a schooner.

The second vessel was the « Charles Clarke,” from Hunburg, having on bourd 118 pas-
gengers.  She wus wrecked at Trespasse Bay, Newfoundland, on the 27th July ; 5 of the
passengers were drowned in the nct of renching the shore; the remainder succeeded
iﬁl reaching St. Joln’s, where they were assisted, and also provided with & passage to
this port.

(See Weekly Report, 31st August.)

The third vessel was the “ Douglas,” from Leith, with 10 pussengers, She took fire
at sen on the 11th September, and next day was run ashore at Cape Ray. The passengers
were all saved, and renched this port by u schooner on the 10th Uctober.

The fourth vessel, the “ Annie June,” from Liverpool, was lost on the 28th September,
on the island of Burra, where, out of 334 steerage pusseugers, only 61 were saved. Tt is
stated that, including crew and cabin passengers, 400 persons were on board of this unfor-
vunate ship, out of which number it has been ascertained that only 102 persons, through
great personal exertions, were enabled to save their lives. _
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This vessel sailed first from Liverpool on the 24th August, with 469 steernge passengers,
ut having heen ohliged to put back leaky, about 180 of the pnssengers left her, and she
sailed the second time on the 9th September with the above number. This unfortunate
ship was almost altogether londed with railrond iron, and to the nature of her cargo may
in u great measure be attributed the melancholy loss of life.

1 have found on hoard of several of the emigrant vessels during the past season, which
had ivon as the chief part of their cargn, invarinbly move or less complaints among the
passengers.  This may be accounted for hy the nature of the freight causing the ship
to Iahour more in heavy weather, and thereby straining so much that the decks and top-
sides hecome leaky, and thus very naturally producing “dissatistaction, and adding greatly
to the discomtort of the passengers.

It may he deemed highly necessary and imporvtant to impose some regulations on this
point; so that vessels conveying passengers should not he perwitted to carry over a certain
proportion of her cargo of dead weight.

Owing to the prevalence of westerly winds and stormy weather during the months of
September and October, several emigrant vessels bound for this port failed to reach their
destination, and were obliged to bear up for ports in New Brunswick and the United
States. The ship “ Huron,” from Limerick, with 250 passengers, put into Boston, The
“ Jenny Johnston,” from Tralee, with 153 passengers, succeeded, after being blown twice
out of the gulf, in renching St. Andrew’s. Captain Attridge forwarded all such passengers
ns were destined for Caundn to Montreal vid Portland, United States. The “ Albion,”
from Youghal, with 16 passengers, having found that she could not reach this port, pro-
ceeded to St.John's, New Brunswick, and the enptain forwarded his passengers from thenee
to Montreal by the sume route.

The ¢ Perseverance,” from Dublin, with 141 prssengers, is veported as having put back
and reaching Cork short of provisions, after heing seventy-one days out.

Tablé No. 6 furnishes a statement of the number of persons who have received assistance
cither from their landlords or from parish funds, in aid of their emigration, showing the
sums received on landing, by whom remitted, and through whom paid.

From this return it will be seen that 1,480 persons received Janding money on arrival
at this port, amounting to 1,2187. 8s. Gd. sterling, 798, 8s. 6d. of which was paid through
this department, and 4201 by the masters, ov through the agents in this city, and 624
uppear to have received a frec passage only.

The number from England sent was 76, to whom was paid the swn of 531 on landing,
and 46 persons were provided with a free possag:

From Scotland the number assisted was 351, 332 of whom were Highlanders from the
Glengary estate in Inverness-shive, They received a free passage as far as Montreal; they
were o fine body of settlers.  Their landlord, in addition to giving them a free passage,
remitted all their arrenrs of rent, which I nm given to understand was very consideralile,
and allowed them to realize their stock, and morcover assisted them in bedding, clothes,
&e. for the voyage, and ench also received ten pounds of vatmenl ol Jeaving the vessel in
Quebec. The remaining 19 persons were from Colonsa, in Argyleshire,

The number aided in the emigration from Ireland was 1,600 souls, 1,404 of whom were
sent out Dy the unions, and received 1,165/ 8s. 6c. sterling on Janding here,  £792 8s. 6d.
was paid among 864 persons through this department, and 873/, paid by the masters or
through agents among 540 persons, and 196 persons received u free passage to this port.
Of this numbex 54 were from the unions of Carrickiacross and Tralee, and 142 were sent
out by the landlords. Of those sent out hy the unions, 1,464, the great majority were
single females, and on n reference to the returns I find them classed as follows :—

These parties, with a few exceptions, were orderly and well conducted, and I have great
satisfaction in bearing testimony to their correct demeanour. They at once proceeded up
the country, the great majority for employment, and others to join relations in the United
States. All those who went to the western section of the province were seldom more than
a few hours unemployed after their Janding, and I have received repented applications from
almost every section of the province, complaining of the scarcity of female servants; and
there iy nob the lenst doubt but that several thousands of this class could be absorbed
annually in this province. It iy, indeed, much to be regretted, where the field is 5o exten-
sive, and the means of necess 5o ensy, thut parties most intevested do not see the benefit
which would result in shipping off their numerous poor, and thereby effectually relieving
the unions, and yemoving the present useless portion of their population from idleness to a
sphere of usefulness, and furthermore not only benefit themselves, but greatly add to the.
wealth and prosperity of the country of their adoption, ,

Of the foreign emigrants, it appears one family of 12 persons by the “Washington” from
Hamburg were sent out by the parish of Lichtentunan, in Bavaria. They were provided
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with n passage to this port, and proceeded to relntions at Rochester. Also on board the
“ Charles Chaloner,” from Liverpool, there were 18 persons sent out by the town of Leitz-
enburg, in Holstein ; they were forwarded vid Liverpool, and landed here without means,
They were nssisted up the country.

The Passenger Act hns been found to afford all necessary protection to the emigrant.
Some few complaints were made during the past senson; the only case in which legal
proceedings were instituted was against the master of the ship « Blanche,” from Liver-
pool, which resulted in conviction. In the other cases compensation was made to the
satisfaction of the parties complaining (as stated in Weekly Report No. 4, which will be
seen on reference to page 24 of the Appendix).

TInder the Provincial Act bonds were required from the master of the ship “ Urania,”
from Cork, for two female passengers who lost their syesight from an attack of ophthalmin
These purties were sent out from the Cork union, and appear to have been suffering from
this disense when they embarked, The captain having declined to enter into the bond
required by the twelfth clause of the Act. hie took the parties back to their union.

Two emigrants of the past season who apparently landed in this colony in good health,
have become lunatics, and are now confined in the Beauport Asylum, Their names are
William Linaban, aged twenty.one years, and Mary Devine, aged twenty; the former
arrived by the ship ¢ Sultan” from Cork on the 21st June, and was sent to the Marine
and Emigrant Hospital on the 26th September, and removed to the Lunatic Asylum on
the 7Tth November.

Mury Devine enme out in the ship “Tottenham” from Cork; mrrived here ou the
10th September, was sent to hospital on the 3d, and transferred to the asylum on the
10th December.

From u recent report of the medical officers of this institution, hopes are entertained
of their speedy restoration, particularly in the case of Mary Devine, who, being pregnant,
offers after delivery every probabilty of mental health.

The expenditure of the Fnigration Departinent, including the Quarantine Establish-
ment and the charges connecteg with the care of the sick, amounts to 9,6511 38s. 10d.
Of this sum there was disbursed for the expenses of the Quarantine Establishment
2,858, 3s. 6d., as follows :—

A large aunount of the expenditure during the past season way caused by the foreign
emigration, and principally among the Norwegians,

Of the whole Norwegian emigrants of the past season, numbering 5,061 souls, they pro-
ceeded direct to the Western States, with the exception of about 200, who were induced to
proceed to Hamilton, where they were guaranteed employment on the railroad in the ex-
pectation that they might afterwards be induced to settle in the province. A number were
also employed on the Richmond railroad, but left as soon as they had realized sutficient money
to carry them west, and I am given to understand that but few of those who went to
Western Canada will be likely to remain there. These people (whose general habits to
gevere industrial employment, added to their inurement to a climate similar to that of
Eastern Canada, would tender their settlement in the province highly desirable) labour
under many dissdvantages which attend an entire ignorance of our language, and what
indeed is much to be regretted is, that us yet there ure so few Norwegians settled in
Canada, that with even every incitement to settlement, they find it almost impossible to
meet with persons sufliciently conversunt with their language to guide or direct them
in their views and intentions, Under such circumstances it is very natwal that they
should be desivous of availing themselves of very extensive settlements, already opened
and inhabited in the state of Wisconcin by their own countrymen, and where all these
people proceeded ; but, as muny of them lad numerous helpless families, and from their
ignotance of the language spoken, incapable of ohtaining suitable employments, they
were provided with o free passage to Milwunlee, ‘

"The Uermans have generally suceceded better ; a large numnber of them went to Hawmil-
ton to the German settlements, in the district of Waterloo ; and it is estimated that fully
one half of the German cmigration of the pust season have become permanent settlers,
many of whom were possessed of o considerable amount of cupitul, and who will,
doubtless, prove a valuable nddition to the population of that section,

T'wo German children hecame chargeable in this department during ilie past season ;
they were deserted by n woman, supposed to be their mother, who came passenger in the
ship “Mary Michison,” from Hamburg, in the emly part of July,  Having placed them
in lodgings, and every exertion being made to discover their relations or friends, 1, on the
close of the navigation, made application and obtained admission for them as orphans
into the Protestant Female Orplan Asylun in this city ; their names are Bothe, and they
are of the nge of i and 7 yenrs vespectively.

"The assistance rendered to the emigrants from the United Kingdom were chiefly to the
Irish; a large portion of those relieved were women and children, or helpless families; no
adult males were assisted unless suffering from recent sickness.

A large proportion of the women and childven were proceeding to join their relations
in Western Canada, and the several States in the Unionj several poor families who
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came this route werc proceeding to their relations in Missouri, Kentucky, Tenessee, and CANADA.
New Orleans. They chose this route as their means did not permit their taking shipping -—

to New York or New Orleans; and, having landed heve destitute, it was found necessary
to forward them, which was generally effected within the range of steamboat travel,
either to Cleveland on Lake Erie, or Chicago on Lake Michigan.
The number of letters for emigrants received at this agency, with instructions, during
the season, was 364, 110 of which contained money or hank orders to the amount of
2921, 8s. 9l. currency.
The Emigrant Fund of 1853 amounts to 9,760L 5s. 0d,, constituted by the amount of Emigrant fund.

The number of shipwrecked passengers which reached this port during the past season.
was 125, viz. :—86 adults and 89 children, who would otherwise have been liable to a
duty of 281 16s.

The whole amount churgeable on the Emigrant Fund during the past senson, amounted
to 5s. 54d. on ench emigrant embarked from Europe, exclusive of children under 1 year,
and the actual amouut of Kmigrant Tax received was neamrly equal to 4s. 8}, The
difference is, however, more than covered by the Imperial grant of 1,5001 sterling.

The following is offered us an approximate view of the distribution of emigrants of the
past season.  There exists no date {from which o return of this nature may he compiled
with nccuracy, and, as Mr. Huwke justly remarks, the revolution which has taken place
during the last yeur or two, in the means and fucilitiey of our inland transport, rendered
it impossible to keep any account of the arrivals and departure of emigrants at the prin-
cipal ports in western Canuda that could in any way be strictly depenged upon.

In addition to the number who have proceeded to Western Canadn by the route of
the St. Lawrence, that Provinee nunually receives a large accession of valuable settlers vid
Boston and New York, routes fornerly found pmctica.%le only during the season of navi-
gation, but now offering every facility to ingress by the establishment of numerous lines
of railroads, all conveying to the Canadian frontier. .

From n retwrn of the emigrants at the Port of New York it uppears that the number
at the close of the year was 284945, heing a decrease on that of 1852 of 14,559, over
9,000 of which was on that from the United Kingdom, which number during the past
season wus 147,998 nguinst 156,983 in 1852 ; but the greatest proportionate decrease is on
the emigration from Norway, which being in 1852, 1,889, fell during the past year to 377.
This may in some mensure account for the lurge increase in number received from that
country by this ronte during the past year.

