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By Marc Mercier audience that even if the Accord 
is passed, Canadians should not 
expect too much to change 
since its purpose is to "re­
integrate Quebec into our 
Canadian federation." In 1982, 
Quebec refused to participate in 
the Liberal government’s 
partition of the Constitution.

Among other things, the 
most contentious issues within 
the Accord are its recognition 
of Quebec as a distinct society, 
the opting out provisions that 
allow provinces to decide 
whether to participate in 
national spending programs and 
its unanimity amending 
formula.

"Meech Lake is a viable 
arrangement whereby Quebec 
can return to the Canadian 
constitutional family and it 
will give Quebecers (sic) the 
possibility to explore their 
peculiarity within the Canadian 
federal state,"McLaughlin said.

Responding to a question 
respecting Newfoundland 
Premier Clyde Wells' 
opposition to the Accord, 
McLaughlin said Mr. Wells is 
afraid of the federal 
government's commitment to 
equalization." McLaughlin 
assured the audience "no social 
assistance plans will be affected 
by the Accord."

McLaughlin said if 
Canadians remained apathetic 
the Accord will drift on to non­
ratification. The Accord must 
beratifiedJ^Juneof this year.

Their 
primary purpose is to 
dépoliticize the Meech Lake 
debate and "to provide 
Canadians with a non-partisan 
voice in support of it", 
McLaughlin said.

McLaughlin said the Accord 
is about recognizing Canada's 
diversity as a nation "since it 
has always resisted the straight 
jacket of becoming a unitary 
state."

Somewhat 
McLaughlin also had a 
message for President Mikhail 
Gorbachev. He said, "Canadian 
federalism should be used as a 
sample federal state for 
Moscow in dealing with their 
diversity."

The new Law Faculty proposal to hire exclusively female faculty until 40% of the staff is female has 
brought on the expected groans of disapproval from several quarters. No doubt, the first and most 
commonly voiced concern is that staff will not be hired on the basis of their academic qualifications, but 
firstly on the basis of their gender. The fear is that the quality of scholarship will suffer. Implicit in this 
perception are some corollary issues. One is related to the reason for this new policy. If it is a corrective 
measure seeking to address some serious problems with hiring in the faculty, must one then conclude that 
the Law Faculty has consistently and perhaps intentionally applied a sexist principle in its appointment 
process? Perhaps, it would be better to look at this issue from the perspective that within any academic 
discipline there is the potential for a full and challenging course of study that would focus exclusively on 
women's issues. In this light, the increase in female faculty will guarantee that these areas are not 
ignored. The Law School must be commended for taking such a brave step. It is possible that 
objections to such a policy will halt its progress, but the increase in female faculty is inevitable in light 
of the increase in the ratio of female to male graduates at universities in Canada.

This week's issue contains a plethora of responses to the now infamous Chase and Cormier letter of 
last week about the unacceptability of homosexuals as teachers and hence as role models for the youth. 
Some have asked whether letters of that nature (not the first to make it into the paper this year) should be 
published by the Brunswickan. There is of course the easy answer which declares that we don't censor 
material coming into the paper, but thçt would be a lie. A more involved and accurate answer is that we 
thought the letter was important because it claimed to be written on behalf of a large percentage of 
students in one of the more important faculties of this university. It seems crucial that we get some idea 
as to what the sentiments (albeit misguided or offensive) of students at the university are. At the same 
time it must be appreciated that in the dynamics of dialogue on this issue, the opinions of Chase and 
Cormier have to be aired and addressed.

IN THE JINK
"Equality Time"

As recently as 1982, 

women scholars have attempted 
to fill in the enormous gaps 
which have been left out in the 
pursuit of knowledge; gaps 
which concern women's 
contribution to society and to 
the evolution of society as a 
whole. Feminist scholarship 
is striving to purge the 
androcentricity which exists in 
educational institutions 
through programs such as 
women's studies.

The purpose of women’s 
studies is to transform the 
systems' processes of creating 
knowledge; to maintain social, 
as well as political, 
commitments to paradigmatic 
shifts in how people envision 
the world. There are many 
debates, even within women's 
studies, of how this should be 
done.

WHYTAKE
WOMEN’S
STUDIES?

Women's studies can be 
defined as the academic 
manifestation of feminism 
which emerged some twenty 
years ago out of women's 
activism as a result of the 
pressures exerted by the 
Women's movement on 
society. Women aspired to 
study about themselves in 
academic surroundings and 
therefore set about having 
academic courses credited in 
educational institutions.

