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Jaxvary.~—You cannot plough this month, but {ou may ccnaider what we
have to say about subsoil ploughiu% The subsoil plough should be used in
spring, following in the furrow of the breaking plough; loosening the soil
six or eightinches deeper. The breaking plough should turn the soil up six
inches deep, making the entire loose ground twelve or fourteen inches deep.
A crop of corn ig best to grow on the sod, and the effect of subsoiling will
be seen in the crop by the time it is two feet high. The heat of the sun and
the exposure of the soil to the air, together with the presence of the corn-
roots, prepare the subsoil for turning up to the surface. The next spring,
plough the field so a8 to place one-half of the subsoil on the surface. At
the next ploughing all this loosened subsoil can be turned to the surface.

FerruARY.—Asg soft or bituminouns coal is becoming more extensively used,
especially in our large towns or cities ; we think it worth while to say that
the soot of this coal is exceedingly valuable as a fertilizer. None of it should
be lost. It accumulates rapidfy in chimneys, and must be often removed.
Among other things it contains carbonate of lime and magnesia ; sulphate
and acetate of lime; phosphate of lime ; acetate of ammonia, and charcoal
powder. Itis enougll: to mention these in proof of the fertilizing qualities
of soot. In Europe it has been used for many years as a top-dressing toall
crops, and has a specially beneficial effect in grass, wheat and oats. The
turnip fly, and the caterpillar, which eats the cabbages, have a great dislike
to it. It is best applied before rain sets in, but in dry weather should be
used with caution as to quantity, not more than four bushels an acre, in
repeated applications.

If any one wilﬁ)rewk his ground deeply and thorpughly two or three times
during the spring and summer, the extra amount of wheat per acre will pay
for ploughing, and leave a handsome profit besides. I have tested this prac-
tice several times with most satisfactory results. A field of sixteen acres
1 broke inspring, and ploughed the half again on the twentieth of June. On
the first of September, following, I ploughed again the entire ficld, and sowed
in wheat. The half that had only received a sinJ;le ploughing yielded 13
bushels and 18 pounds ; the half that had received three breakings yielded

r acre 23 bushels and 40 pounds. At one dollar a bushel this would pay
or the extra ploughing, and leave a net extra profit of six dollars per acre

JuLy.—Bdckwheat ploughed in and under the surface of soil has by long
experience been proved a certain means of fertility. It is in many places
better than clover, for it will grow where clover will not, that is on poor
sandy soils. It has been recommended to plough and harrow the land fine
and mellow, then saturate the buckwheat with stale chamber lye, or greasy
pickle from the mackerel barrel, then dry with hickory ashes, a peck or half
a bushel to every bushel of buckwheat. After the buckwheat is a few
inches high, sow a bushel of gypsum to the acre toward evening. This will
cause greater growth, In case the soil is very dry at seeding time, it is
best not to sow the prepared seed in the morning, but toward evening ; let
it lie all night, then harrow it and roll it early in the morning while the
soil is wet with dew.

Serremper.—We are glad to know that our farmers are alive to the value
of a good orchard. In respect f6 the Proper time for planting there ar
differences of opinion. If the soil is light and moderately dry, and the
locality not too far north, trees may be safely planted in the fall, provided
they are of the most hardy kind, such as apples, pears and plums. Taking
all things into congideratian we prefer early spring to Autumn, But the treef
ghould always be dug up in the autumm and transported to the plae
where they are to be planted, and then carefully heeled in. It may be
well enough to cover the entire stems with earth, if received very late in
the season. In heeling in the roots, the roots should be covered quite deep
8o that at least a foot or more of the stems will be covered, If there isanf
danger from frost, shade the trees with evergreens.

