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Discrimination in Ocean Freight
Rates

J HE proposed  fast  line
 steamship scheme hetween
Canada and Great Brit-
ain has served to bring
to light  some very inter-
esting igures as i the
cost of ocean reight  transpor-
tation via Montreal and the Am-
erican ports  of Boston and New
York, On nearly every comnios
dity the tate trom  Montreal is
from 30 to loo  per cent. greater
than the rate on the sanme cone
modity from cither Boston or New
York., This works decidedly to
the disadvantege of the Canadian
producer out of whose pocket niust
come this extra freight charge,
Canadian railwavs ¢laim that thie
embarrasses their  trade and that
while they give the same race ta
the scaboard  that American raile
ways do, they  cannot snocessfuliy
compete with  the latter via Can-
adian ports because of this extra
ocean freight charge, A lew  ex
tracts tfrom figures published ©
the Globe's Montreal  corresponds
ent last week will be suflicient to
show this.  For the week ending
August gth, 1902, the rate on bat-
ter  from Montreal to Liverpool
was 27s. 6d,  while from New
York and Boston to the same port
it was 20s, a  discrimination of
75, 6d. against Montreal,  On the
corresponding week of (uor,  the
descrimination was  much greater,
the rate from Montreal to lavers
pool being 25s, and from MNow
York and Boston to the same port
11s, 3d., a difference of over 115,
against Montreal. These typures
apply to butter alone and show a
descrimination of rom s, to 13s,
against Montreal.

But there is liscrimination in
other lines.  During 1901 the dit-
ference in the cheese  rate ranged
from Ss. to 15s, 11 the lowest
difference  of last  vear he taken,
that of Aungust 1oth, 1oo1, which
amounted  to 889 cents per 100
Ihs. of cheese, we find that on the
season’'s make Canadian dairvinen
paid  $117,319 more for sending
their  cheese via Montreal steam-
ships than would have beer charg-
ed via American ports,  The same
discrimination is shown in cggs
and the extra burden cn the Can-
adian  hen  via Montreal  ranges
from 2s. to ss, On meats and
flour the diser mination contmues,
thus showing that on the total ex-
ports of the season via Montreal
the Canadian farmer is paving to
the steamship companies hundreds
of thousands of dollars more than
he would have to pav via Ameri-
can ports. So great is this dis-
crimination that a large share of

an ports, I this were Jone, it
would, undoubtedly, be of creat
benefit  to the Canadian producer,
and put him in a position to com-
pete successiully with his Amcerican
competitor,

Sell Canadian Cattle in Canada

The successinl  outcome of the
Combination  Shorthorn  Sale  at
Hamilton, a full  report of which
appears in  this issue, has clearly
demonstrated that in Canada is the
place to sell pure bred cattle. We
do not mean by this that no stock
should be sold to buvers outside of
Canada, but that in our own coun=-
try is the place where the public
sale business should be transacted.
During the past few vears several
successful  sales of Shorthorn cat-
tle have been held at Clicago by
Canadian  breeders,  notably, Mr,
Flatt's sale last  year, and  the
combination sale of Messr Ed.
wards, Drvden & Cochrane
weeks ago, and  many  have con-
cluded that, that is the culy place
on this continent to successfully
vonduct a public sale of highepriced
vattle. But the suceess of  the
Hamilton sale entircly disproves
this, and shows that i* is possible
to hold on Canadian soil a sale
that will attract buvers from
abroad and bring prices on a par
with some of the best sales held
in the United States. Resides, it
has the great advantage of being
conducted  much  cheaper  and,
though prices mayv not average as
high, the net returns to the treed-
vr are larger. Had the animals
sold on Wednesday last been taken
to Chicago, they would have need-
ed to average at least § per
head more in order to cqual the
net returns of the Hawilton sale,
as the prices for taking them there
would be so great.  We are, there-
fore very pleased to note this new
departure, and trust that the
movement thus successinlly inaug-
urated, will result in all public
sales of Canadian cattle being held
on Canadian soil. With  well-
equipped stables and a sale arena
that could hardly be improved up-
on, there is no reason why these
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sales should not be held m Canada,
We understand that it is the in-
tention  of - Mr, Flatt and others
associated with him to make these
sales a permanent feature ol the
Canadian Shorthorn traie, and we
wish the new movement (very suc-
cess Bring the Americans over
to this country and let them  see
what we can do. It will be bet-
ter for the Canadian breeder, and
we  do not think  his  American
brother will lose anything by  the
trip. The public’ auction  sale
method of disposing ol good stock
has come to stav, and it will be in
the best interests ol breeders  to
give it theit active co-operation
and support,

