“Would not ‘polce-ridden’ be & more
appropriate one to a country whera the
proportion of Catholic clergy s 1 to 1,178
of the Catholic laity, while the proportion
of police is 1 to every 236 inhabitants of
that denomination ! The law of the land
would appear, mathematically, to te bet
ter enforced than the law of God. Yet
the converse is the fict, For the Irish
gleop!e are more firmly attached to their

aith and its mivisters than any other race
on the face of the globe. In1881 the pro-
pertion of policemen to the population of
Ireland was 1 to 303. As members of the
army and navy are expected to ascist the
civil force in case of necessity, coastguards
having special duties to perform in secur-
frg compliance with the law, we find that
the civil, military and naval forces com-
bined, give a proportion of 1 to every 208
residents in Ireland. On the other hand,
there is but one mirister of religlon (with-
out distinction of creed) to every 733 in.
habitants. However, the most practical
way of illustntin% the abnormal activity
of the law in Ireland is to confine our
figures to the total mumber of malcs
between fi'teen and ieventeen years of
age, on the principle that it is between
thore ages and amcng that sex we should
look for effective Jawbreakers, We find
that there is one policcmen to every
eighty nine poesible cffenders, or, taking
the united servicea into consideration, one
to thirty-onc—surely a happy expoeition

THE INCALNATION OF CHRIST,

FIFTH LECIURE ON THE GOD MAN, GIVING
CHRIST'S OWN TESTIMONY,
Port Artbur S8entinel, Nov 1.

Last Sunday Rev. Father Hamel, 8. J,,
delivered the fifth discourse on the above
subject, of which the following is & brief
summary:

“For God eo loved the world as to give
his only begotten son, that whosoever
believeth in him may not perish, but ma;
have life everlasting. He that believet!
in bim is not judged, but he that doth not
believe is already judg:d, because be does
not believe in the name of the only be-
gotten Son of God.” Jo. III, 13,

It is Jesus Christ himself who affi.ms
that there exists a God-Man. It isa'so
what St. Paul understands when he says,
“God, who had spoken at various times
through the prophets, latterly spoke
through his only begotten eon.” Jesus
Chriet is the only begotten Son. The four
gospels bear witnees that he has affirmed
his divinity before his friends, before the
people, before the magistrates, in his life
and in his death. Jesus Christ every-
where declares that he is the son of God,
the only son, a son e(‘:ul with his father,
one with his father, being in his father
and his father in him, Such is the distinct
testimony that he renders of bimself,

We have heard and accepted his words,
and we adore Jesus Christ devoutly. The
light of the God Man bas been clucured by
the breaking asunder of the unity of faith;
still it must be sald, and we love to say
it, that in Outario the dlvinitg of Christ
is generally admitted, and seldom openly
enied, Let us keep in mind that we
have a duty to perform toward this coun-
try of ours ; it is to hold this eacred dogma
in its proper light, and on occasion make
an open profession of it. Thusthe divin-
ity of Christ will be & common bond of
union, & common treasure, & natural in-
heritance.

We resume to-day our investigation’on
the value of the testimony of Christ; we
must penetrate it and make it sink deeper
into our souls, There is no knowledge
more necescary than the kncwledge of
Christ,

A superficial knowledge is soon effaced
and forgotten, The writings of conceited
and impious men are to be found every-
where. They lead astray an incredible
number of Christiae who bave no solid
convictions and no exact notions of relig-

ous traths, Cwing (o the evil influence
of bad readings snd of the compeny of
those who have lost faith, the trutbs
wkich they stiil hold diminish, they grow
paler every day. It is the deplerable
coudition which mwade the prophet ex-
claim : “Save me, O Lord, for there iz no
saint : truths are decayed from among the
children of men.”

