In his Beaatiful and ex-
tended prayer for his disviples our Lord
might have used the same Greek word in
thia very sense.

And then he adds: “ For their sases I
consecrate myself, that they also may be
consecrated through [of for] the truth.”
He might thus mean to deciare: I devote
myself body and soul tomy great atoning
work, now to be cousummated by my sacri-
ficial death ; and then be prays for their
consecration by the truth and for the
preaching of the truth. Such eminent
scholars as Moses St and Dr. Edward
Robinson hold that tBis is the proper
interpretation of this word in our L-rd’s
yo-derfnl prayer on the eve of his suffer-

the same word in Pauls prayer now be-
fore us, It would then, rvad: “ May the
very Gud of peace oonsesrate you wholly.”

That is, may God eet y:a a to do his
will. May God his service.
May God employ you in his glorious

work. May he endcw you with his Holy
Spirit. What a prayer thatis ! 1t sweeps
in the entire man, physical and meantal,
tbe mortal part and the 1mmortal, the
portion of us that has to do with the pre-
sent material things and that higher part
of us tbat has to do with things spiritual
and eternal.

MISSIONARY INFLUENCE.

A rumor of the murder of the Rev. W.J.'
Davis, a Methodist missionary in South
Africa, bas been proved untrue. It ap- ‘
pears, however, that his brother narrowly |
escaped death, while Mr. Hope, a magis-
trate, fell at the bands of one of the chiefs |
now in rebellion. The following account |
—from the pen of a lady in charge of the |
Mission Seminary at Shawbury— sas for-
warded by a native messenger to the Eng-
lish settlements, and thence sent to ber
fatber. an English Methodist minister :— '

“On the 25th of August the missionary '
station at Shawbary, in Mhlonhlo’s coun- |
try. was slarmed by the arrival of tidings
carly in the morning to the effect that the
natives bad broken out into revolt.

A war cry imwmediately followed, and then
a war dance,and whilst one of the Kaffi's,
seizing Mr. Hope by the rd, thrust an
assegal through his chent,‘e two clerks
were as suddenly slaughtered, and then
tossed about on the spears of their des-
troyers.

for the Rev. Mr. Davis and his wife, and
which so well served the missionary’s bro-
ther in the hour of his danger. he re-
quest of Mr. A. Duavis, to be allowed to
bury his late companions, before his own
sad and perilous journey to Sbawbary,
was refused, but when the bodies had been
stripped, according to custom, he saw,
amongst the beap of clotbing, the glitter-
ing of Mr. Hope’s watch and chain and
was able to bhimself of those me-
morials. Tgo escort, coaveying 150 Mar-
tini-Henry rifles and several thousand
rounds of cartridges, fell into tha hands
of the chief, but the escort of about six-
teen menuo?ed. Shawbary had become
a place of refuge to traders and others
who fled from their bomes, leaving almost
everything behind them, and mgoof
them narrowly escaping loss of life. About
eleven white men in are supposed to
bave been murdered by Mhlonhlo and his
people. No danger of molestation is
thought to threaten the station, where all
bas been; done towards cluthing, sheltering
and feeding the numerous and destitute
refugees. One trader reached this asylum
having been closely pursued, and saving
his life by emptying bis pockets of what
money he possessed, and casting it away,
the foiemost of his pursuers stopping to
scramble for the coins. Another arrived
quite naked, and daubed all over with clay,
having paseed in the midst of some friend-
ly natives as one of the tribe, whilst they
80 helped bim to traverse the disturbed
districts. At a place a few miles from
Shawbury some fiity traders and others
were, a few days after the outbreak, unit-
ed for their own defence, and the chief
desiring to give them a safe conduct to
Shawbury, sent an escort for their pro-
tection, but the little garrison, misander-
standing the purpose, stvod on *be defen-
sive, and the escort returnmed. It bad,
however, again been sent forward, accom-
panied by a young Englishman named
G ss, and was expected to bring in the
party to a place of greater safety. The
chief appears to be a strange compound
of karbarism and kindliness, He told
Mr. A. Davis that there were but two per-
sons in the world of whom he stood in
dread, and they were the missionary and

Wherever the raw material is to be ob-
tained profitably there manufactories
spring up, and nowhere do flowers grow
more luxuriantly than in this State.
To convey an idea of the cxtent of the
manufacture ol perfumery, it may be
said that British India and Europe con-
sume anuually, at the very lowest esti.
mate,150,000 gallons of periumed apirits.
The large pertumers ot Grasse and Paris
employ annually in its manufacture
80,000 pounds of rose blossows, 80,000
pounds of cassia flowers. 50.000 pounds
of rose leaves, 30,000 pounds jaswine
blossoms, 30,000 pounds violets, 20,000

Ceilings that have been smoked by a
kerosene lamp should be washed off with
soda water.

Do not iron calicoes with very hot irons
—it will tarn and fade the colors more
than the waghing. Sowme ladies always
iron calicoes on the wrong side, but will
find that they will keep clean longer if
ironed on the right side.

A remedy for corns is as follows:—
Bathe the feet in tepid water, to soften
the corns ; pare these off very closely with
a sharp knife; then rub on well green
peach-tree leaves; after con'inuing the
rubbing once or twice a day, the corns
will disappear.

In carving a turkey the breast must be
uppermost ; place the fork in tte breast
and take off the wings and legs without
turning the turkey; then cut out the
merry thought, cut slices from the breast.

pieces, cut the carcass in two and divide
the jointe of the legs.

The general rule in feeding cows is that
twenty-seven pounds of dry food daily are
required for 1000 poundg of live weight,
and that three-tourtbs two-thirds of
thia sbould be bulky food, such as hay.
