‘Back in the Secoud Century, when'
Bibles ‘were printed by pen and very
expensive, and “when few had the
education to read them, Satam laid
the foundation for gross errors. The '
clergy began to claim Apostolic Suc-
cession for the bishops, who ass.med
the title of Apostolic Bishops: This
meant that they were suceessors (o
the Apostles, and consequently that
their teachings were of ecual author-
ity. Gradnally the deception:fasten-
ed . itself; "nobody was allowed to
preach except those authorized, or
ordained, by those claiming to be in-
spired successorg’ of the Apostles.
The result was the separation of the
Church as the clergy—the public be-
ing called the - Children of the
Church, or sometimesg referred to as
the laity.

A little later the Apostolic Bis-
hops,  with Emperor Constantine,
started = creed-making. . Thereafter
creeds took the place of Bible study;
for the Emperpr decided that the Ni-
cene Creed would be the standard of
Orthodoxy, and ‘that any one differ-
,mg from its teachings would be &
heretic and subject to persecution.
Any -Bible study thenceforth meant

suffer accordingly. Thus Bible study
was crowded out, and any reference
to the Bible was considered a slight
to these Bishops and the creeds
which they had made.

How long did this last, you ask?
We answer, twelve hundred years;
then the anthority of the Bishops as
Apostles  began to be questioned.
The Bible began to be sought and
studied, but all who did this were
esteemed heretics, or dn' danger of
becoming such by getting out of
touch with the creeds. How much
error could be brought into the
Church in twelve hundred years!  Is,
it any wonder that now wé find that
our creeds are more than half error,
and that "the -doctrines of devils
which were worked ‘into them as
leaven have corrupted them entirely:
and made them injurious to spiritual
health? {

To Proud to Fight
Says Wilson

PHILADELPHIA, May 11.—Presi-
dent Wilson gave to a gathering of
4,000 naturalized Americans last
night the first intimation of the
course which the United States Gov-
ernment probably will pursue in the
situation resulting from the loss of
more than a hundred American lives
on the British liner Lusitania. He
spoke by implication, but his hear-
ers ‘interpreted his remarks as mean-
ing ‘that, while the United States
would remain at peace, it would seek
to convince Germany of the injustice
to mankind of.the tragedy of last F'ri-
day. ;

“America, ” said the President,
“must have the consciousness that on
all sides it touches elbows, and touch-

.es heart, with all the nations of man-
kind. The-example of America must'

be a special example. And must be
an example not merely of peace, be-
cause it will not fight, .but because
peace is a healing and elevating in-
fluence of the world, and strife is not.

WASHINGTON, May 8.—Destruc-
tion of the British steamer Lusitania
with the loss of many lives shocked
officials of the United States Govern-
ment and spread profound grief in
the national capital.

Although it was not known how
many, if any of those lost were Ameri-
cans, the ‘view was general that the
most serious crisis contronted the
American Government since the out-
bregk of the war in Europe.

Kaiser Blames
Britain For His
War of Murder

" BERLIN, May 11.—The following
'despatch has been sent by the German
foreign officc to the German embassy
at Washington:

«“Please communicate the following
to the state department: The German
government desires to express its
deepest sympathy at the loss of lives
on board the Lusitania. The responsi-
bility rests, however, with the Brit-
ish government, which, through its
plan of starving the civilian populs-
tion of Germany, has forced Germany
to resort to retaliatory measures.

“In spite of theé German offer (o
stop the submarine war, in case the
starvation plan was given up, British
merchant vessels are being generally
armed with guns and have repeatedly
tried to ram submarines, so that a
previous search was impossible.

“They cannot, thergfore, be treated
as ordinary merchant vessels. A re-
cent declaration made to the British
Parliament by the parliamentary sec-
retary, in answer to a question by
Lord Charles Beresford, said that at
the present practically all British
merchant vessels were armed and pro-
vided with hand grenades.

into the station. The whole popula-
tion of Brockville was on hand with
bands and flags and gave the soldiers
a mighty send-off. Cornwall was
reached about three o’clock “in: the
morning, and there was another dem-
onstration, regardless of the hour.
The trains reached Montreal about
six o'clock, and with Temarkable
quxckness the troops detrained\and
marched to the.doeck where th3. stea.m
er was waiting tor them.

