:This fext might be. adopted a8 a
motto for life and it would be worth
while to do so.. It there is anything
that will brinz iarge returas for the
life-that now s and that which is to
come and _ give ‘the very greatest
satistaction,I . would advise that we
| take more stock—to use a com-
mercial phrage— in the things that
make for righteousness and peace.
God ‘continually .puts these ' before
men for' - their -adoption. - “Follow
peace with all men and holiness,” is
‘the apostolic ‘appeal. How many are
making a vain :search for the things
they think are  worth.while in: lite
and are seen’ grasping ' the Shadow
and missing the 'substance! We who
are .children of God, by faith in
Jesus Christ, must be on our guard
and not be deceived by the. foolish
example -0f the worldly«wise, but
make ‘safe that we grasp the sub-
stance and not the shadow. And in
order to make this cértain, we our-
selves must be true disciples of the
Lord Jesus Christ and give proof
daily that we aré in the ' school of
Christ, learning the  things He
taught and tpliownng His spirit and
method in daily’life.

Losses Upstairs—Origin of
Fire Unknown.

Fifteen or twenty thousand dol-

1lars’ loss by fire, smoke and water is

perhaps a fair estimate of the dam-
age to the west Robertson block on
Front street, the furnishings of the
tenants and the’ stocks of the mer-
chants on the ~ground - floor. The
damage by fire was slight as com-
pared with that-by water. Mr. D. V
Sinclair was the heaviest loser.

Fire Discovered

Shortly before eight-thirty  last
night, Mr. Barriage,’ who was in
the True Blues "Hall, smelt smoke
ard on investfgatlon found that it
was coming from the hallway on the
first floor below., He and another
gave the alarm and warned the ten-
ants. There was no way of learning
where the blazé Was owing to the
density of the Jmoke. The firemen
made a very rapid response to the
call, being on the scene almost as
soon ag the alarm was in. They were
hamdicapped by the smoke and, Chief
Brown sent the men in three at a
time to work. The: snioke was thick
by reason of the fact that it was in
the hallway and could not find an
exit_except by way ‘ot the stairway
to Front street. The chief located
the fire finally id a room on the
west side of the hall, seeing the re-
flection of light. An effort was made
to get in at the door but a coal box
was against it and it/wa impossible
to shove it open. Axeg had to be used
to open up the panels. The entrance

but in the smoke this was not seen.
It was also locked as the occupants;
Mr. and Mrs. Wm. -Styles, were out
at the time. '

Traced to Partition

The fire was traced to the foot of
a -partition. It was making its way
up and there was danger
spreading - very rapidly. To make
conditions worse the branch of hose
burst with so many sharp turns
having been made in it.  This caused
a great amount of flooding and the

hydrant shut off until a new section
of“hose was put on.

The chief and firemen deserve
much credit for' keeping the  fire
where it was. Had it spread upstairs
lx{to the top flat, it might have got
beyomd control; “had it spread across
the floors on the level the damage
would have been much greater. The
origin is not known. There had not
been a fire in Mr. Styles’ room for a
long time,

Mr. Styles’ room where the fire
originated was badly . damaged, - as
were its contents. . Those in his ad-
jacent rooms were also damaged. He
carried five hundred donars in-
surance.

The building is owmed by Lt.-Col.

date, March 14th, “We shall merry,
merry be by calling on Robertson &

stock of Dry Goods.” At the head of
James  Brown’s advertisement —
“‘Christmas chgu»" appears in heavy
letters. This ‘advertisement began
in Dec. 1870 and continued without |
cha;:‘ge ;o the following August.

‘The meérchant of 1920 takes a dif-
ferent ‘view of advertising.

To keep it fresh and.attractive, it
needs to be newly dressed every
day.  He knows that the newspaper
show-window gets rightsinto the
homes of the people and reaches “a

larger number than the window in

front of his shop can possibly do.
He realizes that if
his front’ windows unchanged for
two or three months at a time, they
would produce  an impression of
lack of enterprise and a general air
of deadness or stagnation. And he
views his advertising in the sdme
way. Frequent and = skilful changes
of advertising show that the mer-
chant is alive and full of pep amnd
keen to reach and serve the public.
He has come to know that advertis-
ing demands study and ‘considera-
tion and is his most important 'aid
to hold former customers and pro-
cure new ones. Badly written ad-
vertisements, he has come to feel
are a.detriment rather than a help
to businesg just as a lot of sun-
burned and.‘dust-covered goods toss-
ed promiscuously into the front
windows' of his store, would drive
away custom rather than develop
patronage and growth.

