The H'ague‘ Sept. 21.—Queen Wil-
helmina’s speech from the throne to-
day at the closing session of the
General assembly had for its keynote
an expression of deep gratitude that
the Netherlands had been spared the
horror of war, the end of which was
not even yet to be seen. The firm
determination of the Government to
maintain -our integrity and strictly to
observe Dutch neutrality, meets with
appreciation everywhere.

Such
is Count Luig Cadorna, commander-
in-chief of the Italian armies.

Cadorna’s entire life has been nur-
tured on things military. He was
Born in Piedmont, the most martial
and least dreamy of the Italian pro-
vinces, one ‘largely responsible for
Italian unity., where there remains
something of the spirit of military
feudalism. His ancestors were sol-
diers. His father. Raffaele ({adorna,
was a general and in 1870 led the
troops that (took Rome from the
Popes and destroved their temporal
power.

At the age of ten he entered the
military preparation school at Milan,
at 15 the military academy at Turin;
he was graduated two years later
and was foreed to wait until his 18th
birthday before he could receive his
commission as a second lieutenant.
Then he attended courses at the Scu-
¢la di Guerra, g sort of graduatc in-
stitute for afficers.

The' bov was intelligent. but wil-
ful and mischievous. The voung man
distinguished himself as a student
With the sure instinct of the super-
ior intelligence, he carried his stud-
ies far beyond the prescribed courses,
realizing, in the military profession
as elsewhere, the need for broad gen-
eral views.

Cadorna received his captaincy in
1875, and was attached to the staff.
Eight years: later he became major
in the 62nd ‘infantry. Without over-
irritating his superiors. he gradually
introduced new tactics and new stra-
tegical conceptions.

It was his first ppportunity for try-
ing out what he had learned from
study. of wars, and thought his col-
onel, a soldier of the old school
grumbled a Jittle at first, he finished
by letting Cadorna have his way,
while from the first the vounger of-
ficers flocked to him.

In 1886 he was recalled to the staff
of the Fifth Army Corps. In 1892
he received the rank of colonel, and
was placed in command of a regi-
ment of Dbersaglieri, picked troops.
Six years later he became brigadier-
general, in ‘1907 general of division,
in 1910 commander of the Army
Corps Genoa.

Count Cadorna married in 1881 Mar
chioness Balbi. He has four children
a son and three daughters. Two of
the latter have entered monastic life,
the third is a writer of prose and
verse. The son, an officer .in the
Florence Lancers, played his part
bravely in. the Libyan .war. and is
fighting under the Italian flag to-
day..

The terrible conditions under
which the Allies are fighting on 'h
Gallipoli Peninsula are described i
a series of letters written to his re-
latives in Napanee, Ontario, by Licu
tenant K. J. L.ong, a Canadian, fighr
ing with the First King's Own Scot-
tish Borderers. In several instances
Lieutenant Long says, men Jave
gone violently insane, and it -has been
necessary to shoot them for the »nro-
tection of their comrades. In once
charge, of which he writes, he was the
only officer in his battalion to sur-
vive. His letter, as it appeared ir
the Montreal Gazette of Aug. 31, is, in
part, as follows:

“The fire from the Turkish guns
was terrible, and their machine guns
were simply sweeping the whol¢
place.

Shrapnel was
whistling all about, and men were
killed on both sides ©of me there
My platoon had been reduced to hal!
—still another trench to get. Up we
went, and again cruel losses. That
last 200 yards was terrible. How any
of us escaped is a wonder. We mel
with no resistance in «the trenches
as most of the enemy ran as soon as
they saw us coming. However, there
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were plenty of dead, wounded, and

prisoners to look after. No time for
rest now. The trench must first be
put in a -state of defense. 1 looked
around to see who survived, but of
all our officers, could only find one
Captain (wounded) ajad one other
Lieutenant. The Captain went back
to get his wound dressed. This left
me in command of the battalion for

| the time, as the commanding office:

had not come up yet.

“In the space of twenty minutes.
we had lost, either killed wounded
all our officers but the commanding
officer, the quartermaster, the doctor.
Lieutenant Smith, and mniyself. My
three best friends all killed, I man-
aged to be beside one of them as he
was dying.  He was shot through
the lungs and ‘was breathing through
the wound. A terrible sight. His last
words were, *Tell the officer in com-
mand 1 did my ‘best.” ,

How Leprosy
Threatens Germany

The possibility that leprosy may
spread over their land is the newest
danger to threaten the German peo-
ple as a result of the present war.
Leading German scientists are giving
serious consideration to the problem
of devising ways and means of pre-
venting the disease being brought in-
to the country from Russia by return-
ing troops and prisoners.

