NFCESSARY 10
CHANGE ROUTE
OF PARK DRIVE

The Park Drive as suggested on the
plans, is not without its disadvgnt-

 ages, and the city has been quick to

note and endeavor to remedy these
defects. The authorities wrote to the
Department of Public Works with re-
gard to the location and it is likely
that at one part, the course will be a
little altered. As now planned the
road runs ‘through a plot between
Bush Hill street and Crescent street,
diagonally, into Dufferin avenue, thus
making a.number of  acute angles
which-not only deteriorates the value
og property, but make a useless strip
of frontage.' In order to avoid this
the Park Drive will curve around and
and run parallel with Bush Hill St.
to Dufferin Avenue, thus obviating
unnecessary angles of property. In
order to corect this obvious defect the
Department of Public Works, was
asked to change the agrement of 1910
in this particular and also to relieve
the city of fencing the drive.

The government' points out that
the Park Drive as first suggested was
meant for a drive through govern-
ment properties. It points out also
that it is cutting through property
which it will be necessary soon to
subdivide into building lots, and,
therefore, it should not run diagonally
with the city lines and thus cause
various angles. It advises that in
these respects it be changed to con-
form with the general parks system
of the city. Thus has the Parks board
been advised in the matter of the
Park Drive.

“In Southern Poland, Austro-Hun-
gariangarian troops fighting side by
side with our troops, have success-
fuly renewed the attack.”
