Times cable)—The Paris correspond-
ent of The Chronicle, in discussing
the allied offensive on the Somme
front says:

“What is Hindenburg going to do
about it? He is a bold fighter, and
has almost dictatorial powers. With-
out crediting the stories of his
open gquarrel with the crown prince,
we are now bound to consider that
youth’s adventure against Verdun as
virtually abandoned. Everything
suggests that Field Marshal Hinden-
burg continues to regard the eastern
front as the most favorable field of
action. Immediately before his ap-
pointment, nine divisions were said
to have been taken from the western
front, other than Picardy and Ver-
dun, to stem the Russian flood in
Volhynia, so that all but these two
regions of the west must now be
skinned of every available unit.

“But Verdun and Picardy are ever-
flowing wounds, which must have
cost the Germans in the last two
months in killed; wounded and pris-
oners, the equivalent of at least an-
other nine divisions—perhaps con-
siderable more.

“What then, is Hindenburg going
to do about it? The root of the fact
now beyond disputg is hat he can-
not hold~out both on the east and
the west,

“In serious and well-informed cir-
cles, he is credited with the inten-
tion of taking the division, now at
grips with the British and French
forces and throwing them against
the Russians. Six months ago, per-
haps, it could have been done, but
the position now is revolutionized .
To be of any use for the east a rec-
tification of the front would have to
be made quickly. How is that to be
done without disaster in face of the
advancing forces with which the
Russian, British and French officers
are now watching for any sign of a
break in the opposing lines.

¢ to London, Sep. 7.—AnN attempt at
to-day’s session of the Hungarian
parliament by the opposition party
to shake Premier Tisza’s position
failed. When the session was over,
Count Tisza had weathered success-
fully one of the most violent attacks
ever made on his administration.

Count Tisza started to address the
House on the advent of Roumania
into the war when the storm broke.
the Ex-
treme Left began the attack with
calls of derision and demanding his
resignation. Opposition members
shouted: ‘“Tisza resign!”

“you allowed yourself to be fool-
ed by Roumania!”

“you don’t belong in the minis-
ter’s chair!”

“We have no
government!”

“Why was Transylvania not forti-
fied?” v

“you are wrecking the country!”

And many other exclamations of
denunciation. Meanwhile the speak-
er was ringing the bell for order,
while the object of the bitter attack
calmly stood surveying his opponents
and continuing his speech whenever
the tumult had sufficiently subsided.
When the Left had finally exhausted
itself, the government party gave
Count Tisza a thunderous ovation.

The premier explained to the
House that the government had done
its best in Transyivania militarily,
having, however, put trust in state-
ments made by the Roumanian gov-
ernment, whose troops, he saidl,

crossed the border before the declar-
ation of war was handed to the gov=
ernment in Vienna. Count Tisza re-
viewed the relations of the dual mon-
archy with Roumania, which he said
had been terminated by Bucharest
“py a perfidious act.”

“Roumania’s conduct not only
fooled us put the diplomatic and
military circles of our allies as well,”
the premier declared. “We all knew
that Roumania was arming and near-
ly ready, and the allied general staffs
prepared mutual plan of action on
the Bulgarian as well as the Hungar-
jan border. I admit that the Rou-

' manian attack occurred before these

preparations had been completed.
Nobody regrets more than I that
thousands of our people along the
border suffered from the sudden
raid of the Roumanians, and I pray
God that Roumania will meet its just
fate.”

At this part of the speech, the
House quieted down. Toward the
end of the session, Counts Apponyi,
Andrassy and Karolyi, the leaders of
the opposition, took up the question
of Roumania’s declaration of war,
denouncing the conduct of the Roi-
manian government as “perifidious
and treacherous,” but insisting how-
ever, that Premier Tisza’'s governs
ment failed to take the neocessary
precautions, and demanded its dis-
solution.

The end of*the session left the op-
position still clamorous and dissat-
isfied, so that a new adjournment of
the Hungarian diet is not improb-
able, considering that the Hungarian
government is thought to be uhable

INCREASE OF PAY

For Grand Trunk Railway
Officials. ;

Announcement is Made To-
Day.

Montreal, Sep. 7.—The Grand
Trunk Railway System has made a
revision in the rates of pay for con-
ductors, baggagemen, brakemen and
yard men in the company’s employ.
These increases will mean an addi-
tion to the railway’s-payroll of about
$500,000 per year, and will be effec-
tive from September 1, 1916. The
principal increases granted are as
follows:

Conductors, new rate, $2.90 per
mile; old rate $2.68 cents.

