BY BRITISH..
London, Aug. 20—The situation 

on the main fighting front in France 
is summoned up by the reuter corres­
pondent with the French army as 
follows; ‘We have arrived at the stage 
in this battle corresponding to that 
at which Germany reacht at the end 
of March and early in June after long 
bloody advances on the heels of in 
ferior opposing numbers. We count­
ed firmly on the arrival of the moment, 
when the Reserves would be able to 
check the German advance and pre­
pare the flank attacks, which have 
by their success restored the initiat­
ive to us. The enemy in return is 
using that weapon against us. His 
Reserves are not yet exhausted and 
however he may grudge the necessity 
oi having to waste them in a defen- * eecort.

A French officer, describing the action 
of the British soldiers in the late 
successful charge in Picardy says:

“There is a sentence, in the secret 
of the Allied victory—the Germans 
were caught on the jump and have 
been jumping (backward) ever since. 
A mile further on 1 talked with a cap­
tain in a famous Chasseur regiment— 
himself still in the front line, after the 
amputation of his left arm a year ago, 
and wearing the cross of the Legion of 
Honour and the War Cross with four 
palms--who wears the Military Medal 
and shoulder stjap, and who had just 
won the fifth citation in army orders.

“The British are magnificent,” he 
cried. “They push, my God, how they 
push; nothing can stop them. Their 
units are fresh and fit and at full stren­
gth, and they tell us they long to pay 
the score with the Boche for what 
happened in March. I fought beside 
them on the Somme in 1916, but I 
never have seen them with such dash 
as now.”

Sometimes he would spend 
hours of his overtime experimenting 
on such a proposition just to satisfy 
himself that he could do it, and con: 
sider himself repaid when the old Scots 
man who ground out the edition, in 
default of any other power, was so 
pleased that he would sing a Gaelic 
song while he worked. Not every 
one has the patience to study men as 
he studied his machines, and get the 
best out of them, instead of swearing 
and kicking them.

Geo. A. Brison was the son of the 
late Capt. Andrew Brison, and 
made a trip to New York in his fa­
ther’s schooner which was ever fresh 
in his memory, but he had no fondness 
for the sea except in boating, and was 
an expert oarsman and ice boat sailor. 
He learned his trade in the office of 
the qjd Windsor Mail, started by M. 
A. Buckley, afterwards of Halifax, 
when Windsor, Yarmouth, New Glas­
gow and Sydney were the only towns 
outside Halifax to enjoy local news­
papers.. He subsequently went to 
Halifax, and from thence, about 1880, 
to Baddeek, C. B., when the late Al­
bert McPherson started the Island 
Reporter of that place. After the 
death of McPherson and on the wind­
ing up of the McCurdy estate, the 
Island Reporter was sold to 
pany in Sydney in 1888, where Brison 
went with^t, remaining in Cape Bert- 
on until four years ago when he be­
came manager of the Daily News in 
Lunenburg, going thence last year 
to Truro, which was the former home 
of his second wife and where he worked 
pn the Truro Daily News and sang in 
the Truro Methodist choir, as he had 
sunt in every.

Annie Laurie of the well-known song 
was not a creature of imagination; she 
was an actual verity, of whose ances­
try honourable mention is made in 
Scotch history. Stephen Laurie was 
a flourishing merchant of Dumfries 
before James VI became King. Prior 
to 1611 he married Marion, daughter 
of Provost Coran, getting with her a, 
handsome marriage portion. Being 
a man of many acres, he took the de­
signation of Maxwellton, leaving at his 
death his lands and titles to his eldest 
son, John The next head of the home 
was Robert, a baronet, 
married, and had, by his second wife, 
three sons and four daughters. The 
birth of one of the latter is thus enter­
ed in the family register by the father:

“At the pleasure of the Almighty 
God, my daughter, Annie Laurie, was 
born upon the 16th day of December, 
1682, about six o’clock in the morning, 
and was baptized by Mr. George 
Hunter, the minister of Glencaim.”

This minute is worth quoting, as the 
little stranger whose entry into life it 
announces grew to be the most beauti­
ful Dumfriesian lady of the day, and 
the heroine of a song which has ren­
dered her charms immortal:

He was
soon overseas and before long was 
at the front. He has been a good 
soldier and has fought well for King 
and Country.

He is survived by his wife, now 
visiting in P. E. Island, by his parents 
Mr. and Mrs. Elisha MacNutt, Doug­
las Street, Truro; four sisters, Mrs. 
George Flynn, Truro; Mrs. George 
La Pierre, Shubenacadie; Mrs. Lewris 
Archibald, Alberta and Miss Mabel 
MacNutt Truro. He was an only 
son.

certificate casesLETTER FROM E. T. COLTON ITRURO JOTTINGS— 5*6 Archangel,

BlRL June 9,1918.The last roses of summer.
This chapter may be called “A Sun­

day in Archangel.” You will readily 
locate the place as the chief northern 
port of Russia where the Dwina River 
flows into the White Sea, It is just 
about as near the Arctic Circle as 
Torneo, Finland, which, when I was 
there in February enjoyed alittle day­
light. Now the condition is reversed 
and this latitude is treated to a prodigal 
ity of light. In fact, there is no dark­
ness in this season. Archangel is 
fifty miles too far south to get the mid­
night sun even for a day on Jine 21 
but now nearly two weeks before the 
longest day, I could write this letter 
any hour in the twenty-four without 
artificial light. At eleven p. nj. I 
have lain in my berth and read. At 
first, sleep was difficult to negotiate 
but the novelty wears off till one can 
go to bed by the clock in nearly ful 
daylight.

