For some years and
at the time of his death, ho was con-
neoted with the Pittsburg Commercial
Journal, Al big literary work was
full of merit, and many of his produc-
tions gained wide attention. He pub-
Jished two small volumes of pooms, the
best known'of which ure Dollars and
Dimes, Redemption of Labor, and The
Iron City, These he considered his
best works, but he strangely refused
to nckfiowled the authorship of the
beautiful songs which would have given
his name, with that of Foster, world-
