Our Inshore Fiseeries.

The idea of stocking the lakes of
this and adjoining countics with young
fish has within the past few ycais
received considerable attention. J. L.
Gertridge, Esq., of Gaspereau, we be-
licve, was the first to advocate the
stocking of our lakes  other
than the Gaspereau with trout and
other fish, “He a
succeeded in getting a quantity
of Ontario salmon trout frem the
hatcheries at Bedford and planted
them in the Sunken Lake and the
Little River Lake, both of which are
situated on the South Mountain, with
what result it is impossible as yet to
tell. Mr Watson Bishop, of Kentville,
our well-known taxadermist, lias been
for some time past working in the
same direction, but more particularly
to the stocking of the Gaspercau lukes,
With this eod in view be has at con-
siderable expense built a hatchery on a

own

few years ago

small scale where he has now some
50,000 young Ontario salmon trout
which will be ready in a few weeks to
trausport to the Gasporean lakes,
The chain of lukes known as the Gas-
pereau Lake extend some 13 miles in
length with a width of from onc to four
miles. Four-mile lake, as it is called,
is the eastermost lake and is a bcau-
tiful sheet of water dotted with islands
originally covered with a luxuriant
growth of forest trees; following this
lake westward and you come to a
narrow channel, or rapids, which lcads
into a smaller lake of some two wiles
in length, known as Loon lake, and still
westwardly and southerly, connceted
by other short rapids, is the Big, or
Seven-mile, lake. Running to and
from these lakes are the North river,
West river, Meadow brook, and the
farfamed Gaspéreau, - The
rivers and brooks in- the vicinity of
these lakes have long been favorite

several

resorts for sportsmen and anglers, and
many a fine trout and ealmon have
been taken from their waters. It is
here that the Gaspereau fish from year
to year scck their spawning gmunds,
and also our native salmon, but as those
fishes are migratory and remain with
us but for a short season, the idea arises
of ‘planting some other species of fish
that will permancntly remain with us,
The Ontario salmon trout scems to be
particularly adapted for this purpose,
as they remain continually in the lakes
and grow to a large size and weigh all
the way from a few pounds to 25 or
30. We believe that Mr Bishopris
the first Lo successfully establish a fish
hatchery in this county and he deserves
something Mmore than the thanks of
anglers and sportsmen. for the cxpense
and time expended by him in this
undertaking. With the excoption of
a few dollars cgntributed by sportsmen
in Kentville, Mr Bishop has been at
the whole expense of building his
hatchery, caring for the young fish
and depositing them in the lakes, the
Government slmply providiog the

Notes from Ottawa.

(By Our Regular Correspondent.)
Orrawa, May 7th,—The signs of the
closing of Parliament ave fast approach-
ing. The M. P’s. are anxious to get
home and business is being rushed. The
British Columbia members have already
left for home, evidently satisfied that
they have done all they can do for their
Province this seasion, The mext to bolt
away will be the Nova Scotians and
North-west representatives, at least those
who have hung it out at the capital since
the opening of the session, There is a
good deal of business to be gone through
with yet and a good deal of it will come
in at the wind-up to be “slaughtered with
the innocents”” A home-sick M. P,
spares nothing,

The death of William Howe, of the
Dept. of the Interior, caused considerable
sympathy in civil service circles in the
capital. He was a son of Hon, Juseph
Howe, who was in 1873 Lieut.-Governor
of Nova Scotia, The deceased had been
suffering from consumption for a long
time His mother is now living at
Halifax,

A - large party of immigrants, num-
being nearly 3000, have passed through
the city the last few days. goo of these
came by the Sardinian. The  party
were English and Scotch agriculturists,
who will proceed direct to the North-
west Territories, where provision bas
olready been made for them, Wages
will be given to them at once, and a
free homestead of 160 acres will be
sccured for each family, with a view to
settlement upon it after a year’s ex-
perience on the farms,

Mr Eisenhauer brought up two com-
plaints of the mill owners on the La
Have River, N, 8., who were prohibited
from emptying sawdust in the river, as
it spoiled the fisheries,

Inspector J. R, Kinney gives a detailed
teport of the fisheries, particularly re-
ferring to King’s county, It shows a large
deficit as there were 44 vessels less en-
goged last year than in the previous
Mr Kinney says :—

“This large deficit falling largely te
the aggregate take of codfish, which item
alone shows a decrease of 121,709, nearly
one-half of which is the year’s decrease
in the take of Lunenburg county,
Salmon shows a decrease of nearly one-
half, when compared with the year 1888,
the take of 1888 being 159,483 Ibs., thay
of 1889, 88,230.”

