Conservation of Ewe Lambs

How to increate the numbers of
sheep in Nova Scotia is a. matter
always of great interest, but of al
most parsmount interest now, It can
ouly be doue by counserving the ewe
lambs for brooding purposes instead
of allowing them to go to the buteh-
€r's hands.  This has been done to a

extended if the provinee ia to reap the
full benefit Irom the present bigh
prices lor sheep and lamb preducts
It is with a view to bringing about
this condition that the Department of
Agriculture has arranged with its
‘Cuunu) Representative, Dr. Hugh
MecPherson, of Aatigonish; to take
measures to secure select ewe sheep
which would otherwire go to the
butchers and have them shipped to
parties who will send in their orders,
either directly to him or to the Sec.
reta y of Agiiculture, M. Cumming,
at Truro,

Provided orders are received, Dr,
McPherson plans to purchase select
ewe lambs direct from the larmers.
He expects that he will have to pay
for them about ic. per pound wmore
than for commercial lambs, equal to
about $1.e0 per head, Those iuterest.
ed in securing breeding ewe lambs in
this way shounld send thelr: orders
during September or early October
Just what the lambs will cost cannot
be definitely stated at the present
time, but it will not likely be much
less theu §10.00 per head delivered
This may seem a large price incom
parison with half that figure at which
lambs counld be bought beforethe war,
but it must be  remembered that
butchers' lambs have uearly doubled
and wool has trebled in value.

It ts to be hoped that many inter-
ested in sheep breeding will take ad
vantage of this opportunity to get
ewe lambs, which should be cousery.
ed in the interests of increased wool
and mutton production in the yeats
to come.

Legislative Protection in
Nova Scotia for Sheep
Owners.

The plan announced by the De.
partment of Agriculture of Nova
Scotia to help those who wish to buy
ewe lambs to add 1o their flocks is a
practical one, Of course it involves
the investment of money, but so does
the exploiting of any other enterprise
Probably the argument which will
most frequently be advanced against
uny measures to increase tbe sheep
breeding interest of Nova Scotia will
be the lack of protection against dogs,

matter which canunot be minlmized.
but in regard to which the province
has better legal protection than is
ordinarily understood. So far as de-
stroying dogs that worry sheep is
concerned, no other provinge of Can-
ada has as drastic legislation as
Nova Scotia, ‘The Sheep Protection
Act’ (See Chapter 61 R. 8. 1900 and
amendwents in Chapter 63 of the
Acts of 1908) provides that any person
may kill any dog which he sees pur-
suing, worrying or wounding any
sheep or Jambs or straying on a sheep
farm, or even at large any hour of
the day or night without a collar
bearing the name of the owner of the
dog. Ounly a partial exception to
this drastic law exists in the case of
the dogs owned by the adjoining
neighbor,

Efforts were made last winter to
assess taxes on dogs and to set aside
the fund created by this tax for the
purpose of indemnifying owners of
sheep killed by dogs, the owners of
which were not known. The Act did
pot pass mainly because it received
very little endorsement from the
farmers of the province, None the
less the sentiment in favor of the Act
was 80 strong as lo lead one to say
that farmers could easily have the
Acl passed at the next session of the
Legislature should they wish it, In
the meantime, however, the owner
of the sheep who is 1eady to use
measures at his hand has practically
unlimited powers so far as the de-
struction of dogs is concerned, pow-
ers which are worth exercising in
these days when no other class of

Our-Ottawa Letter.
Ottawa, August 24th.—Sir Wil
frid Laurier has wriiten a letter to the
Heamilton Win.the War League which
shows conclusively that patriotic Can-
adians need expect nothing from him
but oratorical vapor.

The Mornivg Chropicle has been
asserting that Laurier would support
compulsory service if volunteering
failed. The Hami'ton Association
asked bim the question. His answer
is that compulsory service is ‘'repug-
nant’’ to the people. He therefore
makes plain what people who uvder-
stand him koew—that be is chained to
the anti-war Lilerals of Quebec and
must do their bidding.

1n the meantime the machine made
Winnipeg Convention had caused &
rebellion in the Jiberal ranks in the
West, Witness the gathering of Lib
erals at Winnipeg on Mondsy, 20th
instant, attended by thousands at
which Premier Morris and Attorney-
General Hudson two leading Liberals
who sttended the machine convention
repudiated Laurler as leader; and wit-
ness the unanimous resolutions pass-
ed by that monster meeting effirming
the repudiation, amd calling for 8
win-the war upion government,

This party resolution fs the West
results from deceit prectised by Lau.
rier and ‘his satellites at Ottowa,
Laurier thought he could boodwink
the Western Liberals, and bitch them
up with his Quebec anti.war crowd
That dishonestry will not work in
the great issue before Canada A man
must be a man. A leader must be »
leader. Laurier cannot lesd a Quebee
wing that is egainst the war and
wants to dominate Cavada, and at

the same time lead loyal Liberals ol
the West who insist on Canada doing
ber full duty in the war,

A great fear has fallen on the Lau-
rier crowd in Parliament, They are
dismayed by the Western situation,
The much vaunted Winonipeg Con
vention hes cracked; and a yawning
abyss is opening between Laurier and
the West,

Their dismay is intepsified by the
| Government's determination to give
every soldier and every nurse enlisted
for overseas duty the right of voting;
and to arrange in every possible ‘way,
by fair means, that every soldier and
every purse shall be given oppor-
tunity to vote. That is the sum and
substance of the Military Voters® Bill
now before the House,. The Lauricr
crowd are kicking, biting and other-
wise obstructing it.

Only a few weeks ago Pugsley and
McDonald wanted Canada to stop
sending men overseas, and leave it to
the United States to supply the rein-
forcements needed, Pugsley said we
should go slowly. McDonald reiter
ated his statemeat, Both thought it
was up to the Americans lo take on
the load, and let Canada enjoy a rest

argument? Pugsley says that British
subjects Who wuve yesidiug in Vhe
United States and who have enlisted
in the Cavadian foices are ‘foreign-
ers’; and McDonald backs him up on
that; and these two, and others of the
crowd, —McKennie, Sinclair & Co,,
say that these ‘foreigners’ who are
fighting for us should not Lave a vote
in the coming elections,

Thie Lourier bunch are quite salis-
fied that all the mble-bodied young
chaps who are ‘‘profiteerivg"” at
home, and who refuse to enlist,sbould
vote; but they insist that the red-
blooded Britishers who bappened to
live across the border, and who have
come over to help us, and are pow
fighting for us iv Flanders, shall be
