Buffalo, Jan. 21.—The suit of Tony di
Santi against the Mutual Life Insurance
Company to recover $2,000 on a policy on
the life of his wife, Josephine, who was
found strangled in her room in the
Terrace Park Hotel, three years ago, was
begun before Justice Marcus in Part 2 of
the Supreme Court yesterday.
