Never before in its history bad the j 
walls of Association Hall rung with j 
echoes 6f more powerful and eloquent 
speeches than those that were delivered 
to ere last evening by the members of 
the Hamilton School for Oratory, in its ; 
first city championship contest, held un- j 
dcr the auspices of the Hamilton Tern- b 
peranee Federation. Long before the 
time stated for the opening of the doors 
a large crowd had gathered, and at 8 
o’clock every, available scat in the hall 
was occupied. The speakers were intro­
duced by Mr. C. R. McCullough, chair- j 
man for the evening and founder of 
Canadian Clubs. He said ability to 
speak in public vras^a qualification to 
be envied, and every man should try to 
acquire the art of expressing himself in 
public in such a manner that he would 
be understood. There were three things 
that every speaker should bear in mind; 
first, to have something to say;' second, 
to say it; third, to sit down. He in­
tended to practice them, and would call 
upon Mr. James L- Jolley, the principal 
of the school.

Mr. Jolley said it was indeed a great 
pleasure for him to sec that the School 
of Oratory had claimed the attention of 
the people of Hamilton. He regretted to 
have to state that it would be impossi­
ble for Mr. Adam Brown to be present, 
as he had been detained in Toronto, but 
in his absence they had found a splendid 
substitute in Mr. Charles E. Kelly, prin­
cipal of Stinson street school. Mr. Jol- 

Jpy concluded by saying that it was the 
first School of Oratory established in 
Canada, and he hoped the programme of 
the evening would prove a most enjoy­
able one to every person.

Mr. Frank J. Howard was the first 
speaker in the contest, his subject being,

Mrs, 
Procopio as she passed Rizzo attempted 
to attack him again, but was restrained.

With baudv playing and theit voice» 
raised in song the marching host, which, 
in spite of the desperate efforts of the 
police, proceeded in a wide, straggling 
column, poured through the streets where 
respectability abides not nor sojourns.

The excitement, however, was all on 
the side of the visitors. The district 
looked on languidly from its windows, 
with no comment that could be heard 
below and with no manifestation cal­
culated to embarrass the army of church 
folk.

At dusk the throng began to assemble 
at the starting point, the 7th Regiment

The armory seats 10.000, and by the 
time Gypsy Smith arose %> *peak the 
building was jammed. Still the people 
came. Those who could not wedge their 
way inside clustered as close to the 
walls as they eould get and listened to 
buoyant revival songs and hymns played 
by thfee Salvation Army brass bands. 
Three overflow meetings were addressed 
by preachers who had come to march in 
the parade.

In the armory Gypsy Smith delivered 
a stirring sermon on “The Pool of Beth-

Someone at the head of the 
line began to sing “"Where He Leads Me 
I Will Follow.” and the hymn was taken 
up by the mighty chorus all along the

Borne on the crisp night air. the sound 
could be heard more than*a mile away 
above the din of the city. The rear of 
the procession had not left the armory 
when the head reached 22nd street. Be 
fore arriving in the socially tabooed 
territory the police and those in charge 
of the procession weeded out all the 
children. Many young women were in 
the line throughout the long trudge.

The route led entirely around and 
through the district. During this portion 
of the march the hands were permitted 
to play, and the enthusiasm of the sing­
ers reached its height.

Gazing upon it all from windows were 
hundreds of rouged wrecks, for the good 
of whose tarnished souls the demonstra­
tion was conceived and executed in the 
face of criticism by friend and foe.

Doctor’s Evidence at Trial ef Bel- 
lard’s Assailants.

Peter boro, Oct. 1».— All t*. er id error 
for the prosecution has been put in in 
connection with the charge of man­
slaughter against Fred and Harry Jop­
ling in connection with the death of Ar­
thur Bollard, of Toronto, at Ohemong 
Park. The defence will <*H a number of 
witnesses to-morrow and witi submit evi­
dence to show the legality of the crotch 
hold in wrestling.

The case opened this morning before 
His Lordship Sir G4enholme Falfcoit- 
bridge. Evidence was given by Harry 
Marks and Miss Ada Mi uni», who were 
with Bollard when he got into the fight 
with the Joplings. Their testimony was 
practically the same ha that given at 
the inquest in connection with BiHard’s 
death.

Dr. Scott, who was one of tibe doc­
tors who performed the post-mortem on 
Botiaaxl’s body, said his opinion wae 
that death resulted from tiie struggle 
in the park. The symptoms disphived 
by Bollard might have been produced 
by viokait injury to the vital parte.

To Mr. Denison, Crown Prosecutor, 
witness staged that lie believed that *e 
injuries Bollard might have received in 
the struggle were more likely, in his 
opinion, to have caused death than any 
over-exhaustion.

HYDRO-ELECTRIC.
Eqnipeent Far the Power Plaat* 
Beii* Bought Oitside ef Caoado.

Toronto, Oct. 20.—Representatives of 
compares manufacturing electrical ma­
chinery and apparatus are raising a 
storm of complaint about the action of 
municipalities, having agreements with 
the Hydro-Electric tower Commission, 
in ordering their machinery from Eng- 
side competitor because prices are a lit- 
noring home industries.

“It seems strange,” said one of the 
representatives, “mat Ontario towns 
and cities are competing so keenly 
with each other to induce industries 
to locate here, but when these same 
municipalities have to purchase any­
thing that competes with the product 
of home industries they favor the out­
side comeptitor because prices are a lit­
tle lower.

“The city of Guelph goes to Man 
Chester, England, to purchase $9,000 
worth of motors for the electrical dis­
tribution plant, and the city of Lon­
don orders pumps costing 820,000 for 
a waterworks system that will lie 
operated by power from the Hydro- 
FJectric' Commission. The çity of 
Toronto is also advertising al) over 
the universe for tenders for the pumps 
to be installed in connection with the 
civic electrical distribution plant, and 
we are told that the applications for 
specifications are coming in so fast that 
the Engineer’s Department cannot sup­
ply the demand.

“From the present outlook it would 
seem that all the machinery for the 
electrical distribution plants in all 
the Ontario municipalities is going to 
be purchased from outside points, and 
from the standpoint of the home manu­
facturer this is unfair.

