WHILE acting as special investi-

STORMIEST VOYAGE
OF HIS LIFETIME

New York, Dec. 28—Engulfed b.
seas ninety feet high, tossed like a
toy boat in a hurricane of 129 miles
velocity, fighting every knot of the
way, the French liner Savoie came
into port yesterday after an encount-
er with storms that kept her captain
above deck throughout the eleven
day voyage and streaked with gray
the hair of a woman passenger.
Only a smashed railing on the star-
board bow, the haggard, but thankfui
faces ‘of 320 passengers, and the be-
draggled appearance of the captain
indicated the life and death struggle
through which the Savofe had just
come. She was 48 hours overdue
Three times her wireiess aerial was
torn from the ship's top when the
storm was at its height last Tuesday,
Wednesday and Thursday. The bar-
ometer dropped six points in an hour
Passengers knelt in prayer and de-
-spaired of ever seeing land again.
Through it all, Captain Henri Bois-
son, grizzled veteran of countless
fights with raging elements, stood on
the bridge, directing the fight for life
while towering seas poured across
the decks of the careening liner, tore
a thousand pound piano loose and
hurled it 40 feet across the drawing
room, smashing portholes of the first
cabin and poured a foot of water in-
to the suite de luxe.

His nerves shaken, his eyes blood-
shot, his wrackled bedy crying for
sleep, Capt. Boisson tried to smile
his triumps todsy. He admitted that
there had never been such a storm
on the Atlantic during the 15 years
of the Savole's career or the thirty-
two years he has put to sea.

Alberta Planning New
$3,000,000 Debenture

Edmonton, Dec.27—A new deben
ture issue of probably $3,000,000 will
be put on the market by the prov-
cial government about the middle
of January. It will be on the basis of
20 years, five per cent, in both Cana
dian nnd‘Amerlcan funds. The sale
will be made, it is now intended, by
public tender

The issue will take up the balance
still remaininggfrom the amount au
thorized in 1922 and the proceeds will
be applied to publi¢c works and other

purposes.

The Workmen’s
Compensation Act

Changes in Rates For the
Coming Year

The Workmen's Compensation Act
rate for the coming' year show some
change from the present rates. There
are several increases and reductions,
but the amount raised is not éxpeded
to differ materially from the present.
The changes are as follows:

Class 1. Lime and plaster manu
facturing and quarrying raised  from
2 to 250 per cent. Brick and cement
block manufacturing, 80 to 1 per
cent.

Class 2. Lumbering. Sawmill rates
raised from 250 to % -er (ent Plan-
ing and moulding re-¢3 a‘e increased
from 1.50 to 2 per ceat.

Class 3, Iron and steel work. Foun-
dries and inachine shops are in-
creased from .70 to 1 per cent. Bolt
and nail manufacturing is increased
from 80 to 1 per cent Vulcanizing
and battery service rates are in
creased from .90 to 1 per cent.

Class 4. Mixed, including manufac-
turers, retailers, .wholesale, storage
warehouses, etc. Bush work is re-
duced from .70 to .60.. Cutting and
storing ice and work with coal and
wood is raised from 150 to 170 per
per cent  Printing and engraving
reduced from .30 to .20. Sugar refin-

Tanneries, etc., increased from 1 to
1.20. Wholesale and retail stores ars
increased from .30 to .40.

Class 5. Building Constructicn of
building increased from 2 to 2.20.

Class 6. Municipal work, etc. Steel
bridge construction, increased from
5 to 7 per cent. Concrete and cement
work is increased 1.50 to 2 per cent.
Power line construction is decreased
from 15 to 1.2. Construction of roads
etc., increased from 1 to 1.5.

Class 7. Stevedoring and wharf
work:

Construction of docks and plers.
Reduced from 8 to 2 per cent: Ex-
press Company transportation, reduc-
ed from 1 to .90. Fishing traps In-
creased from 2 to 2.20. Stevedoring,
Bay of P\und-y ports, increased 3 to
3.25; outsfde ports, 250 to 2.75.
Warehousing, freighthandling and
checkings, decreased 2 to 150 per
cent.

Writer Criticizes the Too-Frequent
Employment of Phrase, “The
Psychological Mon:ent.”

A correspondent  of the TLondon
Times sternly scolds all who are so |
slipshod In their speech us to empldy !
that most useful of phrases, “the psy-
chological moment,” says the Living
Age. Asserting that by no possible
distortion of the English language can
it legitmately be forced into its cur-
rent meaning of “the proper, or fit-
ting, moment,” he proceeds to give
a history of the phrase which is vast-
ly more interesting than his diatribe
against its users.

“The psychological moment” is an
English translation of the French le !
moment psychologique, which is, In
its turn, a mistranslation of the Ger-
man das psychologische moment,
which was used in the Neue Preuss-
issche Zeitung in December, 1870,
when the bombardment of Paris was
about to begin. The German writer
sald: “The psychological momentum
(das psychologische moment) must be
allowed to play a prominent part,
for without its co-operation there is |

for | little to be hoped from the work of ,
stings ' the artillery.”

