MOWAT SPEAKS.

Is Loyal to the Policy of Unrestricted
Reciproeity and for British
Connection.

The Globe of 14th inst. contains a let-
ter from Hon. Oliver Mowat, premier and
attorney general of Ontario, addressed to
hon. Alex. Mackenzie, dealing at con-
siderable length with the questions of
reciprocity and annexation and embody-
ing an exhaustive review of the political
situation. He begins his letter in the
following terms:

My honored and dear friend: You
and I are among the oldest Canadian
liberals still in public life. Throughout
our time; and for long before, the prin-
ciples of the liberal party have been

status as British subjects,and did not want
unrestricted reciprocity if it was to involve
a change in their nationality, or could
only be obtained on terms te which they
could not honorably agree.

As no commereial or other
material advantage,real or supposed,would
induce the people of the Unitad States to
change their allegiance, so neither; T hope,
will :the prospect of sorhe material advan-
tage “induce Canadians to.change their
allegiance to the empire. Liberals did
not see that unrestricted reciprocity would
have any such effect ; they believed that
with unchanged political relations, unres-
tricted reciprocity would, on the whole,
be a good thing for our farmers especially,
and through them for the whole commun-
ity. But unrestricted reciprocity at the
price of annexation we were not prepared
for.

On the independence question Mr.
Mowat #ay: The time has not eome for
forming . Canada. into an indepentent
Bation. ‘Any who think so are deceiving
themselves. The provinces of the Dominion

v Ca_nada and the United States. We know
that reciprocity is only obtainable, if at
all.
Through the Liberal Party,

the only reciprocity the conservatives go
for being a reciprocity short of what
would, as we believe, be for the interest
of Canada, and short at the same time of
what the United States would agree to.

My letter to Dr. McKay is spoken of in
the conservative press as if it expressed
new opinions on my part; and it is sug-
gested that the letter was written for
publieation and to announce to the gener-
al public of Canada an antagonism be-
tween myself and the liberal leaders,
the hon. Mr. Laurier and Sir Richard
Ca.rtwnght., his able coadjutor in Ontario.
The truth is otherwise on both points.
My letter was ‘written for no other ob-
ject than the Woodstock meeting, and
without any thought of antagonism to-
wards either of our two friends. The
gentiments expressed in it in regard to
British connexion I had often expressed

lessen its usefulness by favoring, or seem-
ing to favor, the transfer of this country
and its allegiance to any foreign power.
Some of our farmers, conservatives and
liberalg alike, may talk somewhat wildly

from a better government.

The commission report which is signed
by only two members, the third, judge
Jette, being incapacitated by illness, finds
that while Mr. Garneau, minister of
public worke, gave proof of carelessness,
there is nothing to show that he bene-
fitted in any way by the transaction, and
that when Mr. Langelier, provincial sec-
retary, accepted money from Pacaud, he
was perfectly aware of its source. As re-
gards Mr. Mercier, the report says that it
was not proved that he knew of the ex-

Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer
and His Household

BUTTER MAKING.

Allow your cows to get nothing but the
purest water, and as much of it as they
can drink at least twice a day. The milk
from our common Canadian cows when
grass-fed contains 87 per cent water. The
cow has no filter in her to purify water,
and if the water is impure the impurity
goes straight into the milk. If a cow
drinks 100 lbs. impure water 87 per cent
of the impurities of that water will be
found in the milk. Never allow your
cows to drink water you would not drink
yourself. We will take it for granted that
the man has done his part, that is, he has
got the right breed of cattle and has fed
and watered them properly. Next comes
the woman’s part, and, first the milking,

ready for the butter. Fill it within a
quarter of an inch from the top, cover
with two thicknesses of cloth, press the
cloth well down round the edge and cover
with the following mixture: 1 1b. salt, 2
0z. white sugar, 1 oz.saltpetre; wet the
mixture with boiling water, allow it to
cool before you use it, then spread it
over the top of your tenant. This will
become quite hard and air-tight. Have
rough box in your milk-room large
enough to hold all the butter you make
in the season; as soon as-a tennant is
filled, put it into the box and cover with
coarse salt to keep it from the air. Al-
though I have described how butter can
be kept, I do not recommend keeping it.
In conclusion, let me say that women
would find it a great deal easier to keep
milk dishes clean by using a brush
instead of a cloth.—Joseph Yuill, in the
Canadian Live Stock and Farm Journal.

