Ir would be too much to expect
that the Patriot could allow the
murder incident to pass by without
baving & rap at the Government, or
at some of its officials. To be sure,
what it does say, after apologizing
fur venturing to say anything, does
not amount to vmﬂ, and the
Government doul recognize,
with becoming gratitude, the merci-
ful forbearance of the Patriot in say-
ingsolittle. Friday last it made the
simple remark that “it is very
stra that, at the investigations
al y held before the Coroner, the
Crown has not been represented.”
In our innocence we had always
supposed the Coroner represented
the Crown, but now our faith is

udely shaken without the Patriof

affording us any information whom
the Coroner does represent, if it be not
the Crown. Evidently what the
Patriot wishes to find fault with is
that the Attorney General was not
present at the first two investiga-
tions. Does it not occur to the
Patriot that the Attorney General
might be busily employed in the
enquiry, although not present at
these preliminary investigations ?
As a fact he was and has been ever
since the awful tragedy was brought
to light. In proof of this we need
only point to the proclamation
offering a reward for the conviction
of the murderer, dated on Friday
last, and editorially noticed by the
Patriot in the same paragraph
wherein it reflects upon the Attorney
General. Does the proclamation of
this reward, wherein murder is as
sumed, days before the Coroner's
Jury have returned their verdict,
look as if *the Attorney General
considered his office as Crown re-
presentative commenced only after
the verdict of the Coromer's Jury
has been rendered?’ The Patriot
talks nonsense, as it very often does.
We are not concerned to excuse
the Attorney General—we are not
aware that any excuse is necessary
on his part. We believe he is fully
as well aware of the duties required
of him as are that galaxy of legal
talent who occasionally contribute
to the columns of the Patwiot.

We do not wish to be facetious,
but has it not occurred to our contem-

wrary that the Government are to

lame for having allowed an old
man, reputed to have money, to live
alone?

Rev. Father McGillivray’s Monument.

A monument specially designed
and executed by our townsman
Mr. E. G. Hunter for the Catholics
of Charlottetown, now marks the
spot in the nmew cemetery, where
repose the remains of their beloved

astor the Rev. Father McGillivray.
ﬁ is neat and comely ’‘in its
proportions, with all its details
well in keeping, and wrought
put with much delicacy and taste.
Although not rigidly belonging to
any given order, its I{Adinwgnlumﬂ
are those of the Doric. Its height
is sixteen feet, and it is wrought in
seven pieces. It stands on a found-
ation of solid masonry, which is five
feet deep. The ground base is of
Wallace grey stome, and from it
springs, in striking contrast, the
graceful structure formed of pure
white marble, from the quarries of
Rutland, Vermont. A marble base
with a wash, vests on the grey stone,
and is surmounted by another
moulded base, from which the
pedestal rises. This is adorned with
four raised els, on one of which
is the following inscription—

As nassist-
ant librarian he did most excellent
work for that college, became ovne of
its professors, thence vice president,
and finally. in 1879, succeeded the late
Rev. Dr. Rassell, uncle of the Dun-
dalk member of parliament. as presi-
dent. He is a thorough man of the
day, and believes in keeping the priest-
hood up with the knowledge of the
times. Save in ecclosiastical matters,
he is mno respector of persons.
Mr. Parnell. when once asked if he
knew Dr. Walsh, replied: ‘I shoald
think I did know him It was he who
got me put into prison. He then
laughingly explained that it was from
Dr. Walsh he got the phrase ‘prairie
valaation,” which served as the pretext
for bis arrest and imprisonment. Of
the land bill of 1881 be wrote, ‘A Plain
Exposition,’ which proved of great
value to the people, with whom, in all
their aspirations. he has always been
in most active sympathy.
