It is only with the arrival of 
Turkish governors in the middle of 
the ninth century that architecture 
can be said to have begun, in Mus­
lim Egypt, with the Morque of Jbn. 
Tulnn. This remarkable man’s 
father was » slave from Bokhara in 
the bodyguard of the Caliph of Bag­
dad. It was the way most govern­
ors began. The Caliphs had dis­
covered that Turkish slaves were 
better servants, braver soldiers, and 
honeater governors than the fickle,

_ ealous, and intriguing Arab, and 
the statemanlike qualities of the 
Turkish slaves soon gave them the 
command of the empire. They 
took pains to prepare themselves 
for power. Ibn-Tulun was a highly 
educated and even learned roaa, as 
well as a trained soldier. He not 
only studied in the great colleges at 
' Bagdad, but journeyed ta Tarsus to 
attend the lectures of eminent pro­
fessors. He became a oritio and a 
theologian. When he was made 
governor of Egypt, in 868, he h$d 
to borrow money for his expenses ; 
but his ability soon brought him 
wealth and practically independent 
power. He kept 12,000 black troops 
from the Soudan; hie house was 
open to alj, and he spent £600 a 
day on hie table. He waa the first 
of the Caliphs' governors to revive 
the separate glory of Egypt and 
beautify fier capital. In hie new 
royal suburb of el-Katal or “the 
Wards," between Fustat and the fu­
ture Cairo, he erected a palace, made 
separate wards or quarters for the 
different raoee and classes of his 
servants and troops, and built the 
famous mosque, which remains to 
this day a lasting monument to his 
taste and his munificence. It does 
not matter where he got his ideas or 
how large a share a Coptic architect 
and Bysantine models had in the 
design and decorations. The main 
point is that under this brilliant 
Turk the first superb monument of 
Saracenic art was built in Egypt

“ The result thus far has been a disap­
pointment to those who anticipated a 
large increase, on the one hand, of the 
importation of British mannfactures; 
and a decrease, on the other hand, of 
tbe importation of manufactures from 
tbe United States. Two fall financial 
years have elapsed since tbe differential 
rate was made 26 per cent, it having 
been 12} per cent, in the year préviens. 
In spite of this change of policy, theim- 
portation from tbe United States has 
increased rapidly ; and the state of 
trade at the close of the year 1899 show- 
ed a large importation from the United 
States, a large free list applicable to 
those importations, and a larger balance 
of trade in favor of that country than in 
any previous year."

Alter quoting at some length trade 
statistics, in order to prove the state­
ments made above be thus concludes 
his criticism of the Government’s so 
called preferential tariff: 

j“ As regards the preferential treat­
ment accorded by Canada to Great 
Britain, tbe results under tbe applies 
tion of tbe 26 per cent, reductions for 
the year 1899, as relating to the United 
States, are that tbe increase of total im­
ports from the United States over the 
previous year were 10.07 per cent. ; that 
the increase of the Importation of man­
ufactures from the United States over 
the previous year was 19.63 per cent. $ 
that tbe balance of trade against Canada 
on total exports and importa was $56,- 
609,001 ; that Conadien farm products 
were well-nigh shut out of the United 
States by duty rates ranging from 26 to 
100 per cent. ; and that ont of a total of 
$54,618,000 of free goods imported into 
Canada for consumption the United 
States furnished $48,536,000, or 76.11 
per cent. This is a condition of trade 
matters tbetopgkt to be satisfactory to 
the United States. It can hardly be 
said to be satisfactory to Canada, chiefly 
for tbe reason that while she porchsaed 
16} per cent, of her total imports from 
the United States, the tariff of that 
country seems to have been arranged 
with the purpose of prevvntipg the «ale 
of any of her products in exchh."®0. 
Her scale of duties upon the total im­
ports from the United States is 11.62 
psr cent., and upon dutiable imports 
for consumption 24.13 per cent., while 
the general rate of the United Slates 
upon total imports is 24} per cent., and 
upon dutiable imports 49} per cent.

” The action of the Canadian govern­
ment in advancing the defferential rate 
to 33} per cent, is probably a mistake. 
The step meets with the general dis­
approval of the Canadian manufaclur 
ers, and there is force in the Conserva 
tive objection that tbe action is purely 
sentimental, as the British tariff pre­
sents no features applicable to ourselves 
that do not apply to all other nations. 
It is not at all improbable that in the 
event of Conservative success at the 
general election, now but a few months 
distant, the entire system of preferent­
ial duties will be swept away, nulegs 
Great Britain should reciprocate by 
granting preferential treatment for 
Canadian products tn their markets.

“ In the meantime it is gradually 
drawing upon the Canadian mind that 
there is a more direct road to securing 
a remedy for the great disparity ex­
isting between the volume of exports 
to tbe United States and of the imports 
from that country than preferential 
duties in favor of Great Britain. As 
the fact becomee known that while we 
buy $48,000,000 of manufactures from 
the'United States, we are only permitted 
to sell $6,000,000 of our farm products 
in return, this query is naturally sug 
gested : If the American tariff con­
tinues to bar our farm products from 
the markets of that country in exchange 
for the goods we buy, why not put our 
duties up to the American standard of 
60 per cent., and commence feeding the 
operatives that produce the goods by 
securing tbe production of the latter 
in our own country 7 Upon tbe action 
of the United States will probably rest, 
in the near future, the form of answer 
to this question.”

