Ottawa, Frb. 29, 1908.

The first all night sitting this 
Seesion began on Thursday of this 
week, and continued through Thurs­
day night, all day Friday, through 
Friday night and Saturday, The 
Minister of Marine insisted on hav­
ing bis estimates voted before be 
brought down statements explaining 
expenditure of last year. Mr. 
Biodeur’s De| artment is a beppy 
bunting ground for many different 
kinds of grafters. The Minister 
himself sets a bad example. For 
his trip to England and Paris last 
summer he t ok an amount various­
ly estimated from 84,000 up; no one 
c&o find out exactly bow much. A 
part of this money be drew from 
money Voted for ioe breaking 
steamers. Travelling expenses of 
his family be got mixed up with 
his official expenditure. Not with 
standing his huge bill, he was a 
guest «t the Briligh nation while he 
was in England. Under a Minister 
so extravagant and so careless the 
staff is easy game and the depart­
ment is plundered right and left. 
The Arctic scandal, the Montcalm 
scandal, the Strubbe scandals, the 
Merwin rake-offs, have been follow­
ed by others in every branch of the 
department. After it was proved 
that middleman Merwin bad been 
buying staple articles in the open 
Canadian market and selling them 
to the Department at 50 to 187 per 
cent profit, Mr. Brodeur promised 
reform. His performance was the 
employment of alleged expert book­
keepers from New York, at a cost 
of $50,000. to start a new system of 
accounting, while be continued to 
buy goods on the same old terms, 
from the same old grafters, certified 
by the same officials at all kinds of 
prices. '

HOW IS THIS FOR GRAFT?

The trouble was not a profession-, 

al one of bookkeeping, but a moral 
one of boodling. Mr. Brodeur’s 
remedy has simply added one to 
the number of grafting operations 
There should be in tbe service &c- 
oountauts who could re-arrange the 
system. If outside help was needed 
there is plenty in this country. But 
a deal- wlie made whereby a Veiled 
States concern supplied experts, and 
ran up this $50,080 in b 11», 11 for 
starting a new set of bocks in a 
single one of tbe sixteen depart­
ments of tbe public service.

bring, before hie estimates were 
again taken up. He failed to have 
the papers ready al the time prom­
ised, though be claimed that bis 
failure was through no personal 
fault of bis own, but was due to the 
absence of his deputy. Under 
these circumstances opposition 
members asked that the Marine es­
timates be postponed and those of 
some other department taken up. 
As all tbe Ministers have money to 
vote that course might easily have 
been followed. Bat Mr. Brodeur 
imisted that bis own votes should 
be passed. Conservative members 
stood by their declaration, to which 
ih Minister had himself assented, 
that the informa ion should be 
given first and tbe vote afte wards, 
and that if through any misfortune 
Mr Brodeur had failed to get bis 
papers ready, some other Minister 
who bad not failed should take up 
his estimates.

Mr. Brodeur refpseti to allow 
other work to bs done. He was 
thus himself the obstructor, and is 
responsible for tbe loss of time.

It was found that not only was 
the money to tbe imported book­
keepers for board and expenses paid 
without vouchers, but that no officer 
certified to tbe corrections of most 
of tbe $50 000 paid for the account­
ing-

A large part was paid on the 
mere certificate of the men to whom 
the money went. It would have 
suited the Minister to have bis 
money voted before these and other 
facts were known, as it suits other 
Ministers to shut out enquiry into 
all doubtlnl matters of public ex 
penditure. But there must be a 
limit to these suppressions.

Our Provincial Finances.

