The receipts for the year
are set down at $350,479.09
and the expenditure at $361,-

once show a deficit of $10,-
679,85. To this must be
added accrued interest on
loans amounting to  $11,004.-|;
33. This on the face of the
accounts brings the deficit for
the last fiscal year up to $21 -
684,18. But this is not by
any means all the unliquidat-
ed liability created by the
Government during the year.
The Public Works report
shows a balance on unfinished
contracts amounting to $43,-
304,33. This brings the
Government's liabilities be-
yond their revenue up to $64,-
788,51,

As usual the expenditure is
divided into ordinary and
capital and this affords an op
portunity for some ‘‘cooking”
of the accoun® This is evi-
dent in the matter of the
Prince County Court House
and Jail at Summerside, The
building was destroyed by
fire and the Government re-
ceived $5.000 insurance on it.
This amount they placed
credit of ordinary revenue ;
but the sum of $4,980, paid
out by the Government for re-
building was charged to capi-
tal expenditure. This is
simply a fraud to make the
ordinary receipts  appear
greater by $5.000 than they
really are. The court house
building was an asset of the
Province, and could therefore
be placed the credit of
capital account. But when
it was burned that much of
the capital was wiped out.
The replacing of the building
did not add anything to the
capital of the Province, it was
only bringing the capital up
to what it was before the fire;
therefore any money spent
thereon should be charged to
ordinary expenditure, just as
the money received for insur-
ance was placed to the credit
of ordinary revenue.

Oa tebruary s7th, Alex. Martin,
Esq , M.P , for Queen’s, moved, in
the House of Commoans : For a copy
of all eorrespondeace, telegrams, re=
ports, memoranda, resolutions, and
apy other information in possession
of the government or any member or
efficial thereof, respecting the cons
struction of Branch Riilway lices in
Prioce Edward Island.

He said : Mr. Speaker, I shall ask
the attention of the House to a few
words in regard to the consuction of
branch lines of railwagy in Prioce
Edward Island. Prince Bdward
Island is geograpbically situated dif-
ferently from any other province in
Canada.

a’ion, The situation may be partly
explaioed by the fact that the railways
which have been built since we en-
tered confederation have been built
largely at the expense of the federal
government, while the 200 miles of
railway under construction in Prince
Edward Island at the time she entered
the union was built at the expense of
the province, and the province justly
complains that railway construction
there does not keep pace with railway
construction in the rest of Oanada.
[t is undeniable that confederation
could never had been brought about
without the construction of railways
to bind the various provinces
together. When the four original
provinces were confederated Nova
Scotia and New Bruoswick would
oot bave agreed to eater the union
without the construction of the Inter-
colonial to connect the provinces so
that they oculd have commercial re.
Iations with the rest of the country.
and without such a link the union
would have been of no earthly benefit,
an amalgamation of those provinces
would bave been impossible. The
result of this argument by Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick was that the
Dominion Government undertook
the construction of the Intercolonial
Similarly, a little later on,. when Brit=
ish Columbia entered confederation,
that province would not enter the
urion until she had a guarantee of
railway connection with the rest of
Canada; she insisted, she drove a
hard and fast bargain with the
Dominion Government of that day
that the Caonadian Pacific Railway
should be extended to British Colume
bia.

Every hon. memher can see that in
my province the situation i+ different.
That province at the time she entered
coofederation had uader construction
200 miles of railway. The argument
used by New Brunswick, Nova Scotia
and__ British _Qolumbia - would have
been a just argument to be used by
Prince Edward Island; but tb
Dominion Government drove a hard
and fast bargain with that province
and saddled it with the cost of her
250 miles of railway. The cost to
the province of this railway was
$3,144,214. It was a very heavy
burden for a small province of about
100,000 people to assume, and I bave
no doubt, and bon. members will
agree with me that it was a huge
mistake to burden that small province
with the cost of these 200 miles. The
fact is th t ever since confederation
the province bas been losing the in-
terest on that money.

Tn 1873, when Prince Edward
Island entered confederation, accord-
ing to the terms of union, a debt
allowance was made to the province
of $4 yor,080. Accordingly Prince
Bdward Island would be entitled to
the interest on the whole of this sum
But, there was deducted from that
sum of $4,701,050 the sum of
#3.144,738.11 for railway construc-
tion in the province. Any hon. mem-
ber caa easily see that Prince Edward
Island was not dealt with at confeder.
ationin the same way as the other
provinces. That province, at its en=
trance into coalederatioa, was charged
with over . $3 000,000 which should
bave been assumed by the Dominion
The cost of those 200 miles of rail.
way in Prince Edward Island, when
we entered the uojon, should be
assumed by Caoada as part of the
Intercolonial Railway in the same way
as they did in Nova Scotia and New
Brupswick. Hon. members may re-~
member that it was said bere a few
nights ago by tbe hon. ex=Minister of
Railways and Canals (Mr. Emmerson)
that there could have been no union
between the upper and lower provin-
ces without the construction of the
latercolonial Railway.
