ROME LETTER.

There are few who have not heard
of ibe Roman Carnival and have not
desired to witness its gay scenes when
petrsots of every class gave themselves
up to a week in which pracks of all
kinds seemed dearest to their hearts
Costumes of all ages were worn on the
strects; showers of confelti came from
the balconies on the Corso and plea-
|sure seekers below. Music, laughter
came from throngs of people to whom
the ridiculous side of life strongly ap-
;pealed and who danced aloog the

lo the old days the chief evdnt of
the Carnivel was the race of borses
along the Corso, the loeg, narrow
street that ruos quite straight be ween
the Piazza del Popolo and the Piazza
Venezia. Wild as steeds of the des-
ert the apimals ran without, needless
to say, briddle or saddle and the
prize of a piece of silk or woolea stuff
went to the owner of the winaer.

But times have changed. The
Roman Carnivai is dead or dying.
With the fall of Rome in 1870, when
Porta Pia was battered in by Vicior
Emmanuel’s canoon, the spirit of
inaocent mirth died out, and ali efa
forts to recieve the aancient fetes have
proved unsuccessful, despite the en-
deavours of th: newcomers from Pied=
mont. And so old Kiog Caroival is
dead. Peace to his ashes, for he
oace made Rome throughout its
length and breadth ring with laughter
and the mirth of a mirth-loving peo=
ple who beld it lawful to go mad
once a year,’

It is rumored among the ecclesias—
tical circles of Rome that a Papal
lecree of special importance to cler-
gymen may be expected very shortly.
This decree, it is said, will bind
clergymen, wherever it is possible, to
live a community life. To what exe
tent the decree may bind is yet un-
koown; it may bind in Rome and be
afierwards extended to Italy, or it
may bind Italy from the very start,
and, perbaps, be extended afterwards
to other couetries.

A
legal trial was forthwith beld at the
Curia of the Archbfshop of Warsaw
according to the regulstions of Capon
Law, aad the ¢ marriage ' was declared
null. In this the Russian authorities
wished to see the transgression of an
old law of 1836, which evidently was
quite 1napplicable to the case, for the
very good reason that the Mariavite
sect did not exist when the law was
promulgated. Notwithstandiog this
the Bishop, the priest jwho acted as

< defender of the marriage tie,’ and

the notary of the Archbishop of War-
saw were pat on their trial on the
charge of trying a case of marriage
between non=Catholics, and thus ine

Any persou who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old
may homestead a quarter section of
available Dominion land in Manltoba,
Saskatchewan or Albsrta. The appli-
cant muost appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Bab-agency
for the district. Ealry by proxy may
be made at any agenecy, on certain
conditions by father, mother, son,
daoghter, brother or sister of intending
bomesteader.

Dutiee—Six months’ residence upon
and oaltivation of the land in each of
tbree years, A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres solely owned
and occupied by him or by his father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sis-
ter.
