The Provincial Exhibition held at
London last week proved a great success
in eyery respect. Situated in the midst
of a fine agricultpral district and easy of
access by rail from every direction there
isno reason why London should not
always havo a good show, especially in
such a scason as this when the country
has been blessed with a bountiful

harvest. Tho weather during the show
was all that could be desired, with the
oxception of the first day, and as that
was devoted to gettiug the articles on to
the ground and arranged in their places
it did not interfere with the success of
the exhibition. The number of visitors
was larger than ever before, with the ex-
ception of thelast time the fair was in
Loadon, when the presence of Prince
Arthur and the Governor General at-
tracted an unusually large crowd. The
total receipts this year amount to abont
£20,000. The greatest crowd was on
Wednesday when over 32,000 persons
paid at the gates.

We cannot begin to enumerate in de-
tail the articles worthy of special notice.

The rapid improvement in the quality
of the stock kept by our farmers is more
and more manifest every year, People
are beginning to find out that it costs
no more to keep a gool animal than a
bad one, while the return is much great-
er.

stages of the process, destroy both the
texture and flavor. A successful cheese
maker requires a nicety of taste, smell
and touch, mn whish many per-
sons are deficient. So much are good
cheese-makers prized that they have
been of late years able to command ex-
tremely large wages for their services.
We wi{l give the usual method pursned
by our Canadian and American dairy-
men. - .
HOW TIHE WORK IS CONDUCTED.

To commence, the maker has the car-
rying cans all marked with the owners’
names as well as a cream guage for each
gatron. The milk after being brought
in is weighed separately, and crodit
given toeach patron according to the
amount of milk delivered. While the
milk is in the weighing can is the
proper time to test it. A portion of
each patron’s milk is taken out and
tested, first with the lactometer and af-
terwards filled into the cream gnages,
care being taken to ponr the milk be-
longing to each patron into.the guage
marked with the corresponding name, so
that when the cream is all raised to the
top of the guage the quality of the milk
is easily tested. Tho amount of cream,
*he timo of souring, and the flavor of
the milk, are the sigus by which the
maker tells whether it has been skim-
med, the strippings kept back or adul-
terated, or whether the milk is tainted
or not.

R STRAINING THE MILK,

From the weighing can the milk is
run into a cotton strainer placed ovér
the yat from which it descends into the
vat, to be cooled or heated as the tem-
perature of the milk requires.  Some
makers use the ice under their conyey-
ing troughs which generally cools the
milk sufliciently, if not, ice water is rau
undor and around the milk pan in the
vat. We consider it is better to cool the
milk to.about 72° Fahrenheit,to take off
what is called the animal heat—but
many good cheese-makers reduce the
temperature only to from 807 to 84°—
the best temperature at which to sct the
milk ““or _add the curd.” Cooling to
72°, and then-heating up to 80°, takes
considerable timne, but we consider that
the exposure to the air at a low tempe-
rature, destroys toa certain extent that
strong animal odor, which destroys that
pecaliar nutty flavor in good cheese.

PREPARING THE RENNET.

In preparing the rennet it is better to
nse only well dried rennets, as fully one-
third more cheese can be made from dry,
than can possibly be made from green
rennets. They should be well cleaned
by scraping, but not washed, as washing
destroys the strensth, amd filled with
clean salt before being hung.up to dry.
In preparing rennets for use, they must
be carefully examined, and any that are
the least tainted niust be rejected, as
tainted rennets are frequently the cause
of bad cheese. An earthenware jar
should be nsca to soak them, as it will
not be liabie to retain any taint like
wooden vesscls, and it cwn bo thoroagh-
ly .cleansed,  Dillerent methods  are
ased in preparing the renncts. That
most frequently uscd is to nearly fill a
six or seven gallon jur with acid whey
which has been boiled, aunld all seum or
vily substance skim:uad offl Into this
four or iive renucts are placed with a
small quantity of sdt.  In forty-eight
hours the liquor will De fit for use if the
rennets have been rubbed two or threo
times, Many chieesc-makers use water
instead of sour whey, but the whey is
the best, as tho acid dissolves the ren-
uet better than water, consejuently a
greater amount of stiength is taken out
of it,  According as the liquor is used,
moro sour whey must be added until it
is too weak for nse. In tho mecantine
another jar must have been prepared in
the same manucr as the first, and when
the first is too weak for use commence
using out of the sceond and filling it up
with the weak hgnor from the first; by
the time the ligric is used up in the
tirst, the sccomd will bo getting weak,
when you refili thc fivst with new liguor
and so on thro tlic secason. “The
strength of tha by way bo tested
wath a small quantity of milk, so that
the propsr quautity to be used can easily
be determined.  Sutizient liquor must
ba added to the milk to show symtoms
of thickening in about twenty minutes,
but no more, as tro much rennet canses
the cheese to be dey and of abad flavor.

COLOURING TdE CHEESE.

he eolouring, if any is used, mnst be
added at the time as the rennet is strain-
ed into the milk. Some makers prepare
their colouring -from common basket
anatto by cutting it with strong white
lye or some other alkaline substanze,but
it 1s not a good plan,as it is very trouble-
sometoget theanattoproverly toned,and,
consequently, thecolouring is sometimes
quite red, which gives the cheese the
same hue. A better mothod is to buy
anatto already prepared, so that you can
add your colouring according '?/ihe
quantity of milk, and have all your
chsese precisely the same colour. Esi-
wood’s or Nichol’s prepared liquid anat-
to are the best and most convenient,
Only enough colouring sLould be added
to give the cheesc a bright straw colonr
for the Canadian market, The London
market requires a high colous, and the
Liverpool market will have no colouring
whatever.

MAKING THE CURD.

The rennet and coloring being added
to the milk, it must be well stirred or
mixed, and the stirring process kept up
until the milk commences to thicken.
The cream must, on no accrunt be al-
lowed torise to the surface, as the
greater part of it would be lost in the
whey. If the proper quantity of rannet
has been added to the milk, and the
milk at the proper tcmperatnre, namely,
80 degrees to 84 degrees Fahrenheit, it
will commence to thicken m twenty
minutes, and be stiff enough-to cut in
fifty minates. The proper time to cut
the curd may be ascertained by iuserti
the fingerin it. 1f it breaks frecly mg
with a smooth edge, it 1s ready to cut,

CUTTING THE CURD.

Ty deter-
mine the proper gmount of acidity that
‘may be owed is the most critical
point in cheese-making, and it is at this
time that skill and experience are nced-
ed. When acurd millis used the whey
is not heated to 80 high a temperature,
about 92° to 947, and the whey is drawn
off sweet. The curd is then heaped up
in the vat ot sink to develope the acidi-
ty. lfa sink is used the curd is dipped
out of the vat intoit, and kezt open,
most of the whey is drained off and the
curd ceases tostick.
