The 
south extension to the Clinton iron bridge 
was awarded to L. Hardy, of Exeter, 
for $350; the stonework at the Clinton 
bridge was awarded to F. Guttrudge, 
Seaforth, at $9 50 per cubic yard, The 
contracts for Grey’s bridge cn the Nile 
road and Buckley’s on the L.S R. in 
Ashfield were given to Robt. Jamieson, 
Howick, at $74 each. The contract to 
erect the verandah at the cottage in the 
jail yard was let to John Walker to be 
completed for $25. The contract to 
erect the drawer ra.ks in the nuit at the 
registry office was let to D. K 
Straehan, G jdeeich, at 28 cents 
each drawer. The count coun­
cil of the county of Perth has not taken 
any action with regard to the erecting ot 
the bridge on the county boundary, be 
tween Grey and Elma, consequently 
there has not been anytwmg done in the 
matter.

In many 
places I have noticed that the railing and 
guards of bridges and approaches are 
being wilfully destroyed or injured, and 
the notices defaced or taken away. I 
think it would have a good effect if the 
county would offer a reward for the con­
viction of parties who thus injure the 
county property. I would also recom­
mend that a suitable porch be erected at 
the entrance to the registry office. The 
amount of money likely to be required 
for the year 1890 for bridges, approaches 
and repairs to the county buildings, In­
cluding $150 for removing the jam from 
the river at Wingham will not exceed

REPORT OF GAOLER.
$813 95 Gentlemen Herewith I submit for

your consideration my report of your 
county gaol. There are at present con­
fined in the gaol seven prisoners, six 
males and one female. The latter, Mary 
Brady, has been repeatedly reported 
to you. She ia from McKillop town­
ship, and was committed from there as a 
vagrant and has been re-committed for 
the eighth time by Mayor Butler, ef 
Goderich. She is weak-minded, hts no 
friends as far aa we know, and is a fit 
subject for a house of refuge. Of the 
males two are vagrants, one Wm. Mc- 
Innis, committed by Mayor Duller for 
sixty days, the other Charles Andrews, 
committed by Wm. Lewis and Charles 
Brown, of the township of Stephen, for 
thirty days. The other three are insane, 
have all been examined and reported on 
by the sheriff, and are now awaiting re­
moval to the aaylum, The remaining 
male is awaiting trial for horse stealing. 
1 would farther report that all the cloth­
ing and bedding supplies granted by you 
at the January meeting have been got 
The bed-ticks, pillows, sheets and towels 
were all made by prison labor, but the 
women's dresses and underclothing and 
the shirts and pillow-slips I had to get 
made otherwise. A bill for the making 
of these will be presented to you, duly 
certified. The locks ordered by you 
have also been got, and the porch on the 
south side of the gaoler's quarters has 
been put no as per contract. All of 
which ia respectfully submitted.

Gentlemen:—Since my report of June 
3rd to you I have further to state that 
three more prisoners have been received 
into the gaol—all males. Two of these 
are awaiting trial for larceny, the third,
John Morrow, committed as a vagrant 
for the fourteenth time by Mayor Butler, 
of Goderich, is sixty-eight years of age 
and quite infirm.

GAOL STATISTICS.
The report shows that in 1887 81 per­

sons were committed for 3,991 days in 
the aggregate; 22 of these were vagrants 
committed fur 1,431 dsye, and 13 were 
insane persons. The average daily cost 
of food per head was 10} cents, and the 
total cost per head, including official sal­
aries, was 56 cents per day. In 1888 138 
persons were committed for 5,074 days ; 
ot these 50 were vagrants committed for 
2,768 days, and 13 were insane persona. 
The average cost of food per day waa 
10} cents per head, and the total daily 
cost was 46 eta. per head. In the 
year 1889 69 persons were committed 
for a total of 3,174 days ; 27 of these 
were vagrants committed for 1,193 days, 
and 10 were insane persons. The aver­
age daily cost of food per head was 101 
cts., and the total daily coat was 68 cts. 
per head.

SHIELD’S CAPTURED.
Ignorant of Orbnee’ Death When Take* 

lato Custody—A* laqaoet Bogun. 
Hamilton, June Ml—At daybreak this 

morning Zaohariah BMeMs, who is unpect- 
ed of being responsible for old Joseph 
Grimes* death, wes captured. He was row­
ing in tbs marsh end when he sew the police­
men he put on a spurt and gave them a race. 
Before he bed gone Tery far he was 
overtaken. The police handcuffed him, e 
proceeding to which Shiekis objected, and 
they put him into their boat and rowed him 
to Bastien’s. The prieooer was silent, but he 
was surprised when he was informed that 
Grimes was dead. At that time he did not 
deny that he struck the old man. He kept 
quiet and let the constables do all the talking.

