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What Alcohol Does
to the System.

Alcohol has a profound effect,upon
the central nervous system. There
are two theories with regard to its
action. By some it is considered a
stimulant, by others it is thought al-
ways to cauge depression. Small
amounts of alcohol may bring about
an increased sense of liveliness and
a general feeling of well-being which
is most pronounced when the lights
are bright, and the company con-
genial. Larger quantities induce in-
coordination of speech and move-
ment, whereas still larger quantities
result in complcte anesthesia which
may be fatal to the individual. For
the first few minutes after taking al-
cohol, it has been found that a larg-
er quantity of physical work may be
performed. This is followed, how-
ever by a period of depression during
which the quantity of meehanical en-
ergy which may be expended by the
individual is_ greatly reduced. The
sum total of the effect is very decided-
ly to reduce the amount of mechani-
cal work which can be accomplished
during the day. It is on this account
that alcohol is no longer given to
soldiers on the march in the hope of
increasing their endurance. The ac-
tual. result would be quite the con-
trary. Experiments regarding the
action of the brain after taking alco-
hol as compared with its action be-
fore taking alcohol have been made
by Kraeplin. Typesetters were used
as subjects. - It, was found that those
who had taken alcohol- made a great-
er number of errors and worked less
rapidly than those who were abstemi-
ous. Kraepelin has found that this
effect lasts as long as twenty-four
hours after alcohol has been taken.
Curiously enough, those who had
taken alchol thought they were do-
ing their work to better advantage
than those who had not.—Professor
Graham Lusk of Cornell Medical Col-
lege, in the Popular Science Monthly.

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Modern Crusoes

There has been more than one at-
tempt on the part of modern Crusoes
to isolate themselves frowt the world.
A Spaniard named Rodriguez settled,
in 1884, on an islet off the south-west
coast of Cuba, taking solemn oath that
that there he would remain until his
death. He kept his vow for two ‘vears;
and but for a cyclone, accompanied by
a tidal wave, which destroyed his
tent and entire stock of provisions, he
would undoubtedly have remained till
his death. He was on the point of
starvation when rescued, and he was
much against his will, removed from
his islet.

One of the most ipteresting at-
tempts at self-exile whereof there is
any record was that made by one
Mackintosh, a religious fanatic, but
an exceptionally energetic man, whose
head-strong conduct brought him into
conflict with the authoritics of S,\'dne}’.
Australia. He disappeared from that
city and was found a year later on an
uninhabited island of the Marquesas
group in the West Indies. How he
got there was not known; but he had
made good use of his time, for he had
cultivated a small tract of land, erect-
:d a neat cabin, and maintained a
score of pigs. He resolutely refused
to quit his little" kingdom, declaring
ironically that he preferred to “rule
pigs than be ruled by them.”

A’ wager was the cause of the vo-
luntary exile of one Moma Lebedieff,
an officer in the Czar's Guards, who
left St. Petersburg in 1900 for Red Is-
land, in Udskaya Bay, in the Sea of
Okhotsk, where he undertook to re-
nain a whole year.
winning the wager lay
‘ul climate of the island, which is in
‘he same latitude as Central Kam-
shatka. Lebedieff lived alone for six
nonths; but in January, 1901, being
mable to withstand the cold, then at
its worst, he abandoned the attempt.
After incurring frightful hardships,
1e succeeded in reaching Nikolaievsk,
at the mouth of the Amur River.
Sooner than spend the remainder of
the winter in the awful darkness and
solitude of Red Island, he paid his
opponent thirty-five thousand doilars.

In the ’80’s, an Englishmand named
Chandler lived alone on an islet of
the Ladrone group, in the Pacific, for
a year and a half. Chandler, an avow-
>d misanthrope, threatened to shoot
the man who should invade his do-
main. For sixteen months he lived
on the fruits and herbs grown upon
the islet. Then he went mad. The
master of the American trading bar-
que Louisa, when six miles west of
the island, observed Chandler through
a glass, capering and dancing stark
naked. He took the exile aboard and
landed him at Manila. When Chand-
ler recovered he insisted on returning
to his islet. He left San Francisco in
1884, and was never more heard of.

An igland in the Sea of Aral, near
the mouth of the -Oxus, was the
strange place of refuge selected by
one Zingler, a Berlin fur trader of
considerable wealth, who, to use his
swn words, “suffered from civiliza-
tion sickness.”

In 1895, Zingler repaired to the is-
land in the Sea of Aral, and gave to
it the name of “Eternity,” as it was
part of his doctrine that only by self-
communion could man attain to per-
fection fitting him for immortal life.

In 1905, Signor Cortesi, a highly es-
teemed merchant of Milan, announced
that he had.found a modern Garden
of Eden somewhere in the Adriatic,
and proposed, in the company of his
wife, to establish himself there -per-
manently. Accordingly he completed
arrangenients to take up his Crusoe-
like existence, and so far ds is known,
he is still there

in the fright-

The Parliament Bill.

For some few days the House of
Commons has had under consideration
clause two of the Parliament Bill. It
is around this clause that the main
political battle is being waged. On
clause one the fight was but per-
functory, as the protagonists of the
House of Lords do not seriously con-
test the principle embodied in this
section which renders rejections and
amendments of Money Bills passed
by the House of Commons and sent
up to the House of Lords, at least a
month before the close of the session
inoperative.

Under such circumstances, after
the lapse of a month from the sending
up to the House of Lords, the bill is
to be presented to His Majesty and be-
come an Act of Parliament, on the
Royal Assent being signified, although
the House of Lords has not consented
to the bill.

Clause 1I. deals with any bill not
included in Clause I. This second
clause purposcs to place a limit of
time and other circumstances on the
power of the House of Lords to pre-
vent a bill becoming a statute.