The decrense in the past season’s emigration to this continent was fully ancicipated
from the improved condition of the working classes, more particularly in the United
Kingdom ; and T find, on comparing the decrease among the arrivals at New York with
that to this port, that in the former it was equal to 5 per cent., and by the St. Lawrence
to G].

1 llmvu not been able to ascertain the extent of’ mortality nmong the emigration of the past
senson wriving at New York, as T cannot find that any report of this is ever made pu{)li(,
1 observe, from a statement published in n New York paper of the deaths on board 28
emigrant vessels arrived in that port during the month of November, that out of 13,762
passengers, the frightful number of 1,141 is stated to have died on the passage from cholera,
equal to 8 per cent., thereby showing a mortality much more severe than thut experienced
in the emigration to this port during the fatal season of 1847.

The emigation of 1853 has on the whole been satistactory. They have genernlly been
well clothed and respectable in appearance, and their general henlth, when the circum-
stances accompanying long passages are taken into account, may be admitted as sais-
fuctory. [ may here again be permitted to vevert to the case of the pussenger ship
« Fingal,” in which no less than 3+ denths were reported to have vecurred among the
emigrants on their passage, including fourteen children. ‘When, however, it is taken into
consideration that these unfortunate emigrants had sailed for the second time from Liver-
pool, the vessel in which they first sniled, the “Joseph Howe.” having put into Cork in
distress, where she was condemned ; that for several wecks from stress of weather they
had been reduced to the ship’s allowance of food, their own supply having been all
expended during the period of their detention 3 and if, to being weak and ill fed, we have
the adjuncts of eold, danp, and stormy wenther, it nay truly he a matter of surprise that
s greater number had not succumbed to disense.

Your Excellency has alrendy heen nade acquainted with the panic and_disquietude
which the number of deaths reported to have occurred on hoard the “Fingal” had
excited in the public mind ; but the contingeney of such a large mortality on board of one
single ship, so soon following the accounts of the prevalence of cholern in some of our
transatlantic ports, could nof, it was rensonable to expect, have opernted otherwise ; parti-
culatly in a eonntry which had alrendy suffered so much by its invasions in 1832, 1834,
and 1849,

The judicions mensure, however, which was immediately adopted by your Excellency
and Council in ordering the vessel to (rosse Isle, for the purpose of quarnntine, had the
desired effeet of at once allnying public anxiety ; and soon after, from the report of the
Medical Superintendent that no sickness had since manifested itsclf among the passengers,
and that a dietary of fresh provisions und vegetnbles had completely vestored them to
their wonted constitutional vigonr and health, the citizens became fully assured that
nothing prejudicinl to the genernl heulth could he apprehended from the vebwrn of the
vessel and the emigrant pnssengers to this port.

The estublishment of the Canada. line of steamers has, it may be observed, ulrendy been
heneticially felt here, by the great increase of cabin passengers from Liverpool during the
past season. 'This teld of enterprise, so important to the general interests of the colony,
will it is hoped b extended, and amongst uther advantages prove the means of diverting
and uccelerating the tide of trade and travel to ity proper and destined course (the St.
Lawrence), to obtaining which the energies and vesources of our great rival and ueighbour
have been employed, and not without suceess: and it is not advancing too much when 1
observe, that for the emigrant no country ofters better gunrantees for the successful pur-
suit of competency and happiness than this.

Its unhounded and, in comparison with the United States, as yet hardly developed
resonrces, the salubrity of its climate, and the libernl character of its institutions are
advantages not to he overlooked by transatlantic adventurers, and which, when properly
appreciated, cannot but secure a preference over ull other destinations,

With reference to the prospect for 1854 I have every renson to anticipate the most
sntisfactory results. The demand for labour hoth skilled and unskilled, us well as for
farm servants and female domestics, will be very great; and the opinions which I had the
honour of expressing in my veport of last year, that the colony would offer steady and
profititble employment for the labouring classes of the mother country for several years
to come, have from the experience of the past yemr been more than fully confirmed.

The wages of all classes of labour nccustomed to railwny work, experienced an advance
during the early part of the past senson, and common lubourers received from a dollar
to 6s. 6d. per day, platelayers 7s. 6d., masons and hricklayers from 2 dellers to 12s. 6d.
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currency per day ; and other trades, such as carpenters, painters, and all classes of worker® CANADA,
in jron received a proportionate advance on the rates of previous years. , —

On o reference to Mr. Hawke's Report, it will he seen, that in Western Canada all
emigrants disposed to lnbour have found employment during the winter months at a
smaller reduction on the summer rates of wages.

Blessed with so good a 80il and climate as Upper Cunadn possesses, and favoured by
the kindness of n gracious Providence with a long and uninterrupted succession of good
harvests, there is no country where the labouring man can find more congtant employ-
ment and remunerative wages in proportion to the expense of living.

The opening of the Great Western Railway from Hamilton to Detroit, which is to take
Elace during the ensuing month, will doubtless have « very beneficinl effect on the travel

y this route, the more particularly as it will render the St. Lawrence the most direct
and expeditious medium for all emigrants desirous of proceeding to the Western States,

The transhipment and deteution from Queenstown to Buffalo round the Falls of
Niagarn will be saved thereby, and all the dangerous navigation of Luke Erie avoided,
and, moreover, what is of the highest importance, 100 miles of distance saved,

The distunce fromn Quebec to Chicago by this route will be 1,048 miles, one half of
which will be performed in comfortable steamers, and the remainder by milroad. Actual
time of travel about 70 hous, '

In forming auy estimate of the amount of capital brought into the province by the
emigrants of this past year, we have no reliable dats, and therefore no means exist by
which it could be ascertnined with any correctness, The great body of the emigrants
are doubtless of the Inbouring class, and possess little heyond their physical energies..
But I am aware that » number of intelligent settlers, who have brought out n considerable
asmount of capital with them, have settled in Western Canada.

Several importations of valuable stock have taken place during the past season, by
gentlemen in Upper Canada, which is o {fuvourable indication of the wealth and progress
of the country.

Should the present ungettled state of Europe continue, and result, as it is much to be
feared, in n general war, this continent will doubtless receive a 1= e nccession of the
better classes of emigrants, more pavticularly from the continent ; anl, now that Canada
has become hetter known, and that correct conception of its advantages and capubilities
are also more extensively diffused, it ennnot bt greatly benefit by the present unsettled
aspect of affuirs in Europe.

[ have thus endeavoured, in o brief and I hope explicit mmanner, to bring before your
Excellency w review of the past season’s transactions of this department.

I BEG to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the 10th instant.

The revolution which has taken place during the st year or two in the forwarding
business, renders it impossible to keep any account of the nrrival and departure of emi-
grants at this or any other of the ﬁ)rincipul ports in Upper Canada that could be depended
upon. Formerly the Roysl Mail line of stenmers conveyed nine-tenths of the emigrants,
and, as they were regular in their periods of wrrival and departure, we could obtain.
correct returns ; but now it is impossible, as the husiness is done by such « multitude of
American and British stenmers and propellers, many of which do not touch either at
Kingston or Toronto, but proceed direct from Prescott, Ogensburg, to Niagara, Hamilton,
or Lewiston, and arrive and depart at all hours hoth night and day.

At this oftice we have granted, during the year 1853, 568 full passages, and as two
children count ns one passenger, we may asswmne that the number of persons forwarded at
the expense of this departinent amounts to 687. Brend is the ouly food distributed, and
a8 we have given uway 2,196 loaves, and as euch adult generally gets one loaf, and
childven under nge half that quantity. the total number receiving such relief' to this date
may be estimated at 2,928 )

The number of emigrants during the season who cume to Upper Canuda, vid the St.
Lawrence, it appears to e can he best ascertained at Quebec or Montreal, as they do not
begin to brauch off until after they leave these ports, As to the number who proceeded
from Upper Canada to the United Stutes, it is move than balanced by the number
received from that country, which I estimate at upwards of 4,500, "This nwuber does
not include the railrond labourers, which our extensive public works have brought to
Upper Canada during the past year, hundreds if not thousands of whom will remain, as
our next census will undoubtedly show, but is confined to those who landed at New
York and Boston during the current year, and proceeded to this section of the Province
with the intention of becoming permanent settlers,

As T have hefore stated in my letters to you, we shall no doubt get many more settlers
of this class during the ensuing winter n.n(]l) spring. In fact, every arrival of the steamers

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from Lewiston and Rochester brings more or less. The steamers to these ports continue
their trips, whencver the weather will permit, thronghout the year.

In my letter of the Sth instant T stated, *that it was rather o slack {ime with us as
“ to employment, compared with what it was during the summer, hut still work can be
~ obtained at rensonable wages. Domestic servants are in fact scarce. It is said that
“ a considernble number ot rilroad hands will be dismissed during this and ensuing
* winter monthy, and their services will not again he required until April next, when
*¢ jt is presumed the operations on the Grand Truunk line will commence extensively.” I
have since been informed, that it is not probable theve will hie any dismissals if the Inhourery
will consent to work tor 3« 9. curreney per duy during January smd February, The
next year will, no doubt, be u husy one, and present prospeets justify the assertion thut
there will he ahundant employment for masons, hricklayers, carpenters, joiners, black-
smiths, and mechanies of all deseriptions, as well as farm and domestic servants and
common lnhourers,

The season has been remarkably healthy, and no complaints have reached this oftice on
any subject; on the contiary, all appenr well satistied, and the amount of money sent liome
through the Lanks, especiully to Ireland, to assist indigent relations and friends to emigrate,
has been unusually great.

65,574 souls Landed ab this port trom the opening of the navigation to the 31st May,
heing n deerease, when compaved with the corresponding period of 1852, of 896 souls ;
6,381 were classed as steernge passengors and 133 as cabin.. o

They landed in good health, although many of the vessels have mnde unusually long
passages for the season, the avernge being 43 days.

The deaths on the passage were cighteen : males two, temales three, children eight, and
infants five, ' ‘

The emigrants from England (which number, exclusive of those from Liverpool, about
1,300 souls) were chiefly farmers and agricultural labourers, with a party of Cornish miners
and navvies ; the farmers proceeded to Upper Canada, the miners to the Western States,
and the navyies obtained employment on the Richmond railrond.

Those from Liverpool were nearly all Irish and of the labouring class ; a number were
proceeding to join friends, and others for employment.

On board the “ Ava,” from Southampton, there were 78 persons who were aided in
their emigration, forty-one souls, equal to thirty-three adults, also received landing money,
anounting to 30, sterling; the remainder were respectuble farmors proceeding to Upper

Of the party from the Cork union, seven were.left at Grosse Isle, suffering from
ophthalmia, two of whom were reported by the medical officer as quite blind.

The captain of the © Urania ” having declined to enter into the necessary bond required
by the Provincial Passenger Act, decided to take them buck to their union ; thirteen more
of the same party have been sent to hospital in this city and to that in Montreal, labour-
ing under the eflects of the same disease ; the other partics were in excellent health, and
looked clean and tidy. :

On receiving their landing money, such as would not nceept of employment here were
sent up the country under the carc of this department ; a number went to their relations
in the United States. ‘

The ngent at Toronto reports that all who had reached that. section of the country
were immediately cmployed. The twenty-seven girls from the Currickmacross union
stated that they were to have received 10s. sterling each on landing ; no instruction
whatever had venched this deparbment respecting them. From having stated that they
were destitute and without the means .of procuring lodgings, they received assistance :
vight obtuined employment in this city and neighbourhood, the remainder were sent up
the country. A report of their case hus been made and forwanrded to the guardians of the
Clarrickmacross union.

The emigrants from Seotland were respectable tradesmen and: farmers; 104 were
mechanies, principally connected with rnilroad work. On bonrd the ¢ Robert Burns”
some vnluable stock was imported by n gentleman near Toronto, consisting of sheep
and pigs.

OF the foreign emigrants 277 were Germans and 250 Norweginns,; the latter all pro-
ceeded divect to Chiengo; twenty-six of the Germans wete employed on the Richmond
enilrond, about fifteen iles from Quebec, and fourteen procecded to friends in the
Waterloo districts (they possessed capital), and 234 went to their friends in the Western
States. . pe G

The opinion cxpressed duriug the winter as to the searcity of labourers this season has
leen fully realized, and the searcity seems much greater than anticipated. Applications
are coming in from all seetions of the province for lnbourers and mechanies ; wages for the
former one dollar, and for masons and stonecutters 2 to 2% dollars are paid per day in
aush ; the demand is still incrensing, and not likely to be satisfied by any supply of
cmigrants which may be veceived this season. 7 7

The number of persons assisted from the severnl vessels in this reburn was 357, all
fernles and childrne, who have come oub to join their rvelations in this provinee and the
Western States, at an outlay of 1004 2¢. d.