There are three distinct 
phases through which women 
have progressed in their 
organization of women's 
studies as an area of academic 
inquiry. In the early 1970s, 
the focus on feminism turned 
to consciousness raising. 
Groups of women would gather 
anywhere they could to learn 
from other women and validate 
their own experiences. As 
well, courses being offered in 
educational settings were 
drawing upon women's 
experiences. Soon, patterns 
and similarities were observed 
in the women's discussions in 
areas such as employment, 
home, relationships with men, 
and leisure.

In the late 1970s/early 
1980s, women in university 
settings noticed how the study 
of women encompassed many 
different disciplines. Faculty 
members and students began to 
interact as well as question 
themselves as to why the 
disciplines were broken up into 
separate sections. An inter­
disciplinary approach to 
women's studies ensued as 
women's thirst for knowledge 
broadened.

I cannot let the opinions 

in the letter from Messrs.

They begin by claiming 
pride in being "normal." If 
"normal" is being that which is 
adopted by the majority, then 
perhaps they are "normal". 
Homosexuality is not the 
orientation chosen by most 
people. However, the use of 
the word "normal" involves 
connotations far beyond mere 
majority opinion or adoption. 
Is it "normal" to graduate from 
university? Is it "normal" to 
be left handed, or a member of 
a different gender, race, or 
religion?

So we at least 
have reached the proposition 
that heterosexuality is no 
guarantee of respectability.

There are countless 
authors, artists, musicians, 
performers, politicians, 
scholars, business people, 
doctors, lawyers, and yes, even

It 
would seem that it is possible 
to be gay and respectable.

It would seem that they 
really object to the public 
declaration of homosexuality. 
They do not mind a gay or 
lesbian teacher, provided that it 
is unknown. This, then, is 
basic hypocrisy.

I would be willing to 
wager that both Messrs. Chase 
and Cormier have been taught 
by gay or lesbian teachers and 
professors and that they found 
those particular instructors to 
be equally as good as any of 
their heterosexual instructors. 
They may deeply resent their 
children being taught by a 
homosexual, but the reality of 
the situation is that they were, 
and their children will be.

The strangest cut, Cannibal Song, is a slow-moving darkness 
that creeps up on you, burrowing its eerie way into the 
subconsciousness where it begins throbbing and glowing, deep in 
your brain, creating a pressure you can feel... And then the vocals 
come ini The very spookyness of said vocals begin to rip great 
strips of grey matter out of your pounding brain cavity, slowly 
eating away until a raw nerve is left to pulse...The song lets up only 
once, but half-way through, so you can start breathing again.

My favorite was the first song from the B side, Breathe; a 
dynamic distillation of delightful death-thrash, perfect to annoy and 
offend the neighbourhood with (gotta love those 800 watt 
speakers!!!!).

Fredericton artist Stephen Scott will show his most recent 

paintings in an exhibition at Gallery 78 from Friday. February 2 to 
17, 1990. This special exhibition consists of mostly still life 
paintings, and represents Scott's work of the last two years. The 
artist will be at the gallery to meet the public on Friday. February 2 
from 7-9 pm.

Stephen Scott was born in Saint John, grew up and attended 
school in Fredericton. Art studies began at the Ontario College of 
Art in 1973, after a year of travel throughout Europe in 1972, and 
continued at Mount Allison University, where his teachers were, 
among others, Ted Pulford, Harold Feist, Tom Henderson and David 
Silverberg. During his University years he worked as arts and 
crafts coordinator at Dorchester Pen-itentiary. He graduated in 
1978 with a Bachelor of Fine Arts degree, and received an Elisabeth 
Greenshiels Fellowship, which enabled him to continue his art 
studies in Antwerp, Belgium, and study the paintings in many of 
Europe's art galleries. Upon returning to Canada in 1980 he 
accepted a position as art teacher in School district 21, and began 
his successful career as a visual artist. Since 1975 his work has 
been exhibited in many solo and group shows, including juried and 
invitational exhibitions at the Beaverbrook Art Gallery, the Owens 
Art Gallery in Sackville, the Art Centre at UNB and the Glenbow 
Museum in Calgary. In 1987 he was commissioned by the 
Department of National Defense. Armor School, to execute a 
painting celebrating the history of the Armor Regiment.

In addition to his activities as a visual artist he has been drawing 
instructor at the New Brunswick Craft School since 1984, a position 
he still holds. Stephen Scott's work is part of many public, 
corporate and private collections throughout Canada, the United