Grarring Wax.—This is an article that everg farmer should keep on hand,
ready for uss whenever needed, for it is valuable for various other purposes
besides that of grafting. Wounds made in pruning large trees will heal over
much sooner if conted with this wax, and if a piece of bark is accidentslly
stripped from a tree, the place should be covered over with it, and the
wwi will remain sound and healthy underneath. There are several re-
ceipes for preparing this wax, and I found the following better than any
other one tried : Melt in a basin one pound of tallow, two pounds of bees-
wax and four pounds of rosin ; stir worl together and keep in a cool place
in the dish in which it was melted. If beeswax is a very costly item, one-
third less quantity can be used.. This wax is most excellent for sealing the
corks of bottles whose contents are desired to be air-tight, aud for cover-
ing cloths to tie over preserved jars. It can be melted over when required
for use, and it will spread with a knife upon bandages, &c.; is the bast
sealing wax that can be used for many purposes.

Dox'r Crowp Your Fowins.—Poultry will pay better than any other
description of stock for the amount of capital, &ec., employed. The great error
is in putting too many together. People having tolerably clear views on
most subjects, will make this mistake with regard to fowls. They would
not think of living with a family of children in a tenement house among
others of the same description, although there was a range unlimited, for
thongh the strongest might keep clear of the many in the day, there would
be the pecking and crying of little ones, and the fuss betweon mothers, and
EVErY nOw m)g then a row between the males, just the same as at the chief
night resort of the poultry. Poultry won't s\ay when made a seeondary
congideration to everything else. A lot of old sows and pi%s perhaps have
access to some of the favorite resorts of the chickens ; is 1t likely the com-
anionship will be profitable? Dogs known to be doubtful in the know-
edge that they should not eat eggs or young chickens and ducks, are not
apt to aid in increasing the numbers ; but poultry stand comparatively
low in estimation, excepting at mealtimes.

favor of the same payee.

SAVINGS BANK DEPARTMENT.

The Postmaster General will receive at any of the Post Office Savings
Banks, deposits paid to the postmasters by persons wishing to place their
money in the Government Savings Banks.

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2. The direct security of the Dominion is given by the Statute for
deposits made.’

3. Any person may have a deposit account. Any deposits will be
received daily, during the ordinary bours of post office business, of any
number of dollars, from $1 up to $300, the total amount which can be
received from a depositor in any one year, except in cases to be specially
authorized by the Postmaster General.

4, The postmasters of the offices named will act as agents for the receipt
of the money deposited for trangmission to the Postmaster-General, and for
the payment by the Postmaster-General of money withdrawn by depositors,
They will also furnish all information with respect to the mode of deposit-
ing or withdrawing money.

5. Each depositor will be supplied with a pass-book, and the sums paid
in, or withdrawn, will be entered therein by the postmaster receiving or
paying the same. In addition, a direct receipt for each amount paid in,
will be sent to the depositor, from the Postmaster-General, and the Post-
master-General will issne a cheque, payable at any Post Office Savings
Bank desired, for any sum withdrawn.

6. Every depositor’s account will thus be kept with the Postmaster-General,
and a depositor may pay into his or her account with the Post Office
Savings Bank, at any of the Savings Bank Post Offices which at the time
may best suit his convenience, and may exercise the same choice in drawing
out money, subject only to the obligation of producing the pass-book, in
proof of identity—whenever paying in or drawing out money.

7. Interest at the rate of 4 per cent. per annum will be allowed on dezm-
gits lying in the ordinary deposit accounts, but when a depositor has
$100 deposited, he or she may request the Postmaster-General to transfer
the sum to a special account, and will then receive certificate of such
special $100 deposit, bearing interest at 5 per cent. per annum.

THE STAMP ACTS.

These Acts impose a duty on every promissory note, draft, or bill of
exchange, not exceeding $25, 1 cent ; not exceeding $50, 2 cents ; less than
$100, 3 cents ; not less than $100, if executed singly, 3 cents per $100 or
fraction thereof; if executed in duplicate, 2 cents per $100, or fraction
thereof on each part; if executed in more than two parts, 1 cent per $100,
or fraction thereof on each part,

Any ioterest payable with the note at maturity must be counted as part
thereof. The duty is to be paid by bill stamp, on which the date is to be
written, Bank notes, checks, and money orders are exempt. These Acts
impose heavy penalties for violation.