Western Canada's Big Crop

The Manitoba Free DPress has
issued @ special sixteen-page crop
supplement, giving o it of valu-
able information abont  farming
conditions taken at tirst hand by
special representatives on the spot,
This supplement has heen specially
prepared with a view to giving the
people of the West some adeguate
idea of the promise of the coming
harvest,  The outlook is certainly
y bright one, anl unless a
frost intervenes, the 1902 crop will
equal, if not surpass, that of 1901,
The wheat acrcage is about what
it was last vear, Ihe official
figures are 2,624,637 acres sown to
wheat,  Last vear the crop aver-
aged  twentv-five bushels to the
acre, On this basis  the total
vield for 1902 should 1 65615,
425 bushels, or three millions over
last vear. The harvest this vear
is on the whole ten davs or two
weeks later  than last vear, and
thus increases the danger from
frost.  But the Westermer  is  not
inclined to borrow tronbic, and is,
therefore, looking forward to a
bountiful harvest, which again ap-
pears to be coming his way,

and Handling the Grain,

Winnipeg, Angust 1rth,
We can think  of nothing
davs but  the crop. To tarmers
evervwhere, harvest is the central
event ot the vear, about which all
other occurrences are grouped  in

1902,

these

more or less  distant perspective
according to their varving import-
ance.  Fven to the Ontario farm-

er, who mav he <aid to have a
crop ot some kind for market each
month 1n the vear, the harvest
season is still and alwavs will be
the period of the vear to which all
others are  subsidary, Suppose

for a moment that his orchards,
his cattle, sheep  and  swine, his
creameries and  cheesa factories
were non-existent,  or  that only
one darmer in ten had such re-
sources I that the larm depend-
ed entiredy upon the grain crops
for its profits. The result of such
a transtormation would be the ex-
altation of the harvest bhovond any
comparis with its present im-

1
portance. It is important to all,
but the e ¢ increases in propor-
tion as it luunnu the sole source

of income,

Such is thg case in Western Can-

ada.  We have here probably fifty
thousand farmers, in Manitoba and
the Territories. OfF  these, not

more than one in ten places more
than incidental reliance upon  his
live stk as  a source of
income. The  grain  crop s
expected to pay  for  the land,
satisfv the tax-collector, meet the
store-kecper’'s  demands,  redeem
written and verbal promises  to

pavt i short, it s the fdrmer's
faith and hope, and (ta do justice
to Western arops),  usnally, his
justification and his reward. Such

being the case, the overshadowing
importance of the harvest is  ex-
plained, and  the enormous efforts
demanded of all to secure its sale,
rapid and cheap handling.  Upon
the wheat harvest  depends  the
farmer’s prosperity, the merchant's
stability, the cities” advancement.
Probably nowhere else in the world
van the general prosperity be trac-
ed  so directly to the soil as in
Western Canada,

Consequently,
the present

the rejoicing
magmboent crop pros-
pect is not confined ta any - one
class of the community, It is, to
a stranger, somewhat snrprising to
hear, at social  gatherings, such
topica as the probable vield of
wheat discussed with interest and
intelligence by voung  and  old,

over

male and  female, vet such is a
common occurrence., All are in-
terested, not  a henevolent, chari-

table sort of interest in the “poor
farmer.”" hut a living interest over
W matter ol personal concern. It
may be truly said that, the world
over, the soil 1s the source of
wealth, but in many lands the in-
termediaries between  the source
and the general mass of mankind
are so numerous, that the effects of
a crop failure are only et so feeb-
Iy that their origin s scarcely
realized.  Here the effect  of the
harvest is seen immediately in a
quickened pulse  througiout  the

whole body, political, commercial
and  sodial, The effects of the
phenomenal crop of 1901 have been
and sull are felt by cvery institu-
tion in the West, and the repetition
now promised ol last year's crop
vannot  fail of producing a most
important and  lasting eflect upon
the country,