Evidently Cnriat has aflivmed his divie-
ity, o ons can deny it. But you will
a:k: Did he mean it Did he bulieve in
his divinity ? If he believed in it, could
he be misteken? I must enswer these
qnestions,

T'ut in other words, the first one resol-
ves it inlo a question of sincerity, Men
bave always been divided into two classes;
some are sincere, others are imposters, Lt
is always an honor to be sincere. Bat it
is clear that even sincerity in error can-
not, by itself, save any cne, Because
Christ eays that “truth will deliver us.”
But he does not say that sincerity in error
will deliver us, Ile says that “he who
believeth not is condemned,” While it
is certain that to have faith is to believe
what God Las revealed. But he who is
only sincere in error, simply, believes not
what God has revealed. If he is saved it
is not his faith that will save him, At least
he is ever under the obligation of inquir-
ing, snd of making every sacrifice to
come to the truth, which alone can deliver
him, Christ died forthe profeseion of his
divinity, which he professed, as we showed
last Sunday. Surely his sincerity is sufli
ciently tested,

However, to meet the enemies of Christ
we shall not hecitate to follow them on
their own ground, We may analyze the
truly divine character of Christ, and, to
use their own language, we shall give a

sychological proof of the sincerity of

hrigt. The more we study Christ and

know him, the more should we love and
admire him,
I beg psrdonto my pious hearers, if for

the sake of clearness, I express the ques-
tion which we are now to onnln:l ina
rather blunt language. Iask then : must
we place Chbrist with the imposters or with
the sincere? Waa he of those men who
bave covered their ambition or their pride
or their sloth with the viel of bypocritical
sanctity, or of those who have preferred
the bonor of holy and chaste truth, of
warm and noble loyalty to God, toall the
advantages of success, of the love of men,
of their favcr and gifts; who bave pre-
ferred a glorious death for truib to a life
of falsehood and abomination before God.
Was Jesus Christ one of those men, great
before the angels of God, whose device is
the motto of the Maccabees ; Morlamur in
simplicitate nostra; Let us die in our
sim licltly'.

o this qnestion we abswer by the
character of the man. We shall certainly
conclude in favor of Jesus Christ, for
more venerable character has never ap-
peared in the annals of history, Men, for
the llre of nineteen centuries, have ex-
a'ted his name above all other names,
The demons have s0 often acknowledged
his divinity. Even his bitterest enemies
acknowledge that he is an fncomparable
perconage, who bas left after him a light
which will never be effluedf & monuuent
of iutelligent and eocial life, which men
can never imitate, far less eurpass,

The human character is composed of
three elements, namely, the intelligence,
the principle of thought; the heart, the
source of feelinge; and the will that exe

cutes and governs the actions and the con-
duct. These three elements, by their
barmonioue fusion and by their measure
determine every moral type and fix the
true value of every man., The intelli-
gence, the heart and the will of Christ
are the ivstruments of his divine person,
He is perfect God and perfect man, We
are now studying the elements of his
human character, such as they exist in his
buman nature, hig divive person, which
eupports therry doce not confuse them;
they are human.  Yet as tuch they are
tiuly wortby of the excellence of bis
divine person,

By many instances drawn from the
goepel it was shown how the intelicet of
Clrist is eublime, penstrating, candid and
simple, From which it is proved that
Christ understood acd knew what he
effirmed and that he could Lot be deceived
in sffirming his divinity,

We bave seen the grandeur of the
thoughts of Christ in the great plan con-
ceived for the glory of bis eternal father
and the salvation of men, This great
work encompas:ed with the greatest diffi

calties and accomplished by the greatest
sacrifices fe a stupendous display of Christ’s
ardent love fr men, Eutering afier
wards into the details of his love, we find
everywhere that the heart of the Man-
God is an inexhaustible fountaln of true
and generous, tender and chaste love for

men.

Again; his will is constant, firm and fn-
flexibly upright. This part of the subjact
is developed at some lepgth, Any one
who is conversant with the gospels can
easily imagine the bright ge;exiptlonl
which were drawn therefrom.
No man ever united so many exalted
ruriuctiom, and reached such incompar-
ble er.inence. Truly, Jesus Chriat is the
man by excellence, the ideal man, the God
Man,

Here we find oureelves in the presence
of the stranges: event that ever was. This
admirable man we have described, this
true lover of man, this man of such gig-
antic will, whe in the firmness of his pur-
pose stood alone against the whole world
to save men, when they would reject his
salvation, this man approved of God by
80 many miracles, behold him and listen
tﬁ him; he declares that he is the God-

Jesus Ctrist is God. This bellef ill-
umines the nineteen cemturies of the
existence of Christianity in spite of the
most incredible conflicting elements. It
is a light in the wo:ld of truth more
resplendent than the sun in its full day
splendor.