Capt. Runwood says the sight was
one he would never forgét.

ULTIMATE RESOURCES.

Once the war situation on all fronts and in
stages is regarded as one of gigantic siege, as the
New York Evening Post argues, the question
of ultimate resources again comes to the front.
In the Fortnightly Review, W. H. Mallock has
attempted such an estimate. His calculations
are properly based on the potential fighting
strength of the nations. He balances Anglo-
French resources against German resources, on
the silent assumption that Russia and Austria
¢ancel each other, which is more than fair to
the Teuton cause. He finds that at the begin-
ning of the war England and France had a
male population of nearly twenty-one millions
between the ages of seventeen and fifty-five, to
Gérmany’s sixteen and a half millions. Deduct-
ing loses, he finds that at the beginning of 1915
the ratio was 137 for the Anglo-French to 100
for the Germans. The Anglo-French preponder—
ance is emphatic.

court are showcases of all sizes con-
‘taining specimens of Cana.dian min-
erals of all zorts; some very small and
some weighing several hundred tons,
all varied in their appearance and
placed 50 as not to show the character
of the rock'only ‘but also to give =
pleasing and interesting\eﬂ!‘ect to the
general view..

In the center of this minor exhibit
is a huge pyrolite weighing more than
half a ton and that has been shaped
into a cube. Surrounding it.are sev-
eral ‘tons of large-sized specimens
showing the various characteristics of
the Sudbury niockel ore. .
specimen is out there.perhaps to draw
the attention of the visitor to the spes
cial minerals surrounding it, they be-
ing varied and humerous in character.

Contempdraneous with its mineral
exhibit is the view of the Cobaltsilver
mining district, the richest silver pro-
ducing country in all the world.

The first view of the Cobalt district
shows that country as it was a tew
years ago when nothing but\ long
stretches of desert land, rocks, crags,
hills and mountaing were in yiew.
Now the city of Cobalt is shown fitted
up with all the fine things of a -mod-
ern city which can be reached by reg-
ular trains instead of by stage-coach
and other ancient conveyance.

Canada's production of silver last
yedr was 31,750,680 ounces. With the
exception of a comparatively small
amonnt which comes from the smelt-

ing 'ores of British Columbia, the en-

‘tire silver output production of Cana-
da comes from this little city of
Cobalt and the region surrounding it.
Specimens of silver ore are here in
plenty. Some of them have been pol-
ished on one face:with the view of
showing the native silver more plain-
ly or as it looks after polishing and
in the crude.

In the last ten years this camp of
Cobait has produced over 200,000,000
ourices of silver, mére than one-half
of ‘which has gone straight:/into the
pockets of ‘the investors in the ‘'mines
of this district. j

Canada’s great iron Industry Wwill
nt ' be overlookéd -in' ‘‘this 'exhibit.
Canada’s output of iron last yeéar 'was
364,000 tons, but that'was a dull year
for her. She has broughb speeimens
of her iron, crude and ‘in other fofms,
to this exhibit, if only to $how that
éven in iron ore she is hot iaoking.

Canada possesses a wealth in’ buiid-

quarries which reach over her demin-
jon from the Atlantic to ‘the Patific.
Besides a number of 8labs of marble
and serpentine distributed in ;vagioue
corners around the main com -and
surrounding the -cases containing
specimens of ‘minerals, two  large
cases have ‘been set aside: especialiy
for these ornamental puilding stones
‘and ‘marbles, : 'i!he "backs ‘of many of
the cases are llned with many slabs
of this W marble, ‘Wmany of
them rich jn ‘color and ‘beautiful in
grain, and on the shelves stand speci-
mens in the’ torm of ‘cubes haviig one
side ‘polished ‘and ‘the ‘othérs cut or
chiseled as in building stones. Among
these specimens’ are all ‘sorts of stones
found on Canadian ‘ground, including
granite._ gneiss. dlorite, serpentine,
quartz, andésite, sandstone, limestone
marble, gypsum. roofing slate, sodal-
ite and jasper conglorite from : St.

1y attract the attention of experts on
‘account of the eveness of its eolor and
the simplicity of its grain. The ‘an-
usual blue of the sodalitic specimens
from Hull, Quebec, will also'attract

{the attention of many.