Capt. John “W. Meyers purchased
the north ‘half of the lot from Taylor
for one hundred dollars and im-<
mediately built a dam across the
river -and erected a flour mill, the
first in the village. In 1794 Myers
built the first brick house in Upper
Canada. For 80 years this archi-
tectural wonder stood on the nor-
thern_brow of the hill, that over-
looks the: Grand Trunk station. Mr,
Chas. Meyers of Bayside is a
descendant of Capt. Myers.

First, as you say, thé game law of
1918, ‘allowiiig two deer helpéd " ma-
terially to diminish them, and even
this’ generous -allowance was abus-
ed. .For instance, one party, not far
from Millbridge, ¢ame out with two
bucks each, all tagged feor destina-
tion. Strange to say, this particu-
lar party killed five does and fawns
to the writer’s knowledge, and not
one in sight. Question—where were
they? Answer—search the boxes.
Another party -came e
Burnt Lake. They hadAheir comple-
ment of deer, not all bucks. But a
dispute arose at the station between
the }aid pdrty and the se’ttl_ers, who
conveyed them in and out again, over
the account., The hunting party re-
fuSed to pay the whole amount, but
when warned by one of the settlers
that He. wWould send a message to
Trenton to the police and have their
boxes opened, the balance was paid
without’ any further discussion, and
they proceéded on te Niagara Falls
or near there.

The othér day I was informed by’
a reliable man from near Campbell-
ford that on the morning of Novem-
ber 5th last year, the first day of. the
hunting season, he was watching a
runaway that crossed what-is known
as the Airhart road, north ‘of Cor-
dova, and before ten o’clock a wag-
on came rumbling along with two
deer in it, tagged ‘for Tofdnto, and
the. one buck smelled ‘“‘high” en=
ough to suit the most fastidious Eng-
lishman. = Strange ‘to say this deer
was supposed to come from a camp
where there were two Govérnment
officials.

Another factor that helps to make
deer scaree is the automobile, and
this is where. the. ‘settler shines ajong
with the town, not -hunters. It is a
known fact that parties from Camp-
bellford, Marmora, Madoc and ‘Tweed
take autos on Saturday afternoon
and g0 north to the woods, beginning
in" July, August anl September.
Theysecure a settler usually .with
his boat and jacklight ‘get one or
two degr pay the settler with cash
and refreshments, and return ‘home
Sunday night. _

A pariy not far from this ciQ!, two
years ago, left home at one o’clock

.{in the morning for. the north coun-

try, huckleberrying, by aute, about
the middle: of August. < About ten
miles from the huckleberry rocks
on a narrow and hilly road they ran
up a steep pitch and .came face to
face with -another car. “Two climb-
ed out to find a place to pass, when,
to their surprise, they saw two nien
runing into the brush from the oth-
er car. They went up to the car
and asked what ‘was the matter, and
when the driver ,was assured ‘that
they were-enly berry-pickers he call-
ed the runaways back, but not until
a member of" the first party _had
turned a flashlight into’ the car.
There lay a small deer with both|
the head and feet cut qﬂ and ag red
as a fox. One of the party produc-‘
ed ‘what he called W.J.B. G. juice,
After cufting some brush and rolling
out some 10gs the two cars were able
to pass. /

Last fall we tound no deer at our
old camping ground, and made up
our minds to move over east of the
Moira river> We secured a settler
with his team and went. “He inform-
ed.us we would be no better off there
and gave/ a8 his . .reasons. that . he
knew of as many as fourteen deer
being taken out during the summer.
We. found  his statement ‘Was . true,
as far as the sca.:ciiyﬁ deer went.

Now, this is the experience of one
hunting. party, and I have no doubt
that other parties could give equal-
lyas 1nteresting a tale it t’hey Wish-
ed.