The dread disease is endemic—
that is, more or less constantly pres-
ent—in the Baltic provinces of Rus-
sia'. where the “German armies are
now operating. It has existed there
since the Middle Ages and although
at one time it had nearly died out,
it broke out again during the last
century. In 1910 it was estimated
that there were more than one thou-
sand lepers in one of these Baltic
provinces.

Extrordinary precauticns have
always been taken by the German
authorities to prevent the disease
being brought across the line which
separates Russia_ from Germany.
Travelers -and immigrants are sub-
jected to carefuf ‘medical examina-
tion at the frontier and any person
showing the slightest indicgtions of
leprosy is at once interned.

These precautions are all well
enough in time of peace, but thew
avail little now when more than 300,-
000 German troops are occupying
Russian territory where lepers
abound and where there is no sys-
tematic segregation of them by the
Governiment. : ,

Leprosy is feebly but surely con-
tagious for some individuals$ If only
one soldier in 10,000 of those ex-
posed contracts the disease, it will
be a grave matter, for after the war
these sufferers will be scattered all
over Germany. »

In their efforts to save soldjers
from this danger, the 'army medical
officers are constantly cautioning
the troops to keep away from lepers
and from houses where they are
known to have lived. They are also
being urged to fight the ver-
min which are believed to spread the
disease by sprinkling their uniforms
with naphthalin or powdered cresol.

To Conquer Typhoid? |z

The United States Public Health
Service issues a bulletin to cheering
humanity on the subject of the.justly
dreaded typhoid fever. This depart-
ment believes it possible and even
probable that the disease may be
eliminated from consideration in 15
years.

“I1f immunization,” says the depart-
ment, “attains the general recognition
that smallpox prevention has obtain-
ed, typhoid fever will be a rare dis-
-egge by 1930, and many of the phy-
‘sicians of today will live to see the
time when the mfection wxll be no
longer common.’

”»

Employees of the government, both
in Washington and in the field, have
been very anxious to obtain the im-
munization treatment,’and have popu-
larized it greatly. A circular issued
by the Treasury Department telling
where immunization may be obta‘ned
has. proved to be very much.sought
after. At least 100,000 persons were
immunized in 1914 and it is expected

Those
prices are fair and reasonable un-
der the circumstances that prevail
to-day. '
. Soft Labrador is in good de-
mand and $5.00 i$ not hard to se-
cure for a quintal of soft fish—a
price never before paid at this
season to fishermen for soft fish.

Cod oil is now $110 per tun in
casks. Cod liver, oil $1.35 per
gallon, and will likely be $1.50 per
gallon before October Ist. Liver
is worth 30 cents per gallon, with
oil at $1.50 per gallon. Fisher-
men selling liver should refuse to
accept less than 25 cents. For com-
mon cod oil will be worth 50 cents
per gallon in casks before the end
of the season.

Flour
arrivals will likely be late, as the
cheaper flour will consist of this
season’s milling; shipping ton-
nage is also very limited, conse-
quently the bulk of arrivals of
flour will be due in November.

Molasses is .scarce and  much
firmer in price, and values will
likely advance considerable.

Beef and pork values are alsp
firmer and will| likely advance
as the fall passes.

prospectus you know is a kind of
“will you walk into my get?® rich

quick parlor,” where every beguil-
{ing inducement is held out to the

financier, in the hope of catching
him in the clever scheme.

The promoter does not need to
have any money to put into his
rosy adventure. He capitalizes
his gall, his smug assurances and
his ability to put it over. That is
his capital, and no matter how
others may be in the game he
comes out richer; or at the very
worst he comes out square. His
gall, his smugness, his ability to
rope others into his game are non-
assessable assets and come out of
the venture unimpared.

However, Newfoundland has
had quite a deal of experience in
these relations, and generally
speaking - her experience has
taught her to look with more or
less suspicion on the smug pro-
moter or exploiter of her timber
and mineral areas.

Since the advent of the Morris
party to power there has been a
regular orgie of raids upon our
natural wealth,-and public men,
men holding offices of high trust
and responsibility have identified
themselves either openly or by
proxy with the shameless assaults
upon the national assets in tim-
ber, mineral or water power areas.

To-day we will say nothing of

the apparent exaggerations con-
tained in the prospectus before

us, but will confine ourselves to

an exposure of the methods adopt-
ed by those sharks to exploit New-
foundlanders, while at the same
time robbing them of their natural
heritage.

In order the more easily induce
capitalists to put their money in-
to the scheme, outside the exag-
gerated reports of the timber
wealth, the inducement of cheap
labor is held out. It is well for us
to look into this feature of the
prospectus as it has an important
bearing on what is to follow.