Baggagemen, $1.65; old rate, $1.-
55 cents.

Brakemen,
cents.

Minimum allowances for passenger
trainmen for each day:

Conductors, new rate, 155 miles,
or $4.50 per day; old rate, 157 miles
or $4.20 per day.

Baggagemen, 155 miles or $2.75
per day; old rate 177 miles or $2.75
per day.

London, Sep. 7.—A raid by Brit-
ish aeroplanes on Turkish positions
at Elarish, in the Sinai peninsula,
ninety miles east of the Suez canal,
is reported in tho following official
statement given out here to-day:
“On Tt{esday two of our aero-
planes raﬁded the Turkish aerodrome
and aeroplane repair section at El
Arish. ‘Twelve bombs were dropped,
apparently with good results.
‘“Enemy aeroplanes attacked our
machines but did not close in, oniy

opening fire at long range. They ulti-
mately gave up the fight. Our ma-

chines returned undamaged.”

FASTERN QUESTION

Is to Be Settled by Our Rus-
sian Ally.

Who Will Put a New Army
in the Field Against
Turkey and Bulgaria.

New York, Sep. 7.—According io
a news agency despatch from Lon-
don published here to-day, Russia
is to settle the eastern question by
elimimating Turkey and Bulgaria en-
tirely from the war, obtaining for
the use of Russian troops either the
Bulgarian Black Sea port of Varna
or Constantinople itself and using it
as a base for the crushing of Ger-
many and Austria.

A strong, new Russian army is
taking the field with this special mis-
sion, says the correspondent of The
Morning Post at Petrograd. When
the army has gained one of these
ports as a base of supply Russia will
be able to strike the Teutons . with
50 per cent.’more power, he says.
“In spite of the present co-opera-
tion of all the allies, which amounts
practically to a pooling of all their
resources,” says the correspondent,
“Russia has had difficulty in getting
supplies through the remote ports of
Archangel "and Vladivostok. What
has been accomplished in this line,
however, has been:marvellous. The
population of Archangel, which two
years ago was under 20,000, is now
six times that, while other townships
of the same region now exists with
% POPUTALIon Of 20,000, WHeré before
there was none. :
“Russia’s new army for the eas
will make no drain whatever on her
strength. If Russia had full port and
base facilities, she could put 22,000,~
000 men in the field. For a time she
was unable to arm and equip all the
millions she summoned to the colors,
but this difficulty has disappeared,
and soon Russia will be able to use
all her strength.

«Jt ig fully realized that Ger-
many’s weak point when opposed to
Russia is her comparative shortage
of men. While Russia can comfort-
ably withdraw whole armies at fre-
quent periods for rest, the Germans
are hard pressed to maintain suffi-
cient men to defend their front.
While this is disastrous, Russia can
spare of her millions, tens of thou-
sands of splendid soldiers for service
in France and at Saloniki.”

THE SITUATION
Tt is pointed out by Mr. Frank H.
Simonds, war critic for the “Review of
Reviews,” New York, that the under-
lying purpose of the German attack
upon Verdun was to inflict such losses
and create such disorder and disor-

ganization at Allied headquarters that
the French and British would make

premature counter-attacks, and thus be
prevented from making a combined as-
sault on the West front this summer.
The plan failed, Joffre’s answer was
that Germany could pound herself to
pieces against Verdun, “while the Brit-
jsh and ourselves continue to prepare
pur own attack in conjunction with the
‘Russians, and at the appointed time we
shall all strike together.” That is why
he refused help from the British in the
Verdun operations, and that is why
the Somme offensive is proving so suc-
cessful. The Allies are now engaged
in putting into operation a thoroughly
co-ordinated plan for winning the war.
It manifestly has for its main element
the elimination of Austria by defeat
and exhaustion, If this be the case,
the striking and impressive work will
be done by Russia, with Italian con-
tributions, and now a small share by
Roumania, If Austria is put out,and
all the indications tend to the belief
that she will be, then the German plo-\
blem can be tackled next year. The
troops of Franz Josef have been saved
twice previously by the Huns, but the
French at Verdun, and the French ¢hd
British in the Somme are now holding
them so hard that to spare men from
either front would ‘lead to a breaking
of the lies. To hold them would be
enough, but Joffre’s and Haig's men
are doing even more, for they have