Spring comes here with halting 
steps. Most of the trees are yet with­
out much as buds. The second day 
here—June sixth—brought a real 
snowstorm. The inch or two of slush 
stayed for a day. The weather is al­
ways uncertain because in the summer 
the ice pack is never away and does 
battle constantly with the warmer land 
breezes. The port is closed by ice

from November till May unless opened 
by ice breakers. The past winter has 
seen the traflic practically closed, as 
the Allies were sending no goods in 
witnout assurance concerning their 
ultimate destination.

The facilities here for handling 
freight are very great. How it is to 
be hoped the Russians will come back 
and utilize these and other means for 
resisting the steady German advances 
in the face of all the treaty promises at 
Brest-Litovsk! That treaty and what 
has followed since will blacken the 
German name for centuries in its revel­
ation of the capacity of German lead­
ership for oppression, exploitation and 
false honor. Take the single example 
of the exchange of prisoners. In­
valided Russians were to be returned 
for invalided Germans—man for man.
At the present time trainloads of 
healthy German officers and soldiers 
are moving into their own country 
boasting that seventy per cent will be 
effective in a month and in return Rus­
sia is getting back worse than corpses, 
the sorriestwrecks of beings you can 
picture, starved ragged, tubercular and 
dying enroute. There isn’t a clause 
n the treaty being observed with any 
more fidelity whenever violation will 
profit Germany. “Profit” is the 
wrong word, for the gain is only for 
the day. There is being stored up 
in the Russian people a sense of wrong 
that one day will visit on these op­
pressors a sure and terrible retribution 
And some of us are not without ex­
pectation’ that the blows will begin 
falling in time to help win the war!

Food in this city of 50,000 is a scarce 
and poor article. Nothing is avail­
able locally save insufficient fish, 
very black and dirty bread, and dried 
vegatables. Sunday dinner was some 
thing to make brave men weaken.

I Paris, Aug.v 17.—One of the old 
cruisers the Dupetit Thouars, which 
was participating with the American 
navy in the protection of navigation 
to the Atlantic Ocean, has been sunk 
by a German submarine, 
destroyers received the crew, of which 
thirteen are missing.

The Dupetit Thouars was an armor- 
ed cruiser, hilt at Toulon in 1899. The 
vessel was 452 feet long with a beam of 
63 feet and a depth of 24 feet and had 
a displacement of 4367 tons. She had 
an indicated speed of 22 knots per hour 
and carried an armament of two seven 
inch; two eight inch and four 3 inch 
guns. The ship was equipd with two 
torpedo tubes. The normal comple­
ment of the Dupetit Thouars was 540 
men.

This was 
Lance's first trip over the road. It was 
established that only by slow and care- 
manoeuvring could two cars pass each 
other at that point. After considerable 
deliberation the Jury returned the 
following verdict:

“We tind that Mrs. Warren Og­
ilvie came to her death by being 
crushed by an automobile on the 
Chance Harbor road on Saturday, 
August 17th, 1918. which over­
turned because of lack ol room to 
pass another car driven by Thomas 
McNaughton, and killed.
Jury are of the opinion that the 
drivers ol said cars were running 
at too great a speed lor salety on 
such a road, and Would strongly 
recommend ■ that the bushes be 
cleared Irom the dangerous curves 
along the highways, and that driv­
ers ol autos exercise greater cau­
tion. s'

In regard to this verdict we are in­
formed by parties on the Truro car that 
Chauffeur Lance was not driving his 
car at any great speed at the time of 
the accident and it was particularly 
noted by all how careful and skilful 
Lance had driven his car all through 
this trip..

mer home. They left there about 4.30 
o’clock, intending to run thru to Truro 
and devoured on the Chance Harbor 
Road to pass thru Pictou Landing.

Mrs. Bonnell occupied the front seat 
beside the chauffeur, Lance, Mrs. 
Moxon and Mrs. Sponagle were on the 
small centre seats, and Mrs. Ogilvie 
was in the rear seat between Mrs. 
Boyd and Mrs. Cameron. Between 
the -Chance Harbor schoolhouse and 
the Post Office there is a very sharp 
turn in the road which is extremely 
narrow at that point, only 12 or 13 feet 
wide and flanked by a high bank on 
the inside and a deep gulch. On the 
outside of the turn, here the Truro 
car came suddenly upon another auto­
mobile owned by Mr. Felix Note- 
beart, Superintendent of the Acadia 
Coal Company, Stellarton. Mr. Note- 
beart and his little son were in the car 
which was driven by his chauffeur, 
Thoma^McNaughton. The' car was 
the same make and size as the Truro 
car. Mr. Lance swerved to the left 
and outside of the turn. Thère was not 
room enough for the two on the road­
way, and his car shot over the edge 
and down the slope turning turtle.