The cause of a great deal of the failure
in the fisheries is the sawdust nuisance
and the poachers.

Overseer McGill, of Shelbourne, reports
that there were seven vessels less employ-
ed in fishing than in 1888, A number
of those ewployed returned from the
Banks with less than one-half the usual
quantity of fish, He apprehends that
the number of vessels for 18go will show
a further deccrease, Herring were
abundant, the catch being upwards of
3,20 barrels in excess of that of 1888,
The present lobster regulations are good
and will have a tendency to protect and
foster this branch of fishing, Mr McGill
reports an improvement in the catch of
alewives, and predicts that the time
is not far when an abundance of these
fish will be taken, They are largely
used for bate, and prove a valuable aid
to our cod fishery. The fishery at
Jordan River is a failure for alewives,

and something should be done to improve
it,

RED TAPE IN BANKS.

| An Emphatio Protest Against the

Identification Nuisance.

How a Man May Have Millions in His
Pocket and Be Unable to Buy a
Meal—Banking Experiences in
Our Cities and Abroad.

A rich man eompelled to pawn his watch
for a square meal and a night’s lodging.

That, writes the New York correspondent
of the St. Louis Globe-Democrat, was the
strange situation in which a young English-
man who had just landed in New York
found himself the other day. He had ar-
rived from the West Indies, where he in-
vested nearly all the money on his person in
a draft for £200 on a New York bank.
Anxious to get a train for St. Louis the
same day he hurried to the bank for his
money. The teller refused to pay the draft
until he was identified.

And the young man was an absolute
stranger in New York!

“Your people in the West Indies took my
good money for that draft and I want it
back again. Am I to nfer that thisis a
banlkrupt institution??

He got no satisfaction, lost his train and
had to pawn his watch for a meal and a bed.
A fellow-passenger identified him the next
day. 1 wasdiscussing this matter the other
day with a very liberal American who has
had much banking and mercantile experi-
cnce here and abroad. *“Americans,” said
he, *“are the worst bankers in the world.
They don’t know the first thing about bank-
ing. Even to the smallest details foreign-
ers can give us points. The methods pur-
sued in the mere paying and receiwving of
money in New York suggest the idea that
every man who enters a bank is a possible
thief. This,” he continued, * judging from
the numerous defalcations, might apply to
the officers of the bank, but it is most
unjust to the public. A person who goes
into a store where he is surrounded on all
sides by valuable goods is not supposed to

be there for purposes of robbery—and why

should it be different in a bank? Indeed,
New York in this respect never seems to
have gotten beyond its village days. Nothing
looks more ridiculous to a London mercan-
tile man than to see along string of persons
with books in their hands waiting to make
a deposit through a cubby hole with a soh-

Heat in the Comstock Mines.
“The Comstock mine in
wonderful work,” said Mr. Cecil Morgan,
of Aspen. *“It is 2,800 feet in a verti-
cal line to the bottom of the shaft, and
one can make the descent in three or
four minutes in the cage which is used to
haul ore to the surface. This cage will lift
about 6,000 pounds, or three car-loads of 2,000
pounds each. Work on the Comstock is
now confined to the upper levels, the work-
men having been drven from the depths by
the steam generated through the action of
the air on the sulphurous rock penetrated
by the different levels. The temperature
averages about 190 degrees down there, and
it is simply impossible for the miners to
work under such conditions, Whether sci-
ence will ever be able to overcome the diffi-
culties met with in those lower levels re-
mains to be seen.