“The municipalities are looking to 
the manufacturers to purchase their 
electrical power when the plants have 
been installed, but they arc giving the 
home manufacturer very little consider 

ation in ordering the machinery to pro- 
duce the power.” :

Beginning only with the railways, its 
powers have been gradually extended, 
the beneficent effects of its work have 
been widely appreciated, not only by the 
public, but by the railways themselves. 
Before the organization of that Com­
mission, a good deal of bitterness ex­
isted among the people toward the rail­
ways. and it was not unushal to hear 
it said that it was a question whether 
the Government controlled the railways 
or the railways controlled- the Govern­
ment. That feeling no longer exists: 
the people appreciate that in dealing 
with the Railway Commission prompt 
justice aïs assured ; and the railways 
freely concede the reasonableness of the 
Commission's work. Why should not 
the power which rests in the Govern­
ment, be exercised to the regulation, 
justly and in the public interest, of coal 
mines and all natural stores of wealth, 
be similarly exercised ? It !• a matter 
which sooner or later must be dealt with. 
Why should it not be dealt with now 
before added complications increase the 
difficult v?

If rampant anarchism and .vandalism 
had not displayed itself so rapidly and 
irresistibly among the lower classes, the 
Government would have found a serious 
task upon its hands in quelling a revolt 
which had evidently behind it the good 
wishes of the mass of Barcelonans. As 
soon as this tendency gained the ascen­
dant, however, the decent Republicans 
abandoned the cause. There Vras not the 
slightest hesitation in this desertion.

By burning 
convents and churches, by threatening 
factories, by blackmailing, by display­
ing a wild and vicious conception of 
‘liberty,” the mobs everywhere sounded 
their death-knell and passed conclusive 
judgment on their cause.

The development of the movement 
along the lines of Anarchism, while It 
showed the hold the agitators liad ob­
tained on the Spanish working classes, 
proved how weak Anarchism is to resist 
the forces of law and order when those 
entrusted with exerting them do their 
duty. As soon as a small force of artil­
lery faced the mob of Anarchists, “they 
scurried to their holes like rats.”

But there is no cohesive power, no 
readiness to die for principle, in Anarch­
ism. The solitary instances where an 
Anarchist dies with his bomb are those 
of desperate Ishmaels, who would other­
wise have dropped off the bridge into 
the river. Concerted- anarchism is never 
found except in a mob, where each man’s 
daring is behind the shelter of another’s 
body, and whose only power is in lack 
of opposition to its actions.

Anarchism is as cowardly as it is 
cruel; but that is no reason why its 
propaganda, should be permitted to be 
carried on. As this writer very truly 
says: “The old adage of the ounce of 
prevention worth the pound of cure fits 
here. If Government could only bring 
themselves to go after propagandists of 
anarchism and the instigators of law- 
lossless and- assassination for political 
ends with the same relentless energy 
and punish them with the same relent­
less severity which they employ against 
counterfeiters, these disturbing elements 
in the peace of a community would dis­
appear. We make no greater error than 
when we allow individuals or societies, 
which conspire against life and pro­
perty. to assemble and talk and publish 
unmolested, because of the fear we have 
of infringing upon personal liberty, the 
right of public speech and the freedom 
of the press.” The poison of this An­
archist propaganda is not confined id 
European countries; the United States 
suffers from it. Its politicians and 
press have fostered it. Well will it be 
for both that country and our own if its 
every emissary be promptly deported or 
confined to the solitude and safety of 
stone walls and steel bars.

SAFE EXPLOSIVE
Cianot Explode It Without a Special 

Detonator,

Absolutely Safe aid 50 Per Ceat. 
Streiger Thau Uynaaitr.

Washington, Oct. 20.—A new explo 
sive, a British invention, which possesses 
possibilities, it is said, of revolution^, 
ing the blasting work in connection wit it 
the construction of the Panama Canal, 
has been tested on the Isthmus of Pana­
ma recently and as a result the Panama 
Canal ’ Commission ortiered twenty 
tous of it for trial.

The inventor’s exhaustive tests beiora 
thy members of the Isthmian Canal Com­
mittee showed that it is absolutely im­
possible to explode it by ordinary 
means. It was hammered with a sledge, 
shot into by a rifle, burned and ordm 
ary dynamite detonators were exploded 
in it both by fuse and by electricity, but 
the compound was inert. Not until a 
special detonator was inserted could the 
substance l»e exploded; but then, in a 
fe wabots that were shot off, it showed 
itself more powerful than dynamite. It 
can only be set off by heating a small 
platinum wire just inside the open end 
by an electric spark or fuse. It wjll not 
explode by concussion.

It is claimed that the new explosive 
is 50 per cent, stronger than the 66 per 
cent, grade of dynamite and that the 
cost of manufacturing will be more 
than $20 per ton cheaper.

So confident is the British inventor 
thtil he will secure the contract to fur 
nisli all the explosives to l»e used in the 
viiual next year, it is stated, that he has 
organized a company which will at once 
erect, a factory on the isthmus, with a 
capacity of between 6,000 and 7,000 tons 
per annum.

— A lunscy com­
mission, consisting of Dr. R. W. Bruce 
Smith, inspector of prisons and chari­
ties, and Dr. C. K. Clarke, superinten­
dent of the Toronto Hospital for the 
Insane, will be appointed by the attor- 
ney-general to examine, into the mental 
condition of James Robinson, of War­
ren, who* faces trial for murder and 
other crimes at Sudbyry on October 26.

gin too early to instil the principles of 
light living. He could not set too high 
a value upon the importance of educa­
tion as a means of ultimately procuring 
prohibition. In conclusion, he said that 
to do duty towards fellow-men it was 
necessary to put forth a mighty effort 
to conquer the great evil, and it was 
only a matter of time, as temperance 
must and shall triumph.