Confusing the neuter |
German word das moment (whlch
means “momentum,” and, as here used,
a dynamic part of the human mind
urging it to action), with the mascu-
line der t (which ) mo-
ment in its ordinary English sense)
the French translated it le moment
psychologique, and with derisive gay-
ety incorporated it into the slang of
the hour.

The French writer Francisque Sar-
cey, in his “Diary of the Siege of
Paris,” tells how the beleaguered Pa-
risians pluckily made game of thelr
enemy's phrase:

“You know how we laugh over that
‘psychological moment.’ The word
has become all the rage. . . Ev-
erybody says, ‘I'm hungry. The psy-
chological moment for sittjpg dowm
to dinner has arrived.” . . When
the first ball fell In the nreetl of
Paris, everybody cried laughingly,
“Tiens! They must think the psycho-
logical moment has arrived!"”

The facts are vouched for by the
new English dictionary, but for all the
lexicographers may say, “the psy-
chological moment” 1s too firmly fixed
in the usage to be ‘withdrawn readily.

In the latter 50's, howcver, South-
western Ontario contained a large
negro clement, and many of the escaped
slaves had established themselves in
business and were ambitious, well-edu-
cated and well-to-do. So when “Ossa-
watomie” Brown, nursing his daring
scheme of freeing the slaves at a sin-
gle stroke, looked about for support, he
turned naturally to the negro settle-
ments in Southwestern Ontario for
funds and helpers.

The exact date of the conference at
which the date was planned is not pre-
served in the local tradition. It seems
probable that John Brown visited Chat-
ham on several occasions in connection
with his work for the slaves. The con-
ference probably took place late in
1858, or early in 1859.

The Chatham structure is often care-
lessly referred to as “the Holden
house.” The owner, however, was a
colored man named Eli Holton. Hol-
ton was present at the meeting held by
John Brown. So was Isaac Holden,
another prominent colored man. Both
were big men, physically, and leaders in
the colored community.

It was on Oct. 17, 1859, that the
Chatham conference bore fruit in the
startling raid on Harper's Ferry, in
Northern Virginia, where Brown, with
several of his sons and a number of
other white men, seized the national
armory and issued a proclamation call-
ing upon the slaves to rise in inssrrec-
tion against their master. The raid in
a few hours spread consternation, not
merely throughout Virginia, but
throughout the United States. Lt-Col.
Robert ¥£. Lee, however, arrived with
a detachment of marines, the armory
was recaptured, and Brown and a few
of his companions were taken prisoners.,
Brown was hanged at Charleston, Vir-
ginia, Ded. 2, 1859,

A few months later, Abraham Lin-
coln, at his Cooper Institute speech at
New York, referred to Brown's raid in
the following words:

“John Brown's effort was peculiar,
It was not a slave insurrection. It was
an attempt by white men to get up »
revolt among the slaves, in which the
slaves refused to participate. In fact,
it was so absurd that the slaves, with
all their ignorance, saw plainly enough
it could not succeed.’

are innovations planned by the Cana-
dian Pacific Steamships, Limited,
for the 1923 season.

The calls at Belfast on eastbound
trips are an inauguration of a new
passenger service from Canada to
Ireland. This service will be main-
tained by the ste. hips Metagama,
Marburn and Marloch, and will com-
mence with the sailing of the Meta-

ma from Montreal, bound for Bel-
ast and Glasgow, on May 8. This
will be the first Canadian Pacific
sailing from this port in 1923,

Winnipeg.—With the completion
of the Canadian Pacific Railway line
from Acme to Drumheller, Alta., last
month, five new mines were put into
operation along this line, according
to Charles Murphy, general man-
ager of western lines.

SEPARATION OF
INDIA FROM THE
BRITISH EMPIRE

A full program for the separation
of India from the Britissh empire and
\stablishment jof Lthe “Ftederated
Republic of India” will be submitted
to the Indian National Congress at
the annual session of that organiza-
tion at Gaya, British India, this week
according to information received in
British official circles.

Great interest in the program is
evidenced in official quarters where
it is said to be the direct work of the
Bolsheviki. The Indian National Con-
gress is the organization which M.
Handas K. Ganhi headed until his
arrest and imprisonment this year.

The scheme said to have originated
with M.N. Roy, an Indian communist
living in Berlity employs the fam-
iliar -communist terminology. It de-
clares the Nationalist movement has
reached the stage where adoption of
a definite program, as well as defin-

ite action, can no longer be deferred.

The ambiguous term “Swaraj” it
seems |is opén to many definitions:
therefore a militant program of ac-
tion is indispensable in order to
mobitize all available revolutionary
forces. The theory of equal partner-
ship in the “British commonwealth”
is held to be but a “gilded version of
imperialism” as only _the upper
classes, the document says, have
benefited by it