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MOWAT'S LETTER.

MR.

—We have devoted considerable space
this week to the reproduction of a good
part of the open letter written by the
veteran premier of Ontario to the hon.
Alex. Mackenzie on the political situation
generally, and dealing especially with the
question of unrestricted reciprocity and
annexation. The letter speaks for itself|
but'weé cannot help remarking that, in
our opinion, it is a most important and
valuable contribution to the discussion of
the political issues before the country at
this juncture and is one of the ablest
state papers of the day. Anything Mr.
Mowat says inspires unbounded con-
fidence wherever he is known, and his
letter will not fail to dispel almost en-
tirely in Ontario the fears which have
been excited by the conservative press
that unrestricted reciprocity would dis-
tarb our relations with the mother
country. As astaunch loyalist and friend
of British connection and an astute, far
seeing statesman, he would be on the
alert to discern the slightest trace of an
annexationist tendency in the liberal
policy. His letter will settle the doubts
which have troubled many thoughtful
persons. If there were in the ranks of
the liberal party a very great many more
persons than there are who would not
look with disfavor upon a political union
with the United States, they would be
powerless when confronted by such sturdy
loyalists as the premier of Ontario. Our
own belief is that there are about as many
real annexationists in the conservative as
in the liberal party; but we also believe
there are not very many in either. Many
liberals, no doubt, in despair over
the condition of affairs; have said and
perhaps thought that any change must
be for the better, but the advent of the
liberal party to power and the dawn of
a brighter day would dispel the gloom
which is the parent of all the discontent.

For our own part, we would have been
glad if Mr. Mowat had elaborated an idea
which he barely touched upon, with
more fullness, and that is that the term
“unrestricted reciprocity ” must always
be qualified in its meaning by not only

“the demands of national dignity and
perhaps adhesion to the British con-
nection, but the needs of the dominion
exchequer. So deeply has the tory party
involved us in debt and taxation, and so
rapidly has the expenditure of the
country grown that the liberal policy will
find itself hampered in its operation by
the imperative need of a large revenue.
The new government will make no treaty
with the United States which will leave
the treasury empty, and all the assurance
any liberal leader can, with confidence,
give the country, is that trade extension
with the adjoining republic will be en-
larged to the fullest possible extent con-
sistent with the maintenance of the public
credit, the public dignity and the public
services.

THE MERCIER DISMISSAL.

The dismissal of Mr. Mercier by the
lleut govemor of Quebec took place on the
16th inst., and since then the ex-premier
has cauaed all the correspondence be-
tween himself and the governor to be
published, It appears that the commis-
sion, consisting of three judges, appointed
to investigate the -Baie des’ Chaleures
transaction, was not able to make a
final report, owing to the illness of judge
Jette, the chairman of the committee.
Judges Baby and Davidson appear to have
called upon the governor at Spencer-
wood to acquaint him with the fact
that they eould make no report owing
to the president’s illness, when the
governor must have persuaded them
to get up some gort of a document
then and therse, for they then very hur-
riedly prepared and handed governor
Angers what they call a preliminary re-
port. This is clearly not what the com-
misgion called for, and in a strict sense,
as Mr. Mercier claims, has no legal vali-
dity. It was not, however, legal validity
that the governor was after. He wanted
a pretext to diemiss his ministry, and no
time was to be lost if the scheme was not
to miscarry. The constitutional act
demands an annual session of the legis-
lature which ought to have been con-
vened in December, and if Mercier was
not got rid of before parliament should
assemble, the governor would not dare,
during the sitting and in the face of the
people’s representatives, take the power
out of their hands. Hence Mr. Anger’s
hasty action.