Sir Charles Tupper has issued 
a lengthy, comprehensive and ex­
haustive address to the farmers of 
Canada, dealing with the questions 
of cold storage, fast transportation 
and other matters of the first im­
portance to the agriculturists and 
fruit growers of Canada. He 
points out, and backs np with doc­
umentary proof, that the Liberal 
System of cold storage is a com­
plete failure, causing great loss to 
farmers and shippers. He brings 
to the notice of the electorate that 
the system of cold storage advo­
cated by the Liberal-Conservatives 
is a complement of the national 
policy inaugurated by them, and 
that, if placed in power, this na­
tional policy of cold storage and 
transportation will be intro­
duced by them. By means of this 
our fruit, poultry, meat, butter, 
cheese and eggs will be placed in 
England in perfect condition. The 
address is so exhaustive that we 
are unable for want of space to 
give even a summary of it this 
week.

IN CHINA !
New» from Chine ia Scarce at present, 

and of a very contradictory character. 
The yly despatch of any interest received 
this week Is the following from Dr. Mor­
rison to the London Times. It is dated 
Pekin, Sept. 21st :—The recent punitive 
expeditions have had an excellent eSeot in 
Increasing security and facilitating the 
entry of supplies, but nothing can be count­
ed as effective until Pao Ting Fu has 
been razed and the foreigners and refugees 
at Chang Ting and other plaoe, known to 
the generals rescued. M. DeGiers has 
addressed a memorial to the empress 
dowager offering her the protection of 
Russia and requesting her to return to 
Pekin. Forty chief Chinese official, have 
sent a memorial to the emperor and em­
press dowager beseeching them to return. 
The conflicting interests of Russia and 
Great Britain prevent a systematic attempt 
to reconstruct the railway, although re­
storation would be easy. It turns out 
that Cheng Yin Haan, whose death in 
Kaahgari recently reported, was executed 
nndei an imperial decree at the same time 
with the other pro-foreign ministers were 
executed.”

CLeng Yi Huan was special envoy to 
England at the time of the diamond jubilee. 
He was hated by the empress dowager, 
who exiled him to Ili in 1898.

The Rnsalans, according to the Shanghai 
correspondent of the London Morning 
Poet, have virtually abandoned the pro­
vince of Chi Li to Germany.

The German admiralty has received a 
despatch from Taku giving thÿ strength of 
the foroee landed there by the allied powers 
as follows:

Austrian, 494 ; Germany, 8.178 ; British, 
8,368 ; American, 6,508 ; French, 6,575 ; 
Italian, 4,641 ; Russia, 20,954 ; Japanese, 
15,670 ; total, 68,M3.

Friction between the British and Rus­
sians over the railway continues, each 
seizing and guarding small sections. The 
repairing of the line, ie unsystematic, and 
the completion of work is very indefinite.

It is announced that the Russian troops 
will withdraw from Pekin, with the ex­
ception of 2000 men, who will remain to 
represent that country.

MEN’S READY-TO-WEAR

The general elections in Qreat Britain 
are now going on. All the elections are 
not held eTmattaneousry, as with us i they
aTteiJ 6ver a period of à wee"k Qr teQ 
days. Nominations commenced ou Satur­
day last, when one hundred and sixty, 
seven constituencies nominated candidates 
for the Commons. Of those nominated on 
that date, fifty-eight were unopposed and 
consequently elected by acclamation, 
Forty-three of the unopposed were Con­
servatives ; eight Unionists ; five Liberals 
and two Nationalists. Hon. Joseph 
Chamberlain, Secretary of State for the 
Colonies was among the ministerieiigts 
elected by acclamation. Up to mid.night 
of October 1st, one hundred aqd thirty-two 
Conservatives, ninety:three Unionists, 
eighteen Liberals and eighteen National, 
iste had been eleoteg, By the way the 
elections- are going,■ the Government is 
certain of being sustained, the only ques­
tion is the extent of ite majority. There 
are in all 670 members ; 465 in England, 
30 in Wales, 72 in Scotland and 103 in 
Ireland.

The Cheese Board met on Friday. 
Twenty,eix factories boarded 6,215 cheese. 
New Dominion, Dundae and Cardigan sold 
to Mr. H. Haazard at 11} cents. Others 
refused to accept this price as follows 
Hazelbrook, 176 boxes ; Hillsboro, 200 
boxes ; Vernon River, 400 boxes ; Orwell, 
520 boxes ; East River, 185 boxes ; 
Mount Stewart, 100 boxes ; St. Peter’s, 
200 boxes. The following resolution waa 
passed unanimously. Whereas, it has 
been found by Mr. Morrow, the Rro vin 
cial Dairy Instructor, that there are al­
ready cases of injury dene to the quality 
of our cheese by the feeding of tnmipa by 
onr milk patrons and also by allowing their 
cows to graze on marsh land. Therefore 
resolved that in order to guard against 
each or any lowering of the quality of 
cheese or butter from each causes, we 
hereby request and advise the Board 
Directors of the P. E. Island Dairyman’s 
Association to take legal proceedings 
against any patron or patrons found send­
ing milk to any cheese or butter factory 
tainted from such feeding,

Capt. Mason of the Royal Canadian! 
writing to his father in Toronto from 
Rrugersdorp, Aug. 22nd, gives the de 
tails of the most extraordinary marching 
of the campaign, In three weeks the 
regiment marched 340 miles through a 
heavy country, and Col. Otter, to keep his 
men in good spirits, put a dozen of the 
best singers in the regiment together in 
tho centre to sing marching songs.