The Provincial Auditor’s 
report on the Public Accounts 
of this Province for the year 
ended 30th. September 1907 
was tabled" in the Legislature 
on Thursday last. Asusualthe 
accounts show a deficit on the 
financial transactions of the 
year ; and this notwithstand­
ing the fact that one half of 
the $70,000 increased subsidy 
from Ottawa had been receiv 
cd. The receipts for the year 
are set down at $350,479.09 
and the expenditure at $361,- 
158.94. These figures at 
once show a deficit of $io,- 
679,85. To this must be 
added accrued interest on 
loans amounting to $11,004,- 
33. This on the face of the 
accounts brings the deficit for 
the last fiscal year up to $21 - 
684,18. But this is not by 
any means all the unliquidat­
ed liability created by the 
Government during the year. 
The Public Works report 
shows a balance on unfinished 
contracts amounting to $43,- 
304,33. This brings the 
Government’s liabilities be- 
yund their revenue up to $64,- 
788,51. *

As usual the expenditure is 
divided into ordinary and 
capital and this affords an op 
portunity for some •‘cooking’’ 
oTthe account®. This is evi­
dent in the matter of the 
Prince County Court House 
and Jail at Summerside. The 
building was destroyed by 
fire and the Government re­
ceived $5.000 insurance on it. 
This amount they placed to 
credit of ordinary revenue ; 
but the sum of $4,980, paid 
out by the Government for re­
building was charged to capi­
tal expenditure. This is 
simply a fraud to make the 
ordinary receipts appear 
greater by $5,000 than they 
really are. The court house 
building was an asset of the 
Province, and could therefore 
be placed to the credit of 
capital account. But when 
it was burned that much of 
the capital was wiped out. 
The replacing of the building 
did not add anything to the 
capital of the Province, it was 
only bringing the capital up 
to what it was before the fire ;

* therefore any money spent 
thereon should be charged to 
ordinary expenditure, just as 
the money received for insur­
ance was placed to the credit 
of ordinary revenue.

the interest accrued on loans, 
above referred to. This 
brings the interest charge up 
to $42,535,48, a pretty for­
midable amount. A little 
more and it will take all of 
the increased subsidy to pay 
the interest on our debt The 
interest charge is a pretty fair 
measure of a debt. We do 
not know what is the average 
rate of interest paid by the 
Government. On some of 
the debentures 4 per cent 
is paid and on others 3^ per 
cent. They pay lour per cent 
on call loans; if we mistake 
not ; but we do not know 
what they pay to the Banks. 
It is said to be as high as 
seven per cent. Putting the 
average rate at five per cent, 
which is certainly a high 
average, the debt is fully up 
to the figures given above viz. 
$855.33i-I3- If the average 
interest is below five per cent, 
then the debt is gfeater still. 
In any event we may be sure 
the Provincial debt is not far 
from $900.000. We shall 
have occasion to refer to dif­
ferent phases of our Provin­
cial finances from time to time; 
but meanwhile we think the 
figures here given prove be 
yond the possibility of cavil 
that our Provincial Govern­
ment, in their last year’s finan 
cial transactions, have well 
sustained their reputation for 
creating deficits, piling up the 
interest, and rolling up a huge 
mountain of public debt.

The victory won by Mr, 
Hazen was remarkable in 
many respects.

The outgqing Government 
was thoroughly discredited 
throughout the Province. By 
its vretceej legislation, its 
recklessness and maladminis­
tration, it had completely for 
feited the confidence of the 
people, and the electors stood 
prepared fofr its overthrow, 
whenever the opportunity 
offered. Mr. Pugsley, knew 
this ; the other Liberal Sena­
tors and Commoners knew 
this, and the Government 
press were not unaware of it.
B pt ip face of all this, they 
appealed, in the most spandab 
ous manner, to the avarice and 
the mercenery instincts of the tbeir 
people, to support this un­
worthy moribund aggregation.
The electorate of New Bruns­
wick were determined to turn 
out this rotten Provincial ad­
ministration ; but the mem­
bers, friends and supporters of 
the Ottawa Government 
scrupled not to insult the in­
telligence of the people, by 
appealing for support on the 
ground that two Govern» 
ments, capable of dispensing 
large patronage, should not 
be opposed. The appeal to 
the peqple foy the friends of 
the Government was to tbp 
pffeçt that the Governments

ment supporters and the Govern­
ment press was of the most de­
ceptive kind. It was simply an 
attempt to daze the people by 
promises of financial bribes and 
gigantic public works, in the hope 
of preventing the electors from 
realizing their own power. The 
whole business was a scandalous 
prostitution of the powers dele­
gated to the Government by the 
people. But the electors of New 
Brunswick have taught these im­
posters a lesson ; they have re­
minded them that the people are 
masters ; that they make and 
break Governments, and that Gov­
ernments are the servants of the 
people, to whom they must render 
account. ^