It appears that Shields rowed away in the 
boat after he left the bouse. In hie drunken 
condition he was not capable of rowing to 
the boat-house, so he fell asleep and slept 
peacefully until daybreak, ignorant that he 
would be arrested for killing Grimes. He 
was on his way to Bastien’s to return the boat 
when he was arrested.

The police took Shields to No. 8 police 
station. He was ushered into court with the 
other prisoners this morning, but refused to 
associate with them, preferring to sit alone 
on the second bench. He is a sharp and 
rather good-looking young negro, between 19 
and 30 years of age. He is very black and 
when he huddled himself into a corner of the 
dock, which was rather dark, all that could 
be seen were his flashing eyes. He was cool 
and when the other cases were being tried 
he sat with his hands in his pockets and 
appeared to be interested in the proceedings. 
Chief McKinnon informed him that Grimes 
was dead, and Shields pretended that he had 
not heard the news until then. He told the 
chief that he did not strike Grimes after he 
threw him on the floor in the presence of 
Mrs. Hedges. There was a charge on the 
docket against Shields for assaulting Mrs. 
Hedges, but it was on a much more seriouf 
charge that he was remanded.

When the other cases were finished Chief 
McKinnon said: “There is a charge against 
Zachariah Shields on the docket for assault­
ing Mrs. Hedges. At present I want to hold 
him on a charge of murder.”

Police Magistrate Cahill (addressing th* 
prisoner) : “Do you understand ?”

, Shields did not say a word.
Chief McKinnon: “There will be an In­

quest at 2 o’clock this afternoon. The charge 
that will be brought against you will depend 
upon the result of tho inquest.”

Shields was then removed to the jail, and 
will remain there until after the inquest 

This morning the body of the deceased was 
taken from Mrs. Hedges’ house to the morgue 
at the city hospital. Until an autopsy it 
held it will lie impossible to determine th< 
exact cause of Jlrimcs’ death, as there are nc 
marks of violence on the body sufficient tc 
cause death. {Shields may have strangled 
him when they were struggling, or it may be 
that the old man had heart disease and died 
from the excitement.

This afternoon tho coroner’s jury, after 
viewing the body, adjourned until to-morrow 
night at 8 o’clock.

THE TARIFF QUESTION.
That the great fight at the next Do­

minion election will be on the tariff 
question there it now no doubt. Other 
queationa there may be that are likely to 
crop up, but all fade into insignificance 
when compared with the iaaue presented 
in Tariff Reform, It has taken years to 
open the eyes of the electorate, but at 
last full vision has come and the enor­
mity of the rascalities perpetrated upon 
the taxpayers under the guiee of the 
protective tariff' is now discernible to 
many who formerly failed to see it.

In Huron county toe blight of 
the tariff has fallen heavily, and in Gode­
rich town the protective policy has smit­
ten as with a curse. Not only has no 
benefit accrued to any industry carried 
on in cur midst, but a positive injury has 
been inflicted on every line of business 
which aforetime was flourishing. Our 
lake trade has fallen away; our up town 
industries have retrograded ; our popula­
tion has decreased ; the snap has been 
taken out of our business men; and the 
outlook for the town is not so good as it 
was before the advent of the N.P.,which 
it waa promised would bring blessings in 
its train.

And as with Goderich so with the rest 
of Huron, one of the most wealthy and 
prosperous counties^ in Ontario, In al. 
most every municipality there has been 
a marked decrease in the population,and 
many families in every town, village and 
township can point to one or more va­
cant chairs in token of what the exodus 
which followed in the wake of the N.P. 
has done for them.

We will be told by some of our super- 
loyal neighbors that we should not thus 
refer to the evil effects wrought by the 
tariff and its associations upon our county, 
because, forsooth, it is not right to 
spread broadcast the knowledge of our 
present plight—it is disloyalty to our 
country to make public the facts of the 
case And it will be told that our duty 
ahould be to hide the injury inflicted 
and to make the best of a bad ehowing 
so that a greater injury may not befall 
os.

or so make big effort to keep the “Pro­
testant horse’’ shut up iu his stable, tor 
fear of throwing the Old Man at Ottawa. 
The Toronto Mail gives voice on this 
question in the following:—

The attacks of the Conservative papers 
upon Principal Caven are intended to 
prejudice Conservatives against the 
Equal Rights Association, of which he is 
the official head. The party managers 
feel that if the Equal Rights agitation 
continues to grow until the Dominion 
elections come off it may do Sir John 
some injury, just as it worked injury to 
Mr Mowat the other day. The word 
has gone out, therefore,for the orgaus to 
pelt Dr Caven with accusations of 
treachery to Mr Meredith.