The clause does not apply to any
bill sent up to the House of Lords
within one month of the close of the
season. In regard to these, it is not
proposed to curtail the power of the
Lords. To take advantage of the
clause when it becomes law, the Gov-
ernment must send bills up to the
Lords at least one month before the
session closes. In regard to these, if
the Lords reject them for two succes-
sive sessions, a rejection will prevent
the bill becoming law; but if the Lords
reject a bill in a third successive ses-
sion and the bill is presented to the
King, it becomes law, although the
Lords have not consented to it, but to
give it the force of law, two ycars
must have gone by since its first in-
troduction into the House of Com-
mons. It is on this clause that the
main battle is being fought, but the
issue of the battle is a foregone con-
clusion. Last fall the Bill passed the
House of Commons, and on the House
of Lords playing for delay in con-
sidering it, the Government dissolved

and went to the country on it and |

came back with a big majority pledg-
ed to put it through.

The King’s Reply to a Bible Deputa-
tion—The Most Valuable Thing in
the World.

In receiving at Buckingham Palace
recently, . & representative deputa-
tion, which presented to His Majesty
an address on the occasion of the
tercentenary of the.

This glorious and memorable
achievement, coming like a broad
light in the darkness, gave freely to
the whole English-speaking people the

sver more widely over the surface of
the globe, have turned in their need
to the grand simplicity of the Auth-
orised Version and have drawn upon
its inexhaustable springs of wisdom,
courage and joy.

It is my confident hope, confirmed
by the widespread interest your
novement has aroused, that my sub-
jects may never cease to cherish
their noble inheritance in the Eng-
lish Bible, which, in secular aspect

Murder Panic ,
in a French Church.

Paris, April 15,—The old: gaving
that it takes seven tailors. to make a
man was tragically disproved in
Paris this morning, when a journey-
man tailor, after murdering his wife,
wounded two policemen and seven
other people before he was made
prisoner.

The story is a sordid one. .Clement
Bochelier married his wife, Jeanne,
two years ago. He ill-treated her,
and a month ago she left him. For
the last fortnight Bochelier, who
knew his wife’s address, had made
appeals to her by letter, and had
waited at her door for her on her re-
turn from work to beg:her to come
back to him. Five days ago he
threatened her. This morning he
broke into her room and killed her

Jeanne Bochelier had a room in the
Rue des Gravilliers, near the Boule-
vard St. Martin. At half-past seven
this morning there ‘was a knock at
her door. It was too early for the
post, and when, in answer to her cry
“Who' is there?” she heard her hus
band’s voice say, “Open!”™ Jeannt
Bochelier pushed a table up agains!
the door, pushed her box underneatl
it, and heaped chairs on it.

She was mad with fear, and shc
had reason to be frightened. She
rushed to the window. Her husbanc
thundered on the door, and ther
smashed a panel, tore out another
and clambered into the room over the
barricade.

He rushed straight at her, and thc
shrieking woman saw a butcher’s
knife in his upraised hand. Tha
gleaming blade was the last thing
she saw except her husband’'s furi
ous face above her own.

The knife fell six or seven times
with terrible effect, and- one of the
blows severed the cartoid artery o
the unfortunate woman. Dying
though she was, Jeanne - Bochelie:
dragged herself out of the room anc
called for help.

Help came, but too late for her
She had only time to ﬁoint down
stairs and say “My husband,” anc
died.

Bochelier had run down the stairs
and got out of the house unnoticed
but the concierge and another mar
who had rushed up at his wife's call
for help, now ran after the murderer
shrieking, ‘“l’assassin!” as they ran

No cry raises a bigger crowd i1
Paris than the cry of murder, for i
is known to be unfortunately no ex-
aggeration here. A great crow
rushed along the narrow street in
hot pursuit of Bochelier.

Still carrying his dripping knife
ke lunged furiously at all who tried
to stop him. He cut the finger of
one man, ran his knife through the
shoulder of an(‘)lher, tripped up three
or four men and women—for even
women threw themselves in his way
—and doubling this way and that up
and down the streets which run be-
hind the boulevard, rushed at the
corner of the Rue du Temple into the
Church of Notre Dame de Lorette,
where early Mass was being cele-
brated.

In the church Bochelier knocked
down two men who tried to lay hands
on him, stabbed the beadle in the
face, and escaped through a side door
out into the street again.

There two policemen rushed at
him. He kicked one and stabbed the
other in the arm, but just as he broke
away and ran again the crowd clos-
ed in around him and threw him
down.

The crowd had blood lust, and the
policemen blew their whistles and
fired their revolvers in the air, for
they knew that unless help came at
once they would never get the mur-
derer to the police station alive.

Eventually the men carried Boche-
lier into the police station, and a doc-
tor attended him. .

“I was jealous of her,” was all the
murderer said in-his defence. *I beat
her, but she ought not to have left

The Gutenberg Bible Is Now

$20,000.

The most valuable printed book in
the world is the Gutenberg Bible,
which was printed at Mainz, Germany
—the first printed book. Its present
value would be hard to determinate,
as no coapy has recently come up for
sale, but the price steadily advances.
In 1884 a copy in London brought
$19,500, in 1897 the Ashburnham copy
on vellum sold for $20,000. The late
Robert Hoe estimated that it would
not be long before the price of one of
these rare cepies would come to $50,-
000.

The first edition of Chaucer’s
“Canterbury Tales,” printed about
1478, is very rare and valuable, as are
the 1485 edition of Sir Thomas Mal-
ory’s “Morte d’Arthur,” and the First
Folio Shakespeare. A copy of the
First Folio now in the library of a
collector sold at the Van Antwerp
sale in London a few years ago for
$18,000.