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The emigration to this port during the month of May has been very satisfactory, no
complaints of any kind have been made, and the emigrants speak favourably of the treat-
ment which they received during the voyage,

For THE INFORMATION OF EMIGRANTS.

Passengers wre particularly cautioned on no account to part with their contract tickets to the
Master or any other party whatsoever, without communicating with the Emigrant Office.

There is nothing of more importance to emigrants, on arrival at Quebee, thun correct
information on the leading points connected with their future pursuits, . Many, especially
single females and unprotected persons in general, have: suffered much’ from a'Wwant of
caution, and from listening to the opinions of interested and designing characters, who
frequently offer their advice unsolicited. To guard emigrants from falling into such
errors, they should, immediately on their arrival at Quebec, proceed to the office of the
chief agent for emigrants, where persons desirous of proceeding to any part of Canada
will receive every information relative to the lands open for settlement, routes, distances,
and expenses of conveyance; where also Inbourers, artizans, or mechanics will be
furnished, on application, with the'best diréctions in respect to employment, the places at
which it is to be had, and the rtes of wages. ' ' ‘

Emigrants are entitled by law to remain on bonrd the ship forty-eight hours after
arrival ; ner can they be deprived of any of their usual accommodations and ‘berthing
during that period, and the master of 'the ship is bound to disembark them and their
baggage free of expense, at the usual landing place, and at reasonable hours, as may be
seen in the following extract from the Provincial Passenger Act :—

- Notice to Captains of Passenger Vessels.

“ And whereas inconvenience and cxpense are occasioned by the practice of musters of
ships earrying passengers, anchoving at gtent distances from the usual Innding places in
the port of Quebec, and landing their passengers at unreasonable hours: Be it therefore
enacted, That all masters of ships having passengers on ‘board shall be held, and they are
hereby required to land their pnssengers and their baggage free of expense to the said
passengers, ab the usual publiclanding places in the said “port of Quebec, and at renson-
able hours, not carlier than six of the clock in the morning, and not later than four of
the clock in the afternoon ; and such ships shall, for the purpose of landing their passen-
gers and baggage, be anchored within the following limits in the said port;to wit: the
whole space of the River St. Lawrence, from the mouth of the River St. Charles to a line
drawn across the said River St. Lawrence, from the:flag:staff on the citadel on Cape
Dipmnond at right angles to the cowse of the snid river; under & penalty of 104 currency,
for any offence agninst the provisions of this section.” o Co- :

Any offence aguinst this section will be rigidly enforced. ‘

Small capitalists in search of clenred farms are ‘invited to cdll at this office, where theywill
be furnished with the descriptions of w number of farms in various stages of improvement,
situated in different sections of the province, many of which combine the advantages
of being in the neighbourhood of churches, schools, post offices, grist and saw mills; and,
from their vicinity to Quebec and Montreal, the highest market-price may alwsys be
obtained for any surplus produce. - S ’ '

On the route from Quebec to their destination, they will find many plans and schemes
offered to tleir consideration ; but ‘they should "disregard such statements, unless well
satisfied of their -correctness. On all occasions when emigrants stand in neéd of advice,
application should be made to the Government agents, who will gratuitously furnish
every requisite information, - : -

Ample notice having now been given, as well in-Grent Britain and Ireland asin
Canada, thut an Act has been passed by the Legislature, in which it is expressly stipu.-
lated that the emigrant tax levied under its authority should he applied only to the
relief of destitute sick emigraiits, all paities are therefore distinetly informed that no
relief whatever will be afforded out of this fund, unless in cases of sickness. o

Agents have been stationed at the following ports :—Quebee, Montiéa), Toronto, and
Hamilton;—who will furnish émigrants with advics as to'routes, distances, and Tates of
conveyance, and give them information respecting the Crown and other lifids foi - sale in
their respective districts, as well as' direct emigrants in wafit of employment to’ places

- Tv'dg'of ‘the gréhtelt importance that emigtants ghould bé didabided of the Very erroneous
ideds whiclt HéY ulbit alleibertain as tb the' returiesition they Vil receivs for thsir
labour on aarival in this country. They %lolﬂd bear in mind“thiit'for th¥ MM Saon, dbd
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until they become nequainted with the labour of the country, their services are worth
little more than one-half of those rendered by experienced labourers. Many have been
offered advantageous engagements and permanent employment on their first arrival,
which they refused, preferring to proceed, in hopes of better wages; but in this very
many are disappointed. Six dollars to eight dollars per month, with board and lodging,
is ns much as farmers will or can afford to give to newly arrived emigrants. Good liands,
after o year’s residence, will generally command from ten dollars to fourteen dollars per
month.

From the 14t to the 11th June.

2,218 emigrants during the period in this return, all landed in good health; the deaths
during the passage were about 10, chiefly, children. The male adults are classed as follow :—

About one half are foreigners, principally Norwegians ; they appear to be o fine healthy

body of emigrants.

About 100 were induced to procced to Hamilton for employment, but expressed their
intention of afterwards settling in the Huron Tract. They were provided with recom-
mendations from Mr. Christie, M.P.P., to influential parties in that section of the pro-
vince, and if they can be induced to remuin, they will doubtless become valuable settlers,
and thereby form a nucleus, and be the means of attracting thereto further parties of
their countrymen.

The remainder, about 700, went to Milwaukie; the Germans, 200 in number, pro-
ceeded to Hamilton and the Western States; English and Scotch have chiefly proceeded
to Upper Canada. A number of mechanics from Glasgow are employed in Montreal.

Of the emigrants from Ireland, about one half were going to the United States. A
good many are employed on the Quebec aud Richmond Railway.

A gew families have heen assisted, chiefly females and childven, proceeding to join their
friendr.,

No. 3.
From the 12th to the 18th June.

The emigrants during the past week have all Janded in good health, notwithstanding
their long passages, which average over 50 days. .

A large number bave emigrated for the purpose of joining their friends in Upper
Cnnada and the United States.

The foreign emigrants, 400 in number, are all Norwegians, and have proceeded to the
Western States. 36 young women in the ¢ Crescent City,” sent out by the Ballymahon
Union, were smart, tidy-looking girls; they received 20s. sterling ench on landing here,
and they all proceeded direct to Toronto, where their services are much required, and
where they will all do well. '

The emigrants per “Jenuy Johnston,” from Tralee, were all very poor, o large propor-
tion of them were women and children, emigrating to join their friends and relations; a
considertble number requirved assistance from this depurtment, to enable them to proceed
to their destination.

All able-bodied men ond disposed to work obtained inniediate employment in th
city and neghbourhood, at wages from 4&. Gd. to u dollar per day.

The English and Scotch emigrants were respectable in appearance, and many of them
in comfortable circumstances. They went divect to Western Canada, save a small num-
ber to the Western States.

By the ship « Arran,” from Liverpool, there was u party of 99 Germans. A few are
employed here, aud the remainder proceeded to Hamilton and the Western Stutes,

No. +
From the 21st June to the 2d July.

5383 emigrants have landed here since the 21st June; they have arrived in good
health; nearly two-thirds are native Irish, a large portion of whom were proceeding to
friends and relations in the United States. - 60 full passengers by the “ Amazon,” from
Clork, bad engnged their pnssage in tha city divect for Boston and New York, having
been able to come this route (owing to the opening of the railway communication
between Montreal and these cities), for less money than proceeding direct by sea.

The increased tax on emigrants wrriving at New York will, no doubt, tend materially
to encourage this branch of our trade; emigrants are now conveyed from this city to
Bo‘.;;i;on. in from 24 to 30 hours, for 18s. sterling, and to New York for 14s. sterling each
ndult. '

There have been some complaints by the pussengers by the ¢ Blanche,” from Liverpool, as
to irregulurity in the issue of provisions, and deficiency in quantity; the case was heard
before the sitting magistrates, and judgment was given in favour of the passengers, and the
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matter was finally settled by the captain, to their satisfaction, by the latter paying the costs
of suit, and allowing 5s. to each of his passengers, the value of provisions short issued.
There were also complaints made by the pussengers Ly the ~ Huron,” ¢ Quebec Packet,”
and “Susan,” ull from Limerick, for subsistence money, and for inferior quality of oatineal.

These vessels were chartered by Mr. Glecson, passage broker, in Limerick, and it
appenrs that the oatmenl put on board for the use of the passengers was, on the top of the
bags, of tir quality, but on removing the small quantity of good meal, the rest of the bag
was found to be very inferior and unfit for use without being sifted ; it was not in fact
“oatmenl,” but & mixture of burley and seeds. The provisions having been inspected by
the proper officer at Limerick, and the captain having offered to compensate the passen-

gers, I did not decm it necessary to proceed furtlier against them. - The master of the -

“Huron” paid his passengers from 7s. 6d. to 15». ench adult, being the amount of sub-
sistance money due ns specified by the tickets. The “Susan” ut from 5s. to 7. 6. each,
part of which was claimed for subsistence money ; and the master of the “Quebec Packet”
ullowed his passengers 2s. 6d. ench, ns compensation for the bad quality of the oatmenl.
A special report of these vessels has been forwarded to the Governuent Emigration
Officer at Limerick, with the view to cause inquiry into the facts.

Labourers and mechanics, such as masons, bricklayers, and carpenters, are much
inquired for. 5,000 men are now wanted on the Toronto and Sarinu Railroads, wages
one dollar per duy. Agents are here from Chicago and Cincinnati wishing to engage
several thousand men, wages 6s. 3d. per day ; and as an inducement, they offer o passage
to Chicago, to be repaid out of their first wages. Daily applications are received from
almost every section of the provinee for agricultural labourers and female servants, which
I find it impossible to supply.

No. 5.
From the 2d to the 16th July.

2,748 emigrants landed at this port between the 2d and 16th instant, more than half of
whom were foreigners, chiefly Norwegians ; all of whom proceeded direct to the Western
States. A few of the Germans proceeded to Hamilton, to the German settlements in that
section of the province.

On board the « Victoria,” from Dublin, there were 138 sent out from the Nuas Union.
They received 1/ each adult, on landing here. A few remained about the city, but the greater
pert procesded up the country ; some to friends and relations in the United States.

Labourers and servants are still in great request, and the emigrants are fully employed
at high wages ; and in the country settlements the famers are suffering serious inconve-
nience from the ditficulty of finding hands to secure their crops.

The emigrants on bonrd the several ships included in “this return, have all landed
healthy, and all speak favournbly of the treatment they received during the period they
were on board ship.

No. 6.
From the 16th to the 31st July.

The emigrants arrived during the period embraced in this return, have all landed in
.good health, and free from comp%n.ints, . '

The emigrants from Glasgow, 487, were all respectable intelligent settlers, and, with
the exception of about 50, proceeded divect to Toronto and Hamilton.

The Norwegians, 616, all went direct to Chicago and Milwaukie. A few of the Germans
proceeded to Hamilton, the remainder to Buftulo and Chicago.

Those from England; were chiefly from Liverpool. On board the ¢ Ann Kenny” and
“ Salem” there were §9 English, 7 Scotch, 417 Irish, and 288 foreigners. A fow of the
Irish ‘were employed ahout the city, the remainder proceeded to Upper Canads and to the
United States. The foreigners nearly all went to Chicago.

A. number were very poor, and were chiefly women and children proceeding to join
friends in Western Canada and the ‘United States. co

They were forwarded ou their route at the expense of this department. The Irish
emigrants, from Belfast and Londonderry, were respectable in appearance, and nearly all
went to Upper Canada. - ‘ ' :

168 were Germans, 98 of whom went to Strashourg and Waterloo
gettlements ; and the remainder (70) went to friends in the Western Statey,

A large number of Norwegians were poor, and 186 were assisted from this Lo reach
Milwaukic.