Tae Pormay or o TAsre.—In the first place, a starched and smoothly-
ironed table-cloth—which, if neatly folded after every meal, will look well
for several days. Then flowers and ferns In flat dishes, baskets or small
vases. A few pretty dighes will make the plainest table glow. A small bright
colored platter for pickles, horse-radish, or jelly; a few pennies’ worth of
parsley or cress, mingled with small seraps of white paper daintily clipped,
will cause a plain dish to assume the air of a French entrée. A platier of
hash may be ornamented with an edging of toasted or fried breac cut into
points, and a dish of mutton chops is more impressive with the bones stack-
ed as soldiers stack their guns. A few slices of lemon with sprigs of pars-
ley and slices of hard-boiled eggs, form & pretty garnish to muny dishes.
The basket of fruit—peaches, pears grapes, or apples—should be tastefully
wrranged and trimmed with leaves and flowers, The bowl of salad should
be ornamented with the scarlet and orange flowers of the tropaeolum, their
pquant flavor adding zest to the lettuce with which they can be eaten.

He does not talk dairy this season and crops L{Ie next ; but
doubtless if any particular product be in demand, and brings a good price,
he has some of it to sell, and reaps his share of the advantage. He saves
as much money as some men make, by care and economy in purchasing and
preserving tools, Seeds, manure, and machines ; and his business habits and
constant readiness for all occasions, gives him reasonable security against the
effects of adverse seasons and bad weather, Always prepared, he is never
too late ; always calm, he is never too soon, and thus, “taking Time by
the forelock,” he has the stern old tyrant at his command, and turns him al
his will. He has no losses, and his gains are steady.

Suarnow Prowmne vs Deep.—I met the other day a man of middle age,
half uurseryman, half farmer, who does a little of every kind of work, and,
48 the case often is, observes a great deal. He owns some forty acres of
very rich, low-lying land, which had been poorly farmed by tenants for the
five or six years previous to his taking personal possession. Adopting the
commonly received notion among the progressive farmers of the age and
time, he had come to the conclusion that the fault of his tenants had been
that they had not plowed deep enough. So, in 1870, he set his boy to work
and turned up the soil, six inches deep, nearly ruiued his team,and grew
ten bushels of corn to the acre. In 1871 he repeated the experiment and
grew five. Last spring happening to fall in with Mr, Bogardus, the broom-
corn man, & shallow pﬁ)wer and a man of independent thought and action,
he was advised to try just as little plowing as possible. So he threw two
light farrows together, planted his corn early, tended it carefully, and now
he tells me he had, July 4th, corn up to his five feet shoulders, and such a
promise for September as he had never seen. 1 am suggesting to myself
whether our plow-makers, in their manufacture, have not rather consulted
the demand which calls for a deep turning plow that will bury weeds and
rubbish out of sight, than for an instrument which shall stir and aerate the
8oil. It is time for us to note the difference between stirring the soil and leav-
ing it in place, so that the plant food will remain near to the surface where it
is needed, and that illogical upbeaval, which buries out of reach and outof
sight that which the whole force of nature is bringing to the surface.—
Country Gentleman.

and upwards in the London Market. And why cannot Cdnadians scad an
article home which would realise within 4c. of Normandy ? They have the
talent and the ground to work upon. A large quantity of our butter at

resent stored in England is only worth 8c. This state of things should

ring & blush to every lover of his country, if only for pride’s sake, When
such a waste is allowed it not only impoverishes the mdividuals directly
interested, but the country at large. This is in a great measure owing 10
the ruinous system now in vogue of manipulating our butter. If this sys-
tem were done away with, butter-making would be the most lucrative
branch of industry for our farmers to pay their attention to,for we can
never overdo either the home or foreign market with fine butter,