Last vear there were conjoined
to the excellent harvest many and
varicd  dilliculties, Yirst, the
weather, during the latter part of
harvest, and early threshing  was
of undesirable character, Much
grain was damaged by rain to the
extent of two or three cents  per
bushel, Then the railwavs  were
unable to keep pace with the mar-
keting, and the elevators filled  to
overflowing, were in the unfortun-
ate position of heing obliged to ree
fuse the larmer's grain, Finally,
the terminal  elevators at  Fort
William  tilled up, navigation close
ed, and farmers in all parts of the
Province were left with grain  on
their  hands. The spring work
coming on hefore the opening  of
navigation «leared  the elevators,
many of these farmers were unable
to do their markerme until  mide
summer of the present vear,

What are the chances for a ree
currence of these conditions?  For
weather, we must trust to Provie
denece, for  the rest, the hand of
man has been busy, and with  the
experience  of  Jast vear, we can
salely expect  much less difliculties
this vear. The C, P, has ene
larged the Fort William elevators,
Their tracks are in much better
state than a vear ago, after the
conclusion of a long strike among
the maintenance of way emplovees,
a large number of new sidings have
been constructed and others have
Deen greatly extended.  Lastly, a
lurge increase has been made in the
rolling stock, and hoth cars and
Jocomotives have heen added in
Jarge nutnbers  to the Western Di-
viston.  The interior storage has
also  been  enormously  increased,
Elevators  have bheen constructed
by the large  companics, and by
private parties, to a combined cas
pacity, of many millions of bush-
els. There is, therelore, every
chance  of the difficuitics of last
vear being successfully overcome.

How about labor? Are the
voung men from the Kast coming
out in the desired numbers? There
seems to he some diversity of opin-
ion.  Among our visitors from the
Fast are those who sav that
every town and village in the Pro-
vince will send its contingent, There
are also those who take the op-
posite view, and claim that the re-
quirements of the home labor mar-
ket and  other  ohjections, already
discussed in this  correspondence,
will keep the voung men at home.
We hope that the more  hopeful
view  will be the trulv prophetic,
for lack of men is the most serious

harm that can bhefall us at this
juncture, Those who think of
coming  will find cvery  possible

means of placing them without une
necessary  delav, where their ser-
vices are required, has been con-
sidered and will he emploved.

Some Farm Conveniences

A PITLESS BRIDLE

A Poston firm has invented a
new bitless bridle as shown below.

It has no bits attached, "at the
governing power is supplied by a
button on the trontal bone, which
is suflicient to restrain and  guide
the most siiows  and  poweriul
horse. s nothing  enters the
horse's mouth. the animal is not
tortured by bits, nor made to froth
by the excruciating pressure that
causes champing. Other advantages
claimed for the bridle are: 1y It
obviates all trouble arising  from
cold, froste bitss and aillows  the
mouth to be hept Jdosed. (2) It

avoids irritation or lacerat! n of
the mouth, <2y The horse can eat
and drink  without any inconvene
fence, 41 It is light, neat, practi-
cable, durable, and handsome. (5)
The horse drives steadier and
makes much better time. (6) It is
specially adapted for fire and mili-
tary service, as it permits quicker
turns and greater control ‘han the
heaviest and stoutest snaflle and
curh bits known,