Jesus Christ is God. His divinity fsthe
solution of the mystery of his perpetual
reign over the minds and hearts of men
sgainst & world of error and ein. His
divinity penetrating the hearts and souls
of men bas never ceased to transfigure the
brightest intellects and the purest hearts
on etrth, 8t.

A Lutheran minister writes the follow-
ing beautiful 1:tter regarding our Catho~
lic priests to the Dewtsche Lades Zeitung:
Pope Gregory VII. was well aware of
what he was doing when he enforced with
unrelenting strictness the celibacy (though
already preecribed b{ the old canon laws )
of the priests in the Roman Church, Yes,
we evangelical pastors are great in words,
and whoaver overhears us at our confer-
ences should become terrified at our
energy. But if it depends to transfer our
words into actions ; it it depends to head

olic chaplsin should be placed exactly

The Constitution then informs us that
Mr, Wines asked Mr. Moylan, the in-
spector of penitentiaries from Canada,

We reproduce with pleasure from our
southern contemporary Mr. Moylan's
remarks as given in its columns, Mr,
Moylan, according to the Constitution,

penitentiary there is a Catholic as well
asa Protestant chaplain appointed and
paid by the state.

HOW THE ORIENTAL CHURCHES REMEMBER
THE 8$)ULS OF THE DEPARIED —FATHER
O'BRIEN'S HISTORY OF THE MASS,

The prycrs of the Ocientals for the
faithful departed are singularly touching.
In the Coptic Liturgy of St. Bwil the
memento is worded thus : “Ia like man
ner, O Lord | remember a'so all those who
have already fallen asleep in the priest-
hood aud amidst the laity ; vouchsafe to
give vest to their souls in the hosowms of
our holy fathers Abrabam, Isacc, and
Jacoh ; bring them into a p'ace of green-
ness by the waters of comfort, in the par
adise of pleasure where grief and misery
and sighing are banished, 1n the brightness
of the saints,”

Tae Orientals are very much attached
to ancient phraeeology, and hente their
frequent application of ‘‘the bosom of
Abraham” to that middle state of purifi-
cation in the next life which we univer-
sally designate by the name of ['urga:
tory.

In the Syro Jacobite Liturgy of John
Bar.Maadan part of the memento is
worded thus : “Rackon them among the
onumber of thine elect ; cover them with
the bright cloud of thy eaints ; set them
with the lambs on thy right band, and
bring them into thy habitation.”

The following extract is taken from
the Liturgy of St, Chrysostom, which, as
we have said already, all the Catholic and
schismatic Greeks of the East follow:
“Remember all those that are departed
in the hope of the resurrection to eternal
life, and give them rest where the light
of countenance shines upon them,”

But of all the Orientals the place of
honor in this respect must be yielded to
the Nestoriane; for, heretics as they are,
too much praise cannot be given them
for the singular reverence they show for
their departed brethren, From a work
of theirs called the Sinhados, which
Badger quotes in his Nestorians and
their Rituals, we take the following ex
tract: “The service of the third day ot
the dead is kept up, because Christ rose
on the third day. On the ninth day,
also, there should be a commemoration,
aud again on the thirtieth day, after the
example of the Old Testament, since the
people mourned for Moses that length of
time, A year after, aleo, there should
be a particular commemoration of the
dead, and some of the property of the
deceased should be given to the poor in
remembrance of him, We say this of
believers; for as to unbelievers, should
all the wealth of the world be given to
the poor in their behalf it would profit
them nothing,”

The Armenians call Purgitory by the
name Gayan—that is, a mansion, The
Caldeans style it Matthar, the exact
equivalent of our term, By some of the
other Oriental churches it is called
Kavaran, a place of penance; and Muka.
ran, a place ot purification (Smith and
Dwight, i, p. 169),

In the National Congregational Council
recently held at Chicago, Professor George

writings are worthy of all respect, both
from bis esrnestness of spirit and the

It was all important to
know this; for if He was Moses Elias, or
one of the P:ophets, He was worthy of
just £s much reverence and honor a8 they,
but no more. No one of them claimed
that he was the Son of God, one with the
Father. No one c'aimed that He and
Ho alone was “the way, the truth
and the lite.,” No one of them fouuded a
new order and a new Church which should
embrece all mankind, Great and holy
as they were, their personal aspirations
and thovghts never pacsed beyoud the
narrow boundaries of Judea.