Another, way the law ig defeated
is this: A ‘small-party will go north
and kill two or three deer each. They
;et four “or five gettlers to take out

a -license, . they paying the ‘$2 for
them, ‘then tag the deer and ship
them home. No train-man is- sup-
posed to know who the owners. are,
and if asked where the party s, will
answer, “Why, they went ont ahead.”

Hé was
constantly engaged in 'bitter politi-
cal controversy with The Chronicle,
in whose editor, Mr. Abraham Dia-
mond, he found an opponent worthy
of his steel.

But the other parts of the or-
ganisation, though merely con-
tributory, are none the less im-
portant and, indeed, vitally essential.
The husiness '~ side, for instance,
must be carefully looked after, for
no newspaper can succeed unless it
pays its debts, apy more than it can
be printed without the use of a press.
But the ceatral mission of a news-
paper is not the publication of ad-
vertisements or the collection of
money for subscriptions. The first
duty is to get the news to the peo-
ple while the news is still new. A
sccondary, but almest equally es-
sential duty is to give leadership
to public opinion by interpreting
news and advocating policies. These
two duties are the special business
of the editorial’ departmemnt. The
papers that best thrive and survive
are those that discharge these.two
duties most ably and conscientious-
ly. Financial success follows as ef-
Ifect follows eause.

Who's Who in The Ontario Sanctum

Mr. Bell in his reminiscences, in
another column, mentions that the
first editor of The Ontario, after its
establishment, wag Mr. W, W.’ Dean,
who served but for a short time but
who, as Mr. Bell states, “wielded a
brilliant pen.”

Mr. Dean was succeeded by J. W.
Carman, who was one of the part-
ners in the business. Mr. Carman

and he remained with the publica~
tion for about five years, when he
went to St. Catharines: to take con-
trol of The Journal, which paper he
had purchased.

Mr. J. B. Ashley succeeded Mr,
€arman and edited the paper for
about ten years. He then resigned
to accept a professorship at the On-
tario School for the Deaf. Prof.
Ashley was a forcible and scholarly
writer and he exerted a strong in-
fluence on public opision while in
the editorial chair.

Prof. Ashley was succeeded by Mr.
Geo. F. Stewart, who also resigned
to accept a professorship at the O.
S.D. Prof. Stewart, like Prof. Ash-
ley, gave to The Ontario a fine liter-
ary tone, and he still edits, with
marked ability, that high-class little
school paper; The Canadian, issued
semi-monthly by the 0.S.D. X

After Prof. Stewart came Capt.

Capt. Anderson remain-
ed about.‘'a year on the paper .and
then went to Rednersville to engage
in general farming.

After a short second engagement
by Prof. Stewart, Mr. W. Flint Jones
was called to the editorial ehair and
was in the position for about ten
years.

Mr. Fred Abraham, who later be-
came business manager of The Mon-
treal Herald, was also for a short
period city editor and editor-in-
chief. "Mr. Abraham excelled as a
news collector rather than an edit-
orial writer. ¢

One of the most brilliant newspa-
permen that ever came this way was
Harry Davis, who for a time was
with The Sun. Shortly.before The
Sun became defunct, Mr. Davis was
engaged as ‘editor of The Ontario.
He stayed with The Ontario until
stricken with the fatal disease that
carried him prematurely away. He
had an intimate knowledge of mun-
icipal affairs and his remarkable
skill iIn satire and repartee made
him- both respected and feared by
those who engaged with him in con-
troversy.

Mr. Richard S. Bell, a gentleman
brought up in the newspaper busi-
ness, widely read, and with an en-
cyclopedic memory, assumed the ed-
itorial chairi after the death of Mr.
Davis, Mr, Bell ‘was editor unti?
Mr. Carman 'disposed’ of the bushess:
to ‘the .present propriétors in April,
1910. Mr. Bell remained with
Messrs, Morton & Herity until De-
cember, 1910, and later went to To-
ronto to accept a position on The
News. \

The present editor, J. 0. Herity,
took' up. the duties of managing ed-
itor. and editorial writer after Mr.
Bell’s resignation.

The present city editor of The On-
tario is Mr. F. W. Rathman.  Mr.
Rathman is an honor graduate in
Arts, in the department of modern
langyages of Toronto University. He
Joined The Ontario staff in July,
1910, and has since maintained hig,
association with great satisfaction
to his employers.