Summing up the various items
that effect the cost of cutting,
stacking and pulping, the pros-
pectus has this to say in respect
to wages: “Information obtained
from our cruisers, who were in
Labrador is to the effect that the
local residents will cut timber and
stack it at places along the shore
for a payment equal to one dollar
a cord. They have usually been
paid in goods and not in cur-
rency.”

Did ever anyone see a more
shameful attempt to exploit the
poor than this.

Fancy a concern offering men
one dollar a cord to cut and pile
timber and the shore at suitable
places and then to insinuate the
beastial idea that no cash _but
truck could be used as the medium
of payment. That is a pretty
tempting inducement to the gen-
tlemen who have money to invest
in such enterprises. It was no
doubt considered a- very clever
thing on the part of Mr. Ed. C.
Robinson to have worked .in the
slimy hint that truck could be
given for wages.

As a further advantage to the
investor 'in the great get rich
quick scheme, it is pointed out,
that as a consequence of this
squeezing .of the poor .Labraddr
worker, and as a result of their
‘being no taxation, the company
would be in a fine position to rake
in enormous profits on the sale of
pulp wood in the United States,

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THE ALLIES
MUST TRIUMPH

“If we were able to pierce the mists
that obscure the future we should see
a day when the German people will
believe that the issue of this great
war in victory fer the Allies was the
best thing for themselves and all the
world,” said Dr. Williams, head of
the School of Journalism in Colum-
bia University, addressing the direct-
ors’ luncheen on Press Day. Dr.
Williams expressed the behalf that
one of the great benefits of the war
would be the manner in which it has
brought the great Anglo-Saxon race
more closely together than ever be-
fore in bonds of sympathy and under-
standing. He believed that Ameri-
cans and citizens of the British Em-
pire had been coming more and more
closely together as the .years went
bv. When you spoke .to an American
of “the Queen” 20 yeérs ago he knew
vou meant Queen Victoria. When an
American spoke of “the King” to-day
he meant King Georg?®just as whén
an Englishman spoke of “the Presi-
dent” he meant the President of the
United States. This mutural under-
standing came from the ties of com-
mon ancestry.

The thing most necessary
good journalist was “human
standing And sympathy, sald Dr.
Williams. He went on to say that
never in history had there been so
much sympathy, approval and encour
agement in the United States for the
British people. This was largely due
to the strong and understanding pos-
ition taken by the press in favor of
the allies.

I was suffering from ptomaine poison
from fresh meet.

Having seen recentlv an article in
your paper wnth reference to . the
prompt “action fot Inspector O’Brien
in confiscating and destroying 25 bar-
réls of spare ribs, I would like thru
the columns of the one and only in-
depcndent ‘paper in Newfoundland to-
day, to ask the Health authorities if
they inspect the frozen meat now im-
ported here,

“Where does this meat come frém?
Is it in good condition when it reach-
es here? What is wanted, Sir, is a
complete ventilatden of this meat
problem, and the quicker the author-
ities get down to business the better
it will be for the health of the city.

If we cannot regulate a good supply
of meat for our city - consumption
we will be faced with worse problems
in the near future than intemperance,
diptheria or typhoid fever.

As Mr. Gosling seems anxious to
improve our conditions I ask why
does he not interest himself in this
matter of imported beef. He seems
to think he knows a thing or two, so
1 would ask him what he thinks of
this imported beef on cold storage.
There should be a strict investigation
held into this matter of meat now
supplied this city, and it is to be
hoped the Health authorities wil im-
mediately move in the matter.

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Large Incomes Rare
In Homes of Sweden

It appears from the returns of the
tax commissioners that there are in
Sweden 800,000 .persons out of 5.659,-
000 population whose income cxceeds
60 cents a day.

Most of the people in Sweden are
farmers or fishermen, who largely
live on the food they grow or catch,
and need use money only for cloth-
ing and a few articles such as sugar,
coffee, kerosene and tobacco.

There are fewer  millionaires i
Sweden than in any other country in
Europe, except possibly Norway.

There are only 698 persons with in-
comes over $21,440 a year, and scarce-
ly 5,000 whose income excceds $100 a
week. There are 250,000 who edrn
$214 to $241 a year and 280,000 who
earn $241 to $375 a year. But 40,000
people are above the $1,000 a yedl
mark.

The income ot the Swedish govern-
ment in 1914 was $149,000,000, and If
was estimated for 1915 at $150.000.-
000, but the first six months of the
presenf year brought in only $72,000.-
000, a decrease of nearly $3.000.000 of
nearly $3,000,000 from the same period
last year.