Mr. Robert J. Menary was the next 
to occupy the platform. His subject 
was “Time for Action.” It was unneces­
sary for him to dwell upon the large 
amount of crime that resulted from the 
liquor traffic. Every person had seen 
its evil effects and it had been condemn­
ed by all scientific men. In spite of 
all the knowledge possessed on the sub­
ject, there was positively little done by 
the country at large to do away with 
the great evil. While he was satisfied 
that the citizens of Hamilton always 
did their part, he was forced to admit 
that the results in the temperance cam­
paign was not equal to the efforts ex­
pended. In the United States the tem­
perance cause had made splendid pro­
gress, especially in the southern States, 
which should inspire action in all who 
were connected with the work. It was 
regrettable that so many statesmen 
should remain indifferent to the work 
of prohibition, but the fault was chiefly 
with the public, who elected the men 
that allowed the financial interest of a 
few saloon keepers to overshadow theln. 
Prohibition would be of more benefit to 
Canada in the coming twenty-five years 
than in the next fifty years, as the na­
tional habits and characteristics were 
1 eing formed, and would decide to a 
great extent the future of Canada. The 
plan of action was contained in the 
words, “United we stand; divided we 
fall.” The only way to succeed was to 
form a large federation, whose purpose 
would be known from coast to coast.

Frank A. Parlington's subject was, 
“Prohibition.” He said that the subject 
had been discussed so frequently that 
the public, did not realize its seriousness, 
and it had become a great national pro­
blem. The aim of the Temperance Fed­
eration of Canada was the. suppression 
of liquor for leverage purposes. The 
opportunity was at hand to do away 
with the great treating habit, which hall 
proved the ruination of so many. As 
long as there were saloons the progress 
of the city or town was going to be hin­
dered. The only way to do a public 
duty was to elect high-minded men in 
the coming campaign, men who have the 
courage to remain to their convictions. 
Although politicians have not as yet ma­
terially supported the cause, yet they 
were awaking to the great prohibition 
sentiment, which was sweeping through­
out the Dominion, and the outlook seem­
ed to be brighter and better for the fu­
ture of our country.

Then followed the prize winner, Wal­
ter tV. Lee, with his subject “Compen­
sation.” He led off by saying that his 
subject was the barrier the saloon keep- 
rrs raJaed, behind the protection of 
which they carried on their nefarioue 
business. When the Government com­
pensated a man it was for value received 
for the benefit of the public. If they 
were to compensate saloon keepers it 
would be merely giving away mooev for 
which they had received nothing. There 
was nothing in the pleas advanced by 
the saloon keepers that their property 
deteriorates in value after the liœnrê 
was taken away. There was compara­
tively no change in the value of pro­
perty but it was the sale of liquors 
that had constituted the most profitable 
business. They were aware, when thev 
entered the business, that the license 
was for one year only, also of the pro­
hibition sentiment which was becoming 

popular throughout Canada, and so 
in pure justice they were not entitled 
to any compensation whatever. But duty 
often meant for them justice, and sup­
pose they were given something, what 
would be the result? The source from 
whence they had already drawn their 
great wealth would have* to be taxed 
again to compensate them. It was the 
duty of every Christian man and wo­
man to see that it was not permitted to 
be done, and the only way to prevent it 
W“ b? pasting a clear and honorable 
abllot which would result in a better 
and brighter future for this grand 
country. 6

‘ License reduction'' was the neit sub- 
£ct, given by Mr. John M Peebles, 
ile said that during the past few years 
a great prohibition sentiment had been 
spreading over the whole earth, and it 
was the duty of every man in Hamilton 
not to be satisfied until thev had given 
their very best efforts to 'furthei the 
cause. The public have become so ac­
customed to seeing the effects of lquor 
that they do not realize the terrible am­
ount of injury done by it. Over sixty 
millions dollars are spent every year for 
this great evil that give, wow than 
nothing in return. It has been stated by 
the saloon keepers and those interested 
in tho manufacture and sale of intoxi- 
«ting dnnks, that entire local option 
would injure the commercial interests 
of a place. The experiments in other

few facts taken from various statistics 

; Out of 70,000 convictions in Canada in 
! 1907, there were 37,300 due to drink, and 
,11 wait the •iquor traffic that stood re- 
i •Ponaible. In Toronto on last Christmas 
Day the bars were open with the result 
that there were 146 arrests, while on the 
following New Year’s Day, which was 
election day, and the bars were closed, 
there were only four arrests. In the 
little town of Orillia during the year 
previous to local option there were 59 
convictions, while there hare only been 
26 convictions since the law went into 
effect. Seventy-five per cent. of the 
crime and pauperism of the United 
States was directly due to the drink 
habit. It was estimated that there was 
an average of ten dollars to every per­
son in Canada, spent annually for liq­
uor, which is over three times the am­
ount expended in education. The onlv 
way to suppress the traffic was by al­
lowing women the right to vote, and if 
it were done, it would not take long to 
have the whole country under prohibi­
tion. The speaker quoted numéro os

places where women have the privilege 
of voting and of helping in the civic af­
fairs with the consequence that they 
were found to take a more active inter­
est in the welfare of the city. It was 
only bygiv ing them the right to vote 
that the temperance populace could hope 
for the long-desired result.

Mr. Lloyd M. Houlding was the last to 
occupy the platform and he spoke on 
“An Appeal for the Home.” He stated 
that the supreme curse of a large num­
ber of homes was the licensed saloon. It 
poisoned the fountain of political power 
and threatened the future of the rising 
generation. It was impossible to esti­
mate the damage that was being done 
by the traffic. Nearly every family had 
at least one member that was a victim 
o. the great evil. The only wav to stop 
it was by removing the temptation and 
put out the saloons for good. The people 
of Canada were called to stand up and 
>ote against that which has caused the 
ruination of so many. If all would work 
nand in hand and determine to exter­
minate the cause of so much suffering, 
they were bound to win, but this could 
only be brought about by united effort.

Murdered Baby’» Mother Tell» Her 
Story to Jury.

I Toronto, Oct. 20.—For nearly seven 
| ! hours yesterday Mrs. Mabel Turner sat 

, in the prisoners* pen in the Criminal As­
sizes and listened, with pale, intent fane, 
to the chain of evidence with which the 
Crown authorities are trying to fasten 
upon her the crime of murder; of 

; strangling, with a twisted cord and her 
hands, the five-days-old daughter of 

' Mi8- Annie Anthers, whom she had been 
I paid $100 to adopt. At 6 o'clock last 
| evening the trial was adjourned, to be 
\ continued this morning.

Mr. George Tate Blackstock, K. C.. 
who is conducting the case for the 
Crown, called eight witnesses yesterday: 
Mrs. Authers. mother of the murdered 
infant; Mrs. Maddeaux, with whom Mrs.