We do not think an English colony
wasg ever called upon to face a graver
crisis than that which has been precipi-
tated in Quebec. So grave, indeed, does
it appear to us that we think the main-
tenance of provincial autonomy and the
permanence of the federal system is in-
volved in it. * The governor has not
only dismissed Mercier but has dissolved
the legislative assembly and fixed the 1st
and 8th of March next for the elections.
We are willing to admit that Mercier’s
administration has been no better than
Quebec governments of the past, and
has been lax and probably corrupt. We
even acknowledge the strict constitutional
right of the lieut. governor to dismiss his
ministers. That he has the right to
do this is clear from the fact that Mercier
is out and DeBoucheville is in, but the
wisdom and propriety of the dismissal
are not-so clear. The queen of England |
would not dare to dismiss ministers who
had the confidence of a large majority of
the house of commons, no mat-
ter how corrupt ghe might be-
lieve either the government or the
representatives to be, Mr. Angers may
honestly believe as everybody belteves
that there has been boodling, but his
plain duty was to look to the people’s re-
presentatives for a remedy —not take it
into his own hands. He is no dictator
nor is the Ottawa government which is
behind him in this manceuvre, the guar-
dian of the honor and interests of the
Quebec people. Governor Angers has
made it difficult, if not impossible, for
every man who values the freedom
and independence of the people to take
sides against Mercier. Ottawa interference
in provincial concerns is a danger to our
provincial interests, and every man alive
to the peril may be compelled to make
common cause with the deposed premier
much as he would haye wished it
otherwise.

The dissolution of the house of assembly
of Quebec is, we believe, a graver affair
than the dismissal of the ministry. We
cannot help regarding it as a violation of
the constitution. The B.N.A. act, sec. 82,
makes it the duty of the lieut. governor
to summon the legislature, and sec. 86 says

it shall be done at least once a year; in
no case ghall twelve monthe elapse
between two sittings. The governor’s
apologists say he has the power of dis-
solution and the clause relating to the
convening of the legislature is subject to
that power. It is perhaps a question for
constitutional lawyers, but to plain men it
would seem as though the power of dis-
solving should not be so exercised as to
interfere with a fundamental principle
of the organic law which requires that
the representatives of the people shall
be assembled once at least in every
twelve months. We do not agree with
the view that anarchy will result,
that the new elections will be illegal and
that no law can be legally passed by the
new legislature. Such opinions are, we
believe, unsound. There is no penalty
attaching to the governor's unconstitu-
tional act except the political penalties
which will, no doubt, be visited upon all
concerned should Anger’s action not be
sustained by the people. The act is, how-
ever, none the less in our view unconsti-
tutional and perilous to the cause of well
ordered government. Dr. Bourinot, a
juris-consult of eminent authority is, we
observe, reported as expressing a con-
trary opinion, baging it upon the prero-
gative right of the governor to dissolve,
to which other rights such as the right of
the people to have their representatives
called together within the term specified
are subordinate. To a non-professional
mind it would appear that the governor’s
right should not take precedence of the
people’s right nor that a general power
vested in the government to be only exer-
cised in conformity with what he may
be advised are the well understood
wishes of the people, could properly over-
ride the people’s will as solemnly and
specifically expressed in tbexr constltutlon

We can see no justification for this
coup d’etat unless Mr. Angers may use his
position in the interests of a political
party. He desires, we believe, to prevent
the representatives from recording their
opinion of his conduct, otherwise he would
have met the legislature and thereby ful-
filled the requirement of the constitution.
We regret for the sake of Canada that
this crisis has been precipitated. It
was needless and it may end dis-
astrously. Governor Angers and his
Ottawa backers are not so keenly averse
to boodling even on a large scale;
they are not purists of the very first
water and it would have been as well to
trust to the people who may in the
long run be depended on. It would have
been infinitely better to have allowed ex-
isting administrative wrongs to continue,
than to commit others likely to be more
serious in their results. One thing we
believe and hope may grow out of this
crisis, and we sincerely trust it will be the
the worst, viz.: a demand that the
governor shall be elected by the peo-
ple and no longer appointed by the Ottawa
government. What the result of the
fight will be we cannot forsee. It will be
a bitter struggle, with the chances, we
would judge, rather against Mercier.
There are indications that the clergy are
slipping away from him and if he loses
the support of the church, his fate is
sealed. We doubt if the importance of
the constitutional principles involved will
be very well understood or very much ap-
preciated by the rural portion of the
electorate in which the ex-premier’s
strength has chiefly resided, DeBoucher-
ville is not much of a name to conjure
with. His is not a striking personality,
but he is in possession, and it is said is
well fortified with all those munitions of
war of which his party so well know the
value in an electoral contest.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