The lesson of the New Bruns­
wick elections should be pondered 
by the electors of this Province. 
We have just at bad a Govern­
ment as they had over there ; and 
the Government prees here is 
equally as unscrupulous as that of 
New Brunswick. The Patriot 
loses no opportunity of distorting 
facte and in every other way

This will readily be Bean from the fact 
that over two weeks have el speed since 
the Legislature opened, and practically 
nothing has been done beyond adopting 
the address in repjy to the Lieutenant 
Governor's speech.

for in this connection. F..r receiving 
the per capita subsidy on the max - 
mom poprlition, the peojl-t of this Pro­
vince are indebted to the Opposition in 
this Legislature, and to Premier Mc­
Bride of British Columbia. The dov- 
ernment at Ottawa aod the Govern­
ment of this Province failed to safe­
guard Prince Edward Island in this re­
spect. When Mr. McBride vent to 
London to look after the interests of hia 
Province, he was asked by onr Local 
Opposition to interest himself in beba.f 
of our Province. Had it not beeu for 
this we should have lost a boot $i,000 
per year on our per capita subsidy. The 
proof of this wm to be found in sub-sec­
tion 8 of the statute passed by the 
Imperial Parliament amending the 
British North America Act. This sub­
section war pat in on the repren-nti 
lion of Mr. McBride and was as fell >ws:

"(8) In the case of the Provinces of 
British Columbia and Prince Edward 
Island the amount paid on accoont of 
the grant payable per head of the popu­
lation to the Provinces, nnder this Act, 
shall not at any time be lets than the 
amount of Its corresponding grant pay­
able at the commencement of this Act ; 
and if it is found at any decennial cen­
sus that the population of the Province 
baa decreased since the last decennial 
censne, tbe amount paid on account of 
the grant shall not be decreaeed below 
the amount then payable, notwith­
standing the decrease of population.”

In face of such evidence as this, it 
was little use for the Government mem­
bers to argue that they bad safe 
guarded our rights in this matter. The 
Federal Government were bound to 
make the amending Act “final and un 
alterable” ; but the vigilance of the 
Opposition bare and at Ottawa, conpled 
with the good offices of Mr. McBride, 
saved ns. Mr. Moreon next directed 
attention to the dangerous state of our 
Provincial debt, Moat of the debt was 
“on call,” and this left us at the marcy 
of the money lenders. If the Govern­
ment bad issued debentures payable at 
a certain distant fntnre date, we would 
not now be in this position. There was 
a financial stringency last fall, and tbs 
resnlt was that the banks came down 
on the Government, and now they are 
paying interest at the rate of 6 per cent, 
compounded every month, equal to 7 
per cent per annum. The Govern^ 
ment's conduct in the matter of our 
fisheries next came under review. 
Warburton an.l Fsrquharson had laid 
a claim to $5,000,000, on account of the 
failure of the Dominion Government to 
carry out the terms of Confederation ; 
but they afterwards sold out this claim 
for $30,000 a year. The failure of the 
Government to exercise proper vigil­
ance to prevent small pox from vjeitipg 
the Province ; the retrograde movement 
of the Government in removing the 
Teacher of Agriculture from Prince of 
Wales College, which they were after­
wards forced to correct, and many 
other short-comings came in for criti­
cism.