The only scrap of proof, if it can be called 
proof, which has been adduced in sup­
port of the-charge of treachery is this, 
that some of the Mowst speakers made 
use of one or more of Dr Caven's pub­
lished letters with the view of showing 
that he was hostile to Mr Meredith. 
The obvious answer is that Dr Caven 
never wrote a line which, fairly read and 
construed, cast any invidious reflection 
whatsoever upon the Opposition or Its 
leader.

Away back in the early history of 
Canadian Methodism the annual camp

Toronto, 
Hamilton, Montreal and Ottawa have all had 
their quota.

Presbyterian, Modthodist, Anglican, Medi­
cine, Edication and Women’s Rights, Doctors 
of Law, of Life and of Divinity have been 
airing themselves in all their glory. Toronto 
University held its annual Convocation in a 
big circus tent on the lawn. Behind it were 
tl. blackened ruins of that noble pile of build­
ing long know to fame. Hon. Edward 
Blake, Chancellor of the University and 
William Mulock delivered the addres­
see. The Dominion Women’s Enfranch­
isement Association also met in Tor­
onto.

It seems 
that the ladies wishing to be polite sent a 
resolution of welcome to the medical scien­
tists and doctors who were also in session 
last week. Some of the doctors wanted to 
thank the kind ladies. Others didn’t. There 
were more of the latter than of the 
former, and • resolution was adopted 
condemning the Dominion Woman’s En­
franchisement Association. The ladies in 
return passed a resolution unanimously 
condeming the learned doctors, man 
ners. The matter then ended. In Ot­
tawa where the Presbyterians have been 
holding communion, people have been 
somemhat started by the animosity dis­
played against that Canadian law of al­
lowing a man to marry his deceased wife’s 
sister. One of the minister’s was deposed on 
account of having made such a marriage.

Strikes have not been many this year, but 
what few there have been seem to be all set­
tled satisfactorily. The Toronto strikes have 
been all arranged. The strike in Hamilton of 
the weavers in the Ontario Cotton Mills has 
just been settled. The strike has lasted 44 
days, and many of the striker’s families have 
suffered severely from the loss of wages. Sir 
John.Macdonald has been in town for a few 
days.' He came to attend the fashionable wed­
ding of Miss VanKoughnet. The visit of the 
Veteran Premier is generally thought a great 
deal of by the good Conservatives of this 
city.

What will be the composition of the next 
Ontario Cabinet is a question that is agitating 
the Reform politicans. It is said that so far 
CoL Gibson refuses to seek another constitu­
ency. Some say North Waterloo will be of­
fered to him if he desires again to enter 
public life. Cpl. Clarke is a probable candi 
date for the Treasurership, and if Mr. Gibson 
declines a seat, Mr. Harcourt, it is said, will 
be Secretary. Rumour gives Mr. Freeman

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY*
A Deliverance on the Eqnal Rights Ques­

tion—Church Statistic».
Ottawa, June 18.—First of all at the 

«îeneral Assembly this morning attention 
was given to the loyal addresses to be sub­
mitted to the Queen and Governor-General. 

I>eave was granted to Rev. Messrs.Christie, 
•nus.,n, Cvombie, A. Currie, D. Gordon, 
vorge Bromner, R. Wallace, A. W.Waddell, 

v. A. Mc Le Hand, William Meikle and 
Drummond to retire from the active duties 

1 the ministry with permission to become 
uvticipants in the aged and infirm ministers’ 
and. The application of Rev. Alex, 
vis - for retirement was granted,but his name 

was not allowed on the fund. That of Rev. 
Win. Millic&n was not granted. Rev. An­
drew Wilson was permitted to retire and his 
case was remitted for consideration to the 
Committee on the Aged and Infirm Minie- 

• levs’ Fund as to his becoming an annuitant, 
with instructions to report to the next as­
sembly. This last finding in Mr. Wilson’s 
case was arrived at by vote, but a great 
many members recorded their dissent.

The Assembly has been desirous of ap­
pointing a salaried secretary to aid in th$ 
growing department of the church’s work in 
the foreign field and to-day instructed the 
Fo* aign Mission Committees to correspond 
wi ne of the Trinidad missionaries, Rev. 
Mr. Morton, hoping that he may be induced 
to accept the new appointment a year from 
this date.