The emigrants from Scotland were gencrally respectable farmers and mechanics, and all
proceeded to Upper Canada, chiefly to Toronto and Hamilton. On honrd the “Odessa,”
from Dublin, there were 100 girls from the Mullingm Union, who received 20s. sterling,
equal to 24s. /4. currency, through this oftice, on landing. _

Pheir appenrance was much in their favour. 1 could only induce 44 of them to proceed
to Toronto, all of whom, I have since heard, werc hired the day after they arrived ; and
tlint ten times that numnber would be ubsorbed without difficulty.

Labourers and mechanies of all classes are much wanted throughout the western section
ofthe province, and their services arc eagerly sought after as soon ag they mrive.

The same demand exists in this section; and ull disposed to remuin here can obtain
profitalle employment so soon us they lenve the ship.

"Mie emigrants included within this return have all Janded in good health, and frce
from complaints. They have chiefly emigruted to join their friends in Upper Canade, and
in the United States.

104 persons from the wreck of the Charles Clarke,” from Hamburg, arrived in the
brig * Escape,” from St. John’s, Newfoundland. A subscription was made in St. John’s
for their relief, amounting to 1221, 15s. 8d. ; 67 10s, was distributed in cash among them,
and 55l 58, 8d. expended in clothing, &e.
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.The parties, on arrival Lere, were forwarded to Hamilton, free ; 49} adults proceeded to
friends in the Waterloo settlements, and the remainder, equal to 354 adults, proceeded
to Buffalo on their route to the west.

No. 9.
From the 31st August to the 17th September.

3,698 emigrants landed at this port, from the 3rd to the 17th instant, in good health,
it 9 persons out of this number were sent to hospital at the quarantine station ; aud
from the last return, dated 17th instant, but 3 persons were remuining in hospital, 2 of
whom lave since been discharged. Of the whole numher over two-thirds are Irish, o lurge
proportion of whom are females and children, and the great majority are emigrating to
j‘;)in friends and relations. The proportion of females and children to male adults is over
2t 1,

The adult females huve been somewhat incrensed by o party of 156 girls from the
Mount-Bellew and Parsonstown Union,

These were paid 17, sterling on landing here, and, with the exception of ahout 20, they

were directed to Toronto and Hamilton, in which quarter their services are much wanted,

and where they would all ind immediate employment.

The chief agent for Canada 'West reports that of n purty of 4 irls, forwarded to him
during the month of August, the whole were engaged the day after their arrival ; and that
if ten times their number were landed in the morning, they could be similarly disposed of
Jefore sundown. He nlso reports a great scarcity of labourers, and that carpenters, masons,
and bricklayers are much wanted.

On honrd the * Sillery,” from Skye, there were 332 persons sent out from the Glengary
estate. They were a fine henlthy body of emigrants. They received a free passage as far
us Montreal, and were allowed each 101bs. ontmeal on lenving the ship ; and, owing to the
inerensing demand for labourers of all descriptions throughout the provinee, they cannot
fail to do well.

The Novwegiasn emigrants, per “Hector,” all proceeded to Wisconsin, A number of
familics were very poor, and unable to proceed without nssistance ; and as they had large
helpless families depending onthem, and relations in Wisconsin, they were provided witha
free pussage to Chicago at 32s. 6. ench adult.

The whole number of persons assisted from the several vessels in this ¥eturn, were 387
adults, 332 children, and 51 infants, equal to 553 adults ; these were all females and
children, with the exception of a few men with large families.

No. 10,

Fyom the 17th September to the st Uctober.

The emigrants included in this reburn have all landed in good henlth, The greater
portion of them have come out to join their relations, who in many instunces have sent
them the necessary means for doing so; but few of the men could be induced to remain
Liere for employment, slthough much wanted, and wages one dollar per day.

315 paupers from the New Ross Unjon came out in the *Glenlyon.” They received
10s. sterling each from the captain.

About 100 proceeded to join relations in the States.

On board the « Jessy,” from Limerick, there were a large number of families, women
and children, emigrating to join their relations in West Canadu and the Western States ;
and who, from being quite destitute of means to proceed, were forwarded at the expense
of the emigrant tunds,

No. 11.
From the 1st October to the 6th Nuvember.

The emigrants arrived during the month of October have landed in good health, with
the exception of those on board the «Fingal” from Liverpool, among whom thirty-four
deaths occurred previous to arrival,

The grenter part of the pussengers by this vessel were transferred from the “ Joseph
Howe,” which vessel had sailed from Liverpool on the 12th August, but, having put into
Cork in distress, she was condemned, her passengers landed and sent back to Liverpool,
from whence they sailed n second time on the 5th September, in the « Fingal ;” but,
owing to this detention, the stores of many of the poor families were expended, and,
being thereby without the means for necessarily renewing their stock, they became
altogether dependent upon the ship’s allowance. To this cause, added to a long and
stormy voyage, may in a great measure be attributed the sickness and mortality ; as,
immediately on being landed at Grosse Isle, where they were detained o few days to wush
their clothes, they were allowed & wholesome nourishing diet, and during these few days
of detention no further cases of disense appeal.‘red among them. v
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The great majority of these pnssengers were Irish families coming out to friends. One
poor woman, with four children, was going to her husband in New Orleans. Several
other families were going to relations in Virginia, Kentucky, and Missouri.

Of 30 families found necessary to be assisted, there were but 12 male adults over 14
years, with 66 women and 70 children.

A number of the steerage passengers by the “Sarah Sands,” and all those by the
*Jane Classin,” from Liverpool, had originally been on board the ill-fated * Annie Jane,”
but left that vessel on her having put back to Liverpool 1

They are mechanices and navvies coming out under engagements to Messrs. Jackson
and Co.  From 40 to 50 persons of the same class were on board the “ Fingal.”

The ships arrived during the past month have all had long and stormy passages.

The “Nordlyset,” from Christinna, arrived on the 9th instant; 86 days’ passage; all
well.

The following vessels, with emigrants, sailed in the early part of September for this

I nave had under my consideration the Act® passed by the Legislature
of Canada, to amend and consolidate the laws relating to emigrants and
quarautine.

I observe that the 5th section enacts that any vessel from any port whatever,
arriving in the province, having on board, or having had on board at any time
during the voyage more than one adult passenger to every twelve superficial
feet of the deck, or more than one person, including the master, crew, and
cabin passengers, for every two tons, shall incur certain penalties for each
passenger constituting such excess. The apparent intention of this clause is to
extend to emigrant vessels from other than the ports of the United Kingdom
the limits as to spacc contained in the Imperial IFassengers Act, which provides
that ships from tge United Kingdom may catry one passenger to twelve super-
ficial feet only when they take a medical man, and that when not provided with
a medical man the legal space shall be enlarged to 14 superficial feet. The
effect of the provincial enactment would therefore be, in one class of cases,
to allow vessels from foreign ports to arrive with a larger number of passengers
on board than we. 'd be allowed by the Passenger’s Act, and as this difference
between the two laws may have escaped the notice of the Canadian Legislature,
I have to instruct you to call the attention of your council to the point, and in
the meantime the Act will be submitted for Her Majesty’s confirmation.

With regard to the other claim for a balance due for the emigration
expenses of 1847, you will perceive that their Lordships cannot intimate an
decision without first communicating with the Commissariat officer, by whom all
the accounts connected with this service have been adjusted.

I may state that I have apgointcd Mr. Thomas M*Avity to act as assistant
Emigration Officer under Mr. Perley, as I am informed it will be convenient to
have a person in that capacity.

The concluding sentences of Mr. Perley’s report relating to the, mode of
disposing of €rown lands have not escaped my attention.

The difficulty adverted to by him arises from the obligations of the Civil
List Act, which requires as o general rule that land should be sold only at
public auction. '

I have more than once brought the matter beforc my Council and suggested
that an Act should be obtained enabling the Government to put up tracts of
land, surveyed without any special %)phcation, at o certain upset price, and if
no advance on the price should be offered at public sale, afterwards to dispose
of lands once so offered by private contract at a minimum rate. :

This is I believe the course adopted with advantage in some other colonies.

May it please your Excellency,
I HAVE the honour to submit herewith the annual abstract of immigration to New
Brunswick for the year 1853.

1. The whole number of immigrants arrived in the provinee during the year was 3,762,
being an increase on the year 1852 of 1,597 souls.

2. There has been very little sickness among the emigrants that arrived in this
province during the past year. The whole number of deaths on the voyage and in
quarantine was less than one-third of one per cent. on the numbers embarked. The
(lfat:;? were chiefly among infants and adults affected with chronic complaints of long
standing.

3. Much has been done the past season to improve the buildings, offices, and accommo-
dations genernlly at the quarantine station at this port, under the direction of Mr, Thomas
M‘Avity, the cflicient superintendent of Partridge Island. I have often lad occasion to
mention the kindness and skill of Dr. Harding, the resident physician, and I now have
to add that these, combined with his long experience and active habits, and the general
improvements nt the quarantine station, render it every way efficient, and comfortable
for any reasonable number of immigrants that may be landed there.

4. During the past senson I have had no oceasion to institute proceedings under the
“ Pnesengers Act.” The new Act, which came into force on the 1st October 1852, has
worked well.  'Where deficiencies in the supply of provisions have occurred either from
nceident or misapprehension, the deficiency has been made good on my representation.
In one case (that of the packet ship Middleton), the passengers, 291 in all, where short
of some articles during the Intter part of the voyage, owing to sea~damuge, The owners
requested me to name the nmount to be paid to the passengers as compensation, after
hearing their statement. T fixed upon a sumi which wus perfectly satisfactory to all
parties, and the owners instantly paid ench passenger his amount in my presence.

5. The firmness with which the “Pussengers Act” was enforced at this port in former
years in every case of wilful violation, has Tind an excellent effect. In every prosecution
which I have instituted since my appointment to office in 1848, a conviction has been
obtained, and sometimes very large penalties. In consequenco of this and the marked
improvements in the late “ Passengers Act,” prosecutions ure now rarely necessary, full
compensation being generally obteined Ly my interference or request.

6. At lenst three-fourths of the immigrants of the past season have remained in the
province. Fully one-half of ull that arrived were English aud Scotch, chiefly tailway
and ngricultural lnbourers and their families. The number from Ireland was much
smaller than usual.  With the exception of those who came to join friends here, many of
the Irish immigrants proceeded to the United States, their passnges being paid by friends
resident there. A few Norweginns landed in June last at Shediac, with the view, it waos
understood, of obtaining information respecting the Gulf coast of this province, to be
communicated to their countrymen in Norway. These, and n very few pussengers landed
at Miramichi, constitute all the immigration in that part of the province during the past
year, At St. Andrew’s, 447 pussengers were hmdec{ during the year, chiefly labourers
for the St. Andrew’s and Quebece Railway, the rest bound to Canada but driven in there
by stress of weather, being too Jate in the season for Quebee. Tho latter were forwarded
to Montreal, vift Portland ; and with respect to these, Captain Jones; the assistant emi-
gration officer ab St. Andrew’s, has made u special report, which is herewith submitted.

%. I have great gratification in being able to report, that the pust year hus been marked
Ly greater prosperity among all the industrial classes, and in every branch of business,
than has ever before been enjoyed since New Brunswick becure a colony. 'The prices
of the staple exports of the country, timber and deals, have ndvanced to rates which
arc highly remuncrative, The number of saw-mill§ driven either by steam or water
power is constantly on the increase. Ship building has also been prosecuted with great
netivity, and, to an extent herctofore unparnlleled. ~The vessels built are of much larger
size than formerly, and, owing to the high churacter New Brunswick ships have obtained
abrond for speed and durability, their price Lins become greatly enhanced. The harvest of
1853 was good, except o short crop of lay, and some damage to potatoes from the old
disense. 'The actual commencoment of railway construction on an extensive scale, has
opened up new and profitable sources of employment. Altogether businessis ina healthy
state, and the province is rapidly advancing in every respect. . ‘

8. Besides t]he imiigration from Europe, very considerable numbers of persons have en-
tered the province from the neighbouring colonies of NovaScotin and Prince Edward Jsland,
and from elsewhere, attracted by the demnnd for labour, and high rates of wages ; still the
supply of Inbour has fallen far short of the demand. The farmers have perhaps suffered
more than any other clags, from an inadequate supply of ngricultural labourers and female
domestics, In the towns there has also been great scarcity of female servants, and a
supply of these is now very much needed. = Boys from twelve to eighteen years of age
are greatly in demand throughout the prowﬁc‘e, by tradesmen, farfers, and mechonies -

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9. During the coming senson almost any number of unskilled lnbourers may be certain
of finding stendy employment at three shillings and sixpence to four shillings sterling per
day. Masons, joiners, house and ship-carpenters, bricklayers, and millwrights will also find
ready employment at five shillings to cight shillings sterling pev day, the highest rates
heing given to ship-carpenters and millwrights.