A USEEUL STABLE REQUISITE

Fvery farmer should be able to
administer an injection easily  and
promptly.  The old-fashioned syr-
inge is objectionable on many  ac-
counts. The best apparatus is a
tin pipe a foot long, with a knoh

of solder on one end, to prevent in-
jury to the delicate membrane.
This is attached to a rubber tube
3ft. or 4it. long, which tits upon
the spout of a large tin funnel. The
water or other fluid is poured into
the funnel, and when it is held high

up the pressure is sufficient to canse
the discharge of its contents, It
is rather awkward to hold the jun-
nel up and there is danger of its
contents heing wasted,  This may
be remedied by punching three heles
in the edge of the funnel, putting
in  wire rings, tying strings to
these, to unite in a single cord,
which passes over a hook, secured
into a beam overhead. By draw-
ing the cord, the funnel may be
raised or lowered at will, It s
well for tarmers to bear in mind
the fact, that prabablv more horses
dic of latulent colic than of any
other disease, and that the prompt
and free use of water, given as an
injection, is, we helieve, a certain
cure, Three or fonr quarts of wate
er is usnally sullicient to oive free
vent to the imprisoned wind,

A HOG ¢RATE

A Michigan farmer gives the fol-
lowing description of a useful hog
crate. To make a hog crate, use
nak wood 1'; inches square for cor-
ner posts, with cross picces at top
and bottom same size, halved toe
gether and holted with '-inch bolts.
The side strips tor sills may be
1x2 inches, so that the floor of
crate can he nailed onto the edges.
The other side strips can bhe ¥
inch by 3 inches, The first of sece

ond one above the sill should pro-
ject past the post far enough to
form handles, as seen in diagram,
The end gate drops through the
slot as shown at each end, and is
held down with a pin or bolt just
under the crosspiece at the top.
The floor of crate mav be put in
lengthwise of crate for light hogs.
The length, width and height of
crate must be determined by size
of hogs to be crated. .

Why is Wool so Cheap ?
By Alfred Mansell, Shrewsbury,
Eng.

My attention was first drawn to
the extensive adulteration in Wool-
len goods by an able article headed
*“Why is Wool so Cheap?" in which
the writer, who is well known as
a wool expert, boldly states that:
=-“If the wearing apparel, as used
by men and women, were only
made out of the pure wool fibre ex-
pressly given to us by Providence
for this sole purpose, instead of be-
ing substituted by other foreign
materials, then there would be a
robust state of affairs in connec-
tion with wool, but, as it is, the
nse of wool is annulled at every
turn by the use of substitutes for
the sole purpose of cheapening
wool fabrics, with little or no re-
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gard to the wearing properties of
the same.™

The same authority states that
in a drive ot @ miles around Brad-
ford, not one, but scores, ot mills
could he pointed  out,  where for
every hale of wool used, ten bales,
and ‘olten more of shoddy, mungo
stockings and cotton are used, and
that, in what is known as the
heavy woollen  districts of York-
shire, there are dozens of manuface
turers who never huv a single bale
of rtaw  wool, and vet are known
and  acknowledged as  influential
manulacturers of woollen goods.

This is a vervy  extraordinary
statement, and  notwithstanding
the wide eirculation of the article
quoted, no  reiutation has  been
forthcoming from the manufactur-
ers interested,

The importance of the frequent
sales of rags of everv description,
stockings, mungo and the like, de-
spatched from all parts ot the Brite
ish Isles, and several Continental
countries, held at Dewsbury, Bat-
lTev, Leeds and other centres in the
manufacturing districts, prove the
truth of the foregoing assertion,

It is further stated that to severs
al large woollen manufacturers,
these sales are far more important
than anv ol the great wool sales
held in London, Bradiord and else-
where,

Examples of Adulterated goods:
—Melton, 42 in, wide, 6d. to 7d,
per vard, extensively used for
skirts and frocks, contains no wool,
being absolutely all  cotton warp,
the weft being entirely spun from
rags and a little raw cotton blend-
ed together to give it strength—
sold as woollen goods, It is stat-
ed that thousands of picces are
sold weekly in the shape of mel-
tons, serges and the like, and that
the art of finishing as practised in
Yorkshire has reached such a state
of perfection, that it is now quite
possible to hide from the ultimate
buver the defects of the fabric, pars
ticularly hiding the foundation ma-
terial of the cloth.