! Authers boarded: a doctor and three 
nurses from the General Hospital, and 
Mrs. Andrew Go.ldie, in whose house the 

; police are trying to prove the murder 
was committed. With the exception of 

; Mrs. Authers" evidence, the matters 
brought out in the trial were revealed 

{ during the three hearings of Chief Cor­
oner Johnston's inquest. Mrs. Goldie, 
pfter telling the jury about hearing in 
Mrs. Turner’s room, on September the 
14th. strange noises, which she thought 
Sounded like a baby strangling, became 
hysterical, moaning and crying in a dis­
tressing way. It was some time before 
she was able to proceed.

The prisoner pleaded not guilty.
Mr. Blackstock's preliminary address.

" summarizing the ease for the jury, lasted 
' for ar. hour. He told of Mrs. Authers 
• having arranged with Mrs. Turner for 
| the adoption of her infant daughter on 

its birth ; of Mrs. Turner securing, in 
three instalments, the $100 agreed upon, 
and receiving the infant from the hospi­
tal authorities; of the strange noises 
heard in Mrs. Turner's room on Septem­
ber 14th. and finally of the woman’s 
trip to Niagara Falls two days later, the 
day on which the murdered body was 
found beside a culvert below the railway 
tracks near that place.

MRS. AUTHERS TESTIFIES.
The first witness called was Mrs. An­

nie Authers, whose baby Mrs. Turner is 
charged with murdering. Mrs. Authers 
said she had made the acquaintance of 
Mrs. Turner through an advertisement 
that appeared in an evening paper in 
July last, in which the lady desired to 
adopt a baby.

Mrs. Authers stated that Mrs. Turner 
called at her home, at 192 Booth avenue, 
and explained the conditions upon which 
she desired to adopt a baby. She was 
alone and lonesome, and was exceedingly 
anxious to have a child to raise. On 
this occasion nothing definite was ac­
complished—Mrs. Turner stating that 
she wished to ascertain some further in­
formation with reference to the adoption 
of the child while Mrs. Authers was in 
the hospital.

to “When she called the second time.’ 
■’'■-•aid Mrs. Authers, “she informed 

me that she had made inquiries and 
that she would lx* prepared to take 
the child within twenty-four hours. 
She did not take the baby on this oc­
casion, however, but stated that she 
would like to have a deposit of $20 
on the account of the $100 which I 
had agreed to give her for adopting 
the child. She said she wanted the 
money to buy clothes for the child, 
because they were less expensive here 

j| than in the United States. She was 
" going to take the baby to her home in 

Niagara Falls. X. X.” Mrs. Authers

authorities to hand the baby over to 
Mrs. Turner.

COERCE FINLAND.
Russia» Troop» May Occupy the 

Unfortunate Duchy.

St. Petersburg. Oct. 19.—A report 
was current to-day that orders have 
been issued for the mobilization of the 
first, corps of the Russian guard pre­
liminary, to the occupation of Finland.

Dr. Pollard Sent to Jail to Await Sen­
tence, and- Woman is Released on 
Bail—Pathetic Scene in Court—
There Will be No Appeal—Warn­
ing to Doctors.

Toronto, Oct. 20.—Dr. Stephen B. Pol­
lard, of Jarvis street, was found guilt)7 
last night by a jury in the General Ses­
sions on a charge of having performed 
u criminal operation, and a verdict of 
disagreement was rendered in the case 
of Mrs. Mary Tinsley, who was charged 
with being an accessory before the fact. 
The jurors were out one hour and forty 
minutes. Upon hearing the decision Dr. 
Pollard stood motionless for a moment 
with his eves intently fixed upon the 
Judge, and then turned to his wife, who 
broke into tears, tried to console her.

“Everything will turn out all right.’’ 
said the doctor, as his wife and daugh­
ters and other relatives gathered arouml

“Spite, spite." cried Mrs. Polhird. "It 
is simply dreadful to think that an in­
nocent nmn has to submit to this kind 
of treatment."

As the court would not consent to 
hail. l)r. Pollard was taken to the jail 
to await sentenve at the close of the

“So far as Mrs. Tinsley is concerned.’’

Thc evidence offered by both sides 
yesterday was practically a repetition 
of that given at the former trial. Dr. 
Pollard took the stand and declared 
that any reputable physician would 
have administered the same course of 
treatment that he had in this case. Some 
points in his evidence, however, were 
contradicted bv Chief Coroner Johnson 
and Coroner Cotton, who were called by 
the Crown.

Mrs. Harry Tinsley, at whose house the 
operation was performed, declared that 
she had l»een innocently drawn into tlie 
affair. While she had held a lamp for 
the doctor who was attending the young 
woman in the ease on one occasion, he 
(Dy Pollard) had not told her what he 
was doing.

point a commission to govern the cor­
poration.

In Guelph next year the Council is 
to lie reduced by one-third— eighteen 
memliers to twelve—but the idea to do 
away with the ]>ody altogether and fol­
low the example of Galveston and Des 
Moines has now taken a firm hold.

CHILD EMIGRANTS.

They Are Treated Well in Canada, 
Says Dr. Macnamara.

Londoit, Oct. 19.— Dr. Macnamara, 
speaking at Portsmouth to day with 
regard to children under the poor law, 
said that while he was at the Loral 
Government Board he read with the 
liveliest satisfaction the Canadian in­
spectors* reports about children who had 
been emigrated to the Dominion. He 
had been greatly struck by the kindness 
with which Canadians treated them, and 
he could wish nothing better than that 
the system of emigration, as carried out 
to-day to Canada, should be widely 
extended in cases of strong, healthy

JAPANESE VISITORS
Were Entertained at Luncheen by 

Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

Ottawa, Oct. 19.—Four of the leading 
members of the Japanese commission, 
whu^lt had l>een spending the past two 
months in the United States as guests 
of the American Government and Pacific 
Coast Chamber of Commerce, visited 
Ottawa to-day ns guests 0f the Govern­
ment. ’coming through from New York, 
where the other members of the com­
mission are at present. The visitors, 
who were escorted by Mr. W. T. R. 
Preston, are: Mr. Shinkichi Tamura, of 
Tokio. a millionaire merchant; Mr. T. 
Watase, one of the most progressive 
members of the Tokio City Council; Dr. 
R. Harn. chief engineer of the city of 
Yokohama; Dr. T. Minami. professor of 
agriculture in the Imperial Japanese 
University.