As a response to the cry from our
sister city at the mouth of the river for
a fast line of ocean steamships, harbor
facilities and the winter port, the domin-
ion government has bought eut the Harris
car works at a cost, all things included, of
$250,000. There is an odor about this tran-
saction which is not pleasant. The thing
is justified under pretence of enlarging
the I. C. railway grounds, which railway
men say, isnot needed. Then it has been
done in a hurry, between sessions of parlia-
ment, without any appropriation for the
purpose, and to be paid for there must be
another governor general’s warrant
issued, although it wassolemnly promised
last year that the illegal practice should
be altogether discontinued. Again, the
price paid istoo high, and when all is
done the effect upon the business interests
of the community, instead of being bene-
ficial, will be disastrous. The car works
have given employment to 500 men — the
Harris heirs being anxious to get out of
business, and being supplied now by the
dominion government with a long looked
for opportunity of disposing of their pro-
perty with advantage, intend closing
down and these men will have to go else-
where for employment. For the purpose of
helping out Messrs. E. McLeod and J. C.
Robertson, and providing election funds,
as everybody believes, an exorbitant
price is paid in an illegal way for property
not needed for public purposes and as a
net result, 500 taxpaying citizens are cast
loose. If this money had been laid out
in improving the harbor and building a
grain elevator, not only St. John but the
surrounding country would have derived
a benefit. As it is the money is worse
than thrown away.

By way of contrast with our treat-
ment in New Brunswick, let us see how
the government does things in the
upper provinces. Dr. Mosseau, a liberal,
who carried Soulanges in the last
federal election, was unseated the other
day on an election petition. -Within
twenty-four hours the government press
announced tenders for constructing sec-
tions of the Soulanges canal. The cost of
this work is estimated at from $4,750,000 to
$6,000,000, and is going to be proceeded
with immediately. St. John and New
Brunswick cannot get even the twentieth
part of six millions for the improvement
of the one harbor on the Atlantic sea
board of Canada,which is never closed by
ice. The return of a conservative from the
county of Soulanges, in the province of
Quebec, is deemed by the dominion gov-
ernment to be worth, electorally speaking,
six million dollars. The support of three
representatives from St. John is not worth
a quarter of a million, so it seems.

Mr. Jamieson, M. P. for North Lanark,
Ont., was appointed a judge a few days
ago and the writ for a new election has
already been issued. In other constitnen-
cies which have been unrepresented for
over nine months, the elections are still de-
ferred. If it had been the provincial gov-
ernment which was guilty of manceuvring
in this fashion how the Sun would rage
and gnash 1ts teeth in fury.

The Sun is just a trifle astray in quoting
Tur HEerALD as approving of the Pacaud
transactions in Quebec. We asked the
gimple question which was the greater
moral wrong: for Pacaud to defraud the
people of Quebec or the Sun to defrand
its creditors? That was all. And to
this very proper inquiry we have yet
had no response.

So far thirty-seven seats in the house
of commons are vacant — nineteen con-

servative and eighteen liberal.

OUT THEY GO.

Throwing Up the Sponge Instead of
Standing the Test.

Kenney and Stairs, the tory membérs
for Halifax, threw up the sponge on
Wednesday and thus two more seats be-
came vacant. It is likely, however, that
the trial will proceed with a view to
showing up some of the wholesale and
unblushing bribery that prevailed among
the tories here at the last election.

Dickey, tory M. P. for Cumberland,
was unseated on the 23rd for bribery
through agents.

Dupont, conservative member of par-
liament for Bagot, has been unseated for
irregularities by agents. The respondent
will appeal to the supreme court.

The petition against the return of Mr.
Dawson, liberal, as member for Adding-
ton, was dismissed, the judges pronounc-
ing the election to be the purest they
ever tried.

It would appear from the way matters
are shaping, and the numerous insults
that the Americans are receiving from
Chili that war is the only possible out-
come. To this end preparations are be-
ing pushed at the navy yards as rapidly
as possible and besides the vessels under
control of Congress, others have been
chartered from firms with the distinct
understanding that they are to be used
for war as transports. Despite the ur-
gent appeals for satisfaction the Chilians
have paid no heed but have grown more
audacious and abusive.

On the 24th, judge Ross committed
Thos. McGreevy and Nicholas Connolly,
for trial on a charge of conspiracy to de-
fraud the government. McGreevy says
that he will sammon the tory ministers
and members as witnesses in his case
and that he can show documentary proof
that $90,000 was spent to elect them, said
money passing through his hands from
the harbor contractors.