Hon, Mr. Hughes followed for the 
Government. Mr. Prowse, for the Oppo­
sition, severely critic led the Govern­
ment. He joined in tbe expressions of 
regret for the death of Hon.Mr.Gordon, 
Hon. Mr. Peters, and other members of 
the House who had passed away during

Was his 
name purposely forgotten 1 There cer­
tainly was cause for thankfulness, he 
said, for the abundant harvest and 
other products of the people’s labor last 
year. He failed to see, however that 
the Liber*]; aje entitled to any 
credit for these, or for any other causa 
of the country’s prosperity. They had 
fiot inaugurated Free Trade, which ws| 
ibeir principe) pry fqt qtaqy years, 
Canada's prosperity was due to the 
Conservatives, who laid deep and solid 
our national foundations. In the rail­
way and national policies of the Con­
servatives lie the reasons why Canada 
is attracting immigrants and making 
advances. With the great nation*! 
|esourees opened np to Civilisation, it 
would be wonderful indeed if the coun­
try were not prosperous. Still there is 
room for improvement all ronnd. Why 
have the Liberals' in this Province not 
taken sotpe steps to retard the exodus 1 
They have been in power for seventeen 
years, but during all that time the peo­
ple have been continuait- gojng eway 
from the Province. Nothing baa been 
done to develop our resources ; nothing 
has been done to Improve oar edu- 
gâtions] lyitein ; everything has 
been allowed jnat to drift along. All 
these things are thus, and our debt baa 
been piled np, because the men of the 
Liberal party bave been 1 joking after 
the(r own interests, rather than the 
good of tbe Province. Mr. Prowse also 
directed attention to the Subsidy qnee- 
tion, showing how the Government bad 
persistently, bnt vainly, tried to make 
it “final and unalterable.” Why, be 
asked, did the Government fall to im­
plement the arrangement made at tba 
Conference with regard to the Commer­
cial Travellers tax. Mr Clarke I, llowed 
on the Government side and moved the 
adjournment of tne debate, The House 
then rdjourned.

After routine proceedings on Monday 
2nd Hon. Mr. Reid continued tbe de­
bate ou the address. He was followed 
by Mr. Worsen who in a vigorous speech 
severely arraigned the government for 

numerous shortcomings. He 
pointed out that the Liberals deserved 
no credit for the prosperity of Oanada. 
This prosperity had its source, not in 
tbe administration of the last ten or 
twelve years, but in its extraordinary 
natural resources and in the fact that 
Sir John Macdonald and bis colleagues 
bad, in spite of tbe Liberals, bnijt the 
Canadian Pacific Railway and estab: 
lisbed tbe national policy. While Sir 
John Mac ooald and hie associate Con­
servatives were thus working for pana­
da, what were the Liberals doing ? 
They were doing wbat tbe Conserva­
tives never did. They were preaching 
bine ruin and decrying Canada. Bat 
once in office they adopted and are now 
carrying ont the policy of their prede, 
cesaors. They knew very well that 
Oonada’s salvation was bound up in 
tbe Protective Policy and they did not 
dart attempt to do away with it, as 
they bad promised before coming into 
power. They knew all this very well

When the House met on Tues­
day afternoon, Mr. Clarke resumed 
his speech. At the conclusion of 
his speech, the Jioqse went into 
committee on the address, Mr. 
Agnew in the chair. On tbe clause 
referring to public education, Mr. 
Mathieson made a strong speech 
in favor of revision of the present 
Educational system. Mr. Fraser 
followed along the same lipes, and 
ponglqdpd bis appech by moving, 
seconded by Mr. Wood, that it be 
Resolved, “ That the following 
words be added to paragraph five 
of said address after the word re­
sults : and we desire to a/ssure 
your Honor that immediate action 
wifi bg tafcpp tfi prpvjje a tfior 
rough normal training for all 
students qualifying for the teach 
ing profession in this Province.”