The statistics of the church were submitted 
to the Assembly to-day by Dr. Torrance and 
ratified. The Presbyterian Church in 
Canada lias 1920 churches with 454,207 
sittings. The number of pastoral charges is 
795 with 386 mission stations. The church 
pays stipends amounting to $777,199. 
Presbyterians paid last year for all purposes 
on an average of $24.72 per family and $18 
per communicant

The deceased wife’s sister question was 
very nearly allowed to engage the excited 
attention of the Assembly again on a resolu­
tion of interpretation upon last year’s finding 
being submitted to the house. Fortunately, 
however, this subject along with aa applica­
tion from a minister who married the sister 
of his deceased wife to be received into the 
Presbyterian Church, were thrown over for 
a year.

A lengthy discussioa was held upon a gen­
eral deliverance submitted by the Committee 
on Temperance on the temperance question. 
Objection was taken to this deliverance by 
Rev. D. J. Macdonnell and Justice Taylor, 
in the form of an amendment, which was 
voted down by 182 to 34.

Principal Grant proposed the omission of 
the deliverance, but was overborne by an 
adverse vote of 27 to 143.

Again Mr. Macdonnell, seconded by Dr. 
Macdonald of Hamilton, moved the striking 
out of a sentence which declared that the 
traffic in liquor was contrary to the Word of 
God. By a vote of 42 to 156 this was denied.

The subject of equal rights was brought 
before the Assembly by a committee ap­
pointed in Toronto last year on the defence 
of civil and religious rights. The committee 
suggested the following aa some of the ob­
jects the church ought to aim at furthering:

1. The complete separation of church and state 
each to be independent in its own sphere—a free 
church in a free state—the mutual rights of each 
td#je respected, but neither to invade the pre­
rogative of the other.

2. The abolition of all grants from the public, 
exchequer for ecclesiastical or sectarian pur

3. The abolition of compulsory tithes and other 
ecclesiastical dues.

4. The providing of elementary education by 
the state, and while recognizing the propriety of 
giving instruction in the truths held in common 
by Christians, in no case shall money, raised by 
taxation, be devoted to the propagation of 
peculiar religious dogmas or denominational

5. The reorganization of the Couucil of Public 
Instruction in the Province of Quebec in such 
manner as to secure the educational rights of the 
minority.

6. The abrogation of the offensive clauses in the 
order of precedence for the Dominion which 
recognize certain ecclesiastics and utterly ignore 
the great Protestant churches which represent 
the majority of the people of Canada.

The Assembly endorsed the first, three and 
was discussing No. 4 when interrupted by the 
hour of adjournment.

fERRIBLE DISASTER IN A PENNSYL­

VANIA MINE.

The Fatal Mistake of a Young Hero—
J Fruitless Attempt» to Recover the 
i Bodies—An Avalanche of Flame—Com-
| plete List of the Victims. a 
' Dunbar, Pa., June 16.—This morning at 
11.10 à shivering roar shook the lowly 
miners’ dwellings on Hill Farm in Fayette 
County near this place and affrighted 
hundreds of persons who knew too well the 
sound indicated another mine disaster. In a 
moment the fearful news had spread that 
the Hill Farm mines owned by Philadelphia 
parties had exploded. The low-browed 
hill from which the slope entered shook from 
mouth to pit and the scores of miners’ houses 
lining the hill poured out frenzied inmates 
by the hundred. A rush was made to the 
mouth of the pit, but ingress was impossible, 
as smoke in dense volumes was issuing forth.

Fifty-two miners had gone to work this 
morning and were in the slope when the ex­
plosion occurred. Of these 5*3, 20 were in 
the left heading and 32 in the right heading. 
Those in the left heading got out all right. 
All the others were cut off and not one 
escaped. Their names are:

For Making Pastry.
A marble pastry table ia a very uaefal 

piece of kitchen furniture in summer, 
when it is difficult to keep pastry st a 
proper temperature while it is being pre­
pared. These tables cost $10, mounted 
to white pine, st the shops of dealers ia 
house furnishing goods. This is more 
than, or as much as furr iture dealers for­
merly charged for a marble-topped centre 
table mounted in walnut. The kitchen 
table looks better and is more suitable 
for the purpose for which it was intend­
ed than the parlor table would be in its 
place ; but it ought to be cheaper. It 
would be more durable and could be 
more easily kept clean if it was mounted 
in good hard wood, oiled, rather than in 
soft pine.