10, Great facilities for reaching New Brunswick are mow presented hy the semi-
monthly line of large class packet ships at present plying between Liverpool and this
port, to which it was proposed to udd during the eoming season, two powerful jron serew
steam ships, of 1,700 tons burthen each, now huilding, if the owners are assured of
certain aid from the province.

11. The opening of the railway from Portland to Montreal, has crented & new line of
traffic for cmigrants from Europe hound to Canada through this port of St. John. The
voyage from the United Kingdom lierc may be stated at ten days less than to Quebec,
besides avoiding ull the dangers of the Gulf and River{St. Lawrence. From hence to
Montren] vié Portland, the time at present is thirty-five hours only, which it is proposed
to reduce by placing two more large and powerful steamers on the route to Portland, so
that one mny leave here every day for that place, and thus prevent the least delay.
This mode of reaching Canada will also be advantageous in the spring, as passengers
arriving here in Murcl or April may be permanently located there, long before ships can
possibly rench Quebec by the St. Lawrence; and they may also join their friends in that
province quite comfortably, late in the season, long after the nuvigation of the St. Law-
vence has closed. From the arrangements now in progress, there is every reason to
believe, that next season pussengers from the United Kingdom for Montreal will reach
that place, vid St John much more specdily than by Quebec, at no greater expense, if
not more cheaply. ‘

12, I beg once more to bring under your Excellency’s considerntion, the dificulties and
delays attending the acquisition of Crown lands in this province by intending settlers,
and I ewrnestly beg that some mode may he adopted for olwinting these difficulties,
which I am well ngsured have deterred, und ave deterring many persons of the best class
from becoming purchasers and settlers,

Au Act to Amend and Consolidate the Laws relative to Emigrants and Quarantine.

WHEREAS it is expedient to repeal the several Acts now in force respecting emi-
arants, andd to consolidate those provisions thereof which have been found eftective and
expedient, with such amendments as experience hiath shown to be requisite: Be it there-
fore enncted by the Queen's Most Lixcellent Majesty, by and with the advice and consent
of the Legislative Council and of the Legislative Assemby of the Province of Canada,
constituted and assembled by virtue of and under the authority of an Act passed in the
Parlinment of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, and intituled, an Act to
re-unite the Provinces of Upper and Lower Canada, and for the Government of Canada,
and it is herehy enncted by the authority of the same, that the Act passed in the twelfth
year of Her Majesty's reign, and intituled an Act to repenl certain Acts therein mnentioned,
and to make further provision respecting emigrants, and the Act passed in the session held
in the thirteenth and fourteenth years of Her Majeaty’s reign, and intituled an Act to
encowrage emigrants from Europe to the United States to use the St. Lawrence route, and
the Act passed in the session held in the fourteenth and fifteenth yewrs of Her Majesty’s
reign, and intituled an Act to provide for the commutation of certain Londs required
under the Emigraut Act, and the Act prssed in the session lnst aforesnid, and intituled
an Act to amend the Emigrant Act, by reducing the tax on emigrants coming into this
province, and for other purposes, shall be and the said Acts are hereby repealed, except
us to any duty payable or penalty incurred under them or uny of them; but no Act
repealed by them or any of them shall revive by reason of their repeal.

1I. And be it enacted, That there shall be ruised, levied, nand collected o rate or duty
payable in the manner herein-nfter prescribed Ly the master or person in command of
every vessel arriving in the port of Quebee or in the port of Montreal from any port
of the United Kingdom or of nany other part of Europe, with pnssengers or emigrants
therefrom, and such rate or duty shall be five shillings currency for every adult passen-
ger or emigrant, and three shillings and ninepence for every other passenger or emigrant
hetween tlic ages of one and fourteen years, who shall have embarked from any port in
the United Kingdom under the sanction of Her Majesty's Government, ascertained by a
certificate from one of the officers of Her Majesty’s Customs at the port at which such
vessel shall have cleared or from any other port in Kurope with the sanctivn of the
Clovernment of the country to which such port belongs, nscertained by certificate of the
proper authority at such port, and seven shillings and sixpenee currcney for every passen-
ger or emigrant who shall have embarked without such sanction : and such rate or duty
shall be paid by the master or person in command of such vessel, or by some person on
his behalf, to the collector of Customs at the port in this province at which such vessel
shall be first entered, and at the time of making such first entry, which shall contain on
the face of it the number of passengers actually on hoard the vessel; and no such entry
shall be deemed to have been validly made or to have any legnl effect whatsoever, unless
such rates or duties be so puid as nforesaid: Provided always, that no child under the age
of one year shall be reckoned among the number of passengers; and provided also, that
any draft, order orother document made or signed by any person in the United Kingdom
aforesnid, duly empowered to that effect by Her Mujesty’s Government, and directed to
Her Majesty’s Commissury-General or other officer having charge of the military chest
in this province, and anthovizing the payment to the collector of Customs aforesnid, of
the rate or duty which would otherwise be payable by tho mnster of any vessel for any
emigrant or any number of emigrants on board such vessel, shall be tuken and nccepted
hy the collector as payment of the rate or duty payable on such emigrant or emigrants,
and the suin mentioned in such order shall thereafter be received by such collector and
paid over and applied in the same manner ns other money raised under the authority of
this Act.

I11. And whereas masters of vessels are in the practive of embarking passengers after
the vessel has been clenred and examined by the proper oflicer at the port of departure,
and without delivering lists of such additional passengers to some officer to whom by law
the same ought to be delivered, for the prevention and punishmentof such practice :
Be it enncted, that for every pussenger not included in the list of pussengers by any
vegsel sailing from a port in Her Majesty’s dominions, delivered to the collector of Cus-
toms at the port of departure, or at the port where such additional pnssenger muy have
been embarked, or ab the port nt which such vessel may have touched after the embarka-
tion of such passenger, the muster or person in command of such vessel shall, in addition
to the rate or duty payable us aforesaid, and at the sume time und under the sume penal-
ties, puy to the collector of Customns at the port of Quebee or Montreal, at whichsoever the
said vessel shall be first entered, the sum of forty shillings curvency for each passenger so
embarked as aforesaid and not included in one of the said lists.
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IV. And be it enncted, thut no master or person having the command of any vessel
arriving in either of the ports last mentioned shall permit any passenger to leave such
vessel until he shall have delivered to the collector of customs at such port a certified and
correct pnssenger list in the form lerein-after mentioned, nor until such list shall have
been certified to be correct, anid a certificate of such correctness and a permission to allow
his pnssengers to leave the vessel, and a recuipt for the duties pnyable by him under the
provisions of this Act, shall have been given to him by the said collector of custows, under
a penalty of not less than five pounds and not exceeding twenty-five pounds currency, to
he paid by such mnster or person having the command of the vessel, for every passenger
leaving the snine contrary to the provisions of this Act: Provided always, that the said
list shall contain the name of cnch head of a frunily being n pussenger on board such
vessel, his professin or trade, his country and the place of his destination, and the
number of wdult persons and children helonging to his family on board such vessel, and
the name of each person not belonging to any family, with the like particulars of country,
trade, profession, and destination.

V. And be it enacted, that if any vessel from any port or place on the coutinent of
Europe, or from mny other port or place out of Her Majesty’s dominions, shall come
within the limits of this provinee having on honrd or having had on board at any time
during her voyage any grenter number of pussengers than one adult passenger for every
twelve clear superficial feet on the lower or platform deck of such vessel appropriated to
the use of such prssengers and unoceupied hy stores or other goolds not heing the personal
luggnge of such passengers, or having on bonrd or having hnd on hoard at any time during
her voyage a greater number of persons (including the innster and crew and the eabin
passengers, if any) than in the proportion of one person for every two tons of the tonnnge
of such ship, calculated in the manner used for ascertnining the tonnage of British ships,
the master of such vessel shall thereby incur a pennlty of not less than two pounds nor
more than five pounds for each pnssenger or person constituting such excess: Provided
always, that for the purposes of this section, ench person of or above the age of fourteen
years shall be deemed an ndult, and two persons.above the age of one year and under the
age of fowrteen yenrs shall he reckoned and taken as one adult; and provided also, that
this section shall not apply to any vessel arriving in this provinece hefore the first day of
Octoher one thousand eight hundred and fifty-three.

VI, And be it enacted, that the master of any passenger vessel shall, within twenty-
four hours after such vessel shall arrive in the port of Quebec or of Montrenl, and Lefore
any entry of such vessel shall be allowed, deliver to the collector of customs, at the port
at which such vessel shall be entered n correct list, in the form of the Schedule A to this
Act, of all the passengers on board such vessel ut the time of her departure from the port
or place whenee she shall have clenred or sailed for this provinee, and n true statement of
the other particulars mentioned in the said form, under a pennlty upon such master of
five pounds for ench day during which he shall neglect so to deliver such list after the
expiration of such twenty-four hows, and of two pounds for ench passenger whose name
shall he omitted in such list,

VIL And be it enncted, that in addition to the particulars herein-before required in the
list of passengers to be delivered on each voyage by the muaster of any vessel cmryiug
pnssengers and nrriving in either of the ports of Quebee or Montreal to the collector of
customs at such port, the master shall report in writing to the said collector the name
and age of all pussengers embarked on bonrd of snch vessel on such voyage who shall be
lunatic, idiotic, deaf and dumb, blind, or infirm, stating also whether they are accompanied
by relatives able to support them ; and in ease nny such mmnster or person having the
command of any mlc‘l vessel shall omit or neglect to report the particulars herein
specified, or shall mnke any filse report in any such particulars, he shall incur n pennlti'
of not less than five pounds and not exceeding twenty-five pounds currency for every such
passenger in regard to whom any such omission or neglect shall have occurred or any
such false report or statemont shnll be made, for which pennlty the owner or owners of
every such vessel shall also be linble jointly and severally, and which may be sued for and
recovered as herein.after provided.

VIIL. And be it enacted, that the said report shall further contain the name, age, and
last place of residouce of any person who may have died during the passage of such
vesser, and shall specify whether such passenger wus accompanied by relatives or other
persons, nnd the nnmes of such relatives or other persons who were entitled to take charge
of the monies, goods, and effects which may have been left by such passenger; and if
there shall have been no such relatives or other persons entitled to take charge of the
same, then the said veport shall fully designate the quantity and description of such
property, whether money or otherwise, which shall have heen left by such' passenger;
and the said master or person in command of any such vessel shall pay over and fully
account for the same to the collector of customs for the port at which the said vessel
may be entered; and the said collector of customs shall thereupon grant unto such master
o receipt for all sach monies, goods, or effects as may be so placed in his hands by such
master, which receipt shall contain a full description of the naturé or amount thereof;
and in cose any master or person in command of iny such vessel shinll iegledt or refuse to
make such régoi‘t, or _to‘paz ovér and decount for any such inonigs, goods; or effects, as
requived by this section, he shall ineur aip‘en_ulty of not less theh five ponds’ and
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APPENDIS. 3ot exceeding two hundred and fifty pounds currency for every such case of neglect or
— vefusal.

IX. Provided nlways and be it enacted, that nothing in this Act contained shall
prevent the master or person having the command of any vessel from permitting any
passenger to leave the vessel at the request of such passenger before the arrival of the
vessel in the harbour of Quebec. hut in every such case the names of the passergers who
shall so lenve shall he entered in the manifest on the list of emigrants made cut at the
time of the clearing of the vessel from the United Kingdom or other pavt of knrope as
aforesaid, and shall he ecertified wnder the sighatures of the passengers so leaving the
vessel ; and i the number of passenyers remaining on board on the arrival of the vessel
in the harbour of Quebee do not correspond with that mentioned in such manifest, after
deducting the numnber who shall have so left the vessel, the master or person having the
command of such vegsel shall incur a penalty of five pounds currency for ench pnssenger
not fouud on board or entered on the manifest as having left the vessel as aforesaid.