In the Yorkshire Dailv Observer
of March 29th last, reference is
made to a cheap class of coverts
brought out by some leading manu.
facturers, composed of a mixture
of worsted warp, and a cheap card-
ed weft termed Algola, a high
sounding name for a blend of cot-
ton with mungo. Having a satin
or Venetian weave, the weft is
thrown on the back of the cloth,
leaving the face with a worsted ap-
pearance. The cloth is well con-
structed and has a larce demand.

An  Assize trial Leeds on
March 17th last, has settled the
vexed question of the vague terms
Al wool,” and “Woollen" and we
know that “All wool” means all
wool, hut  “Woollen" means any-
thing that is composed of shoddy,
mungo and cotton.

The Ontario Sugar Company is
ollieered by well known and honore
able business men, and the man-
aver of  the company, Mr. 5. 3.
Williams, is an energetic and thor-
oughly competent  gentleman who
stands high m  the estimation ot
the citizens ot Berlin, Under these
circumstances, the first campaign
of the Ontarto Sugar Company is
certain to he an ungualilicdly s
cessiul one,

The Ontario Sugar Company has
nearly  Soo0 acres  of beets con-
tracted for, and no section visited
by the writer in Michigan or in Ca-
nada gives promise of a tiner crop
or a larger vicld per acre than that
in the vicinity of Berlin,  The land
is rolling and well drained and the
beets have not been affected by the
terrific rainstorms as is the case in
nearly all other sections. The land
is cultivated by an unusually intels
Yigent and industrions class of fare
mers and every hield looks as clean
as a garden patch. Prof, AL K.
Shuttleworth, formerly  connected
with  the Aoricultural College at
Guelph, is the superintendent  of
agnculture and  deserves much of
the credit for  the unusually pood
stands,

Dresden

The new 6oo-ton plant at Dresden
appears to he nearly as well ad-
vanced m point of construction as
that of its prototvpe at Sebewaing,
Mich,, notwithstanding  the tact
that work was somewhat deiaved
by heavy rains, as was the case at
the last-named place.  The Amer-
ican Construction and Supply Com-
vany, which is building the plant,
is pushing the work vigorously and
will, no doubt, complete the factory
by the time specified in its con-
tract. The growth ol the beets has
been somewhat retarded by the
undue moisture;  but thev are be-
ginning to thrive notwithstanding.
The Dresden Sugar Company is
fortunate in having secured the ser-
vices of Mr. C. W. Rekows a
thoroughly competent and exper-
ienced  superintendent  of agricul-
ture, who has heretofore proven
equal to anv emergency. The work
of construction connected with the
plant, which will be a strictly mo-
dern one in every detail, is in
charge of Mr. H. J. Struck. Mr.
H. Stock will be superintendent of
the factory dvring its first cam-
paign, which will undoubtedly be a
pre-eminently successiul one.

Wallaceburg

We have succeeded this vear in
seouring fortv-cight hundred  acres
o beets, and with the exception of
some of the lower ficlds, we have
lost but @ very small portion of
our crop, as  the result of the
floods.  The beet crop is in splen-
did condition, althoush  the wet
woather makes it more diflicult to
take care of it,  Jf the season con=
tinues favorable, the yicld will be
sery large with us,

Our factory is  ravidly  nearing
completion, and without a Jdoubt
will be ready in everv detail by
September 15, although we do not
expect that we will be able to cut
beets hetore the 25th, The farmers
in the vicinity of  Wallacehury are
making good use ol the experience
they have already had in the past
seasons, and are taking better care
of their orops than heretotore, and
with very much  less expense and
tronble to themselves,

We have gotten in a eolone of
Belgians, who are expert workers
of siagar beets, and they have been
an imnortant factor in the caring
for this vear’s crop, and in this
manner we have, to 5 large extent
solved the gquestion of beet labor,