They were entertained at luncheon 
bv Sir Wilfrid laurier ami Hon. Sydney 
Fisher, and during the afternoon visited 
the Dominion experimental farm. Fri­
da v will be spent in Toronto. ^

Mr. Tamura to-day referred briefly 
to the work of Canadian missionaries 
in Jnnnn. While they had done a 
snlendid work in his country, the task 
should now he entrusted to the Japan­
ese workers, as they would l»e much 
more effective in accomplishing the 
ends which all missionary effort seeks 
to bring about.

Reform, Not Paoiibmeet, Shoeld be 
the Aim.

Sertliog Statement» Are Made br 

Mi*» Ceek.

Tebacco Fer the Pritoner»—Dr. 
Gilmonr en Canadian Jnitice.

Toronto, Oct. 20.—The burden annu­
ally placed uppn Canada by those of her 
people who are criminally, mentally, or 
physically defective is the chief subject 
for investigation and study at the tenth 
annual Canadian conference of Uharities 
and Correction, now in three-days’ ses­
sion at the Normal School. Rf pve.*entu- 
tives from all the great institutions of 
the Dominion are gathered together to 
give the result* of years of experience 
m the treatment of these unfortunates.

LAW IS AT FAULT.
Dr. Gilmour’s subject was “The 

Trend of Penology." “We ou Id do 
infinitely better ’work than xxe are 
doing,’’ he said, “if the laws of the 
land permitted, but they do not. The 
Ontario Government ha<s no poxver to 
grant pardons to people in its oxvn 
penitentiary, and that is the reason 
why we have to go to Ottawa for in­
structions. The speaker here in­
stanced oases where justice had been 
short and punishment long. I do 
not blame the Judges or Magistrates 
in these caaes." he said; “they no doubt 
acted according to their light, but that 
light was yen’ dim. We should call a 
I'onxtmtion of Police Magistrates and 
talk the matter over, and then they 
would return to their work with new 
viaion and interest. The hardest sen­
tences are usually given bv those, who 
hear the fewest ease», and who, therefore, 
feel their judicial positions.

“I am a beliex-er in corporal pun­
ishment, however," conch id ed Dr. Gil- 
mour. “It is all right for people wit-h 
large hearts and small heads to think we 
can get along without it., and love these 
l>eoplc into heaven.”

POLICE TOO HARSH.
Mr. J. P. Downey, M. P. P., of Guelph, 

spoke on "The Indeterminate Sentence," 
which he defined as the basic principle 
of the reformative movement. He saw 
a crying n-eed for more sympathy from 
those in whose hands the criminals l"c||. 
‘ Fhe training of our police officers is 
such,” he said, “t-hat it xvould be suicidal 
to appoint a police officer as a parole of- 
' ’ The indeterminate system, he
said, would be employed to a gre.'.t 
extent in the nexv Provincial Reforma­
tory, of which the site would be put 
chased in the near future.
BAR CHILDREN FROM THEATRES.

In his paper on “Some Present Need* 
of Child-rescue Work,” Mr. XV. L. Scott, 
of Ottawa, submitted sex-eral proposals 
which he considered essential to a suc­
cessful furtherance of the work. These 
were the establishment of juvenile 
courts, more extensive facilities for deal­
ing with children mentally defective, a 
law forbidding children to attend the 
theatre without proper attendants, pro­
vision for the inspection of all moving 
picture filme before they are submitted 
to the publi e.and, lastly, a provision 
placing children adopted *bv foster-par­
ents in the same legal position as actual 
children as regards the Inheritance of 
projierty. .

WIFE DESERTION.
"There is move wife desertion among 

Vite Jews of Toronto than among any 
other nationality. The Jewish women 
hax-e absolutely no privacy. Where the 
new hospital is being erected there was n 
fifteen-roomed house xx*here 200 men 
lived. Girls reared in such surroundings 
have absolutely no chance, once they 
have gone xvrong." This startling state­
ment xvas made hy Mis-* Cook, in u paper 
on “Overcrowding of Tenements,’’ read 
at the morning sessoin. Miss Cook is 
Bible Woman for the Toronto Mission 
Union, with headquarter at the Bible 
Women's Home, 80 Hayter street. Her 
constituency lies among the xvomen of 
The Ward.

After lamenting the deplorable social 
conditions of the xvard, Miss Cook, in her 
address, turned the spot-light on the 
hygienic situation, which she had also 
found to be bad. “The unsanitary con­
ations in the ward are particularly 
shocking." she asserted. “I saw garbage 
piled in the back yards as high as the 
windows.” On the evil effects of over- 
eroxvding as present in Toronto, Miss 
Cook was equally pessimistic. "The po­
lice will hax-e their hands full.” she said, 
"as overcroxvding breeds criminals. We 
meet children hardly in their teens who 
practice all kinds of vice. I knoxv of 
boys who have taken their first step in 
vice under their oxvn mother’s roof.

President J. R. McNeillie, of Lindsay, 
in his presidential address, sketched the 
progress made in relief xvork during the 
past year.

“the question ‘Who can minister to 
a mind diseased?’ which xvas so long 
considered to he hopelessly unnnsxver- 
able, can noxx- lie answered in a large 
degree of hope, with the result that 
more and more attention is given to 
every new case, looking toxvards recov­
ery."

“The brightest minds in the Toronto 
jail hax-e been brought there through 
the influence of the XX'oodbine," said 
Rev. Dr. Uhamliers, Governor of Toron­
to jail, in giving a fexv suggestions at 
the close of the afternoon session. “We 
should take notice of the gambling anti 
the betting evil. Out of a total enroll­
ment in the jail last year of 4.584. there 
xvere 2,208 with drunk and disordely en­
tered against their names. This shows 
what, a tremendous relation the liquor 
traffic in Canada bears to crime.”