The Government had no argu­
ment to meet the contentions of

the word “ Honour” in the first 
line of the sixth paragraph be 
struck out, and the following sub­
stituted in lieu thereof : “ In ap­
proving of the increase of subsidy 
obtained by this Province for the 
maintenance of its Government 
and legislature, under which bead 
this Province has received equal 
justice with the other Province of 
Canada ; but we regret that upon 
the second ground of increase 
namely to meet the increased cost 
of Education, Public Works, Main­
tenance of Asylums and upon 
other grounds, the claims of this 
Province to obtain a further in­
crease of subsidy equivalent to 
that obtained by the other Prov­
ince* of Canada were not recog­
nized nor even presented."

Mr. Mathieson pointed out in 
the first place, that the paragraph 
relating to increased aubsidy and 
the one in reply thereto in the ad 
dress in reply expressed eatisfac 
tion with the subsidy readjust­
ment as a whole. Mr. Hughes 
had ventured the opinion that the 
Provincial affairs eould hereafter 
be carried on without recourse to 
direct taxation. Bnt the fact is, 
taking one year without another, 
the present Government has 
created deficits of above $70,000, 
although taxation has been applied 
to all classes of the people. The 
stand taken by the Opposition 
last session, and everything they 
said or did, have been amply jus­
tified by events. The Imperial 
Parliament refused to follow the 
terms of the address of the Do­
minion Parliament. Had they 
not taken this course we should 
have lost the right to payment of 
our per capita eqbgidy on our 
maximum population, It was the 
House of Lords that preserved 
that right. The bill went 
through the Commons, with the 
words “final and unalterable,” 
contained in the address. In the 
Lords, the Earl of Elgin, Colonial 
Secretary, moved tWQ amend - 
ffleflts that saved us. Nothing 
the Government here did helped 
us. Our great complaint is that 
the Government tailed to demand 
a sufficient amount. We get a 
little less than the ayorage of all 
tfie Provides, for Government 
qnd legislation; while on the other 
ground of increase we got noth­
ing at all. Ontario got over 
$600.000. Quebec got nearly 
$5tip 000, and there *fie increases 
alqng tfie line. Prince Edward 
Island alone gets nothing on ac­
counts of increased pj public 
works, education, -asylums etc. 
We have need of increases for 
these; they are costing us more 
and more ; but we got nothing. 
The Federal Government was qot 
asked for anything j. therefore we 
get nothing. At confederation 
the taxation of the people of Can­
ada was $17,000.000; now it is 
five times that sum. Our interests 
were never considered of any ac­
count. At the conference of 1902. 
Mr. Ross, then Premier of On­
tario, saw the inequality and in­
justice the smaller Provinces werç 
suffering from proposed
arrangement. He submitted a 
resolution making the smallest 
payment to any Province for gov­
ernment and legislation $200.000, 
ftnj the maximum $300.000, A_ 
Committee was appoint-;} ^ con. 
aider th>- Resolution, and a rqem- 
her from Prince Edward Island 
was on that committee. What 
did they do ? They brought in a 
report condemning the proposed 
plan. It will thus be seen that 
we might just as well have had 
$100,000 more than we received, 
Qur taxes to the Federal treasury 
are three to one what they were 
at Confederation ; but the money 
has gone to build up the west. 
The amount we received was ar 
ranged by the scale adopted at the 
Quebec conference of" 1887, and 
we would have received it, sup 
pose we had no delegates at the 
Ottawa conference. What a con­
trast between our delegates and 
Premier NcBride of British Col­
umbia. He was not satisfied, al­
though $100.000 additional for 
ten years were allowed to hie 
Province. Our delegates were in 
favor of the arrangement being 
“final and unalterable" ; but Mr. 
McBride, by having sub section 
8 incorporated in the amending 
bill saved us. Saskatchewan and 
Alberta, were allowed a pop­
ulation of 250.000, although they 
had only about 82,000. By the 
readjustment one of these Prov­
inces got $100 000 of an increase, 
and the other $130,000. We 
could not have fared worse, and 
this bad bargain, our delegates 
did their best tq make Yfinal and 
Unalterable.”