There have been a great many inven­
tions for chill ng pastry which have been 
out and-out failures, because they were 
conceived by some one who had no prac­
tical knowledge of the process of making 
puff paste. The hollow gUss rolling pin, 
which was designed to be filled with ice, 
seemed to these who had never tried it 
to be all that could be desired ; but the 
illusion faded away on the first summer 
day it was used. If it is filled with ice 
the moisture of the atmosphere conden­
ses on it and supplies drops of water that 
are fatal to the success of the paste. It 
is an excellent roller, however, if not 
tilled with ice—the oeet we have, unless 
a marble roller can be found. Excellent 
pull’ paste can be made by an expert with 
a wooden roller and board, but it will 
take leas time and the werk will be more 
accurate if the best tools are provided.

The u*e of good pastry flour is a mat­
ter more essential to the preparation of 
perfect puli' paste or of tender cake than 
anything else. Good cake or puff paste 
which is a mass of delicate crisp layers 
cannot be made with bread flour. Since 
the introduction of the “patent roller” 
process in milling, the best bread is 
made from spring wheat grown in favor­
able sections of the country. Pastry 
flour must be made from winter wheat 
in order to possess the requisite qualities. 
For a long time after the introduction of 
the patent roller winter wheat was 
ground by the old process and this flour 
went by the name of “old process” flour. 
All flour now is ground by the patent 
roller ; and by improvements in the last 
few years as much gluten, it is said, is 
saved hv this method as by the old pro­
cess. There are several brands of 
so-called pastry flour in market, which 
are prepared from spring wheat merely 
“softened,” as the dealers term it,with a 
little winter wheat. This flour is offered 
as a compromise and is recommended as 
good for both bread and pastry. In 
point of fact it is inferior for both uses. 
Nothing shows the lack of “softness” in 
the flour made ot spring wheat so quick­
ly as "'cake. Bread flour makes tough, 
dry cake.

For this reason 
even if it ia considerably more trouble 
to oversee mending than to do it yourself 
the child should do it, not only for the 
sake of the instruction, but in order thst 
she may suffer from her carelessness if 
the rent is the result of carelessness.

An impoitant part of all mending is 
the ripping and preparing the work for 
mending. If the germent needs relin­
ing it is often desirable to make it over 
entirely, in which case it should be 
ripped thoroughly. The thread should 
be brushed off and the garment cleaned. 
There are many ways of cleaning mater­
ials that cannot be waahed. Delicate 
silk ribbons and other silk may be 
sponged with a little alcohol diluted with 
water. Stains caused by acids may 
usually be taken out by a weak solution 
of ammonia and water. Woollen goods, 
that are too much faded to be made over, 
may often be dyed and combined with a 
little new siik and may give as much wear 
aa it did before. There ia alwaye special 
satisfaction in making over a dress that 
had seemed to be past its usefulness and 
in finding it able to serve again and 
perhaps look better than it did when it 
was new. The secret of the proverbially 
economical and well-dressed French­
woman’s success lies not only in her 
taste, but in her ingenuity in making 
over and repairing her clothes. How­
ever old her dress it is mended so neatly 
that it never appears shabby. The most 
careful and economical women are 
usually the best dressed, because they 
know how to take care of their clothes, 
while women who spend money lavishly 
on their aitire are often slovenly to the 
end.

Vital Vinegar.
The proper name of “vinegar worms 

(usually called vinegar eels, and not rare 
m the beat samples of vinegar) is Septo- 
dera.exophila though often referred to as 
Anguillula aceti. This is une of the Demi- 
toid worms, and so is closely related to 
the pork wrrm (Trichina spiralis), the 
common round worm, pin worm, and 
hair worm. The form of the worms is 
much like that of the common angle or 
earth worm. Tney are bisexual (sexes 
ate distinct). Many worms, even those 
as high as the earth worm, are herma 
phrodites (each individual being both 
male and female). Old time vinegar al­
most always haâ more or less sugar ; but 
much of that made today is destitute of 
sugar. This latter is apt to have, in ad­
dition, sulphuric acid, which prevents 
formation in the vinegar of the fungus 
on which the worms depend for anpport. 
By adding sugar and mucilage to any 
vinegar we can insure the presence of 
the fungus, and then the vinegar worms 
soon appear. Tne purest and best vine­
gar attracts swarms of these minute 
worms (they are not more than one- 
twelfth cf an inch long), just as it at­
tracts us, and I do not know that it in­
jures the vinegar. If any dislike the 
thought of such lively diet they would 
better not investigate good vinegar with 
a microscope.—Prof. A. J. Cook.