X. -And be it enacted, that every pilot who shall have had charge of any vessel having
passengers on bourd, and shall know that any passenger has been permitted to leave the
vesgel contrary tu the provisions of this Act, and shall not within twenty-four hours after
the arrival of such vessel in the haraour to which he shall have engaged to pilot her
inform the collector of customs at such pluce that a passenger or pussengers has or have
heen so permitted to leave the wvessel, shall incur u penalty not exceeding five pounds
currency 1hr overy pags nger with regard to whom he shall have wilfully neglected to give
such information,

X1 And be it enncted, that every pussenger on bonwd any vessel mrriving in the
harbour to which the master or person in command of such vessel shall have engnged to
convey him shall be entitled to remain and keep his baggnge on bonrd such vessel during
forty-eight hours after her arrival in such harbour, und every such master who shall
copel any pussenger to leave his vessel before the expiration of the said term of forty-
eight hours shall incur a penalty of not exceeding five pounds currency for every
passenger he shall go compel to leave his vessel; nor shall any master or person in
command of such vessel remnove or cause to be removed, before the expiration of the said
forty-eight hours, any berthing or accommodation used by his pussenger, under like penalty,
except with the written permission of the medical superintendent at the quarantine station.

XII. And be it enncted, that it shall be the duty of the medical superintendent at the
quarantine establishinent in this province, forthwith after the arrival therent of any
vessel carrying pnssengers, to examine into their condition, and for that purpose the snid
medical superintenclent, or such other competent person or persons as may be thereunto
appointed, shall have authority to go on loard and through any such vessel, and to
ingpect the said list of passengers, and the bill of health, manifest, log book, or otherwise
of the said vessel, und, if necessary, to take extrncts from the same; and if, on exa-
mination, there shall he found among such passengers any lunatic, idiotie, deaf und
dumb, blind or infirm person not helonging to any emigrant family. and any such person
shall, in the opinion of such medieal superintendent, he likely to become permanently o
public charge, the suid medienl superintendent shall forthwith report the same officinlly
to the collector of customs ut the port of Quebec or of Montreal, nt whichsoever the vessel
is to be first entered, who shall require the master of such vessel, in addition to the rate
or duty payable for the passengers generldly. to exccute jointly and severally with two
suflicient sureties a bond to Her Mujesty in the sum of seventy-five ponnds currency for
every such pussenger so specially reported, conditioned to indemnify and save harmnless
this province, or uny municipality, villnge, city, town, or county, or charitable institution
within the same, from any expense or charge which shall or may be incurred within the
space of three yoars from the execution of the snid bond for the maintenance and support
of any such passenger ; and the said suretics shall justify hefore and to the satisfaction of
the said collector, and by their oath or affirmation (which such collector is authorized to
administer) shall sutisfy him that they are respectively residents in this province, and
each worth double the amount of the pennlty of such hond over and above all their debts
and liabilitics, personnl and renl: Provided always, that it shall e optional with the
master of such vessel cither to enter into such bond jointly and severally with suflicient
sureties, as aforesnid, or to pay to the eollector of customs who might otherwise require
such bond such sum of money as the chiel emigration agent at Quebec (under any general
instructions he may receive from the Governor) shall liave fixed in that Lehalf s being
just and equitable and sufficient to indemnify the province, or any municipality, villnge
or city, town or county, or charitable institution within the same, ngainst the risk of
expense for the care, support, and maintenance of such passenger or pssengers during the
tla;l'mndnext ensuing three years; and the money so paid shall form prat of the Bmigrant

und.

XIII, And beit enncted, that in cnse uny passenger in respect of whom any bond
shall have been given as nforesaid, shall at any time within three years from the executioh
thereof, become chargenble upon this province, or upon nny municipality, village, city,
town, or county, or upon any charitable institution within this provinee, the payment of
such charge or expense incurred for the maintenance and support of such phssenger shall
be provided for otit of the moncys collected on and under kuc '%’:‘g{to v,mé‘ﬂxtpﬁg' of ‘the
pennlty therein contained or stich portion thevedf as shiall bé feyitt Bif o the ‘payitibtit of
such charges or expenses, !
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- X1V. And he it enacted, that if the ninster of uny vessel on board of which such. pas-
senger, specinlly reported: ns -aforvesnid, shull have been carried, shall neglect-or refuse to
execute the said bond, or to pay the sum which he may ns nforesaid pay instead of giving
such bond, forthwith after the said ship shall have heen reported to the said collector of

. cugtoms, such master shall incur a penalty of one hundred pounds currency, and the said

veasel shall not be cleared on her return voyage until the said bond shall have been

executed or the said swn paid, nor until the said penalty shall have been paid, with all
costs which shall have been incurred on auy prosecution for the recovery thereof.

XV. And be it enacted, that after any such bond as aforesaid shall have been executed,
the collector of customs ghall transmit the same to the receiver genernl of this province,
to be by him kept nnd held, during the said period of three yenrs from the execution of
the snid bond, or untit the puyment of the penalty therein mentioned (if incurred) shall
be enforced ; and for the purpose of ascertaining the necessity of such enforcement, it
shull be the duty of the chief emigration agents, in Upper and Lower Canada, upon
representation made to either of them, as the case mny be, in their respective portions of
the snid province, to nscertnin the right and claim to mdemnity for the maintenance and
support of any such specially reported prssenger, and to report: the same to the governor
of this province through the provincial secretary, and the said report shall be final and
conclusive in the matter, and shall be evidence of the fncts therein stated, and the said

enalty, or so much thereof as shall be from time to time sufficient to defray the expense
meurred for the maintenance and support of any passenger for whom the said bond was

iven asinforesnid, shall be prosecuted for and recovered by suit or information in Her

ajesty’s name, in any court in this province having jurisdiction in civil enses to the
amount for which such snit or information shall be brought.

XVI. And whereus inconvenience and expense are oceasioned by musters of vessels
carrying passengers anchoring at great distances from the usual Ianding places in the
port of Quebee, and landing their pnssengers at unrensonable howrs: Be it therefore
enncted, that all masters of vessels having pnssengers on bonrd shall he held, and they
aro hereby required to land their passengers and their baggage free of expense to the said

mssengers, at the usual public landing places in the snid port of Quebec, and at rensonable
hours, not earlier than six of tlie clock in the morning, and not later than four of the
clock in the nfternoon ; and such vessels shall for the pur{»ose of landing their passengers
and baggnge, he anchored within the following limits in the said port, to wit : “the whole
space of the river Saint Lawrcence from the mouth of the river Saint Charles to a line
drawn_across the river Saint Lawrence, from the flug-staff on the citadel on Cape
Diumond, at right angles to the course of the said river, under a penalty of ten pounds
currency for any offence agninst the provisions of this section. ' '

XVIL And whereas great inconvenience and expense are nlso oceasioned to emigrants
by stenmers from Quebec, taking passengers from on hoard emigrant vessels, and pro-
ceeding directly up the river without returning to the wharf at Quebec: Be it therefore
enacted, that if any steam vessel bound for any place beyond the limits of the port of
Quebec upwards, shall go alongside of nny vessel lying in the strenm or elsewhere than
nt & wharf within the hiwbour of Quebec, and receive any passenger or pnssengers from
such vessel, or shall receive any passenger or passengers while such steam vessel is else-
where than at some wharf in or adjoining the city of Quebec,—such stenm vessel shall
after receiving such pnssenger or passengers, return to and remain at some wharf in or
adjoining the snid city during at least two hours hefote proceeding on her voyage, and
shall during that time be provided' with gangways and proper ‘convéniences by which
tlie passengers mny pass from the said steam vessel to the shore, and bnck to tlie daid
steatn vessel, with their families, goods and effects, under a peénalty of ten pounds our-
rency, upon the master of such stenm vessel for any offenice against the provisions of this
seotion : Provided always, that it shill be lawfil for such atenm vessel to proceed or her
voyage within the said two hours, if the master thereof shall obtain from the chief emigta-
tion agent at Quebec, n written permission to that effeet, = ST

XVIIL And wherens it is expedient to repeal the Acts now in force for cb'mgélli‘n ; thie
performance of quarantine in certuin cases and for preventing the introductioft of
infectious and contagious disenses ‘into this provinee: Be it tlierefors’ endcted, thiab the
Act of Parlinment of the Inte provinte of Tower Onnada, pnssed in the thirty-Aftli Yenr
of the reign of King Qéorge-the Thivd, and intituled, An Aet to ohlige Bhips and Vessels
coming from places infected with the plague or any pestilentinl fover or disease, to petfétm

uarantine and to provent the communteation thereof in this provincs, dnd the Act of
&e Parliament of this province, passed’ in'the twelfth yenr'of Her Majébty’s réig, and
intituled, An Act to amend the Quarantine Aet, shall be and 'u're‘_'hefeb"{' tepenled, exdePt

XIX. Andbe it énacted, that the Governor irCouriedl shall hiiye full potvér and ‘sintlo-

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semination of disease into or in this province, and from time to time to revoke, alter, or
amend such regulations or any of them, and to mnke others in their stead ; and such
regulations shull have the force of law during such time as they shall respectively remain
unrevoked, unless they be respectively limited to be in foree only during n certain time or
at certain times or sensons, in which case they shall have the force of law during the
time and at the times and seasons duving or at which they shall have been limited to be
in foree ; and by such regulation it shall be lawful for the Governor in Council to require
the master or person in charge of every vessel coming wp the river St. Lawrence from
Lelow the quarantine station at Crosse Isle, except only such vessels as shall be therein
designated and referred to ns excepted, to bring such vessel to nnchor at such place at the
suid quarnntine station as shall be designated in the sid regulntions, and to veport such
vessel in writing to such officer at the said station as shall be designated for that purpose
in such regulations, with all such particulars velntive to the sme and to the voynge,
passengers and _cargo thereof, as shall be required by such regulations or by any oﬂicgr
duly authorized under them to require the same, umd to allow the proper oflicer to visit
and inspect such vessel and every mrt thereof, and the passengers and crew and the eargo
and nther articles on bonrd the sune, and to answer truly all questions which shall be
asked of him tonching the same, and to send on shore at the said station and at such
places there ax shall e pointed out by the oftieer thereunto authorized by the snid regu-
lutions, any or all of their passengers, erew, cargo, or other articles on honrd such vessel,
as the said officer may think necessary for preventing the introduction of contagious or
infectious disense, nnd to allow such pnssengers. crew, eargn, and other articles, and also
the vessel itself. to remnin so long at the said station and at such places thereat respectively,
il to be so treated, cleansed, and puritied as the said officer shall think necessary for the
purpose aforesnid 5 and by such regulations it shall he lnwful for the Governor in Council
to assign to the several officers and pursons to hie employed at the suid quarantine station,
such powers and duties as may be necessary for earvying the said regulations and this Act
tully into eftect, and to declave that any such officer or person shall iy virtue of his office
or cployment, be a justice of the pence ora constable or peace ofticer for Urosse Isle and the
suid quarnntine station, and for such spuce nround the same us shall be described in such
regulations, and such ofticer shall accordingly be such justice of the peace or peace officer
whether he be otherwise qualified or not; and hy such regulations the ' Governor in
Council may impose fines not exceeding one hundred pounds in any case, on persons
contvavening the sme, and nay provide that the offender shall be imprisoned until such
fine be paid, and muy direct that no vessel shall be entered or clenred nt the port of
Quebee or of Montreal, until all the requirements of such regulationsshall be fully complied
with, and may direct that any person, vessel or thing, who or which shall have passed or
departed from or been removed from the snid quarantine station, before all the requirements
of such regulntions shall have been complied with in vespect of such person, vessel or
thing, or without the written permission of the officer empowered to authorize such prwssing
ar departure, miy be compelled to return or be carried back to the snid station, and by
foree if nocessary.