A visitor wha approaches Wiar-
ton over the Grand Trunk Pail-
road will wonder, when he nears
that enternrisine Bt ity and
wazes about at the surrounding
country, secing land about him fill-
ed  with stones and rocks. from
whence the Wiarton * v \lanue
facturine Company hopes to secure
its supplyv of beets; but a drive into
the interior will reveal, dotted liere
and there, little patches of  the
most fertile land upon  which are
wrowine a variety of erops which
vrove the richness of the soil. While
it is true, perhaps. that this cons
pany will he compelled to distribute
its acreage over a  wider ranee of
territory than others, more favor-
ably  situated, this drawback is
more than counterbalanced by the
fact that vears of experience have
demonstrated that beets, contain-
ing from 15 to 17 per cent. sucar
and  ranging from 82 to 84 per
cent. in purity, can be obtained on
an average in this vicinity. Al-
though the beet sugar factorv at
Wiarton will be the last, perhaps,
to be completed, it still deserves
to be called the pioneer heet sugar
factory of Canada, for the reason
that the people by whom this fac-
tory was promoted made exhaust-
ive and extensive experiments in
beet culture and organized for the
vurnose of building a factory long
before anv of the other Canadian
proiects were definitely  decided
upon. It is the purpose of the pro-
jectors to erect a factorv complete

in every detail,  The Colonial Cone
struction Company, which has the
contract for building the plant, is
composed of men ol known repute
and integrity, who will consciens
tiously carry out all the conditions
of their contract, Not a piece of
machinery  will be installed that
has not been tried and tound satis-
factory in all respects,  This 1s the
first beet  sugar factory  built by
the Colonial Construction Company
and it is resolved to make this one
to which it can point with pride,
The chiel engincer ol the company,
Mr. J, €. Dumont, has had many
vears' cxperience i sugar-house
construction work, he structure
is the handsomest one ever seen by
the writer, and 1ts location most
picturesque,  The bullding is vome
posed ol stone, exquisite in volor,
and hewn from a guarry not more
than two  hundred  vards distant
trom the plant, The structure is
almost completed and will soon be
under rool: but only a small yor-
tion of the machinery has thus far
been installed.  Engincer Dumont
does not wish to berin the work of
installation  until the structure is
completed, Tt is claimed that by
reason of the fact that a railway
track has been run into the face
tory, it will be comparatively casy
to get the heavy pieces into the
plant and to raise them to their
respective positions, This work, it
is  believed, can he  accomplished
within 9o davs and it is conhdently
expected that  the factorv will be
ready to slice beets by November
tst. Superintendent of Agriculture
W. K. Snider, is a thoroughly cap-
able and experienced man, and he
is convinced that  the vield will
show an unusual high tonnage as
well as a superior quality of beets,
There is every indication that the
factory will have close upon 25.000
to 10,000 tons of beets to slice for
its lirst campaign,

As Others See Us

The Beet Sugar Gazette of Chica-
go, 11, sent a special renresent-
ative to this province to investi-
gate the beet sugar industry. The
following is taken from their last
issue:

Canadia was represented at this

mecting m the persons ot Peteison
Bros., Toronto: W MoWilhams, To-
ronto: . Dempsev, Rednersville;
James  Depew, Southeads 1M,
Shuttleworth,  BPranttord, and W,
N. Hutt, ol the Ontario Depart-

ment of Agriculture and others,
This assoctation difiers somewhat

from the Ontario Frmt Growers'
Assoctation in that s clorts are
devoted  almost  entirely to the

commerdial aspect ol apple dealing,
The membership  fee is 8500 per
annum, and being somewhat exclu-
sive the membershin is limited and
made up only ot those  who have
vained the contidence of the asso-
dation. Tt oaims at estimativ - the
extent and value of the apple crop
throughout  North  America, and
the collaborating of all formation
which wonld assist in establishing
a fair price to offer tor apples dure
ing the season.

Monthly  reports  are issued by
the assoctation giving the number
of harrels of apples in storaee in all
parts of the country, and the cdear-
ance from these houses during the
month.