TOBACCO FOR PRISONERS.
Dr. Chambers then made the most 

radical suggestion of the afternoon, in 
which he favored the use of tobacco by 
prisoners. In the book of rules and reg­
ulations for the government of the com­
mon jails of Ontario the use of tobacco 
by prisoners is prohibited except in spe­
cial cases. "The existence of this rule," 
said the governor, “is the cause of more 
falsehood, theft and deceit than any­
thing else that was ever devised. If 
its framers desired to bring about these 
offences they hit upon the proper moth 
od. My suggestion is that this rule be 
eliminated and the following substi­
tuted:

“ ‘The use of tobacco by prisoners 
whether on remand or under sentence,

due to the fact that our federal. Pro­
vincial ami municipal system of correc­
tion is not one organic whole. The only 
way to reach crime-tainted men is to 
change their environment." Major Snel- 
grove further strongly approved the 
system of indeterminate sentence as a | 
system which brings the prisoner from 
the jail xvith a certificate of commen­
dation. a reformed set of morals, and 
xvith the prospects of becoming a good
Clt,Z,niCANADIANS FILL JAILS.

That Canadians and not the foreign 
immigrants are fillingvthe jails of the 
country xvas the point emphasized by 
Sheriff* Middleton, of Hamilton. “It is a 
decided mistake for people to lay the 
burden of crime on the foreigner. It is 
unfortunately our own people who are 
filling the jails.” He further opposed 
the system of indeterminate sentence, 
advocated by the former speaker, as one 
which deprives the prisoner and his fam­
ily of the means of all hope for the fu­
ture.

Other speakers were Dr. C. R. Char-

tcris, of Chatham; Lieut.-C'ol. J. S. Pug- 
mire, s. A., of Toronto, and Sheriff Cam­
eron, of London.

They will consider the following reso­
lution: "That the conference urge upoii^ 
the Government the necessity of erect­
ing one or more suitable hospitals for 
the care of the so-called harmless in­
sane, and charge each county at the 
actual coat for their maintenance as per 
the number of patients from each such 
county.”

"KINGS" LOSE DOMAIN.

Title of Greig Brothers to 1*!*#*^ 
Passes to Stock Company.

8an Francisco, Oct. 19. — Fanning 
and Washington Islands, of the South 
Sea group, have finally passed out of 
the possession of the Gtoig brothers, 
James. George and William, the Scotch­
men who were known as the “kings" of 
these two islands. The brothers officially 
lost their titles when the British Gov­
ernment constructed a cable station on 
Fanning Island.

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TRAGEDY OF BANISHED WIFE AND HER MOTHERLESS CHILDREN
Rtvarkabla Story of Mri. Hanna, 

Victim of Her Hatband’t Best 
Friend, a Broken Home, 

Maternal Lore and an 
Injured Husband’s 

Sympathy.

Shelby, O., Oct. 19.—City Clerk W»I- 
ter D. Hanna came home early from a 
lodge meeting the other night, arvd foxmd 
hie beat friend, Samuel Robb, with Mrs. 
Hanna. In whispers, so as not to wake 
their two little children, Hanna bade 
the pair go with him.

They signed an oath, did these two— 
his best friend and the mother of his 
children, which confessed the man's per­
fidy, and assured Hanna a divorce.

For Shelby, in what it 
thinks and^doee. is just the same as any 
other healthy American city.

And of course it is unnecessary to 
state that the people here talked, and 
thought; what they thought was the 
stock condemnation of the woman and 
the home breaker, while what thev said 
was the stock sympathy for Walter 
Hanna and Mrs. Hanna’s parents, Frank 
Sutch and hie wife.

Oitirio Breach Melding Four Day 

Session at Belleville.

Many Interesting Papers Read and 
Reports Presented.

Belleville, Oct. 19.—The thirty-second 
convention of tbs Ontario Women’s 
Christian Temperance Union opened this 
morning for a four day*’ session, Mrs. S. 
G. McGee, of Barrie, Provincial Presi­
dent, presiding.

Mrs. Livingston reported on the work 
among Africans as carried on by moth­
ers’ meetings and medal contests. 
Sailors’ work, she said, opened up an­
other opportunity by the distribution of 
comfort bags and literature. Mrs. Mc- 
Iseod, superintendent of this work, said 
the number of boats on the lakes was 
yearly increasing.

The temperance Sunday school quar­
terlies, edited by Mrs. Thomley, Lon­
don, have now reached a circulation of 
10,000, and the publication is about to 
be handed over to the Dominion Union.

The discussion on narcotics was a 
spirited one. The reported decrease of 
the consumption of cigarettes, amount­
ing to 28,000,000, was commented upon 
favorably. Herculean efforts had been 
put forth by Mrs. Waters, Muskoka, 
and Mrs. Crysler, Brantford.

Mrs. Pugsley’s report on legislation 
and law enforcement was the most 
satisfactory in years, showing that lo­
cal option can be enforced, and is en­
forced as generally as other laws on the 
statute books. The government was 
commended for its better enforcement 
of law.

A manifesto to the Minister of Jus­
tice relating to a reprieve for Anna 
Robinson, was ordered to be forwarded 
unanimous sympathy being expressed by 
• rising vote.

The subject of scientific temperance 
was introduced bv Mrs. Maxwell, of 
Windsor. It wss Relieved that in the 
public schools it was time Ontario got 
in step with the advances being made 
by the educational departments of other 
nations.

One of the features of the conven­
tion was the corresponding serretarv’s 
report. Mrs. Flora York Miller brought 
cheering news of advances all along the 
line. The number of unions is 225, 
regular members 6,907 : honorary mem­
bers, 908; regular meetings, 2,045; pub­
lic meetings, 392; juvenile societies, 02; 
pledged children in the same. 7,807. To­
tal receipts were $18,795.90, and new un­
ions numbered 27.

The address of Mrs. McKee specially 
noted the successful completion of a 
ten years’ crusade against the violation 
of the law in military canteens, the 
horror of the white slave traffic, in­
creased drinking in fashionable circles, 
and the prevalence of the use of patent, 
medicines. She also said that It had 
cost the tobacco companies $100,000 to 
fight the anti-cigarette legislation inaug­
urated hy the union.

Ottawa, Oct. 19.—The New Bruns­
wick Southern Railway Co. this morning 
obtained an order from the Railway 
Commission permitting an increase in its 
freight rates so as to make them equal 
to those charged by other railways in 
New Brunswick.