atig&ted the crime. But at the very 
time when the Minister was making 
this statement Moberly was arrange 
log to go again into government 
service, in connection with the 
Northwest census. A statement 
brought down this week shows pay 
mante ot $94 to beily within ■ 
few months after his conviction.

compare as favorably with the rest of 
Canada as she did before confeder- 
a ion. The situation may be partly 
explained by the fact that the railways 
which have been built since we en­
tered confederation have been built 
largely at the expense of the federal 
government, while the 200 miles of 
railway under construction in Prince 
Edward Island at the time she entered 
the union was built at the expense of 
the province, and the province justly 
complains that railway construction 
there does not keep pace with railway 
construction in the rest of Canada. 
It ia undeniable that confederation 
could never had been brought about 
wiihout the construction of railways 
to bind the various provinces 
together. When the four original 
provinces were confederated Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick would 
not have agreed to enter the union 
without the construction of the Inter­
colonial to connect the province! so 
that they oculd have commercial re­
lations with the rest of the country, 
and without such a link the union 
would have been of no earthly benefit, 
an amalgamation of those provinces 
would bave been impossible The 
result of this argument by Nova Scotia 
and New Brunswick was that the 
Dominion Government undertook 
the construction of the Intercolonial. 
Similarly, a little later on, when Brit­
ish Columbia entered confederation, 
that province would not enter the 
union until she had a guarantee of 
railway connection with the rest of 
Canada ; she insisted, she drove a 
hard and fast bargain with the 
Dominion Government of that day 
that tbe Canadian Pacific Railway 
should be extended to British Colum­
bia.

Every hon. member can see that in 
my province the situation is different. 
That province at the time she entered 
confederation had under construction 
200 miles of railway. The argument 
used by New Brunswick, Nova Scotia 
aod- Brjtiih._CbJuro.bia would have 
been a just argument to be used by 
Prince Edward Island; but tbe 
Dominion Government drove a bard 
and fast bargain with that province 
and saddled it with the cost of her 
200 miles of railway. The cost to 
the province of this railway was 
$3,144,214. It was a very heavy 
burden for a small province of about 
100,000 people to assume, and I have 
no doubt, and bon. members will 
agree with me that it was a huge 
mistake to burden that small province 
with the cost of these 200 miles. The 
fact is th t ever since confederation 
the province has been losing the in­
terest on that money.

In 1873, when Prince Edward 
Island entered confederation, accord­
ing to the terms of union, a debt 
allowance was made to the province 
of $4 701,050. Accordingly Prince 
Edward Island would be entitled to 
the interest on the whole of this sum 
But, there was deducted from that 
sum of $4,701,050 the sum of 
#3 144,738. it for railway construc­
tion in the province. Any hon. mem­
ber can easily see that Prince Edward 
Island was not dealt with at confeder- 
ationln the same .way as the other 
provinces. That province, at its en­
trance into confederation, was charged 
with over $3 000,000 which should 
hive been assumed by the Dominion. 
The cost of those 200 miles of rail­
way in Prince Edward Island, when 
we entered the union, should be 
assumed by Canada as part of the 
Intercolonial Railway in tbe same way

of tbe government or any member or 
•fficial thereof, respecting the con­
struction of Branch Rnlway lines in 
Prince Edward Island.

He said : Mr. Speaker, I shall ask 
the attention of the House to a few 
words in regard to the consuction of 
branch lines of railway in Prince 
Edward Island. Prince Edward 
Island is geographically situated dif­
fer ently from any other province in 
Canada. It also occupies a very pe­
culiar position in regard to railway 
constrution. Prior to its union with 
Canada the island was far in advance 
of any other section of Canada in this 
respect. Tbe people of that province 
believed in railways, and compara­
tively had more railways under con­
struction than any other part of Cana­
da, as will be seen by reference to the 
statistics showing the number ol miles 
then constructed in Canada. Two 
hundred milea of railway had been 
constructed at the cost of be people 
of the province before th y entered 
confederation W ' the rest of 
Canada bad o- ly ore m li- of nilwiy 
for every 1,000 people Fn 10 E maid 
Island had under construct! n a mile 
lor every 480 people.