The Art or Mending,
There is nothing more important in the 

instruction of the children of the house­
hold than systematic lessons in mending. 
As soon as a little girl is able to handle 
a needle she should be taught to darn 
her stockings and sew on shoe buttons. 
As soon as she has mastered these arts, 
she should be taught how to lay patches ; 
not in a haphazard fashion, bnt neatly 
and flatly, matching the pattern of the 
goods and laying the patch the proper 
way of the cloth, A patch, put on prop­
erly and prersed after it ia put on, can 
hardly be recognized as a patch. The 
darning of cloth is an art by itself which 
even expert seamstresses do not always 
understand. The edges of the rent 
should be brought together, and the 
needle run through the cloth between 
the inside and the outside in such a way 
as to conceal the stitches. When the

The Family Room.
How seldom the once familiar word 

parlor is applied nowadays to that room 
in the American home of any pretensions 
which is used to receive guesta in. Draw­
ing-room, reception-room, or even sit­
ting-room are preferred now, and parlors 
are pretty generally relegated to the ho­
tel, the dentist, the manicure a rich- the 
barber. People who never “withdraw” 
have a drawing-room, people who never 
receive, in the formal acceptation of the 
word, have a reception-room, people who 
never sit anywhere, as a rule, but in the 
dining-room, bedroom or kitchen, have 
a sitting-room, but few people now have 
a parlof, which really means the talking- 
room. The reason for this is not quite 
clear. Probably it is because the ad­
vance in house decqration has been so 
great and so widespread lately that no­
body regrets the disappearance of the 
old fashioned parlor, with its darkened 
windows, horse hair furniture, green 
brocaded hangings and wax flowers, and 
the name has gone with it.

People who can afford it now go in 
for rooms decorated in distinctive colors, 
calling them the red room, the blue 
room, the yellow room, etc. The writer 
knows a woman of artistic tastes who is 
not able to gratify them on such an 
elaborate scale as this, however. But 
she has one unusually large room in the 
old-faehioned house she occupies, which 
has two alcoves in it and a big bay win­
dow. This room she has laid out in 
divisions as follows : the yellow alcove, 
the olive green window, the Japanese 
corner, the old oak corner and the old 
rose alcove.

In each division a distinct yet harmon­
ious method of decoration and furnishing 
has been followed.

Balfour Charged With Lying — Dark 
Threats of Bloodshed—An Indian Hall­
way Subsidy—The Cholera’» Approach 
—The Telegraph Congress’ Perplexity. 

k London, June 16.—In the House of Com­
mons to-night Mr. Balfour, replying to Mr. 
Dillon, denied that the police charged upon 
and clubbed the people of New Tipperary for 
lighting bonfires to celebrate the marriage ol 
William O’Brien. The police, he said, put 
but the bonfires because they formed an ob­
struction in the streets.

B, w. Gill end Clancy, Nationalists, ques­
tioned Mr. Balfour regarding the Govern­
ment's system of “shadowing” persons In Ire­
land. They wanted to know how shallowing 
could prevent boycotting.

Mr. Balfour replied that no one was 
shadowed unless he was known to be engaged 
in Intimidation. The Government would 
promise to reduce the system oaly ou the 
condition that the Paniellites promised 
to Induce the persons shadowed to abstain 
from intimidation. (Cheers from the gov­
ernment members.)

Mr. Dillon : “If after this brutal, abomin­
able outrage there is bloodshed it will be 
upon your heads."

Mr. Parnell asked Mr. Balfour to adopt the 
English presumption that every person ac­
cused is innocent until proven to bo guilty.
(Cheers.)

Mr. Balfour: “Will Mr. Parnell undertake 
that these people shall not repeat their 
crime?”

Ottawa, Jane 16,-The General Assembly 
began the work of the second week this morn­
ing at 9X o’clock. The rest of Saturday 
afternoon and of Sunday had a refreshing 
effect upon the members. The conversazione 
on Saturday evening in Coligny College was 
in every sense a success and the Sunday ser­
vices in the Bank-street Church were largely 
attended.

Th§ first matter that was brought before 
the # court at this morning’s session was an 
ipj>eal case from Perth bearing upon the 
sl 1 nation of a location for a new church.
*lie Assembly, after considering all matters 
relating to the appeal, decided it would be 
inadvisable just at present to grant permia- 
Mon to the petitioning congregation to re­
move to a new site for the location of the 
proposed new church.