XX. And be it enacted, that the quarantine establishment at Grosse Isle shall consist
of a superintendent of emigration, und o medical superintendent, with such wmedical
agsistunts, hospital stewnrds, matrons, nurses, police foree and other officers and servants
as the Governor in Council shall deem:. necessary, and as the Governor shall appoint, and
who shall receive such salaries, compensation, or allownnces ns the Governor in Council
shall think proper; and it shall be lawful for the Governor to appoint s medical
nficer at Quebee to bomrd, visit, and inspeet such vessels in the nrbour of Quebec, and
to perform such other duties and to have such powers as the Governor in Council shall
by any regulations to be made a8 nforesaid direct and appoint, and any such regulntions
shall he held to be included in those which the Governor in Council is empowered to
mnke by the next preceding section, all the provisions whereof shall apply to them, and
such medical ofticer shall receive such salary or compensation us the Governor in council
shall think proper.

XXI Provided always and be it enncted, that no regulation made under either of the
next foregoing scetions, and affecting others than the officers and persons employed in
carrying this Act into effect or under the provisions thereof, shall have the force of law,
unless and until it shall have heen published in the official Gazette of this province at
lenst twice, and there be an interval of at least six days between ench such puBlicntion.

XXIL And be it enacted, that all the expenses to be incurred in carrying the provi.
sivng of this Act into eflect, or under the provisions thereof, shall be pnid out of the
monies levied under the authority of this Act.

XXIIL And be it enncted, that all and every the rates or duties, penalties or forfeitures
imposed or declared under the authority of this Act, shall be a special lien upon the
vessels by renson whereof such monies shall have become pnyable, and the master whereof
shall have become linhle in such penalty, and may be enforced and collected by the
seizure and sale of' the ship, her tackle or furniture, under the watrant or process of the
Justices or court before wlhom the sume may have been sued for and recovered, and shall
be preferred to all other liens or hyrotlnecntions, except mariners’ wages,

XXIV. And be it enacted, that the monies levied under the authority of this Aot shall
be paid, by the collestor of customs by whom they shall have been received, into the
hands of the receiver-ganeral, for the purposes herein-after montioned.

XXV. And be it enacted, that the monies raised, levied, and received under the
authority of this Act, shall be applied by such officers or persons and under such rules
and regulations as the Governor of this province shall appoint and make from time to
timo for that purpose, as well in defraying the expenses of carrying this Act into effect
and those of forwnrding destitute emigiants to their place of destination and in other-
wise aiding, relieving, and providing for them, as in defraying the expenses of medical
attendance and examination of destitute emigrants on their arrival ; and that it shall be
lawful for the Governor in Council to apply any surplus which may now or shall hereafter
remain out of the said monies or those raised under the Acts hereby repealed, after
defraying the expenses aloresaid, in aid of any chavitable institution affording relief to
destitute emigrants and their children.

XXVI. And be it enacted, that all penalties imposed . by this Act or by any regulation
to be made by the Governor in Council under the provisions of this Act, and not exceed-
ing twenty poundsin amount, shall be sued for by any collector of customs or by the chief
emigration ngent at the port of Quebee or of Montreal, and recovered with costs on the
onth of one credible witness other than the prosecutor, in a summary manner, before any
two justices of the pence in the city of Quebee or in the city of Montreal; and such
justices may commit the offender to the common gnol of the district until such penalty
and costs shall be paid ; and all penalties so imposed us aforesaid and exceeding the sum
of twenty pounds, may be recovered by civil action by any such officer as aforesaid on

like evidence in any court of competent jurisdiction; and one moiety of every such

pennlty shall belong to Her Mujesty, her heirs and successors, and shall be paid into the
hands of the roceiver-general to be applied to the purposes to which the other monies
levied under the authority of this Act are hereby appropriated, and the other moiety
shall belong to the prosecutor : Provided always, that every offence ugainst the provisions
of this Act or any regulntion made uuder the authority thereof, the penalty imposed for
which by this Act or any such regulation, shall exceed the sum of ten pounds, shall be a
misdemennor punishable by fine or imprisonment or both, in the discretion of the court
before which the offender shall be convicted. :

XXVIL And be it enacted, that upon complaint being made in any case over which
two justices lLave jurisdiction as aforesaid, before any one justice of the peace,
lie shall issue n summons requiring the party offending or complained against to
appear on o day and at an hour and place to be named in such sunmons, and
every such summons shall be served on the party offending or complained against,
or shall be loft at his place of vesidence or business, or on board any vessel to which
he may belong; and either upon the appearance or defuult to appear of the party
offending or complnined against, it shall be lawful for any two or more justices to proceed
summarily upon the case, and either with or without any written information, and upon’
proof of the offence or of the complainant's elnim, either Ly confession of the party
oftending or complained against, or uton the oath of at lenst one credible witness other
than the prosecutor (which oath such justices are hereby authorized to administer), it
ghall be lawful for the justices to conviet the offender, and upon such conviction to order
the offender or party complained against, to puy such penalty as is imposed by this Act,
or by any such regulation ns aforesaid, according to the nature of the offence, and also
to pay the costs attending the information or complaint, and if forthwith upon such
order the monies thereby ordered to be paid, be not paid, the sume may e levied,
together with the costs of the distress and sule, by distress and sale of the goods and
chattels of the party ordered to pay such monies, the surplus, if any, to be returned to
him upon demand ; and any such justices mny issue their warrant accordingly, nnd may
order also such party to be detained and kept in safe custody until return can conve-
niently be made to such warrant of distress, unless such party shall give security to the
satisfaction of such justices for his appearance before them on the day appointed for
such return, such day not being more than three days from the time of taking such
secnrity ; but if it shall appear to such justices by the admission of such party or other-
wise, that no sufficient distress can be had whereon to levy the monies so adjudged to
be paid, they may, if they think fit, refrain from issuing such warrant’of distress in such
cnse, or if such warrant shall have been issued, and upon the return thereof such insuffi-
viency ns aforesnid shall be made to appear to the justices, or to any two or more of such
justices, then such justices shall, by warrant, cause the party ordered to ;::Y such monies
and costs ns aforesaid, to be committed to gaol, there to remain without bail for any term
not exceeding three months, unless such monies and costs ordered to be paid and such
costs of distress and sale ns nforesnid, be sooner paid and satisfied : Provided always,
that such imprisonment in the case of a inaster of any vessel shall not discharge the
snid vessel from the lien or linbility attached thereto by the provisions of this Act,

XXVIIL And e it enacted, that no convietion or proceeding under this Act shall be
quashed for want of form, or bu removed by appeal o cerliorari, or otherwise, into any
of Her Majesty’s superior courts of record within this province; and no watrant of
commitment s{all be held void by renson of any defect therein, provided it be thereby
alleged that the party hus been convicted, and there be o good snd vulid convietion to
sustain the snme, . _ :

XXIX, And be it enacted, that every person to whom shall. be entrusted the expendia
ture of any portion of the moneys hereby r‘fpgropﬁmd,«shall make up detailed actounts
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APPENDIN. ot guch expenditure, showing the sum ndvanced to the nccountant, the balance (if any)
— remnining in his hands, and the nmount of the monies hereby appropriated to the pur-
pose for which such advance shall have been made, remaining unexpended in the hands
of the receiver-general, and that every such account shall ge supported hy vouchers
therein distinetly referred to by numbers corresponding to the numbering of the items
in such account, and shall be made up to and closed on the thirty-first day of December in
each year during which such expenditure shall be made, and shall be attested befors a
justice of the superior court ora justice of the peace, and shall be transmitted to the
officer whose duty it shall bo to receive such account, within fifteen days next after the
expiration of the said periods respectively.

XXX. And be it enncted, that the due application of the monies received for the

wblic uses of the provinee under the nuthority of this Act, shall be accounted for to
her Majesty, her heirs and successors, through the Lords Commissioners of Her Majesty's
Trensury for the time being, and in such manner and form as Her Majesty, her heirs and
successms shall divect ; and that a detailed account of all such monies shall be laid
before the several branches of the Provincinl Legislature within the first fifteen days of
the then next session thereof.

XXXI. And be it enacted, that the word “master,” whenever used in this Act, shall
be held to apply to any person in command of a vessel ; the word “ vessel” shall include
all ships, vessels, or eraft of any kind carrying pnssengers ; the word “passengers” shall
apply to all passengers as well ns to emigrants usually and commonly known and under-
stood ns such, and not to troops or military pensioners and their fumilies, who are carried
in transports or_at the expense of the Imperial Government; the word “quarantine”
shall apply to Grosse Isle, or other places nt which such quurantine shall be directed to
be performed ; and any word importing the singular number shall include a plurality
of persons or things, unless there be something in the context incousistent with such
interpretation.

An Act to nmend the Law for the Sale and the Settlement of the Public Lands,

WHEREAS it is expedient to amend the law concerning the sale and settlement of
the public lands: be it therefore enacted by the Queen’s most Excellent Majesty, by and
with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and of the Legislative Assembly of
the province of Canadn, constituted and assembled by virtue of and under the authority
of an Act passed in the Parliament of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland,
and iutituled, An Act to re-unite the provinces of Upper and Lower Canada, and for the
(lovernment of Canada, and it is hereby enacted by the authority of the same, that the
Act passed in the session held in the fourth and fifth years of Her Majesty’s reign, intituled,
An Act for the disposal of public lands, and the Act passed in the twelfth year of Her
Majesty's reign, and intituled, An Act to amend an Act therein mentioned and to make
other provisions for the mangement and disposal of the public lands, and to limit the period
for making free grants, shall be und the said Acts are hereby repealed, together with so
much of any other Act or law as may he inconsistent with this Act.

I1. Except us herein-after provided, no free grant of public Jand shall be nade to any
person whomsoever.

I1I. Any claim or claims to lund arising out of any Act hereby repealed, or out of and
under the authority of any ovder in council or other regulation of the Government hereto-
fore or now in force, shall be adjudged and determined by the Governor, by and with
the advice of the Executive Council, or by the Commissioner of Crown Lands in cases or
classes of cases referred to his decision by the Governor in Council : provided always, that
hereafter no claim for land not now actually located, shall be entertained whether arising
from militia, united empire loyalists, or military 1ights.

IV. The Governor in Council may from time to time fix the price per acre of the
public lands, and the terms of settlement und payment.

V. It shall not be lawful for any county or resident agent for the sale of public lands
within his division, directly or indirectly {0 purchase any land which such agent shall
be appointed to sell as aforesaid, and if such agent shall offend in the premises he shall
forfeit his office.

VI. It shall be Inwful for the Commissioner of Crown Lands to issue, under his hand
and seal, to any person wishing to purchase and become a settler on uny public land, an
instrument in the form of a licence of occupation, and suck settler may take and occupy
the land therein mentioned and described, subject to the terms and conditions specified
in such licence, and may maintain actions or suits in law or equity against auy wrong-
doer or trespasser as fully and effectually as he could or might do under u patent from
the Crown, and the said licence of oceupation shall be primd facic evidence of possession
by the settler or his recognized assignee for the purpose of any such action or suit; and
every settler or his assignee, upon the fulfilment of the terms and conditions of his
licence, shall be entitled to a deed in fee for the land comprised therein, which deed shall,
upon his application, be transmitted to him free of expense.

VII. Itshall be the duty of the Commissioner of Crown Lands for the time being, to
keep & book for the entry, at the o%tion of the parties interested, of the particulars of
any assignimnents made us well by the original nominee, purchuser or locatee, as also by
any subsequent assignee or assignees, of any such claim on lands heretofore located or
herenfter purchased in respect thereof; such assignment or assitinments being first pro-
duced or exhibited to the Commissioner aforesaid, together with an affidavit of the d
execution thereof, sworn hofore any justice of the peace, who is hereby fully authogizgs
to administer the oath in this behalf, and such affidavit shall truly express the time of the
execution of such nssignment or ussignmenty, and thereupon it shall be the duty of the
said Commissioner to cause the material parts of every such assignment to be entered or
registered in such book of entry or registry, and to endorse on every such assign-
ment a certificate of such entry or registration; and every such -assignment so entered
or registered shall be valid against any one of & previous date or execution, but not then
entered or registered ; and in all cases of such assignments being duly registered, it shall
and may be lawful that the patens issue in the name of such assignee or assignees; pro-
vided always, that in case the subseribing f?vitness or witnessés to any siich assignment
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shall be deceased, or shall have left the provinee, it shall and may be lawful for the said
Commissioner to register any such nssignment upon the production of an attiduvit or
aftidavits proving the death or absence of sueh withoess or witnesses, and proving also the
handwriting of such witness or witnesses,

VI1I. The duties imposed upon the Commissioner of Crown Lands by the preceding
section of this Act, for the registration of assigminents of loeated clnims, shall be held- to
extend to the registration of assignments of clnims heretofore located or located herenfter ;
and all assignments of such locations in Lower Canada executed before notaries, or before
one nutary and two witnesses, shall he deemed sulicient, and shall be registered accord-
ingly : Provided always, that all snch assignments shall be unconditionnl ; provided
tilso, that all Commissioners for taking affidavits in the superior courts of law either in
Upper or Lower Canada, shall have the same power and authority for administering onth
in matters relating to the crown, elergy, and school lands, as ave now exercised by justices
of the peace.