The practical, orchard side of the
apple gquestion was treated by rol.
Crair. of Cornell Universite who
vave a very interesting and instruc-
tive paper on the management of
orchards in relation  to trimming

and pruning, fertilizin the nse of
cover crops,  the conservation of
moisture, thinning and  marketing

of fruit,  This paper was mnch ap-
preciated by all at the convention
and gave a great deal of informa-
tion in a very interestine wav.
Prof W. A. Tavlor, Pomologist,
in charve of Field Investigation in
the U S Department of Vernculture
Washington, gave an illustrated ad-

dress on “The Commercial  Apple
Areas of the United States,” A
man marked out  with the arcas

under orchard thronghout the dif-
ferent States showed a very wide
extent and showed also that Mis-
souri particularly was  a  large
grower of annles,

Prof. A. S Beach, of the Agricul-
tural Experiment Station at Gene-
va, wave a valnable report on “The
Keeping  Ounalitvy of Apples” and
bronght out manv points that were
rather a surprise to the audience.

One of these was that the Northern
Sov owas not a valuable keeper in

New York State. This was rather
a striking contrast to the splendid
spys raisea in the Province of One
tario which keep well until the fol-
Towing summer. Proi. Beach  re-
marked that apples from orchards
m sod were higher colored and bet-
ter keepers than apples raised un-
der cultivated conditions, though of
conrse the apples are not so large
nor the orop so heavy,

W. N Hiutt, of the Department of
Aericalture, Toronto, vave an ad-
dress on “Pruning of the Orchard™
illustrating his remarks by means
ol sections of imbs ol trees chows
ing the  proper formation of the
tree, and also injury that might he
done to the tree through careless
or mjudicious pruning,

taking a decp interest in the help
question.  To an enquiry from On-
tario, asking for particulars  re
sending laborers  to points  where
they may desire to go, Mr, MoKel
lar replied as follows:

“There is nothing in this vear's
arrangements  that  will  prevent
men from going to their friends or
to those for whom thev worked in
past vears, il they advise such
iricnds or farmers that thev  are
coming, so that such friends and
farmers do not engage others,

“The fare to Winnipeg is $10, On
presenting stub of coupon ticket to
C. P, R. officials og arrival at
Winnipeg a pass is given to  any
point in Manitoba and away men
o to destination.  Thev can take
care of themselves for they  have
been here before, Their baggage
wounld also  be re-checked from
Winnipeg to destination. For those
who have never been here to help
in harvesting and who have no par-
ticular place to go, we are arrang-
ing that thev shall be met at Win-
nipeg by delegate farmers  from
all points of the Province and tak-
en out  to the various districts,
This is to prevent congestion at
any stations. A pass is also giv-
en to all such  from Winnipeg to
destination

“You will see, therefore, that
there is no interference with  men
who know their destination, and
that every assistance possible is to
he given by the officials of this de-
partment in  locating those who
may come to assist us for the first
time. There is nothing, therefore,
to deter anv one from coming.
Thev are wanted, and they will
receive every attention and assist-
ance possible.”

Cheese
The cheese market continues to
maintain its  strong position.

Though shipments from Canada to
date are over 260.000 boxes ahead
of last year for the same period
there is no large accumulation of
stocks either on this side or in
Great Britain, Stocks at Montreal
are barely one half of what they
were at this time last vear, while
consumption in the old land has
been good. The high prices for
bacon and other meats have ma-
terially increased the consumption
of cheese. The make at the fac-
tories is well sold out and everye
thing points to a brisk fall trade.
At Montreal finest Easterns are
quoted at 9%c to 9%¢ and finest
Westerns  at 9% to 1oc, At the
local markets prices  have ruled
from 9, to 9%¢, 9% being the rul-
ing figure towards the end of the
week.

Butter

The outlook for butter is not as
bright as that for cheese. Stocks
are accumulating and the consump-
tion is not keeping pace with pro-
duction. A lot of cheap Russian
butter is reaching the British mar-
ket while Irish is increasing. Ca-
nadian exports so far this season
have been large. From Mav 1st to
Aug. 13th they show an increase of
50,000 pkgs. over those ol last
vear for the samwe period. The
United States has begun to export
butter and altogether the butter
situation just at the moment has
not the healthiest outlook. At pre-
sent,  however, the price is very
reasonable as compared with other
food which mav increase consump-
tion.