Mr. H. H. McLean, of St. John, X. B., 
explained that the tariff had been pre­
pared by a dry goods clerk, who knew 
nothing of traffic matters and who had 
been constantly interrupted while at 
work by being obliged to wait on cus­
tomers at the store.

NO ADVICES FROM WASHINGTON
RECEIVED BY GOVERNMENT.

Feeling at Ottawa That While the 
Spirit of the Convention is Being 
Observed it Would Not be Wise 
to Strain at a Few Minor Infrac­
tions.

Ottawa, Oct. 19.—The Government has 
received no official advices from Wash­
ington relating to the proposed arming 
of the navy training ships, Yantic and 
Don Juan de Austria, now in American 
waters on the great lakes, as stated in 
the press despatch from Windsor. But 
even if the despatch is correct it would 
not necessarily mean that the United 
States contemplates any serious viola­
tion of the Rush-Bagot convention of 
1817. For some years past there have 
been American militia training ships, 
with a small armament, on the great 
lakes, and the gunboat Nashville, which 
was added to the lake training fleet last 
year, is equipped with eight four-inch 
guns and four machine guns, much heav­
ier armament than is suggested for the 
Yantic and the Don Juan de Austria. 
The seven American obsolete war vessels 
now on the great lakes are all used 
solely as training ships for the naval 
militia, and while the Canadian Govern­
ment naturally deprecates any violation 
of the spirit of the Rush-Bagot conven­
tion providing for a strict limitation of 
•land and naval armaments on the great 
lakes, and has all along adhered to the 
convention, it is felt that it is not wise 
to make any very strenuous protest 
against the action of the American Gov­
ernment in technically overstepping the 
terms of the agreement with a view to 
providing for the training of a naval 
militia.

According to the terms of the conven­
tion, each country agreed to limit the 
number of armed vessels on the lakes, 
each vessel not to exceed one hundred 
tons burden, and to carry only one 
eighteen-pound cannon. When the agree­
ment was made, nearly one hundred 
years ago. the size of war vessels and 
the character of armament were very 
different from the present-day type- A 
hundred-ton gunboat, with an eightwn- 
pounder on board, would, of course, be 
an anomaly at the present time. To in­
sist on a strict adherence to the terms 
of the convention now would probably 
result in merely securing its abrogation 
or else in compelling each country to 
forego entirely the provision for any 
navah training on the great lakes. As 
long as the spirit of the convention is 
observed as it has been during the past 
hundred years, the Government here 
does not feel justified in taking any 
action that might possibly involve the 
risk of having the whole convention 
abrogated, just because-a few small guns 
are placed on American training ships, 
to be used for target practice and to 
teach the naval militia the principles of 
handling guns.

U. S. WILL ASK PERMISSION.
Washington, D. C., Oct. 19.—In refer­

ence to a despatch from Ottawa, Ont., 
regarding a story from Detroit that the 
United States Government had decided 
to arm the training ships Yantic and 
Don Juan de Austria with four inch guns 
for target purposes, it is stated by the 
Navy Department that, while tenders 
have been called for estimates for in­
stalling modern high-power guns on all 
the ships loaned to the naval militia on 
the lakes, there is little likelihood that 
the armament will be installed.

In case it was found that the Govern­
ment can afford to inatal modern guns 
on the Yantic and Don Juan de Austria, 
and other vessels on the lakes, it is cer­
tain that the views of the Dominion au­
thorities would be ascertained in ad­
vance of any positive action towards in­
creasing the armament.

One of the brothers went so far as to 
declare on Tuesday that politics was be­
hind the whole proceeding.

There, a prophecy 
as to the future of a property which 
fails of fulfillment is construed as a 
willful attempt to mislead and defraud. 
This case was started by jealousy 
among Canadian officials, when one 
found that the other had not exercised 
a rigid censorship over the prospectuses 
sent out from the offices of Law & Com­
pany. The competition of Law & 
Company, of which firm W. L. Russell 
was a partner, was feared bv certain 
men.

BOYS’ SHARE 
IN CAMPAIGN.

Something About the Great Work 
Now In Progress.

The New Building Is Norv In 
Course of Erection.

Some of the Advantages Which 
It Will Afford.

Brick work on the new boys’ depart­
ment of the Young Men's Christian As­
sociation is being done rapidly. The ar 
chitect’s plans show a four storey build- 
iug of pleasing Colonial design, with 
frontage of sixty-seven feeet on Jack- 
son street. The full depth is 136 feet, 
the rear portion being thirty-one feet 
wide.

On the second floor the offices will be 
located, with large reception room; also 
locker rooms and shower baths in the 
rear. The third floor is taken up with 
the immense gymnasium, sixty-five by 
cightv-four feet, and exercise room 
thirty-one by fifty feet. This is a much 
larger gymnasium than the present one 
m the main building. It wiR accommo- 
<late several squads of boys, and two 
games of basketball can be played in it 
at one time. The fourth floor will he 
made up of the gallery of the gymnasi- 
nm and a running track, also an enclos­
ed visitors’ gallery accessible by sep­
arate street entrance and capable of ac­
commodating a large number of specta­
tors. On the ground floor there will be 
several class rooms arranged so that 
tney can be thrown into one large ban­
quet or assembly room; also kitchen and 
pantries. Five bowling alleys will be 
placed on this floor for the‘use of the 
seniors.

The advantage to both the seniors and 
the boys of having this new separate 
equipment will he tremendous. The sen­
iors will have the use of the present 
gymnasium all the time, while the boys 
will have constant ncccess to their en 
tire department. There are four divi 
sions among the boys : Juniors, or public 
school pupils; intermediates, or high 
school students ; hoys’ club, for working 
boys: and the news boys’ class. Each 
division will have its own class room 
and three periods n week in the gymnns 
ium, instead of one or two, as at pre­
sent. It will also be possible to give due 
attention to educational classes for 
working boys.

This world-wide movement the Young 
Men’s Christian Association is develop­
ing. and one of the most striking fea­
tures of its growth is the greater stress 
that is being put upon the boys' depart 
ment. The animal trainer, when lie 
wants a lion to tame, gets a young lion. 
And for best results in men, you have 
to “catch them young enough.” Boys in 
their teens are attracted by the fun of 
the thing. The stirring games and exer­
cises appeal to their love of action. They 
got the Y. M. C. A. habit and it sticks to
them. The Bible sttiuy classes are judi­
ciously worked in, and the general at­
mosphere is such as tends to develop 
manly Christian character. The exercises 
and baths themselves make for morality 
and clean living.