Brunswick. Lion, members may re­
member that it was said here a few 
eights ago by tbe hon. ex-Minister of 
Railways and Canals (Mr. Emraersoo) 
that there could have been no union 
between the upper and lower provin­
ces without the construction of the 
intercolonial Railway. The Railway 
Act would never have passed in 
Prince Edward Island unless it had 
been conceded and agreed that 
branch lines should be built to extend 
all over the province. Small as tbe 
province is it is densely populated 
and there is no comparison between 
its resources and those of any other 
section of Canada. Knowing the 
advantage of railways the province 
should never have come into con­
federation, without having been 
equipped with those branch lines tor

which we bave been contending ie 
this House for the last twenty or 
thirty yean. There is no doubt 
that if the province bad remained out 
of confederation these branch lines 
which we are asking for and which 
were promised before confederation 
would bave been built by the local 
government as well as the main lines. 
But, we came into the union of Can­
ada. It was assumed when we came 
into the onion that Oaoada was not 
to engage in tbe building of brahch 
lines, that tbe building of local lines 
of railway all over Canada should be 
assumed by tbe pr ovinces because it 
was said this was the constitution of 
the country. Of course, it is the 
constitution of the country, bat when 
be constitution stands in the way of 

some ol the larger provinces then tbe 
constitution is said to be wrong and 
down it goes. You will find, Mr. 
Speaker, that when we went into the 
union tbe argument which was used 
against us, in order to keep the Do­
minion from paying for our road, was 
that It was a road of local importance 
only, and they quoted a aection of 
tbe British North America Act to 
prove their contention.

$7,090,000 I will tell yon what yon 
have to dedno1, and I will prove it 
out of tbe railway report itself. 
The first am n 1 v a have <r> deduct 
from that $7 307,299 ,r $3,114,735.11 
which waa paid by tbe province pi a* 
vions to ooofedera'ion. The next 
amount you find included in this 
$7,000,000 ia ihe Hillsboroogh 
bridg . Well, ev ry person who 
know* ary hing at all about rail­
way matters knows that tbe prov­
ince ot Prince Edward Island agreed 
to pay the interest on one-half of 
the estimated coat of the oocetrnot- 
ioo of that bridge, and they are pay­
ing it. Bat in ibis statement in the 
report of tbe department the whole 
of the coat of that bridge ia charged 
against the province. Why ia there 
not a note to show that the province 
is paying the interest on one-half of 
what it originally was supposed 
would be tbe cost of construction 7 
Does tbe Minister of Railways 
think it is fair to my province that 
an official statement should be put 
in tbe bands of member» laying 
that $7,307 299 was spent in Prince 
El ward Inland by tbe D 'minion 
government 7 It is no wonder that 
Some memoers on the other side of 
the Hon#,e get a false fmprersion 
from it. If $7,000,009 were spent 
io Prince Edward Island by tbe J) > 
minion government, I think we 
would have nearly our full share, 
but when I am through with this 
report I will have proven that cot 
half of that $7,000,000 has been 
spent in Princ* Edward Island by 
this D minion government, The 
next amount yon have to deduct 
from that $7,307,299 is $400,000, 
which represents one-half of the 
cost of the Hillsborough bridge, on 
which 'tbe province baa agreed to 
pay interest, and on which it is 
paying interest every year to the 
Dominion government.