A long discussion was held over a proposal 
to establish a mission to the Jews in 
Palestine. A sum of $8000 is now in the 
:.auds of the church for such a mission. 
It was moved by Mr. Mortimer 
( *ark of Toronto, seconded by Principal Mac- 
Vicar of Montreal.

“That a mission to the Jews be established, 
that Palestine be the field and that Jerusa­
lem be the headquarters; also that all mat- 
t«rs relating to organization be placed in 
charge of a special committee of the Assem­
bly.”

Principal Grant, seconded by President 
Forrest, moved;

“That the General Assembly expresses 
gratification at the success which has at­
tended the inquiries prosecuted by the 
Foreign Missions Committee, and its special 
thanks to Mr. Mortimer Clark ; instructs the 
Foreign Missions Committee to appoint a 
sub-oommittee to prosecute inquiry, further 
and especially to ascertain whether it would 
be desirable to co-operate with the Free 
Church Mission in Tiberias for a time and 
whether there are promising candidates for 
such a mission, and to report to the next 
General Assembly.”

An amendment to the amendment to send 
the whole matter down to the Presbyteries 
to report upon was voted down by 
large majority, and ultimately Principal 
Grant’s amendment was carried over the 
original motion of Mr. Mortimer Clark by a 
majority of 114 to 98 and became the judg 
ment of the court.

On an invitation from Kingston the Gen­
eral Assembly decided to meet next year in 
the Limestone City and within St. Andrew’s 
Church there on the second Wednesday of 
June.

The Aged and Infirm Ministers’ Fund is 
divided into the Eastern and Western sec­
tions. In the maritime section the receipts 
are $3904. Out of the fund 16 aged ministers 
have been paid $3974. In the western 
section the receipts, amounting to $15,844, 
were made up of congregational collections 
and donations, ministers’ rates, interest, in­
vestments and proceeds from the hymnal 
committee.* The endowment part of the fund 
amounts to $11,366. Sixty-seven annuitants 
participated in the fund during the year. 
An effort is being made to raise the endow­
ment to $200,000. In the event of this sum 
being raised within two years Sir Donald 
A. Smith promises toward the fund $20,000. 
During the year Mrs. Clark of Quebec left to 
the fund $4000 and Mrs. Nicol of Peterboro 
$20,000.

At the evening session the Bank-street 
Church was filled from platform to door. 
After routine preliminaries the matter of 
French evangelization was brought before 
the house in an elaborate report, covering 
the year’s work, presented by Principal 
Mac Vicar of Montreal. All-in-all this has 
been a prosperous year in this detriment. 
The funds, $51,245, against $44,913 the pre­
vious year, are higher than those of any 
year in the history of the work.

One of the features in the year's record 
is the purchase of Coligny College, 
a ladies’ college where young women may re­
ceive a competent training in French, Eng­
lish, music, &c., at moderate rates, at a cost 
of $20.000. The Pointe aux Trembles school, 
the girls’ school, the Colportage de Parlia­
ment, etc., are doing efficient service.

A new workman in the person of -Rev. J. 
Taylor was appointed secretary at' a salary 
of $1600, charged with the direction of the- 
work generally and instructed to present the 
claims of the board to the church. Rev. Dr. 
Parsons and Dr. B\irns spoke upon the re­
port in cordial advocacy of the work gener­
ally.

The temperance question came up next. 
Rev. D. Stiles Fraser, Convener of the Tem­
perance Committee, presented to the Assem­
bly the results of the responses that had 
come to enquiries sent down to congrega­
tions and presbyteries. Un the subject of 
“Temperance” there is as a rule some clever 
speechifying. In the Supreme Court of the 
Presbyterian Church there are a number of 
intemperate temperance men and another 
portion that might be called “broad” on this 
question.

The committee brought in a number of 
recommendations, some of which were called 
in Question. As the hour of adjournment 
arrrc-ed some of the members were just be­
ginning to wrarin up to the issues. Their 
ardor was restrained for the time being.

DEATH LURKED IN GREEN RIVER’S

Five Men Drowned iu What Was Previous 
to the Recent Floods a l’uny Stream— 
Mr. John Wanlcss, jr., Inspector of 
llririgeti, One of the Victims.