INX. Notwithstanding anything in this Aet contained, it shall and may be lawful for
the Governor of this provinee, with the udvice of' the Kxecutive Council, to anpropriate
us free grants any public lands in this provinee to uctual settlers, upon or in the vicinity
of any public ronds in any new scttlements which shall or may be opened through the
lands of the Crown, under sueh regulations respecting such settlements as shall from time
to time be made and deelaved by the Governor of this provinee in Council: Provided
always, that no free grant-shall exceel one hundred acres,

X. It shall be lawful for the Covernor, by and with the advice of the Exccutive
Council. to st apart il appropriate such of the said public lands ns shall be deemed
expedient to be soset apart and approprinted for the site of market places, gaols, comt
houses, places of public worship, burying grounds, schools, and for other like publie
purposes, sl av any time before the issue of letters patent therefor, to vevoke such
npproprintion and setting apnrt as may seem expedient, and to make free grants for the
purposes aforesaid, the trusts and uses for which the grunts shall be made being expressed
in the letters papent granting the lands therein specitied: Provided always, that no such
grant for any such purpose shall be for a greater quantity of land than ten acres for every
one of the purposes aforesnid, in any one instance in which, or for any one ocension for
which Jund shall be grunted as aforesaid,

X1, It shall be lawful for the Governor in Cfouncil, if he shall be satisfied that any such
settler, or his recognized assignee, hay been guilty of fraud, or hns violated any of the
terms or couditions of his licence of uecupation, to revoke such licence, and vesume the
land therein mentioned and dispose of the said land, as if such license had never heen
issued ; and no claim in equity by any scttler, or the assignee of any settler shall be
pleadable in any conrt against o furfeiture and revocution under this Act, but the settler
shall be deemed amd taken to be us against the Governor in Council, or Commissioner of
Crown Launds, or any person clniming under the snid Comnmissioner & mere tenant-at-will,

XII. When any settler or other person shall refuse or neglect to deliver up possession
of any land after the revocation by the Governor in Council of the licence of occupation as
aforesaid, it shall be lawful for the Comnmissioner of Crown Lands to make or cause to be
made au applieation to the county judge of the county, or to a cireuit judge in the civeuit
in which the land lies, for an order in the form of a writ of ejectment or of habers fucias
possessionem, und the said judge upon proof to his satisfaction that the land in respect of
which the application is made wns held under a licenco of occupation, and that such
licence has been revoked by the Governor in council, shall and may grant an order upon
the settler or persons in possession, to deliver up the same to the commissioner of erown
lands, or his agent, and such order shall have the same force and effect ns o writ of habere

Sfacias possessionem, and the sheriff shall and may receive such order and execute the

same in like manner as he would recuive and exeente the snid writ in an action of eject-
ment or petitory action.

XIII. Inall cases where claims to locations of land have been forfeited nunder any
order in Council or which may herenfter be declared forfeited by order in Council, it
shall and may be lawful for the Crown to resume such land under this Act, in manner
and form aforesaid ; and such land, when so resumed, shall be subject to the provisions of
this Act, and be disposed of accordingly : Provided always, that the Governor in Council
may, upon the specinl merits of any case extend n right of pre-emption to the original
lncatee, his heirs or assignees, upon such terms and for such price as to him mny seem just
under the circumstances of the cnse, or when such forfeiture shall be discovered to have
been on an erroneous report, then it shall be lawful to re-grant such lot to the original
locatee, hisheirs or assigns, ' '

XIV. It shall be lnwful for the Governor in Council to reserve out of the proceeds of
the school lands in any county, n sum not exceeding one-fourth of such proceeds, naa
fund for public improvements within the county, to be expended under the direction of
the Governor in Council, and also to reserve out of the proceeds of unappropiated Crown
lands in any county a sum not exceeding one-fifth, as a fund for public improvements
Within the county, to be also expended under the direction of the Governor in Couneil :
Provided always, that the particulars of all such sums, and the expenditure thereof, shall
be laid before Parliament within the first ten days of ench session ; provided alwnys,
that not exceeding six per cent. on the amount collected, including sutveys, shall be
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cliarged for thessle and, ement of lands forming the common school fund, arising
out of the one million ¢f'geres of land set apart in the Huron tract.

XV. It shall be lawfal for the Govarnor in Council from time to time as he shall deem
expedient to declare that the provisions of this Act or.any of them shall extend und
apply to the Indian lands under the management of the Chief Sug:intendent of Indian
affuirs, and the said Chief Superintendent shall, in respect to the lands 80 declared to be
under the operation of this Act, have and exercise the same powers as the Commissioner of
Crown Lands may have and exercise in respect to Crown Lands. -

XVI. The Commissioner of Crown Lands shall cause lists of the crown, school, and
clergy lots for sale in the several townships in Canada, to be made out from time to tiine,
and advertised and exhibited in such manner as he may deem most advisable for giving
gencral information on the subject.

XVIL The Governor may from time to time appoint, during pleasure, all such
ngents as he shall find necessary to carry out the provisions of this Act and the orders
in Council made under it, which agents shall be paid in such manner and at such rates
as the Governor in Council may direct.

XVIII, Whenever a patent has been or may herenfier be erroneously issued or which
shall contain auny clerical error, misnomer, or wrong description of the land thereby
granted or intended to be granted, the Governor in Council may upon the report of the
Commissioner of Crown Lands, (there being no adverse claim,) direct the defective patent
to be cancelled and a correct one to be issued in its stead, which said corrected patent
shall relate back to the date of the one so cancelled, and shall have the same legal effect
as if it had been issued at the date of such cancelled patent.

XIX. In all cases in which grants or letters patent have issued or may hereafter issue
for the same land inconsistent with such other through error or mistake, and in all cases
of sales or appropriations of the same land inconsistent with each other, the Governor in
Council may order a new grant equivalent to the land of which any grantee or purchaser
may thereby be deprived : Provided always, that no such claim shall be entertained
unless it be ﬁreferred within five years after discovery of the error.

XX. In all cnses wherein by reason of fulse survey any grant, sale, or appropriation of
land has been or may be found to be deficient, the Governor in Council may order a free
grant equal in value to the ascertained deficiency : Provided always, that no such claim
shall be entertained unless application was or shall be made within five years from the
discovery of such deficiency, nor unless the deficiency is equal to one-tenth of the whole
quantity described to be contained in the particular lot or parcel of land granted.

XXI. It shall and may be lawful for the Court of Chancery in Upper Canada, and for
the Superior Court in Lower Cunada, upon action, bill, or plaint to be exhibited in either
of the said courts respecting grants of land situate within their jurisdiction, and upon
henring of the parties interested, or upon default of the said parties after such notice of

roceeding as tho said Courts shall respectively order, in all cases wherein patents for
ands have or shull have issued through fraud or in error or mistake or improvidence, to
decree the same to be void; and upon the registry of such decree in the office of the
provincial registrar, such patents shall be deemed void und of none effect to all intents
and purposes whatsoever ; and that the practice and proceeding in court, in such cases,
shall Le regulated by orders to be from time to time made and issued by the said courts
respectively ; and any action or proceeding commenced under the tweuty-ninth section
of the Act intituled  An Act for the Dispusal of Public Lands,” may be continued under
this section, by which the provisions of the said twenty-ninth section are re-enacted, and
which, for the purpose of any such action or proceeding, shall be construed as merely
continuing in force the said twenty-ninth section.

XXII. Al aftidavits required under this Act may be taken before the judge or clerk
of any County or Circuit Court, or any justice of the peace, or any commissioner for
taking aflidavits or agent of the commissioner of Crown lands.

XXI11. The Governor in Council shall require from the Commissioner of Crown Lands
and from every agent appointed under him, security for the due performance of his duty :
Provided always, that all securities heretofore given under any Act hereby repealed, shall
nevertheless continue valid and in full force.

XXIV. The Commissioner of Crown Lands shall transmit in the month of January in
each year to the registrar of every county or reiistmt.ion district and secretary-treasurer
of any municipality in Lower Canada, a list of the clergy and crown lands heretofore or
hereafter sold or for which licences of occupation shall be granted in such county or regis-
tration district, and upon which a payment has been made; which said crown, clergy,
and school lands shall be lisble to the assessed taxes in the townships in which they
regpectively lie, from the date of such licence or sale; and the Commissioner of Crowa
Lands shall in like manner apprise each registrar of the cancellation of any liceuce of
ocoupation or patent,

V. It shall and may be lawful for the Governor in Council from time to time to
make such orders as may be necessary to carry out the provisions of this Act woordi!;g
to their obvious intent and meaning, or to meet any cases which may arise and for whi
no provision is made by this Act : Provided always, that such orders shall not be incon.
sistent with this Act; and provided also, that such orders shall be duly published in the
official gazette and in such newspapers as tlln(e; Commissioner of Crown Lands may direct,
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and be Inid before the Legislature within the first ten days- of!
date thereof. R .

XXVI That in any applieation for ag:tephby*{%g heir, assiftiee, or devisee of the
original nominee of the Crown, it shall be lavfal fortths: Commissioner of Crown Lands
to reccive proof in such manner a8 he'may diregt and require in support of any claim for
n patent when' the originalinominee js dead, and, upon being satisfied that the claim has
been cquitably and justlyestablished, to report the same to the Governor in Council, and
it approved the patent may issuc to the party named in the order in Council founded on
such report or to his assignee; anything in the Act passed in the eighth year of Her
Majesty’s:reign, and chaptered eight, to the contrary notwithstanding : Provided always,
that nothing in this clnuse contained shull limit the right of the party claiming & patent,
to make his application at any time to the Commissioners appointed under the Act last
cited.

XXVII. Whenever it shall be made to appear to the satisfaction of the Commissioner
of Crown Lands, that any clergy reserve lot heretofore sold or leased hins been abandoned
by the original purchaser or lessee, or that such purchaser or lessee has permitted any
instalment or any portion of rent to remain unpaid for the period of five yeats or upwards,
or when it shall be made manifest that it is not the intention of the original purchaser or
lessee or his ngsignee to fulfil the conditions of such sale or lease by renson of the principal
and interest or the rent amounting in the aggregate to a sum beyond the actual market-
able value of the lot, it shall be lawful for the Commissioner of Crown Lands, having first
obtained an order in Council to that effect, to re-sell such lot as if no sale or lense had ever
been mude thereof, and the new purchaser shall have the same privileges and right of
entry under any licence or certifiente from the Commissioner of Crown Lands, as would
pertain to any licence or certificate granted for any other sale of clergy lands under this
Act: Provided always, that all such new sales shall be on the condition that one-fifth of
the purchase money shall be paid in hand, and the remaining four-fifths in four equal
annual instalments with interest,

XXVIIL The holder or person entitled toany land serip not redeemed, shall be entitled
to claim land in Jieu of such scrip, as he could before the First day of August, One
thousand eight hundred and fifty-one, and any such scrip shall be received in payment of
any debt now due, or hereafter to full due to the Crown, on any land sale: Provided
always, that the tern for receiving any outstanding serip for that purpose shall not extend
Leyond the First day of July, One thousand eight hundred and fifty-four.

XXIX. Alllicences of occupation, certificntes or receipts heretofore granted by the
Commissioner of Crown Lands, for money received by him on the sale of Indian, Crown,
school, or clergy lunds, or any location ticket, shall have the same force and effect, and
shall enure to the benefit of the party to whom the same was granted, or to his nssignee,
in the same manner and to the same extent, 18 the instrument in the form of a licence of
nccupntion mentioned in the sixth section of this Act.

XXX, The Interpretation Act shall apply to this Act.