When it was found that the smn ask­
ed for and so generously given in the 
special June campaign would he insuffi­
cient to pAivide an adequate building, 
several leading citizens of their own ac­
cord telephoned the officers, advising
then, by all means not to skimp the con­
struction. They urged the wisdom of 
building for the future and promised 
further financial support in the addi­
tional expense entailed. The directors 
therefore decided to go on with the full 
plans and arc now placing the matter 
before the public, preparatory to a 
Thanksgiving campaign next. Vç»k. in 
which it is hoped to secure the ten thou­
sand dollars required to insure a boys’ 
building that willl acccommodate a 
thousand boys. The Association expects 
to have a membership of that number in 
the hoys’ department before ten. years 
have passed.

HIS PIOUS HOPE.
SOCIALIST CREATES DISTURB­

ANCE IN BRITISH COMMONS.

His Wish is That Those Who Signed 
Ferrer’s Death Warrant May "be 
Sent to Heaven by the Chemical 
Parcel Post.”

London, Oct. 19.—The Socialist mem­
bers of the House of Commons tried 
to adjourn the session of the lower 
House this afternoon in order to discuss 
the execution at Barcelona last week of 
Professor Francisco Ferrer, but only 
fourteen Labor and four Radical mem­
bers could be found to support the mo­
tion. Albert Victor Grayson, the Social­
ist member for the Colne Valley divis­
ion of Yorkshire, and William J. 
Thorne, Labor member for Southwest 
Ham, then created a disturbance by an­
athematizing their colleagues as 
"shameful cowards." Thorne shouted 
out that it was his pious hope that 
"those who signed Ferrer’s death war­
rant will be sent to heaven by the chem­
ical parcel post.’’

Grayson made an attempt to move 
for the expulsion of the Spanish Am­
bassador, but this was prevented by 
the Speaker, while the protest of the 
Socialist forces against the killing of 
Grayson’s motion was quickly silenc­
ed by the majority.

Arthur Henderson, a leading Labor 
member of the House, opened the dis­
cussion by questioning the Foreign 
Secretary on Britain's attitude to­
ward teh Ferrer incident.

The Secretary responded that the 
Government at no time was in posses­
sion of special information regarding 
the Ferrer case, and that the proper 
policy of non-interference with the in­
ternal affairs of a foreign country had 
been followed.

This brought a shower of queries 
and comment from the labor and J 
Socialist side of the House, but the j 
Secretary took refuge behind estab- I 
lished precedent and maintained that ' 
the Government took the only posi­
tion in the* matter possible in view of , 
international conditions. i

It is believed that no further at­
tempt will be made at this time to 
involve Parliament in the Spanish 
trouble.

The middleweight cham­
pion not only stung him, but caught 
the negro off his balance and sent him 
to the floor. This was too much hu­
miliation for Johnson to swallow, and 
in a foxy manner he struggled to his 
feet, and as Ketchel was plowing in 
to fiuish the job the negro sprang at 
him like a tiger and in three jolts 
dropped the plucky young middle­
weight senseless. The "final blow, a 
short right-hand nppercut, was deliv- 
ered with such force that Ketchel’s 
teeth were driven clear through the 
leather and hair covering Johnson’s 
knuckles.

Ketchel developed another latent 
attribute that Johnson possesses. Here­
tofore it was considered that the negro's 
left hand was of little use excepting to 
block an opponent. In Satuiday’s con­
test he used it for leading and eodnter- 
ing, and it was chiefly by these stiff 
punches that Ketchel was sent, bruised 
and bleeding, to his corner at the end 
of several rounds. The bout proved that 
Johnson is » dangerous mab with both 
hands; is tricky and possesses more of 
the craftiness of the ring than he has 
been given credit for.

FULL OF FEATIMES.
One account of the fight wired East 

says: Next to the defeat of Ketchel the 
knockdown of the heavyweight cham­
pion was the spectacular feature of the 
performance. Ketchel swung his right 
hard as the two men were advancing. 
To those who were in a position to 
follow closely what was happening the

little force, and there was genuine sur­
prise when Johnson dropped, spun 
around on his knees with a smile on his 
face and took advantage of the count.

Johnson declared he was hit behind 
the ear as he was coming in and that 
the impact of the two bodies was what 
made him fall. He also says that the 
blow dazed him for a moment, but it is 
significant- that once on his feet he 
was not so dazed, but that he rushed 
Ketchel more viciously than at any 
Previous stage of the* match. He had 
so much force behind the right that 
the glove shows where Ketchel’s teeth 
pierced through the leather.

That the negro could have finished 
the fight earlier than he did was ap­
parent to all at the ringside, and that 
he was merely saving Ketchel. even to 
the. extent of holding him up in the 
earlier rounds, when the white man was 
almost falling, was proved to any tyro 
at the boxing game.

Before the fight started it was whis­
pered about that Johnson would fight 
for the moving pictures for twelve 
rounds, and that lie would then cut 
loose. George Little is credited with 
having told several friends that Johnson 
would win in the twelfh round, and in 
the tenth, when there were remarks that 
Ketchel might last the limit. Little of­
fered to bet any amount that Johnson 
would knock Ketchel out before twelve 
rounds ended.

WARNING FOR JEFFRIES.
Willus Britt declared that Ketchel 

lost the fight through his own care­
lessness: that he was in a fair way to 
capture the heavyweight champion­
ship had he been cautious once John­
son had dropped to the floor. But in 
no round of the fight is this statement 
borne out. Ketchel was as easy for 
Johnson as Kaufman was. That the 
middleweight champion showed bull­
dog courage and gameness against 
the odds lie had to face was admitted. 
But at all times Johnson handled his 
man much as he would a child, 
swinging Ketchel clear off his feet in 
some of the clinches and outboxing 
him so that Ketchel’s vaunted shift 
missed by a foot on the many times he 
tried to connect.

As early as the second round John­
son showed the big crowd a flash of 
his strength when he uppercut 
Ketchel with a right and sent, him to 
the mat for a count of six. Again In