balance of this $7,000 009 was ex­
panded by the Dominion govern­
ment in Prince Edward Island. 
The Hillaboiongh bridge was to be 
built for $800,000 at tbe outside, but 
an account of the carelessness of tbe 
department and looseness in giving 
contracts that bridge is to cost 
$1.800,000, and yon want to charge 
It all against the province of Prince 
Edward Bland. For my part, I 

onld only allow to be charged 
against tbe province the original es­
timate of what that bridge would 
cost, and if the contract was let 
fairly, and if tbe government bad 
not interferred with tbe site of the 
bridge and changed it in order to 
suit tbe whims of some of their 
party in Prince Edward Island, 
that bridge con Id have been biilt 
tor the original estimate of $800,000 
made by the Public Works Depart­
ment. Bat tbe government had a 
pet down in Prince Edward Island, 
and they changed the site of the 
bridge from one place to another, 
and the conséquence is that the 
bridge cost a great deal more than 
it would bave cost bad it been 
placed where it sbonld have been 
built. Thon instead of having one 
and a quarter million dollars charg­
ed against the Murray Haruonr 
railway they should have about the 
one-half of it charged against the 
railway. However, I am going to 
make a very fair allowance for these 
two sums, and I will say that there 

an ovei-expeeditnre on tha’ rail 
way and on that bridge of $1,000,- 
000. Now take these sums, first 
tbe $3,144,214 paid by the prov­
isos for railways and add $400,000 
the province paya on tbe bridge, 
and yon will have $4,514,736 of ex 
penditnre attributable to tbe prov 
tnoe, which would leave the expen­
diture in Prince Edward by the 
Dominion government at $2,893,- 
554 13 in place of $7,307,299.21. 
Bat «appose 1 omit that one million 
dollars over-expenditure on the 
bridge and railway, there is still 
only $3,000,000 expended by the 
Dominion government in Prince 
Eiward Island instead of $7,000,000 
I a-k in all fairness, I aek tbe Prime 
Minister and I ask the Minister of 
Railways to correct these mistake* 
in the report of the department, 
which are misleading to the mem 
here ot the House and to tbe people 
if Canada generally.

M. A. A. McLean (Qneene, P 
B, I.) Toe hon. members for 
Queens (Mr, Martin) put bis case 
very ably before this House today 
he ha» given the full history of the 
const ruction of the Prince Edward 
Island Railway, and he bas aubmitt 
ed tbe contention of tbe people for 
(be construction of branch lines and 
the necessity for the same. It 
not my intention to make any ex 
tended remarks now, but I cannot 
help referring to some of tbe state­
ments made by the bon «member 
for Kings (Mr. Hughes). He ao 
cased my bon. friend (Mr. Martin) 
of attempting to make political 
capital ont of the matter. Well, any 
one who heard the speech of my 
bon. friend (Mi. Martin) or any 
one w o will read it, mu«t conclude 
that it wae a fair presentation of tbe 
case j that pcliii s were not intro­
duced, and that no blame was at­
tached to any political party unies1 
blame wire oes rved. Of cour» 
my hon. friend did not commend 
the present government because 
there was nothing to oommend them 
for. If tbe present government, a» 
tbe hon. member (Mr. Hnghee) 
states, made improvements on the 
Prince Edward Island Railway it 
was only what the people of Prince 
Edward Island were entitled to. It 
was oar just due. The statement 
made by the bon. member (Mr. 
Hughes) that this government prac­
tically reconstructed the Prince Ed 
ward Island Railway is not borne 
out by tbe facts. Before tbe pres­
ent government came Into power 
the heavy rails were laid by tbe 
Conservative government on that 
road, and tbe road-bed hae not been 
changed since. It is true that some 
of tbe old railway stations were 
palled down because they became 
unfit for me ; that some of the 
freight sheds have been burned and 
new sheds built of necessity ; and 
that a new station waa bnilt in the 
city of Charlottetown. But tbe old 
station was a wooden building erect 
ed in 18 i3 ; it was falling into decay 
and bed become unsanitary'"and it 
waa absolutely necessary that a 
new station should be built. Why 
should the government be commend­
ed for doing that ? They were 
only doing their duty to tbe people 
of Prince Edward Island and io do­
ing their duty I do not see bo 
they merit aay commendation.