Toronto, June 19.—A fe\v miles west of 
the little village of Claremont was the scene 
of a terrible railway disaster on the line of 

"the Canadian Pacific Pailway just before mid­
night of Tuesday. The accident is to be ascribed 
only to the late heavy rains, for the extra and 
conscientious precautions wore taken by the 
officials of the road in looking after the 
safety of the traveling public. Three miles 
east of lsocust Hill, the station formerly 
known as Green River, at mileage '24}4 east 
of Toronto, is a culvert crossing Green 
River and erected at a height of about 30 
feet from the water. This Green River is 
little more than a creek, except when 
swollen, as it has been of late, by very 
heavy downpours of rain. The culvert 
which crosses it is a solid piece* of masonry 
and no suspicion us to its perfect soundness 
and safety v> i s wer entertained. The foun­
dations, hov. undermined by the
heavy rains th edy resulted.

On Tuesui., , it was reported that
a culvert suu.u ut.-iauce below that which 
gave way was in an unsafe condition. In­
spector of bridges John Wan less, jr., decided 
to visit this culvert and detailed locomotive 
No. 188 to visit the place. There were then 
on board . .ur. VV'auless ; James Alton, 
engineer; Gvor e Oliver, fireman, J. Mori- 
arty, section torviimu: Hiram Iuottand David 
Ni“hv euder, section men.

The engim- arrive i at the first culvert, 
which is some distance above the one which 
the men ban intended to inspect, shortly be­
fore 11 p.iu. Precisely at 11.2(3 this cul­
vert must have collapsed, for when the body 
of the engineer was luumi his watch was 
found to liaxe .stopped at the minute. All 
the occupants ol the cao perished excepting 
Nighwender, who eseajMid unscathed.

Trains and workmen were despatched from 
Toronto, and during the whole of yesterday 
work went on . ithout interruption. At an 
early hour yesterday Inspector Wanlees’ 
body was recovered some distance 
down the creek. At 2>^ Engineer Alton's 
body was recovered. The surround­
ings at night presented a wild and 
novel appearance. The trunk of a large tree 
was set on fire and served to light the work­
men in endeavoring to recover the bodies and 
in the transmission of the passengers from 
the express train to the special provided to 
convey them to Toronto.

The only survivor. David Nighwender, 
seems to be somewhat confused as to the 
manner of his escape. In one interview he 
says that he juin}**! from the engine into the 
water, and in another statement says that he 
simply fell from the engine and thus escajied.

A CAROLINA WRECK.
Drakes nmt Steam Couldn’t Hold This 

Train Back—Three Men Killed.

Ashf.vii.le, N.C., June 18.—Perhaps the 
most destructive wreck in the his­
tory of the Western North Caro­
lina Railroad occurred at Melrose 
station at the southern side of Saluda Moun­
tain. about M2 miles from this city, on the 
Asheville 6c Spartanburg division last night.

Engineers Smyra and Turnstall and Fire­
man Taylor wore killed. The injured were : 
Flagman G. Bocock and Conductor Ricketts, 
two colored brakemen named Foster and 
Greenlee ; painful but not dangerous woimdsf

From the apex of Saluda Mountain to 
Melroie, the scene of the accident, a distance 
of more than three miles, there is a fall 
of fully GUO feet. This fact has made 
the railroad authorities especially care­
ful at this point and an engine 
is kept constantly there to help all trains up 
and down the mountain. The track was 
very wet last night when a coal tram 
started down, and soon after begin­
ning the descent it became evi­
dent that the twelve loaded cars 
were too much for both engines to 
hold with all brakes down. The speed 
gradually quickened under the heavy 
pressure until a speed of 75 miles 
an hour was reached, when the 
tracks spread and the entire train plunged 
headlong down the mountain with a terrible 
crash, burying beneath the breken cars, 
cross ties and earth the brave fellows who 
had stood to their posts.

The loss to the company in engines and 
cars alone will reach $75,000.

THE RATE WAR.
Chicago & Grand Trunk Slashing A way 

at the Lake Shore People.
Chicago, June 18. —The Chicago & Grand 

Trunk has not given up the fight on dressed 
beef rates. Private advices from Wash­
ington to-day stated that this company
had giveu notice of its intention to 
adopt a rate of 36 cents per 100 pounds, 
Chicago to Boston via Montreal, beginning 
June 20. This is the date on which the 
80-cent rate of the other roads becomes effect­
ive. As soon a s the Lake Shore people re­
ceived this intelligence they called
a special meeting of the Chicago
Committee of the Central Traffic
Association and announced that they would 
meet the 36 cent rate of the Chicago & 
Grand Trunk, taking effect June 26. Imme­
diately after the meeting the Grand Trunk 
sent a notice to the Inter-state Commerce 
Association announcing a further reduction 
in the dressed beef rate to 33 cents, taking 
effect June 33.
